Yoyage of a Crippled Steamer

The history of the voyage of the steamer
Arndt, whose long-delayed arrival occa-
sioned sach dread misgivings, is related
by Captain Felberg, who had command of
the steamer on her perilous passage. The
steamer left Stettin, Prussia, on the 3d of
July, and arrived at Havre after five days,
where she took on board 213 steerage
passengers, wWho made a total of 899, be-
sides 87 saloon passengers. On the sixth
day out, at about 4 o’clock in the after-
noon, a terrific rumbling was heard, and
the vessel came nearly to a standstill, and
all on board rushed on deck to see what
the matter was. On going to the stern
of the ship the propeller was found to
have disappeared, and not a vestige of it
was to be seen.

A Ceesar for the United States.

The New York Herald is provoking the
derision of the crowd, and exciting the
serious attention of, many thoughtful
people by discussing‘the prospects and

States. The rapidity with which au-
thoriuy has been centralized, the ease
with which the Constitution has been
warped or changed £6 suit the emergen-
cies .that rendered a strong Goyern-
wment necessary, and the suspicion that
Gen. Grant is to be placed in office for
a third term, have rendered this discus-
sion possible. The very fact that such a
subject will bear discussion is one of
great significance. It is. at least, as
sensible as the discussion of the pros-
pect of the establishment of a republic
in Great Britain on the annexation of
Canada to the United States. The Herald
should not be ridiculed by those who
gravely discuss either of these subject:s
In the United States there is a craving for
titular distinctions hardly suppressed in
Germany. 'This feeling would welcome
a title-conferring ruler. Wealth is con-
centrating itself daily, and a compara-
tively small number of men now con-'
trol a greal portion of the active wealth
of the country. Old world customs and
social distinctions aré rapidiy supplant-
ing republican simplicity. Is it ludic-
rous, then, to discnss the possibility of
change in the machinery of Government
analagous to the change in the usages
of society? We don’t believe it pos-
sibie to turn the republic into a despot-
ism in this generation, nor do we believe
that General Grant would consent to he
the despot. We don’t believe that his
elevation to office for a third term would
make him desirous of overthrowing the
republic. But that there is a feeling in
favor of monarchy, and that there is a
widespread indifference on the subject,
the Herald has clearly demonstrated by
the responses its articles have evokeéd
and the opinions its interviewers have
elicited. In the South, as might be ex-
pected, the feeling in favor of a change
is strongest. Here is an extract from
a correspondent’s interview with a lead-
ing newspaper editor of Richmond, Vir-
ginia: ,
CORRESPONDENT—But would they not
resist any encroachment upon their re-
pnl?)lican government, central though it
be
Eprtor—No, sir; I hardly believe they
would, and if they did what would be the
use, in the facé of Grant’s power through
his six hundred thousand office-holders
and the army and the navy, all of which,
from thier interests and organizations,
‘would be active supporters of a central-
ized despotism—an Empire. And what
would be the difference? Even now we
have all the tyranny and despotisuf of an
Enipire with the outward forms and
semblance of a Republic,
CorrESPONDENT—How would the South-
ern people athird time for General
Grant, or, as'it is now understood, the
approach to Cesarism?
‘Epiror—With the most perfect indif-
ference. They would merely be  looker:-
on in Venice.” They have been so long
under the rule of the bayonet; have had
negro rule so ruthlessly and outrageonsly
fastened upon them; they have been so
snubbed and rebuffed at Washington,
when gentlemen of respectability, intelli-
gence and influence have demeaned them-
selves by going there in quest of simple
justice, and they haye bad so little sym-
pathy, without any effort to redress their
wrongs from the people of the North and
West, that they have ceased to take even
a passing interest in the national govern-
ment. :
CORRESPONDENT—You are under the
impression, then, that the people of the
Southern States would not resist if Gene-
ral Grant was ambitious enough to wear
a kingly crown on the throne of the
United States at Washington?
Eprror—Resist, sir! Far from it. I
rather believe they would hail it as a par-
tial move towards their emancipation
from some of the wrongs by which they
are now oppressed. Grant would then
be more independent, and would not be
so much under the control of the unprin-
cipled party leaders by whom he is now
surrounded. He would then be free to
act according to the dictates of his own
conscience, and if he is a man of any
principle at all, or with any sense of
right and justice, I think that we of the
South would be rather benefited by the
change. As it i8 our condition is most
deplorable.  Look, sir, at the condition
of poor South Carolina, where the best,
most refined, cultivated and bravest of
our own race are in a state of govern-
mental vassalage to the brutal, ignorant
negro; where they are swindled, robbed
a2l d graded. Zh :ir, ra'd he editor,
with a good deal f feeling in his vcic:,
Wro) of poor South Carolina
in onr hearts. We can
never forget them, mor can our children
ever forget them. Look, too, at Louisi-
ana, Missiasippi, North Carolina and
other States, and we ask, ‘“ How in
Heaven’s name can we of the South be
expected to take an interest in the pre-
servation of a government that has not
only permitted but has fostered and

nurtured the foul instruments of our op-
pression?”

Judge Day of Montreal, Judge Poul-
ene of Three Rivers, and Judge Gowan
of Simcoe, senior Judge of the Ontario
County Courts, are the Commissioners
to inquire into the Pacific Railway
Scandal. Our readers will remember
that our Ottawa correspondent tele-
graphed us the names of two of the
Commissioners lastweek. This was the
first paper in Canada to announce the
appointment of Judges Day and Gowan.
The third member of the Commission
had not been agreed on then,.or we
should have had his name also. This
shows that our Ottawa correspondent
has badly beaten his fellows.

Reporter—I merely want to congratu
late you on the brilliant leadership you
have displayed in handling this charge
against John A. You've managed to
postpene the investigation from time to
time, and have cleverly made the Minis-
try responsiblefor the delay.

Mackenzie—Weel, that wasn’t bad.

Reporter—When Blake and Dorion re-
fused to accept power from the Govern-
ment for the Parliamentary Committee
to swear witnesses, I feared we should
be held responsible for the delay; but
the rvagons they gave were so plausible,
and the agitation kept up by you so

. great, that the majority of the people

actually believe the Government pre-
vented the inquiry taking place at the
time and in the manner  directed by
Parliament.

Mackenzie—We did better than we
expected. The pairty receives recruits
daily.

on a little longer, and declare that you
and Mr. Huntington have been sincere-
ly endeavoring to have.the charges in-
vestigated. '
Mackenzie—That'’s right, my mon;
keep it up, keep it up. . There’s nothing
like saying a good thing, especially if
it isn'ttrue, over and over again.
Reporter—You'll have no trouble in
proving your charges against the Gov-
ernment, I suppose. '
Mackenzie—Not the least, mot the
least—in any court not empowered to
swear witnesses. You see, it isn’t con-
venient for us to have McMullen sworn.
His Chicago operations make it proba-
ble that he will need, at some time
soon, an asylum in Canada. Now, if he
should swear as freely as he writes (by
the way, though, he merely signed
those Jetters—we wrote thiem) he might
not find it pleasant to retire to Canada
from unpleasant persecutions in the
States.

Reporter—You are resolved, then, to

bave the investigation before a Parlia-
mentary committee that can’t swear the
witnesses?

A Tempest of Wind and Rain Visits
New York—Scenes Around a Siop-
py City—Trees in the Parks De=

_stroycd —Cellars Flooded,
Froia the N. Y. Herald, Friday.
The entire month of August has pre-
sented many strange and erratic phases
of Summer weather. It would seem that
the Wind and Sun are renewing the old
wager of ZBsop’s time. At present the
former unquestionably has thebest of the
struggle. The scorching days of July
were followed by a short season of cool,
bracing weather. For two successive
days sun umbrellas were laid away, and
instances of prostration by the heat were
without any record on the hospitsl books.

Then, as in the fable,the sun again shone

in all his intensity ; mankind, doffed their

Fall overcoats, and, like Charles Martel,

spread ‘“the shades of their grandsires.”

On Wednesday morning another sudden

change took place. A somerset thrown

in th€ street will attract a crowd at the

dullest. seasons; a transition from sultry
Summer to forlorn Fall is out of the usual
happenings of the history of the year.
Yesterday the people of the metropolis
realized that nature had taken a weird
freak; they stood by and marvelled. The
war of the elements was watched and
commented upon by all classes of people.
Some were much more distinctly inter-
ested than others,and had naturally more
tosay. A reporter of the Herald was
around the city and harbor yesterday in
the midst of the storm, and heard much
talk and saw much wretchedness.

ON THE WATER.

Daylight came lazily yesterday. The
waters of the harbor, troubled as they
had been throughout the night, were
eovered with great masses of foam. Not
that the wind had abated any of its fury
with the dawn; for, on the contrary,

Huge waves broke against the wharves
with crashing roar, and through the
masts and cordage of the vessels the
‘wind whistled most drearily. The bay,
with its broad expanse of heaving billows,
seemed hurrying on towards the Battery
to engulf the venturesome city which had
reared itself so nearly ‘within the grasp
of its waves. The old struggle between
the sea and earth seemed capable of ready
solution. The Sound steamers rounded
the Battery in as rough a sea as often
meets them off Point Judith. The ferry-
boats began their morning trips with
equal regularity, and continued them
through the day despite the rain and
wind. The sailors on a few schooners
seen scudding up the harbor were as
actively engaged in bracing up everything
as if they were about to encounter the
dangers of Cape Hatteras. Inthe North
River, near Washington Market, large
amounts of drifting wood were floating
and were collected by venturesome-boat-
men. On the barges and vessels at the
piers men were seen busily engaged in
covering freight and merchandise with
thick tarpaulins. At high water the ferry-
boats were reached after climbing the
slippery bridges, then at an inclination of
nearly thirty degrees.
ON THE STREETS.

‘Without warning and in utter deflance
of the needs of business, the metropolis
was all -day long deluged with rain and
almost dismembered by the gale. The
wind at times through rushed the streets
with such velocity as to render locomo-
tion a matter of energy rather than of
will power. The falling rain in-
sinuated itself under doors and win-
dows and fllled the basement entry ways.
The thickest garments were no protee-
tion from the moisture and the use of
an umbrella was beyond the possibilities
for the unfortunate pedestrian. The
heavens were overcast, and thick masses
of smoky-looking clouds rushed 'pell-
mell through the sky, in utter disregard
of the great easterly air current. The
traditional market woman, with her huge
basket. who is always trotted out on such
occasions, was present, and elbowed her
way through the stalls of Fulton and
Washington street markets with her ac-
customed coolness. The omnibus drivers
and car conductors had no word of abuse
to hurl at the Signal Service man, for
the reason probably, as one of the for-
mer was heard to remark to a passing
brother, “Good day for ‘knocking down,’
you know.” Many who sought their of-
fices in these same street cars and omni-
busses were thinking of their friends at
Sing Sing. Not their fellow countrymen
wheo reside in the prison, but their breth-
ren in the faith who tenant the tents on
the Methodist camping ground. The
busy stream of humanity on the side-
walks did not stop, bus Broadway did
not wear its many features of Vanity
Fair. The fall buildings on the opposite
side of the thoroughfare were seen dim-
ly, as through a veil. . Men were to be
seen bundled to the neck in great Ulster
This for Au-

i

gust!
ALONG THE WATERSIDE,

The great waterside populace resident
along the rivers were early awake to the
realities of the flood. Cellars along
Water and Cherry streets, filled with
their degraded populace, were partially
flooded with the water which leaked in
from the gorged sewers. The gutters
were filled with muddy waters, which in
some places crossed the pavement in
small streams and emptied into the dark
basements: All day long dirty women
were to be seen carrying buckets oi
water from the cellars. More enterpris-
ing people were to be noticed plying the
pumps with equal energy and in like dis-
comfiture. West strect wore a very for-
lorn look. Pools of water met the gaze
on every side, and broken fruit crates and
unhinged sign boards were miscellaneous-
ly mixéed. Men clad in oilcloth coats
were to be seen everywhere sitting under
sheds to eseape the torrents. Several
trees were blown down on the Battery.
Two trees in the City Hall Park shared
the same fate. The Whitehall boatmen,
for the first time in years, declined to go
out on the bay. South street was, with
g.lle mud and water, next to impassa-

At the Post Office the mails arrived
yesterday with much greater regularity
than on the day preceding.
