. MISSIONS IN IRELAND.

To this interesting portion of the United Kingdom the Society conti-
nues to devote a small portion of its labours and its funds, on the simple
ground that after all that has been done, or is likely to.be done, by the
more regular and usual methods of ministerial instruction and pastoral
care, whether by the Established Church or by the auxiliary exertions of
our own and of other denominations of Christians, there must and does
remain a large mass of the populati pecially in the r and
lepst-favoured distrigts, and in those where the Irish language still co

7
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siderably prevalls, whieh only be effagtually reached by agencies that
are strictly and properly Missighary in théir eharacter and modes of ope-
ration. To these sheep in fhe wilderness the Society has therefore
deemed it a duty to direct its attention, and bas for many years borue a
humble aud, it is hoped, a far from useless part, in the endeavours which
have been made, ot the behall of Ireland, to promote the saving know-
ledge of Christ dnd the practical fruits of righteousness among suckl as
already profess the pure faith of Protestantisin; keeping in view, at the
same time, the seriptural instruction, and emancipation lgrom superstition
and sin, of that large portion of our fellow-subjects who acknowledge
the spiritual dominion of the Church of Rome.

In this work the Society employs fwenty-four Missionaries, siz Scrip-
ture Readers, and twenly-six salried Sczoolmnllen. Their zealous Ia-
bours during the past yeur bave suffered ne interruption, and, there is
reason to beligve, bve in many instavces been followed by very useful
results, Several new congregations have been formed in l{m south and
west of the Island, and several hundreds of persons, other wise almost or
altogether neglected, have enjoyed the benefit of the means of grace. A
considerable number of the children educated in the Schools are of Ro-
mish parentage; and the experipnce of every year affords increasing
evidence of the usefulness of the!School-establishment. All the Schools
aro opened and closed with prayer. The Holy Seriptures are the books
chiefly used in giving instruction ; and eatechims on the doctrines and
facts of Seripture are committed to memory. In the Daily and Sunday
Schools connected wilh‘,u Irish Missions there are about 6000 children.

MISSIONS ON THE CONTINENT OF EUROPE, AND IN
THE MEDITERRANEAN.

Swepex.—If the character of & Mi were to be estimated merely b
the number of persons connected with it, as Church-members, a very hig
estimate waul(rnot be formed of the importance of the statien occupied
by the Society: in this country. But it is not by such a eriterion that this
Mission is to be tested. Its beneficial effects are not so much appar-
ent in the formation and enlargement of a separate Sociéty or Church, as
in the impulse which it imparts to the work of spreading pure and experi-
mental religion in the National Church of Sweden. Its influence in this
respect ig highly salutary, and many who still remain within the pale of
the establishment have {un hrouggt by the various labours of the Mis-
sionary to ‘‘ taste the powers of the world to come.” One of the eviden-
ces of the revival of the spirit of Christianity in Sweden is wi d in
the formation of the “ Swedish Missionary Society,” d by the Com-
mittee in the Report of last year. They have now to advert to the suc-
cessful operations of that Society in premoting a Missionary feeling in the
country, and in raising funds for the support of the Missionary-work.
The success has far exceeded the anticipations of the Directors, and they
are encouraged to commence the operutions of another year with renew-
ed zeal. For the present, they have judged it to be most prudent to di-
vide their income among some of the older Societies which have Mis-
sionaries alrexdy in the field, and have granted £100 sterling to this So-
ciety, as a token of their good-will, and with especial reference  to, the
benefits imparted by our long-established Mission in St, Bartholomew’s,
a colony belonging to the Swedish crown. .
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Grermany.—Mr, Miller continues to labour with unabated zeal lo the
kingdom of Wirtemburg, About forty-six persons have been raised up
in the religious societies collected by his instrumentality, whq are now
assisting him in prosecuting the work which it was kis honour to cem
wence. He has formed four regular circuits: one in the vicinity of
Winnenden, his native town; a second twelve miles from that place in a
westerly direction ; another twenty-two miles nerthward of it; and »
fourth, in the Black Forest, on the berders of France. In these four
circuits Mr, Miiller and his associates conduct about one hundred reli-
gious services avery week. Although these excellent individuals have
to contend with many difficulties which private opposition and the re-
striction of law place in their way, they continue to emjoy the Divine
sanction and blessing, and many of thelr countrymed have been turned
by their endeavours ** from darkness to light, and frem the power of Sa-
tan unto God.” The number of persons in Society now amounts to 448,
while fifty others remain on trial as candidates for membership.

Fraxce.—The review of this interesting section of the mission-fitld'is
salisfuctory and encouraging.

-

In the English Department of the work in Paris, Mr. Newstoead con
tinues to labour with zeal and success. The Congregation has considera-
bly increased, and a gracious influence frequently accompanies the minis-
try of the word. The Week-day Meeting, which is held for the purpose
of Prayer and familipr Exposition of theScriptures,) is numerously and
respectably attended, , A Sunday School has been formed, ard a consider-
able number of young persons have wndertaken to work for the Mission-
ary Bazaar, The efforts made in the support of the cause of religion are
very praise-worthy. Mr. Newstend'\has lately been attempting to pro-
mote the better observance of the Loyd’s day among the English in Paris,
and has preached swo Sermons upoh the subject, which appear to havo
been pfoductive of some good'results. Itis gratifying to find, on a review
of the past quarter, he expresses his conviction that the end contemplat-
ed by the Committee in the appointment of an Enghish Minister to Paris
has been answered : provisionis thereby made in part for the spiritual in-
struction of the English who visit that capital, and a useful stimulus is
given to the French work. He observes,

“Our class has not increased in number, but it is very well attended,
and the membens are very exemplary. Idonotexpectthat we shall have
large numbers in Society here for the present: this is obviously not the
strangth of our English cause, which consists rather in the character it
gives to our whole French work, and the impulse itimparts to our more
distant Stations.”

Respeeting the French Department of the work at Panis, Mr, De Jer-
sey reports, that the number of persons who attend public worship re-
mains muely the same as formerly, that the Sabbath is strictly observed hy
the members, and that the services of the sanctuary are accompanied with
the divine blessing. A small Sunday School is taught, and a Female
Working Society, which is not confined to the members in Society, has
also boen formed, the proceeds of which are to be devoted to the support
of the Missions.

Sesiv.—In consequence of the illness and removal of his colleague,
Mr. Rule was left alone for a time at Gibrakar ; but be has latterly been
relieved by the appointment of Mr, Sweetman, who is to take the English
department of the work, and will thus leave Mr. Rule at liberty to pursue
his labours among the Spanish. 1n the prosecution of his plans in favour
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people, he does not proceed, altogether, without oppo
he members of Society having removed to the neighbour
ing town of St. Reque, Mr. Rule paid several stated visits to that place,
and was proceeding tq hold public religious meetings, until he was arrest-
ed by the Alcalde (Mayor) and taken before the Apostolio Vicar, who, in
terms not the most courteous, denied to him permission to preach at St,
Roque. The Justice of the Peace, (the Juez,) to whom he was after-
wards conducted, requested Mr. Rule to promise that he would submit to
the decision of the Ecclesiastical*uthority, and not again attempt to
preach there. This promise he refused to give, telling the Justice and
the Mayor that “he owed no obediencato the tribunal of the lnquisition,
nor to the Bishop of Cadiz, who, be had reasen to believe, had directed
the Apostolic Vicar to put a step to his proceedings.” - He, however, on
his retura to Gibraltar, judged it to bethe most prudent course to suspend
his plan of visiting St. Roque, until bis way should open more clparly ;
and he immediately addressed a spirited remonstrance to the President of
the Chamber of Procéres (who is also President of a Junta for Ecclesias-
tical Reform, and who, having been recently appointed Archbishop of
Toledo, is now, moreover, Primate of all 8pain,) protesting against the
measures which had been adopted against bim. ‘n this document, Mr.
Rule dwells upbn the fact that Roman Catbolic Priests have liberty, in
England, not only to preach but to attack the Protestant religion, and
make as many proselytes as they can ; and, as a Protestant and an En«
glishman, he claims in behalf of the thousands of Protestants in Spain the
krivilcgo of having their own ministers and form of public worship; and
o concludes by entreating His Excellency to lay his humnble petition be-
fore Her Majesty, the Queer, praying her to in{ibillho Bishop of Cadiz,
and the Apostolie Vicar from injuring the two members of the- Methodist
Bociety wﬁo now reside at 8t. Roque. Whether this doeument has had
any effect Mr. Rule is not able to determine ; but he has ascertained the
fact that the Magistrates at St. Roque have dropped their opposition: On
a recent visit to that place, he found that the two members of Society
steadily maintain their religious profession; that they regularly read the
Bible, as formerly, to those who vi?t them, and that, so far

very politely, when he told him ¢ that, although he could not obey him
when, in compliance with the Ecelesiastical authority, he sought to inter-
fere with the rights of conscience, yet he should ever feel himself bound
to render to him all due respeet and obedience as a civil magistrate,”
Thus the case stands at present ;—the result time alone can show, °

Mr. Rule has completed the translation of the first and second parts
of the Wesleyan Catechism into Spanish, and is unwearied in his en-
deavours to promote the dissemination of Spanish Bibles and Tracts,
and to advance in every possible war within his ability the diffusion of
evangelical light nmonf the Spaniards. The Mission at Gibraltar, ever
imerestini as an English station, is rapidly rising in importance as a
Spanish Mission. It is already exerting considerable influence upon
Spain ; and, were sufficient means placed at the disposal of the Commit«
tee, it might, under the divine blessing, be made to furnish important aid
in giving a new and favorable turn to the public mind in that country.

Mavra.~Nothing has taken place during the year in connection with
this Mission of such importance as to render an extended notice of it ne-
cessary. Mr. Brownell is prosecuting his faithful labours with a messure

of success although the openings for usefulness are not of the most en-
couraging kind.
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MISSIONS IN CONTINENTAL INDIA AND CEYLON.

MADRAS DISTRICT.—To the Continent of India the attention of
the Society has been directed over since that country, by wise legislative
enactments, was opened to Missionary enterprise ; but it is confessed
that the operations of this Society have not been by any means com-
mensurate with its obligations or its opportunities. It is & conclusion
too obvious 1o escape the notice of any Christian of ordinary intelli-
fence that, in the course of divine providence, the empire of India must
have been allotted to Britain chiefly and principally for the great pur-

ose of its recovery from idolatry, and its subjection to the gospel of our
r,unl Jesus Christ : bat it is equally obvious that no exertions have yet
been made by any portions of the Christian Church, either separately
or collectively, which adequately indicate that such a conclasion has
been practically adopted, or that the trust which has been awarded to

Britain carries with it the general convietion of an urgent and inevita-

ble duty. To many of the nations of India the gospel has not yet been

offered by the preaching of a single Missionary. Into some of the lan-

uages of thal vast empire, the scriptures have not yet been iranslated.

%‘hum are whole nations in the interior who are found greatly to differ
from those with whom we have become comparatively familiar by long
and established intercourse. They aresupposed to be almost as ignorant of
letters, and of any religious system, as were the inhabitants of the Islands
of the Great Pacifie. Among these no attempt has been made to introduce
Christian knowledge and Christian ordinances, and they perish for lack
of them ; while, even in the well known parts of India, Missienary ope-
rations have dot in any measure equalled in enterprize or extent, the
efforts which have been made for commercial or territorial purposes, It
is surely time that we were impressed with the imperative character of
our obligations, and with the value of. our opportunities, i pepulation
of little less than two hundred millions is under our care.

T'he stations occapied by.this Society on the Continent of India are
Madras ; Bangalore, including Seringapatam and Mysore ; Negapatam,
with Trichinopoly ; and Melnattam. The latter station now embraces th
populous town and neighbouthood of Manaargoody. J

CEYLON.-~The Society’s Missions in Ceylon have been carmed on
during the year without interruption. A new chapel is in progress of
erection in the Fort of Colombo, towards which the Commiitteée has

ranted £250 ; and a new place of worship has been opened at Blave
fslund, near Colombo, with iderable prosy of In Galle
an Association has been formed, in connexion with the Mission, for the
relief of the poor on an extensive scale, The press is in active operation ;
and the schools and other auxiliaries to the missions, both in the South
and North of the Island, are cenducted with vigour and useful effect.

SOUTH SEA MISSIONS.

The Missions of the Society in New South Wales furnish the ordinan-
ceg of religion to a considerable portion of the white population of the co-
lony., At Sydney are two Chapels and respectable congregations. Par-
malla is the gecond Mission-station in the colony ; here there are three
Chapels and one flourishing Sunday-school. On the Windsor station the
Society has five Chapels. A Missionary has been appointed to Bathurst,
where the inhabitants have engaged to support him by their contributions.

VAN DIEMEN'S LAND. —The Mission at Homanr Tows, witk
which place O’Brien’s Bridge, Sandy Bay, and Clarence Plaios are uni-
ted, is in a flourishiog state.. There are Chapels and good Sunday
Schools at the three former places, and at the latter, & C:lpll is, pro-
bably, ere this time, cou‘»loud.

The exertions of the Missionaries smong the Convicts at the Penal
Settlements have been attended with very considerable suecess, as is st
fested by the decided reformation which bas taken place in some of the
most depraved characters. Respecting Porl Jrlxw tbe Missionary
reports,

* Our day and evening schools haye prospered more this year than in
any preceding year. The chiffren in ihe day-school have made satis-
factory improvement in their learding. To the adult school we have had
upon our books the names of from 60 to 70 %f the men, who have attend-
ed well, and paid the grestest attention to their mental cultivation.

Mauy, who a short time since did uot know the letters of the alphabet,
can now read their Bibles with ease.”

‘The following letter from Mr. Butters furnishes the most recent in-
formatien from this interesting station :

*“ Were success to he estimated by the numbers admitted to church-
membership, I certainly could not substantiate any claim to a great de-
gree ; bus this is not the case. We cannet here take thiy as a eriterion,
for the peculiar constitution of the settlement greatly militates against
our having a large and permanent seciety. My congregations are, with
very few exceptions, eitLer military, who are chiefly Reman Catholics,
or prisoners who are under Colonial sentence. The military are con-

stantly being changed, and when the conduct of a prisoner is such as
would justify my nﬁ

mitting bim into our society, he is generally removed
to a situation where the discipline is less severe.

‘“ Our week-evening congregations -r.increningl[v large and attentive;
and [ believe to many the word preached is fr y ied

with
‘“ demonstration of the Spirit and power.” An increased and increasing
desire to read the scriptures, and religious tracts, is evidenced, and the
Commandant has lately assured me that there is a very considerahle
diminution of crime, and that the men generally are much improved,

‘““ You are aware that at Point Pure, which is about twe miles from
Port Arthur, there is a sepatate establishment of boys who are prisoners.
At this place, there are about 230 persons, most of whom are between
13 and 18 years of age. Between lﬂru and four months ago, the Cate-~
chist, who was employed by Government, removed to Hobart Town,
since which period I have regularly visited the school, and performed
divine service with the boys twice a week.

“ These young people | consider as forming hy far the most encoura-
ging part of my charge. In their welfare I feel particularly interested,
and Eopo that my f’eebln efforts to do them good have been blessed.
Some of them are remarkably intelligent, and often astonish me by the
prompt and judicious manner in which they reply to questions whick
are proposed to them on divine subjects. I regularly catechize them
once a week respecting the sermon which they have heard the preceding
Sabbath, and generally find them prepared to give the substance of the
discourse, and to repeat mest of the texts of scripture which I quoted,
That they may. be prepared for these_weekly examinations, they, in the
interim, examine and catechize each-6ther. Twenty of them have lately
avowed ‘their determination to consecrate themsolves to Ged, and from
all that I can see and hear of their general deportment, it is perfoctly

contrib .
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«« | pelieve several of them have ‘obtained'a clear and joyous sense of
God’s pardoning merey ; and are striving to walk in all the command-
ments and ordinances of the Lord blameless. Here, however, we can-
not calculate on having amy permanent soeiety, as it is expected that
these boys will shortly be removed, and assigned to different tradesmen
or settlers in the Colony.

“ The authorities here continue tdevidence friendly feelings towards
me, and appear desirous to protect’ nid encoursge me in the discharge
of my ministerial duties ; but, wh;\; ik infinitely more important, God
himself honours me with a sense of )his presence and smile, and graci- «
ously assists me in my work. Fyequently, while preaching ¢ Christ
crucified,” both speaker and hearefs experience the softening influences
of divine grace. No subject appesrs to tell home to my congregations
here like the simple story of the crpss.”

The new Mission at LauNcesroh is vety prosperous. The Missiona-
ry writes :

‘ Qur little Chapel is crowded almost to suffocation ; the word preach-
ed has been attended with power. The Society has increaged in numn-
ber, and those who have professed the name of Christ for some time
have been growing in grace.”

The interest which the inhabitants generally take in the Mission is
evinced by their liberality. It is added :

** Within the last year, including the subscriptions for our new Chapel,
One Thousand Paunds have been raised in this small town in aid of the
good eause.”

No department of the worle at this station affords greater encourage-
ment than the Bunday Schoels. The number of the scholars had consi-
derably increased, and several of the elder children had become the sub-

The rising character of the Missions in New South Wales and Van
Diemen’s Land, and their connexion with the important Missions in
the Friendly Islands and New Zealand, having rendered it desirable to
increase the number of experienced Missionaries in that part of the
world, the Rev, John M*‘Kenny, who had recently returned from Cey-
lon; has been sent during the year to Sydney, to succeed Mr. Orton,
who removes to Van Diemen’s Land.

NEW ZEALAND.—The effect produced by the preaching of the
Gospel among the NeW Zealanders furnishes striking proof of its effica-
cy in subduing the fiercest passions of the human mind, and in raising
men from the lowest state of barbarism into which they may have sunk.
A survey of the good which has been effected at the station of Hokianga
is truly cheering., Bome of the first converts have already *‘ o run” the
Christian race * that they have obtained” the prize, having died in the
faith and hope of the Gospel : others continue to' adorn the doctrine of
Gop their Saviour, by a consistent life : not a few have hecome preach-
ers of righteousness to their eountrymen : and the worship of Gob is
attended regularly by a considerable number of Natives, besides those
who are members of our society. I'he Sabbath is sanetified, and many
adults and children are taught ead the Word of Life. Thatsuch
eftects have been produced is a faet, the proof of which does not rest
upon the unsupported testimony et the Missionaries themselves. Their
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statements have been recently confirmed by the evidence of a gentleman,
wholly unconnected with the Society, snd whose fuvorable opinion re-
specting the Mission at Hokianga, is the result of his bwn personal ob-
servation. The substadté of the communication /made by this gentle-
man on his return to Sydney, has been given by Mr. Orton in aletter,

dated the 26th of October last. The following extrgcts will be read with
great interest : \

\

A large Chapel has been erected at Mangungu, which is nearly filled
on the Sabbath with natives, many of whom come from considerable
distanees, and whose apparent attention, and devotion at the means of
grace, is inost orderly and gratifying.

¢ Several Chiefs are now employed as instructors of their countrymen :
some of them have become avowedly preachers of the gospel, to which
important work they have been appointed by Mr, White, under whose
dircetion they |are exerting their influence, and are actively and usefully
employed in promulgating the doctrines of the Cress, umong thelr be-
nighted and degraded countrymen. ,

“ One of these New Zealand Chiefs was listened to by my informant,
who is an intelligent gentleman, with mueh pleasure ; and, as far as his
knowledge of the language would allow him to judge correctly, he was
of opinion, that the address was quite a display of simple Christian truths,
felt by the Preacher, and set forth with all the advantages of natural
eloquence, peculiar to the New Zealand idiom, feeling, and gesture.

““ For the first time, a Love-Feast has been recently held” at this Sta-
tion at which were present 200 natives, of whom upwards of forty spoke,
in an affecting and satisfactory manner, of the work of grace in their
hearts,

¢ Mr. White proposed, at an early period, to hold a Missionary Meet-
ing, for the purpose of forming an auxiliary to the Parent Saciety, which
he anticipates as an occasion ef peculiar interest ; and no doubt it will
be attended with great advantage to the cause.

“ It is an additional and pleasing circumstance, that a firm stand has
been made by the Chiefs, joined by some of the Eurepeans, against the
importation of * ardent spirits,’ which evil had commenced, and was
rapidly spreading its ravages among the mnatives, obstructing and coun-
teracting the operations of Missionaries. A meeting has been convened,
and all the prineipal Chiefs have determined to combine their influence,
to prohibi? the importation. The successful operation of such a ¢ Tem-
perance Society,’ which may prevent the more general introduction and
use of ardent spirits, and thus nip the evil in the bud, is to be viewed as

\ an important auxiliary to Missionary operations ; and I am gratified by

being able to add that the merchants of our spiril-trafficking Port, have

already begun to view it as a dangerous speculation, to send this ruinous
commodity to New-Zealand.”

The beneficial change, which through the divine blessing has been ef-
fected at Hokiangn, affords encouragement for renewed exertions in be-
half' of the New Zealanders ; for which there still exists an awful  ne-
cessity. In those parts of the Island where the Gospel has not yet been
in!rmfluced, the people continue to exhibit the ferocity for which they
unhappily had become so notorious. Tho press sent from this country
not having arrived, Mr. Woon, who was eéngaged to manage it, paid n
visit to the Waikato District, where he had the epportunity of making
observations on the state and manners of the people. Ina lotter, dated
Kawia, Waikato, July 10th, 1835, he remarks :

‘¢ But darkness, gross darkness pervades the minds of thousands, swho
are from time to time actually destroying and devowring one spother, [
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had an opportunity of witnessing a most disgusting spectacle the other
day.—A party from ¢ Waipa’ returned from Taranake, about 80 miles
distant, where they had been te fight, and where many poer creatures
were cut off, roasted, and eaten, and some of their ﬂni brought away
and distributed as presents ameng their friends | Hewever revolting this
may appear to your feelings, and to the feelings of christianized and
civilized people, I assure you it is fact. Isaw the head of a great Chief
named ‘Za Guntu,” whose body had been eaten on their way home,
which was exhibited as a trophy of their eonquest. We have had
dances, &e. before our premises, by parties returning from and going to
fights ; but hitherto we have remained unmolested, and we cast our care
on Him who careth for us.

“In my conversations with some of the principal Chiefs, I have dis-
covered a disposition to acknowledge the wickedness of their proceed-
ings ; but, on reproving them, they have generally pleaded ¢ blood for
blood’—* man for man’ and revenge to them is sweet ; they will seek ‘it
one way or another. A New Zealander’s ¢ feet are swift to shed blood 3
—unrelenting eruelty and Cain-like envy are the main constituents of the
New Zealand character ; and the family or tribe who are to-day writhing
under the lash of the oppressor, are hindered only by want og opportu-
nity from praetising upon others the cruelty they weep under them-
selves.—We have told all whe age war, bloodshed, slavery, and
other evils, that they are oppressors and murderers ; but many have lis-
tened to our reproof with indifference ; however, we hope that, as the
ameliorating and enlightening Truths of the- Gospel are diffused, these
evils will speedily be swept away ; and as all are desivous that Mission-
aries should reside among them, we trust the time is not far distant, when
all these savages shall hecome brethren in Christ Jesus.”

fulness to the great Head of the Church. In those distant * isles of the
sea,” a work has been effected by the Instrumentality of the agents of
the Society, than which no modern missionary achievement has brought
greater glory te God, or yielded a larger amount of spiritual benefit to
any portion of the human family. Previous to this late extraordinary
revival and spread of experimental religion, the zeal and faithfulness of
the Missionaries in disseminating the truths of the Gospel had been re-

’ warded by the overthrow, to a great extent, of the ancient idolatry of *

the people, Such had been the successful results of their glorious la-
bours in Habai, that the wership of the true God had been universally
introduced, and not a professed idelater remained in any of the islands
comprised in that group ; but among those who had received the Gos-
pel as a revelation from heaven, and who were to a certain extent io-
fluenced in their lpil‘i? and lives by its doctrines and precepts, the num-
ber remained comparatively small who had fully experienced it to be
f¢ the power of God unte salvation.” A richer measure of success has
now been vouchsafed to the Missi ies, and they have been permitted
to witness the saving effects of divine grace to an extent which theip
“most sanguine hopes had scarcely ventured to anticipate,
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In dwelling upon the distinguishing characteristics of this gracious
work, the increased efficiency oq' the native Teachers ought not to be
overlooked, Several of the first converts to Christianity have long been
actively employed in preaching Christ to their countrymen. Over these
the Missionaries have watched with affectionate solicitude, and marked
with satisfaction their improvement in knowledge and piety ; but their
usefuloess has never been so apparent as in this ¢ day of the Lord’s
power.” One of their number was the chosen instrument in the hand of
God for commencing the work which has yielded such delightful results ;
and all of them by their zealous endeavours have greatly contributed to
ita extension. The rapidity of this work deserves especial notice y the
word of prophecy has had its accomplishment, and ¢ a nation has been
born in a day.” The divine influence, which began to descend at Va-
vou, spread over Habai, and extended to Tonga, in such swift progres-
sion, as to exceed the power of description ; and multitudes in this ex-
traordinary visitation were brought almost simultaneously to experience
the peace and i’oy of saving faith. And the depth of this work is equal
to its extent. Its character is not so strikingly apparent in the excite-
ment which has taken place, and in the rapturous joy of the new con-
verts, as in the deep implantation in their minds of all the Christian
graces, They manifest in an eminent degree “ the mind that was in
Christ Jesus.”” A brief statement of this extraordinary work of grace
has been furnished by one under whose eye it commenced at Vavou, and
whose zealous labours formed part of !ﬂe instrumentality by which it

was effected. In 'one of his latest ‘communications, Mr, Cargill ob-
serves i—

“ You will have been apprized, ere this time, of the glorious extension
of experimental religion with which the Lord has visited thisf,mn of his
vineyard. The gospel has indeed proved to be ¢ the power of God unte
salvation.’ Satan’s kingdom has not only been shaken, but well-nigh

abolished in this land. It is no exaggeration to say, that vital religion
is the enjoyment of a great majority of the people. The feformation
which is visible in their manners, nm‘{tbo genuineness and depth of their
christian experience, demonstrate that they have received the unction of
the Holy Ghost ; and that they have net only embraced the form, bus
that they enjoy the power, of godliness. Sin is not only discountenanced,
but they hate it with a perfect hatred j and I believe that many of them
would rather forfeit their lives than their integrity.

‘“ They set a high value upon the means of grace ; it is not a trifle
which prevents any of them from attending the House of the Lord ; and
when there, their eyes are riveted on the speaker, and frequently the
abundance of their tears bespeaks the joy of their hearts. Their whole
behaviour is a pradtical illustratior of that feeling, which prompted Ja-
cob to exclaim,—* How dreadful is this place I’

¢ The Sabbath is kept holy, in the most literal and extensive significa-
tion of that term. Not only is all worldly business laid aside, but the
whele day is employed in exercises of public and private devotion. I
do not know any who spend any partof tEat day in idleness or diversion.
Their respective class-leaders watch ower thom with scrupulous care ;
and if any of them engage in duties which are mot decidedly religious,
and absolutely necessary to be done on that day, they affectionately ad-

ish them to r ber the nd of the Lord, and to consecrate
bis day to his service.

‘‘ Nor are they less punctual in the performance of their religious du-
ties on other days. At the first dawn of morning they present unto
God a sacrifice of prayer and praise,jand at might, the last exercise
which they perform, ere they retire to sleep, is to sing the praises

1
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of redeeming love, and implore the protection of their heavenly Fa-
ther. And they have their stated times, through the day, for retiring
to their closet, and emjoying ° fellowship with the Fa:her and the Son.’

‘¢ I’he two principal eharacteristics of their prayers are,an affecting
simplicity and a powerful unction ; and, as may be expected, manifest
answers are often given. In the simplicity of their souls they enter the
audience-chamber of the Most High ; and in the earnestness of their
desire they hreathe out their whole soul in every patition, while the
hearts of all present feel,— .

“ Th' o’erwhelming pow’r of saving grace.”

¢ What was said of STepmex is true of many of the native leaders and
local preachers,—they are men ¥full of faith and the Holy Ghost.’
They love one another, and every one seems to think his neighbour bet-
ter than himself They are warmly attached to their instructors, and
manifest a.becoming zeal in the work assigned them. They seem never
80 hnp{ry as when engaged in the work of the Lord, and are anxious for
the welfare of the people, as‘if they felt like the  Apostle, when he said;
¢ Now we live, if ye stand fast in the Lord.’

¢ We feel grest pleasure in labouring among a people so affectionate
in their disposition, so traotable in their manners, and so attentive to the
‘one thing needful.’ .

This description of the work in Pavou applies equally to Habai, though
not in the same degree to Tonga. In the latter Island, Christlanity has
not spread to such an extent as in the other groups; and those who
have embraced it there have had their graces tried by the persecuting
spirit of the idolatrous party which yet remains.

The following extract from one of the last letters received from the
Friendly Islands, places in a strong light the necessity of affording speedy
help, Mr. Tucker says,

“ 'We are constrained to ask—¢ What are we among so many ? Un-
der these circumstances we are constrained to look to you, dear fathers
and brethren, and to the friends of the Mission, for help. Be assured,
it was by indulging the pleasing hope of receiving, atno very distant

eriod, more fellow-labourers from England, that we were induced to
reak up new ground. At your feet, therefore, we place our petition,
Our request is for Siz new Missionaries. 1 pray and beseech you to
hear: our cry in behalf of Fejee and Samoa, Niua and Niua Foou, Va-
vou and Habai, Spread our wants before the friends of the heathen ;—
tell them there are thousands of persons crying out to us to ‘ come over
and help’ them, and thousands more who bave never heard of the Sa-
viour’s name. They are living in darkness and misery in the extreme ;
—their land is full of rapine and murder ;—they are destroying each
other by war, and delight in feasting on human flesh. O gend us more
labourers, and then these savages and cannibals will soon hear the gos-
pel, and feel its blessed effects in their hearts, and exemplify them in
their lives, like the people among whom we now dwell ! ‘There should
be two new Missionaries, at least, for Fejee, three to Semoa, and one for
Niua and Niga-Foou, where all the inhabitants I believe have embraced
Christianity, but have no one to baptize or marry them, or teach them
fully the way of salvation. There should be two Missionaries at Vavou,
and two on this station. I am quite distressed at the thought-of Brother
Whtkin’s removal to Tonga ; he is very conversant with this lnnfunge,
and his labours have been greatly blessed to the people ; but I shall soon
be alone here with more than 3,600 members in Socioty, 161 Class-
leaders, and upwards of 70 local Preachers under my care, with byta
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slight knowledge of the language ! My trust is in Him who jis the
strength of Israel, and the Saviour thereof, and who has said, ¢ My
grace is sufficient for thee. Lo ! I am with you always.’ o

“ Being aware that there will be a considerable expense connected
with the sending out of new Missionaries to this far-off' land, I gladly
ive something towards the undertaking. Please to put down Ten
i’ounda to Mrs. Tucker’s and my name. You will see from the above
places that more than siz Missivnaries are wanted; but we are afraid
to ask for more : yet, we should rejoice exceedingly should more be
sent ; and I have no doubt that very glorious consequences would be
the result,—thousands of the heathen would soon be gathered into the

fold of Christ, and be brought to feel the saving and cleansing efficacy
of his atoning blood.”

The Committee, in commending again these interesting Missions to
the sympathy and liberality of the friends of the Seciety, espe¢ially en-
treat them to be earnest in prayer, that * the Lord may make bare his
holy arm? still more gloriously * in the eyes of the (Polynesian) natiens,
and that all the ends of the earth may see the salvation of God.”

WESTERN AFRICA.

Seven. Missionaries—Four JAssistants,

The state and prospects of the Mission at Sierra Lroxe are highl
encouraging. The labours of the Missionaries have been attended wit
such success, that they have now under their immediate pastoral cure,
upwards of one thousand persons, whe are either regular members of
society, or are meeting in cluss as candidates for membership. At the
same time the number of persons who attend the public ordinances of
religion has so greatly increased, that it has become necessary to en-
large or rebuild several of the places of worship. Two Chapels were
recently erected in Bathurst-street, Free Town, and Charles-street, New-
Town-West ; but these.have become too small, and are undergoing en-
largement. A considerable addition will have beén made to the Portu-
guu-Twm Chapel before the next rainy season commences. Early in

ber last the foundation stone of a new Chapel, to be built wholly
of stone, was laid at Soldiers-Town, which when completed will ontain
sittings for 660 people ; ar'd at Congo-T'own also, the old Chapel has
been taken down, and a much larger one is in the course of erection.

In referring to the growing spirit of religious euquiry, Mr. Maer ob-
serves :— .

¢ We find most of our Chapels too small to contain the usual cohgre.
gations ; although some of them are twice or thrice as large ns they were
two or three years ago.”

The Schools connected with this Mission are in a prosperous state.
They are conducted under the superintendance and direction of the Mis-
sionaries by twenty-oune salaried Teachers, and eontain about one 'thou-
sand children of both sexes, who are taught the elements of a cornmon
education ; the girls moreover, are instructed in needle-work. The Com-
mittee-gratefully acknowledge the continued liberality of the ladies at
Peckham, belonging to the Society of Friends, who have for many years
exerted themselves in behalf of these interesting Schaols.

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BRITISH NORTH AMERICA.

UPPER €ANADA.—The most important and interesting sphere of
the Society’s operations in North America is the Provinee of Upper Ca-
nads, a country nearly three times the size of Great Britain, and bles-
sed with a fertile soil and a mild and healthy climate. The Indian Mis-
sions in that country are in a state of growing prosperity, apd newly
opening fields of usefulness amongst the aboriginal tribes every where
present themse]ves to the view of our Missionaries, which, from the
want of adequate help, they are unable to enter upon. Several small
villages, erected under the direction of Sir John Celborne, the late excel-
lent Lieutenant Governor of Upper Canada, are occupied by between
one and two thousand converted Indians, whose dwellings are surrounded
by gardens aud fruitful fields, which have been cleared and cultivated by
their own exertions. These once wretched wanderers of the forest have
“ turned from dumb idols to serve the living God,” and in their present
state furnish the most delightful evidence of thie enlightening and hal-
lowing influence of evangelical truth, when applied to the mind and
heart by the (}wwn of the Holy Ghost ; for by the simple preaching of
the Gospel old things amongst them have been done away, and all things
have become new. Exertions had been made during a period of forty
years, to educate and civilize the Mohawk tribe of the Six Nations
established on the banks of the Orand River, and some of them were
taught to read and write ; but, instead of any improvement having been
effected in their moral and social state, they were more vicious and de-
graded in their habits than the neighbouring heathen tribes, who were
entirely ignorant of letters. Yet, as soon as these half-educated but fe-
rocious and depraved Mohawks embraced the Gospel, they became the
happy subjeets of a change as extraordinary and salutary as that which
has been experienced by their converted brethren of the Chippewa and
other tribes of Indians. This fact furnishes a striking proof of the truth
of a remark lately made hy an eminent Judge, that ¢ education without
religious ipstruction caunot centrol the passions of the human race ;”
and it likewise shows that the Gospel is not only the power of God to
the salvation ef the souls of those that believe, but is also the grand in-
strument by which social order and happiness are to be produced and
perpetuated in the world. Some idea may be formed of the results of
Christianity amongst this interesting class of men, from the following
example. A few months, ago, the Rev. Joseph Stinson, the General Su-
perintendent of our Missions in Upper Canada, visited one of our Indi-
an villages, and, on entering one of the cottages, shed tears of joy on
witnessing the delightful tokens of domestic happiness which he saw
around him. The father of the happy family perceiving Mr. Stinson’s
emotion, said, ¢ When I came here nine years ago, I was a poor drunk-
en Indian. I had nothing but one dirty blanket ; but now,” said he,
pointing to the various articles of furniture and provision in the room,
“ 1 have all these good things that you see ; and what is best of all, 1
have the love of Christ in my heart.”” In a letter lately received by the
Committee from Mr. Stinson, he says,  On all the Missions we are
keeping our ground, and on some of them we are making inroads into
the territories of Satan. Paganism, with its dark, cruel, and degrading
principles and practices, is retiring before the bold and rapid advances of
our divine and blessed Christianity.”

The Mission Sehools established amgngst the Indians are in & good
state. Several of the youths who recei®d their education in these hum-
ble inaries bave b hers to their countrymen, and three or
four of them have been sent to an Academy under the care of the Metho-
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dists at Casanovia in the United States of America, that they may be

repared for future usefulness in the Church. = It is to be hopeéd, that ere
{:mg. an Institution will be provided within our own territories, for the
purpose of affording suitable instruction to such of the youth as are likely
to become useful agents of the Society umoogst their own people.

No portion-of the human race bave a stronger claim on the sympathy:
and benevolence of British Christians, than the wanderiog Aborigines of
Capnada.  They arethe original proprietors of 8 country now ‘mu#‘i:d
by thousands of our own countrymen. They have wasted away from
bundreds of thotsands te thousands, under the withering influence of the
vices and di introduced amougst them by Europeans. 'Many of
their fathers and brethren have perished in the field of hattle in defence
of the British® Crown. These tribes have been the steadfast friends of
Great Britain in war and in peace. Thousands of them aré earnestly soli-
citing from us the means of religious instruction and salvation, while
amongst muny of them the word of the Lord bas free coursé ayd is glo-
rified. At the River St. Clair a whole tribe of -Pagan ' Indians bave been
converted during the past yéar ; anevent so extraordinary and unex-
pected, that His xcalroney 8ir John Colborné remsarked to one of ‘the
Missionaries, that after the gracious efféots produced by the Gospel on the
wretched Indians at St. Clgir, there: was no room left to'doubt thet all
u(l:m; tribes in British North America migy be converted to the faith of

rist.

‘The interest which is attached to the conversion of the Aborigines of
North America, to the doctrines of the Protestant Faith, and the little
information which circulates thteugh New-Brunswick upon this subject,
are sufficient reasons for emriching the puges of this Auxiliary Repors
with the following extracts from._ the réports of the brethren who have
laboureéd on the Stutions, during the year, which will afford both:plea-
sure and encouragement to the friends of Missions.

CREDIT. —The exposed situation of this Mission, and the unprinei-
pled conduct of a few white inen, who, in opposition. o every human and
divioe law, do all iu. their power. to corrupt and destrey our lndians,
have occasioned us  much fear and sorrow, and we have had to mourn
aver the fall of several of our youager brethren, whose inexperience ren-
dered them a comparatively easy prey tothe wiles and machinations of
their epemies. After alluding to the painful spbject, brether P, Jones
abserves, “ [ am happy to.informn . you that several.of these wnfortupate
Indiuns appear niore thoughtful, and have promised to try . to do better.
The numtor of Indian members in Society is upwards of sevgnty ; many
of whom are an ornament to the church of Christ.. 'W.é have u class of
twelve whites iu the village, who _are deing well, ;. L am happy to state
that; during the last winter, a blessed work of. religion began in. the
neighbouring white settlements, on, the Middle Road, - Here we have &
flourishing. class of thirty members. . We pregch to them once évery
Sabbath-day, and the school-house is always filled with attentive hearers, -
‘We also have .a Sunday appoi at C ’s chapel, where we
bave a class of eighteen members. Every other Sabbath we preach. st

Cooksville. A cluss of ten members lias been formed at Springfield,
and is in a good state.”

LAKE SIMCOE AND COLD WATER.—On thia Mission wo dre
sthl edrrying on & vigorows, a painful, but not an unsuccessful straggle
guinst whatever op the improvement of the Iudians® temporal and
motal condition, and amongst theso obstacles we inust éven rank the
filching, libidinous, intun(mom‘moﬁm of those persouns, who seek
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theic own gratification and aggrandizement, at the expense of our unsus+
pecting brethrgn of the woods. 'These circumstances, connected with
the still Iiugerin; love of a wandering life, which is so difficult to remove
from the mind of the Indiaa, form the derk and-perplexing part of our
prospects ; but the glaom is mitigated by other circumstanees of a cheer-
ing nature. The wmembers of eur society, with one or two exceptions,
continue to walk uprightly, and are growing in grace, and in the know-:
ledge and love of God. They ere very attentive to abl the means of
grace, and cultivate a deep reverence for the Sabbath. This spring,
while two Indians were seated in their tent, in the woeds, one Sabbath,
they saw an otter so,entangled.in the delﬁ and frozen snow that he was
pexfectly in their power, but, much as they desired and needed him, it
being, the' Sabbath of  the Lerd, they permitted him to escape. It is
quite evident that the children of our Scheel not only learn to read, but
they remember-and understand the Holy Seriptures. ~Last winter, in one
school at the Narrows, a little girl, the danghter.of a French Papist,
came to the. Teacher to say her lesson. She had a small metal crucifix
dangling (tom_her neck. A little boy said to her, ** What is that ?” She
answered, “ It is Jesus !” ‘While she was speaking, a boy, ten years of
age, came up. The taacher asked him whether it was right to wear that
medal, . He. answered, * No.” ¢ How do you know it is not right 2’
snid the Teaeher. . He immediately replied, < Thou shalt have no other
gods but me,” and then fatching a card, read, Thou shalt not make to
thyself any graven image, nor the likeness of any thing that is in heaven
above, or in the éarth beneath, or in the waters under- the earth. Thou
shalt not bow ;dowu thyself to them, nor worship them, &ec.” Several
during the year have died in the Lord, One was a sister, whose pilgra-
mnu‘fe on earth was unusually lonr. It is supposed she was one hundred
and twenty years old, .. She could tell of those days when thousands of
Indiang mustered for war in various parts of this provinee. She herself
had witnessed many a bloody affray ; but she is gone where the sealp of
the fallen enemy is not raised in triumph amidst the frantic conquerors,
but where all is calm, and joy and peace. *¢ Ishpening” (heaven) was a
sound which made her dim eye sparkle with gladness ; and many months
hefore her departure, she longed to exchange lier earthly for her heaven-
}‘ynbcrncle. Another was James John, ‘who had been wasting away
or move than a year. ' ¢ I never visited hlm,” says brother Scott, *“ but T
found that, although the outward man was rnpidl‘y decaying, the in¥
man wa¥ reneweil day by dey. The happiness of his heart was seen in
the glow of his ' countenances' One day he said, ¢ I have had enough
corn and pumpkins, I want to go to Jesus’ Almost the last words I
heard him utter, were, < Perhaps ge to Jesus to-night.’” Our school has
been well'taken care of during the ‘year, and isin a good' state.  €on-
nected with this Mission, we have eight preaching places in the new set-
tlements, which are visited every fortnight. On the Penetangueshine
road, also’ eonnected with this Mission, brother Hardy has laboured
faitbfully and successfully daring the year. In the midst'of a- seattered
and desti population, chiefl posed of persons who have 'lately
left their' mative land,~~the land of Bibles and Christian ordinances,—he
has'colleated several congregations, and formed interesting and promi-
slng-classes. A

GRAND RIVER.—Our prospects on_this Mission are more pleasing
this year thap. they have been for a long. time. .

is, blessing, and, they are witnessing a growing, improvemeat i tha mox
r-rgn:f,qpi%'mual con ';120,9 of the peaple of. th-fr.ehnrgo. ,Brother Douse
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says, in his Repbort, that they are in a settled and prosperous. condition.
Our congregations at Salt-Springs have been regular and mumerous, and
the Society generally steady and faithful.

In'the upper part of the Mission we have opened two uew places:for
meeting; and formed a presperousclass. Among the Tuscaroras eur
congregations are incrcasing ; and some hopes are entertained of seeing
the werk extend among this people. ' The class has been  very steady,
and ig very regular in meeting. ' But it is chiefly among 'the: Otiondage
Indians that we have an increase of* members, and a most cheering pros-
pect of still greater usefulness. About one year.ago ournative labourers
were much discouraged, and ready to despair of accomplishing any good
among them. They stated that the Onondagos were so drunken and so
wretched, that it was useless continuing to visit them ; but by continued
and affectionate persuasion, they were induced to persevere; and the
Lord rewarded their zeal by making them the honored instruments of
bringing their.wandering brethren into_the {old of Christ. . During the
last summer several of these degraded Pagans were awakened to.a sgnse
of théir spiritual wretchedness and destitution, and canpected themselves
with-our seciety ; amongst whom was their Chief, Bearfoot, and st of
his people.. At a love-feast held in his house afterwards, he gave an ac-
count of his formver life, and of his recent chavge,  He told us how. he

had been very wicked, and how sorry he felt for what he had doue ; and
the sins he had committed in attending cances, worshipping l‘l:fnu gatls,
-and selling whiskey. ; ““ but now,” said he, ‘‘ I have abandoned all, apd
want to live altogether a Christian, aud te persuade my people. to walk
in the good way.”” ' Many violent efforts baye been made to induce him
to alter his resolution,: buthappily he is stil faithful, and is exercising a
most beneficial influgnce over the young converts of his tribe. In ano-
then part-of the river, where we had no members, now we have a very
good class, and almost all the people attend our, meetings.., These peo-
ple were stronglﬁ addicted to the worship. ofidpls, the danee, and other
abominatiens. uring the last fall, avhen passing the Council-Heuse,
we_had the painful spectacle of wituessing. their playing on a Sabbath,
and some of them were in a state'of perfect nudity, At that.time strong
opposition was made ta our labours.. But now, thank God, we have au
improved state of things ; and, at. my. last visit this way, . we had so ma-
ny people;-that the housg,, although large and well furnished with seats;

wauld ot a jodate the her that attended our, service.. A short
time ago I baptized one of their principal . Chiefs, a respectable and iuflu,
ential old man of the name of [nvades ; and afterwards, married him pnd

his wife Magdelene according to the form of the Methodist Church. On

this Mission, we have ten roguldr Sabbath appointments, which are sup.

plied by myself and the native brethren. ‘These appointments extepd

:;!mul thirty miles up and down the river, and are seattered’ in’ x{!iﬁ'aram,
directions. X

- MUNCEY-TOWN.—Atthis Station the Seciety is in ‘an eppouragiify
st,n&?'odl' progperity. With very fow exceptions our members enjoy whit
the Ihdians emphaticdlly call, “'heart religion” We have ‘sorfie diffi
culties to encounter ; but we trust, by the grave of God, theéy aré not in-
surmountablé. We have witnessed somné ‘extraordiaary conversioiis du-
ring the past year, for which wa desire to praisé God, agd by 'which' we

. dte enicouraged to labour ol in the cuuge of our diving’ Makter.'

RICE TAKE.—The past year’ has been a souvon of unusualsicknoiy
anid ‘mortility on’ this station’; and seveéral members of our soeiety hive
been called to exehdnge wotlds. - Three'of these, Johi Sult;Robert Cow;
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d Bowlen Mugprat, were men of family, cut down in the prime of life,
‘and died much lamented by the whole tribe. Thetwo former, with a
young man named Shawney, were truly pious; and left a clear and joyful
testimony, that they died in peace with God, and are now sharing the in-
heritance of the saints in Jight. ‘Our congregations are uniformly good on
the Sabbath ddys, embracing the whole Indian population. Qur.day and
Sabbath schoolx; our and prayer-meetings, are regularly and well
attended.  When the' children and their parents are at home, we huve
generally about fifty boye and girls in'the school. 'These are taught to
yead the Sacred Seriptures, to write, and are instructed in history and
geography. ' During the year the hoys and the girls have commiued to
memory 10,289 verses of the New 'I'estament:—the girls, 6,6323—the boys,
8,657.

AMHERSTBURG.—This mission continues to exereise a beneficial
influence on the various classes of inhabitants withinjts compass. * A few
have joited the Church, and the cauge is gradually gaining permanency.
Every thing is in readiness for our new Chapel, and we shall begin to
buildis soon as wé get the deed for the land. ' Occasionally a few French
people and other Roman Catholics have lieard the word ; alsosome of the
military stationed in this place ; the effect of which, we hope, will he seen
after many days. "'We are endeavoring te keep up the means of grace,
especially devoted to the coloured people ; but the remaining influence of’
former degrading habits is still more or less felt, and they require much
care and attention. After a few expulsions and other acts of ‘diseipline,
1 think we have sugceeded in bringing them into a better state of order
and unity ;' and it affords me pléasure to state, ‘that I am not acquainted
with any irregularity of conduct among them, and thnt.the{ are 5en)rllly
growing in grace, atid in the knowledge 'and loveé of Christ. * Our work
amanfn the Indianw has been subject to many and peculiar vicissitudes,
eccasioned partly by expulsion arising from the loss they sustained for
want of & minister to watch over them for some years, during which time
they were as sheep without a shépherd ; and partly from removals and
deaths, an unusual number of the former having eccurred since my ap-
poi to this missi We have ne less than thirty removals, and
eighteen of these have taken place during the last year. There have
been few deaths during the year ; one white person, who died triumphant-
3y, ‘and ‘three Indians, of whom there is satisfactory evidence that they

have died in'the faith and hope of the Gospel. Some others havedied in

eace, who were: not immediately cannected with us; but who derived
nefit from our ministry,

SAHGEEN.—Although we have nothing extraordinary to communi-
cate, we have much cause for gratitude to the great Head of the Church
for his blessing upon this mission during the past.year, and much encou-
ragement to persevere in our important and delightful work. “We have
mometimes been in perplexity and sorrow on account of the ravages of
sin ;—its blasting infl has imes been felt gst us ; tnd we

’

have had to cut off seme dead branchek fram our Missionary tree ; but the
remaining enes are healthy and vigorous, :We have lost twb by death,
but their end was peace.  Our day-school has been better attended this
yegr than:formerly. We genemlfy

whom read the New Testament,  Our Sabbath school also is well atten-

ded. In this school, in addition to the children, we have several adults -

who are learning to read the holy scriptures.. During the year we bave
visited a small tribe of Pagan Indians at Big Bay. Amongst these some
Irave joined in class;and are aderning their christian "ofcuigg.

y have fifty children present, nine of
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SAINT CLAIR.—In"presenting the Repert of this Station, we cannot
but express our unfeigned gratitude to Almighty God, who hasgraciously
condescended to-crown our efforts with success amongst this people, A
short:time ago the Indians of this tribe were deeply sunk in the pit of mo-
ral degradation. Their state exactly corresponded with the awful de-
scription of the Apostle Paul, * Being filled with all unrighteousness, for-
nication, wicked cov , malici ; full of envy, murder,
debate, deceit, malignity ; whisperers, backbiters, haters of ; despite-
ful, proud; boasters, inventors of evil things,disobedient to parents, without
understanding, covenant-breakers, without natural nﬂ'nq&n, ilnplln_ble,
unmerciful, delighting in the works of the flesh ; enemies to God by wick-
ed works, being without God and without hope in the world."

At the commencement of our lubours on this mission, two years ago,
it was found impracticable to assémble the Indians for divine worship ;
consequently the only opportunity which offered was to.see them in their
camps and houses, and te converse with them at their fire-sides, and there
point them to *“ the Lamb of God who taketh away the sin of the world,”
Assisted by an excellent. native interpreter, Themas M*Ghee, whose la-
bours have been greatly blessed, we cntéered cheerfully on our great and

" glorious work, trusting in him who hath said, * Lo,1am with you alway,
even unto the end of the world.” v i
Numerous apd powerful were the oppesing principles which we bad to
, before the Indians could be induced to e the teuth, The
vatural corruption of the human heart, strengthened by Pagan supersti-
tion and Papa] error, like a mighty torrent set in against us, and threaten-
ed 16 overwhelm us by its violence. , Qur difficulties. were not a little in-
crensed by the ahominable conduct of those white mea who have endea-
vored to enrich th Ives by. taking adv ge of the j of the
Indian, and of his infatuated ajtachment.to spirituous liquor., . Often, when
pressing the truth upon our Pagan neighbours, they would say to us, ** Go,
convert your own people | —~You make the whisky ; the ,mlilo man, robs
us of our furs ; go teach them ; then come to us.” . At other times they
would say;  Qur old religion is as good u'ynurl ;but like the white men,
we dp not observe its teaching ; we can reform and observe it, and be as
happy a people as the Great Spirit designed we should be when he gave
it to our forefathers ; we do not require your new religion..; If your reli-
gion be for the Indians, why.did not the Great Spirit send it to us when
he sent it to you ? - If it be so good, why do not all: your people receive
it 2. Should we b Chri y We supp we should not only lie,
cheat, and get drunk, but make whisky too.” ~ Although there is not much
argument in all this, still it is easy to conceive that the sentiménts which
gave birth to such remarks have a powerful influence over the Pagan
mind, and form most formidable barriers to the spread of the Golpur-
Had we passessed no -ather ipeans of meeting these difficulties than hu.
man reason can supply,, we should have laboured in vain, and spent onr
strength for nought. But, thank God, we had the Gospel in bands ;
we preached with all plainness ; the Lord gaye.testimony to
his grage ; p:?udu:e and . enmity gave way ; and. nearly the

WEST INDIES.

Upwards of Eigthy Missionaries ; and One Thousand and Thirty Teach-
A ers, chiefly gratuitous.

‘The manifestation of religious feeling which was withessed in the
Wegt Indies, when thg Act of the Imperial Legislature for abelishing
slayery was hrought iuto operation, must ayer be regarded as one of the
most gratifying circumstances eonnected with that event. 'T'hat the Ne
grogs, at the yery mement when they, were expacting to receive the bles
sing of civil freedom, should look beyond that’ inestimable boon to privi-
leges yet bigher, and which no human _legislature can bestow, was one
of the many pfodfs which might be adduced that Negto émancipation
was not' effécted’by the mere wisdom or power of man, but was especi-
ally brought‘about by the guiding provi(}ence of God, and was designed
by’ Hj to'lead to still' more ‘importunt results than the advincement of
the ‘témporal ifiterésts of those for whose benefit it was desigued. "“The
satisfaction' with which the’ éoniduct of 'the Negro popiilation was st the
time contemplated i only exceeded by that which is' afforded by the fact
that no abatement of the interest thén displayed in favour of 'religion
has since taken place. A new erain the religious histor{zoﬁha West.
Indie§ appedrs'to have d."'The Missionaries dt Nevis, advert-
ing ‘to tlllis topic, observe, thut

**'The desire for réligious instriction continues undiminished. Reéli-

ion exerts' the same influence, and has all the attractionjthat it ‘mani-
ested immgdiately after the ever memorable 1st of August, 1834, Some
were of opinion that the ebullition of féeling which then took place was
a mere excitément, depending sclely on the noveélty of circumstances ;
but we have now proved that it is a'steady principle. 'While we are
thankful that the ‘sweets of libérty are bcginninjg to be tasted, ‘we rejoice
over 'miany Who liave pressed after and obtained the higher liberty of the
children of 'God?>” ' ;

The extent to which the spirit of religious enquiry prevails’ may he ‘in-
ferreéd from the ‘necessity which has been created for new or enlarged
placés of 'Woru'hitf'. The negroes, having now more favourable oppor-
tunitiés for’aftending the public ordinances of religion than they ever
before enjoyed, flock to t'fm preaching of' the ‘Gospel in'such, numbers
that in' i fostances the Chapels require to be enlarged to twice '‘their
preseiit difhetisiolts “iti' order to accommodate the people s ind in’ other
places new congregations of many hundreds are raised, for’' whom ‘no
provision as yet has been made, and who are obliged in cohsequence to
worship in the"open air. * luthe course.of the last yeary pressing appli

i have been add: d to the C i from the various stations
for pecuniary assistance to build.or enlnr’ev Cha!‘!»ls, to'the amount of up-
wards of Thirteen Thousand Pounds, sterling —Thedemand for an increas-
ed ber of Missi ies is further evidence of the desire for veligious'in-
straction prevalentraimong the Negid population. " Meany @s hiave been
sent, in gddition to thoSe préviously pmplayed, sin¢e the Act'off Emanci-
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pation took effect, a still greater number is required to meet the wants.of
the various stationg,.and:to improve the eppartunitios which' present
themselves for: more: extensive. usefulness,—And  the increase of the
numbers in society, is another most satisfactory. proof of the improve-
ment, in a religious point of view, which has taken: place in: the Wess
Indies generally. . The Committee cannot advert to the suecess which has
crowned the endeavours of the Missionavies, in Jamaica more, particu-
larly, without lively gratitude and satisfaction. T'hat field, which in past:
years has been cultivated at so great an expense of toil and suffering; is
now yielding a gracious harvest. Notwithstanding the very Iu;ge addi-
tion which was made to the society in the preceding year, the i
tee have to report that the net increase in Jamaica during the past; year
amounts to three thousand seven hundred and fifly nine members, while
607 persons remain on trial as candidates for membership.

It has already been announced, in the Monthly Notices; that the Com-
mittee are proparing to enter more fully upon another ‘department: of
useful labour, in connection with their regular Missionary operations:
It is stated that they have engaged; in common' ‘with other Missionar
Sovieties, to aid in promoting the Government-plan of Negro Education.
To the religious instraction of the risin§ ien the Committes have
ever attached great importance ; and chools: in which the children re-
ceive catechetieal instruction, and are taught to read the Heoly Soriptures,
form part of the regular system pursued by the Missionaries of the ‘Soeie~
ty. An acquaintance witK ‘other branches of knowledge, besides instruc-
tion in reading, is however necessary, to prepare the Negroes for the
full enjoyment of the civil privilegés which are now secured to them ;
and as I’{il Majesty’s Government Eﬂvo laid down the principle that reli-
gious instruction must be made an essential . part of the education to be
given to the Negro children in the Schools for which the Parliamentary
grant has been made, leaving it at the same time to the réspective Socie-
tiew to, communicaté that instruction in’ their ‘own way, the Committee
conceived that this Society was foudly cdlled upon to promote, according
to its ability, an undertaking ‘so eminently calculated to’ subiserve”the:
vause of religion itself.. A much larger vumber of propoyals réspecting
Schools was submitted to the considerationsof the” Noble Secretary ‘of
State ‘for the Colonids than his Lordshig was enabled at'orice (g meet ;
but assistaticé has dlreddy been obtained bythe Society to ‘build nineteen
School-hoses ; namely, two at Antigud, two'ut Dominica, one ut Mont-
serrat, oneat'Nevis, 'one’ dt St, Christopher’s, one at 'Tortold,” one at
Bermuda,'one’at 'St. Vincent’s, one 'at Grenada,’ twvo ut' Barbadgés, tivd’
at Demerara, two in' Jamaiea, one at New Providenee, and ohe ‘at Har-
bour Tsland. H ;

This undertaking will increase very considerably the annuak cost.of
tho West India, Missions, The sum granted by Geyernmgnt, £3000, is
to be exclusively expended in building, and the Society, has ‘o raise,
£1500,,additional for.the ‘same purpose. = The support of the Schools,
which cannot be estimated at less than £2000, per annum, remains, there-
fora to be. wholly provided for. :On the twofold prineiple, that the hun-
den ought .to, be, made to, press as lightly as possible .on the Society’s
funds, and that the more speedily the Negroes are ta}xght to_depend up-
on; thejx aywn exerliqns the more rapidly will they rise in the scale of
society, it,ig intended to adopt the plan of requiring them to'pay somey
thing , towards_the, educgtion of their children. .Some. time, however,
must slapee belors s cifcumatancss. af the Nagtags willgoable ther ¢
contribute much ; and the Committee gre rgu ! thé % con: dgrnblg
augmentation of the regular income ol tﬁg" ociety will be required t6
meet the deficiendy;which niist-be-stipplied- igcountry. To the
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friends of thie Society, and the advocates of the Negro race, tho Com-
mittee, however, confidently look for help'; trusting that those who
have so suctessfully exerted themselves to breuk the fetters of the cap-
tive will be ready to carry out their principle toits full and legitimate
extent, and, by communicating to the Negre population the instruction
necessary to prépare them for the new state of things into which they
have been introduced, to make the boon of civil freedom a real' and éver-
lasting blessing.

The New Mission at Porr av Prarr, Huivty, exhibits an aspect of
great promige. ’

A review of the la‘stfyaar’s operations of the Society in the Weést Indies
includes ane subject of ‘a painful kind, An unprécedented number of
Missionaries have fullen in the field, and others have been obliged by
affliction to suspend for a time their useful labours, With'regard to the
deceased Missionaries' themselves, it is consolatory to know that the
Gospel which they had faithfully preached in )ifesgunabled them to tri-
umph in death, in prospect of their great reward : and, in respect to the
work from which they are removed, it is not to be forgotten that that is
the work of the Lord, who will not fail to provide for it. 'But while the
friends of the Socjety will, with the C ittee, derive fort from
these consideratidns, it is incunibent on them to pray not only that: ¢ the
Lord of the harvest” will * send forth labourers into his harvest,” but
that he will preserve them alive, and strengthen them for the service on
which he sends them.

SUMMARY.

The stations occupied by the Wesleyan Missionary Society in differ-
ent parts of the warld are about 180 ; each station being in genaral the
head of a circuit of towns and villages around, embracing 8 numerous
population brought under missionary instruction. The missionaries,
accredited ministers of the Methodist Connexion, are about 300, more
than 80 of whom are employed in the West Iudies.. They are ussisted
by Catechists, Local Preachers, Assistants, Superintendents of Schools,
School Masters and Mistresses, Artisans, &ec. ; of. xpm_ about 200 are
employed at a moderate salary, and 2600 afford their seryices gratuitous-
ly.  The members of society under the care of the missionaries, exclusive
of those in Ireland, are about sizty-two thousand ; (being an increase of

- 7157;) the members of the mission congregations, not in society, may be
fairly estimated at a larger number. To these may be added, the number
ynder school-instruction, about 43,000 ; making u total of more than one
hundred and fifty thousand individuals, who ave directly receiving spiri-
tual advantage by means of the society’s mission. In Ceylon, in Africa,
in the Friendly Islands, and in New Zealand, the Society has printing
establishments, Valuable translations of the scriptures, and of various
other works, have been effécted by the missionaries ; by whom, in ‘more
than rwenty different Laxcuacss, the Gospel is préuched. It ‘appears
from the cash accoynt that the total income of the pust year has héen
£15,526 11g. 1d.; namely—Contributions, £64,247 '7s. lOd.-—Lefncias,
£3,735—Special donations, £1,668 3s. 9d.—Donutions on Antuity for
life, £880—Government Grunts, £5000. The regular ordindry income
was taken at £67,008 7s. dd.—a net fncrense of £7,686 4s. 5d ~ The ex-
tendimre of last yeur exceeded the ordiuary jncome by £2,417 1s. 9d.,
