James H. Johnstos, of Scotland, says
that half the saline matter of the blood
(75 per cent) consists of common salt,
and as this is diaselved every day
through the skia and kidmuys, the neces
sity of continued sapplies o' it to the
healthy body is ebvious. The bile also
contains soda, (ome of the imgredients of
salt) as a special and indispeasible con-
stituent, and so do all the cartilagres of
the body, Stiat the supply of salt; and
neither will the bile be able properly to
assist in digestion, or the cartilages'to
be built up again as fast as they. natur-
ally waste. It is better to place salt
where the stock san have free access to it
rather than give it oocasionally in small
quantities. They will belp themaelves
to what they m«{, if allowed todosoat
pléasure, otherwise when they become
salt hungry. they may take more than is
wholesome.

DR- NORMAN MCLEOD-

The death of this distinguished
divine, intelligence of which comes to
us this morning by telegraph, will cause
a seosation of profound sorrow through-
out the Christian world. “A prince and
a great man has fallen in Israel.” Richly
eundowed and wvariously accomplished,
he seems prematurely cut down in the
midst of his usefulness at the compara-
tively early age of sixty. He has long
been known for his muscular Christi-
anity, his Broad Church proclivities,
liis' Christian enterprise, his loyal seati-
ments, his genial manners and catholic
«pirit. - A man of practical tura, .of rare
culture and ripe scholarship, he exelled
in~ many different’ departments 'of
Christian work. He was noted as a
preacher, ecclesiastical leader, poet,
writer of fiction, and editor. His man-
uers were polished by intercourse with
the higher classes, and his reading im-
proved by travel, Early ian life he
visited these Provinces, and of late years
be travelled in Europe, Palestine and
ladia.

He was born in 1812. His father
was a minister, and he has made the
reading public familiar with his early
home and parish life in the Higlands of
Scotland. At the fime of the Disrup-
tion, he regarded it as his duty to re-
main in the Estgblishment, where he
has becn now for a number of years the
acknowledged * leader of the Séottish
Church. He has long had the honor of
being one of the Queen’s Chaplains, and
preached to Her Majesty during her
apnual visit to Balmoral. Qur readers
will remember in this connection the
wum expression of loyalty he lately
felt 1t his duty to make in vindication
of Her Majesty, by way of reply to
certain sentiments imputed to Mr.
Disracli. From his connection with
Good Words Dr. McLeod is known
and beloved wherever the Eng-
lish language is spoken. Cosmopolitan
in character, catholic in spirit, so
antiringly active and universally accom-
plished, his “praise in all the churches,”
and his name is identified with mearly
every benovelent movement. Leader of
the Chareh, Queen’s Chaplain, Editor
of the Good, Words, he leaves a brilliant
record behind him, and the sudden
demise of hardly asother eminent in
dividual could cause a greater void in
the public mind. It was hoped that he
might be inducéd shortly to wvisit the
churches of the Dominion as a deputa-
tion from the Church of of Sootland,
but we shall not now be favored with
kis genial presence or bear his inspiring
voice.

The driver’s box was empty, and the
animals were evidently half mad with
terror. Jumping aside—for it was
death to endeaver to etop them by
standing in their way—1I looked eagerly
into the vehicle as it swept patt to see if
it was occupied. Great was the relief
to note that it was empty. “Thank
God!” T said to a friend there is-no
one inside. In front, just at the begin-
ving of the Rue de la Paix, was an
opeun carrige, in which were three or
four schoolboys, Looking back in the
nick of time, the driver of the vehicle
contrived to pull out of the way. Close
to the pavement in the Rue de la Paix
was'a hooded cart containing linen. It
was, I think, standing still, though the
driver held the reins. The frightened
horses with the carriage dashed towards
it, and then wheeled slightly to the
right.

Paris. Haviog afterwards aseertained
that the father of the accused was really
in the capital, he returped to the Rue
Saint Denis, and again interrogated both
the wife and ber husband, bat findiog
that they were only deceiving him, he
caused the latter to be takem to the
Prefecture, and on returning to the house
saw in the baod of the woman a grees

A WONDERFUL SEAWEED-

The Agassiz expedition, st the latest
accounts was off Sandy Point, Patagesia.
Among the seientific euriosities noted by
some members of the party were im-
mense quantities of help, the “Mieroeys-
tic pyrifera.” Thisis the largest known
alga or seaweed, and grows on these
coasts in-from six to twesty fathoms of
water, in vast beds, warning the mariser
'to beware of a near approach, unless he
wishes to be entangled in the inextricaple
petwork. It throws up from the oceanie
depths stems of immense lengths, some
of them from seven bhundred to ome
thousand feet, the greatest vegetable
race pow in existance. Patebes of this
seaweed were passed in open sea, with
large sea lions lying on its sarface who
apparently navigating in this nov
manoer with much satisfaetion to them-
selves, and afforded much amusement to
their scientific observers.

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SummMeEr TravEL.—The extent to
which the passion for foreign travel has

But many days had not elapsed be-
fore suspic¢ious circumstances came to light,
which led to the arrest of Geehan and Ham-
ilton. The manare heap being examined,
the body of Sears was umcovered, and the
mutilated remains told their ghastly story.
In addition to this murder, of which Gee-
han and Hamilton have beem conmvicted,
there is strong reason for suspecting them of

"I having dispatched Mrs. Geehan, about the

same time. It was announced, as mentioned
above, that Mrs. Gechan had gone on a jour-
ney with the murdered man, but three days
subseguently she was found lying dead on
her face in a gravel pit. It issuprised that
she had been strangled by the prisoners, and
the body being kepts day or two in the
house, was then taken to the gravel . pit, to
give colour to the story, which for a time
passed current, that she died suddenly of
heart disease as she was returning home, and
fallen down. The girl confesses to having
assisted in dressing the body, and accom-
panying it to the gravel pit. Between the
guilty pair, both before and after these events,
a criminal intimacy existed, and it was_pro-
bably to rid themselves of the presence of
Sears and Mrs. Gechan and to indulge in
their illicit intercourse unrestrained that the
plot was concocted. Each of the prisoners
made statements before the trial, . silly
fabrications on their face, utterly contradict-
ory of each other, and serving to bring home
the charge of murder. The man said that
he accidentally shot Sears while firing at a
hawk, and then accidentally stiuck him
with a pitch-fork in driving off pigs from
the body. The girl said that Geehan shot
Sears in a quarrel, and that Mrs. Geehan
dropped dead from fright. At the trial Gee-
han is described as bearing himself with
cool and dogged firmness. The female
prisoner, too, was composed throughout, but
sank as much as possible from the public
gaze. She is represented as far from hand-
same, and hey partner in crime is a -stout,
short, thick set man, with small, sunken,
cruel eye, and an air of great determination,
The presiding judge seemed rather lenient
towards ¥the female prisoner, and the jury.
after nearly three hours’ deliberation, while
finding both guilty, added a strong recom-
mendation to mercy in the female’s case.
The sentence of death was then pronounced,
when the miserable woman, in the words of
the report, seeming at last to realize her aw-
ful situation, in wild despairing accents ex-
claimed, “O God, must I be hanged. 1
“can’t die, I can’t die. O put me in prison
“forever and ever, but dom’t put a ropec
“round my neck, O let me crawl upon my
“knees to the jndge.” The scene was over-
powering as the prisoners were led away, the
wailings of the girl ringing through the
building. Beforeghe Court arose, a jury of
matrons empaneled-according to law to try
the plea of pregmancy urged on hehalf of the
woman for a stay of execution, having de-
termined affirmatively, she was respited un-
til the 20th of November, and it is thought
that possibly the sentence of death may
finally be commuted in her case. Forty
years have elapsed since an execution  has
taken place in Newfoundland, and the in-
habitants will no doubt pray shat as long a
period may eccur before they have to record
another such chapter of horrors.—MoxTREAL

Tax Harvesr Prosrecrs v ExcLaxp.

Of the prospects of crops in England this
year, Mr. Mechi, who is a great authority,
writes to the London Times that cold winds,
hail-storms, floods of rain, and a severe frost
in May have partially ruined truit prospects,
blackened the potato plant, and so nipped
the leaves of the wheat plant that they have
withered and become yellow, giving to the
crops & more sickly oe than the
reality. This is said to be “a settler” for the
wheat crop, drying winds and bright
sunshine might still be in time to diminish
the damage. Things, however, did not look
promising. Still, the weather had heen
favorable to permanent pasture, artificial
grasses, beans, tares, clover, oats, and other
