Mr. Meredith spoke of the Government 
having possessed one of the Toronto seats 
wrongfully for eight years and said that, 
in this particular, he could very rightly call 
them political burglars and thieves.

"Brigands," suggested Mr. Whitney.
"Yes, brigands," affirmed Mr. Meredith, 

who evoked ironical laughter from 
the Government benches by referring 
in feigned gravity to the alleged 
gerrymandering indulged in by the Admin- 
istration. He asserted that the Government 
would not have been able to carry two- 
thirds of the constituencies had a fair divi- 
sion throughout the Province been in vogue. Mr. Meredith said that he did not intend 
to object to an increased representation 
for Hamilton, but the disparity in the rep- 
resentation of the different cities affected 
by the bill was merely an illustration of 
the peculiar methods adopted by the Gov- 
ernment. As regards Ottawa, no explana- 
tion has been given to the unique method 
of representation proposed there.

Mr. Mowat rebuked the preceding 
speaker for the use of "insulting language 
towards the Government." As that gentle- 
man grew older in years he did not grow 
milder in disposition or in the use of 
language. Mr. Mowat sarcastically taunted 
the Conservatives amid a chorus of "Nos" 
from the Government benches, with never 
giving countenance to gerrymandering. 
The Administration did not pretend to 
give Toronto all the representation it 
should have, as the city had an immense 
influence throughout the Province by other 
means. The Government could have divided 
Toronto so as to secure greater party ad- 
vantage, but it had adopted a division 
which was absolutely fair to both sides.
When the House rose at 2:10 p.m. the 

bill had not been reported upon.

THEY FAVOR FEES.

Conclusion of Thursday’s Sitting of the 
Royal Commission—Three

Witnesses.
The Royal Fees Commission met 

again at 2 o’clock yesterday afternoon. 
Mr. Wm. F. Bullen, manager of the On- 
tario Loan, the first witness, approved of 
the present system of appointment and 
payment by fees. The Government should 
have the responsibility of appointment, 
not municipalities. He thought it would 
be the greatest mistake ever made to place 
the power in the hands of the county 
council.

Mr. H. W. Blinn, manager of the 
Canadian Savings and Loan, was decidedly 
in favor of the payment of fees in the case 
of registrars. He had no grievance at all. 
If the appointments were made by muni- 
cipal councils it would lead to political 
strifes as in the time when licenses were 
granted in that way.

W. C. L. Gill, registrar, city, believed in 
the Government appointment of registrars, 
sheriff’s and court officers. The payment 
of fees was a just way of payment. If the 
fees were abolished the salary would have 
to be paid out of the taxes by the general 
public, which would not be fair. His re- 
muneration last year amounted to $2,750 
gross. During the first ten years of office 
he realized about $600 a year, but he 
practiced his profession during that time. 
He was obliged to pay $600 or $700 a year 
for clerical help.

The commission adjourned at 3:30 and 
proceeded to Chatham in the evening. The 
proceedings will be resumed on Saturday 
morning at 10 o’clock.

A FAMINE THREATENED 

In Coal-Many Factories Will Have to 
Close Down.

( HICAGO, May 4. —Chicago coal men say 
that one of the worst coal famines ever 
known is threatening the commercial in- 
tereste of this country. Chicago promises 
to be the center of the famine, but its 
blighting influence will be felt throughout 
Ohio, Indiana, Illinois and Michi- 
gan, and possibly in Iowa and 
the southwest. Coal has advanced 
in price from $1 to $1 25 per ton, and the 
advance promises to be doubled inside of a 
week. Many railway companies are al- 
ready running short in their supply and so 
are many of the great manufacturing con- 
cerns. The operators say hundreds of 
mills and factories will have to shut down 
and tens of thousands of mechanics and 
workmen of every kind will be thrown out 
of employment.

rMr. Van Horne Says They Are None 
Too High.

WINNIPEG, May 3.—Mr. Van Horne and 
party arrived yesterday morning. In an 
interview relating to the rates the presi­
dent of the Canadian Pacific Railway said 
that reductions could not be made simply 
because somebody thought they ought to 
bo. If the directors thought the rates too 
high or anyway unfair they would already 
have been changed. The present rates, 
therefore, represent the views of the 
directors on the subject, in which he fully 
concurred. Speaking of the recent dis- 
charges, ho said it was not the intention of 
tiie company to remove the car shops from 
Winnipeg. The reduction of the staff was 
simply a temporary measure forced upon 
the company by the depressed slate of 
trade and the unsatisfactory outcome of 
business during the past season. Respect- 
ing his prophecy about $2 a bushel for 
wheat, he said the report misrepresented 
his meaning. No new works would be 
undertaken this year, and the double 
track from Winnipeg to Fort William is 
not expected to be necessary within five 
years.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
Mr. Liddicoatt gave a very interesting 

report of the work done at the Provincial 
Association, dwelling particularly on the 
proper relation of information to educa­
tion and the value of supplementary read- 
IDE. He complimented Mr. McQueen, of 
South London, on his address on the future 
of our schools.

Mr. Dearness referred to Dr. Bremners 
photographic and life illustrations of 
the effects of wrongly-constructed seats 
and desks upon the spine and skelital 
system of children. He also quoted the 
institute inspector’s surprise that teachers 
at their association so seldom discuss the 
question. Only twice in the year had he 
heard the subject referred to, the greater 
part of the time being taken up with the 
discussions of the best methode of teach- 
ing.

Mr. J. W. Plewes, school section No. 
Delaware, demonstrated his method of 
teaching addition. He dwelt strongly on 
the principle that concepts of the numbers 
should precede the work with the figures. 
He would teach elementary adding by the 
use of sticks, dots and other objects. He 
showed devices to gain practice in adding 
by reading the terminations. The efficiency 
of his method was proved by the adding of 
a class of children who had been only one 
year at school. These children added from 
50 to 70 figures per minute. Their efforts 
were much applauded.

Mr. Dearness reviewed the exhibits from 
the different states and nations as shown at 
the World aFair, and the work at the two 
educational congresses. The review was in- 
teresting and instructive. Many of the 
methods and devices described, some of 
them quite novel, were such as can be in­
troduced into rural schools.

country. The list for 1893-94 shows that 
the richest man in Prussia has an income of 
$2,600,000. He lives in Dartmund, but his 
name has net been made public.
Krupp, the maker of great guns, is next 
in the list or Prussian millionaires. His 
annual income is almost $2,000,000. 
Krupp’s tax is $72,000 a year, the 
Dartmunder’s $109,000. Rothschild in 
.rankfort-on-the Main takes third place 
with an income of $1,210,000. Be- 
ore the death of Baron Bleichroeder, the 
Berlin banker, whose income was $1,900 - 
000,, the capital had for years third place 
on the millionaires’ list, but it now has a 
poor lourth. Its richest citizen draws an 
income of but $1,100,000. Then comes a 
reslauer with $1,080,000, a Berliner with 
• 1,051,000, another Berliner with $875,000.

The so-called thaler millionaires in Berlin 
athaler is about 75 cents—now number 
426, against 440 one year ago. In all Prus- 
la here are but 1,332 persons whose in­

comes exceed $25,000. Last year the num- 
er was 1,381, Berlin has but twelve citi­

zens whose incomes exceed $250,000 a year.

HOW IT HAPPENED,
Cante of the Terrific Landslide in 

Quebce-Another Disaster Feared.
MONTREAL, May 3.-A special from 

Quebec says: Judging from all the reports 
ct the disaster at St. Albans so far to hand 
it is evident that the cataclysm was en- 
tirely due to tne undermining of the ground 
by water above the falls where the earth 
was thrown into the river and completely shut off the water which was dammedback 
till a depth of 75 feet was reached. Then 
the river changed its course and washed 
away the earth for a mile and a half long 
and about a mue wide and to a depth of 
100 feet. Seven houses were carried 
away and four lives lost besides a 
great number of domestic animals. 
There is said to be great danger of another 
terrible disaster at any moment. This 
morning to the general surprise St. Annes 
River was found to have fallen several feet,

Lucan.—A farmer bargains for a span of 
horses, the owner of which took them to 
the farmer’s house, when the farmer’s wife 
after seeing the horses paid for them with 
lier own money, willed to her by her 
father and which was in the bank at the 
time in her own name. Can those horses 
be taken from her for debt contracted by 
her husband? If a man buys an article 
at an auction sale and his wife pays for it 
with her own money can it be taken for 
the husband’s debts? ANS. —Upon the 
facts stated it is not clear that the horses 
were not bought by the husband, and if so 
they would be his property and liable to 
his debts, although the price was paid by 
the wife. Any property of any kind 
bought by the wife for herself, by herself, 
or by her agent, who may be lier husband, 
and paid for out of her own money, is her 
separate property and not liable to be 
taken for her husband’s debts, but property 
bought by the husband is his property 
although paid for by the wife.

FENCER. — A and B verbally agreed 
five years ago to build the line fence 
between their farms. About three years 
ago fire broke out on A’s property, 
which is swampy and full of long 
grass, and burned the line fence. A 
said hunters set out the fire. B again built 
his portion of the line fence, when last fall 
fire again broke out on A’s farm and burned 
the part which B built and run into B’s 
farm and destroyed a quantity of B’s 
timber.

A DEADLY RIOT.

THE CLOTHIER.Winchesters Used—Strikers Shot Down 
and Officials Injured.

SCOTTDALE, Pa., May 4.—A fatal riot 
occurred at the Painter works cf the Mc­
Clure Coke Company, two miles from here, 
at 5 o'clock this morning. Sanford White, 
assistant superintendent, and Ewing 
Roddy, bookkeeper, were brutally beaten.

On Tuesday a start was made at this 
plant, and the workers were acting as 
deputies and were all armed with 
Winchesters. The women were de­
termined to drive the workers 
out. This morning they marched to 
the ovens for that purpose. As they ap­
proached it is said Sanford White fired a 
shot at them, and as soon as the men heard 
it they swooped down on the works like 
wild men. White opened fire on them and 
before they reached him three had fallen 
in their tracks. The angered strikers did 
not stop. They faced the fire and the 
Winchester had no terror for them. They 
reached White and Ewing Roddy and 
before assistance arrived both were horribly 
beaten. Two of the Huns shot in the riot 
will hardly recover. White’s condition is 
serious.

The Murderer Shot Himself.
COMBER, Ont., May 4.—Truskey, the 

murderer of Constable Lindsay, shot him­
self at 12 o’clock to-day while being pur­
sued by the officers of the law. He had 
been located in his own woods and stood 
behind a brush heap, and, with revolver in 
hand, defied the officers.

In the United States Treasury Depart- 
ment—Millions of Dollars Tumble

PHILADELPHIA, May 3.—There was an 

avalanche of silver in vault C of the 
Treasury Department yesterday. The coin 
was piled up in bags to a height of 12 feet 
and a width of 8 feet. The vault is 
damp and the bags had become 
mouldy and frail. About 3 o'clock, as 
Wellington Morris, an employe, was stand­
ing on the opposite pile raking in some 
loose silver dollars, he trod upon a bag and 
silver dollars at once began to slide out. 
Like a snowball on a mountain side the 
mass of silver dollars grew in size.

There was an ominous rumbling, and the 
clerks at the foot of the pile looked up in 
surprise. Seeing the impending danger, a 
wild break was made for the door. Dr. 
Caleb Whitehead, who represents the mint 
bureau, jumped over the scales at the mo­
ment when the dollars poured down with a 
roar. F. A. Sartori and W. A. Bosbyshell, 
who are assisting in the counting, scrambled 
out in the nick of time. Serious in­
jury to Morris was feared, but he succeeded 
in escaping unhurt. The impact of the 
dollars shook the mint building as by an 
earthquake, and intense excitement pre­
vailed among the employes. It is esti­
mated that the amount which fell was 
valued at fully $2,000,000, and weighed 
112,000 pounds.

law prohibiting liquor selling within 400 
feet of churches or school houses by per- 
emptorily refusing licenses to all places 
coming within the limit. The hotels thus 
proscribed are ail of them popular uptown 
resorts.

A Pioneer Expressman.
BRANTFORD, May 3.—The remains of the 

late Jonathan Hale were brought to the 
city yesterday from Port Dover, and were 
followed to the grave by a large concourse 
of citizens.
