Montreal, July 28 —The arrival
*the city tonight of Hon. W. Mac-
kenzie King, Minister of Labor. has
again started talk of a settlement of
the Grand Trunk strike by arbitra-
tion. Mr. King's arrival in Montreal
was preceded by a large number of
télegrams sent to Vice-President Mur-
dock, of the trainmen, and President
Hays, of the Grand Trunk, by mayors
and boards of trade in Ontario cities,
asking them to settle the strike by
_ means of arbitration in the interest
of the pubiic. The Minister of Labor
refused to discuss the purpose of his
visit. He was met at the station by
Sir Frederick Borden, also a member of
the Government, and the two went to
the Windsor, where they were engaged
in a lengthy conference. No announce-
ment was made at its close.

Outside of this tHere was but little
doing. The Grand Trunk tonight
announced that during the day it had
moved 143 freight trains, with a total
of 3,149 cars, and to this added that
the number of locomotives in use
during the wetek was fifty per cent of
the normal for the same week last
year.

Fight to a Finish.

“If the next twenty-four hours do
not bring a settlement in the Grand
Trunk strike, the strikers are going to
force the fighting and make their first
really aggressive movement.”

This Is the intimation given out to-
day by Vice-President Murdock, of
the Brotherhood of Railroad Train-
men, In charge of the strike in this
district and that the drastic measures
to be introduced within the next few
days will make things more than ever
uncomfortable for the company, the
strike leader was quite emphatic in
declaring.

As outlined briefly by Mr. Murdock,
the early portion of the aggressive

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campaign which the strikers intend
to adopt will be felt more particular-
ly at the points of connection between
the Grand Trunk and other railways
and will include the withdrawal of.
every concession, no ~matter how

Concessions To Be Withdrawn.

“We will show the company what
real organization among the trainmen
means,” said Mr. Murdock. “We have
made some concessions to other roads
affected by the Grand Trunk in con-
nection with the handling of trains
|and other matters since the strike
began and unless there is some pros-
pect of settlement in sight every one
of these concessions will be with-
drawn as an opener of our campaign.
For instance, we have allowed the
I. C. R. some privileges here in connec-
tion with the handling of their roll-
ing stock in the G. T. R. yards. These
concessions will be withdrawn. We
have allowed the C. P. R. a crew to
run a train on one of the branch lines,
another concession which will be
withdrawn We have allowed a trdin
crew to operate a train at Booth's
Mills, in Ottawa, so that the men in
that industry might be enabled to re-
sume work, and that concession will
also be shut off. If there is going to
be a real strike, we are not going to
allow the company to do all the fight-
ing, but are going to take a hand in
the game ourselves and show them
what the railway organizations can
do.

“Does that mean that other organ-
izations not already involved—the en-
gineers, for instance—will be called
on to help the strikers?” Mr. Murdock
was asked.

STRIKE SETTLED

City Council Sends a Wire to
Grand Trunk Hoping for
Arbitration,

BECOMES A PUZILE

War Department May Finally
Determine to Do the
Work ltselt

Washington, July 28.—Mr. John F.

O'Rourke, president of the O'Rourke
Construction Company, of New York,
was a visitor at the war department
today, where he had a conference with
Gen. Oliver, acting secretary of war,
in regard to raising the Maine, now
lying in Havana harbor.

Nothing hLas been decided by the war
department as to Mr. O'Rourke’s plan
or the plans of several other contrac-
tors submitted to the department.
Congress appropriated $300,000 at its
last session to be used in connection
with the raising of the Maine and the
investigations to be made to find the
best method of raising her.

No action will be taken by the war
department until an opinion asked for
from the attorney-general has been
received as to whether it will be ne-
cessary to spend the whole $300,000
for investigation of methods of rais-

THE LATE JOHN A. EWAN.

Thg death of Mr. John A. Ewan, as-
sociate editor of the Toronto Globe, is
1 _profound loss not only to Canadian
journalism, but to Canadian public life,
for Mr, Ewan’s position made him a'
publicist, and his work counted tol"l
more than that of many men who have
played their parts on a more con-
spicuous stage. His triumphs and
achievements were often anonymous.
Many thousands of people have been
instructed by his pen, ang have been
given a wider and clearer outlook,
without knowing to whom they were
indebted, and—such is the journalist's
fate — perhaps without caring. He
was satistied to sink his personality in
the medium through which he exerted
hig influence. Yet few men have led
a richer and fuller life. He sat at the
feet of George Brown as a “cub” re-
porter, and had since been always at
the centre of publls affairs, feeling the
very pulse of the country. The record
of his personal observations and ex-
periences would make an almost com-
plete history of (Canada for the past
thirty years. The circle of his friend-
ships and acquaintanceships in that
period embraced all the chief actors in
the political drama, and nearly all the
notable Canadians in every sphere of
activity.

Like many great journalists, Mr.
£wan oweqd littie to the schools, and
graduated from the printers’ case. His
information was encyclopedic; he was

A CENTURY OF PEACE.

Much interest has been aroused
along the Canadian-United Stafes bor-
der over the proposal to celebrate the
one hundred years of peace between
Great Britain and the United States.
A central committee has been formed
in New York, and President Taft has
been invited to accept the honorary
presidency of the movement south of
the international boundary.

Recently a joint meeting of repre-
sentatives from Toronté, Buffalo, and
the Niagara frontier, was held at
Niagara Falls, Ont.,, at which it was
agreed to organize an International
association to be called the One Hun-
dred Years' Peace Society. The object
is to promote a suitable peace cele-
sration in commemoration of the cen-
tennial anniversary of the signing of
:he treaty of Ghent in December, 1814.
[t was decided that the anniversary be
neld in the summer of 1915, owing to
the unfavorable season in which the
celebration would naturally come if
set for Dec. 24, 1914, the exact date
of the hundredth anniversary of the
signing of the treaty. As yet the de-
tails of the commemoration have not
been fully worked out, but it is intend-
ed that it shall be observed in the
principal cities and towns on both sides
of the line, the great events of public
interest to take place in Buffalo, Niag-
ara Falls, and Toronto. Members of
the celebration society will be enrolled
individually or as representatives of
associations that are in sympathy with
the idea.

Ginger Beer.

UNIQUE DOLL HOUSE

ON VIEW IN LONDON

Most Wonderful of Its Kind in
the World—Entirely

Lilliputian.

London, July 28. — The most won-
derful doll house in the world is on
exhibition in London. K is the work
of Capt. Wilkinson, Ulster King at
Arms, who is an expert in heraldry
and the fine arts.

The house is about seven feet
square, and took five years to com-
plete. The furnishing is not yet fin-
‘shed. As far as possible only an-
tique furniture, silver and china, are
used, and Capt. Wilkinson and his
wile, Lady Muriel Herbert, have
collected all the contents.

Everything is Lilliputian. On the
hall table lies a visitors’ book the size
of a postage stamp, with King Ed-
ward’s name inscribed, for he
Queen Alexandra went to the house
in 1908.

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SAID TO HAVE ENDED
The Brothers Reconciled Alter a
Quarrel of Thirty Years
Standing.

Cleveland, July 29.—John D. Rocke-
feller and his brother Frank have be-
come reconciled, and the feud which
has kept them bitter enemies for over
30 years has come to an end. Just how
the reconciliation was effected will

probably never become known., The
Rockefellers will not discuss it.

Friends do not hesitate to assert
that John D. Rockefeller has probably
made restitution to his brother Frank
of the thousands of dollars of which
Frank has always claimeQ the oil king
cheated him. These friends point to the
fact that Mr, Rockefeller has been dis-
posing of his millions in an apparent
effort to get rid of a major portion of
his immense fortune before he dies—
that he is trying to make his peace
with his fellow-man and pass into the
great unknown leaving a better feeling
for himself behind. He has been en-
dowing universities and hospitals and
contributing enormous sums to
churches, and what, his friends say,
would be more natural than for John
D. to square the one big quarrel of
his life, that which existed in his own
family, among his own flesh and
blood.

The existence of a truce in the fam-
ily became apparent when Frank
Rockefeller began a few days ago to
restore the bodies of his children to
Lakeview Cemetery, from which they
had been exhumed and removed sev-
eral years ago in the heat of an acri-
monijous quarrel with John D., who is
a trustee of the cemetery. There are
eight graves in the Rockefeller plot
with headstones ranged along the arc
of a wide circle, Four times as many
graves can be laid out there before the
circle is complete. The base of the
monument bears the name “Rockefel-
ler” on each of its four sides.
When Frank Rockefeller removed
the bodieg of his children from this
plot he placed them in a plot not
many yards distant. At that time he
was so incensed at the oil kind that
he announced publicly that he would
not have the bodies of his children in
the same plot with those of John D.
Declared War,
IFrank Rockefeller openly declared
war against his brother. Their business
relations he brought to an end. The
Cleveland millionaire said:
“It is all over between my brother
and myself so far as associating with
each other in business is concerned.
Why? When a man tries to get the
better of you in a business deal would
vou remain in business with him? Not
many would. John has more money
than I, and he seemed never to get
enough. I wonder where it will end
—this desire of his for more millions?
Have I got enough? Well, T am en-
Jjoying life with mine. I manage to
get away from the office the greater
part of the time.

We are putting
down a new 18-inch main through
the business section, and this, with the
increased amount of water which the
new machinery and the full comple-
ment of seventeen weils will give, will
furnish London with ample fire pro-
tection, and full supply of water for all
purposes for years to come.

Dealers
estimated the fall in fine butcher cattle
at about 3¢ or 35c, some even putting it
as high as 40c per cwt. Two main causes
were thought to be at the bottom of the
change. First, the number of cattle in the
yards for the day’s trade, 1628, was by far
too great for the languiq demand. Buyers
knew there were more animals there than
they could content themselves with, and
so they did not bid against each other.
Secondly, this being the last market day
of the week, those with cattle on their
hands succumbed to the fear that they
would not get rid of them, and would
have to carry them over. The two in-
fluences combined joined in producing the
most decided feature of the week’s trad-
ing at the western market. ““There were
too many cattle,” said a dealer Tn giving
the reason of the decline. Calves were
not changed from vesterday's figures.
Ewes and bucks were at the same levels
as yesterday. Lambs ranged from $6 25
to $7 25. The feeling in them was easier.
Hogs continued at $9 40 f. 0. b., and $9 73
fed and water. The market for hogs was
weak. Arrivals of stock were 109 cars,
in which were 1626 cattle, 1725 sheep and
lambs, 1609 hogs and 220 calves.

“Do you think Mr. Hayes will consent
to arbitrate?” asked the reporter.

“I could not say, but I rather think
he will, as there is great pressure be-
ing brought to bear on him by outside
forces,” was the answer.

Mission of Peace.

Then Messrs, Garretson and Lee
gave a full recital of what took place
at the conference yesterday.

“We went to Mr. Hays and told him
that we had heard that there were re-
ports around that our mission in Can-
ada was one of war, which we assured
him was false, and asserted that we
were on an errand of peace if it could
be secured with honor. We said we
heartily indorsed the action of Vice-
Presidents Berry and Murdock in ac-
ceding to the request of the minister
of labor to have an impartial board
of arbitration appointed to settle the
trouble. .

The Other Way.

“Hays then wanted to know if all
other means of a settlement were
closed, to which we replied that he
could open up communication with the
men through Messrs. Berry and Mur-
dock and try to arrange a settlement
that way. He, however, would not con-
sent to such a course.

“We offered to go into conference
with him and agree on some plan of
arbitration. He then explained that he
had offered to apply the standard rates
in 1913,

“*Can yon afford to do less now
than at that time? we asked him, and,
‘Can we discuss that question and ar-
rive at a settlement?

“He did neither agree to nor refuse
to agree to such a course. He raised
the question as to how our men would
return to the service. We told him
that their return must be based on all
of the men returning to their old posi-
tions, with the exception of those who
had committed acts of violence, whom
we would not defend in the least.

“We have already heard that some
of vour members are in jail,” said Mr.
Hays.

“That may be,” we answered, ‘“but
still that does not say that they are
guilty of committing any act of vio-
lence, and we shall regard them as in-
nocent until the law says they
guilty, and then we shall have nothing
more to do with them.

If he retained his uncompromising
agtltude in the fight we clearly gav\e
l}nn to understand that it would be a
fight to a finish, and that the burden
of hardship forced unon the public
would not be our fault when he had
refused a pacific proposition.
