London ,Monday, Dec. 4, 4 a. m— 
The week opens without a word of 
news such as the British public is so 
anxiously awaiting. With a larger 
army in the field than the country 
ever before mobilized, it can only be 
said that the loss of 3,500 men entailed 
before the enemy's borders have been 
crossed is a serious matter, and while 
there is no feeling of despondency as 
to the eventual result of the war, it 
is regretfully admitted on all aides 
that the strength of the Boer forces 
has been woefully underrated.

It is now seen that the attempt to 
bold a useless position at Mafeking 
was a serious tactful mistake, as was 
also the endeavor to keep the large 
civil population at Kimberley.

Perhaps the brightest spot for Eng­
lish readers to-day is the announce- 
ment that President McKinley has 
designated the son of Secretary Hay 
to succeed Mr. Macrum in Pretoria. 
The Daily Telegraph says:—"This ap- 
pointment is a graceful concession on 
the part of the U. S. government to 
British feeling. Our countrymen’s in­
terests will be safe in the hands of 
the new consul.

South African news is now six days 
in arrears. The censorship does not 
yet permit details of the Modder river 
battle to he transmitted. Some vague 
statements Have been published in 
Cape Town papers, and according to 
these the Boers numbered 8,000 men, 
and were entrenched on both banks 
of the st ream, although mostly on the 
northern bank, The British, accord- 
ing to these accounts, drove the enemy 
across the river, compelling them to 
retreat. They i hen established them- 
selves on both banks. These details, 
however, are too meagure to enable 
an accurate idea of the engagement 
to be formed.

A despatch has reached London an­
nouncing that Lord Methuen is again 
in the field, and it is also said that 
Count Gleichen, who was wounded in 
the fighting at Modder River, was 
struck by a bullet in the neck.

One Convict Fatally Cut by Another 

Out of Revenge- Victim
Will Die.

Toronto, Ont., Dec. 4.—Arthur Car­
dinal, of Ottawa, a convict in the Cen­
tral prison, when returning from the 
workshops to hie coll secreted himself 
in the cell of John Hughes, a young lad 
from Lindsay. When Hughes went to 
hie cell Cardinal rushed at him with a 
large bread knife and stabbed the lad 
eight times in the head and body. 
Hughes’ criee for help brought the 
other prisoners to his aid, and one 
named Sharpe carried him down to 
the hospital, where the doctors found 
that be bad been etabbed four time 
in the head, once in the neck, once in 
the shoulder, and twice in the back. 
Fifty-two stitches were require to 
close the wounds. Hughes is in a 
most precarious condition. Cardinal 
after stabbing Hughes, went down to 
the warden's office, told what he bad 
done, and eaid Hughes had besn tell- 
ing lies about him, He was st once 
placed in close confinement to swell 
the result of Hughes’ Injuries. 
Hughes, who is only 16, is doing six 
months for vagrancy, and his father 
is also confined in the prieoo, the two 
having been eent to the Central from 
Lindsay together, as the father, who 
could not get work, did not wish to 
bo separated from bis son. Cardinal 
is serving a year for theft, and was 
sent to prison from Ottawa. The 
doctors regsrd Hughes’ wounds ss 
fatal.

Unless the Boers Make a Flank Move 
They May not see any Fight­

ing Just Yet.
Ottawa, Dec. 4.—The following cable 

message was received on Saturday by 
the Governor-General from Sir Alfred 
Milner, Governor of British South 
Africa : — -

"Cape Town, Dec. 1 — Just said good- 
bye to the Canadian contingent. All 
well and delighted to be going to the 
front. People here showed in an un­
mistakable manner their appreciation 
of the sympathy and help of Canada in 
their hour of trial.—(Signed) Milner."

The official report published by the 
war office says the Canadians, with 
other corps, have been moved up to 
the De Aar and Belmont line, to pro­
tect Gen. Methuen’s line of communi- 
cation. At this point they will hard­
ly be likely to see any fighting unless 
the Boers make a flank movement as 
has been suggested. The Canadians 
are close enough by railroad to Gen. 
Methuen, however, to be rushed up 
to his assistance in 24 hours if be 
finite the Boer position at Spyfontien 
difficult to carry. But if General Me- 
thuen can enter Kimberley without 
their aid, he will await them there, 
in which case they will form part of 
his army for the invasion of the Or­
ange Free State.

MR CHAMBERLAIN’S CLEVER 
MOVE.

Joseph Chamberlain is talking to 
France in the new diplomacy. He in­
timated in his last public address that 
peace was in more danger from public 
sentiment than actual differences. If 
France—though be did not mention 
that country he plainly meant it—con­
tinued to provoke British sentiment 
she must, he says, prepare herself for 
rhe inevitable consequences. With a 
war of considerable magnitude al­
ready on in South Africa this was a 
bold declaration. It was evidently 
calculated Tor effect, and was address­
ed not so much to his hearers as to t he 
Governments of France and Rassia. 
By an unfriendly Government this lan- 
guage might almost be considered as 
an ultimatum. But behind it we can 
only believe lies the knowledge which 
Chamberlain intended 1 o-impart to the 
world that the interests of Great Bri- 
tain and Germany being now identical 
any other power which is looking for 
trouble must be prepared 10 reckon 
with both.

It is only on this hypothesis that 
Chamberlain’s hold defiance to France 
can be explained at the present junc­
ture. And he felt sure when he issued 
it that that country could not risk 
taking up the gauntlet with the Bri­
tish fleets on her seaboard and the 
German armies on her frontier. No- 
body imagines for a moment that 
there is any formal alliance between 
England, Germany and the United 
States. But all differences having 
been settled Chamberlain bas used the 
fact at the right moment to sound a 
warning not" to France and Russia.

.RODENT MARKET.

■lee Ar. Not Worth So Much-Forced to 
Advertise fee Bate by the Society of Pre- 
vention of Cruelty to Antmals—One Eat 
Will Train Several Cats.

At hast rats and mice have an Am- 
ersaen market value. A man in New 
Jonty la prepared to pay five cents 
for every healthy rat delivered, and he 
quotes mice at three cents each.

Jerome Shephard, an old sea captain, 
la bulling the rat and mouse market, 
and is anxious to buy 5,000 rodents. 
Captain Shephard already has a sup­
ply of rats and mice, but owing to the 
attitude assumed by the New Jersey 
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty 
to Animals he has been offered to ad­
vertise for rats and mice so that his 
stock may not become depleted.

It so happens that Captain Shephard 
is the proprietor of a cat farm near 
Caldwell. N. J., and rats and mice are 
necessary to his business. Four years 
ago the captain, who looks every inch 
the typical "seadog," gave up the sea 
and determined to devote the rest of 
his life to raising cats. While on bis 
cruisers Captain Shephard secured a 
valuable collection of high bred cats.

Angoras, Maltese, Siamese, Indian, 
Russian, Japanese, and, in fact, every 
breed of cats known to the fancier can 
be found on the Shephard farm. Each 
breed is kept in a separate corral, and 
pedigrees are preserved carefully of 
each new arrival. The cats are first 
domesticated and made familiar with 
people, especially children, by constant 
petting, and are next trained as rat­
ters and mousers. It is owing to this 
latter fact, and to Captain Shephard’s 
original methods of training bls cats 
that the Society for the Prevention of 
Cruelty to Animals has threatened his 
industry with extinction.

Captain Shephard has probably 200 
cats always on the farm, and it re­
quired a good many rats to go round. 
In order that one rat might serve to 
train several cats, the plan was adopt­
ed of placing a rat in a glass box or a 
wire cage set In the corral. Naturally 
the unfortunate rat created a great 
deal of excitement in the corral, and

Push the Fell Chicken.
Late fall chickens should be pushed 

forward by. every means in the reach 
of the poultry grower. Both meat 
and ground bone should be fed in 
considerable quantities so that the 
birds will have got a good growth 
and good supply of feathers before 
the end of November.

RIVER.
The general opinion of the staff is 

that there had never been such a sus­
tained fire in the annals of the British 
army as that which our troops had to 
face yesterday. Our men fell in doz­
ens while trying to rush to the bridge.

Among the many heroic deeds, one 
of the most conspicuous was that of 
Lieut.-Col. Codrington, of the Cold­
stream Guards; Capt. Sellepin, of the 
Queensland contingent, and a dozen 
members of the Coldstream Guards, 
who jumped into the river and swam 
nearly to the other side in the face of 
a steady fire; but who were forced to 
relire and, joining hands, swam back, 
two of their number being nearly 
drowned in the retreat.

The British guns kept up a heavy 
fire all day, and fearful havoc was 
wrought on the Boer positions, the en­
emy being forced to fly from the en- 
trenchments. Night put an end to the 
terrible bloodshed. The infantry bri­
gade was dreadfully cut up.,

The Boers retreated at night, taking 
their guns with them, and we are now 
occupying their positions. The enemy's 
loss was tremendous.

fiercely for nearly 14 hours. The enemy 
occupied a strongly entrenched posi- 
tion, their front extended five miles 
along the bank of the stream.

custom, but the custom differs tn 
different countries. Scotland's penny 
weddings were peculiar. They were 
called penny affairs, but the invited 
guests contributed shillings, and oc­
casionally a half-crown, and out of 
the sums thus collected the expenses 
of the wedding feast were paid. Ger­
many has a "pay wedding," at 
which the bride receives her guests 
with a basin before her, in which 
each person entering deposits a 
jewel, a silver spoon or a piece of 
money. In some parts of Germany 
the rule is that the expenses of the 
marriage feast shall be met by each 
guest paying for what he eats and 
drinks—a sort of European plan 
wedding, you might call it.

The prices paid for dishes and 
drinks are high, and the happy 
young couple make a handsome profit 
out of their wedding, often realizing 
a sum sufficient to start them pretty 
nicely in life. Often 300 guests are 
present at such a wedding. Some­
times the flow of presents is in the 
other direction. In Poland, for in­
stance, as girl is not regarded eligi­
ble for marriage until she has 
wrought with her own hands cloth 
and garments for the friends who 
will accompany her future lord to 
the altar.

Perhaps the plague in Paraguay is 
merely an attack of pigne, or sand- 
flea. This insect is called nigua to 
the native language. In 1870 it kill­
ed a whole colony of Englishmen, 
consisting of 200 families, turning 
the colony, which was at Itape, into 
a cemetery. A German colony at 
Acegua was driven out. The pigue 
cause buboes, and attacks the 
warmest part of the body, that is. 
the cavities and the groin and arm­
pit—just the same spots as the 
Eastern plague. It attacks English­
men and Germans preferentially, and 
avoids those that use but little 
soap. Soaps clean the body, and the 
pigue likes clean persons to eat. 
It also avoids people who eat more 
or less poisonous food. A man sat­
urated with alcohols, Boca gin,nico­
tine and Passe de Julio cookery is 
pretty well safe from the sand-flea.

Feeding for Esta

It is difficult to give a general 
formula that will suit all conditions, 
w1521 we believe in the morning mash, 
winter and summer. It is composed 
of one-half ground corn and oats, 
ewe-fourth bran, and one-fourth boil- 
ed vegetables or soaked beef scraps, 
or cut clover hay steamed; mixed 
with boiling water at night, cover- 
ed up and left to steam and fed 
warm to winter. In summer, cold 
water is better. Whether to feed 
sate mash every day or every other 
day (alternating with wheat, or 
wheat and cracked corn mixed in 
winter) can be decided by expert- 
ment. Meat to some form, either 
raw or cooked, should be fed two or 
three times a week, and green food 
every day, winter and summer, if 
fowls are confined In yards. Green 
est bone is an excellent feed, either 
aspurately or mixed with the mash.

Our manner of feeding for eggs is 
te give the mash every other morn- 
ing in summer and every morning in 
Inte. fall and winter. Care should be 
taken, however, not to give a full 
aneal, but sufficient to satisfy hun- 

and thus compel the hens te 
Seat around for whatever they may 
tad in the yards or litter of the 
crops. We feed nothing at midday 
but green food, such as cabbage, and 
at sight, wheat, oats and cracked 
esem, separately or mixed together.

For a Number of Years— * Shocking 

Condition of a Family in
Simcoe County.

Toronto, Dec. 4.—A clergyman in 
Simcoe county has reported to the 
Government superintendent of neglect­
ed children e terrible case of cruelty 
and wretchedness existing in that 
county. The clergyman describes the 
condition of a family ho visited as 
follows:— "‘The family, seven children, 
five of them under eight years of age, 
and father and mother, living in a log 
hut, low ceiling, all in one room, not 
more than 10x12 feet. The man has 
something the matter with bie eyes. 
He says be cannot stand the light, so 
there ie no window, and there bee not 
been a ray of light in that boues for 
ten years. I atu told the children are 
going blind. He bas done no work 
for ten years. We found them sitting 
in the most shocking condition of filth 
and wretchedness. Although it was 
broad daylight they bad a small coal 
oil lamp burning without any chim­
ney. The mother tries to get food of 
any kind for the children by washing. 
We asked them a few questions such 
ae, "Who is God?" “Did you ever hear 
of God and of Christ?’’ and they said 
they had not. I asked the father and 
mother if they would let four or fire 
of the children go to the home in To­
ronto. where they could learn some­
thing, but they refused. Is there no 
way of taking these children and 
rescuing them from a living death?" 
The superintendent has made inquiries 
and finds the facta as stated by the 
clergyman to be quite correct. Sever- 
al of the children are already partially 
blind. Aa effort will be made to help 
the family.

Boers. It is estimated that more, 
than 2,000 already have joined the 
expedition. The farmers have form­
ed a commandeering committee, 
and talk triumphantly of a march 
upon Cape Town. Gen. Buller s pro- 
clamation has been torn down and 
trampled upon, and the loyalists are 
bidden to hurry to Cape Town to pre­
pare coffee for the rebels. The contin­
ued movement of commandos in Cape 
Colony tends to confirm the opinions 
that the Boers are making desperate 
efforts to recruit their forces from 
the Dutch residents. While it is 
impossible to obtain exact statistics, it 
is absolutely certain that the disaf­
fected Dutch have joined the Boers in 
great numbers, which are still in- 
creasing. Most of the recruits, how­
ever, are young men, Gen. Bullers 
message clearly indicating the pun­
ishment for disloyalty having deter-I 
red the actual holders of farms from 
joining the Boers through tear of con­
fiscation of their property.

THE NEXT BATTLE.:
London, Dec. 4.—The meagre official 

despatch, giving a list of the British 
casualties at Modder River and an- 
nouncing the /bare fact that Lord 
Methuen is still there awaiting rein- 
forcements, is only supplemented by 
a brief despatch saying the Boers de- 
stroyed the bridge over the Modder 
River before the battle, and are now 
concentrating at S yfontein , where 
the final battle before Kimberley is 
relieved, is expected to take place. The - 
censor has apparently stopped all 
press messages from the front relat- 
ing to the battle, which is not regard­
ed as a favorable indication. As to the 
material results of Lord Methuens 
engagement, it is not yet clear whe­
ther Lord Methuen’s force actually 
crossed the Modder River or is still 
awaiting rebuilding of the bridge be­
fore the artillery and cavalry can 
cross. In any case the railway must 
be carried over the bridge before the 
indispensible big naval guns can pass, 
because Lord Methuen’s last message 
showed that they were worked on 
trucks along the railroad. It is a sig­
nificant fact that Lord Methuen’s 
cablegram makes no mention of the 
Boer loss, which, therefore, is assum- 
ed to be small.

IS NOT SMALL-POXRev J J Ross Praises the Order For

Frere Camp, Natal, Tuesday, Nov 
B — The reconnaissance made.
General Hildyard and Lord Dundon- 
aid’s command, the fact of which has 
already been cabled, gave an excellent 
deportunity for studying the country. I 
De approaching Colenso the British 
found on every side scenes of devas­
tation that testified to the thorough- 
Lof Boer looting. The Williams’ 
farm and others had been ransacked 
from end to end. In some cases the 
contents of every room of the farm- 
bouse had been destroyed. The Boers 

evidently burned what they could 
set carry off. The property of the 
Foor commisse 4 at was testified y 
the corn husks that were strewn 
about the deserted camp fires of the 
enemy. The wreck of the armored 
train, still visible, showed that a Boer 
shot had broken an axle, which had 
obviously caused the accident to one 
car that lay on its side. The other 
car was upright, but both were com- 
pletely riddled by the enemy’s artillery 
fire. Two graves near-by bore the in- 
scription, "To Fallen Soldiers." The 
main force of Boers is now apparently 
not far from Chievaley station.

The Natal Mercury publishes the fol- 
lowing despatch from its correspond­
ent st Frere:— The Boers have recon- 
structed their old positions near Col- 
earv, back of Grobeler’s Klof, and: 
everything points to a determinedeat- 
tempt to prevent the British crossing 
the Tugela River. The reports of 
wanton destruction of property by 
Ploeru is confirmed."

Dr. Holmes is satisfied that all cases 
seen by him' are chicken-pox and they 
present none of the characteristic aym- 
proms or appearance of email pox.

It will be remembered by many Chat- 
hamites that Dr. Holmes saved this 
city from the spread of small-pox many 
years ago by diagnosing the disease 
and quarantining the house of D. 
Molaskey even before the rash appear- 
ed on the patient. The disease in that 
case proved to be a most violent at- 
tack if small-pox and it left Mr. Mo- 
lasky badly marked for life.

Dr. Holmes has seen nearly all cases 
of small-pox that have occurred in this 
county for many years and has had 
the disease himself, so he thinks he 
ought to know small-pox when be 
comes across it.
