Ottawa, Oct. 19.—In the House of

Commons on Saturday soon after

the conclusion of prayers, Mr. R.

L. Borden was on the floor, and talk-

ing upon the subject of a fast Atlantic

service. The occasion of his remarks
was a motion to go into supply, and
the burden of his complaint was that
two-thirds of the Canadian mail matter
was sent via the American route, be-
cause by that means it was delivered
in two-thirds the time it would take
by the Canadian line, The average
length of the voyagés of the Canadian
mail steamers was nine and a half, ten
and eleven days, being practically the
same as it was forty years ago.That the

Government had been lax in its efforts

to secure a service such as the needs

of the country demanded was shown by
the fact that it was only in. March of
this, yea» new tenders were obtained. It

was'stated those tenders were not sat-
asfacy As to that he could not say,
but t overnment did not appear to

have conducted the negotiations, which
it was understood are pending, with
that energy andipromptness which the
importance of the occasion and the
pressing needs of the situation demand-
ed. Therefore, he moved that, instead
of going into supply, the House places
upon record the fact that it affirmed
the belief that great advantages
would result to Canada as well as the
mother country from the establishment
of a fast steamship service between the
two countries, and expresses its regret
that no effective steps have been taken
for the purpose by the present Admin-
istration.

Sir Wilirid Ldurier, who was cheered
on rising to reply, said that all through
this sessionsthere had been an under-
current of Opposition comment on the
lavish expenditure. This had culmin-
ated in Mr. Borden’s speech at the ban-
quet tendered him, in which the com-
plaint was a feature. At the same
time, there was not a debate for weeks
past but members of the Opposition
had urged that more®money be spent
on some particular object. Now the
leader of the Opposition came for-
yan‘i with a proposition for a fast At-
antic sérvice, af a cost of $1,500,000
per annum. The effort of the Bowell
Government in !826 to secure a fast
line was not the first. "The proposal
went back to 1889, when the Govern-
ment offered a subsidy of $y00,000 a
year, but Tho one came for-
ward ‘to take advantage of it.
Though . the Government had noth-
ing tangible to present at this mo-
ment, the project had not been aban-
doned, and could not be "abandomed
until it was carried out to a satisfactory
conclusion. There was reason to be-

the wild hare, is always a favorite
among the visitors to a show be-
cause of its lovely color and ‘‘racy’’
style; £5 to £15 are everyday prices
paid for a good specimen.

The lop rabbit’s beauty lies in its
length and breadth of ear, specimens
having been shown with ears measur-
ing 27 inches from tip to tip, and 7
inches broad, for which £25 was
paid without a murmur. The Flem-
ish Giant is so-named because of
the tremendous size to which it
grews, show specimens having been
known to turn the scale at 20
pounds, while those weighing 15
pounds are quite ordinary.

Silver-greys—at one  time termed
chinchillas—silver-fawns, and silver-
browns are strikingly beautiful little
animafs, with their body color sil-
vered all over, short coats, and very
neat ears.

Five pounds was lately paid to a
North London fancier for a silver-
grey thirteen weeks old, and before
it was in full coat, while £3 to £10
is the price paid for a really good
adult, £18 being mentioned as the
price given for a doe a short time |
ago.

A peculiarity of the young of the
silver-grey lies in_the fact that they
are jet black wuntil about a month
old, when they begin to turn grey
on the nose, taking from that age
to about four months to “‘silver ofi’’
completely.

The English rabbit is a largish ani-
mal, white, with color dispersed over
fts body in certain patches and spots,
the proper location of these spots
determining its show value. Espe-
cially is its face curiously marked,
the nose being colored in the shape
of a butterfly, while it has other im-
portant spots and circles round the
eye. At the present day there is a
breed that £20
would not buy from its owner.

The Dutch: rabbit is small—in fact,
from o fancier’s point of view, dimi-
nutive size is a greater consideration
—but its chief characteristic is its
markings.

From the centre of the body of the
hinder part is colored black, blue,
gray, yellow, or tortoiseshell, with
the exception of the hind feet, which
are white for one and a half inches
from the toe. The forepart of the
rabbit is white, with the exceptlion
of the head, which is the same color
as the hind part, but ‘with a white
muzzle, fromi which runs a white
mark right up the centre of the head
to between the ears. .

There are  specialist clubs for all
the breeds, but the United Kingdom
Dutch Rabbit Club’is the strongest,

In 1902 over 800 rabbit shows
were held; this number only includes
public, not small club shows. There
were instances of over 1,000 exhibits
being penned at a show, and 124
different rabbit judges were engaged.
At the Tunbridge Wells agricultural
show, held this month, there ars five
rabbit judges engaged, amd the entry
will probably be over 500.

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MORE WHISTLERISMS,

His Vitrolle Qualities and His Satanle
Laugh—~Toeted Mis Owa Horn—Feol-
ed by His Own Pictures.

James A, McNeill Whistler, the
American artist, who died in London -
recently, gave himself the credit of
being ‘“‘an adept at the gentle art of
making enemies.” He was almost al-
ways in hot water with somebody,
and was as fond as an old-fashioned
Scotchman of getting into a lively
lawsuit, enjoying litigation almost
equally well whether he won or lost.

Whistler was not particularly proud
of being a native American, resembl-
ing in that respect William Waldort
Astor, A Frenchman ence sized him
up as being ‘“‘an’ American in his
origin, an Englishman in his man-
ners and a Frenchmean in his esprit.’”
The critic added that about the man
there constantly floats an indefinable
fragrance of sulphur, Others have de-
scribed the artist’s laugh as satanic
in its cynicism; and yet he felt dis-
appointed and hurt if his compan-
ions failed to join in his mirth. He
had the habit of buttonholing those
to whom he talked, not figuratively
merely, but actually, that they might
not escape him until he had his say.

It was well worth while though, to
listen to him, for his wit was irre-
sistible. - The mere repetition of his
mots did them injustice, for it was
not the remarks themselves but the
way in which they were made that
made them funny, His personality

the obscure young artist. This self-
esteem served him all his life, %

“Come now, this is all nonsense,
you trying to do this,”” he said once
to a fellow-painter who thought he
had lit upon a pPromising bit of
landscape to paint. “It is much too
good a subject to be wastoed upon
you. You'd better let me sew what I
can do with it,’’

_In bis struggling days he lived in
the top of an old palace in Venice,
starving on a diet of macecaroni and
polenta, unable to sell any of hig
pictures except at starvation prices,
It was only by dint of industriously
crying up his own wares that he fin-
ally induced some to believe in him.

CANALS OF CANADA,
[
New York Tribute to the Enterprise of
the Deminion.

In referring to canal construction
a8 one of the most striking features
of the commercial policy of France,
Germany, Russia, Austria, Italy and
Belgium, we mentioned the fact that
Canada has for years been steadily
following the example of Continental
Burope, says The New York Tribune.
There has been expended for con-
struction alone on Canadian canals,
not including work planned but still
unexecuted, a total of nYore then
$81,000,000. For the construction
and enlargement of the water route
fromm Lake Erie through the Welland
Canal, Lake Ontario and the St.
Lawrencs River more than. $56,000,-
000 has been spent, a sum which,
as-the Greense Commission pointed
out, bears about the same ratio to
the wealth of Canada that $100,-
000,000 would bear to the wealth of
New York.

“There i8 no question that the
people of the Dominion heartily Suse
tain the policy which requires this
heavy outlay, and that the practi-
cal results justify their contentment.
During the three months of May,
June and July of this year there
were exported fromr Montreal 18,-
040,214 bushels of grain, and from
New York 16,341,519 bushels. At
other Atlantic ports observers are
drawing the conclusion from this |
comparison that the metropolis is’
destined to lose its supremacy, but
they may. derive less pleasure from
that somewhat wviolent deduction
when they have considered that, ac-
cording to thy latest Government
statistics, the total exports fron:
Atlantic ports for the fiscal year
19038 show a decline of $98,000,000
from the total for 1901, Some of
their loss is the gain of the Gulf
ports, but no small part of it has
accrued to our Northern neighbor.

“The’ Government's gummary  of
commerce and finance appears a
significant statemeut of lake com-
merce through the United States
canal at Sault Ste. Maris, and the
Canadian canal for the month and
the seasom ending Juyly 81, 1901,
1902 and 1903. For the month of
July in the three years these are
some of the figures. Bushels of
wheat, east-bound through the Uni-
ted States canal, 3,695,791; 2,878,
802; 1,684,272. Through the Cana-

Through the
Canadian canal, 2,872,516; 9,849,
820; 14,710,659.

of Pius X. The Czar is the Pope of
the Greek Catholic ' Church, which
nearly. 200 years ago broke away
from the Church of Rome and estab-
lished itself in Constantinople.

While the Czar governs his spiritual
kingdom as well as his “religious
kingdom from St. Petersburg,
cow is really the spiritual capital of
Russia. In the very heart of the
city, surrounded by a wali a little
over a mile in length, lies the Krem-
lin, the Russian holy of holies. In it
are old palaces and churches filled
with the rhost precious possessions,

In gne of them is a picture of the
Virgin arrayed in a robe  covered
with diamonds, . called the Iberian

Mother, which is carried through the
streets in a golden chariot at the
times of great religious celebrations
and which has béen the source of
vast revenue to the church. Many
other shrines of especial holiness have
Madonnas which are the objects of
particular véneration to the hun-
dreds of thousands of pilgrims who
veorly throng to Moscow with their
ofiferings.

The pllgnms are ldrgely - peasants
who travel in gangs of three or four,
their baggage upon’ their backs and
their shoes tiesd about- their necks.

You may see themd at almost any
time walking through the streets,
crossing  themselves before every

church and occasionally stopping to
mutter their prayers. At the shrines
they are admitted one at a time to
look upon ths Madonna, which has a
policeman on eac¢h side, after which
they drop their money into the con-
tribution box and pass quietly out
into the open air.

There are other famous shrines in
the country at which the pilgrims
worship. At Kiev there are hundreds
of thousands of visitors a vear. The
recent pllgrimage to the monastery

of Saroff was one of the greatest of

late years. Besides the Czar’s en-
tourage there were 6,000 bishops and
lesser clergy at the canonization cere-
menies, to say nothing of the horde
of peasants. Searoff is forty miles

from the nearest railway station.

The Very First Amerfcan Coins.

The very earliest coinage that csy
properly be said to be “strictly Ama®
can” was ordéred by the original Viz
ginia’' company in the year 1612, only
five years after the- founding of Jameés-
town., These coins were minted wi
Somers islands, now known as the Be~
mudas. For a period of more tha» &
quarter of a century after this, how-

ever, tobacco and beaver skins weme

reckoned as lawful currency. In 1645
the assembly of Virginia met and &~
clared that it “had maturely welgimd
and considered how advantageous a
quoine (coin) would be to this colony,
and how much better it would be than
a,sole dependency upon tob. and
pelts.”” After this they provided for
the coinage of copper coins of the da-
nominations of twopence, threepence,

sixpence and ninepence, but this reso- -

lution was never carried into effeck
The first coinage in America proper
was the series of coins “struck” at Bos-
ton under the order of the general
court of Massachusetts passed May 27,
1652, the coins being three, six and
twelve pence denominations, “in forme
flatt and stamped-on one side with the
letters ‘N. E.’ and on the other the
value of the plece.”

Laughter as a Moral Power," -

Is laughter immoral? That is a very
important objection urged against
comedy from generation to generation.

THE AMERICA’S CUP.

Canadian Account of the _Win as Made
in 1851,

An interesting account of how the
Amcericas Cup ‘was won in 1851 is
published by a Canadian contempor-
ary: When the yacht America, it
says, arrived in England in 1850-51
her ownér, Stevens, published a chal-
lengo to sail anything for £1,000 to
£10,000, but he laid down so many
stipulations: that the challenge was
not accepted. Then the Americans
appeared to think they were being
treated discourteously, avnd the Roy-
al Yacht Squadron went out of its
way to offer a cup, value £100, to
be sailed for—open to all—without
conditions or time allowance; course,
round the Isle of Wight., Now this
is the cup that the Americans ara
pleased to call the Queen’s Cup for
some reason only known to them-
selves. Possibly the hall mark on
silver in England being a crown, the
Yankees assumed that this must be
Her Majesty’s private totem In
1851 five Queen’s cups  were given,
not one bearing the slightest resem-
blange to the Royal Yacht Squadron
Cup. Aug. 22 was the eventful day.
Fifteen yachts started, ranging from
the barque DBrilliant, 893 tons, to
the cutter Aurora, 47 tons. Only
five could be termed racers or ever
won a prize. The five were the
Freak, Volante, Arrow, Alarm and
Aurora. The start was very pecu-
liar. “The flcet went one way—the
America another. ‘“Round the Isle
of Wight,”” in yacht racing parlance,
means round the Nab—and then
right away. Round the Nab went
the Britishers, but the Yankee, to
the amusement of the spectators and
the disgust of the officials, took no
notice of the distant lightship, but
headed straight for the corner of the
island, scrapéd over Bembridge Ledga
and then took a short line to Cul-
ver Cliff, thereby eflecting a saving
of from 11 to 18 miles. Off Bon-
church the Britishers caught up and
the Freak and Volante got to wind=
ward of the America. Then a series
of disasters occurred. The Arrow
grounded off Ventnor, and the Alarm
went to her assistance; off St. Law-
rence’ the Freak fouled the Volante.
Thus four of the five British racers
were out of it. Passing the Needles
the America was a long way ahead,

but coming up the Solent the little

Avrora gained rapidly and reached
Cowes eight minutes behind the Am-~
erica. The Aurora sailed the course,
the America had not, and the Brit-
ishérs claimed the cup, but as the
Squadron people had omitted to tell
the Yankees that they must round

the Nab, they saw no other way out ;
of the diffieulty but to hand the cup

to the first yacht in.

Ottawa, Oct. 19.—The cablegram
yesterday from - London announcing
that a verbal decision had been reach-
ed by the Alaska tribunal adverse to
all Canada’s contentions, ‘exceptiig
those relating to the Portland Canal,
is not officially confirmed lhere. In
answer to inquiries it was stated that
no official information had been re-
ceived, and none was expected until
the commission formally rendered
judgment. Hence none of the Cabin-
et Ministers were prepared to discuss
the subject or to say anything for pub-
lication.  Nothing is said in the
cablegram as to -whether or mot the
judgment was unanimous. Upon that
there is a keen desire for further in-
formation as well as to learn’the de-
tails of the judgment. Ii the cabled
report is correct, the United States
retains Dyea and Skaguay and a sub-
stantial strip of coast,- and Canada’s
contentipn that the southern line of
demarcation runs from Cape Muzon
‘north of Pearse and Wales Islands
and up the Portland Canal,"is sus-
tained.

London, Oct.19.—The Alaskan boun-
dary commission reached an agree-
ment whereby all the American con-
tentions are sustained, with the excep-
tion of those im relation to the Port-
land Canal, which Canada wins. Al
that now remains to be done is for the
commissioners to aflix their sxgnaturgs
to the decision and the map which will
accompany .it. On the map will be
marked the boundary ling definitely fix-
mg the division of American and Brit-
ish territory, on such a basis that nc
Amcrican citizen will lose a foot' ol
land he already believed he held, while
the United States will get all the
waterways to the rich Alaska territory
with the exception of the Portlanc
Canal, which gives Canada the one out:
let she so much needed.

The long standing dispute was set-
tled oanly after a week of secret delib:
efation between the arbitrators. Ug
to noon there was a possibility that 3
disagreement might result and the
whole proceedings fall to the ground.

Lord Alverstone, though openly in-
clined to believe in the justice of the
American argument, that the United
States was entitled to the heads of. in:
lets, as contained in question five, held
out that Canada had established he:
case in questions two ang three, deal-
ing with the Portland Canal.

After lurcleon Senator Lodge, Sec-
retary Root and Senator Turner agreed
to cede these points and to start the
American boundary line from the head
of the Portland Canal, thus giving the
Canadians that channel and some small
islands on which there are only a few
disused storehouses. This accomplish-
ed, the majority of the tribunal agreed
to fix, with this exception, the entire
boundary line as outlined in the Am-
erican case.

Whether Mr. Aylesworth and Sir
Louis Jette, the Canadian commission-
ers, will refuse to_ sign the, decision,
and make it unanimous, is not yet
known.  But it will not affect the
validity of the agreement if a min-
ority report is submitted.
