THE QUEBEC RIOTS

- Something Like a War of Rances—Chamne
plnin street Fortified—An Incapable
Mayor—FPeace Retarniog.

Quenkc, August 16.

The trouble that has been brewing for a
month past broke out yesterday with a repeti-
tion of the bloodshed and disquiet that have
made Quebec a by-word. There has been
great scarcity of work for the ship laborers
all this season, and much suffering in conse-
quence. There are about five thousand of
them in all, French and English-speaking to-
gether, and hitherto they bave been regulatly
organized in five sections of one society. The
usual rate of wages has been four dollars
per day of ten hours, and of eight hours
after the first of October. The society
regulated, through its officers, the dis-
tribution of work among its members.
The French requested the English to arrange
for their baving one-tbird of the work giver
them, and complained that they were ex-
cluded, and bad ouly one or two stevedores.
This was refused, the society contending
that the work was equitably distributed under
their rules. In consequence of this, the
French formed a separate cociety, called
L'Cuion Cuanadienne. The numbers of Eog-
lish and French were respectively about one
thousand five hundred and three thousand five
hundred, the former living principally at the
coves, west of the town,at the end of Cham-
plain street, the latter at St. Rochs, St. Sau-
veur and Point Levi, with a small detachment
at Cap Blanc, west again of the Enghsh. Of
recent years there bhas been always more or
less tiouble between thetwo races. In spite
of the scarcity of work-—there are only
twenty ships in port jnat now—and the dul-
ness of business, the members of the society
have been unwilling to reduce the rate of
wages. This led to disagreement, and the
day before yesterday the French issued an
advertisement that they would march in
procession to show the merchants their num-
bers.

The French did march yesterday morning,

unarmed, it is said, with banners, but without
music. They went through the leading
streets quietly enough, but with the most
utter recklessness and foolhardiness, went
right into the lion's mouth, and attempted to
pass through Champlain street. Ifor scme
-distance it is flanked om each side by tall
Louses, and then by the river and the lofty
cliffs, under which Montgomery met his fate.
Certain that they would be attacked, and re-
seoting the bravado that bad brought the
French down to insult them at their own
doors, and the Champlain street men were
ready, most of them armed. The windows
were full of

the cliffs held-by men, and four small cannon,
got from ship's stores, drawn up across the
street, just at a bend, other two defending
the rear, some two miles further out. Which
party was responsible for the first attack is
very uncertain, 'but before long there was a
terrific fight. It luckily commenced before
the French had got up to the guns. Had
they gone a hundred yards further, they
would have

The firing was hot and heavy, the Sankattack
with stones also doing great damage. The
French were driven back, though from 1,500
to 2,000 strong, losing one man killed out-
right, one mortslly wourded, five very dunger-
ously, and over thirty serious casualities. They
weie chased.up to the foot of Mountain hill,
and then retired in great disorder, swearing
vengeance and haranguing each other from
the steps at -the post office.” They retired to
8t. Bochs to get arms and support. During
the .afternoon meetings were held in Nt.
Roohs; several hardware -stores were broken
into and all the fire arms and ammunition
‘taken out. Some stores -on Mountain hill
‘were alro sacked, three barrels of gunpowder
‘Were taken out of one, seventy-uine ravolvers
from another, forty from a ¢hird and- seven
breech-loading rifles .from another. All the
-shops in lower town .were closed, and the
‘Btreets looked like Sunday. A strong band
-of French .made a.dash down St. Louis street
between six end .seven - o'clock, -brandish-
ing guus and-occasionally -firing, - They had’
previously mede a rajd, apparently in- purpuit
-of somebody, throfigh:-bt. Eustache and St.
Julie streats, and. a party of: seventy- or 8o,
well armed,  had ‘gone across the cove fields

the entrances, and everytbing was made ready
for the threatened attack, with no small de-
gree of military skill. In the meantime the

posted, but he chose to leave affairs in the
hands of a board of magistrates, which had
met at five o'tlock to set to work promptly,
Mr. W, D Campbell and Mr. Owen Murphy,
who took the chair, being the leading spirits.
By six o'clock the whole force was requisi-
tioned, armed and beginning to assemble. B
battery had been ready to turn out all day,
and Colonel Montizambert seeing the state of
affairs at a glance, had his men working hard
all day getting some guns in convenient posi-
tion on the south side of the citadel to treat
any large mob fighting below with a

By half-past eight the whole force was ready,
and was being marched off to quarters for the
night.

The cavalry (two troops), the garrison ar-
tillery and the field battery are in the citadel,
the 8th royul rifles in the skating rink, and
the 9th in the drill shed. B battery remains
in the citadel, where Mr. W.D. Campbell re-
mains ready to have out the troops if they are
wanted. They can be got down to any point
in twenty minutes, and it has been determined,
in view of past experience, not to bring them
until they are needed, and then to use them.
There has been a big meeting in S¢. Roch’s to-
night, enormously exaggerated, ot course, iv
being stated that no less than 15,000 men were
present,

BWEARING VENGEANCE ON THE ENGLISH,

and threatening to clear out the town.

Up to midnight there has nothing turned
up. As usual, much alarm has been caused
in the suburbs by the appearance of roughs
on the lookout fur chances of burglary, and
neighbors have formed small patrols to look
after these gentry. The worst feature to be
dreaded is the arousing of a general national
animosity, which is apprehended from the
threats of the St. Rochs men, and their desire
to add to their humber.

The provincial government was asked to
call out the troops, but refused to doso on
the ground that it wasa purely municipal
matter, and in this case acted wisely. When
Quebec learns that she is to foot her own bills,
and to depend upon herself for keeping order,
a much-needed lesson will have been learned.
There has been too much pampering of her
wishes, and not the least responsibility of it
rests on the government of the day. Two or
three days ago the authorities were begged to
call upon the 9th rifles, most of them St.
Rochs men, and thus to get in their rifles and
put any hot-headed partizans on-their honor
or in the citadel, where they would be out of
mischief. As it is, a good many of their
rifles, I am told, are in the

POSSESSION OF THE RIOTERS,

and it is unsafe for the men to come through
8t. Rochs and Bt. Ssuveur in uniform.

Nothing yet bas been said about getting
military assistance from Montreal. Riots are
eagily provoked here ; they are short, sharp
and decisive. A great many persons blame
the mayor for the prescut state of affairs, and
heap opprobrium on him.

His name was
Edward Giroux, the fathar of seven children,
and resides in St. John suburbs., The body
has been sent to hishouse. He was employed
on board a barge and was frequently absent
from bome, which accounts for his family not
suspecting nnything wrong. A large crowd
of French Capadians, most ot them armed,
have just crossed the plains of Abraham, and
it is feared there will be bloodshed in Cap
Blanc befoie dark. Trudel, a carter, was
badly beaten in Diamond Harbor.
. Quepgg, August 16.—Rumors are current
that during the night a number of St. Sauveur
people made a raid upon the armory at
Lorette and robbed it of its contents. The
military authorities are urnable to confirm the
report 8o far, but it is certain that the belli-
gerents on either sides are well armed. A
carter named Trudel has been knocked down
in Champlain street’ by steel knuckles and
seriously cut about the face. The houses in
Champlain street are all provided to-day with
stones and other miseiles on every flat, and
death will surely be meted ont t6 any attack-
ing party which essays to proceed up the
cove. Oannons still remain planted: across
the strest. B battery, the B8th battalion
and -cavalry remain under arms in case of
emergency. -

All day supplies bave been taken by armed
parties across the cove fields to the French
colony at Cap Blanc, which lies between the
main Irish settlement. A carter, it is said,
made a bet that he would drive through
Champlain street and take a message to Cap
Blanc, which he did, being allowed to pass
without harm. On his way back he under-
took to curse everybody in his way, and to
fire off o pistol. This was, naturally enough,
resented, and the speed of his horse alone
saved him. As it was, he was nearly hauled
out of his cub by & boat-hook, which, luckily
for him, did not stick deep enough into his
ankle.

All along the St. Louis road, as far as
Cap Rouge, pickets of the Champiain street
party are posted. At the roads lead-
ing down to the coves they scrutnize
passers-by closely, but are civil emough,
though not at all inclized to be communica-
tive. In Champlain streetthere are sentries,
regularly relieved, who stop every one, and
turn back a'l carriages, Looking down
from Dauflerin terrace at ome o'clock
to-day, & cab would be seen coming
along. Just outside the water police station
were two sentries. They came into the mid-
dle of the street, ported arms, and waved
the driver to stop. After an examination, he
was allowed to take his fare through the
lines. Then the eentries sat down on the
steps of the station and chatted with a police-
man at the window. This sort of thing
went on all day. Thousands of people must
have seen similar scenes, Nobody scems to
think there is anything out of the way in
them, or that it is strangc that the Irish
should be obliged to defend themselves.
That such a state of affrirs should be toler-
ated 1s incomprehensible to the outsider.
There are men among the rioters who can
draw inferences as well as can the authorities
of Quebec, and rbey are not slow in doing so.
A bardware merchant saw his store sacked
before his eyes, He at once lodged a com-
plaint at tiie police etation, and offered to
point out the robbers. He was referred to
the magistrates. They told him, « We have
called out the troops.” No f{further excuse
was tendered.

QUEBEC, August 19.—A meeting convened
by private circular was held lust night at the
city hall ; Mayor Chambers presided. There
were present Archbishop Taschereau, Rev.
Fathers Godbout of the church at Cap Blaac;
Henning and Wynn, of St. Patrick’s church
Resterre, of 8t. Sauveur; Clerc Basilica
Messrs Owen Murphy, A H Murphy, M P P,
Hon M Hagens, Dr Sewell, and many other
prominent citizens, and a delegation of 5
members of No. 1 section, and 5 of the
Union Canadienne. After a lengthy discus-
sion, during which the mayor's puxillanimous
conduet was severcly criticised, Rev. Mr.
Henning snggested that a committee be
named to discuss the points of difference
between the societies and endeavor to
arrive at an amicable adjustiment the
committee to be formed as follows:—Each
fociety to name two representatives from
its rankes, and also two outside merchants
in addition to which Mr. Owen Mur-
pby, ex-mayor, and Rev. Father Heno
ning and Sir Narcisse DBelleau and BRev,
Fatker Godlbout will form the committee, t} e
committee to be presided aver by the mayor.
This suggestion was embadied in the form of
a motiou by Mr. John O'Farrell, seconded by
the cure of 8t. Sauveur, and unanimously
adopted. The delugations will submit this
proposition to the societies, and should it be
adopted, the committee will be formed, and
will meet to-morrow afternoon at 4 o'clock in
the city hall.

The inquest on the body of Giroux was res
sumed this motnlog. The funeral of the
unfortunate man took place this afternoon
and, notwithstanding the rain, was largely at-
tended.

TIPPERARY'S TRIUMPE.

THE CATHEDRAL OF THURLES.

(From the Dublin Freeman's Journal.)

Only those who can call ap before their
memories the miracles of continental urchitec-
ture can form much idea of what the new
metropolitan cathedral of Cashel is like, with-
out geeing it. We cannot bope to Teflect in
words much more than a dim shadow of its
exquisite symmetry, its shadowy majesty, its
glowing and, so to speuk, impassioned warmth.
It answers to the test once applied to a work
of human genius of another kind, that whiie
it obtains the admiration of the most fastid-
ious critics it is loved by those who are too
simple to admire it. It is equally satisfying
to the cognoscente from his high wsthetic pul-
pit, and to the ragged worshiper who bows
his forehead before the awfu)l, conscious, speak-
ing presence of Divinity. Among Irish
churches it has a distinct individuality. The
splendor and regal amplitude of the Roman
basilicas is it pervading inspiration. Its
facade is after the jodel of the renowned
cathedral of Pisa. It presents three grand
objects to the eye—the front elevation of the
nave, its apices crowned with colossal statues,
its rose window, its tiers of niches divided
by little marble pilasters, and its three ellip-
tical-arcbed doorways with their carve tym.-
papa; upon the right the shapely square cam-
panile ‘tower, rising in graceful stages to
the dwelling-place of*its silvery penl of bells
130 feet in the air;and upon the left the won-
derful hexagonal baptistry, terminating io a
parabolic cupols, blazing out with Byznotine
wealth of color. Seen from any one of & dozen
points at the rear or sides, the graceful masses
of bluish white limestone, brokem by the
double tier ofmullivned windows and rounded
with the fincly-drawn finish of the apce, are
almost equally stamped with penius, Who-
cver saw the interior in its unadorned coundi-
tion mnst Save lnevitably experienced sume
sensé of chill incompleteness, some longiug
thut those white spaves should spring iuto
pictured life and speak, The styleis pecu-
liarly susceptible of warmth oy ornamentation.
Every inch of its walls might be ui.v¢ With
painting snd sculptures without viclating ar-
tistic propriety. ‘I'he ornamentation has been
suppliea; and, what with the old work and
the new, as the eyenow ranges through the
vast extent of the nuve the ¢haucel bathed in
mysterious light, it feeds upon a scene which
to the cye of taste alune, not to say to the in-
formed e¢ye of faith, is ravishing. The
ground-plan embraces nave, uapsidal chancel,
lateral transepts and eyes. Its noble
dimensions may be estimated from the
fact that there is a clear length with-
in of 212 feet, with a width of 120 feet across
the trausepts, and of 75 feet scross the aisles,
The nave and chancel are enclosed within &
contintuous colohnade of twenty-two great
pillars of Cork red marble, with bluck murbie
plinths, and Caen stone capitals, from which
spring elliptical arches, with pierced span-
drills above which ayatn rige the clerestory
windews. The circular wallsof the sanctuary
are pierced by no less than one hundred and
three windows, all ot which are now filled
with storfed stained glass. Between these
walls and the bays of the encircling colonunde
(sha pillars of which surrounding the sanc-
tuary are of Galway green, Kilkenny black,
and pure white marbles) runs & brond paved
ambulatory. The chaucel forms a mujestic
space, in the outerdivision of which are runged
the bishop's and prebenduries’ stalls. In the
centre of the inner sanctuary, under a lofty
and glittering roof, in the misty light of the
painted windows, against the background of
mugsive warble pillars, rises the higli aliar,
its tabernacle, bntependium, aud candle-
benches bedecked all over with the largest
foreign marbles and many colored intays of
Egyptian alzbaster, porphyry apd agate.
Eighteen bundred years ugo these precions
gtones were gleaming in Kgyptian mines.
‘They were hewn as presents for the Emperor
Nero, whose marbles and alabasters are now
bejeweling an Irish altar. Pope Pius the
Ninth took them from the sjorehouse of the
Vautican to send them to Thurles. Then there
are the lateral altars ofthe Sacred Heartin
the transepts, with their colessal images of
Parian statuary under baldacchinos of white
Sicilian fretwork. Every spandril snd wall
space up to the azure vault of the roof is suf-
fused with rosy colors, melting pow into
faintest green or purple tints, and anon burst-
ing into shining gold—all harmonized with
such perfuction as to seem ounly the varying
puances of one beauteous coler, and all bathed
in a chaste #light that never was on sea or
land,” like some mystic effusion from on
bigh. It is impossible to exaggerate the im-
prussion of beauty, of awe, of mujesty, that
steals over the senses under the sacred in-
fluence of the place. Perhaps there in but
one thing in Ireland mors wonderful than its
material loveliness—it is the array of prelates,
priests and people, moviog ag one man, warmed
with' the same Irish enthusiasm, throbbing
with the same woudrous fuith—that thronged
its bright pavements to-day. Let us try to
distinguish bricfly these parts of the now

‘cathédral which are altogether new from those

which entered into the original undertaking.
The transformation begins to sirike one from
the first vislon of the exterior. Tberude and
somewhat sordid surrvundings which it was
beyond the means of {ts first founder to cope
with’ appear no more, Thney bave vanished
at the tpuch of the vigorous kands whose’
traces are, visible upon a!l the majestic ring
of édifices around.  The immediate precinots
have been rendered worthy of the architectural
jowel of whith they are the setting. In place
of the old makeshiit boundary wall which
separated the cathedral close from the street,

'The blank space in the tym-
pana of the door bands have been sculptured
in relief and the empty niches which diver-
sify the inter-spaces have been peopled with
statues.

The fivst indication of sweeping changeas
you enter is the warmth and color and dim
luxurious light in which the exquisite curves
and outlines of the arcades, clerestory, and
vaulted ceiling are steeped. A dado of dark
color is carried round the walls of the nisles
and transepts, with a cresting of colored de-
corption, Orpamental borderings are run
round all the windows. Portions of the wall,
spaces are diapered, and the nave and trarsept
arches richly decorated in veutral tints and
colors. The spandril spaces Detween the
nrches of the nave arcade are filled with
medallions containming heads of the saints and
emblems of evangelists.

Every detail is provided for with
masteriul grasp, The stair-case to the oigan
gallery hus been remodeled, the ountrance
porches re-arranged and enlarged, the gallery
front carved, a cloistered connection with the
baptlstry formed, new carved oaken confession-
als provided, and colored sculptures of the
Stations of the Cross hung around the aisle
walls.

CHAPTER XIL

$exuTsK, capital of Eastern Siberia, has, in
erdinary times, n population of thirty thou-
gand seuls. A high hill of solid rock, skirt-
ing the right bank of the Angara, 5erves as a
splendid position for its churches, crowoed by
a high cnthedrul, and for its houses, built in
picteresque ¢ iarder along its slopes.

Seen from :#-ertain distance, from the top
of the mountain which runs along the great
Siberian route at a distance of some twenty
verstg, with its domes and belfries, its grace-
ful spires, like those of minarets, its spiral
domes, it hus a somewhnt Onental appear-
ance.

At that epoch Irkutsk, refuge for the $i-
berians of the province, was crowded. It
abounded in resources of every kind.  Irkutsk
is the emporium for all that countless mer-
chandise which is exchanged between Chins,
Central Asia, and Eutope. They did not tear
to draw there the peasapts from the valley of
the Angars,the Mongols-Kbalkas, people from
Toungouze nnd Bouret, and to allow the wil-
derness to stretch out between the invaders
and the towa.

Irkutsk is the residence of the povernor-
general, of Eustern Siberia. Under him is
a civil gevernor, in whose hands is concen-
trated the adipinistration of the province, &
head of the police, who has a great deal to do
in a iown where exiles abound, and lastly, s
mayor, one uf the leading merchauts, an im-
portant perscnage by his immense fortuue,
and by the ivfluence which be has over his
fellow-citizens.

uniforms striped with silver.

From the first, as has been seen, the inhabi-
tauts of the province of lrkutsk had been
ordered to abundon the towns and villages.
Those who did not sevk refuge in the capital
were compelled to retire beyond Lake Baikal,
to where the invasion would not likely extend
its ravages. The crops of corn and forage
were requisitioned for the town, and that
last rampart of Russian power in the extremsa
enst was prepared to resist for some time.
Irkutgk, founded in 1611, is situated at the
confluence ot the Irkutand the Angara, on the
right bank of the river. Two wooden bridges
built on piles, and 8o arranged as toopet the
whole width of the river for the necessities of
nuvigation, joined the town with its outskirts
which evtended along the left bank. The out-
skirts were abandoned,bridges destroyed. The
passage of the Angara, which wus very wide at
that place, would mot have been possible
under the firo of the  besieged.
But the river could e crossed either above
or below the town, and, a8 a cODSvGuence
Irkutsk was in danger of being attacked on
the east side, which no rampart protected.
It was, then, in works of fortification that
the bands wers first employed. They worked
.duy and uight. The grand duke found a
spirited pepulation in supplying that need,
and atterwards he found them most brave in
dts defense. Soldiers, merchants, exiles,
pessants, all devoted themselves to the com-
mon safety. Eigbt duys before the Tartars
had appeared on the Angara, ramparts of earth
had beon raised. A moat, flooded with the
waters of the Angars, had been dug between
the inner and outer wall of the fortification.
The city could no longer be taken by a
gudden assault. It must be invested and
besieged.
The third Tartar column—that which had
ascended the valley of the Yenisei—appsared
in sight of Irkutk on the 2ith day of
September. It immediately; ocsupied the
abandoued ourskirts, of which the very
houses had been destroyed in order not to
impede the sction ot the arch duke's artillery,
which wasunfortunately very insufficient.

The Tartars organized themselves while
waitivg the arrival of the two otber columus,
which were commanded by the emir and his
allies.
The junction of these divers corps took
place on the 25th of September, at the camp
of Angarn, and all the army, vxcept the
garrisuns left in the principal conguered towns
waus concentrated under the orders of Keofar-
Khan.
The passage of the Angara having been re-
garded by Ivan Ogareffl as impracticable be-
fore Irkutsk, a strong body of troops crossed at
some versts down the river, on some bridgoes
of boats which bad bewn established for that
purpose. 'l he grand duke did not attempt to
oppose that passage. He could only bave
harassed them, without preventing, he not
baviug any field pieces at his disposal, and
this is the reason he remained cooped up in
Irkutsk.
Ivan QOgareff, a clever engineer, was cer-
tainly able to direct the operations of a regular
siege; but he had not the material to carry
forward his operations quickly. 8o, he bad
boped to surprise Irkutsk, the end of all his
efforts.
Ope can Bee that things had turned out
otherwise than he bad reckoned.  On the one
band, the march of the Tartar army delayed
by the battls of Tomsk; on the other, the
rapidity with which the works of defense had
been carried on by the grand duke; for these
two reasons Lis projects had failed. He found
himself therefore under the necessity of carry-
ing on n regular siege. s
Aeanwhile, by his advice, the emir at-
tempted twice to take tho town at the price
of u great sacrifice of men. He threw the
soldiers sgainst the earth works which seemed
to present some weak poiuts; but the two as-
suults were repelled with the greatest courage.
The grand duke and his officers did not spare
themselves on that occasion; they led the
civil population to the ramparts.  Civilians
and moujiks did their duty remarkably weil.

“IRLAND ET MYKLA”

The tradition ot §t. Brendan's Voyage—
Tne Irish the tirst Discoverers of
America.

{From the Ceitie Monthly.}

A mnjority of readers are acqnainted with
the legend or tradition of the voyage of 5t.
Brendan and the beautiful poem on the event
by Denis Florence M'Carthy. Neacly all the
eurly Irish geographers describe Hy-Brazil
(meaning the Wost), a nnme given by com-
moen mariners, bence Brazil. Thero must have
been pome cause or there would not have
been a legend. It was accepted as truthful
tor centuries, aud, curious enough, one of the
first books printed in Bogland by Caxton s
an account of the voyage of St. Brendan,
proving at once the popularity of the story.
The tradition was almost forgotten or neg-
lected by scholars and historians until 1837,
when the Roysl Society of Northern Anti-
quarians of Copephagen caused it to be
collected, and published the Pre-Columbian
voyages to America. In 1841, N. Ludlow
Beumish, a Fellow of the Royal Society, Lon-
dun, publisbed * T'he Discovery of America by
tho Northwen in the tenth century, with
notices of the early settlements of the Irish
in the Western Hemisphere,” which threw a
great deal of light om the heretofore neglected
legend of St. Brendan. There are various
hypotheses, more or less ingenious, relating
to the peopling of America prior to the dis-
covery by Columbus, vach with some degres
of probability The learred Rubbi lsrael, in
his work on ¢ The Hope of [sracl,” published
in Amsterdam in 1650, eudeavoura to show
that America wan peopled by the ¢ lost tribes,”
while Professor Liafn, of Copenhagen, claims
thut & people speaking the Irish language
wero fouud in Florida as far back as the
eighth century. This will in some manuer
help the Rev. Mr. Wild, of Brooklyn, out of
the archwological ditticulty be got himself
fnto when he duvclared recently in a lecturs
there that «St. Patrick was no otber than the
prophet Jeremiuh, aud that the early Irish
were beyond question the loxt tribes.”” We
don't intend to settle the queation. There is
one thing, however, that if they were fuund
there, they all emigrated at once, as no trace
of them remains in Ireland ut the present day.
Tou Irish were alwuys fond of roving  Dr,
Von Tschudi, in his celebrated work on Peru-
visn antiquities, eays thut, according to
probable coujecture, the country which lay
ulong from Chesupenke bay, extending down
iuto the Carolinas aud Florida, was peopled
by Irishmen. He gays in & noto in the latter
purl of the work that a manuscript was tound
before Lo fuiskied his book, which converted
the conjecture into certainty. He mentionsa
Northiwwn with the euphonic nnme of
Breidvigingakappi, who had an amour with
the sister of 4 puwerful chief, Snorre Gode, by
reason of which he wus obliged to emigraty
to Awmerica. This was in 999. Thero were
no tidiogs from Lim for a long time, until an
Icelandie mercbant nsmeod Gudlief Gudiangsos
degired to return from Dublin to Iceland. He
took the ruute by the wust of Ireiand. It wus,
it appears, as dangerons inthose days as these,
and paor Gudliof was driven out to sea. He
was taken atter a couple of months of hunger
aud hardebip ou the ocesn to au unkoown
const, where he was made o prisoner by the
natives as goon as he Janded. In ashort time
a troop of men came to him, preceded by a
standard, and speakiog Irish, & language
which he could spvak himsslf. They were
directed by an old man on horseback, who
commanded Gudlief to be brought before him.
Heasked him in the Scandinavian tongue who
he was and where he came from, and dis-
coverad him to be an Icelander, he informed
him that he was Breidvikingakappi, the lover
of Thurid, a 8candinavian princess. He was
parmitted to return to Iceland, convincing all
that the lover of Thurid was alive, by a ring
brought from her which she had given him
years previously.
Humboldt in the “Kosmos' says:—tA
country situated further south was named by
the Scandanavians, ¢ Laud of the White Men,
or Great Ireland.”” M. Rafn is of thuopinion’
that this country represents North and Bouth
Carolina, Georgia and Filorida. Ares Frode,
the most anocient historian of Iceland, informs
us that Are Marson artivedin 968, A.D,, in
that conuntry, where Le received baptism. The
same country, the Groat Ireland, bes also
been mentioned by About Abedellah Ma-
hommed Edrisi,an Arablan geographer of the
twelfth centary, who was born at « Ceuta ¥ in
1099, and pursued his studies at Cordova. It
was at the invitation of Ruoger II., King of
Sicily (1130-1154) that this Arabian author
pureued his work, and he ts doubtless indebt-
ed to the Normans employed at the Court of
Palermo for his information. ‘
~ Among the. most interesting of Wb old
sages mentioned by Rafn fa Thorfin Karlsefne,
He was an Icelandic xuerchant ot royal des-
cent, He was a'famous voysger, and - his dis-:
coveries in America were. continned from
1007 t0 1010. To Earleefne and Snore, before

‘mentioned, was assigned the duty of visiting

and exploring Vineland. They started in the

-apring of 1007 with 100 men.: Many of those

old sailors are thoroughly described.,  There
is one man, for instance,” named O'Turnill,

One was a bearded
man, two were fomales, and two were doys.

Thure was no demand for bread-
stuffs. «The people seemed to eat luss and
drink more," 80 a dealer tersely expressed
himself. The exceedingly low prices ruling
for butter, egrs, und other provisions proveda
great drawbuck to profitable investment and
renderced the trade a degree worse than even
last year. At present there was very little
business doing, and that little entirely for
home consumption.

RAILROADS.

Mr. William Wainright, geneval passenger
agent of the Grand Trunk railway, was inter-
viewed respecting railroad truic. This gen-
tleman stated that as he had just retarned
from a trip through the west he wasin a good
position to furnish information on the sab-
ject required. The different agencies along
the rond had reported the feeling much im-
proved; in fact there was no comparison to
be made between the present time and last
year. Businers prospects wera counsiderably
better than they hiad been for a long time
past. All the hotels at Niagarn and other
points of interest wore filled with guests, but
it was probable that the yellow forer in the
south had driven wiany Americans northward
in the character of tourists. The condition
of aftuirs in Cavuda was nut chauged much at
present, but in the United States the fature
looked encouragiug, and it was only reason-
able to suppose that this fuct would dispel
tho dark clouds from the Canadian sky.

The secretary of the City Passenger rail-
way stated that lest he might be misintec-
preted he would bu forced to decline granting
actunl figares as a criterion of the company's
business. He would, however, oflicially aa-
uounce that the company stood in a healthier
position st prerent than in any former year.
1le ascribed this improvement to better dis-
c¢ipling introduced in the operating of the
company.

bank wanders off into illimitable space.
This is the condensed history of a large
number of those institutitions, and we fear
the unwholesome system will continne until
a NatioNar Courmency be established in the
country. Something like it must come before
the people feel secure,and that it isan absoluts
necessity few will be disposed to deny. A
baok is a joint stock company, and is always
liable to fail like other companies, but
strangely enough, while we see depositors
and stockholders go to the wall the directors
as a rule, fluurish, and are financinlly stroung.
Now, the question naturally suggests itself,
why cennot the Government interfere in the
matter ? The Government issues Dominion
notes, and guarantees their face value; it
makes » Dominion note as good as gold any
day ; and if in the case of the Dominion, why
not all other notes? Why not, in a word,
establish a Dominion Bank all over, with bills
ranging from one to five hundred or a thou-
snnd dollars, which will become the NaTIONAL
Correycy of Cunada? If the Dominion
notes are guaranteed, why not uxtend the sys-
tem. Why not, in a word, establish a national
bank, with branches where necessary, amd
call the whole the Dominion Bank of Cunada
from which will be issued a sound NaTIONAL
CunreNcr, as good as the gold it represents.
In the States a man takes & note as a legal
tender and  has faith in its value; the bank
may collapse and depositors and stockholders
suffer, but his note is good, being guaranteed
by the Governmett., In Canada we approach

This is all the difterence between a legal ten-:
der and a note on some mushroom bank.
We at present behold the spectacle—not by
‘any means an enjoyable one—of a circulation
of something like $70,000;000 representing
$10,000,000 in specie. This s not reassuring,
and must lead to disastrous panics and de-
presgions if not prevented. This is exactly
the time to begin, when, spite of false pro-
phets, trade is actually reviving and the pros-
pects of sn abundant harvest are good all
over. It may be objected that the system
here advocated has its drawbacks, and in fact
it has ; but so has everysystem. The great
objection to a national currency is that in
periods of civil war or great disaster,itis
liable to be depreciated to an alarming extent,
but then soare all other kinds of paper
money, and we must expect nothing better
than to rise and fall with the fortunes of our
country, Besides, the chances of great dis-
aster befalling Canada are very remote. The
assignats saved France from utter destruction
in a tremendous crisis of her histury, and
greenbacks were the salvation of the Ameri-
can Republic—the national currency in fact.

He vis-
ited the great trade centres, such as Liver-
pool, Manchester and London. The sad part
of this great maw’s history is that his latter
years were embittered by pecuniary difficul-
ties which were the result of his engagements
in the cause and his generositiesand churities
generally. It was thought he ought to have
made money by the sale of his m.edals, but
the medals, indeed, wete mostly given away
to the poor who ot his last crown and shil-
ling as well, his pounds going to aid the nu-
merous branches of the association, for bands
and other auxiliaries of organization. The
crown did a just and gracious act in confer-
ring a pension on him in 1847; but that went
to keep up = life policy of insurance
to pay any debts remaining after his death,
and, perhaps, some of it went, as well as col-
lections made for him, to help the poor,
famine-stricken people in that fearful year of
'47 (cheers). The apostle visited Amorica in
1849, where his work had attracted much at-
tention. Father Mathew left nearly three-
quarters of a million happy wearers of his
medal on this continent. His health had
begun to fail him about this time, and the
fatigue of his travels and labors brought on a
gecond attack of paralysis on his way from
New Orleans north. He took leave of America
fn 1851, returning to Ireland. He was
attacked with appoplexy shortly alter his
arrival home, from which he, however, rallied.
The remainder of his life was spent in fecble-
ness of body and fervency ot soul. He passed
away from his life of labor and of love on the
8th December, 1856, and was buried in the
cemetery he himself bad founded on the model
of « Pere La Chaise.” He died, but hig in-
fluence and principles live, and they are re-
presented here to-day by the St. DBridget’s
Temperance and Benefit Rociety of Montreal.

They are
destined to be an element ot strength, of en-
durance, of intellect, of progress in the forma-
tion of this great northern nation. (Cheers.)
Sobriety will help them to self-respect, to in-
dustry, to frugality; it will teach thelp to
avoid extravagance, the great vice and ruin of
the age (applause) ; it will lead them to gelf-
reliance, to the esteem of their fellow-citizens,
to success. It will make them ¢temperate
in all things,” and aid them in the achieve-
ment of great and good and lasting things in
this new north lnnd.

DRILLING WHaAT.

Many farmers are testing the practice of
cultivat'ng wheat. We hear of frequent ex-
périments In this direction, and these have
generally turned out satisfactorily. . Cultiva-
ting or hoeing is easily done by drilling the
wheat in 16-inch rows, by stopping every
alternate spout. It is not difficult to construct
a simple cultivator that will work the spaces
betweon the drills. There are two difierent
wheat hoes in the market that do the work
effectively. Wheat that is sown broadcast
cannot be cultivated. This fact, and the
better condition of drilled wheat, should be
sufficient 1nducement to use the drifl, if the
great saving of seed and the lessening of
jabor are not.

IR

RYE.
Where the soil is not good enough for
wheat, rye will be sown; but, as a general
thing, soil that will make a good crop of rye
can be made sufficiently rich for wheat by
careful preparation, and the use of 250 or 300
Ibs. of artificial fertilizer.
LIMING LAND,

Lime is an old-fushioned fertilizer, tut it
should not for that reason be negleutec.i. Itis
cheap, and rarely fails to pay well for its use
when land is to be seeded to grass and clover.
Forty bushels per acre of air-slaked lime is
usually spread frem the wagzon with a long-
bandled shovel upon the ploughed ground, aud
harrowed in with the seed. It will do no harm
to put on the lime immediately after the ma-
aure if it is harrowed in at once.

GAS LIMH

can often be procured for the taking away, at
any gas works. It is at least worth the cost
of carting a moderats distance, But it should
not be used while it is fresh. If hauled now
it may be laid in heaps on land to be ploughed
in next spring or on land to be fall plough d
and spread either 1n next fall orspring. A few
monthg’ exposure is weeded to free it from
injurious gases, which pass off in time. After
three or four months it becomes carhonate of
lime, or mild lime, with a considerable por-
tion of sulphate of lime (gypsam) mixed with
it.

SWAMP LANDS.
No better time than the present offers for
the clearing of swamp lands. To cut oft the
thick growth of weeds and coarse grags and
cedges, and burn these on a dry windy day,
will leave the aurface clear, while it is dry
enough to plough or break up. We find a
disk harrow, such as the Nishwitz, or new
modifications of, the old but excellent idea of,
sharp steel disks, to be very effective for such
work. The ground, when cut up fine, may be
reeded to grass at once, with a good chance
for a successful catch. On swamp lands, a
good dressing of lime will be found generally
usgeful.

DRAINS,

Cut these while the ground is dry. If they
have been marked, or laid out previously, the
work can ba done now, at half the cost of
doing it when the ground is full of water.
This sgeason is better than any other for re-
claiming swamp meadows.

FALL FALLOWING.

Experience proves, every Besson, the
wisdom of ploughing as much as possible, for-
spring sowing. Early full ploughing has the
benefit of fallowing to some extent. aud the
earlier it is begun the more advantaces are
derived from it; it is more beneficial on
heavy land thaun on light, but light land can-
not fail to be improved by it. The better the
preparation of the ground the better the crop.
The high average]yisld of the English farme is
no doubt largely due to the thorvugh prepar-
ation of the groued before seeding. Our
climnte is superior to that of England for
wheat growing ; yet a yield of 64 bushels per
acre is not at all infrequent among good
farmers there, while here 40 bushels per acre
i an unusual yield. Two ploughings, several
barrowings and in many cases relling or
crushing ; and the excellent preparativn of
the soil by a previous root crop must bave s
much bdetter effect upon the soil than one
ploughing, very poorly done done because of
the hardness and dryness of our soil in mid-
summer, and very imperfect harrowing. It
might be well for ueé to lay out more labor on
our wheat crop, and so prepars the ground
better, and raige our average from 12 to at
least 20 bushels per acre. The difference in
the amount of wheat at harvest would pay
for a good deal of extra work in ploughing,
otc., and yet leave a profit; besides, the soil
would not forget the generous treatment in
one year nor two. X
MANGLES AND BEETS.

Root crops and i¢ld cabbages need frequent
cultivation during this month and up to the
time when the rows become nearly closed by
their growth. So long as the horse can pass
along the rows the soll should be stirred
deeply. Sugar-beets are sweeter the deeper
they are cavered in the ground ; white sugar-
beuts may be earthed np, but mangles and
globe veers do not need ; this a mere stirring
the goil is sufficlent. Thin when needed, and
pull all weeds that start in the rows.

OLOVER-RER"N,

Clover that was mown early for hay may
be ready to cut for eeed that month. Ifent
early, the sod may be prepared for wheat, A
clover sod after the seed hag been taken off
farnishes rich soil for wheat crop. The sod
ghould be ploughed with a jointer, such as
the Syracuse Chilled Plough, and the ground
wall rolled ; the surface may be them loogened
up with a cultivator before sowing.

The suspension of payment by three banks in
Montreal almost within one week, as recurdec
at our lost reference, had a tendency for a few
days to disturb, and in some measure aepress,
trade in varlous parts of the couniry where
thesy weak banks had been dolog business.
But, inasmuch as the element of surprise
with regard to cach of the suspensions was
almost entirely abscat, we do mnot think
the apporent dissrust or slight inter-
ference with business can be lasting. Lobng
before these banks closed their doors, some of
them at least hnd so restricted thele business
that curtomers w~cre obliged to go clsewhere;
thus public confidence was shaken, and deposit-
ors were, in many instances, quietly securing
themselves. The event proved to be but the ful-
fillment of what hud Jong been expected, and
therefore theexcitement causcd was but tem-
porary; anditis generally belleved by enlight-
ened businessmen that the stoppage of these In-
stitutions will prove beneficial to the business of
the eountry.

WEEEKLY REVIKW OF THE CITY

TUESDAY, August 14.

The general condition of trade in this city,
although not much improved, is more pomising
and more assuring than at our lasl review. The
volume of business in nearly all lines has
slightly \mproved during the pastweek,and re-
miitances are also coming to hand rather more
promptly; country merchunts are now satisfied
that the farmers will be ready to buy more
goods this fall than for some years past, and acs
cordingly are beginning 1o order mave freely and
with greater confidence of the wholsale dealera.
The bulk of the crops in Ontario has béen housed
in Arst elass conditlon, and it 18 said to be with-
out exception the largest ever reaped. Advices
from some districts complaln of want of
barn room. The fall wheat alone, of
which awide acreage was sown, has taken up
50 much room, in many insiances, that farmers
have been compelied to thresh out a portion to
make room for the later crops. In all instances
where this has been douo the reporisareol the
most encouraglng kind, The yleld of graln is
even larger than expected. In most cases the
yleld per acre thus actually verlded is found to
be between 40 and 40 bushels per acre, while in
other cases it 18 even higher. An instupce is
given in a Hamiltcn paper in which the enor-
mous yieid of 47 bushelx to the acre 18 reported.
The late ralns have helped the spring crops, and
It 18 expected that they will be as salisfactory as
those already secured.

This has been apprehended for the last
couple of weers, and' 1t will be remembercd that
about a fortnight aeo, the stock of the bank of
sontreal, wiilch 18 the principal creditor of the
firm in Cam do, feil3 or 4 per cent ooe »fler-
noon, 1n consequence of the fears of this -
pending failure; holders, however, explained
that the-bank was well secured, and would nop
soffer m aony ease, and’ the stock accordingly
went up agaln; but, notwiihstanding, on fresh
intetHgenee of the firm’s difticuitles belng re-
ceived yesterday afternoonm, shares in this bank
sold at'a decline of 2 per cent on the lowest rate
of the day previous. As I- generally known,
this firm-las been in business for a quart=rof a
century, and for many years has been allowed
to be dbing sbout 1he _largest dry gouds business
in western Canada. During vhe past flve years,
however., the have sustained &  good
many losses = througly. had debts. wnd
their capital huas thus been impaired. The
immedlate ecause of the flrm’s embarrass-
ment, though; is attributuble to the late
disastrous fire in Hamllraa, by which they lost
their fine, large warehouse. ‘lhe firm had on
hand a stock of goods simounting to $300 000,
while the insurance was only $165000, so that a
Joss of fuily $120,000 was sustained by it on the
stock: atone, and, in- addtrion, & loss of 00
was caused by the destruction of the warehouse,
as the morigages on I exceeded the insurance
by that amnout. Aboutthiree yearsago abranch
store was opened in Montrenl, chlefly for the
sule of Canadian tweeds, but the busioess
proved unprotitable and the firm decided to
close- the  store. The difticulties of
Messrs, MeInnes will be regretted by all
who- kopew them; Mr. Melnnes was well
kouown as a pushing.and shrewd. upright busi-
nessman; he is president of the bank of Hum-
iton, and viee-president of the Canada cotton
company, of Cornwall. The bank of Hamllton
