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Threshermen Fix Prices
threshermen's  association
has  been formed in
Oxtord County,  The the
Jeets ol this organization,
as ated by a thresher-
man ol that district, ar

To untite the threshermen o
the county tor mutual heneht, and
to put the business on a betwer
paving basis,  The association mct
a tew davs ago and deaded upon
a rate ol Si2o0 per dav oor 812y
per hour dor threshing, The price
pet bushel has not been hixed  ret,
There are sixtv-three threshermen
in the county, and fifty out of this
number have joimned the association,
and it is claimed  the  remainder
have vaised thewr prices to mect
the assoctation prices, Ho it would
scem that  the Jarmers ot Oxitord
County  will have to pav higher
prices the coming  scason to get
their threshing done than tormerly,

For some tme threshermen
many parts of the country  have
been complaining of  not  making
enongh out of the husiness to vay
their wayv and have a decent living,
It this be true the blame jor it
hes whollv with those engaged in
the husiness, O late vears the
pumber of thresning outtits i the
country has greatly increased, and
in manv sections threshermen have
been almost tumbling  over each
other in order to get business, To
an outsider this would be an indi-
cation that the  business was a
profitable one or was believed to be
such by many who were induced to
invest capital in threshing outfits,
But it wounld seem as il the busin-
ess had been greatly overdone and
now those engaged in it are endea-
vorimg to put it on a more profita-
ble basis,

Farmers, no doubt, will take a
different view of the sitnation from
what the threshermen take,  We
do not think that many of them
will object to paving a fair rate
for good work done. The rate per
dav fixed by the Oxford association
seems somewhat indefinite. For a
full day's work carly in the scason
the charge seems reasonable, But
how about later in the  season,
when the dav’s  work must neces-
sarilyv be from one to two  hours
shorter 2 We suppose the rate per
hour will be used then in reckoning
up a dav's work.  There certainly
should be a considerable difference
made i the charge lor a dav's
work in the latter part of August
and September and that for a day's
work in November. The fairest
way would appear to bhe to thresh
by the bushel, and then the farmer
would be paving for the actunal
work done.

But the difliculties in connection
with the threshing business are not
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all upon the side of the thresher-
man, The farmer sometimes  has
to put up with a great deal ol un-
necessary anconvenience and annoy-
ance 1 connection therewith, The
system ol going about from farm
to darm  threshing s one ol the
most fruitiul sources tor the  dis-
semination ol weeds that we have,
We have known cases where a care-
less  thresherman would  leave a
dirty tarm,  where noxious weeds
such as wild oats, et were abun-
dant, and move  his outht to a
neighboring  farm or one  several
miles away, without taking the
trouble to clean the separat or
any part of the outhit. Manv a
farmer to-dav can point to this
source for many ol the weeds now
prevalent on s farm.  Every lar-
mer should insist upon a threshing
outht being thoroughly cleaned bes
fore he allows it on his farm or to
enter his harn, Then there are Jite
tle delays in getting started or
caused by some part of the machin-
ery going wrong, that he  should
not have to payv sor when hiring
by the dav. The work also should
e well done, The gram varried to
the granary should be reasonably
vlean and there should be as little
of 1t as possible ¢levated  to the
straw mow, These are some of
the things the farmer shounld look
to at threshing time.  And it the
work is well and faithtuily done he
should not object to paying a fair
price for it,  But when the work is
done in a slovenly manner and both
time and grain wasted threshermen
should not grumble if he objects to
the higher price.  There should be
no objection on the part of farmers
to an organization like the above
providing it will ensure better
work being  done  for them by
threshmen. I rates are raised to

a uniform price,  there should be

more uniform  work done.  There
are threshers and  threshers, and
while many are  well worth the
rate the association has fixed there
are others who wounld be dear at
half the price.  An eficctive organ-
ization should seek  to remedy
this by bringing all the work done
by its  members up  to a uniform
standard.  Unless  there is some-
thing done in this direction we are
afraid  farmers  mayv  have good
ground for helieving that such as-
sociations are formed purely and
simply to raise prices,

Licensing Cheese and Butter

Factories.

" This question was discussed  at
the Ottawa Cheese Board a week
ago. It will be remembered that
at the Dairv Conference at Ottawa
last April, a svstem of licensing
factories so that only factories

with proper  sanitary  eguipment
would be allowed to make (heese or
butter, and that cach one should
have the services of an instructor
was  tecommended. The Ottawa
Cheese Board  deferred o decision
upon the matter lor a luture meet-
ing,

Whether a system on loensing fae-
tories be the wisest plan or not,
something certainly should be done
to mmprove the sanitary condition
ol many of our chesse and butter
factories,  Compulsory measures
should  not  bhe needed  to induce
dairvimen to conduct  their husine
esses in the hest possible wav, Bug
it they will not be influenced by
reason and common setse,  some
means should be adopted to bring
them to time,  Every poor, unsanis
tary and badly equipped tactory is
mjuring  Canada’s reputation  tor
high class dairy products and lese
sening the protits of  those who
have a desire to conduct the buos-
iness in the best wav, 1t all the
cheese made in one district were
ot a quality equal to the very best
made therein, the  whole product
would sell for a higher price. Buye
ers nowadays work on a svstem of
averages and in many cases do not
pay enough for the proanct ol the
very best factories and too much
for that of the poorer factories,
and by averaging  the prices up
make a profit on the whole lot,
That is, the product of the hest
factorics helps to sell that of the
neighboring  factories  making  a
much inferior qualitv,  This  (on-
dition of affairs should not he. The
goods should be hought on  their
merits,  There is, in onr opinion,
not enougn discrimination in price
as between the product of good
and bad factories made at our loe
cal cheese markets. Becavse of this
lack of discrimination the poor, une
sanitary and badlv corvnad face
torics flourish, and if soch a cone
dition is to continue there  should
be some svstem of regulating mat-
ters and bringing all the factories
up to the same standard, A cvse
tem  of licensing  factories under
proper inspection opens a wav for
overcoming the  difliculty and s
well worth careful consideration by
dairvmen whose views we shall be
pleased o have on this (uestion,

Judges in other dasses recognized
this fact, and those who officiated
in the Shorthorn class in previous
Years have done the same,  Prof.
Shaw, o1 Minnesota, was last vear
most thorongh in his explanations,
Mr. Miller mav, however, have
thought his labors sufliciently heae
vy without such an addition, as he
was occupied two full days in the
discharge of his duties,

The honors of the exhibition went
to the Prairic Home herd, swned
by Hon. Thos, Greenway,  In all
classes and particularly in the sece
tions devoted to animals  owned
and bred by exhibitor, J, G. Bare
ron of Carberry was a strong  exe
hibitor. Special prizes offered by
the Canadian Pacitic Railway Co.
brought out a large number of ex-
hibits of these animals,

The silver medal tor bull, any
age, was won by Hon, T, Greens
way's Sittvton Iero 7th, who also
vaptured fust in three vear old
class. In the latter olass  second
honors went to Scottish Canadian,
recently purchased by James Nray
at the Lyvnch dispersion sale,  In
the four vear old class Topsman's
Duke XVI, awned hy J, G. Barron
of Carherry, and Sir Colin Camp-
bell, owned by R. McLennan, Holme-
field, were the first and second re-
spectively. The first prize in the
two vear olds went to Lord Missie,
owned by Wm. Rvan, Ninga: sec-
ond to Barron's Pilgrim  XVII,
vimp, Greenwav's  Moneviufiel
Banner was the best one vear old
bull and his Strousa Stamp got
the blue ticket,  In calves Mr.
Greenway  again got first place
with  Choice Goods:  Sittvton's
Choice owned by J. G. Washington,
Ninga, second.  Two calves of cal-
endar vear, Lavender Knight and
Jubilee,  hoth from  Greenwav's
herd, won first and second in their
class.  In females, Hon. Thos.
Greenway won first and second in
all classes, except calves. Here J.
G. Washington was second [or Leif-
er calf and J. G. Barron “rst for
heifer calf of calendar vear. Do-
minion Shorthorn Breeders' Special
for bull, any age, and female, any
age, both went to CGreenwavy, as
well as first and second for Lull
and three females under two vears.
Greenway and Washington won re-

spectively first and second for three
calves  under one  vear bred and
owned by exhibitor,  In the sece
tions  devoted to Western  hred
stock Barron captured jour firsts
and two seconds ; Greenway four
seconds and four firsts g Washing-
ton two scconds, In the ¢, P, R,
Specials for animals bred in Weste
ern Canada and not previously ¢xe
hibited, Greenwav got four trsts
and  two  seconds @ Barron  tlhiree
lirsts and one second: F, W, Brown,
Portage la Prairie, one first and one
second: G.& . W. Bennie Castleavery,
and s, Brav, Longhurn, cach one
first John Graham, Carherry,
two seconds; R.  McLennan,
Holmfield, and . O, Averst, Mid-
dlechurch, each one second. In all
classes except hulls  and temales,
any age, third and fourth prizes
were siven,

It cannot be said that the Short
horns  showed  any mprovement
over last vear, even in numbers,
and some of the hest animals of
this vear  were  prize-winners in
1901,

GALLOWAYS,

Next to the Shorthorns the keen-
est interest centred in the Gallo-
ways, where 0. W, Swigart, of
Champlain, 1., was competing
with Wm. Martin, of St. Jean,
Man., for the honors, There were
only two exhibitors of the blacks,
but the forty animals shown were
cach and all almost ideal tyvpes.
Among the entries were Maggie of
Kilquhanity, who won first at the
Highland show in 1900 as a -ear-
ling, and first at the Roval as a
two vear old. She had a calf at
foot by Macdougall 4th, to which
bull she was bred in quarantine
last vear at Quebec. Macdougall
1th was last vear's champion at
Chicago, where he sold for $2.000.
He is the sire of Randolph 2nd of
Thornhill, also owned and.exhibited
by Mr. Martin. The three vear old
cow Norman 2ard of Avondale,
champion in her class at the last
Chicago show, was shown by Mr,
Swigart. The animals shown by
him are the cream of his herd, and
it speaks well for Mr. lartin that
he was able to carry off four firsts
and seven seconds in the face of
such competition. Twelve firsts
and three seconds went to Swi-

Sugar Beeilets.
The beet crop is “laid by for the

seasoit,  No o more work can be
done, as the leaves overlap the
Tows.,

Now prepare for the harvesting,
Get vour knives ready Jor topping,
forks for handling, and rour wagen
box ready jor hauling,

Arrange now with the sugarcome-
pany jor vour beet pulling macme,

You will not harvest vour buets
before October, but it is well to
bear i mind that 12 to 15 toos of
beets per acre means a lot of work,
and you should he prepared tor it,

Every bright day uow means lar-
ger heets, and beets mean money,
You can almost feel the money
dropping into your pockets from
the crops,

And while vou have nothing else
to do, von should prepare  your
fand jor next season's crons,

Next vear the factories will pav
for vour bects according *o the su=
gar contained in them, the higher
the percentage of sugar the higher
the price,

The percentage of sugar is ine
creased by carcinl cultivation,  Se-
lect the proper soil and prepare the
land for the crop.

In harvesting vour ctop, be care-
ful to follow the directions given
you by the Agriculturist, Any er-
rors or omissions will be carefully
looked after at the factory and des
ductions will be made for carcless
topping and for the dirt,

Beets which the factory  would
reject are worth something to vou
for feed, and they might better be
left on the farm than hauled to the
factory and get nothing for them,

A poor beet is worth nothing for
sugar-making, but it is worth full
price for feeding,

If your heets are good and vou
have a fair crop, over 1 ton of
granulated sugar will he manufac-
tured from each acre,

And while vou are doing it,
vou'd better arrange to store a
farge quantity of beet pulp,  You
will find it come in handy during
the winter,

Do not imagine because beet pulpy
costs vou nothing the first vear,
that it is of no value, Cattle will
eat it readily and do well upon it.

The sugar factories know the val-
ue of the beet pulp, and want to
create a market for it. When vou
know the value of it, they will
know what to charge for it.

When vou draw a load of beets
to the factory, take home a load of
pulp. '

Do not make anv mistake about
pulv. Take you can get of it,
and if vou cannot feed it all, spread
.it on the land. Mix a little lime

cake with it and you have the best
kind of fertilizer,

Lime cake vou can get tree of
charge from the factory, and take
all you can get for nothing,

In giving you these things tree
the factories “are looking after their
own anterests as well as  vours,
The better the land the more beets,
More beets, more sugar ; more si-
gar, more prott; and prohit is
what we are all in business for,

Make beet  raising n thorough
business, and watch 1t thoroughly
alter vou once go into 1t The
growing of sugar beets will pay
you better than any three orops
on the farm,

The first vear in raising beets is
the same as any  other  business,
You must learn by experience, but

you will learn and profit by that
experience,  Kach succeeding  yvear
vou will tind 1t vasier, and  vour

business will expand, the same as
i anv other line,

What do vou think of one man
that contracts to raise :200 acres
ol beets,  He is making large prof-
its ont ol it and does not own an
acre of land. Rents the Jand and
hires all the work done, It pavs
the farmer in that wav, and also
pavs the other fellow, or he would
not continue the business,

The Outlook.

That very lew, il anv, sugar fac-
tories will be built next vear, is a
toregone conclusion. The low price
of sugar has discouraged the inves-
tors and, belore going anv further
they will want to see the results of
this vear's operations by the fac-
torics now building,  As the ad-
mission of machivery free of duty
expires next April, and there are
no builders in Canada familiar with
the building ol a sugar factory, it
is not at all likely there will be any
sugar factories built  until some
changes in the sugar markets of
the world makes the investment
more profitable than it appears at
the present moment. It is not
profitable to build and operate a
beet sugar factory with a capacity
of less than 600 tons of beets per
day. Such a factory costing at
the present time $500,000 to $600,-
000, and adding about $150,000
duty will make it too heavy an in-
vestment for the profit there is in
the business. There would be plen-
tv of market for the sugar for a
number of factories, but the capi-
tal is not available. Americans
are not now looking for invest-

ments in Canadian sugar factories,
and to secure all Canadian or En-
glish capital is entirely out of the
question. For the next couple of
vears there will be verv little or
no further development of the beet
sugar industry,

The low price of sugar will cause
the present factories to develop
some scheme to utilize their retuse
and work them into a profit, Al-
ready one jactory is tiguring on
putting in a system for working
up their waste molasses and creat-
g a market value tor 1it, The ad-
ditional plant, it installed, will mean
an outlay of 850,000, and while the
output appears to be protitable and
would pay a good dividend on the
mvestment, they hesitate to spend
the amount in  addition to their
present mvestiment ol over $300,
Quo,

The beet sugar industry is here
to stavy but the development  will
not be as preat as was expected a
year or two ago,

———

Harvesting,

The crop having been *laid hy"
there is nothing more to be  done
until harvesting, At the present
time there is no machinery invented
that will pull and top “the beets
successtully, but there are pullers
that materially assist, Most of the
tactories will have beet pullers that
they will sell or rent in harvesting,
The pullers are run  through the
beets and lifts them up, allowing
them to remain in the turrow, The
pullers are followed by men or
boyvi, who grasp the beet by the
top with the lett hand and pulling
them up, cuts the tops off with the
knife made for that special pur-
pose, carried in the right hand, and
throws them i piles ready to be
taken up by the wagons. The heets
are trimmed close to the bottom
leaves, and the dirt well shaken off,
Care should be taken to cut the
tops off nicely. Cutting off too
much means a great deal of waste,
and not trimming enough means
that the factory will make a deduc-
tion from the weight of the heets,
and vou will have your haul for
nothing, besides losing  quite an
amount that is of value on the
farm.  Full instructions will be
given, when and how to pull the
beets by each factory and it will
pay every farmer growing them to
follow the directions carefully,

The factory at this point is pro-
gressing favorably. The bricklay-
ers and masons are now at work
on the upper story. Machinery is
arriving constantly and is being
put in place and coupled up as fast
as possible. Notwithstanding the
delays caused by changing the foun-
dations in the spring, and the want
of some machinery, the contractors
are well satisfied with the work
done up to date.

Beet Leaf Stripping

Ts a subject that was thoroughly
examined some vears ago. It has,
however, again attracted some at-
tention  amonyg agronomists,  The
Eishen experiments are interesting,
Beets were cultivated e four separ-
ate patches, from one  of which
there was removed 16 per cent. of
the total leaves; upon  another
in two  operations  the  strip-
ping  represented 85 per  cent,
of the lcaves, and the Te-
maining patches  were left intact.
Even a very limited stripping re-
dvced the vield and sugar percent-
age. When the leaves were remov-
ed in excess the sugar of the beets
was changed to non-sugar with a
decreased vield to the acre. Such
roots are worthless for sugar man-
ufacturing purposes.  Previous ex-
perience has shown that the strip-
ping alwavs means clongated necks

There is no better way of gettin
knowledge of truths, facts, great
people and grand principles than by
reading the good literature which
is to be found in all the libraries
throughout the country,

Parents should encourage their
daughters to make the best of them-
selves. They should know what
they want for their children, wheth-
er they want them to be truly

How a Government Cheese cur-
ing Station is Run

The Consolidated Curing Station
at Woodstock is now in running cr-
der and a number of ¢hese have
alrcady been received from the -are
rounding factories.  The Sentmel-
Review describes the building and
method of operation as follows :

“"I‘hc station is situated at the
C.P.R. station about fiftv  vards
north of the depot. It is a  one

storey building with flat roof and
is very neat and clean in appear-
ance. In the basement is situated
the curing room proper and above
are the shipping room, receiving
room, experimental  rooms and
business oflices.  The departments
throughout are lighted by electrie
light and contain every equipment
for the proper curing of cheese.
“The curing room in the base-
ment is a model of cleanliness and
has a capacity for 3,000 chesse,
These are placed upon long tiers of
racks built side by side throughout

the length of the room. To each
factory is given a certain number
which distinguishes the several
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rachs belonging to it.  The cheese
belongmg to the factory cach bear
the factory's number and thus they
are kept track ol It is in this
room that the process of  curing
takes place, 1 process it can be
called, tor the cheese simply  re-
main in the even  temperature of
the room  until they are cunred
through the natural process within
them. The temperature :
tained at an average of about b2
degrees Fahrenheit,  Ahout  three
weeks is the time in which the pro-
cess takes place.

“The cured chieese are | edon
a hvdraulic devator from ihe cur-
ing room to the shipph room
above. This department will store
about 15000 cheese, Great pre-
cautions have heen taken  in the
building to have this room o that
an even temperature can be mam-
tained,  The walls consist of  six
thicknesses of hoards and lour  of
paper, while the windows e dou-
ble with r thicknesses ol glass,
The doors connecting with the ad-
joming rooms are very thick  and
are lined with telt. The “cmpera-
ture of this room is cooled Ly the
atr coming through the shaft {rem
the curing room  and in it the
cheese are hoxed and prepared  for
shipment,

“Four small rooms are set apart
for experimental purposes.  Same
ples of different varicties of Cheese
are to be cured in these rooms at
diflerent  temperatures  and  con-
ditions with a view to ascertaining
that in which the most  effective
results mav be obtained.  There is
also a room set apart for the pur-
pose of comparing the results  of
the work at the station with that
in the factories. In order to  do
this the comparing room  is kept
as the same temperature as  that
at the factory and the sample com-
pared with the cheese cured by
the station proper.  The difference
in the shrinkage is here noted and
the value of the difierence charged
to the factory.

“In the large receiving room  is
placed the machinery nsed in regu-

‘lating the temperature of the differa

ent rooms.

“Perhaps  the most interesting
feature and the one which requires
the most attention from the opera-
tors is the regulating of the tema
perature in the curing room, exper-
tmental rooms and the shipping
department. The Linde svstem s
used, which is on the same princi-
ple as the manufacture of artificial
ice.  The equipment, which is divid-
ed into three parts, is manufactured
by the Linde British Refrigerator
Co., of Montreal,

“The system is based apon the
condition  of liquid anhydrous
ammonia gas, which when under
atmospheric pressure liquifies at a
temperature of 4o degrees helow
zero, Fah. From this it mav be
understood how with the aid of
compressing machinery the low
temperature is obtained and dis-
tributed. There are three divisions
in the plant at the curing station,
Thev are the ‘“‘compressor” in
which the gas is compressed, the

“condenser,” in which the heat en-
gendered in compression  is  ab-
stracted and the compressed ammo-

nia s formed into a lhguid, an
the “refrigerator’ in which the li-

quid anhyvdrous ammonia is allowed
to evaporate or boil under  low
pressure, thereby cooling the sur-
rounding brine which surrounds the
coills ot pipe in this portion of the
cguipment.,

“From the relrigerator the zas is
carricd in pipes through the difier-
ent departments  and they, heing
intenselv cold, from the expansion
of the gas, and covered with irost,
absorh the heat from the air, This
15 the manner in which the temper-
ature is cooled. By working the
compressor, which by the wav is
run by a gas engine, in a few hours
enough cold air can be stored in
the refrigerator tanks to last over
night.  The  temperature in o the
room is registered by means of a
“thermograph’ practically a ther-
mometer, which registers by means
ob a tracer on a graduated chart
the rise and fall in the temperature,
This is a very delicate instrument
and is very accurate,

“The cheese s collected  at the
cost of the Department of Agricul-
ture who take charge of it at the
station, insure it and become re-
sponsible  for its value from the
date of receiving it until it is ready
lor shipment  without expense to
the patron.  Boxes are  provided
and the  cheese, when cnred, are
shipped in refrigerator cars.  The
only charge made is a sum vqual
to the value of the weight of the
cheese saved  on account  of less
shrinkage on the  cheese of wvery
week's make and the selling price.

“The cheese are stamped on cach
end  before  shipment  with  the
words *Consolidated Cold Storage
Cheese,'  and ‘Woodstock  Cold
Storage Cheese,' ™

American Twine Market

The binder twine situation shows
little change over a week ago. Re-
ports Irom sections  in the States
where harvest is in progress show
that the supply of twine is practi-
vally exhausted outside of the large
concerns which are holding stock to
fill agents’ orders. This situation
would be serious if it were not for
the belief that  dealers generally
have supplied themselves and wiil
be able to take care of the needs of
their customers, There is a possi-
bility of the oat harvest requiring
a larger supply than was at first
anticipated and consequently addi-
tional stocks may be needed. The
situation in  the North-Western
States shows little change. Some
mills have accepted orders up to
August 15th.  The warchouses in
that section are reported to be well
stocked with twine. Some dealers
are reported to be holding off ex-
pecting a break in prices later on,
but from the present outlook this
is hardly likely this scason. The
available stocks of American twine
are said to be in the hands of large
concerns that can hold for high
prices if they want to,

Brown Bread.

Silt together one cup of comn
meal, one cup of rye meal (or gra-
ham, whole wheat, or white flour),
one-halt teaspoon ot salt, and one
scant teaspoon of soda, Mix with
onc-halt cup of molasses, and one
cup ot thick, sour milk. 1f the
meal 1s very coarse use a trifle less
or add a few spoonfuls of water,
Put in a greased tin, with or withe
out cover, and steam for three or
tour hours,  When sour milk is not
available use one-fourth teaspoon
of soda  to neutralize the acid of
the molasses, and two teaspoons of
baking powder. If more convenient
to bake than to steam, the can con-
taining the bread may be covered
and put on a trivet in a larger can
or pail, in which put a pint of hoil-
ing water and cover closely. With
tight-fitting covers on both cans
the bread is in no danger of burns
ing.  The effect of the outside can
of water is the same on the loaf of
brown bread as the use of a steam-
cooker,

This 1s also an excellent wav to
reheat brown bread. A quicker
way is to slice it, spread on pans,
and put it in a quick oven for a
few moments, piling the slices even-
Iv together as  soon as heated
through.

Two loaves of brown bread may
be made at once, one served fresh
and the other reheated several days

later. It will be as good as if just
made.

Origin of the Wedding Ring.
