■ GREAT FIRE IN TORONTO.

Dealrnellon oflhe Grand Opera House- 
Three Persons Burned to Death.- 
Great |.oea of Property.

Une of the most destructive fires that 
has taken place for some time broke out 
on Saturday morning at 3 o'clock in the 
Grand Opera House, and before it was 
subdued it had completely destroyed the 
rear part of the building and some of the 
front offices as well. 'The front part of the 
building on Adelaide street was saved. 
Kobt. Wright, tho cure-taker, Mrs. 
Wright, aged 22, and one of their child- 

l, Mamie, aged 5, who slept in a room 
at the top of the building, were burned 
to death, and a man named T. Scott, in 
his attempt to save Wright, got severely 
burned and was injured in at tempting to 
jump out of harm's way. The first alarm 

o'clock, by 
time it was seen that tho interior of the 
building xvas one vast glowing furnace, 
with the flame rising from it in one vast 
cupola shaped mass. Soon the fiery 
elements swept through the roof and 
ascended high into the heavens, illumin­
ating the city to its furthest limits, and 
arousing many persons out of bed with 

tddy glare. It became at once 
appuient to the firemen, xvho hail bv 
tliifl time reached the scene, that nothing 
could be done for the rear part of the 
building, and, accordingly, they directed 
their effort* to save the front offices, 
which-are the most valuable portion of 
the structure.

He thought that 
the old school buildings could be made 
suitable lor a market at very little cost 
to the town. He thought that it would 
not be advisable to compel the farmer 
to take their produce there, but would 
prefer leaving the matter optional. it 
was then moved by Adam Austin, sec­
onded by James Lee, that the Council 
deem it expedient, in the interest of 
the town and farming community, to ap­
point Saturday of each week as n market 
day, and that the school property now 
owned by the town be used for exposing 
for sale on that day all kinds of farm 
produce, poultry, etc. Mr. Austin said 
it was a want long felt in Lis towel ; he 
knew of no other town as large rh Listo- 
wel without a market. It would be a 
great advantage to consumers, ns well a* 
to farmers and grocers, lie thought there 
could be enly one opinion regarding the 
site. A market required room, and he 
considered the old school grounds and 
buildings the most suitable place avail­
able at present, although he had no 
partiality as to location. He didn't think 
that utilizing the school property for the 
purpose would have a tendency to estab­
lish a market permanently there. Mr. 
Freeman did not object to having a 
market, but didn't consider the site 
suitable. He thought that the lower 
p rt of the town hall would be very suit­
able for the purpose during winter ; the 
school property might be made use of in 
the summer. Mr. Page was astonished at 
such a suggestion. He thought the school 
site a desirable location, Mr. Page spoke 
warmly in favor of establishing a market. 
Mr. Hackingsuggested that a committee 
be appointed to ascertain the suitability 
of the places mentioned. Councillor 
Pago "sat upon" any such foggyish notion 
as taking the town hall into considera­
tion. Mr. Tremain was opposed to locat­
ing the market on the school property. 
Mr. Binninc spoke in favor of the market, 
and considered the school property

to bring them through the cold and storm of 
winter safely. They will require much closer 
attention, more careful housing from storm 
and better and more food than those 
commence the cold season in good 
They should have been taught to eat long be­
fore this time, and by following the instruc­
tions which we cave a month ago, m refer­
ence to feeding, they can soon be got into very 
fair flesh. We do not advocate high feeding 
on heated grains, with close confinement in 
the stable, but we do urge that liberal feeding 
on oats, with a little oil-meal or wheat-bran 
occasionally added, and plenty of grass, with 
■protection from storms, is essential to a per­
fect development of the colt. We reject in 
to to the doctrine that the way to make a 
hardy horse is to starve the colt—it is against 
nature. Starving and freezing in the bleak 
fields during winter, on the one hand, and 
pampering on corn in warm stables without 
exercise, are the ticylla and Charybdis that 
must be shunned with equal care by the 
breeder of horses. Both extremes are injur­
ious—it does not pay either to 
starve the young things. It will 
keep them always shut up iu a warm stable, 
nor to turn them out iu the fields to take the

Professor Madge has presented some inter­
esting evidence relating to tho antiquity of 

n in The Kansas City Review of Science. 
He starts by assuming the correctness ol the 
genet Ally-accepted opinion among geologists 
that man was on the earth at the close of the 
Glacial epoch, and offers evidence to prove 
that the antiquity of the race cannot be taken 
at less than 200,000 years. After the Glacial 
epoch, geologists have recognized, by their 
effects, three others, namely, the <-hamplain, 
the Terrace and the Delta, all supposed to be 
of nearly equal length. His argument for 
estimating the duration of these epochs is as 
follows : He takes the case of the Delta of 
the Mississippi, and notes the fact that, for a 
distance of about 200 miles of this deposit, 
there are to be observed buried forests of large 
trees, one over the other, with interspaces of 
sand. Ton distinct forest growths of this 
nature have been observed, which must have 

eeded one another. " These trees are 
the bald cypress of the Swuthern States. 
Some have been observed over twenty-five 
feet in diameter, and one contained *5,700 

In some instances these huge 
trees bave grown over tho stumps of others 
equally large, and such instances occur in 
all, or nearly all, the ten forest beds.” From
