[T HAS SHIPPED ONE THOUSAND
TONS OF HIGH GRADE ORE.

Improved Facilities in- the Way of Trans-
portation—The Red Line—Peterborough
a Town of Promise.

Mr. J. A. Kirk, formerly of this city,
but now a resident of Peterborough, in
the Windermere division of kast hoote-
pay, is in the city on a visit. He was
‘yoen yesterday -and said- :

Since my visit to Rossland in January
last the prospects for a good year in the
muning country tributary to the town ot
Peterborough have been steadily increas-
ing. ‘Lhe transportation of 100v tons of
ore from the :Paradise mine on. ‘Loby
Oreek to the Peterborough Landing has
been accomplished. The first cargo. of
this ore has been taken om the steamer
to Golden, from which it will be taken
to the smelter by rail. These shipments
will continue semi-weekly until the ore
sheds are empty.

_*To the citizens of Rossland accustom-
ed to ore shipments of thousands of tons
every week the handling of 1,000 touns
in several months may appear a trifling
matter, But when it is remembered that
1,000 tons is the equivalent of 50 car-
loads; that this quantity was rawhided
down a mountain side for four and a
half miles and then taken in sleighs 12
miles to the river; that it was mined
from a property that ten months ago

| was unbroken rock, and to which there

was not a decent tapil; and that it has
yet to traverse a long distance by ‘water
and rail before it reaches the smelter, it
will lbe better realized that this ship-
| ment represents an amount of .enterprise
and energy on the part of those who
have put up the necessary money and
in whose charge the. management has
been so successful. Further, we have in
the fact that this ore can sfand the ex-
pense of so handling a practical lesson
of the valuable nature of the mineral
deposits in_at least one mine behind the
town of Peterborems

“Next winter we may expect a much
larger output from the Paradise and
shipments from at least . three other
properties on Toby Creek that today
have large quantities of ore on their
dumps. This is conditional, however, on
the wagon road built by the government
last summer.

“For over a year and a half the Red
Line group on McDonald creek, a branch
of Horse Thief Creek, has been under
bond to an American firm. During that
period the property was energetically
developed at great expense, as supplies
had to.be packed on horses from Peter-
borough a distance of 30 miles with an
increase in elevation of about 6,000 feet.

SIONS ON- A RECENT VISIT.

Mr. Jay: P. Graves -Reported to Be In-
terested in the Latest Railway Pro-
jeet.

Mr. Hector McRae has just returned
from the Republic camp, and on being
interviewed yesterday gave the following
account of his trip: “Grand Yorks, he
said, “seems to be more active now than
at any time within the past 18 months.
Quite a number of first-class residences
are in course of erection, while at the

Granby smelter the contractor for the
grading for the increased plant has his
work well under way. It is reported
poth at Grand Korks and Republic that
the Granby people are endeavoring to se-
cure the right to bwid the railway be-
tween those two points, and it is under
stood that Mr. Jay P. Graves has gone
east to complete arrangements. Shouid
he be successtul' the smeller will be in-
creased by two additional stacks, bring-
ing the works up to a capacity of 200U
tons daily. L'he Granby smelter is located
at the natural point for the reduction
of the ores of the Hepublic camp. it has
been demonstrated that a biend of four
tons of Knob Hill with one ton”of He-
public_ore smelts most satistactorily.
“Mr. Graves, no doubt, will have the
support of the Canadian Pacitic railway in
his enterprise, as it will bring grist to the
Canadian Pacific mill as well as the
Granby smelter. Should the Great North-
ern have the monopoly, it would naturally
connect with either Mfdway or Green-
wodd or the Canadigh side, with a strong
tendency to pull for the KEverett smeiter.
Again, should the GTeat Northern ‘rail-
way secare a foothold in that section
the Canadian Pacific would lose a large

trade, which they now enjoy in the trans-

portation of supplies, ‘and which princi-
pally come from San Francisco and coast
points to Republic via Grand ¥orks. ln-
stead of these goods being transported
via 'Vancouver and over thg main fine
to Grand ¥orks the trade -would be di-
verted by way of Seattle over the Great
Northern to Myers Malls, The Great
Northern line is now located as far as
Curlew, and on Wednesday the engineers
of the Kettle River Valley Railway com-
pany, a Grand Forks concern, commenc-
ed their survey tor a hne irém Grand
Forks to Republic. It is presumed that
this enterprise is backed by the Granby
smelter people. At present a good deal of
ore is being hauled in wagons from ‘the
Quilp, Morning Glory, Califorma and
other smaller mines in Republic to Grand
Forks at a cost of $8 per ton, while with
railroad connection the (iranby people
offer a “freight and treatment rate of
$6.50 to $7 per tom, or less than one-half
the present freight and treatment rate
from Bossburg to Kverett. The output
of the Kepublic camp by September, it
is calculated, will be 500 tons per day.

“Development in the Republic camp
has demonstrated that the ores at depth
are better suited for smelting than for
treatment by the cyanide process. Lhis
is due to the fact that the values run
high in silver. he Republic and Moun-
tain Lion mines, so far, are evidently the
only two exceptions. The ore of the lat-
ter carries on an average from three to
tive ounces in silver and from $10 ‘to $11
in gold.. The Quilp is reported to have
blocked out over $1,000,000 worth of ore,
the average of which is stated to be in
the vicinity of €30 per ton. This company
recently shipped a quantity of much high-
er grade ore than this. The average
width of the vein in the Quilp is about
12 feet, and it has been opened on four
levels to a length of about 400 feet.

‘I'he payshoot on the Mountain Lion is
about 400 feet in length by 10 in width
and has been opened up to a depth of
400 feet, with the main shaft 165 feet
fower. ‘I'he San Poil, ,Tom Thumb, Lone
Pine, Black Tail, Morning ‘Glory, etc.,
are 1 good shape to maintain regular
shipments. The Princess Maud has also
a fair showing of ore in the lower work-
ings which carries about $23 in silver and
a small gold value to the tonm.

“I'he Republic mill for the past week

or ten days has been putting throuzn 50|

tons of ore daily, which will be increased
to ‘200 tons within the next three or
four weeks. ‘I'he mill is perfect in every
particular, and it is claimed; ts: 92
per cent of the assay value in gold.

“All sorts of rumors are afloat as to
what the mill is losing in the silver val-
ues, and also as to the product of the
mine becoming base below the 600-foot
iével. The management, as the mewspaper

correspondent would say, is reticent as to{

this, but when the results are known
somebody, probably ithe bears in the
east, will be seriously hurt.

“All of the best lands in tlie reserva-
tion, which were thrown open to settle-
ment last fall, are being cutivated, and
these farms, with the mining interests,
should make Repuhlic a town of great
solidity.

“What will do Republic the most im-
mediate good, however, will be a railway
to Grand Korks, and the outlook now is
that this will be provided during the pres-
ent year,” concluded Mr. McRae.

or 12 thousand.

I have not as yet been able to make
any accurate guaging of this stream and
am of the opinion that until accurate
guagings have been made. covering a
period of several years, it will not be
safe to rely upon it for a greater quan-
tity of water than above indicated.

Murphy Creek.

‘I'he several branches of Murphy ‘creek
will doubtless furnish the balance of the
2,500,000 _galions required, but the in-
formation availableis: not at all reliable
as the measurements of flow cover a
shorter period than those of Rock creek.

ey Little Sheep Creek.

Accurate guagings of this stream were
taken by me during the summer of 1900,
These measurements show a dry weather
discharge of approximately 300,000 gal-
ions per day and it is probable that this
quantity would be very much reduced at
times as I am informed that it is not un-
common to find the easterly branch of
the creek entirely dry in the summer.

A report on the method of ébtaining
this water af an addition to the present
city supply was laid before the council
in July, 1900, but owing to the few meas-
urements of the stream that had been
taken up to that time, the quantity of
water available in dry seasons was. B
known and no recommendation as to the
advisability of constructing works was
made.

T'he plan and profile accompanying that
report show that it would be necessary
to construct a pipe line 15,000 feet in
length in order to convey the water trom
‘the westerly branch of the creek to the
:present tanks at the ncrtherly limit of
the city. 1 -

Since the. quantity “of water procurable
from Little:Shekp creek in”dry‘seasons,
even should the whole of it be taken tor
domestic use, will not be sutlicient to
make up the quantity required for the
present population; and if we deduct the
quantity necessary and now being used
for the minég it will be evident that the
expenditure of the large amount of money
required {o build the works cannot at
present be justified. !

Water from little Sheep creek will nev-
erless furnish avaluable auxiliary fire
supply in the®future, as whatever quan-
tity is available can be delivered under
heavy pressure to the mains in the west-
erly section of the city when the popu-
lation of that section becomes {arge
“enough to warrant the expenditure tor
works. ‘I'he length of pipe line neces-
sary, and the expense of utilizing this
ivater will be less than is done at pres-
ent ,since the-ordinary street mains will
take the place of the easterly part of the
pipe lines shown on plan.

No one can predict with any certainty
what the future of the mines lying to the
west of the city will be, but it may be
taken for granted that the growth of the
city is dependent upon the development
and operation of mines in this and othex
localities - and that the water of little
Sheep creek will be required for the or-
dinary uses o. the several mines now
uging it and for those that will be de-
veloped’ in the future. !

This quantity
would require to be  increaded to cover
tise guantity lost through evaporation,
Jeakage from reservoir, etc., consequently
we may assume that it wculd be neces-
sary to store about 40,000,003 gallong to
Qover shortage for two months. The
shergage for the whole summer would
probably be nearly double this quantity.

The storage of this enormous quan-
tity of water is not to be lightly under-
taken as it would involve the expenditure
of a very considerable amount of money.
"1 think it is not ry to di
this matter further as I bhave no diffi-
culty in advising you which scheme to
adopt.

Recommendations.

1. I recommend you to obtain an addi-
tional supply of water at as early a date
as possible from Rock creek.

The obtaining of water from Murphy
creek will cost miore than is advisable to
expend at present, but when an addition-
al :quantity  ig required it will be neces-
siry to construct a conduit from this
creek to the reservoir.

By this, however, it does mean, in

Subject to this paramount right of the

Text of the Memorial Submitted to the
Dominicn Governmient.

To the Right Hon. Sir Wilfrid Laurier,

Ottawa:

Sir—Desiring to impress upen the Do-
ﬂgon government what they deem to be
an 'urgent ‘meled of legislation in favor of
the silver-lead industry in British Col-
umbia, the va#ipus Mine Owners’ Asso-
ciations and Boards ot Trade im the East
and West Kiootenays 'mespectiully ask
your consideration cf the following facts
and recommendations: 2

Bonus. to Iead Refinery.—The mining
of lead 1n British Oolumbia has grown
into a most important industry. The pro-
duction in 1900 amonuted to 60,000 tons of
silver-lead ore, containing @ilver to the
value of $2,295,099 and about 30,000 tons
of metalhc lead of the value of $2,690,-
577, or e total of $4,985.676, and the total
producticm for all years to date, baes
been $20,000,000.

At the first of the present year it was
estimated that an output of more than
100,000 tons of ore, ¢ontaini 50,000
tong of lead, would be reached in 1901.
An estimate Wwhich in ccmsequence of
events that have since ocourred, will be
greatly disappointing.

The bulk of all of this class «f ores
hitherbo mined in British/ Columbia has
peen smelted in the United States and
the portion of it that hag been smelted
in Canada has also gone the United
dtaes to be refined. ! :

At the beginning of 1901 the American
Smelting and Refining company, @ trust
which has absorbed nearly all the smelt-
ers .and refineries in the United States,
gave notice that it had withdrawn from
the British Columbia market and that
until’ further notice it would ke not
contracts for thie treatment of \British.
Columbia <res. :

The«capatity of the smelters in opera-
tion in British Columbia, and of the inde-
pendent smelters in the United Statesis
totally inadequate to treat the normal
output of the British Columbia mines,
and many of them have in conseyuwicr
elosed down, and others have lessened
their output.

it is still possible to have bwiioa
smelted in Uanada refined in the United
States, but the refining charge bas been
greatly iiicreased, and there is no ten-
dency ' observable toward increasing the
smelting capacity in the districts now suf-
fering. | Nor is there likely to be while
the danger of the imposition of excessive
rates for refining continues.

UNFOUNDED CHARGES.

A Deliberate Attempt to Blacken the

Character of the Chief.

The rumor having been persistently,
and inaustriously circulated for the past
few days that Chief of Police Vaughan
was on the night of the 15th and the
morning of the 16th inst. in an intoxi-

AN QFFICIAL OF THE GEOLOGICAL
DEPARTMENT ;MAKES A REPOay.

The - Measure Estimated to Contain
‘Pwenty-Two Million Tons of Possibie
Working Coal.

—

Ottawa, April 11.—J. Mclivoy, of the
geological department, has made a report
on the Crow’s Nest coal fields. As long
ago as 1883 he had ouuined the area of
the coal bearing rocks of that part of
the Rocky mountains, and in 1891 they
were again visited by Dr. Selwyn, the
late director of the survey. The latest re-
port made by Mr. McEvoy justifies tne
earlier statements as to the exceptionally
great value of this remarkable coal field,
which he estimates to contain over 22,-
980,000,000 tons of possible working coal.
The report goes on to show the great
value of this coal, which depends largely
upon ite excellent coking character and
Jow percentage in ash or other deleterious
swbstancés;”combined with its position'in
regard. to growing centres of metalliferous
mifiing. It must be added, however, tnat
great skill and care wil evidently be need-
od in properly developing and fully util-
iging the field, which in some respects
present peculiar conditions. The higaly
bituminous character of the coal, already
gives evidence that very effective ven-
tilating apparatus will require to be in-
stalled as the workings extend, in' order
$6 avoid dangerous accumulation of gas.
The great thickness of some of toe
seams, with the often tender character

difficulties in the way of cheap and com-
plete extraction; while the fact that levels
run in the seams from the bottom of ine
intersecting valleys are at a depth of 3,-
@00 .feet or more below the general level
of the surface of the mtervening plateau,
like aress may probably render it neces-
sary to contend with exceptional pressure
upon the workings as these progress. f
The output of the Crow’s Nest ass
eoal ,mines is at present over 1,000 tons
per diem. Cooking ovens to the number
of 360 are in operation, and large addi-
tions are in coptemplation. In connec
tion, with the®subjéet of coal in British
Columbia it ‘may be mentioned here thab
reccmnt explorations,” taken in conjunec-
tioa witih information previously obtamed,
lead to ihe belief that large and impor-
tant coal fields will be available “when
required in ‘the northern part of that
province. The explorations particularly
veferred to are those which bave been
carried out for the department of rail-
ways and canals under Messrs. J. C.
OU’Dwyer and A. H. Dupont. Notes and
specimens brought back by these gentle-
men and handed over to-"the geological
survey show that the coal bearing rocks
occupy a much larger area than had been
sapposed between the 55th and 57th par-
allels of latitude, while anthracite coals
have actually been found in the region
about the headwaters of the Skeena and
Stickepe rivers. L'his northern region may
eventually add materially to the already
great wealth of British Columbia in coal.

in such limits as he may think fit with
a view to prevemt such umfair discrimi-
nation, .

Third—The order in council

such -estrictions and conditions shall be
published in the Canada Gazette, and it
after such publication, the ~~«i company
sells or supplies coal or coke to the rail-
wey company or trunsports coal or coke
contrary to the terms of such order, the
company so violating the terms of such

- Mourth—The fedson for requiring said
companies to enter into this agreement
being that at present it is believed by
the government that there is no effective
and satisfactory competition by otner
coal and coke producers in Canada; it ®=
agreed that when by order of the gov-
ernor-in-council it is deemed that by the
opening of other coal mines or manufac-
ture of coke by others, such effective and
satisfactory competition has arisen, then
the agreement shall terminate with re
spect to coal or coke, or both, accordr
ing to the nature of such competition.

Sifton accepted the suggestion that the
last clause should be amended, providing
that instead of the agreement of termi-
nation it should only be suspended dur-
ing the continuance of effective and satis-
fagtory competition.
