HE tarvia pavement on Duck­

worth Street is now being 
laid down over ' the elaborately 
prepared bed of broken stone. It 
must be a great source of pride, 
pleasure and comfort to the dwel­
lers in the hundreds of hovels that 
disgrace this city, to know that no 
expense is being spared to make 
this patch of smooth pavement on 
a street they seldom visit.

It will cheer them as they trip 
over the ruts and boulders that 
form approaches to their poor 
dwelling places to know that if 
they feel the desirableness of a 
stroll on a smooth pavement they 
have the privilege of easing their 
feet near the Court House and 
Museum Building.

It will comfort the thousands of 
dwellers in the disease breeding 
hovels, to know that they have 
the privilege of paying for a splen­
did tarvia road. Perhaps Gosling 
and Co. will further comfort the 
poor by informing them 'that, if 
they live long enough, resist the 
ravages of disease long enough, 
and can endure all the discom­
forts attached to dwelling in un­
wholesome, damp and chilly 
abodes long enough, they will 
have some improvements. That 
!s of course if the making of 
tarvia pavements and the laying 
of a new water system, that is to 
reduce Water Street’s taxation a 
bit, leaves any money on hand.

First of course to be consider­
ed how best to effect some benefit 
to the taxpayers of Water Street. 
The taxpayers of the back lanesf 
who pay in ill health as well as 
money are not to be considered.

’’Their sacrifice of comfort and 
oodily health is not reckoned 
worth while. The poor can suffer 
on, if only Gosling can have a 
tarvia road and the pleasure of 
squandering money on an unne­
cessary water, system—unneces­
sary in the sense, that there are 
3ther more pressing demands, 
that must lie in abeyance, because 
of this expenditure.

We have nothing to say against 
in improved water system or the 
)avement of our streets, but such 
works should not take precedence 
of other more pressing demands. 
This is where we take objection to 
this pavement and water works, 
they usurp the pface of more 
urgent improvements.

When Gosling and Company 
vere posing before the citizens as 
ipostles of civic reform what re- 
orm is it that they laid particular 

itress on? Was it not the hous- 
ng problem. .Did they not permit 
he question of the housing of the 
)Oor to almost supplant every 
)ther consideration. And was it 
lot because of this very fact, this 
aying of emphasis on this par­
ticular point that induced the peo­
ple to support the idea of a civic 
ommission.

We have no report from the
