Churchill in the British
House To-Day.

LONDON, July 17— The British
Admiralty has no intention of adding
‘urther warships to its construction
srogramme  for 1914-15, according to
in announcement made by Winston

Spencer Churchill, First Lord of the
Admiralty in the couwrse of a state-

ment made in the House of Commons
in the debate on the shipbuilding vote.
\Mr. Churchill said he knew of nothing
n the international situation necessi-
tating an increase and he did not think

anything occurring in-the Mediterran-

san in connection with the proposed
\ustrian and Italian warship construc-

tion would require Great Britain to de-

part from her present program.

As a result of the rejection of the
Canadian naval bill, the British Gov-
-rnment, said Mr. Churchill, would
wccelerate the construction of three
wvarships, which would, therefore, be
-eady in the third quarter of 1915, and
his would fill the gap which otherwise
would he created

Mr. Churchill added that he did n»t
think the question of Canadian contri-
Sution to the defence of the empire
closed and there was no reason to
suppose -that Grezt Britain would he
eft to faceq emergrncies iv the future
anaided. There was an overwhelming
soncensus of opinion in Canada, he
leclared that early action should be
aken in one form or another. By
text year, the First Lord told his
nearers, the British Admiralty would
be in a better position to judge wheth-
or further acceleration or a‘direct ad-
lition programme would bz forced
upon them. In the meanwhile tie
navy would be increased by a new de-
troyer evety week for the next nine
nonths; by a light cruiser every thirty
days for the next year and by a sup-
sr-dreadnought every forty-five days
for the next eighteen months.

Parliament.

A LIBERAL STATEMENT

And Lords Will be Expected
to Let Result Decide
Fate of Ireland.

[LONDON, July 17—That the Gov-

ernment intends to let the country

After lLord Lansdown's declara-

tion that the Upper House would not
consider the bill before a general
election is held, Lord Ashby St. Led-
gers said that there would be no gen-
eral election before May, 1914, by
which time the Home Rule Bill is ex-
pected to be passed by the Commons
for the third time, and signed by the
King, but that there would be a zen-
eral election: before the Irish Parlias
mient is actually established.
The Liberal Government intends, if
it can retain office, to pass the bill by
May. It then, under the terms of the
Parliament Act, receives the Royal
assent without being again submitted
to the Lords. If after a general elec-
tion the Liberals are returned to
power the Government will' expect
the Lords to accept the position, pro-
viding for a Parliament in Dublin,
but if the Unionists are successful it
will be for them to repeal the law or
do what seems best in the circum-
stances,

PEARL NECKLACE WORTH $625,000
. STOLEN FROM MAILS IN TRANSIT|

A Loaf of Sugar Was Substituted for the Jewels and Fifty
Scotland Yard Men are Engaged in Tracking
Down Thiefs.

LONDON, July 17.—The theft of|
a pearl necklace, valued at $()_’5,o<m,{
which vanished while in transit by
mail from Paris to London, is engag-|
ing the attention of fifty of the best|
detectives of Scotland Yard, to whom

I the owner of the jewels, Max Mayer,

a Hattan Garden diamond merchane.

The necklace is generally’ de-
scribed as being worth $500,000, but
it is insured at Lloyd's for $675,000.
A diamond dealer who has been 30
years in the business, says it is the
finest necklace he ever saw, and is
worth more than the sum for which
it was insured.

Mayee has an office in Paris, anl
the necklace was sent from there lasi
night. A postman delivered a regis-
tered package at Mayer's home at
8.30 this morning. The package bo e

the Paris postmark and Frenca
stamps, and on the back Mayer’s in-
itials were stamped. The housekeep-
er took the package in Mayer’s ab-
sence, signed a receipt and placed
the package in the safe. When Mayer
arrived at his house at 10.30 he open-
ed it and found only pieces of sugar.
of the same weight as the necklace
The seals showed no sign of having
been tampered with.

The diamond dealer placed the mat-
ter in theg hands of' the Scotland
Yard authorities. The police refuse
to discuss the case, and Mayer is re-
ticent regarding it. He declines r»
give any description of the neck-
lace, or to say how many pearlsit s
composed of.

The sugar is of French manufac-
ture, and this leads to the suppos-
ition that the theft was accomplished
on the other side of the Channel.

OARDING a swiftly moving train,
creeping ‘over the roofs of the cars;
until the end door of the mail car |
was reached, crashing in this door,
overpowering the mail clerks, bind-
ing and gagging them, is a feat any
yeggman would be proud to plead. guilty
to. That is what Charles Stevenson did.
But after fleeing with the plunder, bury-
ing it and eluding capture for months, he
forgot the location of the grave that held
the little fortune. It lay mouldering in
the earth for a period of seven or eight!

AFTER PROCURING THE POUCH CONTAINING THE REGISTERED MAIL THE BAN_DITS_
ANDP MADE FOR 'THE WOODS: ’ :

learn the lay of the land before he attempt-
ed fresh operations, inasmuch as he was
liberally. supplied with funds following a
number of rich hauls in the immediate
past, fruits of which even his reckless dis-
sipation. had not exhausted. )

In nearly all of Savage's jumps from
city to city it was afterward learned he
was invariably accompanied by a woman.
That made it easy for him to procure
staterooms aboard trains and bridal suites
in those hotels where class distinction and
the color. line did not exist The color line
is not as sharply drawn in some iocalities
88 it is"in the East, and this served the
purposes’ of Savage and aided him ma-
t-rially, . .

TWO GOOD HAULS.

Savage arrived in Portlana the latter
‘pary o July Bnd, withstanding tempta-
tion as long as he could, he finally yielded
on, the aight of August 3, when he stole
& “mail *pouch in the railway station.
There were several hundred doliars in
the pouch, and seemingly this did not
Jsatisfy the -negro, for he repeated the
trick ‘a night or two larer, this time get-
ting a sum approximating $2,500. For

" |4 time he disappeared, but a few weeks

thereafter he returned to Portland and
fell in with a thief by the name of Kelly
ﬁﬂey, and for a time they went on a
wild debauch.

- Wiley cexercised such strong influence
over Savage that he soon separated him
from his ill-gotten hoard, and as soon
as this. was all spent he interested him
in a new means of procuring easy money.
This proved an error of judgment on Sav-
age’s part, although he managed to es-

*

victed for thefts from the post office
of that eity, and on December 8, 1902,
he was pnt away for three and a half
years.

No sooner had this term expired -than
be was rearrested, taken to Porrland,;
where an ‘indiétment for a mail pouch
theft awaited him, and once more he:
was convicted. Apparently he fared well;
at the hands of Uregon juries, fu. after
being: acguitted by one, he only recei‘jed
|a sentence of 1wo years for tl.': his more,
heinous-offence in the eyes of the federal'
governmment. Perhaps the -fret that he:
pleaded guilty had something to do with!
the mitigation of sentence, but in any
event he. was sent to the United States
penitentiary at ‘MeNeill’s Island, which
is just opposite the little ci! of Bee,
Wagh, /

It was on July 23, 1907, that Savage
emerged from - the federal prison.. Thor-
oughly - determined to make up for- lost
time and without: any thought of turning!
back to the straight and narrow path, the
young negro now entered upen a career
of reckless erime that helped to make his-‘
tory for' the Detective Bureaun of the Post
Office “Department. '~Mail pouch snatch«
ing went on unabated, and the authorities,
while convinced *“Charlie” was the cul-|
prit; were unable to lay their hands upon
him. The chase extended from coast to
coast and from one end of the country to
the other;“but still pouch thefts continued
to be reported, ‘with Savage still at large.

BOASTS OF: PROWESS.

While in.the East the wily young negro
formed associations which: proved of ines-
timable walue to him. ““Pippiiig his mit,”
as the police phrase -it, to ‘several ¢lever
post office thieves he met in New York
city, he let it be known that he could steai
any -registered mail pouch that happened
to be shipped West if he cared to do so.
He reviewed his record to his mew found
friends and conclusively proved to them
that this was no idle jest.  All he wanted,
he said, was a chance at some big ship-
ment of currency that was really worth
while. He would like an opportunity, he
said, to get enough money at one fell
swoop to enable him to retire from the
road and settle down. In the event of ap-
prehension, he thought, with. sufficient
funds in hand he could barter for his lib-
erty, as he was tired of the hare and
hounds game he had indulged in so long.

After making a deal with a clever Sneak
ithief in New York, who apparently had
fmeans of ascertaining the ‘dates of ship-
ment of large sums in currency, Savage
returned West: to arrange his affairs’ so
that. he could take advantage.of the tip as
soon: as his: New ' York: partner sent him
the eagerly awaited :information,

This coveted :information - was. not loﬁg
withheld. © Secreted in a small town not
far from’ Denver, ‘Savage:received ‘a tela-
gram stating that on a date' not far dis-
tant:a certain bank-in New - York city
would ship $50,000 in bills of small de-
nomination to -its: Denver' correspondent.
He was’told to be on the lookout for the
pouch, which ‘would be taken ' from 'the
train ' at Denver and in all probability
kept under heavy guard. . Savage figured
that this wonld' doubtless be the case, so
he outlined a campaign far more auda-
cious than any ‘he had ‘previously’ con-
ceived,-although-it was one which required
i the united efforts of one or more confed-
{erates.  That pouch must be seized in
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if he succeeded in extracting the pouch
from* the train. 5
Just where Savage, or.Stevenson, board-

jed the express train none seems to know,

but he and his two accomplices stowed
themselves away from the prying eyes of
the train crew until the train reached a
lonely spot about fifty miles east of Kan-
sas City. The records are equally hazy
4s to how Savage and his two companions
forced an entrance into the mail car, but
this- they did, for when the train pulled
into the Kansas City terminal the mail
clerks were found bound and gagged,
writhing and squirming to free thémselves
from the thongs that imprisoned them.
They could only tell that three men aprpni
seemingly from the sky upon them, bore
them to the floor of the car, with hands
pressed over their mouths before they
could make an outery or reach for their
weapons. It was all over in a flash, and
the train was running at such a high rate
of speed that the mail clerks were posi-
tive it was impossible for any human be-
ings to have survived a leap from the car
at that time:

THE BANDITS ESCAPE

The supposition is that the three ban-
dits forced r~ end door of the mail ear
and leaped upon the unsuspecting mail
clerks as they were busy assorting their
mail sacks preparatory to entering the
terminal. After procuring the pouch con-
taininig all the registered 1aail they left
the car by the same door, securing it after
them to prevent possible pursuit. Then,
climbing to the roof of the car, they rode
on to a point where the train slowed up
either at a signal tower or for the ascent
of a steep grade and leaped off and made
ior the woods.

In the stolen pouch was $50,000 in one
lot intended for a Denver bank, just as
Stevenson’s New York informant had
prophesied. Better still, this shipment
consisted of five, ten and fifty dollar
bills with a few hundred dollar bills in-
cluded. This was especially lucky for the
negro, as he knew he would have no diffi-
culty in pagsing the money without arons-
ing suspicion,

In the same pouch were upward of
fifty other registered packages, and these
contained sums ranging from $100 to
$1,500 each. It was estimated at the time
that the robbery had netted the bandits
a sum approximating $75,000 and, natur-
ally, the government bestirred itsélf to
find the thieves the moment the hold-up
was reported upon the train’s arrival at
Kansas City.

UNDER COVER.
. Meanwhile -Stevenson- and his aec-
complices put as great a distance be-
tween themselves and’the scene 'of the
hold-up as possible., They dared not take
to the railroad, for they knew that every
passenger or tramp. travelling over that
road ‘that night would' be .marked and
made to give a_good account of' himself.
Therefore their only safety lay in keeping
to:the woods and,’ furthermore,.in the
event of capture due care must be taken
that no money should-be found on them.

But Stevenson was not to be caught
napping.. As dearly as he loved money
and all the luxuries it brings he smuu{-
ered the desire to resurrect his buried
treasure and set about to earn a living
as best he could. It was the first tima
