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EVANTUREL’S CASE

Mr. Evanturel, Liberal member for
Prescott, who sought to sell his in-
fluence in the House to the liquor
men for $10,000, has now had it put up
to him to resign or stand worse con-
sequences.

In a letter to the chamber he ad-

For, evidently, it was
moved with a viewsto political effect.
To charge Mr. Crothers with “per-
sistent neglect and absolute indiffer-
ence” in connection with the miners
strike in Vancouver Island was rather
too much. The minister went out to
the scene of the trouble, made er-
investigations, endeavored vainly to
induce the parties to the dispute to
have the dispute arbitrated under the
provisions of the Lemieux act, ap-
pointed a special commission to make
a thorough investigation and submit
a report. It is possible that the min-
ister may have done more. It is pos-
sible that he was convinced by what
he heard and saw that there were
faults on both sides, and that his sym-
pathy with the strikers was not so
warm as the labor men would have
desired. It is possible*that when the
miners defied the act and went on
strike unlawfully, without giving the
labor department a chance to take ac-
tion, the minister was unduly resent-
ful. He may not have been
ergetic as he might have been;
him with “persistent
glect and absolute indifference” 1s
sufficient to stamp his
prejudiced partizan

In his defence Mr. Crothers turn-
