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German Professors
at Toronto Have

-« Caused Heap of|

Trouble. |

Public Not Satisfied
that They Should
Draw Pay.

TORONTO, Ontario, December &.
~The resignation of Sir Edmund
Osler from the Board of Governors
of the University of Taronto is not
the end of the disturbance in univer-
sity affairs arising out of the presence
on the staff of three unnaturalized

German professors.

The decision of the Board of Gov-
ernors to give the three teachers
“leave of absence” was thought tO
be a medium course between dismis-
sal and acceptance of existing condi-
tions that would take the edge off
public criticism. In reaching that de-
¢ision a majority of the board while
it is said favoring dismissal of the
Germans, would not carry matters to
that conclusion in face of the deter-
mined stand taken by President Fal-
coner, :

Instead of improving matters, 1t
seems evident that public criticism
has been intensified. The retention
of the professors on the salary list
of the university is no longer a mat-
ter of discussion chiefly in education-

circles. The “man in the street’

on the university staff, and reports
were in circulation yesterday that
steps were being taken to enlist the
support of the Ontario Government
in order to alter the decision of the
Board of Governors into one of dis-
missal, Petitions were, it is stated,
being signed.

PREMIER’'S STATEMENT

“I have received no such petitions,”
stated Hon. W. H. Hearst last night,
when interviewed as to the -attitude
of the Government. The Prime Min-
ister declined to discuss the subject
of Government interference and other
Ministers were equally reticent.

In Government circles there is a-
feeling that the matter is one for
the Board of Governors alone ta deal
with, although it is pointed out that
the Government has in its hands the
means of exerting pressure upon
them. The main revenue of the uni-
versity—one-half of the preceding
three years’ average of succession du-
ties—is fixed by legislation, and, of
course, cannot be interfered with ex-
cept by legislation. But as'it hap-
pens, the Government holds the whip
hand through other circumstances. A
year ago, when the estimates of the
Board of Governors were submitted
to the Government, there was a con-
siderable deficit shown, and last ses-
sion the Legislature by a special grant
of $80,000 made up this shortage.
This year the university was faced
with a similar deficit in running ex-
penses and in submitting a report
on their finances to the Government
recently, the governors asked the Gov
ernment to make it up. The esti-
mates have  been hanging fire, and
up to the present, it is - understood,
they have not been improved. Since
approval amounts to a pledge that
the Government will provide about
§$70,000 by-special legislation next ses-
sion, the securing of that approval is
a matter of considerable urgency to
the managing board of the provincial
institution.

BRITISH SHIPP
-~ IMPETUS

[By Special Wire to the Courier]

LONDON, Nov. 26.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associated Press)—The

war has resulted in a boom for the
shipping industry of Great Britain
and nowhere has this been felt more
than in London. The port of London
has never been busier, and a notice
just posted by the Association of Mas-
ter Lightermen, appeals to ship own-
ers and manufacturers to do all in
their power to secure the prompt dis-’
charge of cargoes, as a measure of
relief for the unusual congestion of
traffic.

An unprecedented demand for bar-
ges as noted by the trade journals,
due to the large number needed for
military purposes, .as well as to the]
immense ‘arrivals -of - sugar; -
and foudstuffs, more than 50,000 tons
of sugar is awaiting wharfage in the
Thames and more is arriving daily
from Java, Mauritius and America. As
for food stuffs, the present stock is
five times larger than it was at this
time last year, Of grain, there are
130,000 tons now afloat for London.
The stock of barley on hand is twice
the usual amount, but the stock of
oats is lower than customary, owing
to the fact that the government has

-PARIS, Dec: .8—The war popula-
tion of lsaris, estimated at 2,000,000,
after the exodus of the first days of
General Von Kluck’s approach to the
city, has gradually increased to near-
ly the normal 3,000,000, and -business
is affected accordingly.

BERLIN, Nov. 22.—(Correspond-
ence of the Associatéd Press)—The
English civilians who have just been,
interned in a concentration camp at
Ruhleben, several miles to the west
of Berlin, in retaliation of similar ac-
tion by England, are taking steps to
make life comfortable for themselves
during what may be a very long con-
finement. :

They have formed their own organ-
izations with a captain for each of the
eight barracks and a general comman-
der of the whole camp. The latter was
one of the leading English merchants
of Berlin.. The men are housed in
the emigrant station of Ruhleben,
where emigrants from Russia and

the legal requirements for their fur-
ther transportation had been complied
with, The restaurant and the. grand
stand of the racing grounds, located
there, are also used as barracks.

PARIS, Dec, 8.~During the' con-
fusion which attended the entraining
of the colonial troops at the Perpig-
nan railway station, 16 boys, from
11 to 15 years of age, succeeded in
hiding on the train and starting with
the troops.

BAN KOF MONTREAL.

MONTREAL, Dec. 7—The annual
meeting 'of the shareholders of the
Bank of Montreal was held at the
head offices here to-day. The annual
financial ' statement of thé :directors

H. V. Meredith, the president, in the
course of his annual .address, remark-
ed that the legitimate business of the
country was on a firm basis, notwith-
standing the war, and eventually the
Dominion would be sounder economi-
cally as a result of the crisis.

Mr, Meredith remarked that whiie
the profits of the bank show a distri-
bution compared with those - of the
preceding year, the shrinkage is main-
ly attribitable to the fact 'that during
the world-wide disturbed financial
conditions, which have existed, it
was deemed prudent to forego the
profit on a portion of the liquid r=-
serves ordinarily carried abroad and
having an earning power.

|GERMANS IN TRENCHES

SLAIN LIE RABBITS

A British  Officer Describes
Slaughter | When His Men
Came to Close Quarters.

LONDON, Dec. 8—The following
vivid_storyof ‘a' British surprise at-
tack in the early morning on the Ger-
man trencheg is from an infantry of-
ficer's letter home: “ With A and D
Companies' we plunged intq, the thick
wood, graduallv working our way
through it. The Germans were firing
into it with rifles and machine-guns,
and the bullets were. humming
through the trees. On getting through
the wood we saw we were behind thz
Germans who were occupying trenches
in the open. Then the fun bégan.
We enfiladed them, knocking thém
over like rabbits Lieut. Hughes and
his platoon charged them in front.
Hughes was killed—shat through the
head. His slayer was spitted on a
bayonét, and even then he tried to
kifk the man, who had him; but was
downed and spitted through and
through. Afterwards we found that
he was the proud possessor of  teh
Iron Cross. He died game.

“Two companies of the Somersets
also joined us. Between us we got
over one hundgred prisoners, wihile
the dead were about the same num-
ber. It was funny to ‘see our men.
picking the Germarts out of the-tfen-
ches, making them high-step ‘away
with their hands above their heads
and fixed bayonets at their backs.
We came' off fortunately: some ten
killed and fifty wounded.”

!  NOTES AND COMMENT.

Tuesday, December 8, 1914 '

 ——

THE SITUATION.

It was only about ten days ago that
all Petrograd was astir because of re-
ported Russian victories over the Ger-
mans. These victories did not receive
official . confirmation, although it was
known at the time that large forces
of Germans were surrounded. The
Gerﬁaps, as a matter of fact, cut and
. hewegd their way out of the Russian
chain; and in a remarkably: short time
they have reformed and come back to
win an important victory over the
Russians near the city of Lodz. There
is -only one explanation’ of this re-
markable military achievement, and
that is that the Germans had a reserve
force'to call upon, and that they were
able to bring this reserve to where it
was needed in the quickest time pos-
sible.’ That ‘Germany’s railways are
proving of immense benefit to the
operations in progress is the conclu-
sion to be drawn. On the other hand,
the Russians at Lodz were unable to
bring ‘up reinforcements, and were
obliged to_fall back nearer Warsaw.
But while .Gesman success, no doubt
a temporary one, has beén achieved in
Poland, little is heard of any German
activity in Flanders or France. It
must surely be perceptiblé to the cas-
ual onlooker that no effort is being
made to reach .Calais or Dunkirk. ‘As
a matter. of fact, the .Germans are in
the position that they can only attend
to one job at once. They have been
busy with the Russians for the past
three weeks—extremely busy. Is it
not more a probability than a possi-
bility that their activity in this regard
is by no means -over? In allf their
efforts so far, either on the eastern or
western battle fronts, no decision has
been reached.. In fact, with each day
passing a decision from the German
viewpoint of success seems a longer
way off than ever. Time is fighting
with the Allies, and while the German
machine is still able to strike effec-
tively,* the time will come when the
machine will break. The battle of
Lodz was merely one interval in the
Russian offénsive. The Russians have
not ceased to invade the plains of
Hungary, nor have they withdrawn
from East Prussia. There is reason
to believe that a well-planned counter-
move, which will take the Germans
out of Poland in a hurry, is in pro-
-gress. - The siege of Cracow contin-
ues, and if the Czar’s army pushes
past this citadel the invasion of Sile-
sia, which the Germans have striven
against by their march into Poland,
is inevitable. In the meantime there
is no doubt that the Russian army in
Poland will be strengthened. and the
fighting here will continue as a safe-
guard to the operations in Galicia and
East Prussia. The Russians, as point-
ed ont by several military critics to-
day, have given 20 miles of Poland to
hold ;300 miles in Galitia, Hungary
and Buckowina. They have done
well,

" THE EFFECT OF WBATHZR ON
STRATEGY.

That. the coming- of winter will
have.its effects on the strategy of the
contending  armies of ‘Europe is but
natural, but contrary to the general
opinion; the results of cold weather
will not- be altoge}her' ‘unfavorable.
This is pointed out by a writer in the
fourth war issue of the Scientific Am-
erican of December 5th, who says:

-From, the vrategical point of view
wintry>weather is not an unmixed evil,
In western Europe thé worst weather
for military operation prevails in an-
tumn, when the rainfall is at its max-
imumizCold weather sets thé roads,
makes the sodden fields practicable for
marching, and bridges over small bod-
jes of -water. Only in the mountain
passes are these advantages offset by
the objection due to snow. In the in-
terior.of the continent—e. 'g., on the
East Prussian and Austrian frontiers—
heavy snowfall occurs even over the
plains .and lowlands; and opposes an
obstacle to ‘military movements.

BERLIN, Dec. 8—The military
medical tuthorities made preparations
at the outset of the war for treating
mental maladies caused by terrors of
battle. ;

It had been shown by the Russo-
Japanese war, that the effect of the
long drawn-out modern battle, with
its terrible and incessant roar of ar-
tillery, was in a high degree unfavor-
able on the minds of the combatants,
and the record of . mental derange-
ments caused by the battles in the
Fas East opened a new chapter in
the horrors of war. 3

In anticipation that similar results
would attend the present war, the
German = authorities established  at
Strassburg a special ~ospital for th?
treatment of diseases of the mind
caused by battle.

PORTUGUESE TROOFS
Will Be Used in Colonial Fightiag.
Believed They Can be More Ef-
fective in Africa.

LISBON, Dec. 8.—~The government
is preparing to send 4,000 more troops
to Angola, Portuguese West Africa.
Two thousand men were sent in Sep-
tember, 500 marines in Octobe: and
another 500 marines are being fitted
out for departure at once.

It appears that Germany has arm-
ed great numbers of Portuguese na-
tives, which are commanded by Ger-
man officers and provided with ar-
tillery. .The prevailing view in Portu-
gas appears to be that the most use-
ful part Portugal can take in the
great war is in the Portuguese Afri-
can colonies, and in aiding the Brit-
ish to carry the war into the German
colonies, which are contiguous to the
Portuguese.

' Blois. Neither faction was strong en-
 ough to destroy the other, and so af-
| ter ten years of continual fighting,
history . recorded =a  long  ineffectual
list of surprises and ambushes, of
raids and skirmishes, of towns taken
and retaken, o: alternate victory and
defeat, in which neither party could
claim a supremacy. It mattered no-
ontfort and Blois had both
from the scene, the one
dead and the other taken by the Eng-

In the south and east the Blois fac-
{ tion held the country, and Nantes the
‘capital was garrisoned and occupied
by a strong French army. In the
north and west the Montfort party
prevailed, for the island kingdom was
at their back and always fresh sails
broke the northern sky-line bearing
adventurers frem over the channel.
