Ames & Company, Limited, and the 
National City Company, Limited. The 
bonds are being offered to the 
through practically every 
and stock broker in Canada, 
the chartered banks.

In arranging for its long term financ­
ing in Canada, rather than in anotherfmar- 
ket, the Government has 
policy that has been almost rigidly ad­
hered to during the last several years, 
the Victory Loans of 1917, 1918 and 
1919 having been planned entirelv for 
the Canadian market and the Refund­
ing Loans of 1923 and 1924 having been 
offered in the same manner. Short 
term financing—such as one year note 
issues—have been placed in United 
States, where the demand for such bonds 
is so strong that such borrowing is ab­
normally cheap. These short term notes, 
however, are of interest only to the large 
financial institutions.

It is understood that the proceeds of 
the new issue will be used for refunding 
purposes, including the retirement of 
$42,000,000 of tax-free bonds, which fall 
due on December 1st next. In this 
matter also, the strict policy of retiring 
tax-free bonds by the usual taxable 
issues is being followed.

The new issue should prove exceed­
ingly attractive to Canadian investors. 
The maturity is fifteen years—in other 
words, these bonds run for the same 
number of years as did the 1934 matur­
ity Victory bonds which were issued in 
1919 and which have become so popu­
lar. At the price of 971 and interest,

Prepare 
the land thoroughly for potatoes and 
apply broadcast 1360 pounds of a 5-6-9 
mixture of chemicals or 1600 pounds of 
a mixed fertilizer with about that, for- 

Use certified seed and take the 
necessary precautions to insure that the 
crop will meet the requirements for 
certification by controlling weeds, in 
sects and diseases.

Sow grain the' second year and seed 
with 10 pounds of timothy and at least 
8 pounds of rod clover and 2 pounds of 
atoike clover, working the land without 
ploughing So provide tilth fine enough 
for the germination of the, grass seed. 
Treat clover seed with nitro-culture. If 
possible top-dress the pain when it 
appears with a light dressing of manure. 
Cut the clover hay the third year before
