Figures from the City Treasurer's De-
partment showing how Hamilton's de- |
benture indebtedness has grown during |
the last ten years are of interest in view
of the fact that the ratepayers in Jan-
uary will be asked to vote oy money by-
laws, aggregating in  value nearly
_5:!.'»0.000, In 1898 the total indebtedness,
including local improvements, was $3,- |
573,790. At the end of five years, in|
1903 it had increased to $4,224,.321. At
the end of 1908 it had jumped to $5,129,-
877. Already $214,165 has been added
| this year. When the $55,000 waterworks
construction debentures and $60,000 for
the new addition to the Victoria Avenue
School are issued the amount will run
up to $5,459,042, while by the end of
1910 it will be increased to nearly $6,-;
000,000, providing the ratepavers vote
the money asked for.
