The Spectator’s Account of 
Himself.

In one of my rambles, or rather 
speculations, I looke.i into the great 
hall, where the bank is kept, and 
was not a little pleased to see the 
directors,secretariesand e’erks, with 
all other members of, that wealth]' 
corporation, ranged in their several 
stations, according to the parts 
they act, in that just and regular 
economy. This revived in my 
memory the many discourses which 
I had both read and heard, con­

JUDGE FISHER.

When a man lives up to eighty, bis 
death is matter for little wonder, but 
we are all startled when we hear of 
the strong matt being suddenly ent 
down. Last Wednesday morning the 
news flew about that Judge Fisher 
was dead. For this announcement 
the people were not prepared, because 
the Judge was a strong; hearty man, 
and but three days before lie had 
appeared at his best on the streets ot 
Fredericton. Congestion of the lungs 
cat him off—we believe he only lasted 
two days.

A gentleman from Fredericton has 
informed ns that the Judge caught 
his death cold standing in the ceme­
tery at the funeral of the late Mr 
Beckwith ; that in time this 
settled upon his lungs and killed him.

It is a pity, in a worldly aspect that 
Judge Fisher has died so early in his 
career. While we have never wasted 
many lines on His Honor while living, 
as he was a gentleman whom we did 
not at all like, now that he is dead 
we hasten to pay the tribute we would 
withhold during his natural life : he 
was an ornament to our Bench. He 
was a man who had a comprehensive 
knowledge of the law he expounded, 
and who had a wide grasp of legal 
principles. On Constitutional law, 
Judge Fisher, we believe, had few 
peers m the Dominion. Ho was a 
man in which the simplicity of the 
half-witted boy and the wisdom of 
the philosopher were most strangely 
mixed. Meet him in his garden, on 
the street, in the store, and you’d say, 
“ How like a big child be talks ! ” 
Hear him on the Bench, wading thro’ 
Constitutional law, and you ask your­
self, “Can it be possible?’’

He was a man of the easiest dispo­
sition, and bad a temper you could 
hardly excite to anger. He has often 
sat upon the bench, and taken abuse 
by the hour from some impertinent 
jawyer, without ever bothering him­
self with what the legal limb was 
saying,uuless when a point of law was 
touched upon. Judge Marsh of 
Fredericton has told the writer 
the following story which 
illustrates this trait in the Judges 
character.

“ I studied law with Charles P. 
He was the mildest mannered, the 
most childlike man, I ever knew. 
He was almost worshipped by his 
students, to whom he acted like a 
father. One day ho had a case at 
Oromocto, and I was with him. 
Needham was pleading, citing law aud 
nonsense, as it suited bis purpose. 
The Judge every uow and again 
poiuted out Needham’s absurdities 
This exasperated Needham, aud he 
began to grow abusive. He forgot 
about his casç, and for two hours 
heaped vituperation on Hie Judge, 
who paid no attention to him, save 
to remark at the conclusion, “ This 
doesn’t touch your case at all.” The 
Court adjourned. I was angry that 
Needham had gone so far; 
more angry with the Judge 
for allowing him to do so

“Do you know, Sir,” said I lo him 
that night, “but I never saxv you at 
a disadvantage before today.’ ‘How 
is that?’ Why Sir,I think you should 
have committed Needham, for con­
tempt. He said nothing. Next day 
the case was resumed, Needham was 
there ; so was the othef counsel. The 
jailer insisted on. having a statement 
down, and the Judge said, Yes I’ll 
admit this. Needham said, ‘Your 
honor I think this is hardly—but be­
fore he conld finish his observation» 
the Judge had called the constable to

take Mr. Needham below.’
I think it had struck the Judge he 

had not done his duty to the 
dignity of the Bench the day 
before, and this was the reason 
poor Needham was taken so short, 
certainly it was not that he cared 
what Needham had said to himself- 
But this is the only case I have ever 
known where the Judge resented the 
abuse of the lawyers.”

Judge Fisher has made no little his­
tory in this Province. He was one of 
the first to attack the “Family Com­
pact,”—he was one of the first to seek 
admission, in after years when he 
attained standing, inside the charmed 
circle he had helped to break up. He 
was a great politician,comparing him 
with the provincial race. He shone 
in the attack, and woe betide (he 
Government who had evil doings at 
its bottom, once he got upon its track 
He ht s passed more acts perhaps 
than any other politician in this 
country, but few of these were 
original. The most of his acts were 
copied from the British Books, slight, 
ly altered to suit time oi place—or to 
cover their pareutage, and they pass­
ed as the creations of Charles P. 
Fishers great mind. But then as 
human abilities arc of different 
classes, if Judge Fisher di 1 not pos­
sess the greater or Creative faculty, 
he did the next to it, the faculty ot 
Adaptibility or Application. He has 
however the credit of having origin­
ated the famous Fisher School Act 
and some others.

In abilities, Charles P. was the first 
and the last of the Fishers. The 
Genius of the family is entombed in 
the same grave ns the dead and 
lamented Judge.

THE SESSION.

The session has opened and we 
venture to predict it will not be a 
very loyg one. Last year it was long, 
because every speaking member on 
the opposition side, like Marius of 
old, had to bewail over the mins ot 
his country. But since last winter, 
better days have been. The clouds 
of depression have broken away, and 
the sun of better times is shining. 
Dead industries have sprung into 
new life, very many industries have 
since been born. Last winter the 
revenue was short, and the obstruc­
tionists Itewailed the tact for days; 
this year a surplus, a stranger for 
many years, is promised, so there is 
no chance for lamentations in that 
quarter. Last year the ruination of 
our trades was predicted, and it 
took weeks to get through this mel­
ancholy task of forecasting; but 
trade in every line for the past 
season has almost doubled within the 
year. Here cither is no margin left 
to make long speeches noon.

The chief business of the session 
will be the terms of the contract for 
building the Canada Pacific, and the 
said terms will be made known im­
mediately after the passage of the 
address. This matter disposed of,and 
we fancy it will take three or four 
weeks,the mountain of the session will 
have been removed. The other busi­
ness promised is not of such a nature 
as to provoke the Opposition to a 
course of violence. Wo do not sup­
pose the bringing ot the Lharybdis 
to St. John will be attacked very 
violently,neither will the enlargement 
of Manitoba proye a very exasper­
ating measure. Steps for a better 
mode of dealing with the Indians may 
involve the House into the throes of a 
war of debate. We hope not how­
ever.

We have an excellent correspon­
dent at the Capital, who will furnish 
us the doings of the House during the 
session. We will not give long diat­
ribes, but we will publish the pith of 
everything of importance done there. 
We publish our first letter today.

WHO ?

Judge Fisher’s shoes arc empty; 
and for a position so large it is not 
surprising tint the applicants are 
many. Lawyers Hint people would 
never dream of, who are little known, 
are bombarding Ottawa now with 
applications; and while it might seem 
hard to guess who the lucky one will 
be, conjecture is ns busy as the old 
gossip when there is a story of a mes­
alliance afloat. Among the appli­
cants it is not worth while while re­
ferring to more than two.tlie Attor­
ney Genera! and Mr Ex-Attorney 
General King ; tliongli some do 
maintain that Sir Leonard Tilley 
“ likes Dr Tuck,” mid that the said 
lawyer “ may be the judge.” How­
ever we drop I lie latter overboard, 
because we think he stands about ns 
good a chance for the position as we 
do. When the last Judgeship was 
filled, the contest was between King, 
Palmer and Fraser ; and the latter 
was successful for two reasons. The 
first because lie was a good lawyer— 
the adjective “ good” having no 
meaning in a moral sense, but only 
being applied to his attainments in his 
profession,—and Sir John makes it 
a point of pride and diity .tp appoint 
competent men toi- the judiciary ; the 
second reason was, Mr Palmer had 
Sir. John’s promise.

At that time however it was 
thought the Attorney General came in 
second in the race, having 
the legal qualifications against 
Mr. Kings party qualification- 
As a Conservative George E. King, 
was more worthy than J. J. Fraser i 
as a lawyer he was less worthy. If 
therefore ho be appointed now it will 
be because of his politics, not because 
of his legal attainments. Mr. George 
E. King is verv justly called an able 
and a brilliant man, and as a politi­
cian he has had few if any superiors 
in this Province; but at the same 
time it does not follow that because a 
man is brilliant as a politician,that lie 
is either sound or learned as a lawyer. 
We do think Mr. King is sound, but 
we do not think he is “learned in the 
law.” Had Mr. King given his at­
tention to law instead of to politics 
he might have been today- perhaps 
the leading light at the bar, but he 
sacrificed his law to his politics ; and 
stands today second rate among the 
legal brotherhood. We think even had 
Mr. King the attainments he Should 
be content at least to wait for Mr. 
Weldons exit, because he has already 
been-fairly rewarded for his service in 
the appointment of Lis brother to the 
postmastership.

On the other hand Mr. Fraspr is 
neutral in Dominion politic*7*wlth 
his sympathies for the present 
party, and he is a sound lawyer, and 
an honest man. The dignity, the 
efficiency and the integrity ,gf the 
Bench would receive an acquisition in 
the appointment of Mr. Attorney 
General Fraser. v-

She has. her own 
especial riding establishment,and here 
she reigns supreme. She will drive a 
tandem team before her at a relentless 
pace around the ring, having fresh 
relays of horses every few minutes- 
She has a place fitted up in the stable 
of her favorite charger where she can 
sleep if she feel so disposed, and 
where she frequently dictates her 
letters to her private secretary, while 
her favorite horse looks over from his 
stall and is patted fondly |>y bis 
imperial mistress.

THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT

The third session ot the Dominion 
Parliament was opened on Thu-sdny 
by the Governor Gcner.il in the fol­
lowing sjicech :
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:
In opening this, the third session of the 

present Parliament. I have to offer you my 
sincere congratulations on the bountiful har­
vest with which Canada has been blessed, ns 
well as on the undoubted return of her com­
mercial prosperity and the substantial 
development of her various resources.

During the recess, ray advisers thought 
the time opportune for making another at­
tempt to carry ont the declared preference 
of Parliament for the construction and 
operation of the Canadian Pacific Railway 
by an incorporated Compin', aided by 
grants of money and land, rather than by 
the direct action of the Government. Three 
of my Ministers therefore proceeded to 
England for the purpose of carrying on ne­
gotiations to that end. I am pleased to be 
able to inform you that their effort were so 
far successful that a contract has been 
entered into, subject to the approval “ of 
Parliament, with men ef high financial 
standing in Europe, the United States, and 
Ca-iada, for the epeedy construction and 
permanent working of this great national 
enterprise. The contract and the papers 
oonneoted therewith will be submitted to 
you without delay, and I invoke for them 
yonr early and earnest consideration. W ith 
this view I have summoned you before the 
usual period, as no notion can be taken by 
the contractor» to prosecute the work and no 
permanent arrangement for the organisation 
of a systematic emigration from Europe to 
the North-West territories can be satisfac­
torily made until the policy of Parliament 
with respect to the railway has been de­
cided. Steady progress has been made in 
the construction of those portions of the 
railway now under eontraet. Two addi­
tional seotions have been recently opened 
for traffic, one from Winnipeg to Portage 
La Prairie, the other from Cross Lake to 
Keewatin, so that there are now in all 264 
miles in operation. Yon will be glad to 
learn that the measures adoptedlo promote 
economy in the working of the Intercolonial 
and Prince Edward Island Railways hare 
resulted in a large redaction ofthe differ­
ence between revenue »ne expenditure, and 
that the steadily increasing traffic warrants 
the expectation that daring the onnent 
year the railways will be self-sustaining.

I have the gratification of informing yon 
that Her Majesty’s Government has gra­
ciously presented to Canada for training 
sohool purposes the steam corvette-Charyb- 
dis” lately returned from service in the 
Chinese Seas. The correspondence on this 
subject will be laid before yon.

I hare thought it well in consideration of 
the ino.eased duties thrown by the devel­
opment of the eonntry upon the civil service 
and for the more efficient organisation ofsueh 
service to issue a Royal commission to ex­
amine and report on the whole question. 
Thea report of the commissioners will, I be­
lieve, be ready to be laid before you at an 
early day, and I ask for yonr consideration 
of snob report and of the whole enbjeet of 
eivil service reform.

A measure for the enlargement of the 
boundaries ofthe Proviuoe of Manitoba will 
be submitted to you. I greatly regret being 
obliged to state that the entire failure of 
the usual food supply of the Indians in the 
Northwest, to which I called yonr attention 
last session, has continued daring the pre­
sent session and has involved the necessity 
of a large expenditure in order to save them 
from absolute starvation. Several of the 
bands have, however, already applied 
themselves te the cultivation of their re­
serves and the care of their cattle. No 
effort will be spared to induce the whole of 
the aboriginal population to betake them­
selves to ogrionltural pursuits.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The Recounts of the lost and estimates 
for the ensuing year will be laid before yen. 
The estimates will, I trust, bo found to have 
been prepared with due regard to economy 
and the efficiency of the public service. It 
will be satisfactory to yon to know that the 
existing tariff has not only promoted the 
manufactures and other products of the 
country, bat has so far increased the reven­
ues of the Dominion, as to place it beyond 
doubt that the receipts of the current fiscal 
year will .be in excess of the expenditures 
chargeable to consolidated revenue.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :
Several measures of importance will be 

submitted to you.. Among them will be 
bills for the winding up of insolvent banks 
and incorporated companies; for the amend­
ment of the Railway Act of 1879, for the 
revision and consolidation of the laws relat- 
iug to Government Railways, and for the 
improvement in several respects of the 
Criminal Law.

I am pleased to be able to inform you 
that there are now good hopes of oar being 
able to place the natnraiisstion of German 
settlers on a more satisfactory footing. A 
measure will be submitted with all the 
papers oonneoted with the matter for yonr 
consideration.

Yonr best attention will, I am sure be 
given to the subjects I have mentioned as 
well as to everything that effects the well 
being and good government of the Dominion.

poodlea." This will be, to many, an 
astounding declaration. That so strange 
a creature could have passed itself off for 
a human being among onr sharp obser­
vers, and clever scientists, transcends 
credibility. Nevertheless it is a fact. 
Simpoodles, once their specific habits be 
known, can be detected in large numbers 
in nearly every town in New Brunswick, 
Newcastle has at least a dozen. They 
seem to prefer town-life; indeed my 
researches have convinced me that the 
town is their proper habitat. In sum­
mer they are more numerous than in 
winter; which leads me to believe that 
many of them hibernate; as their food 
being principally liquid is difficult to be 
procured at that time. During the day 
they are to be mistaken for ordinary 
human beings—their voice, language, 
mode of locomotion, etc. are the same. 
Neither are they, in any marked degree, 
gregarious by day;wbereas by night they 
are strongly so. On some‘of these 
occasions, I have observed as many as 
ten or twelve together, on the sidewalk 
near Streets corner. It is at these times 
the Limpoodle shows its distinctive 
habits. Whatever there is in the nature 
of these creatures not referrable to man, 
is certainly nocturnal. Darkness brings 
a great change over the Lin>poodle’s 
entire action. Its voice thickens, end 
becomes e strange mixture of the growl 
and snarl. The cretinre delights in 
indulging also in the production of vocnl 
sounds of a decidedly guttural tone; 
broken into weird measures by a sort of 
ruminating upheavel of the 
stomach,—a disgusting movement, the 
sensations of which seem very pleasing 
to the Limpoodle. The creatures lose 
also the power of distinct articulation 
under the influence of darkness ; and 
their language would hardly be recog­
nized by a human being at this * time, 
but is more expressive and foil of mean­
ing to themselves. Indeed this is their 
natural jargon ; what they speak by day 
is a foreign tongue, our language ac­
quired by them, just as we learn French.

Limpoodle*, whatever be their com­
plex nature, have enough human reaaun 
to grasp ideas, and the meaning of 
words : and by day conform pretty well 
to the modest and religions habits and 
inclinations of the men and women oi 
the town in which they happen to be ; 
but when under the mysterious power of 
darkness their real character « brought 
out,1 they are found to possess an incred­
ible amount of repulsive coarseness. 
Everything immodeet,blasphemous, irreli­
gious and profane, finds expression in that 
deep, hoarse, nocturnal voice, and 
coupled with the disgusting, retching 
sound before alluded to, render their 
talk the converse of fiends. People who 
are not acquainted with the true descent 
of the Limpoodles bat regard them as 
typically human, are much scandalized at 
these revolting vocal revelries in which 
the creatures indulge ; so that their 
haunts are shunned in Newcastle with 
horror. No human being will pause for 
a moment near one of their rendezvous, 
in case he might be mistaken for oné of 
these creatures. For this reason, none 
are even seen standing after night at 
Stewarts corner except Limpoodles.

I shall trouble yon with a series of 
papers on the Limpoodles, together with 
their habits, prominent strnctional char­
acteristics, mental and moral natures, 
etc., which I trust will be presented in 
each a way that no one will ever ex- 
perience any trouble in recognizing a 
Limpoodle.

Notes from Tabusintac-
Smelt fishing presents a lively ap­

pearance here just now. Smelts 
haven’t been so plentiful for 3 years 
back as they are at present, and the 
fishermen are getting great prices paid 
for them on the- ice. Five of your 
Miramiehi fishermen were down last week 
and paid as high as $40.00 a tun in 
bulk. I understand they are not so 
plentiful on the Tracadie and Poke- 
monche Rivers as they are in Tabusintac. 
There is a little disturbance here in 
regard to giving out licence for fishing 
with bag nets. And this is the way the 
disturbance was caused. One Overseer 
resides in Neguac, and the other in what 
is known as the Stymiest Settlement. 
They both claim that Tabusintac is their 
district. And both gave out licences 
accordingly ; but when the Stymiest 
Settlement Overseer found out tb^t the 
Neguac Overseer, was giving out' 
licenses for fishing in Tabusintac, he 
went around on the day the fishing 
commenced and threatened to sieze their 
nets if they did not take a licence from 
him. He would sieze their nets, so yon 
see that the fishermen or a part of them 
have to pay $2 for fiishing. with one 
bag pet instead of $1 which the law 
allows.

Shooting was excellent duwn here this 
fall. We have a very enteprising young 
agent down here just now, disposing of 
sewing machines, and he is still shooting 
away at a flock of brant that frequents 
the quiet little neighborhood of Portage 
River. I guess he is doing a lively 
business there just now.

To “ Shipper.”
The extracts we have seen. The whole 

article is a tissue pf untruths, that must 
bp plain to all who think it worth while 
to read the same. We do not refer 
to the statements now to undo 
effects, but merely to show how poor a 
cause that cause must be which requires 

such falsehoods to sustain it. Iflfe qll 
know it waç the Mitchell pen
apd ÿnpwball pieu, who had the 16 
febrpary days taken from the smelt 
catching season; and (hat the gentlemen 
accused knpw nothing about the petition 
or steps (or making a new order; indeed 
on t he contrary Senator Muirhead is now

endeavoring to have the new order 
rescinded, and signed a requisition in 
the hands of several fishermen to that 
end. In Kent the present regulation was 
not “accorded,” but bas existed; and the 
“automation”as the paper calls Mr.G. has 
had nothing to do with it. It is not true 
either that smells went from Kent before 
the 1st December—opt one went, and 
therefore Kent County smelts did not 
lower the market to the injury of the 
Miramiehi fishermen. If any were 
shipped from Kent before December 1st. 
where is the return?—none can be found. 
As to the leisure by Mr. Wyee ihe 
person says in one breath it was done to 
keep np the farce of regulation and in 
ano'her .that the seized smelts were 
delivered “in telegraphic order fiom ’lie 
Inepector”-rthe latter statement demol­
ishing the former. To recapitulate. 
Everyone knows that the salvation of 
onr smelt trade depended upon some 
restriction that would keep the markets 
from being swamped; that the shippers 
early in the summer pat their bends to­
gether, drew ap a petition and this fall 
presented it to Mr. Pope asking that the 
time be shortened to save the trade. The 
Inspector endorsed the report, seeing the 
wisdom of its drift. No one bat the 
shippers took hand, set or part in it, and 
the shippers were Grit and Tory. Kent's 
regulations were not “accorded,"because 
they stand now as they had been before 
this eeasoni'NÀliiér shipper nor fisherman 
bothered aboot die regulation: neiiher 
did the "automation”—as the pope* 
calls him. And, neither did the depart­
ment interfere. But no smelts went before 
the let December from Kent, hence no 
harm was done the markets, but had 
there been, no blame could attach to any 
one inasmuch as local regulations come 
through the peoples representations, and 
requests. Senator Muirhead opposes ihe 
new order, yet lie is charged with having 
it made to oppress the fishermen. Hon. 
M. Adams didn’t bother his head about 
it, wasn't spoken to about it, hence knew 
nothing about it, and he is charged with 
acting with the Senator. What horrible 
staff to be sent out under the name of 
“editorial."

We now tHU say, that the smelt 
fishing regulations should be uniform all 
over; since they are made with an eye to 
regulating common markets. This is the 
only thing the paper referred lo might 
have said, but it did not say it.

The Malone Case.
Our readers know about this case. 

Malone a policeman in St. John, some 
weeks ago arrested a man on suspicion. 
The man submitted quietly to the arrest, 
but took an opportunity of making a 
sudden escape from the policeman. He 
run off and the policeman shot him. A 
jury was empanelled and a Coroner in 
8t. John, one Rugby, was very much 
excited, and evidently wm anxious in an 
illegal and silly way to have the man 
hanged. Indeed some of the St. John 
papers also showed a strong disposition 
towards hanging, and at the time we 
asked them to leave this unpleasant task 
to the éonrt and the hangman.

Malone was sent op for trial, and 
Thursday his case came on before 
Judge Wetmore in the St. John Court. 
Much interest- was felt by the people, 
who had been misled by Coroner Rogby 
and the papers on the duty of any ex­
po nnder of the law under the circum­
stances, as to what the tenor of the 
charge would be. Here it is, 
as to the scope of the observa­
tions, though a poor report of the Judges 
pithy sentences.

Looking at the case from 
the present standpoint many of ns 
would no doubt say that it would be 
better that Malone had allowed the 
deceased to escape and looked to an­
other time to arrest his prisoner. Bat 
this is not the way that we should view 
such things. Look at the Munro tragedy, 
the McKenzie affair, the Vaughan tra­
gedy : would a policeman be exonerated 
if he attempted to shirk his duty by 
allowing the. offender to escape in each 
a case? We must view the case simply 
as a matter of law. It was his duty to 
show what the policeman ought to do and 
it was for them to show how far he ex­
ceeded hie duty. The killing of Me- 
Farlane is proved beyond a doubt; it is 
not denied; the offence of manslaughter 
has beerr clearly proved, and it is for the 
prisoner to show that there was a justi­
fication tor it. If a constable has been
informed a felony baa been committed, 
and ha* reasonable grounds that such a 
felony has been committed, he has a right 
to make, an arrest. It was for the jury 
to show ‘tua"<- such a belief was reason^ 
able. When a constable makes an 
arrest, the law justifies him in retaining 
his prisoner, at all hasarde,even to killing 
The law is very plain in this respect. 
[Read law.] If the policemen had 
reasonable grounds for belief that a 
felony had been committed, and did be­
lieve it, and went to arrest the party, 
he had a right to make the arrest, war­
rant or no warrant. Having made this 
arrest it was bis duty to retain the pris­
oner. You cannot say that the arrest 
might have been made at a subsequent 
period.; it is not a matter of expediency, 
he must mautain the arrest at all has­
ards. If the man has escaped—not 
that be might be captured afterwards— 
the policemen has a right to ose the 
measures he had taken. Malone was 
then in the discharge of his duty, and he 
was bound to do it ; and the law author­
izes him to do what he had done if it 
was shown that such a coarse was ne-r 
cessary. If it was a necessity the pris­
oner did simply was his duty, uud 
no cfi#in*l action should be taken 
against biro. They trust not look at 
the question whether the prisoner could 
be arrested again or cot. Waa there a 
reasonable cause to believe a felony had 
been committed ? From the statement 
made to Mr Tapley there waa nothing to 
show that Macfarlane had been guilty of 
felony. But there is other evidence.

You must look at other things. Look 
at what occurred at Welsh’s house. It 
is a pity neither of the men Alcorn 
were present to give evidence. 
Mrs Walsh’s evidence is important 
for the Jury’s consideration. His 
Honor related the conversation that oc­
curred at Walsh's house. The prisoner 
had not told Tapley all that Alcorn had 
told him ; the mere fact that he asked 
Mrs Walsll to look in the trunk shows 
that he knew more about it. Then 
there is further evidence, the statement 
made by Malone before the Magistrate. 
Any evidence the prisoner gives in his 
own behalf cannot be used for him. if any 
objection is taken against it. But in 
this case it has not been done, and there­
fore his deposition was for the considera­
tion of the Jury. [Deposition read J 
There was a slight difference between the 
two statements lie had made; in one 
“having good ctittse to suspect John 
Macfailane of felony, etc,” is omitted. 
Then again, it has been said that the 
man's character was not good evidence. 
But in this His Honor could not agree 
with the Crown officer. We must look 
for what reasonable grounds the officer 
had, if it had been a man ef good 
character that had been charged with 
such an offence, the grounds would be 
jinreasonuble, but in this case a man of 
dissolute habits and bad character has 
been charged, and he jhooght the con 
stable would he justified in believing the 
truth of the charge in such an instance. 
He should conclude that Malone being 
an efficient officer knew the character 
that Macfarlane bore. His Honor dealt 
at some length with the duties and 
liabilities of policemen. If the police­
man had just çauae to arrest Macfailane 
and if to secure the prisoner he was 
obliged to fire, and the man was killed, 
then the killing was not manslaughter. 
If he fired to frighten him and the 
huile; struck tie ground, glanced and 
struck and killed McFarlane, then the 
death was accidental. His Honor said 
a policeman was never off duty.

Malone is now at large and lias no 
mere penalties lo fear so far as Judge 
Wetmore's Court is concerned; but it is 
not at all so clear that he has yet es­
caped Coroner Rugby’s hands.

impossible. We have gigantic forces 
arrayed against us, but we have mote 
pov/erful forces on our side—namely,the 
forces of nature, forces of nationality, 
forces of patriotism and true devo­
tion . These are sufficient to
take off the yoke of English 
migove-.nment and chase from -the 
country that nsurpationwhich has too long 
had its heel upon our neck. Look at 
what we have done to this pitiful gov. 
eminent. In twelve months wo have 
obliged them to reverse every principle, 
every law, every tradition on which they 
built their position. We have made 
them eat their speeches.
It is very well to talk in the enthusiasm 
of the moment about defying England ; 
but imagine a force of men, like Ireland 
would put against British troops, un­
drilled, and unarmed. They would be 
no better off than they were in 98, when 
they fought with pikes and scythes; and 
there would be many a Vinegar Hill 
seen over again. Imagine Ireland 
placed under martial law, her people 
not allowed to mass together; without 
the means of getting arms, or the 
knowledge ot using them. We think 
it were much better had Parnell gone on 
addressing himself to the Land Question 
exclusively. That once settled, if he 
fell in the mood and saw the way to­
wards Repeal, lie might go ahead. 
But mixing the two may bring the 
defeat ol both.—En Star.
