Fierce Fighting on Three Sides of Goritz Garried
On by Italians

Rome, June 14—Fierce fighting on
three sides of Goritz, and the partial
destruction of the Austrian fortress
of Malborget in the Carnic Alps
were reported in official despatches
from General Cadorna today.

The explosion of a munitions
magazine during a violent bombard
on Sunday afternoon %lew out the
wing of a fort of Malborget. Italian
aviators reported that several high
explosive shells appeared to have
craghed into the magazine simultan-
eously.

There was a dull roar that shook
the mountainside and the masonry
was blown to bits. A column of
smoke shot high into the air and
Itadan artillerymen burct into
cheers.

A furifous battle is being
along the east bank of the Isonzo,
six miles north of Goritz, where
Italian infantry crossed the river and
cut the railway leading north from
Goritz, after occupying Playa.

The enemy has been reinforced hy
detachments from the garrison at
Goritz and has launched a determin-
ed attack to drivg these Borsaglieri
acroas the river.

As rapidly as new pontoons egn be

constructed, Gen. Cadorna is rushing
troops across the river at this point
to support his forces on the east
bank. These operations are proceed-
ing under a hot fire from Awustrian
guns on a height south of Plava,
TLhe losses on both sides have been
heavy and hundreds of bodies have
gone floating down the river toward
the sea.

From in front of Goritz a heawy
bombardment of the outer forts com-
tinues night end day. To the south
another Italian infantry force, oco-
operating with the two movements
to the north, cut the railway leading
from Goritz to Trieste by seizing
the station at Sargrado, and are mov-
ing northward toward the village of
Rubbla.

Tke Italian rnrmies north of Goritz,
'near Plava, are descending upon the
Austrian lines of communication
from Goritz eastwerd. The opera-
tions aroun! the fortress city, there-
fore, are almost identicel with the
envelopirg miovement of Gen. Mac-

Mr. Ander said that several years
ago the Boy Scout movement had
started here but had died out. It
ked been revived since the war.
Some people had said that in New-
castle any new movement would
soon go to pieces. In so far as that
had been true, it had been because
such movements when started had
been let go by themselves. Before
the Newcastle Boy Scouts could be
registered they must be backed by
an organization of citizens and have
two or three more Scout Masters.
There were too many for one man
to manage. The movement at first
was of the Presbyterian church only,
but now there were five patrols from
three churches. Scout Masters
were wanted—men with plenty of
time and lots of interest in the move-
ment.

Rev. Mr. Macorthur congratulated
the Scouts on their ability to give a
good concert, and heartily endorsed
the B. S, movement. He hoped that
the men would respond to Mr. An-
der's appeal. The movement stodd
for purity, cleanliness, loyalty to
King and Country, for kindliness, for
good Samaritanship. He had heard
a man say that the Scout movement
would have to be cut out for his boy
until after the examinations. This
was a mistcke, A trve Boy Scout
would not neglect his lessons. If
the Scouts continued there would
be no one next generation to say he
did not care who ruled this country.
We should have better laws, higher
ideals. One thing he admirced in the
Germans—not tHeir cruelty, but
their having lved for an ideal for
which they were ready to sacrifice
everything. He would rather be such
a German than a Briton so sordid
that the spirit of sacrifice did not
burn in his soul.

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Butter Wrappers
Must be Printed
Extracts From Dairy Circular

Issued by Department of
Agriculture

The following information is given
for the benefit of the farmers of
Northumberland county who have in
the past been selling their butter
done up in plzin butter porchment
paper.

According to a circular issued
from the Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa, “The Brand'ng of D:ziry But-
ter,” it is illegal to sell dairy butter
unless wrapped in a printed wrapper,
with the words “Dairy Butter” print-
ed in letters one-quarter of an inch
square. A new subsection of “The
Dairy Induztry Act, 1914,” dealing
with the weigat of butter 2s put up
in prints or blocks, reads as fol-
lows:

“No person sell,
have in his po: icn for sale, any
butter moulded cr cut into prints,
blocks, squares or pats, unless such
prints, blocks, squares or pats are of
the full net weight of
pound, one pcund or two nounds
the time they are mov'ded or
Nothing in this
held to apply to butter in rolls
lumps of indisariminzte weight
sold by farmers.”

The Regulations made under the
autherity of the Act came into force
on September 1:t, znd provide that
when dairy butter is put up in
blocks, squares prints and wrap-
ped in par hment piner the paper
shall be printed or birinded with the
words “DAIRY BUTTER,” IN LET-
TERS AT LEAST ONE-QUARTER
INCH SQUARE, in ~nddit'on to any
other wording thot the buttermaker
‘may desire to use. There is nothing
i1 the Act or Regulations to prevent
the use of the word “Separator” in
addition to the words “Dairy But-
ter,” but no such grade of butter as
“Separator” recosnized by the
law. The Butter Act of 1903 defined
only two grades, nomely, “Da 5
and “Creamery.” The Dairy Iludus-
try Act of 1914 defines a third grade
as “Whey"” butter.

Petrograd, June 12—The Russian
infantry with surprising ease, has
inflicted a succession of great de-
feats on the Germusns in East Gali-
cla.

The main attack of the enemy was
conducted at Moszicka, with heavy
guns on the railways, but It was
spent before the Germeans reached
the barbed wire ectanglements in
front of the main position. They
have retreated in the utmost  disor-
der, leaving thousands of dead.

Simultaneously, the Russians
started an enveloping movement |
against General Von Linsingen's
army, which had crcssed the Dnies-
ter, The Russian infantry, with
magnificent dash, attacked the Ger-|
m¢ns, who had a number of l‘nrev,:
inoh guns, and drove tliem from lhel
weods. They cnnihilated a divisicn,

ed by the Prussian Guards and ad-
venced rapidly toward Haliecz, from
where they proposed to conduct the
main attack on Lemberg. All their
movements, however, were easily
frustrated,

is for the duration of the war between Great Britain and

Germany and six months after if required.

The Rate of Pay

For Private $1 per day, also 10 cents field pay for seven
days a week, equal to $33 pér month and found; for Corporal
$1.10 per day, also 10 cents field pay; for Sergeant $1.35
per day, also 10 cents per day; and additional pay for special
employment as cooks, ete.

A Separation Allowance

$20 per month will be paid to the wife of every soldier
or to his widowed mother if he is her sole support.

Assigned Pay

Every soldier whose wife or mother receives the separa-
tion allowance must assign one-half his pay which will be
paid direct to his wife or mother. More than one-half may
be assigned. \

Pensions

If rendered “totally incapable,” $264 a year a year; if
“incapable,” $192 a year; if “materially incapable,” $132 a
year; if “in a small degree incapable,” $75 per year. If
sergeant these amounts will be increased to $336, $252, $168,
$100 respectively. To widows of privates $22 per month
and $5 per month for each child. To widows of sergeants
$28 per month and $3 per month for each child. Widowed
mothers whose son was sole support, on same basis. For or-
phans the rate may be doubled.

Physical Requirements
