Kaiaer Frederick's Secretary.
Herr Gustav Freytag has just pub­

lished an essay on Karl von Normann, 
former secretary gnd court marshal of 
Emperor Frederick from 1864 to 1884. 
The author describes how intimate were 
the relations between von Normann and 
the crown prince’s family, who regarded 
him as a member of it in the true sense 
of the word. In the first years of his 
office he performed all the duties of pri­
vate secretary; he carried on all the cor­
respondence of the crown prince and 
princess with the artists, authors, and 
the charitable institutions with which 
they were connected; but by degrees he 
became the most intimate counselor of 
the prince’s family.

In the year -1884 he withdrew from 
court and went into the service of the 
state. After a short preparation he be­
came Prussian ambassador to Bruns­
wick, Oldenburg and Lippe. In the 
early morning of the day on which Nor­
mann left the crown prince the latter 
came to his room, embraced and kissed 
him, thanked him for his services, and 
said: “When I am emperor you will be 
the first whom I shall call to my side.” 
A short time after the sick Emperor 
Frederick arrived at Charlottenburg, 
Herr von Normann was informed of the 
illustrious patient's wish to have him 
near him, and liis removal to Berlin was 
talked about. When for this reason he 
was summoned to the emperor, and ap­
proached the bed of the patient, the em­
peror, on seeing him step into the room, 
stretched both arms out toward him.’ 
He sank on his knees before the bed 
weeping, and the emperor held him Iona 
in close embrace. It was the last time 
they met, and a few weeks after the em- 
peror s death, on July 17, 1888, Karl von 
Normann died of heart disease.—Berlin 
Cor. London Standard.

The project implies the concentration of 
a large number of manufacturing planta 
in the little village ot Niagara Falls, enâ 
alio the transmission of power to BuffalK I 
by 20 mile cables laid on the bed of the 
river. The tunnel at Niagara Falls will 
make that village a moat desirable spot 
for flour makers, and all other ‘supreme 
milling centres,’ from Budapest to 
Minneapolis, may well begin to tremble 
in their boots and shoes when the tunnel 
project ‘gets up a move.’

Tories did not imagine the figures would 
reach 100. There was no question of 
principle involved,in the defeat of Drury. 
It was merely a question of commercial 
greed that actuated those who opposed 
him.

In the detest < f Hon .1. M. Gibson, in 
Hamilton, the Government sustains the 
loss of another good man and the country 
loses the service» of a faithful and cap­
able public servant. Hamilton will not 
be greatly the gainer by substituting a 
young man of comparatively no parte 
like Mr Stinson for her tried form­
er representative, and it is doubtful 
whether Mr Gibson will re enter public 
life as the representative of an outside 
constituency.

Thus weliave three portfolios vacant, 
and the question of who will fill them is 
now before the Government. Fortunate­
ly the Government has among it» sup­
porter» many men who in the past have 
given an earnest of their ability on the 
floor of the House, and thereby shown 
that they were possessed of Cabinet tim­
ber. In addition to the plethora of good 
men amongst the older members, there 
has been a large infusion of new blood, 
the result being on the whole of a 
strengthening character. Of the new 
members capable of filling the position 
of a Cabinet Minister with credit 
to himself and beneSt to the Province 
we know of none more comnetent than 
Mr J. T. Garrow, the member for West 
Huron. In fact, amongst the members 
of the House outside of the Cabinet we 
do not know hia superior. The fact that 
Mr Garrow is a new member should not 
debar him from a place in the Cabinet if 
the Province desires the service of her 
moat capable eons. West Huron has 
been represented in the Cabinet for the 
past seven years, and with a represen­
tative combining the ability, intelligence 
and application of J. T. Garrow we 
fail to ace why the constituency should 
not continue to be represented in the 
Provincial Cabinet.

The report on tho Mineral Resources 

of Ontario and the Best Methods tor 
their Development, recently published 
by the Provincial Government, is one of 
the most comprehensive volume! on the 
line mentioned over turned out In any 
country. Last year the Ontario Govern­
ment appointed a commission consisting of 
Messrs John Charlton, M.P., R. Bell, 
of the Geological Survey, Ottawa, 
H. Merritt,mining engineer,and An m- 
bald Blue, Secretary, to enquire into 
the mineral resources of the Province 
and the best methods of developing 
them. Amongst the places visited by 
the commission was Goderich, and 
a report rf the meeting held here 
was given at tho time in The 
Signal. The full report of the labors 
of the commission now published makes 
A.large'volume replete with accurate and 
reliable information concerning the min­
eral wealth of oar Province, and, if the 
suggestions made by the commission are 
acted upon, we may in a short time look 
for development of our resources of an 
unprecedented character. The report ia 
divided into six sections. The first deals 
with the geology of Ontario, with special 
reference to economic minerals ; the sec­
ond contains notes on mines, locations 
and works visited by the commission ; 
the third discusses the influence of com­
mercial conditions upon the mining in­
dustry ; the fourth reviews the mining 
laws and regulations of different countries 
throughout the world ; the fifth relates 
to the emeltisg of ores of economic min­
erals in Ontario ; and the sixth diacuaaes 
the measures for finding minerals and 
encouraging their development A com-

Reverie of an Indian Maiden^And 
“Lines," breathe the true poetic spirit 
whilst his “Plea for Bachelors," and 

Replication’’ thereto, vividly portray 
the author’» keen appreciation of humor 
and his thorough mastery of sarcasm, as 
well as stamp him as a shrewd obser­
ver of human nature. The two laat 
mentioned production» were evidently 
written whilst the author was in Bermu­
da for hia health, aa they are both ad­
dressed to the Royal Gazette, Bermuda. 
In the first he defends the bachelor—I 
quote one verse ftom this poem :
Who would not be a bachelor and ne’er be

And stare through all the windows of the

This poem contains seven verses. In 
his “Replication to a Plea for Bachelor»’’ 
he answers the first poem by all the ar­
guments he can bring to bear against 
bachelor life.

A TORONTO WORKMAN STRUCK BV 
l LIGHTNING.
I --------------- -
Helton County Visited by m Tornado—The 
t Elements do Great Damage In the 

States—A Tent Sheltering *000 People 
Blown Down—Loss of Life.

Toronto, June 1A—John Hamilton, an 
employe of the rolling mills at Swansea,, was 
struck dead by lightning, while returning 
from his day’s work in the Lake Shore road.

About 5# o’clock several of the workmen 
from the mills were caught in the heavy 
thunder shower. John Hamilton, who wai 
some distance ahead of the others, took shel­
ter under a tree opposite the front of Howard 
Lake. W. Stickles, No. 1 Lisgar place, and 
D. Kent, 1430 Queen-street west, also made 
for the tree, while Hamilton from his refuge 
stood laughing at the wetting the two were 
getting. Suddenly there was a flash of 
blinding light and a terrible crash. Stickles 
and Kent stopped short in terror and then 
ran forward to Hamilton, who lay with his 
hands outstretched as if clutching at the tret 
for support,

Stickles raised his head, but the poor man 
'bad been instantly killed. No mark of any 
kind disfigured the body, and but for a rent 
in his trousers, probably done by the tree, 
the clothes were not marked at all. On the 
side of the tree opposite to the portion under 
which the victim stood a large branch Was 
split off.

The deceased was 39 years of age and ar­
rived in Toronto from Kent, England, six 
months ago. He was employed in what is 
called the “scrap gang” in the mills, and as 
his salary was not large his wife is left alone 
among comparative strangers with no means 
of support. She is prostrated with grief. 
The deceased was a member of St George's 
Society in England, but as yet no funeral 
arrangements have been made.

A TORNADO IN HALTON.
Farm Buildings Wrecked and Fences De­

stroyed—A Child’s Arm Broken.
Milton, June 11.—A tornado passed about 

a mile north of town at 2X this afternoon, 
wrecking Wm. Center’s barn in Esquesing, 
the dwelling, sheds and barn of Malcolm 
Chisholm, Alex. McNabs bam and sheds. 
Fences were torn down and much damage 
done. The path of the tornado was about 
50 yards wide and extended across the 1st, 
2nd and 3rd concessions of Esquesing. One of 
Mr. Chisholm’s little girls had her arm 
broken but no other casualties are reported.

* A Child’s Close Calî.
Braces ridgk, June 11.—During a heavy 

thunder storm this afternoon the house of 
William Ross was struck by lightning, 
wrecking the house badl). A child lying 
asleep upstairs had a narrow escape from 
falling bricks from a chimney which were 
thrown all over the room, about a dozen 
falling on the bed where the child lay, but 
fortunately all the inmates escaped injury.

The Illinois Cyclone.
Joliet, I1L, June 11.—The damage done by 

the cyclone at Channahon last night was 
slight. Two houses were blown down. The 
occupants escaped uninjured.

Bloomington, Ill., June 11.—Specials 
give particulars of a cyclone which 
swept Dewitt county between 11 o'clock and 
noon to-day. A schoolhouse near 
Birkbeck was demolished while school 
was in session. Five children were 
injured, of whom it is feared two will die. 
At Wapella thé Illinois Central depot and 
the Methodist church were wrecked. A 
man named Rouse living near that 
town was fatally hurt. Trees and 
telegraph poles were smashed in all 
directions. The bam on Mrs. Abbott’s farm 
near Wapella was demolished and three horses 
killed. Considerable damage was done at 
Wayuesvillo and Clinton. The storm moved 
northwest to southeast in a pathway about 
half a mile wide.

A Circus Tent Blown Over.
Jacksonville, Ill., June 11.—Two thou­

sand persons were in a tent south of Jack­
sonville listening to a concert to-day, when 
a storm sprang up and the tent blew 
over on the crowd. A scene of mad con­
fusion ensued, the poles and heavy canvas 
crushing many to the ground. Quite a 
number of persons were injured, the most 
seriously being Mrs. Musgrave, wife of the 
pastor of Grace M. E. Church, hurt about 
the spine ; Miss Aldersou of Chapin, skull 
fractured.

Obstruction in Iowa.
Wapella, la., June 11.—A cyclone last 

night destroyed the fair ground exhibition 
hall ami tore to pieces residences of Mrs. 
Biggs, S. Bryant and O. W. ives. All the 
inmates of the houses were injured more or 
less, though none fatally.

A Fatal Bolt.
Scranton, Fa., June 11.—Morgan Lewis 

was killed and four other persons injured by 
lightning near Oliphant to-day.

Heavy Losses in Pennsylvania.
Carlisle, l’a., June 11.—A severe hail and 

wind storm passed over the entire Cumber­
land valley this evening, doing considerable 
damage to growing crops. Hail fell in large 
quantities. Reports from the surrounding 
country state the damage was heavy.

New York in Darkness.
New York, June 11.—Lightning struck 

the Manhattan Electric Light Co’s works 
to-night and caused a fire which did $40,000 
damage. Many switchboards and dynamos 
were destroyed A large section of the up­
per part of the city will now be in darkness 
until Saturday.

Marmora, June 11.—Thomas Lawrence of

ing at 9 o’clock. He retired for the night and 
complaining of a headache told his wife he 
would take some salts. He arose and delib­
erately took a dose of strychnine which, it is 
believed, he had purchased for the purpose. 
He was dead in 15 minutes. After .taking 
the deadly drug he asked for vinegar. As 
there was none in the house he asked for coal 
oil The deceased was about 32 years of age 
and apparently enjoyed good health. His 
wife is an invalid and with her two small 
children are in reduced circumstances. Law­
rence has several times told his wife that he 
meant to take his life.

Coroner Dr. Jones upon becoming acquaint­
ed with the facts decided that an inquest was 
not necessary.

Judge 
Desnoyers w as in a quandary and took till 
to-morrow to consider the matter, when it is 
probable Hale will be discharged from cus­
tody.

Opening of the Presbyterian Supreme 
Court at the Capital.

Ottawa, June 11.—A large audience 
gathered in Bank-street Church this evening, 
the occasion being the assembling of the 
members of the Sup erne Court of the 
Fresbyterian Church in Canada. Principal 
Grant, the retiring moderator, preached an 
admirable sermon from Hebrews xii.

As predicted yesterday Dr. Laing of Dun- 
das was chosen to succeed Dr. Grant in the 
moderatorship. He was conducted to the 
chair by Messrs. Bursou of St, Catharines 
and Johnston of Fredericton, his mover and 
seconder. The new moderator expressed 
thanks and craved indulgence and assistance 
from the court.

Acknowledgment was made by the retiring 
moderator of correspondence from Her Ma­
jesty the Queen and from His Excellency the 
Governor-General in reply to addresses from 
the last assembly. After a few routine ar­
rangements had been made the assembly ad­
journed to enter upon regular work to-mor­
row morning.

BAPTISTS IN COUNCIL.

The Midland Counties' Associate » at Galt 
—Encouraging Reports.

Galt, June 11.—The Midland Counties’ 
Association of the Baptist Church is in 
session here. Last night an able opening 
sermon was preached by Rev. D. G. Mc­
Donald of Stratford. This morning Rev. J. 
L. Gilmour, B. A., of Orangeville, delivered 
the annual sermon from John xx. 21. The 
discourse was a clear exposition of the 
passages.

Reformed Presbyterians.

societies, and laid over the report 
of the committee on divorce until the 
next synod. The report permits divorce 
for adultery and wilful desertion only. The 
report of the committee on tobacco was 
finally adopted, the third recommendation 
being amended to request elders and mem­
bers engaged in the tobacco traffic to with­
draw from it.

Petbrboro, June 11.—Mr. H. IL Patter­

son, the Lakefield jeweler, has returned from 
Prescott, where he identified about $106 
worth of tho jewelry found on the burglars 
under arrest as his. The five suspects ar­
rested are to be tried on a charge of burglary 
at Prescott, after which they will probably 
be brought here and placed on trial in con­
nection with the Lakefield burglary.

Straggling «hoot* of ehrnbbery «ho aid 
be clipped about June, or a little later. 
One may preach against formality and 
artificial outlines, but the maiority of peo­
ple are pleased with nicely rounded or 
conical specimens, whether singly or in 
groups. As a little abort, well-rotted 
manure should be annually dug Into the 
flower-beds, it will cause a strong growth, 
especially in coleus, consequently the 
tops should be frequently clipped. 
There ie wide difference between beds 
so treated and those permitted to grow 
at will. If the beds are in regular de­
signs the shears should frequently be 
need to shape the outlines. It dry, 
bring hose and sprinkler into requisi­
tion. as plants set thickly in beds rapid­
ly absorb moisture from the soil.

Worth Brpratla*
The way to grow sour grapes Is to let 

all the bunches grow that set. I know, 
for I tried it once. Now I pinch off all 
but two bunches on a cane and see to it 
that there are not too many canee. 
Where more than one cane grows from a 
bud the extras are broken off soon after 
they start On my soil I never get too 
little wood. Variety, soil and age of 
vine" will determine the best mode of 
sommet pruning. Rose bugs will crawl 
through a very small hole. Bags to pro­
tect grapes from their ravages must be 
pinned 'tight around the stem or cane, 
otherwise they will get in and devour 
the young fruit. I bag mine as soon as 
they bloom.—Farm Journal.

Fast-Walklnj ■erses.
Get a fast walker if you are baying a 

horse ; second, train any colt in breaking 
to step lively. Who, speaking from 
practical experience, can tell the best 
wsy to teach a young horse to have a 
rapid-walking gsit ? Plenty can tell how 
to teach them to trot or run fast ; but 
nine-tenths of the work of horses is 
done on the walk.—Prairie Farmer.

A Hardeners' Friend.
I have four or 6ve toads in my green­

house, and they are so tsme I can do 
anything with them ; they will feed from 
my hand. Toads are the greatest friends 
the gardener has, sa they eat woodlioe, 
slugs and lots of other insects that so 
infest the greenhouse. I would not 
have one of mine hurt in any way if I 
knew it. I watched one the other day 
sad saw him "catch no less than five or 
six woodlice in about two minutes.— 
English Gardening Illustrated.

Tree Cellar..
Trees and plants growing naturally in 

low, boggy spots are not necessarily re­
stricted to such conditions, but frequent­
ly succeed much better where the land 
ie well drained. The alleged neoessity 
for transplanting trees into similar soils 
h therefore untenable. A pine or fir, if 
unmolested, forme one straight leading 
shoot, and this feature contributes 
largely to the tree's beauty. Should 
any accident happen to it, two, three, or 
even more terminals will result, to the 
sacrifice of symmetry. But by remov­
ing all but one ol these shoots, the speci­
men regains its attractive conical out­
line.

Teach Love ot Leaves.
A simple yet effective way of saving 

the trees which should adorn our land­
scape would be to teach children in the 
public schools to respect and preserve the 
leaves and shoots of the shrubs, vines and 
other plants planted as ornament or 
shelter m the school-grounds. We have 
here large schools with but narrow play 
grounds; yet, after a talk to the little 
ones on the nature and usee of lesves and 
trees by the principal, and after they 
found that he cared for them, they began 
t j care, too, and it was a beautiful thing 
and a line tribute to the teacher to see 
how safe the little vines and plants 
remained all-the season m ground beaten 
bare and hard by hundreds of rushing 
feet. The same care is noted in German 
and Austrian school-grounds, where the 
classes often meet around some plant or 
bed to observe how a detail from their 
number proceeds in planting or grafting, 
or training,and in twelve years'experience 
in American schools one teacher fonnd all 
tendency to vandnlism among plants soon 
banished by the interest, easily . excited, 
and the lessons, of such evident useful­
ness, and which aid rather than detract 
from the book-lessons.—A Farmer- 
Teacher.

laseet-B.strnyers.
Tobacco smoke will kill the green fly 

on roses, but when out of doors tobacco 
dust, which is cheap, will answer every 
purpose and is far more readily applied. 
But for striped-cucumber beetles, and 
the blue flea-beetles, I doubt itseitieacy; 
besides, a fellow would have a good time 
“covering and smoking” an acre of such 
plants In the morning “while wee with 
dew.”—A. S Fuller.

Seed Produclioa Weakening.
A small apple full of seeds, or a puny 

bunch of grapes with many seeds, makes 
a greater dram on the tree or vine than 
a large, juicy fruit consisting more of 
flesh or pulp than seed. For, as in the 
animal kingdom, the production of pro­
geny weakens the parent, and the rarest 
elements go into the seeds that are to 
yield it. Grapevines are much given to 
overbearing, and the way to grow sour 
grapes ie to let all the bunches grow that 
set. After having pruned at least half 
the wood away in October or November, 
we pick off half the bunches in May. 
This year, however, the 10-degree of 
March 7 thinned more than we want on 
all vines left up on the trellises. There 
will be, however, many too-late-coming 
bunches to be got rid of.

The telle Lily,
This la properly the time when callas 

should rest from blooming. Fur the 
benefit of enterprising individuals who 
ignore the fact that ell plants need 
periods of rest, and make vain attempts 
to force callas'to bloom twice a year, we 
copy the following from the Uousewife ; 
“My callas don’t bloom, is the cry from 
many quarters. What ie the matter? 
We cannot say positively, but can say 
truly the calla wants water like a mill, 
heat like a furnace, food like an army, 
and absolute rest during summer. In 
its native habitat it is in water a foot or 
more in depth, in broad «-pen. sunlight, 
In soil as rich as d«caved vngvtanon can

make it. Soon after the flowering sea­
son ie over the waters subside ; the soil 
in which they grow becomes as hot and 
dry as it Is possible for it to get iu the 
tropics." || ______

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.
Made Ie Leek hew.

Old clothing may be made to look 
nearly as good *• new by pursuing the 
fallowing plan, says the Philadelphia 
Retord'.—

Take, for inatsnee, a shiny, old cost, 
or vest of broadcloth, cashmere or 
diagonal The scourer makes a strong, 
warm soapsuds and plunges the garment 
into it, souses it up and down, rube the 
dirty places; if necessary, puts it through

second tude, then rinses it through 
aeveral water» aud hangs it to dry on the 
line

When nearly dry he takes It in, rolls it 
up or an hoar or Iwo and then presses it. 
An old notion cloth is laid on the outoide 
of the enat aud the iron passed over that 
until the wrinkle* are ont; but the iron 
ie removed before the steam ceases to 
nee from the ««ude, else they would 
be shiny. Wrinkles that are obstinate 
are removed hy laying a wet cloth ever 
them and paaaii g the iron over that.

If any shiny places are seen they are 
treated as the wrinkles are; the iron is 
lifted, while the full cloud of «team rise» 
snd brings the nap wnli it. Good cloth 
will bear many washings and look better 
every time because of them.

Te Clean Lares.
A method someiime» used to clean and 

whiten very delicate lace is to baste the 
laoe smoothly on a linen cloth, then to 
fold the laee inside, and to put the cloth 
in a bowl and cover it with the beat 
olive oil, letting it soak for ten hours 
It should then be boiled for a quarter of 
an hour in water having iu solution a 
small quantity of pure, tine snap Rinse 
in cold water, put through very thin 
starch water, and dry. Do not st any 
step of the process wring --r rub the lace, 
but squeeze and press it gently. When 
dry, many of the loops and me-hes insy 
be put into shape hy passing pins of 
various sizes or a bodkin through them 
A firm lace may, after careful hasting up­
on cloth, be cleaned by a gentle scrub­
bing with a fine brush dipped in a strong 
solution of Castile soap. To clean 
thoroughly it must be brushed on both 
sides. After rinsing in soft water con­
taining a very little powdered alum, dip 
a soft cloth in starch water and slightly 
moisten the lace on the wrong side, then 
lay a thin cloth over it snd press on the 
same side with a moderately hot iron 
Point iaco that is yery much soiled may 
be cleaned in this way.

Tewsls.
The best thing of which to make roller 

towels ia Russian crash. I am told it is 
woven by hand by Russian peasants. At 
any rate, the best and medium qualities 
are more satisfactory for roller towels 
than any other crash I know, and are 
least objectionable when now. Just here 
comes in a word as to when tn begin us­
ing new towels. Let it be in the sum­
mer time, when skins are not chapped or 
sensitive, snd when laundry work is so 
much easier that the consoience feels leas 
compunction at patting slightly soiled 
towels into the wash for frequent laun­
dering. One who haa ever supplied tow 
els for a group of growing b >ys snd girls 
will know that new towels in winter 
make sorry work. Nor ie this st var­
iance with the advice to buy in the win­
ter. Buy snd freeze, and then wait for 
the summer to continue the necessary 
softening process.

One thing more : All know how very 
disagreeable new dish towels are. Well, 
don’t have ’em! Go to the supply of roller 
towels, select some of the oldest, best 
•oftened ones, cut them in two and hem 
at both ends. The dish towels sre thus 
never new, and .the ample replenishing 
of roller towels will make it sll right 
Does some one suggest that this is not 
e clean wsy to do ? Then use more soap, 
water and boiling when you wash your 
roller towels, and it will be.

Is there sny use for other towels that 
hsve developed veiy thin “middles, 
and lost most of their fringe ? If one 
has time to devote to such saving work, 
or if there are little girls in the family 
who need employment, my advice is to 
cut the towels down the center, length­
wise, and “over and oyer"the edge» to­
gether. ‘ This gives a firm “middle," 
good enough to cut square wash sloths 
from, for those who like such, or to use 
for any other purpose for which soft, old 
linen can be used.

Always have towels of linen. Do not 
be tempted into trying the cheaper 
cotton, which is very costly to temper 
and strength, as it lesves a disagreeable 
lint behind it, in gentle protest. Once I 
was beguiled into it, and the experience 
now serves to put greater warmth into 
my advice.

One word about “company’' towels and 
I am done. Have them better than the 
family towele, if yon please; but be aure 
to let the family take the “new” off. 
This may be hard on the family, bat the 
wiping guest will love you more, and 
leave behind a bleaaing instead of a re­
proach.

Demesne ■relpes.
Breakfast Cske.—Two cups of sour 

milk, one tesapoonful of soda, one tea- 
spoonful of salt, flour enough to roll. 
Cut in narrow strips snd fry in hot lard.

Ginger Beer.—To two gallons of water

pounds of sugar. Boil half an hour^ 
skim, and pour into a jar or tub with 
sliced lemon snd half ounce cream ot 
tartar. When nearly cold add a cupful 
of yeaat. Let it work for two days. 
Then strain, bottle, and cork. A prefer­
ence ie given to etone Dottles.

Lemon Cheesecakes. —Line pally pans 
with good paste ; then put into an en­
ameled pan the following mixture : The 
grated rind ot 1 lemon and the juice, j 
pound sugar, | pound butter, 3 eggs, 
well beaten, and half a teacupful of 
cream. Stir all over the fire till the mix­
ture begins to thicken. With this fill 
the pane j full and bake in a quick oven 
till the paste is ready.

Csnsry Pudding.—Three eggs, their 
weight in soger and butter, and the 
weight of two in flour ; one teaspoon 
lemon juice. Warm • basin a little, put 
the batter In and Istir till it ia melted, 
but it must not oil ; then add the eugar 
to It, and mix well, then the lemon ; 
then «tir the flour in very gradually, and 
last of all beat op the eggs well and add 
them ; pour Into a mould, greased well 
and decorated, and cover with paper and 
steam for two hoars ; serve with sweet 
•auee.

Bachelor's Podding. —I pound grated 
breed, 1 pound currants, } pound apples,
2 ounces sugar, a little nutmeg,
3 eggs. • little eeseooe ol lemon. 
Put the bread in a basin, peel aud chop 
the applee, wash and dry the currants,

stir both in ; add the sugar, nutmeg 
lemon. Mix well. Beet op the 

eggs very well, etir them In. Poor into 
a well-battered mould, and coyer with a 
battered paper, and steam two hours.

Cream.—j ounce geletine, 2 yolks
gs, 1 pint milk, a little easenen of van­

illa, 2 ounces fine sugar, l,teaapoon lem­
on juice, I pint doablecreem. Soek the 
gelatine in a little of the milk, then boil 
the remainder of it, and pour it over the 
yolka and sugar mixed ; return ell to the 
fire; stir till hot, but not boiling, and 
pat aside; then dimolve the gelatine,end 
put it aside ; next whip the cieem up till 
thick ; add the geletine gradually, the 
onatard, the ventila, and last of all 
the lemon jnioe ; mix thoroughly and 
pat in a shape till cold.

Norwich Cake.—Two eggs, i poand 
flour, j pound soft augar, A pound rail- 
ini. j poand oorrsnte, i poand batter, j 
teaspoon baking soda, 1 tesapoonful gin­
ger, ^ tesapoonful allspice, 1 small tea­
cup ol milk, 1 half akin orange peel. 
Put flour into a beam, and add to it the. 
eager, fruit—all nicely prepared—the 
aoda and the epicee. Melt the batter 
and poor the milk among it, and etir it 
in. Then beat np the eggs and atirjthem 
in. Give it all a good mixiag, put in a 
greased cake tin and bake ebout one 
hoar.

You would cesse hearing of fec­
ial neuralgia, of disorders of the stomach, 
seated tongues, foul breaths, and many 
other troubles attributed to the presence 
of worms and what not by mistaken 
mothers. ”—Good Housekeeping.

Chllwrea'a Shoes.
It is a great mistake to buy cheap 

shoes for children. Such shoes are ei­
ther made of inferior leather and by work­
men who do not understand their busi­
ness, or they are heavy shoes, sewed by 
machine. In one case the) will not wear 
one-third as long as good shoes that cost 
twice as much ; in the other they will be 
so hard and .unyielding to the tender 
feet of the growing child that they will 
certainly produce corns and other affû­
tions of the feet that it may be impossible 
to cure. The shoes made by the village 
cobbler may not be so handsome as the 
stuck shoes in the village store, but they 
are usually more comfortable and more 
durable. No child should wear a shoe 
with heels. The spring-heel shoe gives 
all the elevetion necessary till the child 
ia fully grown. Many English women 
who are expert pedestrians always wear 
a spring-heel shoe in long walks. The 
folly and wrong of putting a high-heeled, 
narrow-toed shoe on a achoolgirl need 
not be commented upon. There are 
several diseases of the spine which are 
traced directly by physicians to such 
folly.

Far a Bern.
It is essential in case of a burn to ex­

clude the air, especially if the skin is 
broken. A paste made of aoct, common 
baking soda, or even flour, it valuable in 
case there is no abrasion of the skin. 
In case the skin is broken the white of 
an egg it about as valuable as snything 
likely to be at hand. Wrap up the in­
jured part in soft linen cloth, such as 
should always be kept in a roll in the 
kitchen drawer, where it will be con­
venient in case of accident.

Cure for a “Stitch."
I have many times in my life been tak­

en suddenly with a “stitch” or severe 
pain in side or back ; sometimes while 
lifting heavily, at others while doing 
nothing to cause it. A large plaster of 
common pine pitch applied over the af­
fected part always gives great and im­
mediate relief, and a cure speedily fol­
lows. By holding the flesh firmly in 
place, or for some other reason, the miti­
gation and cure ia really surprising.—S. 
M. Palmer.

A Home Remedy tort roup.
If the child wakes up in the night 

oroupy mix camphor and lard together in 
proportion of five or six drops of cam­
phor to half teaspoouful of lard, grease 
throat aad chest well and put on a piece 
of fiannel. I have a bib made of red 
flannel, with ties to fasten around the 
neck, which keeps the throat warm. If 
the croupy cough is heard and choking 
seem» imminent, drop a drop or two of 
common kerosene oil on a lump of sugar 
and give it. This has proved efficacious 
in severe cases with toe end 1 have never 
known it to fail to relieve in a very short

time. I hay* tried the cold oompress to 
frequently, recommended it once and 
the child was not only not relieved, to: 
the cold developed into long fever, the 
effects of which were felt for many 
months, even more than a year, after she 
recovered from the diaeaee, therefore I 
may be excused if a prejudice against 
this method exista in my mind, I think. 
The remedy which I give is so simple 
and generally convenient I think it 
deserve* • trial at least.

light la the Sleh Room.
Still a custom prevails, despite all our 

sanitary teachings, that the occupant of 
the tick room in the private house 
should be kept at all hours in a darken 
ed room. Not one time in ten do we 
enter a sick room in the day time to find 
it blessed with the light of the inn.

Almost invariably, before we can get 
a look at the face o( the patient, we are 
obliged to request that the blinds may 
be drawn up, in order that the ray» of a 
much greater healer than the most able 
physician can ever hope to be may be 
admitted. Too often the compliant e 
with this request reveal» » condition ot 
the room which, in a state of darkneii, 
ia almost inevitably one of diaorder 
everywhere; foods, medicines, furniture, 
bedding misplaced; dust end stray leav­
ing» in ell directions.

In brief, there is nothing so bad ss * 
dark tick room; it is as if the attendants 
were anticipating the death of the pa 
tient, and, if the reason for it be asked, 
the answer il sa inconsistent me the act. 
The reason oeually offered ie that the 
patient cannot bear the light, aa though 
the light could not be cut off from the 
patient by a curtain or screen, and as 
though to darken one part of the room 
it were neoeeesry to darken the whole of 
it. The real reason is an old supersti­
tious practice, which once prevailed so 
intensely that the tick, suffering from 
the most terrible diseases, smallpox for 
instance, were shut up in darkness, their 
beds surrounded with red certains, dur 
ing the whole of their illness. The red 
curtains are bow pretty nearly given up, 
but the darkness ie still accredited with 
•owe mysterious curative virtue.

A more injurious practice really could 
not be maintained than that of darkness 
in the sickroom. It ie not only that dirt 
and disorder are the results of darkness; 
a great remedy is lost. Sunlight ie the 
remedy lost, end the lose is momentous. 
Sunlight diffused through e room warms 
and clarifies the air. It hat a direct in­
fluence on the minute otgauic poisons, s 
distinctive influence which is most pre­
cious, end it bee a cheerful effect upon the 
mind. The sick should never be gloomy, 
and in the presence of the light the 
shadows of the gloom fly away. Hap­
pily the hospital ward, notwithstanding 
its many defects, and it has many, ia so 
far favored that it is biassed with 
the light of the tun whenever the tun 
shine*. In private practice the same 
remedy ought to be extended to the pa­
tients of the household, end the first 
words of the physicien or surgeon 
on entering the dark sick room should 
be the dying words of Goethe: “More 
light, more light."

He must have got scent of 
the pursuers who were so hot on his trail, for 
he disappeared again the night before his 
wife and her friends arrived. He was trac­
ed to Niagara, St Catharines, Toronto and 
was believed to be cither in Ottawa oi 
Montreal. Mrs. Cowles followed to Mon 
treal and here ascertained that her fugi­
tive husband and abducted child were 
in town. The child had been placed in 
a convent by the father for safety. The 
wife and her brother encountered Cowles 
on St James Street. Through their lawyers 
an amicable settlement wa* expected. On 
meeting, however, Mr. Cowles attempted to 
draw his revolver, with the probable inten­
tion of killing his wife. Her brother, how­
ever, was too quick and had the drop‘on 
him. Cowles was shot in the neck. He 
was conveyed to the hospital. Mrs. 
Cowles brother told his story to the po­
lice, and gave himself up on the charge of 
shooting with the intent to kill He will 
likely get off. Mr. Cowles is not mortally 
wounde<L The rescuing party have not 
yet succeeded in getting hold of the child. 
Application however has been made to 
the courts, and they will decide the matter. 
Thus comes to an end, one of the 
the most extraordinary and sensational cases 
of recent times. Mr. Cowles, it is stated, 
was very dissolute, and formed intimacies 
with several women, one of whom accom­
panied him to Europe as his wife. Mrs. 
Cowles has an application in for absolute 
divorce.
