The needle formed one element of 
the circuit, while the other element 
was Immersed In the same water 
that contained the flsh. The latte:- 
was not seriously Injured by the 
needle, and quickly became Indifferent 
to it.

Then, as the fish swam about, car­
rying the needle, the ingenious sav­
ant closed the circuit and kept watch 
of the galvanometer. . It showed no 
deflection whatever; from which ho 
concluded that the fish and the water 
were precisely equal in temperature, 
for had- either been warmer than the 
other, a current would have been 
generated in the circuit.

This policy has as its ob­
ject the thorough scientific Investiga­
tion of soil, climate' and other natur­
al conditions, the discovery by ex­
perience of the most suitable seeds 
and stocks. The dissemination of that 
knowledge and the providing of such 
seeds and sticks. Contrast this 
course of experimental farms, agri­
cultural schools, scientific investiga­
tors, trained agricultural teachers, 
with the throwing away of money on 
such a commission as was appointed 
by the Government of men who can 
in no sense be t egarded as scientific 
authorities. Canada has its Saun­
ders, Robertsons and Zavitz, and New­
foundland its Seymours, Downeys and 
DeveTeaux. What can Newfoundland 
expect under the circumstances?

MR. KENT’S SPEECH
In flie Assemby Criticising the 

Government’s Agricultural 
Policy.

„ „ WEDNESDAY, March 8. 
'lit. KENT—Mr. Chairman, 1 would 

l,ke to speak on the sbuject of the 
I m csetit resolutions and the amend­
ment that has been proposed by the 
Rt. Hon. leader of the Opposition. I 
said iim other day, in speaking before 
Liis { ommittce, that the Department 
,,f Agriculture and Mines had under 
its control three departments through 
which, if there is to be any develop­
ment of our inland resources, such 
development must come. You have 
under the control of that department, 
agriculture, the cultivation of the 
soil, and the other industries allied 
to it: you have also the development 
of the miners I resources of the 
country; and you have also the pro­
tection and the development of Its 
Invest resources. These are the three 
£'>at natural resources, on land, of 
the country—ih fact, I might say! the 
three great natural resources .of the 
present century—and Upon the pro­
per management, care and develop­
ment of them will depend to a large 
extent, if not entirely, the future that 
this country has before .it. We are 
dealing this evening with one of these 
departments, with the department of 
agriculture, which is the oldest of 
ihem all and the most important, be­
cause the most universal of them all. 
H is one of these subjects which come 
home to every man in every depart­
ment of life. Consequently It re­
d'd res that greater care and attention 
should be devoted to this matter of 
agriculture than any other matter 
demanding the attention of the De­
partment. 1 am sorry to say, Mr. 
chairman, that the policy of the pres­
ent Government is not one that would 
' ' commend itself to a person who de­
sires to see a future for the agricul­
tural interests of this country. If we 
are ever to become an agricultural 
country, the. lines which ought to be 
followed are those which were laid 
down in the Experimental Farm Act 
"f 1 f>08. This is the departure from 
which dates the improvement of ag­
riculture in every country. Until the 
time that experimental stations and 
model farms were brought into prac- 
’ical operation, agriculture was going 
on from century to century, from age 
•o age, in which I might.call a rut; 
it had not expanded, it had npt de­
veloped. The different products 
: rtapted to different countries and dif­
ferent soils had not been properly 
understood, and most of the countries 
were suffering from retrogression in 
this matter, which with the help of 
experimental stations and model 
farms had to be removed. I was read­
ing ihe other day a speech by the 
Hon. Sydney Fisher, the Minister oi: 
Agriculture in the Dominion of Can-, 
ada. He is Minister of Agriculture 
and Mines in the present Liberal Ad­
ministration. He referred back to the 
fact that in 1885 the first departure 
for improving and encouraging agri­
culture had been made in Canada. At 
that time the’ Conservative Govern­
ment was in power there, and the Hon. 
Mr. Carling was the Minister of Ag­
riculture of that day. He had a com­
mitted- appointed, and the resplt qf 
the deliberations of that committee 
was that the" establishment of a Mod­
el. Farm . was recommended. Mr, 
Fisher, in his speech the other day, 
referring to this departure, said; ‘‘In 
1885, Mr. Gigault, the member for 
Rouville, an earnest and studious 
man, who appreciated the interests of 
the people whom he represented, mov­
ed for a committee to consider the 
agricultural industry of Canada. The 
committee sat—I had the honor of be­
ing a member of it myself—and for 
a long time we did a great deal of 
hard work in obtaining information 
as to what other countries were do­
ing for agriculture.. The report of

| that committee recommended the es 
tablishment of experimental farms, 

! and the result was that Hon. Mr. Carl- 
j ing, then Minister of Agriculture in 
j 1886, introduced a bill , to establish 
experimental farms. This was real­
ly the first purely agricultural work 
which the Department of Agriculture 
attempted to do since the confeder- 

j ation of this Dominion. All honor to 
! the government of that day, all honor 
to Mr. Gigault, who instituted the 
work, who brought forward the ques­
tion. and with a great deal of labour, 
thought and study presented a report 
of the greatest value to this House. 
I say again all honour to the goTOru- 
mefit and aflr hoïttff‘ISijecialLr'ld^iBC 
present Sir John Carling, then Min­
ister of Agriculture, because I know 
in doing what he then did. in the in­
stitution of experimental stations h. 
Canada, he met with but a lukewarm 
assistance or support from his col­
leagues ,or from the House. He. 
however, carried it through success­
fully, and he was fortunate as well 
as wise in the choice of the gentle­
men whom he chose to carry out that 
work. He called to his assistance 
Mr. William Saunders of ixmdon, now 
known all over Canada, and I might 
say all over the agricultural world 
as Professor Saunders, Director of 
Experimental Farms for Canada, and 
gaje him an opportunity to study, 
work out and establish an organiza­
tion of experimental farms and sta­
tions in Canada which would do some­
thing for the progress of agriculture 
in Canada. To-day the work of our 
experimental farms is a monument. 
to the foresight, the skill, the energy 
and study of Professor Saunders. 
Our present organization is on ex­
actly the same lines although some­
what amplified. Professor Saunders 
has done a work which is recognized 
and acknowledged by everybody to 
have been of inestimable advantage 
to the agriculture of the country. The 
system is a monument bo that gentle­
man which ought to ,4 as t and ought 
to be recognized by everybody in Can­
ada.”

Now, from that date begins the’ 
present progress and development 
that has taken place in the Dominion 
of Canada in the matter of agricul­
ture, and , I submit, Mr. Chairman, 
that when the Experimental Farms 
Act of 1908 was passed by this Legis­
lature we were turning the first sod 
in a policy which wobld have had 
results equally satisfactory to those 
produced in Canada, had it been pro­
perly carried out. We had every­
thing, I think, that could recommend 
the carrying out of this policy. We 
had the experience of experts who 
had worked the same policy in Can­
ada. We had here, as the Rt. Hon. 
leader of the Opposition has stated. 
Professor Zavitz, who had been most 
prominently identified with this work. 
We were in a better position in that 
respect to have this policy success­
fully carried out than was the Do­
minion of Canada, because we could 
profit by -their experience, it is a 
pity, Mr. Chairman, that this work 
has bpen. marred- I "think I stated 
the other day that on one occasion 
Professor Robertson said that ’ thirty 
years ago Canada had practically to 
undo all that she had up to then done 
in the matter of agriculture, and I 
fear, Mr. Chairman that the result cf 
the policy that the present Govern­
ment is pursuing will be seen in thé 
course of a year or so, and that they 
'will then realise that it is necessary 
to undo all that they have done and 
they will have to start again upon 
the lines laid down in the policy of 
Sir Robert Bond in 1908. Now, Mr. 
Chairman, all the expenditure being 
incurred under this head is money 
thrown away. The expenditure last

..ed, _The composition of the Board1 it­
self, Mr. Chairman,’ is, I think, one 
tftat throws very little credit - on the 
Government. We have had three 
Members of this House appointed as 
■members of that Board. Their Sal 
arte» have êaeh ambuhtëd to $1,800 
ytaf, The Legislative Disabilities 
Act was 'specially amended to allow 
these three members to take a seat 
on that Board. Now. if there was 
anything in the past history of those 
gentlemen which picked them out of 
the whole country as being of excep­
tional merit, or specially expert 
through training, experience and edu­
cation in matters of agriculture, the 
Government might have $ome show, 
of justification for their action; but 
even then, Mr. Chairman, I think 
that, if the Government were desir­
ous of getting a person of that char 
aoteff who occupied a seat hi this 
House, the proper thing for him to 
<|o would be to resign his seat before 
going tinder the pay’ Of the Govern 
ment. But they come in here and 
the Legislative Disabilities Act, the 
Qiily protection that the people of this 
country have against legislators be­
ing in the permament pay of the Ex­
ecutive Government, of the country, 
is deliberately repealed; and not 
only that, Mr. Chairman, but the very 
three men who to-dav occupy the po­
sition on that Board were here and 
voted for that very repeal—practical­
ly voting themselves a salary of $1,- 
80Q a year. There is nothing in the 
history of Messrs. Devereaux, Dow 
ney or Seymour that would pick them 
Out in the country as expert agricul­
turists. They are three very good 
men, but to rate them as three ex­
pert agriculturists and ask that this 
safeguard of the Legislature and 
country should be set at nought lr 
order -to provide them with salaries 
and permanent positions is, I con 
sider. a disgrace to the country. This 
of course, Mr. Chairman, is a matjtei 
of constitutional rights. ' While il 
does not bear directly on the policy 
of the Government it shows by com­
parison and by analogy what the 
whole drift of the policy of the Gov­
ernment in this respect amounts to 
The policy of the Government, sir 
neither in itself nor in its tendency 
will ever do any good of a perma 
nent nature to the agricultural inter­
ests of the country. It will for a few 
years keep followers of the Govern 
merit satisfied with themselves am 
with the Government because the? 
will enjoy the favours which the dis­
tribution of these large sums of mon­
ey enable the Government to hand 
out, but as to being of any perma­
nent advantage to the agriculture’ 
interests of the Colony I do not thin! 
that even a majority of hon. mem­
bers opposite are in their hearts 
convinced that any permanent good 
will come from the policy.

We are told. Mr. Chairman, by the 
Minister of Agriculture and Miner 
that it is impossible to carry out the 
Experimental Farms Act of 1908, Wei 
I should like to have some better au­
thority for that statement than that 
of thes-Mteister, tor, as I itère ppintec 
out before, the experience of every 
other country in the world has beer 
in direct opposition to the statement 
of the Minister, and if the experimen­
tal station had got a fair show, il 
those who carhe here to inaugurate 
it had been treated with anything 
like decency- and courtesy by the pa­
pers of the country—I am not refer 
ring to attacks on the policy, tha' 
was legitimate, but. I am referring 
to the manner in ’which the mer 
themselves were criticised, so tha' 
others were deterred from coming it 
to help carry on a work of such bene­
fit—the experimental farm would 
have produced good results. It stands 
to reason, Mr. Chairman. I am, not 
a farmer, and know very little about 
farming, but I have read from timi 
to time matter pertaining to farming1 
and I have spoken to farmers. I* 
stands to reaspn that the free dis 
tributicn of seeds, etc.,* is a ver? 
small way and may be a very harm 
ful way of dealing, with agriculture 
Even in the report which the Minis 
ter of Agriculture has tabled to-da? 
you will see in going through the re 
marks of Professors McPhail ans 
Robertson there are two sides to ev­
ery improvement in seed growing 
There is the seed itself, and thi 
ground in which the seed is set. No» 
the Government are simply doling 
out the seed without any consider­
ation of the soil. In this respec 
Professors McPhail and Robertsoi 
are most pointed in every instance 
to keep the two- together, but indis 
criminate distribution of seed it 
harmful unless it, is accompanied h? 
some instructions, and in this respec 
the literature that has been dealt on 
in the form of leaflets is of no as 
sistance. You must .have the prope 
scientific blending together of seel 
and soil, the proper preparation o 
the soil and the selection of the seed 
These are absolutely essential to th< 
improvement of agriculture. In this 
respect in every other country yoi 
have these experimental stations am. 
schools are being used more and 
more as expository farms, where the 
farmers of the neighbourhood can go 
and see illustrated the matters which 
they are dealing with day by day on 
their farms.

MINISTER FINANCE AND CUS­
TOMS.—Mr. Chairman, I beg to call 
your attention to the fact that it is 
half-past six.

MR. KENT , (Continuing) — Mr. 

Chairman, before we adjourned this 
afternoon, I referred to the mistake, 
as I think it, that the Government 
has made in not continuing the pol­
icy embodied in the establishment of 
thé éxperimental station. I tried to 
point out to the Committee the harm 
which would result to the agricul­
tural interests of the Colony by rea­
son of the departure which the Gov­
ernment had Inaugurated in the pol­
icy of extravagance and of wasteful 
work in this very important branch 
of the industries of the country. I 
referred also, Mr. Chairman, to the 
indemnity which was given to mem­
bers of this House for taking their 
places upon the Agricultural Board, 
which was established by the Act of 
last year, at a salary of $1.800 a year. 
This matter was one which 1 think 
is a very bad precedent, and one 
which is subversive of all ideas that 
are entertained in all English speak­
ing countries where freg Government

is established regarding the Integ 
rity ahd'letpamallty Of the member# 
of the Legislature. I remember 
when this mil was going through the 
House, but 1 have no exact recollec­
tion of the clause. Perhaps my at­
tention Wai not Called to it. I at­
tached W* importance to the matter, 
because it Would trot occur to any 
one to think that ah Indemnity of this 
nature would >be covered up in any 
clause inserted, by reference duty in 
a bill. IT it was the intention' to vio­
late this most essential principle it 
should have been expressly stated in 
the Act. Members would naturally be,, 
inclined to- think that such a clause 
as that dealt with matters pertinent 
to the bill then before the House.

HON. MINISTER AGRICULTURE 
—What do you mean by "covered 
up?”

MR. KENT—I mean what I say. No 
person would understand from ' that 
séctlon that any indemnity was held 
out to members of thé Hotieq to vio­
late one of the fundamental prin­
ciples of free government, if the 
hon. members intended to provide 
places oil this Board for members 
of this House, they should have said 
so in the Act and not repealed by 
inference sections which were entire­
ly irrelevant to the bill before the 
House. On the question of providing 
Indemnity for "members there is one 
precedent sftiere this House did so. 
but in that case the names of the 
parties and the reasons were given 
expressly by the Act. That was un­
der the Winter-Morine Government. 
In this case the same procedure 
ought to have been followed. We are 
told that the Act to establish the ex­
perimental station can not be car- 
led out. That is a mere statement 

without proof or any attempt to show 
in what direction or why it cannot he 
carried out. That act could be car­
ried out with great benefit to the ag- 
icultural interests. If any membei 

>f this House will take up that Acl 
• nd go through it, he cannot but be 
mpressed by the fact that it embod- 
es a scheme for the betterment of bg- 
i£ulture siipijav to ttpat which has 

jdé’n follewed in other countries. 1 
ave the Act here before me. The 
rst section provides for the estab- 
ishment of an experimental station 
nd model farm. That was in course 
f accomplish...eut at the time that 
his destructive policy of the Gov- 
rnment was inaugurated. And the 

rbjects for which that station was 
o have been inaugurated are funda- 
nental and ■ essential to proper, agri- 
iultural development. The second 
lection embodies the objects which 
the model farm was intended to carry 
rut. The objects are, amongst oth­
ers, to determine the adaptability oi 
crops, grain, grasses and root crops 
md all other?, which can be grown 
in this latlftrae. That is a most de­
sirable object, and one which it is 
very easy to Accomplish with' a prop­
er man ih charge, and at the farm oi 
station as it . was intended to be es 
tablished, and as a matter of fact it 
vould hâve easily accomplished that 
ihiect. The fexperienee of the men 
who had charge has been referred to; 
every one ini,this House knows the 
knowledge and experience of Profes­
sor Zavitz. Another object was tc 
discover the”.mbthod of--producing the 
best resultd'**from ’the crops whicl 
were found to succeed, ft was ' tr 
verify facts and conduct experiments 
rn the physiology of plants and ani- 
nals, the diseases to which they are 
subject, and the remedies which an 
suitable to thdtal. This has been done 
successfully in other countries, ant 
the equipment necessary to accom­
plish tfcis. caul* very easily be obtaln- 
d for a.-.,mpyg Aprwortion of th< 

amount now to be allocated. I should 
say, the rliouey* now beihg squandered 

agriculture. The amount now
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squandered on agriculture, if applied 
for the purpose of carrying out th< 
objects of this Act. would have pro­
duced in the course of a very few 
years, a permanent and lasting 
farming class in this country, Aftei 
all, Mr. Chairman, the real object and 
purpose of the development Of agri 
culture is to ’ equip Newfoundland 
with a class çf .people who are dis 
tinctly farmers from one end of the 
year to the other, devoting themselves 
to farming exclusively. And unless 
you do that, unless you establish these 
people in the great fertile lands oi

In the presence of a large congre­
gation at St. Thomas's .Church last 
evening Rev. Canon.. Temple,.* Épiscb- 
pal Commissary, inducted Rev. G. R. 
Godden, MA, as Rector of St, .Thom­
as's. Rev. J..Hewitt read Atoe pray­
ers and . Rev. Canon White , the les­
sons. An anthem having been sung, 
the new Rector proceeded to the 
chancel steps, accompanied by the 
Churchwardans, Hon.* Mtv. G. Winter 
and Mr. R. F.. Goodridge, and was 
thereupon presented to the congre­
gation by Rev. Canon Temple. Rev. 
G. H. Bolt, M.A., Registrar of the 
Diocese, read the Bishop’s license to 
the new Rector, who repeated the de­
claration of 'assenting to the doc­
trines of the ohurcli and the resolu­
tion to discharge faithfully the duties 
that will devolve upon him.”

The Rector was then ' presented 
with the keys of the church, signify­
ing that he would henceforth be the 
custodian thereof and shepherd of the 
flock committed to his care.

A hymn was sung, thereupon 
Canon Temple preached a sermon of 
rare merit from Joshua 1: 2—“Moses 
my servant is dead, now therefore 
arise, go over the Jordan, thou and 
all thy .people unto a land that I will 
give to them." He drew an apt com­
parison between the sentiments in 
this text arid tiré' removal of the late 
Canon Dun field, especially in relation 
to the words in which the Lord called 
Joshua to fill the Apiece of Moses— 
“As I was with Moses so I will be 
with thee; only be thou strong and 
very brave.’1 The rev. preacher con­
cluded by paying a touching tribute 
to the memory of the late Rector as 
well as saying a word of praise and 
encouragement to his successor, who 
as Joshua -was -now chosen by the 
people to lead them on to the Prom­
ised Rand. We again congratulate 
the Rev. Air. Godden on his elevation 
to the Rectorship and in common with 
his thousands of friends throughout 
the country wish him a long and use­
ful life.

The announcement of the text was 
in Itself an assurance that what was 
to follow would be worthy such sub­
lime words. We* do not feel worthy 
to write such words. They are sac­
red in the extreme, and are such as 
make one feel like paying homage in 
silent adoration. They are as fol­
lows : “Jesus Christ, the same yes­
terday and today, and forever”—Heb. 
13th. Chapter, 8th. verse. In open-" 
ing the discourse the preacher was 
very clear In his ennunciation, and 
every sentence was to the point, and 
led up to the great fundamental truth 

the text. The epistle from which 
the text was taken had been written 
to God’s ancient people, the Jews, 
commonly called Hebrews; and in it 
the author had dealt with their par­
ticular mode of worship as it was 
conducted by the priests in the tem­
ple. The greatness of the law, and 
the faith of all the Old Testament 
heroes were clearly depicted (Chap. 
11). These all had their day and then 
passed away. But He of whom the 
text spoke was greater than them all. 
They had changed, but He abideth 
forever. He was the same yesterday, 
the same today, and the same for 
evermore. Among all the great men 
mentioned in the epistle, not one of 
them was the equal of the person of 
whom the text spoke. None before 
Him, none since, have held such a 
place in the heart of a burdened 
humanity. In every age since the 
days of the Son . of Alan, all people 
that have been best and worthy in 
the Church, have rallied around His 
name and have passed on His mes­
sage to the children of succeeding 
generations. The Apostles stood by 
it at ’Pentecost, and the different na­
tionalities who heard Peter preach 
his memorable sermon were unani­
mous in their ascription of Glory of 
God. From Judea the name of Jesus 
spread along the shores of the Aiedi- 
•teranean Sea, until in course of time 
it was wafted across the Atlantic by 
holy men and women, and was car­
ried acr.qss the American Continent, 
and today it was becoming the power 
on both sides of the Pacific. Some had 
doubted the divinity of Jesus, but 
even those acknowledged the higil 
ideal and perfection of His life and 
character. He met the wants of the 
children of men in the days of llis 
flesh, and He healed all who cgme to 
Hin). He is the same today. There 
is room for all who will come to Him 
and meet His conditions. Proof (.? 
this is to be seen by the great aw m- 
cnings, or revivals, that have taken 
place at different times and in differ­
ent countries, and under "different 
conditions. Times and conditions 
change, yeft the heart of man was 
much the same, the longing of the 
soul was the same, but in the chai- 
acter of Jesus there has ever been 
that divine power which led man 
higher than themselves. In life and 
in death He was the same, and when 
all that the world called great faifel, 
whether in philosophy or science. His 
name was Still the same, it was “the 
Name that is above every name,” 
“Jesus Christ, the same yesterday, to­
day, and forever.”

The entire discourse was one of 
simple faith and confidence in- the 
great fundamental teachings of the 
Gospel.

(,,e interior, and also near the sea 
,'0.st you will never be successful 
in making the agricultural industry 
of this Colony anything but a mere 
-cresson' to the fishery. And that 
„.fS the object of the Act which the 
present Government have mutilated 
L the manner which I have pointed 
ollt The fisherman of Newfoundland 
is a man of great adaptability, and If 
he devoted himself and his energies 
exclusively to farming, he would 
make as good a farmer as he is now 
• fisherman. But you cannot take 
a nil n from the sea and put him on 
|h«> land unless you give him proper 
instruction and teach him how to 
farm in a modern and up to date
manner. yti

If. Mr. Chairman, you have a class 
of farmers in this country, farmers 
uj10 devote the whole time to farm­
ing. you will have also an effect upon 
the fishermen who "have their little 
fanns as accessory to their fishing 
work. It is the same with the man 
i„ st. John's who is not engaged in the 
fishery, but often has his little farm 
from which lie relies on to provide 
supplies for himself and his family; 
Hut the men who are to supply the 
markets of the country must be farm- 
,ts first, last and all the time. As to 
(he present system of instruction, we 
have a wide distribution of stock and 
stfd, and no attempt at instruction at 
all beyond the distribution of some 
pamphlets which it would require a 
professor of agriculture himself to ex­
pound. The act of 1908 provided for 
an experimental station. It providéd 
also for the instruction of agricultural 
suidtnts. practical farmers; in other 
words, at that farm or station people 
would he trained from every district 
in the Island, and their work would 
art in their neighborhood as a centre 
lor the dissemination of knowledge 
and practical lessons from the farms 
which they would operate In the 
various districts. Besides, under 
that Act you would get the agricul­
ture taught in a proper way, by 
trained teachers in the schools 
throughout the Colony. It would en- 
imirage the promotion of small farms 
for the purpose of exposition to the 
people of the principles of farming, 
ruder the present system you have 
nothing like that. Under the pre­
sent system you are practically scat­
tering widespread throughout the 
country seeds and stock of all kinds, 
which, as I pointed out before recess, 
will have no other effect than to keep 
back agriculture in the condition in 
which it has been always in this 
countrv. There is no advantage, no 

•progress in this kind of system, if it 
can l>e called a system. We had the 
other day a bill before the House 
to regulate the sale of seeds. That 
Act is in my opinion a pointed in­
stance of where the policy of the 
Government will be lacking in effi­
cient results unless a station such as 
that called for in the Act of 1908 is 
established. Seeds are imported un­
der certain conditions and require­
ments by that Act but who is going 
to test or judge of their condition. 
We all know that if seeds are import­
ed a large portion of them won’t 
fertilise at all. Others are weeds. 
This was a great grievance in Can­
ada. and this Is one of the causes 
which called for an Act somewhat 
similar—the fact that there were 
seeds which did not produce, or that 
what they did produce were to a large 
extent weeds and consequently harm­
ful and not the product which the 
purchaser of the seed intended.' It 
was found that the rules governing 
the matter were absolutely useless 
unless they had a person who knew 
exactly how to test the seeds import­
ed. The experience has been that 
farmers of years of experience can­
not tell the unproductive seeds, or 
the weed seed from that, which it 
was the intention should when culti­
vated produce a valuable product. It 
was only through the proper and 
scientific testing as contemplated in 
the Act of 1908 that this (difficulty was 
overcome in Canada, and to-day very 
little of the seed utilized by the farm­
ers nf Canada is not productive and 
good seed. But this ^ct here is en­
tirely in. keeping with the policy of 
the Government. It is simply a grop­
ing in the dark ; "it is a destructive 
policy; a policy which, while pretend­
ing that something has been done, 
every person who has any knowledge 
oi the subject is aware that no ef­
fective or efficient results will accrue 
from. Again, Mr. Chairman, the 
literature which has been distributed 
by the Government is not literature

which Is based upon any knowledge 
of the conditions / of this country. 
The conditions of this country are dif­
ferent from the conditions of any 
other country. It is not because we 
are close to Nova Scotia or Prince 
Edward Island that the literature that 
applies to cither of these places should 
apply to Newfoundland. Take the 
case of England and Ireland. .Surely 
no person will contend that the litera­
ture relating to the agriculture of 
England would apply to the agricul­
ture of Ireland. The soil of Ireland is 
entirely different from the soil of Eng­
land and for the same reasons the 
soil of Newfoundland is different from 
that of Canada. The farther away 
you are from the mainland the more 
the conditions which exist on the 
mainland are altered. The soil is dif­
ferent; the climate is different and 
the whole circumstances of farming 
are different, and for that reason the 
literature which has been distributed 
throughout this Colony, if it is evei 
read, and I don’t believe it is, is not 
only useless, but positively harmful 
The Act of 1908 contemplated liter­
ature which would deal with our owr 
conditions, and Which would be a real 
instruction to those engaged In agri­
culture. You take a.pioneer farmer 
a man of experience from any agri­
cultural country. If he came to New­
foundland he would not be satisfied 
with the knowledge he' had gained 
from reading the literature of his owi 
country. He would go to the plac 
where he intended to farm, and hi 
would acquire a knowledge of th 
conditions of the soil, the climate 
and other conditions, and he woul< 
govern himself accordingly. If w 
are ever going to have in this coun 
try an agricultural people and I be 
lieve that with proper foresight am 
management and with a proper es 
tablishment of instruction and expert 
mental stations and model farmr 
that we can make this country a grea 
agricultural country. To-day we ar 
importing quite a number of agricul 
tural products which should be growi 
in this country, an<j not only shoule 
we be able to supply our own wants 
but we should be ' able to export ag 
ricultural products as extensively a 
the fishery products now being ex 
ported. But in order to do this w 
shall have to seriously attack the pro 
blem of agricultural development. W 
will have to seriously face the quee 
tions that will be necessary to pre 
duce. these results and spreai 
throughout the country in the fertil 
lands in the interior a class of me: 
that are distinctively farmers. Th 
present policy is never going to d 
that. It will never .get past the stat 
where it is now, and the longer It is i 
existence the more evident it will b< 
come to the people that if any pre 
gross is to be made in this respect, a’ 
that has been done will have to be se 
at nought, and we will have to be 
gin again where we began in 1908 an 
lay down the foundation of agricu’ 
tural industries. Just as Canada - 1 
1905 and 1906 courageously faced th 
problem, that it was necessary to g 
right down to the root of the subjee 
and take hold from the begining an 
lay a foundation such as that upo 
which they have since built the agri 
cultural policy of Canada, which ha 
become one of the greatest agricul 
tural countries in the world. Ther 
are other countries which are a stand 
ing proof of the same policy. Si 
Robert Bond has referred to Denmarl 
which, in its climatic and other con 
ditions, more oY loss resembles New 
foundland; and we might refer t 
other countries, such as Belgium, Ger 
many, England and Ireland, all o 
which are built up on ttfc principle o 
scientific agriculture through th 
medium of experimental farms. W 
will have to go back to the beginninf 
or we will have to remain where w 
are at present, absolutely devoid c 
any agricultural development beyom 
what we had 50 or 60 years ago. 
quoted figures in this House last yeai 
which showed that the total amoun 
of money of our agricultural product: 
was the same in 1850 and I860, as it i 
to-day.

Mr. Seymour,- to show that the pro­
ducts of agriculture were the same in 
1910 as in 1860. But I hope the policy 
will not be continued, and that the 
Government will still be open to the 
conviction that they are not taking 
the right course to establish in this 
country an agricultural industry on 
tffe lines which tbfe country expects 
and desires to see. If the hon. mem­
bers read the reports of these scien­
tific gentlemen who visited this coun­
try during the last year or two, they 
will see there pointedly brought be­
fore them the fact that proper in­
structions and proper training under 
the conditions and in connection with 
the coumry and climate, and particu­
lars of farming are necessary before 
any good results can be acquired. I 
would, commend to the serious study 
of the Minister of Agriculture the re­
ports of Dr. Robertson and Dr. Mac- 

. Phall and others. The Mihister of 
Agriculture in his report quotes from 
Dr. Robertsons report. I have not 
seen that report itself, though I have 
seen an address which Dr. Robertson 
delivered.

HON. MINISTER AGRICULTURE 
& MINES.—It you will permit me to 
explain, I might say that Dr. Robert­
son has not made different reports. 
In Dr. MacPhail’s case, a letter was 
written to the Premier, and I think 
you have that there. Dr. Robertson 
gave a public lecture in the Prime 
Minister’s office, and I think that was 
copied verbatim. This is his report.

MR. KENT.—I was misled by the 
word report. '

HON. MINISTER AGRICULTURE 
& MINES.—I have given the leader of 
the Opposition a full report.

M. KENT.— I referred to this as 
the report, because it is called a re­
port in the Minister’s report. I was 
going to refer to the fact that if the 
Minister had examined these reports, 
he would have found that Dr. Robert­
son and Dr. MacPhail, Dr. Standish 
arid Mr. Moore, and every other per­
son who has made a report, has kept 
all the time before his department 
the necessity of a proper scientific 
handling and management of seeds. 
The distribution of seeds and stock, 
if not carried on under proper condi­
tions, is harmful. Dr. Robertson in 
his report, after referring to the po­
tatoes, says: “The first part of the 
process is the preparation of g seed 
bed. Thorough cultivation and ade­
quate manure," or other fertilizer, will 
jllow the young and tender plants to 
abtain their food and make a good 
start early. That is a great principle 
qf agriculture. It is most important 
that a farmer should use good and re­
liable seeds ; if he gets poor and 
nferior seeds, and sows' or plants 
them, he is not giving the future 
plants half a chance to thrive. Fre­
quent cultivation during the growing 
season is beneficial. It not only keeps 
lown weeds, but it makes conditions 
in the soil which stimulate the growth 
qf the tubers.” Now, a,ny person read­
ing these few sentences must be im­
pressed by the fact that there is 
something else besides merely giving 
i man the seed and telling him to put 
it in the ground. Dr. MacPhail points 
put the factors which bring about re­
sults. He says they are, 1st, “Proper 
lddition to the soil in the shape of 
ertilizer, to make it more pliable and 
;layey; 2nd, The use of proven seeds; 
ird, Instead of planting the whole po- 
atoes, to divide the large one into 
hree pieces; 4th, To set the potatoes 
hree feet apart, instead of 18 inches ; 
ith, To gather the potatoes before the 
stalks become black at the roots.” All 
hese are points in a science with 
which the man who is talking is fam­
iliar, and which he hopes the Depart- 
nent of Agriculture will appreciate 
ind put into practice. Then, if you 
pre going to have an agricultural peo­
ple', spread throughout this country, 
t must be borne in mind that the 
.■are of a farm doesn’t merely consist 
,n planting your seed and reaping 
your harvest after it has become ripe; 
and in the meantime going away to 
pngage An some other operation. A 
farm, to become productive, requires 
constant attention right throughout 
•the season, every day of the year, and 
without this, the object all desire to 
obtain can never be accomplished. I 
’hink it is a matter of regret that the 
Government has made this departure.
1 think that if they had followed out 
the policy which has proven so suc- 
:essful in every case in which it has 
been tried, that in a short time we 
would have in this country a large 
rgricultural industry. Last year we 
voted $20,090, and the Government ex­
pended nearly $50,000. We are now 
being asked to vote $40,000. One Of 
the facts which have been pointed to 
py the. Government as testifying to the 
mccess that has attended their ef- 
orts in the matter of agricultural de- 
elopment, was the exhibition, which 

was held here in St. Jdhn’s last year. 
That was a very fine exhibition, but 
the products that 'were there exhibit- 
idwere were not the result of any ac­
tion taken by the present Government. 
We might have had a similar exhibi­
tion in Newfoundland ten years ago. 
.[ admit, and I think every person 1vlll 
admit, that the exhibition was a very 
good illustration of what the country 
is capable of producing, and in view 
of the excellence of the products 
there exhibited, it is a pity that these 
products are not properly handled. 
The exhibition in itself placed it be­
yond doubt that we are capable of 
developing our agriculture to such an 
extent that the country will be able 
to produce all that we shall require, 
but that the success of the agricul­
tural shows at the recent exhibition 
was In any sense due to the Govern­
ment, or its agricultural policy, no 
person with any sense will believe. 
There were exhibits from all parts of 
the Island, even the most remote dis­
tricts, that showed that this power of 
production, if properly used, extends 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the Colony. Most of these products 
were produced not by the ordinary 
fisherman-farmer, but by those in the 
districts like St. John's and St. 
George’s, where the farming industry 
is more developed than it is in other 
parts of the Island, and by those who 
can afford; through having leisure and 
means, to devote themselves to it. No, 
Sir, as I said before, I think that the 
keynote of the Government’s policy is 
indicated in the section which, repeals 
as far as it goes the statute that is 
properly known as the "Placeman’s 
Act,” and I am convinced that the in­
tention of the Government is not the 
improvement of agriculture, for if 
it was, the first thing to do would be 
to appoint an agricultural board com­
posed of men of science In Agricul­
ture, or at least men who have spent 
their lives in farming. I am quite 
confident, Sir, that, unless the Gov-

last. He stigmatizes the entertain­
ment as "utter rot," and proceeds jo 
draw the unwarrantable conclusion 
that because the audience manifest­
ed approval on this occasion they 
were unable to appreciate anything 
better. This is not logical, to say the 
least of it. Because a mari likes a 
good novel one does not challenge his 
ability to understand Shakespeare.

Chocolate Soldier” without impairing 
one’s taste for Oratorio. I question if 
any member of the “aristocratic ’ 
(sic) audience on Thursday evening 
was under any delusion as to the 
merits of the musical hill of fare of­
fered him by the Pierrots, and I can 
perhaps enlighten your correspond­
ent as to the reasons why this little 
concert gave so much pleasure.
