The New 
Drawing Course.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—So many teachers have written 
me lately from various outports re­
questing guidance as to the Drawing 
to be taken this yekr in their schools, 
that I must ask you for a small space 
in your widely circulated paper in 
which I may briefly answer most of 
the requests.

First let me state that all teachers 
who had the privilege of seeing any 
of the Outport Art Exhibitions cannot 
do better than set their pupils to draw- 
similar objects to those they saw 
drawn in Standards .1. II. and III. of 
the American or Local Drawings. Be­
gin your infant classes with Standard
1., and your higher classes in II. or
111., according to age and ability. Use 
similar paper and colors.

Teachers who have not attempted 
any model drawings yet should begin 
work on “The plan of a year’s work.” 
Copies of this may be had by sending 
stamps to me. Don’t draw a copy on 
the blackboard. Use real grasses, 
leaves, easy flowers, fruits, toys, &c„ 
as models and let the children draw 
from them direct as they hang (3 or 4) 
in line before the class. No child to 
be more than ten feet away. 1

As to the next exhibition, it is far 
too early yet to name a date for it. 
When arrangements are made due no­
tice will be given promptly. Mean­
while pick out your best drawings each 
week from every class and store them 
carefully in a cupboard. Don’t let 
them remain in a book to be spoiled, 
or taken home. Mark every drawing 
with the pupil’s name, age, and the

date, of its execution,

Gas, it may be said, vitiates the at­
mosphere. True. But it also helps to 
purify it. Its purifying power is 
greater than its vitiating power. 
Electricity does not vitiate, nor does it 
purify. Hear what theree eminent 
men have said: —

Much evidence has lately been ad­
duced to show that gas is more useful 
than the electric light in promoting ef­
ficient ventilation of air. It is for this, 
amongst other reasons, that gas is be­
ing frequently substituted for the elec­
tric light. The latest example is, per­
haps, the Society of Medical Officers of 
Health, which has recently installed 
gas on ts premises, after experience 
with the electric light.—Dr. Jamieson 
B. Hurry.

He would merely add that no mem­
ber who had experience of their meet­
ing room under the old conditions 
could deny the improvement that had 
taken place since gas had been sub­
stituted for the electric light and the 
new system of heating and ventilation 
had been installed.—Dr. Reginald Dud- 
field, before the Society of Medical Of­
ficers of Health.

I have in my mud's eye. at the mo­
ment. a hall which, in the old days, 
was lighted by gas. and in which a 
large audience could, with comfort, 
sit through an hour’s lecture, or with 
pleasure through a three hours’ din­
ner, but which with the march of 
Civilization, had its illumination 
changed from gas to electricity, the 
latter been employed with all the 
latest refinements to effect the light­
ing under the best conditions, with the 
result that any large gathering within 
its walls leads to a state little short of 
asphyxiation.—Vivian B. Lewes. Pro­
fessor of Chemistry at the Royal Na­

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The Opposition Majority
o( Votes and Voters.

Now that the count of all the elec­
toral districts of the country are in, 
we are in a position to state the gen­
eral result. The returns show that 
61,615 votes were cast for candidates 
in opposition to the Government of Sir 
Edward Morris and 51,402 votes were 
cast for candidates who • support the 
Government. This shows in a clear, 
plain and unmistakable fashion that 
Sir Edward Morris is in a minority so 
far as the votes cast are concerned. 
A careful analysis of the votes shows 
what might be expected from this, 
that Sir Edward Morris had a substan­
tial majority of voters against him. 
Approximately 25.798 voters have 
shown that they have no confidence in 
him or his government, while only 
22,431 voters marked their ballots in

support of his government. This 
shows than on the principle of a re­
ferendum on the question ot confi­
dence in his government there is a
majority of 3,367 voters against him. 
The position Sir Edward is up aganst 
is this. He is in a minority of 10,000 
votes and 3,367 voters.

He Has Lost the Confidence of (he 
Country.

He has also lost two Ministerial seats 
and the seat of the Speaker. But in 
spite of these facts he has 21 seats in 
the House of Assembly and fifteen 
against him. In other words 51.402

I voters have given twenty-one, while 
! 61,615 votes have given the Opposition 
j but fifteen seats. This is a grave and 
I serions pdbition. The will of the ma- 
I jority is being flouted by a minority 
! government. To-day- the majority 
do not rule in Newfoundland but the 

| minority. This is a grievance which 
I cries aloud for redress. Yesterday we 
' sf forth the cause of the evil and in- 
! rule the country?
I To-day, we repeat our query in a 

different form, and ask why the pre­
sent Government with a majority of 

■ over
Ten Thousand Votes

' against them have still the power to 
rule the country.

The answer we repeat It was be­
cause of the present distribution of
seats. A combined effort of the major­
ity of Roman Catholics gave them 
twelve seats in districts in which they
hold a majority and a swaying power
in a number of Protestant districts, 
The power they exercised is out of all 
proportion to their numerical strength 
in the country, and is obtained main­
ly in districts largely over-represent­
ed.

The remedy lies partly in' a Redis 
tributitin Bill, which will correct these 
anomalies, and in a determination of 
Protestant voters to put an end to 
their district being swayed by a 
Roman Catholic minority.

LONDON, To-day. 
The Dublin strikers yesterday, 

practically closed the port to cargo 
traffic with England by calling out 
all the crews as a protest against the 
detention of Larkin. The Unionist 
newspapers violently attacked the

Government for yielding to the clam­
or of the Labor Party for Larkin's 
release, because they found great
voting pressure was brought to bear
in recent by-elections against the 
Government candidates with the ob­
ject of compelling the liberation of 
Larkin.

OTTAWA, To-day.

What I Think About
Undiscovered
Murders.

What Sir Robert Anderson does not 
know about the crime and criminals 
of this country would not be worth 
anybody's while to inquire about. 
For many years he was head of the 
Criminal Investigation Department of 
Scotland Yard, during which time he 
had the handling of many notorious 
cases, and became familiar with the 
methods adopted by most “habitual" 
criminals. In the course of a chat 
with Sit Robert at his town house, 
the ‘distinguished ex-police chief re­
lated some interesting reminiscences 
of his career.

Fir Robert entertains very strong 
opinions on the subject of what are 
popularly known as “unsolved mys­
teries"—that is to say. prominent 
rases of crime (usually murder) 
irhere tire culprit is not taken and 
convicted. These are usually regard­
ed by the uninitiated as “police fail­
ures." whereas the police are very 
ofterf. in such cases, well aware of 
who the criminal is. but in the ab­
sence.of sufficient legal evidence of 
guilt are unable, to make an arrest. 
Fo the man goes free. It is a case 
of moral .versus legal proof. Sir Rob­
in related the particulars of one 
such case, which came within his own 
personal knowledge.

Strangled in an Empty House.
"Some years ago. while 1 was at 

the Criminal Investigation . Depart­
ment." said Sir Robert Anderson, “a 
brutal murder was committed in Lon­
don. A woman was found strangled 
in- an empty house. At first it ap­
peared a most mysterious affair. The 
'liter absence of any clue was one ele­
ment that turned my thoughts into a 
cctain channel and directed suspic­
ion toward a certain individual, a 
near relation of the dead woman. 
Raring the not surprising failure of 
,lhe police to effect an arrest, this in­
dividual protested vehemently against 
the brutal murderer of his relation 
being allowed to go unpunished, serv­
ing out unmeasured censure upon the 
‘inefficiency of the police.’

"I decided to test the correctness 
of my suspicions by wholly excep­
tional means. So I sent for the man 
and saw him alone in my office room. 
Hp was very voluble in protesting 
with great animation that he would 
give anything in the world to discov­
er the murderer. Presently I asked : 
‘Have you ever heard of a case where 
the image of a murderer was seen in

the eye of his victim?’ ‘Yes,’ he re­
plied, in a lifeless tone; ‘I have heard 
that talked about.’ After a long 
pause, during which I kept my eyes 
fixed upon him, I said: ‘I know who 
the murderer is.’ ‘Oh, I’m glad,’ said 
he. with a leaden look and in a leaden 
tone, and then sat silent with avert­
ed eyes. After waiting in vain to 
hear something more from him, 1 
bade him ‘Good day,’ and he left the 
room without another word.

The Famous Camp Case.
“No student of human nature could 

miss the significance of all this; and 
in France the man would have been 
detained and questioned and cross- 
questioned until he confessed his 
crime. But in this country there must 
be legal evidence to justify an arrest, 
and evidence there was none; tm he 
passed out into the street, and if still 
alive he is walking about an ‘undis­
covered’ murderer.”

Sir Robert Anderson has also strong 
views on the subject of how the ef­
forts of the police are seriously ham­
pered by the acts of unthinking and 
stupied people, and by way of illus­
tration he mentioned the Camp 
ease, where a young woman of that 
name—a barmaid at Walworth—was 
murdered in a carriage on-the South 
Western Railway. The particulars 
are as follows:

On Thursday, February 11th, 1897. 
when the 8.25 train from Feltham ar­
rived at Waterloo, the dead body of a 
young woman was found in one of 
the carriages by a carriage cleaner 
She presented an unpleasant specta­
cle, having been severely beaten about 
the head by a heavy weapon. There 
were indications in the carriage that 
a severe struggle had taken place, 
and there was much blood about. No 
weapon was to be found, and the only 
clue if such it could be called, was 
a .pair of bone sleeve links, which lay 
upon the floor of the carriage. The 
body was still warm ; the crime there 
fore must have been recently com­
mitted. The victim turned out to be 
the Miss Camp already referred to.

The murderer had succeeded in 
’ making his escape from the carriage, 
j after having partly hidden his vie 

tim's body under the seat. The mur­
derer was never taken, although the 
weapon—the unusual one of a pestle 
—was subsequently found by the side 
of the line, it evidently having been 
thrown through the carriage window 
by the murderer.

An Amatenr Burglar.
Remarkable to relate, the police 

knew nothing of .the murder until

hours after the discovery was made. 
The body was conveyed to St. Thom­
as's Hospital, where it lay. A police- 
constable happened to see it being 
taken through the streets, found out 
that a murder had been committed, 
and reported the fact to the “Yard.” 
Therefore, before the officers could 
get to work on the case all evidences 
had been destroyed and their task 
rendered extremely difficult. Is it, 
therefore, surprising, in the circum­
stances, that the case became an “un­
solved mystery?"

“By the way,” continued Sir Rob­
ert, "much has been said and writ­
ten about burglars, and I recall an 
innocent experience of my own of the 
kind, the particulars of which yon 
may like tp hear.

Falling to make the in­
mates hear me, I determined to make 
a burglarious entry into the . house 
Now, it requires* a considerable 
amount of pluèk to be a burglar, as 
I myself realized that night. I jump­
ed down into the area and tried t( 
force the .kitchen window. I should 
explain that my experience at polict 
courts had given me a theoretical 
knowledge of the art of burgling t 
house.

Enjoying the Joke.
“I tried to force the catch of thi 

window, but being a new one it re 
sisted all my efforts to move it. 1 
was nervous over the business, ii 
spite of the fact that I had nothin? 
to fear from discovery, as a burgla 
would naturally have had. When 
fancied somebody was coming I dodg 
ed into the coal-cellar and hid my­
self. When I thought the coast war 
clear I came out again. Failing wit 
the catch, I decided to break thr 
glass. I did so, and the noise, it mad- 
at dead of night sent my heart int< 
my mouth. Again I retreated to ttu 
cellar. Several people were attract 
ed, but, failing to notice anythin? 
wrong, they departed. I then sue 
ceeded in getting into the house.

“The next morning, the broken win­
dow being seen, the police were sen 
for. Tt was clear to them that r 
burglary had been committed, but 
remarkable to relate, nothing was mis 
sing or even disturbed. It therefore 
became an ‘unsolved mystery.’ Whei 
I subsequently explained matters t< 
Mr. Reade he enjoyed the joke im 
mensely.”

Sir Robert Anderson, during tli 
period of his service at Scotland Yard 
had to do with some redoubtabl 
criminals, but perhaps the cleverer 
and most remarkable was one know? 
as Raymond, alias Wirth, and Si 
Robert proceeded to tell me some 
thing about this adroit and skilfu' 
wrongdoer.

“Raymond began his criminal car 
eer very early in life”—thus Sir Rob­
ert—“by being convicted of a hi? 
crime in New York. He was one c. 
the most accomplished criminals c 
our time. He it was who stole th' 
Gainsborough picture, which Mr. Ac 
new had just before paid £10.00' 
for. He engaged in nothing but bi- 
schemes. He was a very Napoleo; 
of crime. One of his greatest coup 
was the theft of a large consignmen' 
of diamonds while on their way froir 
Kimberley to the South African port 
He first went to South Africa to re 
connoitre and pave the way for the 
contemplated coup. He had plenty o* 
money, and he spent it freely. He 
discovered that if the diamond convoy 
from the mines were delayed in tran­
sit the stones would be kept in c 
safe at the port till the sailing o! 
the next boat.

Daring Diamond Robber.
“He managed to get wax impres­

sions of the key of the safe, and 
made himself very friendly with 
those in charge. He gave a farewell 
dinner, and then sailed for England. 
After a few months he returned again 
to Africa, skilfully disguised and un­
der another name. Having ascertain­
ed that a valuable convoy was com 
ing down country, and would have 
to cross a certain ferry to get to the 
coast, he released the ferry boat and 
sent it adrift.

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Huerta 
Dallies With 
Ultimatum.tartr.1 Store

EVERYTHINGSpecial to Evening Telegram.
. MEXICO CITY, To-day.

Huerta tacitly refused to-night to 
accede to the demands of the States, 
expressed in the ultimatum sent to 
him by President Wilson’s personal 
representative John Lind. Huerta 
was notified early in the day that un­
less he returned an answer by six 
o'clock to the effect that he would 
prevent the newly elected Congress 
from convening and furthermore make 
this action known to members of the 
Diplomatic Corps by midnight, the 
States would have no further parley­
ing with the Mexican Government. 
Lind waited until six o’clock and re­
ceived no answer. He then made ar­
rangements for his departure bn 
train leaving for Vera Cruz at eight 
o'clock. It was announced, however, 
that Huerta had one chance more, 
that if he took the action demanded by 
midnight the fact that he failed to re­
ply to Lind within the time specified 
would be overlooked. It was intim­
ated to-night at the Palace that Heur­
te had not received the note in time to 
give it full consideration. This, how­
ever, did, not appear to Lind a valid 
excuse for procrastination.' The pre­
vention of the convening of Congress 
has been one of the essential points 
in the negotiations conducted by Lind. 
This for two reasons:—First, it was 
believed that the new Congress would 
lose no time in passing measures hav­
ing to do with oil concessions; - and 
second, because the convening of Con­
gress would give an air of legality to 
Huerta’s Government. Not since the 
recent revolution began has the feel­
ing in the Mexican capital been so 
tense as it was to-day. The reports 
spread until there was scarcely a for­
eign resident in the Capital who had 
not heard that the American charge 
had been given or was about to be 
given his passports. All sorts of 
rumours are current, many . persons 
who were contemplating leaving the 
country in the near future made a 
hurried preparation and caught the 
train to Vera Cruz, preferring to wait 
for steamer accommodation there to 
remaining in Capital. '"Uneasiness was 
accentuated by the receipt of a number 
of personal messages from relatives 
’nd triends in the United States urg­
ing their immediate departure for 
Mexico.
