Resurgent Russia.

We expressed the opinion

yesterday that the Te-

newed activities of the

Russian armies were the

herald of great = events.
To-day’s messages go far to confirm
ithat opinion. The centre of interest
in the fighting<lines has shifted with
dramatic suddenness from Verdun
yand Trentino to the Russo-Austrian
front, with Lutsk and Lemberg as
pivotal points.

The  design of the great advance
seems now to be far larger than the
mere relief of the Allied armies in the
West, and to aim rather at a business-
like' invasion of Austria over the
familiar ground of the Carpathians.
Already we learn that the Russians
have driven a wedge between the Ger-
man and Austrian armies at the point
of junction near Lutsk. If this is
true, if they have effectually turned

_ the flanks of both armies, it is a fine

achievement, and in General Brussi-
loff the Russians must have a leader
of the very first order. Last year the
Teutonic armies endeavoured repeat-
edly to effect the same end, and by
piercing the Russian line to split
their armies asunder and overwhelm
them separately. But the rapidity of
the Russian retreat saved them time
after time and their line was helll
intact.

The suddenness of the attack, evi-
denced by the large number of pris-
oners captured, and the reported in-
tensity of the Russian artillery bom-
bardment, are both very significant.
1t was precisely by these methods
that they were themselves worsted
so often by the Germans  last year,
and it seems that they will prove apt
pupils of their conquerors. The fact
also speaks volumes for the work of
preparation that has been proceeding
during months of military inactivity,
and the Russian success will be re-:
ceived with particular satisfaction in
Pritain, where an enormous amount
of that preparation has been done.
It is a new and refreshing thing to
learn of the Russians overwhelming
the Austrians by artillery.

One thing is certain. If Lemberg
and Przemysl fall once more into
Russian hands they will not be again
restored unless as a term of peace.
Behind them lies .the Carpathians;
across the Carpathians the plains of

gary the end of the war.

The Municipal Elections

The news, reported else-

where in our columns,

that Mr. Gosling and oth-

ers of the Commissioners

intend to offer themselves

as candidates at the forthcoming Mu-

nicipal elections will be received with

satisfaction by the public, and more

definite information awaited with in-

terest. It seems to us the only logical

outcome of the position, which is pe-
culiar in many respects.

The purpose of the appointment of

these gentlemen was to give trial to!

a system other than that which had
obtained theretofore, and as far as
possible to discover what system of
municipal government was best adapt-
ed to this city. The original length
of the trial, one year, was found to be
quite insufficient, and was accordingly
extended by the Legislature for the
space of an additional twelve months.
In addition to the work actually done
by the Commission during their ten-
ure of office, of which there is abun-
dant evidence and to which we need
not refer here, they have presented
the opinions of the majority of their
number upon every department of
civic government, in the form of a
proposed charter. This charter has
proved to be altogether too volumin-
ous, and to contain too many changes,
to permit of its being adequately dis-
cussed during the past Ilegislative
session. This had to be deferred un-
til next year. But meantime the
Commission itself ceases to exist; in a
few days an election has to be made
of-a new Council; we have, in effect,
a reversion to the old order of things.

1t is obvious that if the Commission-

ers had held completely aloof from
the coming election, there would have
been a serious breach of continuity.
Their work would have been incom-
plete, and what is more important,
untested. AS it is, we think it unfor-
tunate that an election must be held
at all under the old conditions and
the old Acts. If, however, any of the
gentlemen who formed the Commis-
sion are willing to stand as candi-
dates, the public will be given an op-
portunity of pranouncing wupon the
services they have rendered. Still
more, if some are elected, we may be
sure that the City Charter will have
a far better chance of careful consid-
eration than if they had retired alto-
gether from the scene. In our opin-
ion, this charter is quite the most im-
portant achievement of the Commis-
sion, for which they deserve the high-
est praise. Some of the recommenda-
tions it contains appears to us  ex-
cellent, others not so much so; but
this is a matter of opinion, to be de-
cided by the careful deliberations of
experienced men. The point on which
the public are to be congratulated is
that these géntlemen who have served
them so faithfully for the past two
years are not now going to forsake
them entirely.

Girls Toil Twelve Hours a Day in
Cordite Plant—Five Hundred of
Them Are Engaged in a Lonely Vil-
lage in England, Where at Any Mo-
ment an Accident May Send Them
to the Skies—They Wear Fireproof
Khaki With Scarlet Hoods.

The world was polished to bright-
ness by an east wind when I visited
the cordite factory, and shone with
hard colors like a German toy land-
scape, says Rebecca West in the To-
ranto Star Weckly. The marshes
were very green.and the .scattered
waters very blue, and little white
clouds roamed one /by one across the
sky like grazmg sheep on a meadow.
On' the hills around stood elms, and
grey churches, and red farms, and
yellow ricks, painted bright by the
sharp sunshine. And very distinct on
the marshes there lay the village
which is always full of people, and
yet is the home of nothing  except
-death.

In the glare it showed that like so
many institutions of the war it has
the. disordered and fantastic quality
of .a. dream. It consists of a number
of huts, some likp the_ Government-

* Built cottages for Irish laborers, and

.peoplexwhich make the ordinary fac-

some like the open-air shelters in al
sanatorium, scattered over five hun-
dred acres; they are ‘connected by
raised wooden gangways and -inter-
spersed with green 'mounds and
rushy ponds. It is of such vital im-
portance to the State that it is ringed
with barbed wire entanglements and
patrolled by sentries, and its products
must have sent tens of thousands of
dnemies to their death. And it is
inhabited chiefly by pretty young girls
clad in a Red-Riding-Hood fancy
dress of khaki and scarlet.

“When : the ‘Real l-‘lght €ame the
Kaiser’s. Navy  Was Driven Off ﬂne
Sea—Sarcastic: Comments by ‘the
‘Sun’: “Teutonic Commerce Will
- Now Resume its Anl!e Béllum Free-
 dom.”

New York, June 5.—That fuller de-
tails of the North Sea mnaval battle
show Great Britain’s supremacy of the
sea is in no way impaired and that
the :German boasts of = “victory”
uttérly unjustified is the view of
sounder editorial opinions of the New
York newspapers. ‘

The New York press sums up as
follows:

“So far as concerns the naval pow-
er of Great Britain and of Germany,
the two outstanding facts of the bat-
tle of last Wednesday are that, 'though
the British loss, in tonnage was heav-
ier, the cost to Germany was relative-
ly greater, and, when the real fight
came, the Kaiser’'s navy was - driven
off the sea.”

The Sun, commenting sarcastically,
sSgys:

“If these German boasts are well
founded that fact will be presently
disclosed. With Germany in com-
mand of the sea and Britain deprived
of her supremacy, Teutonic commerce
will resume its ante bellum freedom.
The merchant ships tied up in neutral
ports will load and sail; the vessels
idle in their home ports will set forth
on ' their accustomed voyages.

“In the resumption of interrupted
trading, not in lists of warships sunk
and sailors killed, will be the proof
of the German contention. Uatil it is
accomplished, the rulership of the
oceans cannot be said to have shift-
ed from the island kingdom to the
central powers.”

'MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS.

Some people are of the opinion that’
the lack of prospective nominations
in this month’s civic elections is
caused by the uncertainty of wour
municipal laws caused by the sus-
pension of the New Charter for a
while.

1f this is true, then I differ altogeth-
er with those who hang back at this
time from seeking ~election. More
than at any other time, the present 18
most opportune for men with policies,
and with practical pians for the gov-
ernment of the city. Their ideas will
test the opinions of the people, and
the man who is elected on a definite
civic platform will have more right to’
advise concerning the New Charter
than any of those who have not been
elected. That is, of course, if we are
willing to admit that the “people”
have .really the most right to a say in
their government. So then, it is not
sufficient for a candidate for Mayor
or Cecuncillor simply to say that if
elected the problems of the city will
receive “his earnest consideration,” or
any such platitude. He must come
with definite ideas. He must say:
“Here is my platform. These things
must be remedied, and here are my
raethods for doing so.”

At the present juncture there is
plenty of room for new iheas, and
niany years will elapse before such an
cpportunity will come again. There-
fore I cannot understand what there is
to deter any candidate from coming
torward simply because the New
Charter is under revision. And, at
the same time, if this Charter is not to
g0 to the people, the only way to test
its provisions is for the Commission-
crs, or at least some of them, to stand
for election. ‘I think that some of
them would be elected. It is known
that the New Charter is not altogether'
2 unanimous finding, and it would be
| a highly desirable method if each
Commissioner came out with his own
ideas if they did not appear in the
{ Charter.

St. Paul, Minn., June 1.—James J.
Hill’'s wealth i$ estimated from $100,~
000,000 to $500,000,000. He was prob=
ably worth between $200,000,006 and
$250,000,000. An estimate of Mr.
Hill’s wealth was provided when the
European war began in July, 1914,
He called his bankers together from
the Frst National Bank and the North-
western Trust Company, of St. Paul,
and more than $100,000,000 in securi-
ties was said to have been in the box*
es Mr. Hill laid before them.’

“There should be no trouble,” said
Mr. Hill, “but if there is, this amouut
is at your disposal.”

The First National Bank there bor-
rowed from Mr. Hill $10,000,000 worth
of Great Northern R. R: bonds. '
~ Mr. Hill had the absolute control
of the First National Bank and North-
western Trust Company, which have
a combired eapital and surplus of
$6,500,090.

Mr. Hill was a large owner of
stock in the Chase National “Bank -of
New York and the First National
Bank of Chicago and the .Northwes-
tern National Bank in Minneapolis.
He also had a large interest in the
Great Nortllern Pacific Steamship
Company. 3

The greatest portion of Mr. Hill’s
wealth, however, was in the_  stocks
and bonds of the Great Northern,
Bur-
lington and Quincy railroads.

That control of the First National
Bank of St. Paul from James J. Hill
to his son, Louis W. Hill, two years
ago, became known Monday. Mr. Hiil
is understood to have told his son
that he was more responsible for iis

ROOSEVELT’S PROBABLE NOMINA-
TION.
CHICAGO, To-day.
Theodore Roosevelt will be nomina-
ted for President to-morrow ‘by the
Progressive National Convention, un-
less there is some political miracle,
such as an agreement hetween its con-
freres and those from the Republican
Convention, or a direct emphatic word
from Roosevelt himgelf that the Pro-
gressive nomination would not be ac-
cepted. For hours to-day the leaders
of the Convention staved off the nom-

ination, .which every delegate in the
hall knew was rushing forward with
the hours themselves. It can no more be
stopped than an avalanche, if the Con~

vention is assured that the last hope
of peace with the Republicans was
gone. After three sessions that ran
through the gamut of emotions, from
hysteria for Roosevelt to calm dispas-
sionate discussion of the planks in the
platform, the Convention adjourned
until to-morrow.

SFLBOR\I- ON THE NAVAL FIGHT.

LONDON, To-day.

Earl Selborne, President of the
Board of Agriculture, speaking in
London last night of the recent battle
in the. North Sea, between the British
and Germans, said: How precipitate
was the flight of the German fleet was
shown by the fact that only three men
were wounded in the whole of Admir-
al Jellicoe’s fleet, and that not one of
his ships was able to get into gunfire
for more than six minutes. The only
one of the ships to suffer was the bat-
tleship Marlborough, which was tor-
pedoed by a submarine but reached

harbor safely. No sensible man ever
expected anything from the Germana
but great efficiency. In the first two
phases of the action the German
sailors fought well. Their strategy
was right in retiring at the beginning
of the third phase of the battle, when
Admiral Jellcoe’s fieet arrived, for if
they wanted to preserve their fleet, it
was necessary to avoid deliberately
*hallenging us for the mastery of the
sea at this time. But after that to pro-
claim a great victory and a school
holiday. and to publish a speech like
that of the Kaiser’s, was making the
German Navy ridiculous.

BRUSSILOF’S BRILLIANT ATTACK.

PETROGRAD, To-day.

Operations began in the vicinity of
Olyka, where skirmishing has been
frequent lately, Both sides appeared
to have been feeling for a weak spot
in their opponents’ line. 'The Russian
advance from this point, which is 25
miles from Lutsk, was accomplished
in two and a half days. During the
period of inactivity the Austrians con-
structed strong fortifications in this
section. The topography of the coun-
try formed a strong natural defence,
and military observers regard the
operations as extraordinarily brilliant
achievements which emphasize the
able leadership of General Brussiloff,
who has conduected the ° Carpathian
campaign and has made a record for
prisoners, guns and munitions cap-
tured. Lautsk is an important link of
connection between the southwestern
region and northern section. Passess-
ion of it by the Russians is regarded
as a valuable step towards recaptur-
ing the lost territory. The posséssion
of Lutsk is a direct menace to Lem-
berg, upon which place the Austrians
are now massing their forces.

AUSTRIANS TAKEN BY SURPRISE.

LONDON, To-day.

Reuter’s Petrograd correspondent
sends the- following concerning the
Russian offensive, against the Aus-
(trians and Hungarians. “Wounded
Austrian officers assert that the Rus-
sian attacks against their armies were
totally unexpected. One eve of the
attack the enemy were celebrating the
German victory in the North Sea with
champagne and Cognac, but the opei-

ing of the Russian bombardment ond-
ed the festivities. From'other sources

LONDON BUDGET,

The Germans after their successful
thrust at Thiaumont Farm have ceas-
ed for the moment their infantry at-
tacks against this section of the Ver-
dun front. Paris' reports that the
artillery bombardment continued
heavy in the regions south of Thiau-
mont Farm, Chapite Wood, Fumin
Wood and' South Damloup. On the
left bank of the Meuse several attacks
by the German infantry against Hill
304 have been repulsed by French.
Under pressure of artillery attacks
the Italian troops have withdrawna to
new positions in ‘the zone east of
Astago, and east of the Campo Milo
Valley. This is admitted by Rome.
The Vienna official claims further
gains on the Asiago highlands. ‘The
Austrian-Hungarians rcport the ag-
gregate Italians made prisoners since
beginning month to be 12,500.

FEast of Laventia and south
of La Basse Canal there” was little
activity. Near Souchez we destroyed
the enemy trench mortar-which was
bombarding our lines. Mine warfare

east of Albert. In the last 24 hours
we exploded successfully six mines.
The enemy sprung a mine without
damage or casualties to'us, and a
small defensive mine with trifling
damage.

VICTORY WITHOUT PARALLEL.

LONDON, To-Day.

The victory won by the Russians is
without parallel in military history,
says a Petrograd despatch to the Reu-
ter’s Telegram Co. The Russians now.
occupy the whole of the triangular
fortified positions at Kolki, Lutsk and
Olyka. Military writers dwell on the
great strategic importance of this
triangle, which includes some of the
best Austrian communication lines’
and connects the centre between Po-
liessie, Volhynia and Poland, and the
roads to Galicia and Bukowina. The
Russians fought their way to Lutsk,
a distance of 35 miles, in three days,
through forests and marsh lands over
the: battered defences.,of invincibility
which the Austro-Germans - were
boasting - throughout the winter and
spring.

the record. A central Illinois farmer
once tied his horse to a cornstalk on
a hot July day, and when ha came
ack he had to chase the horse up the
stalk for two hours with a climbing
iron in order to uantie him.

In October the ears of corn are yel-
low and ripe and-the farmer har-
vests them by stripping off the rough
husks, yanking ont the ear and .oss-
ing it into a wagcn provided with a
baseball backstop on one side. This
is hard work and eventually develops
a thumb like a horse file. An ama-
teur can husk a bushel of corn be-
fore getting meascured for a new pair
of hands, but an expert can husk 100

bushels a day in the field dnd’ over
200 bushels a.day in front of the vil-
lage grocery store.

Illinois produces over °375,000,000
tushels of ¢orn a year. There are
many forms of bliss, but none mare
poignant than to own 6,000 bushels of
corn in the crib and to sit in front
cf the post-office, whittling a pine
stick and letting the price go un two
cents a day.
