FLOUR AND
POTATOES.

It is always pleasant to

have tidings of our pub-

lic men when they go
P a-journeying, if only to

know that no accident
has befallen them and a calamity the
country. It is doubly gratifying in
the present case of Mr. McGrath,
whose visit to Canada the Toronto
Globe thinks “history” will record.
We learn from that paper that, the
President of our Food Control rd
is not only safe and sound but has
succeeded in securing our winter
stock of flour. This is good news—
certainly good and most decidedly

“news. We had been under the erron-

e~us impression that our stock of
flour had been secured by the local
dealers some time before Mr. McGrath
was able to confer with Mr. Hanna.
But we See how it is. He has obtain-
ed the gracious consent of Canada
not to withhold or stop in transit the
flour she has sold us. When the same
assurance can be got from Mr.
Hoover for the States we shall feel
quite safe. Dealer and consumer will
together heave a great sigh of relief,
cven if it is the only thing they can
do together. The whole little per-
formance reminds us of the remark
of an American paper on the same
subject: “Before the Food Controller
was appointed, flour was $10 a barrel;
since then it has been only $10.”
Mention of flour should lead natur-
ally to consideration of the sister
commodity, as we might call them,
potatoes. We believe the real ob-
ject underlying the universal cam-
paign for potato-growing was to off-
set the threatened shortage of flour.
Here, at any rate, there does not seem
to be any immediate danger of such
shoftage, while we have an unprece-
dentedly large crop of potatoes. If
flour is not economized, if less is not
consumed than it has been our wont
to consume, we may be in the un-
usual position of having more pota-

toes than we need! The estimated
figures would seem to point to such a
possibility. It cannot be met by ex-
portation—want of tonnage forbids it
quite apart from other obstacles. If,
as a result, any of the fine potato
crop that is now being gathered is
wasted, allowed to rot, or used in un-
necessary ways, it will be a national
misfortune. The unusual surplus
should be used to take the place of
other foods, particularly flour. Its
greater cheapness should invite this,
even if there is no ' flour shortage.
What is wanted is some sort of gen-
eral knowledge how to substitute, di-
rectly and indirectly, potatoes for
flour. A fine summer has greatly aid-
ed our endeavours to raise this use-
ful vegetable: it will be the greatest
of pities if we cannot take full advan-
tage of the supply we have as the
result of them. The Agricultural
Board and Committee can do good
work in this connection. It is a mat-
ter that might also more profitably
engage the attention of the Food Con-
trol Board than quests in search of
flour that is already bought.

While
the people of this country had been
abundantly blessed they owed a debt
of gratitude to the men of the British
Navy who were protecting the sea
lanes and making it possible for us
to market our fish. Cheers were giv-
en for the returned heroes, the
Ladies’ of the Reception Committee
and Dr. Lloyd, after which the men
were driven to their homes in car-
riages provided by the committee.

Thetis From the Nerth.

The S. S. Thetis, Capt. W. Parsons,
reached port last evening from the
Labrador mail service, having been as
far north as Hopedale. The first few
days after leaving this port fine
weather was met but as the ship got
down the coast heavy winds and sea
were encountered which continued
throughout the remaining part of the
voyage. Along the whole coast shore-
men and floaters are preparing to re-
turn home, while quite a number came
along on the ship. Most of the float-
ers have returned home, all with
good fares. The bankers fishing on
the coast have done remarkably well,
some of them hailing for close on
1,000 quintals. A number of settlers,
who for the past couple of years did
poorly, have had exceptionally good
luck this season and after straight-
ening up old accounts will have suf-
ficient cash to purchase a full win-
ter’s supply.
