An Appeal for the Blind.

Are you aware that there are about 
five hundred blind people in New­
foundland, the majority of whom are 
living in hopeless and helpless mis­
ery?

About eighteen months ago, Mr. 
John Weir, a Newfoundlander, and a 
blind man, who had been trained at 
the Institute for the Blind in Halifax 
and had become a member cf the 
staff of that institution, decided to 
return to St. John’s and endeavour to 
promote the establishment of an in­
stitution on similar lines in his native 
place.

The Government agreed to support 
the plan, and at the last Session of 
the Legislature the sum of Twenty- 
five Thousand Dollars was voted, pro­
vided that Fifty. Thousand Dollars 
was raised by public subscription for 
the erection of a building. Further, 
-en annual grant of Ten Thousand 
Dollars was promised for the upkeep 
of the institution.

There are a hundred and ninety- 
eight blind people in the country 
whose names and condition have been 
ascertained by correspondence, whom 
it is possible to train so that they 
may become useful, self-supporting

ed before a specified date was fixed. 
This is satisfactory and the sooner 
this high-priced sugar is absorbed 
the better, so that Importers will be 
able to negotiate for supplies of 
cheaper sugar.

MOLASSES.—Trade is very slow In 
Molqsses just now, and Importers 
have reduced their prices accordingly 
to meet the situation.

The latest information by wire, 
however, indicates a stronger mar­
ket, but it is possible that the effect 
of the proposed embargo on Wheat 
in America may have the effect later 
of weakening flour prices. The 
wholesale price here to-day is $14.50 
for high gitade and $14.25 for under 
qualities.

POTATOES.—With the approach of 
winter weather and impassable roads 
the past week, the increase of the 
price of home-grown potatoes fore­
shadowed in our comments last 
week has taken place amongst the 
suburban farmers. The price asked 
now for 180 lbs. bag or barrel is $4 
to $4.50. Foreign potatoes are not 
coming dm so far, except a few small 
shipments that arrived Christmas 
week, for which $5 to $5.20 per bar­
rel was asked.

HAY.—There have been no inward 
shipments of Hay lately. There are, 
however, some consignments due 
here early in the New Year by the 
new steamship service from St. John, 
N.B. We are informed by some of the 
Importers of this Hay that the price 
will be $3.00 to $3.50 per ton dearer 
than the stocks now in the market, 
which will mean a quotation of $50 
to $60 for ton lots and a fraction more 
for smaller quantities. There is a 
fair supply in, but the demand is in­
creasing every day.

OATS.—The Oats market is weak 
and it is practically certain that the 
price will be lower on next importa­
tions bought for the New Year. The 
present prices are: $4.60 to $4.70 for 
mixed, $4.80 to $5.00 for White, and 
$6.30 to $5.40 per sack for Black. The 
latter is at a premium this season in 
P.E.I. owing to the scarcity of this 
particular quality. There are fair 
stocks in the city.

FEED-—The Feed market is lower, 
and Bran and Corn Meal in par­
ticular, show a decline that is par­
ticularly pleasing to those having 
milking cattle. Yellow Corn Meal 
and White Hominy are now selling 
at $3.50 to $3.75. A year ago these 
feeds were $2.00 per bag higher, but 
there is no indication of local milk­
men reducing their price of milk to 
householders.

j iture for thé year of $4,000,000,000. 
j Before the war, an outlay of half this 
amount in a year would have been 
regarded as National madness, and 
the total expediture of the State for 
the two and a quarter centuries pre­
ceding 1914, for war purposes, was

\ of March 31st, 1914, and March 31st, 
1920.

The amount loaned abroad during 
the war period exceeded by $2,475,-

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Introspective.
Another year lies before us, 

another milestone has beèn 
passed’and Time has added to 
His annual calendar the figures 
1920. No person looking down 
the vista of the twelve months 
ahead can foretell, with accur­
acy, or in the light of omnis­
cience, anything of the joys or 
sorrows, the reverses or suc­
cesses, the fortunes or disasters 
of the Year of Our Lord, 1921, 
upon the threshold of which the 
world now stands. No man is 
gifted with such wisdom or 
range of vision that he can as­
sert without doubt that such 
and such things will actually 
occur, unless it be those astron­
omical observers, who make cer­
tain tables of Zodiacal, Solar and 
Lunar changes and base certain 
observations on the mutations 
of the planets in their orbits. 
The year but recently tolled out 
by the bells of Christendom, 
opened with great promise. for 
a world not wholly relieved of 
the pressure of war, but ex­
pectations were unfortunately 
unfulfilled. The beginning of 
the year upon which we now 
enter, does not hold out in a 
similar degree the promise of 
1920. For that reason, perhaps, 
its passage and conclusion may 
witness more material results 
for prosperity and happiness
everywhere.

* * * * * *
We have done with 1920 in 

many ways, but its recession 
into the chamber of Time, does 
not release us from having to 
bear numerous of its obliga­
tions. The legacies left by the 
past twelve months are with us 
yet, and have to be adjusted 
and apportioned. -/The promises 
of 1920 have' to be carried out 
in a manner compatible with 
their importance, for while the 
old year has died and a new one 
has been born, the impress of 
the dead has been left upon the 
living, and a thousand matters 
left over from the affairs of the 
past annual period will have to 
'berstraightened out and admin­
istered. The procession of years 
make up as it were, a kind of 
«parent account—it may be a 
Series—the transactions of the 
preceding running into the sue-j 
ceedihg, and practically never 
ending or being finally balanced. 
It might be said without risk of 
arousing a discussion on times 
apd seasons, that to us—-in 
Newfoundland at least—the I

For Newfoundland, then, who 
can 'prophecy that which lies 
ahead, that which is concealed 
Within the boundaries of the 
coming three hundred and 
sixty-two days. The experien­
ces of the past may—and must 
—assist in overcoming the dif­
ficulties and complications of 
the future : for there are bound 
to be many of these. No coun­
try can escape them. But there 
is no country so capable and 
resourceful as Newfoundland to 
meet and cope with whatever 
adverse situations that will 
arise. The past has proven that. 
The future will perfect it. Our 
business men have courage to 
engage in their usual enter­
prise, and courage to meet and 
cope successfully with financial 
upheavals. If to courage is al­
lied unity on all sides, then there 
are two invincible forces arrayed 
side by side. And neither the 
one nor the other should be 
found lacking when required. 
But unity above all things. A 
solid, unbroken front presented 
to any peril that may approach. 
A solidification of opinion when 
anything inimical to the inter­
ests of the dominion, be it local 
or foreign, is far superior to 
threats and hlusterings. In a 
national sense there should be 
but one sentiment—that of up­
holding the commercial honor 
and boosting the commercial 
fortunes of the land in which 
we live and are proud to ac­
knowledge. Naturally there are 
bound to be differences of opin­
ion on various matters, but 
these ma> all be discussed in a 
fair and equitable spirit, with­
out that heat and ascendancy of 
passion which, alas, has been 
too characteristic. No one man 
can lay claim to exclusive loy­
alty, no body of men can, but a 
population—in unity—can be 
exclusively loyal to their coun­
try, and their country’s good. 
If in such a spirit all agree to 
meet whatever may befall in 
1921, half the battle will be won 
before it is joined, and therein 
let us hope that we shall pull 
through unscathed and without 
loss of prestige or national hon­
or.

The Herald.
With the enepenelon from publica­

tion on Friday last, New Year’s Eve, 
December 81. of the Evening Herald, 
and the retirement .of Sir P. T. Mc­
Grath, Its managing Editor, there 
passes from the arena of journalism 
one of the most powerful writers of 
current times. Having spent thirty 
years In the newspaper world, the re­
tiring Editor had ample opportuni­
ties of knowing many men and wit­
nessing many scenes, the knowledge 
thereby gained being ever turned to 
good advantage for the papers which 
he served. As a controlling power In 
political journalism he will be missed, 
but It is hoped that he will not per­
mit his very vigorous pen. to rust.

The Herald itself was too well 
known to need any detailed refer­
ence. Its disappearance will be re­
gretted, but perhaps like the Phoenix 
it may arise from its ashes, doubly 
powerful and influential, it not being 
altogether known yet whether its sus­
pension is permanent or temporary. 
So far as can be learned negotiations 
are now in progress for its purchase, 
and it is quite possible that once 
more it will take its part in 
public matters, and discuss, them as 
it ever did, without fear or favor.

LABRADOR FISH SALES UNRE­

STRICTED TO ALL COUNTRIES.
The following communication was 

received from the Department of 
Marine and Fisheries by the Fish Ex>- 
porters on New Year’s Eve. It states 
that Labrador fish is now freed from 
all restrictions, exporters being at 
liberty to sell it in any way, and 
where they please, while Italy has 
been made an open market for shore 
fish also. The next edition of the 
Royal Gazette will contain the re­
vised regulations.

December 31, 1920.
Dear Sir:—I am instructed to advise 

you that certain changes in the Fish 
Export Regulations are in course of 
completfition, and will in all probabil­
ity be Gazetted early next week.

It is contemplated to entirely sus-, 
pend the Export Regulations for the 
present as regards both Labrador and 
Shore Fish for Italy, and to suspend 
them for the present as regards Labra­
dor fish only for all other markets.

Pending completition of the neces­
sary formalities special permission 
will be granted by the Codfish Expor­
tation Board (in accordance wtiith Part 
III Section (a) of the Rules and Regu­
lations referring to shipments to 
Italy) to any license holders wishing 
to ship fish to Italy.

Crew of Euphrates Safe.
RESCUED BY S.S. GALILEO. 

-The safety of the crew of the 9.S. 
Euphrates has been ascertained in a 
wireless message received at 10 o’­
clock last night by the Radio Station 
at Cape Race. The message reads:— 

“Taken all crew off trawler Euph­
rates in sinking condition Lat. 44.24 N. 
Long. 45.27 W. Dangerous to naviga­
tion. Inform St. John’s Nfld.

JONES, Master Galileo.” 
Since Tuesday last when the little 

steamer left Bell Island for St. Johh’s 
there has been considerable anxiety 
as to her safety. She left port at 8 o’­
clock Tuesday morning last, and was 
caught in the S.E. snow storm that 
came up a couple of hours later, and 
was last seen by the Ingraham about 
11 a.m. off Flatrock. It is apparent 
that when the weather became .too 
thick, Capti Dawe ran the Euphrates 
off the land in the height of the storm, 
and Tuesday night when the wind 
changed to S.W. and blew a gale the 
little steamer was unable to make 
back, probably through her engines 
getting out of order, and was blown 
further off to sea. Though no particu­
lars are at hand It Is evident that the 
crew were not taken off the steamer 
until yesterday afternoon as Captain 
Jones, of the Galileo, no doubt wire­
lessed Cape Race as soon as he had 
rescued the mariners, The news that 
the crew of six men are safe on board 
a large steamer bound to New York 
will be a great relief to the wives and 
families of the men.

The S.S. Galileo is the second steam­
er of the Wilson line of the same 
name. The old Galileo was called the 
rescue bo^t of the Atlantic. In the 
year 1889 she towed the S.S. Tanker- 
ville. to this port, and the latter ship 
leaving here after having repairs ef­
fected 'rescued Captain Arthur Jack- 
man and his crew off the S.S. Plover. 
The Tankprvllle was bound to Phil­
adelphia and the Plover was coming 
from Sydney to St. John’s, Captain 
Jackman and his crew had given up 
all hopes of rescue, their boats being 
smashed and the ship in a sinking con­
dition when the rescue ship happened 
along.

Reservoir,
Jerusalem, situated outside the 

valley of the Kedron, boasts of only 
one small spring, the Virgin’s Fount, 
so named because it is believed the 
Mother of Christ drew water from it. 
Ever since Solomon’s day, the want 
of water has been felt In, Jerusalem, 
and the British, since their occupation 
decided to repair and use the old re­
servoir, now known as Blrkett As- 
soub and lying a few miles to the 
south of Solomon’s Pool. It was 
built by Pontius Pilate, and it was 
from here that he brought water to 
the city in the days of Christ Pil­
ate’s old reservoir was repaired and 
enlarged, its capacity to-day being 5 
million gallons.

A powerful pumping plant wap * In­
stalled by which the water Is pumped 
up to large reservoirs built on high­
er ground on the Hebron road, the 
water flowing from here by its own 
gravity in 1-foot iron pipe to twin 
pools on the hill west of the city, 
from whence It Is conducted to vari­
ous stand-pipes In and around Jeru­
salem, Pilate’s acqueduct, ruins of 
which dot the landscape to-day, 
stretched for a distance of forty miles, 
though a8 the ci ow files the Holy City 
lies but thirteen miles away. The 
British pipe line, however. Is but 
fifteen miles in total length. As a 
result of this British enterprise the 
death rate in the city has dropped by

Unhappy In Married Life, May Now 
Wed Frenchman. .

Consuelo Vanderbilt, former Duch­
ess of Marlborough, so they say, is to 
marry Jacques Balsan, a French 
sportsman, well known on the con-, 
tinent for his participation in bal­
looning, hunting and automobile 
events. It is true that she was in 
France for several months last year, 
and It is also equally true that her 
final decree of divorce has just bfen 
granted.

Last spring the duchess instituted 
a suit tor the restitution of conjugal 
righto Such a petition is the usual 
preliminary to a divorce in Great Brit­
ain. In May she filed a suit for di­
vorce, which was granted in Novem­
ber.

Reports at that time stated that she 
was inconsolable, and it was shortly 
after her final desertion by the duke 
that she left Blenheim Castle, their 
country home, for a sojourn in France.

The wedding of ConSuelo, daughter 
of William Kiseam Vanderbilt and his 
first wife, now Mrs. O. H. P. Belmont, 
to the young Duke of Marlborough 
took place in St Thomas’à Church on 
November 6, 1895. It was the greatest 
social event in New York society. 
Miss Vanderbilt was given a dowry 
of $5,000,000 by her father, while her 
prospective husband’was offered an 
annual income of $1,000,000 in addi­
tion. Misti Vanderbilt at that time was 
a tall and lithe girl of seventeen. She 
wore her beautiful black hair coiled 
in a knot at the back of her neck. Her j 
dark eyes, with their highly arched 
brows, the retrousse nose and the con­
tour of her small face gave her à pi­
quant beauty which had great charm. 
She had been educated entirely by pri-. 
vate tutors, and spoke French, Ger­
man and Italian fluently." She played, 
the piano and was an expert in tennis 
and bicycling, which at that time was 
at the height of its popularity. The j 
duke was twenty-four at the time of 
his marriage, and was usually very 
quiet and retiring, though a good con­
versationalist when occasion requir­
ed.

Ten days after their marriage the 
duke carried the little great-grand­
daughter of the Staten Island ferry­
man to England. Blenheim Castle, the 
historic home of the Mariboroughs, 
had, in the meantime, been put in 
readiness to received the new bride, 
the duke having sold many valuable 
paintings and pieces of statuary to 
pay the painters and decoratore. The 
castle, which is a huge palace set in 
an elaborate park of twenty-five 
square miles, needs a mint of money 
to keep It habitable for modern peo­
ple.

JOB’S STORES, Ltd
pularity with her retainers, but so­
ciety immediately made a pet of her. 
She was presented at court in due 
splendor, and when her first son was 
born, Septembér 18, 1897, Queen Vic­
toria sent a telegram of congratula­
tions, and Prince Edward, late Ed­
ward VII., acted as godfather, to the 
child. The second child of the Marl- 
boroughs, Lord Ivor Spencer Chur­
chill, was born October 15, 1898.

The young couple were apparently 
enjoying all the happiness predicted 
for them until the duke's willful ant 
whimsical extravagances began to irk 
his young wife. He tried to buy up all 
the Marlborough property, long sold 
for debtfi. He even tried to purchase 
Marlborough House, in London, long 
used as a residence for the Prince of 
Wales. Later he purchased a site in 
Curzon street from Lord Howe at three 
times its value, and hpgan the con­
struction of Sunderland House, which 
proved to be the straw which broke 
the camel’s back.

ConSuelo’ti $6,000,000 dowry had 
been expended in the rehabilitation of 
Blenheim Castle and in the lavish en­
tertainments which had been given 
there. The duchess had given largely 
to charity and her popularity became i 
so great that the pride of the duke j

suffered, and he took no pains to con­
ceal his jealousy of his wife. One of 
their first tiffs occurred over the sale 
of the duchess’ photographs for char­
ity. The duke forbade their open sale. 
The duchess declined to order it 
stopped.

In 1906 the duke and duchess were 
temporarily separated. It was not 
until the spring of 1907 that she 
made her re-entry into society. With 
her small head held high, and beau­
tifully gowned in turquoise velvet and 
iiamonds, she entered the ballroom 
of Lady Dickson Pownder, who was 
entertaining in honor of the Duke and 
Duchess of Connaught. The royal 
family present immediately welcomed 
her to their rooms.

From that time on the duke and 
his American wife went their separ­
ate ways until 1919, when, through the 
efforts of Queen Mary, there was a 
reconcilation for a few days, to end 
in the duchess starting court proceed­
ings. She maintained her place in 
English society, retained her popu­
larity and' her beauty.
