(2) The milk is twice ns rich near­
ly, as cows milk in butter, and much 
more easily digested by invalids and 
underfed children.

(?) It is much safer—never giving 
them tuberculosis—which tortures to 
death so many Newfoundland people 
every year, and which cows, especial­
ly those long confined in winter 
months, constantly give to children.

(4) The meat of goats Is especially 
good, and is specially mentioned in 
the Bible as good for man’s food. *

(5) The milk with which the land 
.-of Palestine was said to “be flowing"
was probably goat’s milk. Asia, Af­
rica and'-Europe—and especially high 
and dry1 countries—use thousands of 
goats, because a goat can feed where 
nothing else can. A cow can live 
where a horse cannot ; a sheep can 
live where a cow cannot: a goat can 
live where no other animal useful to 
man can live.

(1) A young goat can be bred from 
the flrit year, and the offspring be as 
valuable as if the breeder waited n 
second year.

The prejeduee against peats has 
arisen partly through th>f Flbtoal ac­
count of the "Scape goat" that was 
driven out from the congregation as 
unfit to live among people—but even 
then it wee really performing the 
highest possible service to mankind, 
for it was hearing the burden of the 
folk’s sine.

A goat can climb where men can't 
—a goat can feed on and where no 
animal can—and if our Minister of 
Agriculture would take up the matter 
seriously with our Outport people I 
can assure him that the outlay will 
be a thousandfold repaid. Goat’s milk 
has wisely been called “the poor man's 
wine."

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Nebraska's Millions
By REV. A. W. LEWIS, D.D., Long 

Pine, Nebraska.
The growth of Nebraska within the 

memory of living men far outmarvels 
the magic of Aladdin. An Indian sat 
upon his pony at the top of a hill 
overlooking the Missouri. He scanned 
the valley, and finally saw a small 
white coil of smoke arise from a log 
cabin. This belonged to the first white 
man pioneer. It was the first signal of 
the advance of Civilization from the 
East. Now that one small house has 
become a hundred thousand and that 
one man has increased to over a mil­
lion. The untouched riches of this 
great state have been brought to light 
end progress has been made towards 
the full development of its resources.

Nebraska is bounded on the east 
by the Missouri River. It runs west­
ward four hundred miles between the 
fortieth and forty-third degrees of 
north latitude. The eastern part is 
fertile and the rainfall is much larger 
than in the west. Large crops of 
wheat and corn are raised and this 
year the market is good. This makes 
the farmers smile, after years of wor- j 
ried brows; and as goes the farm so 
goes the city.

The altitude of the Missouri River 1 
at Omaha is about one thousand feet. 
The western part of the state varies 
from three ta five thousand feet. The 
eastern half'his many trees, but the 
western has trees along the river and 1 
creeks. The Republican River flows 
along the southern border, coming in j 
from Colorado; and the Niobrara j 
rises in the western part of the state 
and beautifies the northern reaches. | 
Through the middle the Platte and its 
tributaries enrich and vitalize the fer- j 
tile soil. Large irrigation ditches make 1 
the desert blossom with corn and 
sugar beets. j

Another marvel is the growth of 
the railways during a generation. 
Three great systems girdle the state 
from east to west. “The Chicago and 
North Western” runs through the 
northern part, leading down to Omaha 
and the east. "The Union Pacific" 
tries to take in the whole state, ex­
cept where the other lines are dom­
inant; and it sweeps down from Bil­
lings. Montana, through the north­
western corner to Lincoln and Omaha, 
and comes up from Denver through 
the southwestern corner to Lincoln 
and Omaha, with a network of lines 
in the eastern half. Will M. Maupin 
went recently with an inspection 
train of “The Burlington” over 1400 
miles of Nebraska’s wonderful fields. 
“It was a journey filled with im­
measurable delights.”

Let me quote from Maupin: “Geo. 
W. Holdrege looked out upon, the vast j 
reaches of Nebraska, then unpopu- j 
lated and untilled, and visioned the , 
time when they should be settled by a ! 
happy and prosperous people, and 
made productive beyond compare. . j 
. . Holdrege, young, with a vision, a
crusader in development work com­
pelled the confidence of the hard 
headed financiers down Boston way, , 
end often against their will ... 
Farms blossomed from the erstwhile 1 
desert, and thrifty villages sprang up 
over night . . . All this in the life­
time of a man who still moves among , 
us. enjoying the sunset of life.”

The metropolis of Nebraska is | 
Omaha, on the Missouri River. It is j 
now a city of two hundred thousand, [ 
and is fast forging ahead. It is a great j 
railway center with many colleges. 
Lincoln, fifty miles farther west, 
with a population of sixty thousand, j 
is the seat of state government and ; 
the state university, with about seven j 
thousand students. Crete is twenty j 
miles west of Lincoln on “The Bur- i 
lington” and it has Doane College, j 
Congregational. Hastings, 80 miles ! 
farther west is the abode of the Pres- j 
byterian College. Grand Island, twenty j 
miles north is on the U.P. and has its J 
college. So have Fremont and York. j 
University Place in the suburbs of 
Lincoln, has the Methodist College, 
and Bethany, another suburb, has 
the Christian College, Cotner. There 
are four large State Normal Colleges, 
also giving the bachelor degree— 
Chadron, Wayne, Peru, and Kearney. 
Over fourteen thousand teachers are 
employed in the ninety-three coun­
ties. There are over two thousand 
teachers in accredited High Schools. 
There are nine times as many female 
teachers as male in the State. Church­
es abound Si every sufficient com­
munity.

Thomas D. Taggart, of French 
Lick, Ind., purchased last week the 
noted trotting stallion Etawah 2.03 
for breeding purposes at his Laurel 
Hall Farm near Indianapolis. The 
sale was made through the Fasig 
Tipton Company of New York, repre­
senting Brook Farm, Chester, N.Y., 
where the horse was owned. Etawah’s 
fastest performer to date is the $22,000 
mare, Etta Druien that raced so sen­
sationally the- past season for Thos. 
W. Murphy ending up with a record 
of 2.02*4. During his short turf 
career Etawah raced with such bril­
liancy as to establish a lasting name 
for speed, class and gameness ; also 
he was accounted one of the most 
perfectly gaited trotting colts that 
ever appeared. At three he won the 
Horseman, the western Horseman 
and the Kentucky Futurities. All 
told he won 13 out of 17 starts, and 
nearly $34,000 in stakes and purses. 
In all his races he was driven by the 
late Edward F. (“Pop”) Geers, the 
“Grand Old Man” of the trotting 
horse world, whose tragic death oc­
curred at the West Virginia Stott 
Fair in September of this year.

INTERNATIONAL NICKEL CO.
Stock Sells at Highest Price In Four

Years — Earnings Negative but
Treasury Position Strong.

(Boston News Bureau, Nov. 10.)
Boston—Selling, up to 20% last 

week, International Nickel common 
touched the highest price in over four 
years. The stock has been steadily, 
though slowly, advancing during tne 
past few weeks ; it is now nearly 10 
points above the 1924 low of 11%. 
Liquidation some months ago of a 
large block of stock held by an estate 
together with a genuine improvement 
In the nickel trade has put the stock 
in better favor. • , _ „

Earnings of the company for the 
second quarter of Its fiscal year—-the 
three months ended Sept. 30, 1924 
were of a negative character, how­
ever. Net profit after taxes, depreci­
ation and depletion and the periods 
dividend on the $8,912,600 preferred 
stock was $302,068, equivalent to 
about 11 cents per share on the 1.- 
673,384 shares of common. This 
brought profit for the six months 
ended Sept. 30 to $528,078, or 31 cents 
per share. In the fiscal year ended 
March 31, 1924, net earnings available 
for the junior issue amounted to 40 
cents per share.

In a sense these mediocre results 
represent water over the dam. The 
trade position of Nickel is better to­
day than at any time since the ar­
mistice. At the cessation of the war 
there was a huge amount of metal 
above ground. The naval holiday de­
clared by the larger nations further 
impeded the reduction of this large 
surplus. During the past year or 
two, however, new and broader com­
mercial uses have been developed»

To-day the Nickel Co. is getting in­
creased demand for its Monel metal, 
a nickel product that comprises the 
major part of its production.

Small though profits have been for 
three years, they have enabled the 
Nickel Co. to keep its treasury intact. 
As of Sept. 30, 1924, net current as­
sets amounted to $11,830,425. The 
company has $1,102,051 cash, $500,000 
loaned on call and $1,106,569 in gov­
ernment securities. Its only current 
liabilities consisted of current bills 
and accounts payable.

PREDICTS 6BBAT PROSPECTS
FOB AUSTRALIA.

MELBOURNE, Australia, Nlv. 18.
(Canadian Press Cable via Reuter) 

—Prims Minister Stanley M. Bruce 
speaking here to-day stated his be­
lief that there was a great develop­
ment In store for the Commonwealth, 
end that the country wes already on 
the brink of unusual prosperity, This 
great development, he said, with 
eloier Imperial relations would re­
sult In the absorption by Australia of 
Britain's surplus population and the 
admittance of Australian products to 
the great markets of Britain,

An enthusiastic gathering was pres­
ent at the Wesley Young Men's Liter­
ary Class last ttiglkt when the follow­
ing subject was debated:—Resolved : 
"That the United States of America 
was Justified In passing an Act re­
fusing Japanese Emigrants,"
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Postponed The affirmative itlde waa led by E. 
Buraey and R. Clegk# and the nega­
tive by Rev, J, Q, Boyce and J, Os­
mond.

The affirmative maintained that the 
Japanese was not an asset to the 
United States beeauw* of their typical 
habits and custom* which were far 
below the standard of weetern civil­
isation, They worH for small wages 
and live generally li* small huta. They 
do not take advantage of modern 
conveniences and produce an unwhole­
some Influence on' a community. 
The afllrmative fiprther contended 
that Japan for over half a century 
had a sort of an l’(l feeling against 
America and If Japanese emigrants 
were admitted they would likely help 
in a large measure in producing "a 
nation divided again (St Itself.”

The negative contended that by the 
United States refushtg admittance to 
Japanese emigrants ijRie was prevent­
ing the progress of ranking the world 
“one brotherhood." It was also 
claimed by the negeftlve that Japan 
was a progressive nation and was 
quickly copying the habits and cus­
toms of western civilization. The 
Japs have proved the piselves to be 
possessed of great intelligence and 
have made a name for themselves in 
many of America’s Clolleges. Japan 
has contributed a greutf deal to medi­
cal science and have some of the 
finest doctors in the vrorld. The na- 
gatlve further contended that the 
United States was not .Justified in dis­
criminating again suclt a promising 
race.

The debate was very interesting 
and many members spoke on the sub­
ject. On a vote being taken it was 
found that the negative had won by a 
majority of 4 votes. A splendid pro­
gramme of debates has been prepar­
ed for the coming winter and every 
one who attends is assumed of a pro- 
pitable and enjoyable evening.

CARGO BOAT HARD AGROUND.
QUEBEC, Nov. 18.

The Thomas Harling and Son 
steamer Merespool, bound to Rot­
terdam from Montréal with a general 
cargo went ashore at 2 o’clock this 
afternoon five miles above Pointe 
Cltrouiie, and at the latest reports 
was still hard aground. The steamer, 
which cleared from Montreal this 
morning, is of 2,633 tons net and is 
commanded by Capt. T. E. Jones. The 
wrecking tug Lord Strathcona left 
Quebec at five o’clock to proceed to 
the steamer’s assistance.

The general impression con­

veyed by a speech delivered re­
cently in London hy Sir Auck­
land Geddes, former British Am­
bassador in Washington, was 
that there is a loosening up of 
the ties jthat bind together the 
Mother Country and the Col­
onies, and that the latter are 
gradually being drawn into 
closer affinity with the United 
States.

It is as difficult to understand 
the motive which prompts a re­
sponsible statesman to give ex­
pression to such sentiments as 
it is to discover his realms for 
arriving at such conclusions. 
Possibly his intimate and con­
genial associations with Wash­
ington may have tended to in­
fluence his judgement. Perhaps 
an even closer relationship with 
America led him to voice opin­
ions which have been so prompt­
ly refuted throughout the Em­
pire. Whatever his reasons, and 
however correct some of his de­
ductions may have been, they 
fail to shake the confidence of 
the Colonies in the Mother 
Country or make us any the 
more inclined to throw ourselves 
into the arms of America.

It is true that at times Great 
Britain is slow to act in the way 
that the interests of some par­
ticular part of the Empire would 
seem to make imperative, but 
tardiness in such cases Is not 
due to indifference. The inter­
ests of one country may not be 
sacrificed at the expense of an­
other, and in order to keep the 
whole Empire intact, decisions 
have often to be made or actions 
deferred after the particular 
problem has been considered 
from every point of view.

Friendliness between such 
countries as Canada and the 
United States, which have no geo­
graphical barriers to separate 
them, and which have numerous 
commercial interests in com­
mon, is inevitable and most de­
sirable, but friendly intercourse 
does not necessarily mean close 
relationship or even a desire for 
such a state of affairs. The Mon­
treal Star makes the position 
clear in the following comment :

"There is a more living and per­
sistent consciousness of this very 
"difference of nationality’ between 
Canadians and Americans than, we 
tnfagine, there is between at least 
certain classes of Englishmen and 
Americans. This is naturally and 
logically inevitable; for we live next 
door to the Americans and the Eng­
lish do not.

It may surprise Sir Auckland and 
it might have amazed his Westminster 
Hall audience, but we believe it to 
be true that there is much more feel­
ing in Canada against being swallow­
ed by the Americans than there is 
in favor of remaining in the British 
Empire.”

The following remarks on Sir 
Auckland Geddes’ speech are 
taken from an editorial which 
appeared in the New York Sun:

"Sir Auckland made several refer­
ences to Canada in yesterday’s ad­
dress. He told his hearers that the 
British Dominions which look on the 
Pacific are apt to find that their 
problems are more readily understood 
in Washington than in London. It is 
not for an American paper to say 
whether that is so or not. The one 
thing sure, however, is that nine- 
tenths of the Average American’s life 
approximates more closely to nine- 
tenths of the average Canadian’s life 
than either does British life and cus­
toms.

"iipreme Court.
(Before Mr. Justice Kent).

King ts. Leonard GltUspie Held—Be­
fore a Special Jury.

(Yesterday Afternoon).
When the hearing resumed yester­

day afternoon, Mr. Hunt called Supt. 
O’Neill of the Constabulaiy. Witness 
received a 'phone message at a quar­
ter past twelve telling him of the ac­
cident at Donovan's. He proceeded 
to the scene with the Inspector Gen­
eral. Witness saw the bodies of 
those who were killed. At first he 
thought that two people only had been 
killed. When he saw Reid he was in 
a bad state and appeared to be under 
the influence of liquor. His eyes 
were swollen as If he had teen cry­
ing. Sleator appeared also to be un­
der the Influence of liquor and had to 
he advised by the Inspector General 
to keep quiet. Witness asked Reid 
the last house he left and was told 
that it was Holland's at Topsail. Wit­
ness saw two stumps on the south 
side of the road and noted that the 
clay was disturbed. He then saw that 
the bodies were placed on hoard the 
motor bus and brought to town. Wit­
ness heard the conversation between 
the I. G. and Reid. IIo said he was 
coming down the hill pretty fast and 
seeing a red light he swerved to avoid 
it; then he saxv a crowd of men and 
next was ditched. The witness exam­
ined the ground around the motor car 
five or six days after the accident. The 
car had been three or four feet below 
the level of the road. "He saw one 
trench from the road to the tree 
where the car upturned which was 
about 10 inches deep.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howlcy. 
Witness said he came to his conclus­
ion about Reid being under the influ­
ence of liquor from his conversation 
end because he appeared quite coot. 
He was smoking a cigarette. Witness 
was not prepared to slate that the 
Indications from which ha drew his 
conclusions were the result of the 
ordeal he had gone through.

hr. Thomas Anderson, «worn, ex­
amined by Mr. Hunt Witness sail 
he received ft call to go to Donovan s 
and arrived there after midnight. Dr. 
Paterson was there before him. Wit­
ness saw and Identified the six bodies 
and after an examination found them 
all dead. Witness saw tho accused 
after reaching the sene. He was 
standing up but looked a bit dazed. 
His eyes were heavy and he appeared 
unconcerned about the general state 
of affairs.

Asked by Crown Counsel if, In wit­
ness's opinion, he appeared seber, Mr 
Howley objected. The court ordered 
that the question be put. more gener­
ally. Continuing, witness said he be­
lieved Mr. Reid was up to a degree, 
of alcoholism, but not to that where 
a man staggers about, or where he 
could be called drunk. Summoning 
up the conditions, witness did not 
think that shock could produce the 
condition Reid was in. Witness made 
the post mortem with Dr. Fox and 
Dr. Parsons. King's body had a frac­
tured neck, the same as Capt. Whitty. 
Both bodies had other wounds. Duder 
hafl. left chest wall crushed in. Har­
rison had a fractured neck. O’Cal- 
lagan’s death was caused by suffoca­
tion. Burrows had a fractured neck. 
Capt. Whitty had compound fracture 
of both legs below the knee. King 
had wounds on his thigh. _

Cross-examined by Mr. Howlcy. 
Witness said that in the case of Capt. 
Whitty there was an abrasion on 
the outside of the thigh. It appeare d 
that some blunt instrument had hit 
his legs. Witness admitted that in 
his post mortem certificate he stated 
it appeared ns if the wheels had gone 
over Whitty’s legs. Witness did not 
notice any blood on Reid s face when 
he saw him after the accident nor did 
he notice if bis clothes were torn. He 
did not visit b in after he was brought 
to the lockup. The apparent uncon­
cern of Reid could not be produced 
as a result of the accident, and there 
was no evidence of any depression 
apparent in his actions from the casu­
al observation made. There might 
have been mental depression that 
could not be decided by a mere 
glance.

Dr. William Henry Parsons, sworn, 
examined by Mr. Hunt. Witness is 
nearest doctor to Donovan's. On the 
night of September 15th, be received 
a message from someone at Dono­
van’s. f was the first doctor on 
the scene, and on arrival he proceed­
ed to examine the bodies; there were 
six. Witness saw Leonard Reid and 
was talking to him. He made no 
physical examination of Reid that 
night, but made an examination by 
looking at him and hearing him speak. 
Reid’s eyes were staring and he was 
a bit flushed, and he had the appear­
ance of a man who had taken some 
liquor. Witness would not say accus­
ed was drunk. He appeared to be a 
man who had taken a tew drinks, but 
was not the worst of it. Witness ex­
amined the bodies the next day. Whit- 
Ly had compound fracture of both 
legs, had a fractured collar bone, or 
rather, spine, in the region of the 
neck. There were some abrassions 
on one of his legs and his teeth were 
broken. The breaking of the spine 
would cause death. King had a brok­
en cerviacal vertebrae, also had a 
wound in the right thigh, which 
ihnut half an inch deep. In both

in the left side, all hje ribs were 
crashed in. O’Caliaghin was suffo­
cated.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley. 
There were some abrasions of the 
head. The only wound visible that 
would suggest contact with the car 
would be the wound in the thigh. Wit­
ness would not think it poealble tor a 
car to hit King on the thigh where 
there was such a small wound, and 
hurl him forty or fifty feet. He may 
have been hit and there would be no 
marks visible at a poet mortem. He 
could be struck with auch force that 
would hurl him forty or fifty feet and 
it would be possible that no bones 
would he broken, but this is highly 
improbable. The fact that the two 
bodies were hit would make the de­
gree of probability still less. One of 
the conclusions came to at the post 
mortem were that the marks on 
Whitty’s body suggested passage over 
by a car.

Re-examined by Mr. Hunt It is 
possible for a man to be hit by a car 
and have no bones broken. In cases 
of Whitty and King death was instant­
aneous. The bodies must have been 
hit with considerable force to cause 
injures such as were found.

Re-examined by Mr. Howley. It 
might have been the contact with the 
ground that caused the injuries.

Re-examined by Mr. Hunt. Thé body 
must have hit the ground with con­
siderable force.

Dr. Charles B. Fox, sworn, examin­
ed by Mr. Bradley. On the night of 
September 15th, witness was called 
to an accident at Donovan's. When he 
got there, he saw two or three doc­
tors, and others. He saw three bod­
ies. The next day he was called at 
the post mortem with Doctors Ander­
son and Parsons. They examined all 
bodies. Whitty had a fracture of both 
bontss of both legs. King had a 
wound in the thigh. Outside of a few 
minor cuts there were no Important 
wounds on any other bodies.

Cross-examined by Mr. Howley. 
The wound on the thigh of King would 
be caused by contact with the motor 
car, the other Injuries would be caus­
ed hy contact with the ground. It 
would be possible for a man to be 
thrown forty or fifty feet, but it would 
depend on what object hit him. A 
body could be struck and driven that 
distance without a fracture.

William Byrne, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Bradley. Witness lives on Topsail 
Road, about 600 feet east of Donovan's. 
Witness heard the crash and was on 
the scene a tew m’nutes after it hap­
pened. The car was lifted off the men 
when witness got to the scene; its 
head was pointing to the road; there 
were two bodies down by the car. 
About ten minutes after he arrived, 
witness saw Capt. Whitty’s body in 
the bushes. He was one of the first 
to discover it. He walked on it in the 
underbrush, it was lying face down. 
Witness located spot where he found 
Whitty’s body and can locate it now; 
he has lived in the vicinity all his 
life.

William Power, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Bradley. Witness lives on Top­
sail Road, about two hundred yards 
from Donovan's on the right hand side 
coming to town. On the night of Sep­
tember 16th there was a motor acci­
dent The Station Agent who boards 
with witness called him and told him 
of the accident. Witness then got up 
and ran to the scene. The car was 
off the road, bottom up, and pointing 
diagonally towards Donovan’s. There 
were about seven around the car when 
they lifted the car off the men.

James Davis, sworn, examined by 
Mr. Bradley. Witness is foreman at 
Lester’s and was out at Donovan's on 
the 17th of September. He went out 
after a car belonging to Mr. Reid. The 
car was found Just off the road this 
side of Donovan’s, and it was taken 
and brought to police headquarters. 
There was no interference with the 
car, it was handed over to Mr. Gough­
ian at Fort Townsend.

David Hlpditch, sworn, examined 
by Mr. Bradley. Witness is a driver 
at Lester’s. He went to Donovan’s 
on the 17th of September. They went 
for a car which was found off the road, 
east of Donovan’s Bridge, badly dam- 

,aged.
Frederick Smeeton, sworn, examin­

ed by Mr. Bradley. Witness has been 
living in the city for ten years. Pre­
vious to that he resided in London; 
he is a native of Scotland. He is con­
nected with the motor business and 
has been for the past 18 years. On the 
16th September he was out at Dono­
van’s. He received a telephone mes­
sage from R. G. Silverlock asking him 
to go out there. He went out to make 
an examination of the car, as there 
had been a smash up. The car was 
at right angles to the road, facing the 
road. At that time he made a casual 
examination of the car. (gives details 
of damages). The switches were all 
on the “ON” position, the breaks were 
off. The gears were in neutral pos­
ition. He made an examination of 
the road and saw marks on the ex­
treme left hand side of the road to­
wards Topsail. On the other side of 
the lane there were two stumps and 
witness traced marks for a distance 
Of about 86 feet west of the stamps. 
The stumps looted a» it they had been 
cloven with an axe. Beyond the 
stamps he found no evidence of marks

for a distance of 25 feet. At this 
point there was a skidding mark

It was a well defined mark, which, in 
opinion of witness, was caused by the 
left hand rear wheel. Where the rear 
right hand wheel turned over the bank 
there was another mark, wh' ch con­
tinued tor about the same distance as 
other mark but was not so well defin­
ed. The car was brought to town by 
Lester's sloven. The following morn­
ing witness and Mr. Silverlock went 
to the Central Fire Hall and made an 
examination of the car. (Gave details 
of the examination). There were the 
remains of a bumper on the car, and 
they picked up a bumper in the mud 
at Donovan’s. The car had no speed­
ometer, neither of the springs were 
broken, but the clips holding the 
springs were broken. The steering 
gear appeared to be quite alright. The 
footbrake pedal went hard down to the 
board; this is not the proper condit­
ion for the pedal. On the left hand near 
wheel it had no effect. It held the 
right side very well. The emergency 
brake is operated by hand; the lever 
of this came up to the end of the 
throttle. The brakes operated on op­
posite wheels. The car did not ap­
pear to go in high gear as easily as 
others. That was not a proper con­
dition for the car. The car was 
supposed to carry seven passengers; 
if eight were In it, it would not be a 
serious overload, though it would 
make the car heavy on the springs. 
The dent in the right banderont wheel 
was as if the car had hit something. 
The tires were all in pretty good con­
dition. The marks in the road were 
eight inches wide and were caused by 
the two right band wheels. In opin­
ion of witness a sudden application 
of the brakes caused the two marks 
to be out of line. Be would attribute 
them to the fact that one brake was 
operating and one was not. A fairly 
decent speed would be necessary to 
cause the skid spoken of. Sometimes 
over thirty miles an hour would be 
necessary to make the wheels part 
so far. At this point there Is fairly 
good surface on the road. If the left 
rear brake were working there would 
be a mark, Just the same as the other, 
Another examination of the car was 
made on Friday. The car must have 
been going at least thirty miles an 
hour In order to produce the skid. In 
opinion of witness the car jumped 
over where there were no marks. Wit­
ness could not say how heavy the 
car was. It would be about 3,000 lbs. 
With eight men in, there would be 
somewhere in the vicinity of two tons. 
A car that weight hitting an object 
and jumping 24 feet would want a 
speed of fifty miles an hour. It ap­
peared that the car hit the trees hard 
and turned a compleate somersault.

Cross-examined by Mr. Emerson. 
When examinat’on of the car was held 
at Fort Townsend, they began at the 
front of the car. There was a mark 
of some bark on the radiator, and 

i examination of the trees where 
the car was found there was one that 
was somewhat barked which would 
correspond with the mark on the 
radiator of the car. On the side where 
the bumper is broken the hooks still 
go through. They saw the dent in the 
tire when it was in the marsh. The 
springs of the car were not examined 
with a view of ascertaining their age. 
The car would be about five years old. 
There was evidence of the body com­
ing down on the springs, which could 
be caused by weight in, the car, by a 
bump or by both. Witness noticed 
no injury to the wheel, on er
spoke was broken; it is quite a com­
mon occurrence in wire wheels. The 
tires were in fair condition. As far 

could be seen none of the tires 
were injured by the accident. Wit­
ness did not think it very remarkable 
that a car, coming at the rate of fifty 
miles an hour, with eight persons in 
it, hit the stump and jump 24 feet in 
the air and come down without dam­
aging a spring or a tire. When the 
brakes were examined on Friday last 
they worked much better. When wit­
ness said the car was a certain weight 
he might be out five or eix hundred 
pounds. The lower branches of the 
tree were broken, and it was badly 
damaged; it might have been bent 
but witness did not know. The tree 
must have sprang a bit, but as far as 
could be seen it was in practically 
its normal conditkn. For the car to 
turn somersault it was not necessary 
that the radiator be covered with mud. 
There was little or no mud on the 
radiator. The car must have turned 
over on Its left aide, at an angle. The 
car would have pivoted on the bonnet, 
which was pretty badly battered up. 
It was probable tha this came off on 
the night of the accident. At the time 
of the first examination witness was 
surprised that windshield had bene 
bent forward, but after a later exam­
ination, was not surprised.

Re-examined by Mr. Bradley. It 
a motor car turns over as a result of 
meeting an obstruction its heed would 
not stop in the same position as be­
fore turning over. After turning over 
it would have a forward motion on 
the hood, and this would cause the 
hood and windshield to incline for­
ward. It the car had turned over on 
its side and then on its top, the wind 
shield and hood would be in exactly 
the opposi te way. There are no indi­
cations that the car slewed round first 
and then turned over.

At this point, the court adjourned, 
until ten o'clock this morning.

when the Crown called the last wit­
ness.

B. G. Sflverloek, sworn, examined 
by Mr. Bradley. Witness, who is a 
motor engineer of 24 years experien­
ce, at 10.16 on the 16th inst., visited 
Donovan’s and examined the scene 
of the accident. He noticed the two 
stumps; a peg in the ground west of 
the stumps. Bffth stumps were to the 
eastward of the bye-road going to the 
station; one stump was to the south 
of the other. The near one was about 
18 Inches from the edge of the road. 
They seemed to be inclined to the 
eastward—towards SL John's. The 
one nearest the road was about 18 
inches high. Witness examined the 
Reid car. He put on the brake pedal; 
it went down to the full. He also ex­
amined the-hand brake. In a subse­
quent examination of the car at Fort 
Townsend, he found that the Wind 
shield brackets had been forced for­
ward. The bumper was broken on 
the right and on the left the clips 
were torn out. The steering connec­
tions were in good condition. The 
right front wheel had a dent. The 
front left spring clios bad been sheer­
ed off and the axle had gone back 
until the wheel went aga'nst the 
dasher on the left. The bulbs in the 
lamps were broken. The ear was out 
of gear. The hand brake was off. The 
steering gear was alright but the 
wheel itself was broken. The body 
at the left rear corner was bulged in. 
The top was broken completely. The 
radiator was driven back on the left 
side. The car had no speedometer, 
although there was a place tor it. 
After the inspection of the car, wit­
ness saw the tracks of the wheels. 
They were traced to 85 feet west of 
the stump and then they disappeared. 
They were more or less in a straight 
l'ne for the 85 feet. Where they met 
the stumps they were 8 inches apart. 
Looking to the eastward there were 
no tracks for a distance of 25 feet. 
From that further east there was one 
track in a straight line with the side 
of the road. This track showed the 
grass forced towards town. It ran 
for a further 24 feet and then inclin­
ed down the bank at a slight angle, 
gradually getting sharp. The marks 
were made by the right, wheel of the 
csr. There was a mark of the left 
wheel 84 feet east of the 24 feet. mark. 
The car must have dived Into the mud 
and evidently the radiator came up 
against a tree. They found the bark 
of one on the left side of the radiator. 
The mark was low down on the tree. 
Apparently one wheel went between 
the stumps and the other went to the 
south. It was the front wheel that 
went between the stump because It 
had a dent rad there was nothing else 
to cause it. The divergence of the 
tracks west of the stump probably 
was caused by one of the brakes 
working more than the other. The 
distance apart was too great to be 
caused by the steering. The appli­
cation of the brakes was the cause of 
the divergence. The car would have 
to be travelling at a fair speed before 
they would diverge. Witness called 
it a dry skid which he said is infin­
itely more dangerous than a wet one. 
The brakes of the car were examined 
at Fort Townsend. They found that 
the foot brake held the right rear 
wheel but not the left rear wheel. The 
pedal went right to the floor board. 
Witness found that the hand brake 
operated on the right and not on the 
left. On a subsequent examination 
the brakes operated differently. Th's 
was due to the time that elapsed— 
practically two months. The only 
reason for the absence of marks east 
of the stumps was due to the car go­
ing fast. When it left the stumps it 
went in the air and. the right rear 
wheel struck the ground first, and be­
cause "the wheel was not moving as 
fast as the car was going the grass 
was dragged forward. Witness 
thought that the brakemg effect ot 
■inking in the mud waa more than 
that caused by hitting the tree. He 
believed that the weight of the front 
left wheel got the weight ot the car 
and acted as a pivot on which she 
turned a complete somersault. She 
came down on the back left part ot the 
body and then slid further eastward. 
The momentum of the car was east­
ward. Had the bank not been there 
it was possible that the car would 
have turned over again. The left 
front wheel was completely covered 
in the mud. He thought the car could 
not be going at less than fifty miles 
per hour to turn over as it did. He 
drew this conclusion principally from 
her jumping in the air. The fact that 
she turned somersault showed she 
must have been going at a tremedous 
speed.

Cross-examined by Mr. Emerson. 
Witness said he had not arrived at a 
definite conclusion when he and Mr. 
Smeeton made the examination. Their 
report contained only what they mu­
tually agreed upon. He had not con­
structed his theory of what happened 
up to the time he completed the ex­
amination at Fort Townsend. The ex-* 
amination of the car materially as­
sisted in arriving at his conclusion. If 
a car going at 50 miles per hour and 
containing 8 people strikes an object 
like the stump, it would not necessarly 
mean that the springs broke. The fact 
that they did not break speaks well 
for the material. It means nothing 
more or less than that the car was 
good to find that the spring clips were 
broken. The effect ot these extra­
ordinary incidents had on his mind 
was that the machine was going like 
a projectile. (The answer was the cul­
mination ot a lot ot severe cross-ex­
amination in which Councel endeav­
oured to get the witness to explain 
that the conditions of the car parts 
were extraordinary after such an ac­
cident). The blow that caused thé in­
dentation of the wheel, would have to 
be a very forcible one. The rim part 
that was bent was a portion of the 
wheel itself. The indentation was V 
shaped, but he was not surprised that 
the stumps were not shattered as a re­
sult of the blow. He could not say 
definitely if there were any damage to 
the stump that would cause the dam­
age other than they were forced out to­
wards town. They were spalled and 
had suffered some damage. .On ex­
amination of the left back wheel, on 
Friday last, they found that it did not 
revolve qeite tXw. He did not notice 
this when he nAide hie first report. It 
surprised him that the defence aide of 
the case did not make ân examination 
of the car. He thought they would 
have done it when he and Smeeton 
made the examination on the 17th inet. 
They touched very little of the mach- 
anienAhaving in view a future examin-

Obituarytank showing where she came down.
He believed that the front of the car 
lifted pp first and whilst the rear 
wheels were on the ground, therefore 
the tank would be nearer the ground 
and received the Indentation. The wit­
ness though the blow on the tank ma- 
torially helped to raise the car in the 
air. Witness was not surprised to find 
that the tank was not ripped off. Had 
the car being going slow it probably 
would not have gone over the stump.
Where the car started to go over the 
bank there was a clear mark of the 
left and right wheel and at the énd of 
the twenty fourt feet east ot the stump 
the rear wheels came down. It was a 
surprise to him that the car did not 
keep on the road and he believed it 
was made possible by the front wheel 
coming down over the edge of the 
bank. Had the ground been level and 
not sloping where the front right 
wheel hit, the car would not have 
swerved. The mark of the right wheel 
was greater to where the car struck 
the tree than was that of the other 
wheels. After the car struck the tree 
it pivoted on the front wheel and then 
nose-dived and turned pomersault.
In his experience it is the driver who 
usually escapes when this occurs. He 
could not say that it is usual for the 
passengers in the rear to be thrown 
clear and escape.. He thought that the 
left hand rear corner of the car came 
down on the ground first and before 
it took the windshield. The action was 
somewhat like a handspring. Witness 
did not know positively if the mark on 
the corner ot the car was there be­
fore the night of the accident. He as­
sumed that it was put there that night 
by the nature of the mud which was 
found In the indentation. This indent­
ation was about eight inches long and 
not deep. It is probable that the left 
hand rear portion of the hood hit the 
ground before any other portion of it.
The discovery of the windshield 
brackets being bent forward led him 
to conclude that the car must have 
slid backwards when she was upside- 
down. He was not surprised when he 
found this condition.

Up to recess hour the cross-examin­
ation of Mr. Silverlock had not con­
cluded.

Motor care had been engaged for the 
forenoon to take the jury to-the scene 
of the tragedy but the trip was post­
poned owing to the length of the cross- 
examination. Mr. Silverlock took the 
aland at 2,80 p.m. after which the locus 
will be viewed. The defence will prob­
ably begin this evening.

a link with the past has been severed, 
and Brigus has to mourn the loss of 
one of its oldest and most respected 
inhabitants. The deceased lady had 
reached the patriarchal age of 89 
years at the time ot her demise. Her 
family were noted for their longevity 
—her father having attained the age 
ot 84, her mother 96—her grand­
parents 93, 94, 96 and 102 respective­
ly. Other members of the family went 
over 90 years. The deceased lady was 
in excellent health up to a short time 
ago, when she received a shock when 
her son’s wife lost her life, and she 
by accident received a broken arm, 
some months previous to her death.

The deceased lady was of a re- 
jgÿrkably cheerful disposition, and 
Htivaÿs delighted in being surround­
ed by the young generation, and al­
ways took part in their amusements. 
She was known over the entire dis­
trict for her medical skill, by apply­
ing those old-time remedies which 
were handed down from her ancestors 
and which were invariably successful 
In the cure of those who required her 
services, which were given gratui­
tously. Her door was ever open to 
the stranger, and no person visited 
her hoine without receiving practical 
proof of the good old Irish hos­
pitality. Her kindness to travellers, 
previous to the running of the Rail­
way, is spoken of to this day. To the 
poor and distressed she was always 
a friend, and there was always a 
chair ready for those seeking relief. 
She was ot the fourth generation 
born in this country, and was one of 
the beet known and highly respected 
ladles in Conception Bay, possessed 
of a dignity and charm, most engag­
ing qualities of mind, and a warm 
and generous nature. Her home sur­
roundings were Ideal, and many ac­
quaintances enjoyed that loyalty of 
friendship which was so dominant In 
her gracious personality.

The deceased lady wae a daughter 
ot the late Capt. William Burke ot 
Brigua, a most successful sealklller 
ot the past century, owner and mas­
ter of the brig “Spy—the Burke 
family were descendants ot the 
Burkes ot Cloyne, County ot Cork, 
Ireland. Her mother was Jane Scott 
of Bay Bulls, whose family was 
closely connected with Sir Walter 
Scott. She was also connected with 
the Elms family ot Bay Roberts. For­
tified by all the rites of the Catholic 
Church, she passed peacefully away 
on the 11th inst., surrounded by her 
children, relatives and friends, and 
was interred in the R.C. Cemetery on 
the 13th inst.

THINGS SCIENCE HAS FOUND IN 
THE AIR.

The ancients imagined the heavens 
to be transparent solid matter, whirl­
ing round the eath in diurnal revolu­
tion, and carrying with it the stars, 
which were supposed to be fixed In its 
substance. The atmosphere surrounds 
the earth like a blanket at a distance 
of from fifty to 200 miles. Beyond the 
atmosphere in every direction is 
space.

There are dust particles even in the 
purest air, and these cause the blue 
sky by scattering, dispersing, and re- j 
fleeting the light from the sun. j

The air is invisible, but it^Ças 
weight and force. It was left j8 the 
great Florentine, Galileo, to discover 
the gravity of the atmosphere, but 
thirty centuries before nis time Job 
declared that God had assigned weight 
to the winds. It is said that the at­
mosphere which surrounds the earth 
is equal in weight to a globe of lead 
sixty miles in diameter.

Atmosphere carries the clouds ' 
along, and the latter are composed of 
atmospheric dust and moisture, which 
eventually “drop fatness on the land.”
Clouds also accumulate electricity 
and produce the violent discharges 
known as thunder-storms.

Exploring the Atmosphere.
Certain chemical compounds found 

in vegetables are produced by the 
thunder-storms, and without these 
compounds human and animal life 
would be impossible on the earth.

By the use of hydro-filled sounding 
balloons carrying self-recording me­
teorographs it has been possible to 
explore the atmosphere to a height of 
over twenty miles. One of the results 
is to show that the atmosphere may 
be divided into two regions or layers.
The lower layer extends six or seven 
miles, and in it the temperature falls 
regularly as we ascend. In the upper 
layer the temperature is believed to 
remain constant.

Ten miles up the cold is so intense 
that it it could be brought down to 
the earth we should all be frozen to 
death. Ten miles down the heat is so 
great that if it could be brought up 
to the surface we should all be roast­
ed.

Special efforts are being made in 
France to popularize the idea of pre­
venting any future flooding of the 
Seine by the construction of vast 
storage reservoirs. The proposal has 
been meeting with Increasing sup­
port on the ground that the reser 
volrs would afford an efficient protec­
tion for the entlrç valley of the Seine, 
while the works now being put in 
hand would do little more than reduce 
the liability of Paris to be flooded. 
At the same time, the reservoirs 
would serve for irrigation and other 
purposes, such as the production of 
energy. A further argument in their 
favor is that the reservoirs would be 
established in regions where the land 
is of little value. Nevertheless, there 
have been certain objections to the 
scheme, and as a reply to them a re­
port has just been issued upon the 
results obtained with the five huge re­
servoirs which were constructed in 
the Miami basin in the United States 
after the partial destruction of the 
town of Dayton in 1913. It is declar­
ed that the reservoirs have rendered 
the town completely immune from 
inundations. Three reservoirs, hav­
ing a total capacity of 900 million 
cubic meters, would, it is urged, be 
sufficient for the protection of the 
Seine valley. The cost Is estimated 
at 680 million francs.

As though to add insult 
to injury, the price set on the head of 
the “bird of freedom” was I he sum of 
fifty cents; but it was enough to ex­
cite the cupidity of the gunmen. Thus 
far 50,000 eagle feet have been cashed 
in for half a dollar a pair.

The salmon industry is largely re­
sponsible for the destructive bounty. 
The eagle engages in the same em­
ployment as the packers, so they de­
eded to remove his competition, al­
though his catch is moderate. More­
over, most of the salmon that tin 
eagle kills are those that have spawn­
ed and would die in any event. It is 
absurd to believe that the eagle's in­
road on the salmon supply is great 
enough to damage tha fishing inter­
ests.

Surely it is a sordid piece of work 
to slaughter the few iiiousand re­
maining examples of a b'rd insepar­
ably associated with America's pride 
of nationality. If Alaska will not 
protect the eagle its Legislature can 
at least grant the appeal of the Am­
erican Nature Association to repeal 
the law which encourages the slaugh­
ter.

The subjoined poem was composed by James Sharpe, a Scotchman, who 
held the important position of High Constable at Harbor Grace, about 1616. 
There are a few lines obliterated, but it will give a good Idea et wh»t I 
promised in my last communication. Squire Leamon was subsequently a 
member of the House of Assembly for eight years. His bouge is still the 
prettiest in Brigus. and is now occupied by Capt. William Bartlett, of the 
s.s. Viking, owned by Messrs. Bowring Brothers, and Capt. Bill is undoubted­
ly one of the most experienced and successful sealkillers in the country, and 
has well earned his title of "King of the Gulf." His scholastic attainments 
will be well understood by the older portion of our people when I state 
that he held a prominent place in the Senior Class of the Old Grammar 
School at Harbor Grace, of which the illustrious John I. Roddick, father of 
the eminent physician, Sir Thomas G. Roddick, of Montreal, was Principal. 
No "dunderhead” could ever get within nine from the top of that class, and 
hold it, but Capt. Bill Bartlett did, so that is a guarantee of his ability.

The Mr. Brown referred to was Robert Brown, then carrying pn busi­
ness in Brigus, but who afterwards founded the Commercial Bank In St. 
John’s, and carried It on most successfully until the time of bis death.

Doctor Doble was the medico of Brigus. This poetic effusion caused so 
much talk that he at once proposed to biles Julia Danson, the Udfc, over 
whom the duel was to be fought. She accepted and they were married.

Robert Brown was undoubtedly a spark In his younger days, and as 
(apt. Nathaniel Munden asserted he was paying attention to bis daughter 
Ann.

"Billy the Dandy" was Capt. William Rabbitts. He was so styled owing 
to the name of his fortunate little brigantine the “Dandy." A familiar ex­
pression of his was, "my ship is the ‘Dandy,’ and she is a dandy." One of 
our historians stated that he was called Billy the Dandy owing to the aris­
tocratic and Beau Brummell manner in which he would always be drefsed. 
Tnatik all rubbish. They would never wear anything but a reefer Jacket, 
good cloth pants and Elsinore caps. They would as soon put on a straight- 
jacket, as a fan-tailed coat.

William Silly was an Englishman, settled at Çuplds, and a famous ship­
builder. John Cousins was a relative of Charles Cousins, the principal 
merchant In Brigus for many years.

William Stentaford was head man with Charles Cousins, and wets also a 
well-known musician.

James Nlner Harris was the schoolmaster at that time, and educated a 
famous crowd of men, who made their mark In the history of our country— 
and other countries. He was lame, and used a crutch with which Shprpe 
says he was ready to cudgel the duellists If they persisted In their duel, (a 
the same way as he treated his scholars. «

Doctor Dobie's address to his lady love was always In great requisition 
on St. Valentine’s Day.

Nathaniel Munden's daughter Ann subsequently married Mr. Beams In 
St. John's, and lived to the great age of 92 years, and was always delighted 
to tell the old stories of the days when Brigus was famous end most pros­

Son—Event Without Precedent In

In 
placing the Prince In the chair, the 
Grand Master, addressing him as 
"Right Worshipful Provincial Grand 
Master and my very dear son,” re­
called his services, both to the Em­
pire and Freemasonry. The Prince, In 
reply, expressed special gratification 
at having been Installed by his father 
In the Masonic chair of the County of 
his birth, an allusion which was 
warmly cheered. The Duke of Con­
naught, although he had been suffer­
ing during the week from a severe 
cold, was in remarkably good voice 
and high spirits, and could clearly be 
heard In every pdrt of the large hall. 
On his departure for London, he was 
cordially greeted by the crowd in the 
street, as well as by the assembled 
Freemasons.

InsuranceEDMONTON, Alta., Nov. 6 (Cana­
dian Press)—Byrtha L. Stavert in the 
Journal is outspoken in criticism of 
various aspects of the recent conven­
tion of the National Council of Wo­
men.
