The principal business before the
Legislature on Wednesday was tho
consideration of the resolutions, of|
which Mr. Blake had given notice,
providing that furthor assistance be
given to railway enterprises over and
above that provided for by the sur-
lus-set apart for that purpose by
Ehe late Gowernment. - In the course
of his spéach Mr. Blake read extracts
fromi a'mass of correspondence, in
which the parties interested repre
sented that they had been promised,

or as good as promised, aid by the
late Government to the various rail
way enterprises in which thoy wore
interested.

The resolutions wore then sub-
mitted and it was arranged that the
House go into Committee on them
to day. The resolutions are as fol-
lows :—

1. *“That, the Legislatare having es-
tablished a scheme for aiding in the con-
struetion of Railways, it is right that the
public fands appropriated for that pur-
pose should be adequate to the grauting
of aid to proper enterprises so far as that
can be accomplished cousistently with
the retention of such a proportion of the
pablic funds as may be cequired to do
justieo to all seetions of the country.

2, “ That towards accomplishing the
objeet of the preceding resolution, it is
expedient that the sum of $400,000 be
set apart from and out ofthe Consolidated
Revenue Frnd of this Provinee, to be add-
«d to and form part of the fund designat-
«d and known as the Railway Fund,cstab-
linhed under the Act in aid of Railways.

3. * That, towards accomplishing the

* wame objeet; it is cxpedient that in far-
thar aid of railwaysa sum of one hundred
thousand dollars yearly for twonty years
should be set apart from and out of the
Consolidated Revenuo Fund of this Pro-
vinee, and form o fund, to be designatod
and known as the Railway Subsidy Fund.
