FROM KONIAH
TO BAGDAD

Constructina of an Important
8trategic Railway in Near
Future.

The new railway from Konieh on to
Bagdad is certain to be built. A glance
at the map of the near East, together
with a little consideration of the drift
of international policy, will convin-:e
any political student that the motives
impelling the commercial and the politi-
cal worlds alike insure such a consum-
mation, . Germany is bound to exact
payment from the Sultan. There is only
one possible way of securing. compeunsa-
tion. Territory cannot be annexed.
That is obvious. Russia’s consequent
demands would be simply enormous.
France would instantly seize Syria. She
cared nothing for Mytilene; but her
heart is fixed on a more important ap-
panage which Louis Napoleon renounced
at the request of Palmerston when he
wanted England as an ally. Every-
body who understands the Eastern ques-
tion knows that Russia is  bound for
Diarbekr. That is the strategic centre
of Greater Syria, as a simple view of
the map instantly shows. It is doubtful
whether any power or powers can ever
hinder the descent to that point of the
Slav legions from the Caucasus.

Now, the Konieh-Bagdad railroad ab-
solutely blocks any’ further serious a§~
gressions beyond Diarbekr, on our high-
way to India. o much the better for
Britain, as long as Germany chooses to
be' friendly. And as the cost of the
line will be great, if only on account of
its immense length, and as, moreover,
German. capitalists do not for a mo-
ment contemplate paying anything like
the. total amount to be invested, English
finance will ere long inevitably become
entangled in the undertaking. The
simple fact that the Turkish adminis-
tration is guaranteeing part of the out-
lay is quite sufficient for any student of
Oriental conditions. Anything more
hollow than such a source of support
could not be conceived. Tt is in such
cases that England always comes in,
and England always scores.

.The country through which this great
line is to run is one of the most inter-
esting in the world, both on account of
its historical antecedents and because of
the romantic beauty of the districts be-
tween Konieh and Mosul. The railway
will traverse the entire heart of Asia
Minor, and it will open’ up the most
ancient of the Bible lands, seeing that
it will set the locomotive rolling all
through the home countries of Abraham
and his patyiarchal predecessors. ‘When
the shriek of the steam engine echoes
past Ur of the Chaldees, and along the
lbanks of the Buphrates, and tlie train
traverses wastes where Nebuchadnez-
zar’s sway flourished, it

British fleet could not be transported
into Armenia across the mountains of
Taurus. It is those mountainsg that the
new road will traverse a few hundred
miles beyond Konieh. Konieh itself is
a place of past glories, which are about
to be rapidly revived. It was one of
the finest cities of that remarkable
tribe, the Seljuk Turks, whose splendid
edifices, though ruinous enough, still at+
tract admiration. All around Konieh is
a~fruitful plain. ‘This region is one of
the most produétive in the empire. Itis
a seat of the carpet manufacture, like
Aidin, the fine old town on the line
which starts from Smyrna, Immense
supplies of wool, cotton, moroeco leather,
peaches, figs, olives and grapes will be
exported from the centre of :Asia Minor
when the Smyrna-Aidin-Konieh line is
extended according to the new scheme
conceded by the latest irade.

The railway line will be carried over
that gap which forms the pass between
the Bulgar Dagh, the range running
down to the coast near the town of
Tarsus, and the Anti-Taurus range, that
beautiful sierra which exactly bisects
Asiatic Turkey, forming the boundary
between Angora snd Kurdistan. Then
comes a lovely valley between Anti-
Taurus. and the Taurus range, in which
the heights are of much greater alti-
tude, though the length, is much shorter.
Nearly all the engineeriing difficulties of
the line will be encountered in the three
hundred miles between- Konieh and
Marash, the city on the eastern side of
the Taurus. It will be seen that the
railway in its Anatolian section, for this
space of 300 miles from Konieh, keeps
to the south of the great central plateau
of Asia Minor, which is in many pagts
barren, and thus the region traversed
is one of the most fruitful in the world;
The character of the vast tract beyond
Anatolia, after the Trurus is crossed, is
altogether different. For a consider-
able distance, however, the line will
run through exceedingly fertile soil,
until Mosul is reached and ‘until Birejik
is passed. This town is the northern-
most point in the grand Kuphratean
plain known today as El Jezireh, but
still ' generally called among Western
people by its ancient name of Mesopo-
tamia.

By far the longest section of the line
will be the Mesopotamian. This will
measure. not less than 700 miles, for it
will follow the bank of the mighty
Tigris. The railway will forsake tne
Buphrates after crossing it at Birejik,
and will cross Mesopotamia to the
Tigris. The vast Mesopotamian. plain is
a singularly varied - region, Big areas
of spongy 'bog and swamp skirt the
sides of the famous rivers, many of these
‘being salt matrshes, for bituminous tracts
abound. Sometimes the carayvans pass
through many miles of tamarisk shrub.
But here and there beautiful grassy
plains rre traversed, and there is abund-
ant cultivation on the southern half of
the plain, where: tha Tigris and Euph-
rates approach more mearly tf) each
other. Bagdad stands in the midst of
n grand oasis of palm-groves and gar-
dens, #

The Tigris is -here only thirty miles
It is a far cry to
Koweyt, whith is undoubtedly tl?e ulti-
mate railway. objeetive in the mind of
the Kaiser, for the Persian gulf is very
nearly 600 miles from Bagdad by the
river. It will be many years before
Smyrna is connected by railway with
Koweyt, but When the grand scheme is
finished the railway through the whole
length ' of Asiatic Turkey will measure
2.200 miles. By that time Turkey will
he fn:}g\' in pawn to the powers, and
interndtional interests will have become
so_entangled that the Eastern question
will ‘be of even more importance than'lt
is already.

AUSTRALIA
AND CANADA

Former Resident of British Col-
umbla Writes on Fruit
Trade Openings.

Mr. E. Hutcherson, formerly of this
province, and n W, a resident of Australla,
writes from Cli,#hont,, 'West Australia,
under date of May 3rd, to Mr. J. R. Ander-
son, Deputy Minister of Agriculture:
thDeM ‘Mr. Alnderson. — I gmve;re'c;fteg

ought of ‘writing to yom and r no’
having seen you before leaving  British
‘Columbia. I have now had a year’s ex-
perieace in the Australian Commonwealth,
having in turn visited each of the sﬁc}tﬁ:.
Queensland, New South Wales, Tasmahia,
Victoria, South Australia, and Western
Australia. I made notes at the time, in-
tending to write giving you a description
of the fruit and other pests found affecting
fruit and other trees and plants, as well
as what was being done to hold them in
check or eradicate them. I would be
pleased, should you care to have them, of
extending the same and give you a descrip-
tion of a number of insects as well as
fungous diseases 'that are prevelant here
and ‘that were guite new to me and may
be g0 to you. From the tome of the press
as well as the feeling of the people, there
is no doubt that Australia is going to make
an effort to increase her trade with Canada
and more especially her fruit trade. And
at the same time I would cal] your atten-
tion to the fact that there 8 a good
opening here for some of the Upper
Country apples of British Columbla to
reach here in October, November, and
December, and even as late as January.
Of course, I can only speak personally
of last season. During those months good
sound apples were worth twenty shillings
Der 50 Ib. case, and even now at this early
date, imported Tasmanians are selling at
fifteen shillings, while good locals, good in
color and well packed, at auction go as
high as seventeen shillings. 1 certainly
would advise some of your best shippers
to make a trial gshipment here this winter.
On account of the position I hold here
it would 'be impossible for me to have
anything to do with them more than I
‘would be able to know what they brought
and the charges. -There are several good
reliable firms here and I enclose the names
of two, and If you were to make shipments
of say 50 cases each per month, would
give %:‘hem a good trial.

The paper states that the building and
the putting on the Atlantic service by
the Hamburg-American Company of the
two magnificent steamers, the Deutsch-
i#nd and the Kronprinz, was a serious
matter for the British shipping compan-
ies engaged in the same trade. It was
aot- long after the Deutschiand had
broken the record in the time of passage
that the returns began to show what an
excellent stroke the company whieh
owns that vessel had made.  Crowds of
Americans took their annual trip across
the Atlantic on hoard the German re
cord-breaker, and very high rates were
easily obtained from those who pre-
ferred the faster and more fashionable
service, On one trip alone the earnings
of the Deutschland were no less than
£28,000, and the expenses of the trip
only came to £10,000, while the net pro-
fits of the best trip of one of the slower
mixed passenger and cargo boats came
to only £6,000. Still the English lines
cling. to their policy of running mixed
passenger and cargo boats, and depend
on them for earning fair dividends,

The Morgan deal would result in the
British~people losing even' the cargo-
carrying across the Atlantic. The Cun-
ard and other companies may still send
their steamers and carry cargoes
from this country to the States, but
they would have to return in ballast, for
the usunal trafic would all be diverted
into ships belonging to the mew trust.

TELEGRAPH FIGHT.

Postal Ousts Western Union
Pennsylvania Railway.

(Philadelphia, Pa., June 26—F'irst Vice-
Presidept John F. Green, of the Pennsyl-
vania railroad today confirmed the state-
ment that the directors of the company
at their meeting yestegday approved of
the agreement whereby the Postal Tele-
graph company will ‘control the tele-
graph service of the lines of the Pennsyl-
vaunia railroad east of [Pittsburg, and
‘Erie, for 15 years beginning December
1 next. Capt. Green said that it now
remains for the directors of the Postal
Telegraph company to ratify the com-
tract. He further stated that as soon
as the present contract between. the
Pennsylvania railroad and the "Western '
Union Telegraph company affecting the
lines west of Pittsburg and Erie expired,
a contract will be made with the Postal
company similar to the one approved yes-
terday. It is eaid the contract for the
Western lines will not expire for sev-
eral years. The Eastern contract has
already expired, and the Western Union
company has been given six months
time from July 1 within which to re-
move its poles and wires from the rail-
road company’s propexty.

‘W. R. Baker, vice-pfesident and gen-
eral manager of the Postal Telegraph
company, confirmed today the report
that a contrret between that company
and the Pennsylvania road had been
agreed upon. He declined to discuss the
financial part of the comtract, but said
he considered the arrangement an ex-
cellent one, both for his company and
the railway company. The announce-
ment that 100,000 railroad messages
were to be transmitted free, and the bal-
ance paid for, is umderstood to be su®-
stantially correct.

On Tuesday Canadians will celebrate
the thirty-fifth anniversary of Confed-
eration, an event which united Upper
and Lower Canada, New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia into one political ani
commercial whole; forming the mucleus
©of & new ‘British Dominion, which today
extends from ocean to oceam and  in-
cludes within its borders the
half of a ‘continent. The subsequent
purchase of Rupert’s Land, from the
Hugdson’s Bay Company, and -the ' ad-
mission of British Columbia and Prince
Edward Island rounded out the Domin-
ion and completed the glorious work of
that patriotic band of statesmen, whose
forethought and political heroism se-
cured to Britain for all time a domain
which is destined to stand in the van
of nations, the pride and glory of pros-
perous millions of British people.

After four months continuous pegging
away at the question of our iron ‘e-
sources, we have elicited one letter on
the subject from a correspondent ‘who
knows something about it. We quite
agree with him that it would be impos-
sible to have blast furnaces within the
city limits of Victoria. Not only woull
they be, as he says, exceedingly undesir-
able, but it is not a business proposition
to trapsport both- the ore and the fuel.
The one must go to the other, independ-
ent factors usually determining whether
the smelter is at the iron mine or the
coal mine. ° Our correspondent allows
$10 per long ton as a cost of production,
making the industry feasible, say $9 per
short ton.” If we add the Dominion
bonus, then it is possible, on the basis
of his figures, t6 make pig iron on Van-
couver Island, if it can be done for $12
per short ton.

sons of the year, it is most frequently
observed during the summer months,
while cattle are on pasture, as dust and
pollen from plants increase the- irrita-
tion of the eye, The disease was first
observed in this state in 1890,” says N.
. Mayo, of the Kansas Experiment
station, “but since that time has spread
rapidly, and is now quite common. The
disease seems . to attack youpg ecattle
rather thﬂ.n old, but cattle of all ages
will take it, and it seems to affect old
cattle more severely than calves. It
Eloeg not affect othér animals than cat-

e.

The cause of the disease has not been
discovered, although it is believed to
be. due to a germ. The manmer n
wh_ich the disease is spread from one
animal to another is little understood.
although flies are believed to play an
important part. The disease, however,
spreads during the winter, when there
are no flies about. There is a popular
idea that pollen and dust cause the dis-
ease. They undoubtedly aggravate it,
but the disease must be introduced inte
a locality by an infected animal.

The first symptom usually noticed is
a profuse discharge of tears from one
eye, running down over the face. Dust
and dirt often adhere to the moist hair,
and a dirty streak is observed, especiai-
ly in-white-faced cattle, extending from
the inner corner of the eye downward
across the face. The “disease usually
begins in one eye, and later attacks the
other eye. In some cases both eyes
may be attacked at the same time. As-
sociated with the discharge of tears is
a swelling of the eyelids, which are
nearly eclosed, partly from the swelling,
but principally to keep the light from
the eye, as bright light seems to increase
thé pain. The front part of the eye-
ball becomes milky white in appearance,
and oune spot usually red or copper-col-
ored. At this point an abcess or small
gathering usually forms, and looks to be
a reddish, fleshy mass. It breaks and
discharges a small amount of pus or
matter, that escapes with the tears, As
the animal recovers and the eye re-
sumes its normal condition, a ° white
speck remains on the eyelid for some
time as a scar, showing where the ab-
cess existed. In a few cases this ab-
cess weakens the front of the jexe to
such an extent that it bursts and al-
lows the contents of the anterior eham-
ber of the eye to escape.” A few of the
cases where .the eye bursts will heal and
the animal will recover the sight; but in
a ‘majority of cases the animal will be
permanently blind in that eye. A few
cases aré teported where ‘both eyes
have burst and the animal was per-
manently blind in both eyes. During
the acute stages of the disease, if both
eyes are affected at the same time, the
inflammation may be s0 severe as to
cause a temporary blindness, the ani-
mal being unable to see.at all, and it is
necessary to feed and water them to
prevent  them from falling away rapidly
in flesh, If the animal has the disease
in an acute form, there is often some
fever associated with it; and In prac-
tically all cases the animals cease to
ruminate, and stand about with ears
lopped and eyes closed, exhibiting all
signs of severe suffering. ‘Milch cows
usually fall away in the amount of
milk secreted, of in severe cases, it may
be stopped .entirely. .Owing to. a clos-
ing of the .eyes together with pain, the
animals do not eat well, especially whila
at pasture, and as a result fall away in
flesh. Since practically no animals die
of :this disease, and only a few are
permanently -affected as: to .sight, the
greatest loss is in the shrinkage of flesh
that follows the attack of the disease.

Why North Westem Canada'lls
‘. Attracting the Flood of
Settlers. :

From Montreal Gaszette.

The exodus from the Western States
io the Canadian Northwest is accounted
for by Americhn newspapers as a conse-
quence of the pressure of population
across the line. They regard it simply
as an overtlow of settlers from -Iowa,
Nebraska, Minnesota, and the Dakotas.
While' these states are not yet crowded,
their population has been dense enough
to make good farming land within them
permanently dear. The day when
homesteads could be got for a nominal
price, or for even $20 or $30 an acre,
appears to be past.

Unquestionably this rise in land val-
ues, brought ebout by the filling up of
the Western States, has given.an im-
pulse to the emigration thence to our
Territories. But it does not fully ex-
plain that movement. The new-comers
are not people who were landless in the
American West. A very large number
of them owned improved farms there,
which it is to be presumed they acquired
when land in these states 'was cheap.
Why does the American Westerner sell
the farm that has become so enhanced
in value in his possession? Evidently
he considers it less desirable property
than the homestead to which he betakes
himself iz the Tanadian West. He
forsees - that the latter has a prospect
of speedily rising to & par with the one
he has disposed of for: fifty or sixty
dollars an acre. There should be no
better judge of a quarter-section in "Al-
berta or Assiniboia than a man who
has been brought up on a farm in the
American West, and no one should be
better able to estimate ‘its future value
correctly than one who has lived
through the land rise that has taken
place “in the American prairie country.
Of course American immigrants cannot
be said to be really taking any chances
when they transfer themselves to our
side; they are not, as ‘a mattér of fact,
staking much on théir fown judgment.
They are mot like pioneers or prespect-
ors, who have to discover for themselves
whether the territory is worth working.
They know all about that, for the suec-
cessive crops of the Qanadian West have
establishred its reputation as one of the
richest agrieultural districts in the
world. It is famed for the quantity
and quality of the wheat and other
grain it yields to the acre, Over its
vast extent mixed farming can be
carried on more economically than in
any other eountry on the globe. Al-
berta rivals Texas and Argentina as a
ranching district. . In a few years the
wheat harvest of Manitoba and the
TPeritories will exceed that of the North-
Western States, where the annual
spring wheat yield has been-as high as
200,000,000 bushels. Last year we
raised a quantity equal to one-third of
this. It is Buch records, such aceounts
of wonderful fertility, that is bringing
this irruption of American settlers to
our West.

British Columbia, the home government
had to face the difficulties of policeing,
as well as developing the vast tract of
this unsurveyed wilderness. It was
then that the Home government looked
round for some one “to make ’em their
bridges, their wells, and their-huts,” and
a detachment of the Royal Engineers,
under Colonel Moody was sent out, ar-
riving here in 1858. Colonel Moody

It is related of one naval store-
keeper who reported at headquarters for
duty, having been given the appoint-
ment at Esquimalt, that the official to
whom he applied for information was
utterly at sea as to the geography of the
place, associating Esquimalt with *the
Hsquimo,; - and not having the faintest
idea as to the route the new, appointee
wculd have to take to reach his destina-
tion.
However, the Colonial Defence Com-
mittee of the British parliament having
recommended that the important coaling
station and drydock (built by the two
governments) at Esquimalt should 'be
adequately protected, steps were -tgken
in 1889 to cdrry out their suggestions,
This finally led to the handing over of
the Dominion government property at
Work Point to the Imggerial authorities.

The
Dominion government agreed to pay the
entire cost of the Imperial garrison, con-
sisting of 3 officers and 72 non-commis-

5 mon-coms. and men were for duty as
submarine miners), and to hand over the
Work Point barracks, then occupied by
“C” Battery, R. C. A., and to provide
the mecessary land for the works. The
Imperial government undertook the
superintendence of the works and to pro-
vide the armament and necessary vessels
and stores for submarine mining, and
half the cost of the defence works. Om
the 4th of 'August, 1893, Lieutenants
Templer and. Barnes, R. M. A., with 15
non-coms, and men. arrived from Eng-
Iand to take over Work Point barracks.
The next night “C” Battery, R. C. A.,
left Vietoria to rejoin headquarters at
Quebec.  Shortly afterwards Major H.
H. Mujrhead, R, E., the officer specially
selected by the war office to superintend
the construction. of the defence works,
arrived from England.

Having looked over the ground, Major
Muirhead recommended that the works
‘should ‘be constructed by day labor,
under sapper superintendence. ' A de-
tachment of the 18th Company, R. K.,
under Lieut. (now Capt.) Gordon, . a
nephew of ‘“Chinese” Gordon, with 20
non-coms. and men, arrived from Hali-
fax on the 1st of May.

AN INDIAN GAOL.

Very Different From Such Places in
Western Lands.

From Leisure Heur.

A guest of Maharajah has every door
open to him! = Oue of my first visits in
bhownagur was to his Highness's
school of education for those who had
shown. signs of moral disease, The mind
of an Englishman must first grasp that
the climate is so hot  and dry-that
the gaol, like most other public build-
ings, is largely an open space, and that
there are-no close corridors. with shut
doors or little rooms with only a tiny
1ay of light. Everything is open-aired!
The chief characteristic whieh struck
me on entering the central yard was
that it was very much like a menagerie,
only that behind the bars were yards
and sheds in which men were kept, and
not animals. The whole place is walled
round, but the wall is not very high,
and there is not of that forbidding
gloom which always attaches to .an
English gaol. The gateway is much
irke the entrance to a college at Oxford,
enly somewhat “ramshackle.”” When I
arrived it stood open, and a-few people
were‘in the porch, while the gaoler was
sitting in the little *“porters lodge,”
which is used as an office, with piles of
rugs, and shawls, and mats, and other
prison-made goods stacked up against
the wall.

‘We passed through the gateway into
an open garden space, where vegetables
were cultivated, and where the gaol in-
firmary is situated.

NEW ZEALAND

She is Pushiig Her Trade in South
" Africa.

Mr. John Graham Gow, special trade
representative of the Government of
New Zealand, was in Toronto recently,
en route to Japan. - Mr. Gow, who iz
an official of the Department of Indus-
tries and Commerce in New Zealand,
has spent sgme months in Australia,
South Africa apd Great Britain investi-
gating and reporting on the best meth-
ods for the development of Trade.
Asked /whether there was any chance
that New Zealand would’ enter the
Australian Federation in the near fut-
ure, Mr. Gow stated that the possibility
was yvery remote. . Some time ago the
matter was thoroughly canvasséd by a

+|commission on both the Northern and

Southern Islands, which constitute the
colony, and the decision reached was
that New' Zealand should paddle her
own canoe, for the present. Producing,
us she does, largely the same clasg of
exports as = those of Australia, New
Zealand has found herself rather shut
out ‘of the markets near at hand, and
Las therefore struck out to find markets
abroad. ‘After some investigations in
Melbourne and Sydney, I = went to
South Africa in November last, said
Mr. Gow. ‘I visited Darban, Port

far into the affectea country as Johan-
nesburg. The result convinced me that
there was a market for New Zealand
prodnets in South Africa, and I reported
iu favor of subsidizing a direct line of
freight steamers between our ports and
Natal and Cape Colony. Since then the
Government of Né&w. Zealand has sub-
sidized such a line to the extent of
£30.000 {($150,000) per annum.

‘It seems to me that there should be
a market for all the greater concerns in
South Africa; our exports are in a large
measure the same as those of Canada—
butter, cheese, mutton and other agri-
cultural products. The Americans are
already there, and are getting 'a large
slice of the trade, and the colonies must
act at once if they ore going to get thelr
share.

‘I find that in South Africa the mer-
chants generally are anxions to give the
preference to their sister colonies. They
are. very grateful for the blood they
have shed in South Africa, and anxious
to reciprocate in a practical ‘manner.
This sentiment is much stronger in Na-
tal and Cape Colony than in England.
‘After leaving the Cape I spent some
time in Great Britain, and visited all
ihe leading commercial centres looking
for trade opportunities. I found there
o latent protectionist spirit, some little
sentiment in favor of a preference to
the colonies which only requires educat-
ing to bring forth Yesults. The feeling
of the people of New Zealand is that,
after the sacrifice by the colonies for
the empire in the South African war,

A REMARKABLE WILL.

Executors Unable to Carry Out the Re-
quest ‘of Henry Bennle.
From Huntingdon (Que.) Gleanor.

Henry Bennle was a well-to-do farmer on
the BngHsh River. In the fall of 1809,
he called on Mr. Dérome, notary, to make

is will. By a previous will he had be«
queathed what he possessed to his rela-
tions, for he was unmarried. This will
he revoked and ordered that Wm. Wright
and James M. Stewart be his trustees and
executors to carry out his order, that, on
his death, they sell the farm, with the
exception of one arpent which was to be
donated to the English River' Presbytertan
Church, as an addition to the cemetery,
which it adjoins, in this arpent he was to
be Dburied and with thé proceeds of the
sale of his farm and of whatever else he
might leave, they were to erect over his
grave a monument of Scotch. granite with
a palr of «curling stones placed upon it.
For their trouble In winding up his estate
he left to each executor $200 and $5 a
year to each in perpetuity for seeing that
his grave and monument be kept in repair.
To defray the expenses of such repairs,
$1,000 was to be invested. and in interest
used for tha purpose. Five months after
he made his will Bennile died, when the
two executors accepted the trust. They
cavsed the body to he buried on the arpent
he designated, and then tendered it to the
English River Presbyterian congregation.
which refused to accept it, as they could
not consecientiously be parties to the
wasting of $25,000 (the estimated amount
of the state), on a monument as directed
by Bennie. On this, acting under legal
advice, his executors formed a company,
composed of R. E. Morris, Geo. Robb,
John Anderson. James Rorrison, William
Allen, Jno. McClenaghan, Jas. McG. Wylle,
James Rorison, jr., and Geo. Wright, under
the title of “The Bennie Cemetery Comnany
of Riversfield,” and app'ied td ¢he Lieut-
enant-Governor-in-Council, for hi§ sanction,
which, however, they failed to obtan.
Meanwhile, Robert, 'brother of the de-
ceased, and Jane, his sisterj on behalf of
themselves and the other heirs, contested
the will on the ground that as the church
had refused the arpent of Mand it had be-
come null and void, and the estate fell to
them. The executors employed well
known Montreal lawyers, to represent
them, and their. reply was, that the will
left the property absolutely to the ex-
ecutors, who ‘were endeavoring to faith-
fully carry out #ts provisions so far as
circumstances  permitted. The  court
adopted the conclusions of the plaintiffs,
that Bennie’s evident intention was to be
interred In a certaln lot, provided sald
lot became a regularly established cemetery
under -the control of the congregation of
the English River Church.

- London, June 26.—S8ir F'rederick
Treves, Sir Francis H. Laking and Sir
Thomas Barlow are again spending the
night within Buckingham Palace, and
have arranged for Sir Joseph Lister to
join them in consultation in the morn-
ing. -

Wheh a representative of the Agso-
ciated Press applied at the palace after
midnight, just as the building was being
closed up for the night, it was learned
that there was nothing to be added to
the last bulletin, that King Edward's
condition continued to be eatisfactory.

The representative. of the Associated
Press faurther ascertained with regard
to the brief and, to some extent, vague
character -of the bulletins, which  give
no information as to the King’s temper-
ature, pulse, etc., and which for these
reasons have been much complained of
in some quarters, that this is not due to
a desire to conceal anything or to ap-
prebension of the result of His Maj-
esty’s illness; - Phe doctors had the case
of the late President McKinley in mind,
and in view of the fact that the. erisis
bad not been passed, they were deter-
mined to couch their bulletins in the
most guarded language, so that the
hopes of the public should not be undu-
ly buoyed up.

The Duke of Connaught, command-
ing the forces in Ireland and the Third
Army Corps, and_Sir Henry Wylie
Norman, general Indian ~Staff Corps,
have been promoted to be field marshals.

The Prince of Wales has been appoint-
ed to the rank of general.

Thousands of persons visited West-
minster Abbey today for the sake of
viewing even from the street, what
would have been the centre of the na-
tional festivities,

Material and other results of the post-
ponement of the coronation are cropping
up hourly. Steamers from all parts of
the world, which timed their sailings to
bring in passengers for the coronation,
are reaching England constantly, When
ihe news of the King's illness is receiv-
ed on board, there is consternation and
the bitter disappointmeunt of the pas-
sengers is quite pitiful to see.
Litigation is already commencing over
contracts made with regard to seats, ac-
commodations and other arrangements
dependent upon the coronation and the
naval review.

The British fleet will remain intact
at Portsmouth until next week, but sev-
¢ral of the foreign war vessels will
leave there tomorrow.

Of the feeling in parliament, T. P.
(’Connor, an Irish Nationalist mem-
ber, writes the following for the Asso-
ciated 'Press:

“There is a great deal of real sym-
pathy; there are certain circles in which
the King has not kept his hold, but by
the great public, which knows little of
the tattle of courts, the King is liked,
and he is regarded as a good fellow,
with a sensible head.

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< Diversified Industries, and is not De-
pendent on Wheat ‘Alone.

In considering the -economic progress of
the Territories we are apt to think of them
as a tract, the prosperity of which depends
on wheat, and that a wheat failure would
involve general depression. In this we
are very wide of the mark. Wheat is the
chief form of export wealth, but cattle,
horses and sheep on the hoof, beef, mut-
ton, bacon, butter, eggs, coal, gold and
many other things are produced In large
quantities. The trade with British Col-
umbia, for example, is largely barter, beef,
pork, oats, butter, ete., belmg exchanged
for himber, fruit and fish. This trade
never appears in blue books, but it is far
more important to Alberta and Assiniboia
than any that does. Let the 'wheat crop
fail utterly, and his trade would still keep
thousands of people in comfort. The Ter-
ritories are not by any means a one-crop
reglon, and are likely to become less so
every year. In a couple of years, if the
Mormon colony’s plans are successful,
Raymond, in Southern Alberta, will pro-
duce sugar enough for the whole territory.
The Albertan slopes of the mountains are
rich in coal, and iron has recently been
found in a form of great purity. The
plains, with these things at hand, will not
always be content to import iron, even in
crude forms, from the East.

And s0 onme could go thromgh the whole
list, and show that there is scarcely a
form of raw material for manufacturing,
except perhaps hardwood, that the Terri-
tories do not possess in sufficlent quanti-
ties. A long halt in settlement, a condi-
tion of arrested development, such as pre-
vailed a decade ago, 18 no longer possible,
now that the free lands of the United
States are exhausted. The day of the Wess
is come, and from the standpoint of the
economist, the region is -one of the richesd
on the surface of the earth.

It would
seem, upon examination, that the ‘pro-
posed improveme; are so inter-depend-
ent upon each other that it is impossible
to commence one without seeing the way
clearly to completé the whole. For in-
stance, in building a children’s ward;
private rooms, in constant demand,
must be spared, and this is difficult un-
til the proposed new private ward wing
is ready for occupation. Then, given
these ‘two additions, there is at present
no accommodation” for the extra nurses
Tequired, until thé further addition of
a nurses’ home can be established. We
earnestly hope that during the coming
Yyear a way may ‘be shown us out of
these difficulties.: Meanwhile this so-
ciety will continue with all love and con-
fidence to rende faithful and responsi-
ble service, with. theg attainment of
these objects constantly in view.
The: addition of a sterilizing appar-
atus at the hospital will be about com-
plete with the issue of this report, the
room for the same being that addition
to the operating theatre made by the la-
dies of the Agendrian society, in 1808.
The work committee has™done most
excellent service during the past spring,
meeting every Friday at the hospital,
and has now .resolved itself into a com-
mittee, two me: rs of which, sew
weekly at the hogpital, and assist in
overlooking and répairing the linen.

Nome Figures on Immense Financial
Growth . of Dominion.

The veteran banker, Mr. Geo. Hague,
in his valedictory last week before the
shareholders ‘of the Merchants Bank ot
Canada, made some interesting compar-
isons between (Canada’s financial past
and present. Summing up his remarks,
the Montreal ‘Witness says: In 1856,
the total deposits of fhe banks were un-
der. $15,000,000, and now they amount
to $370,000,000, besides deposits of near-
[y $100,000,000 in the various savings
banks and loan companies. Of this §15,-
000,000 the Bank of Montreal had about
$3,000,000, and now it has some -
000,000. The discounts of the Bank of
Montreal  at -that time were about $11,-
000,000, and now they are more than
$60,000,000. The discounts of "all the
banks were only about $135,000,000 in
1877-78, very had years for Canada, and
now they amount to more than $330,-

I asked Mr. Burns
if ‘he would discount our note for $25,-
000. He did not discount it. I told
'Hayes 1 could not get the money at that
time. 1 said you had better get an ex-
tension of the option for ten days. He
said he did not know whether he could
or mnot. .~This' was on the last day of
July. T then said you had better ggle-
graph to Portland, and see if you can.
