Exalted position did not change the ster- 
lmgccharacter of the man ; es he had been whether 
as «fazen, as soldier, as leg viator, so was he as pre­
sident—never heart so humble. After having 
secured the highest prize of earthly ambition, a self- 
made man, it seemed as if the legacy of a noble life 
left the nation by Abraham Lincoln had been t 
sured up by him who was to follow in the train of 
martyred heroes, and that the memorable words 
used by the former in his inaugural address when 
he prayed for “firmness in the right as God gave 
him to see the right," was the motto of his active 
Christian life. The foundation of his character was 
devotion to duty. He had but one road to pursue, 
the straight path, and to his task he brought a ripe 
Chnetiau experience, a heart full of love for Ms 
country, indomitable peiseverance, and talents as a 
statesman of the highest oraer, combined with cor­
rectness of judgment and generosity of sentiment. 
Such was the man who has just perished. Such was 
he to his country ; but the whole world can claim 
kinship with the man, for he lived not alone for 
America, but for the world, and leaves to everyone 
to whom liberty and justice, right and truth are 
dear a great remembrance and a noble example. 
For he has shown “ that high-principled integrity is 
practical wisdom, and that the greatest difficulties 
in the affaiis of a nation are belt surmounted by 
the spirit of simple nobleness.” So has he passed 
away ; one
“ Who, living, earned a world’s revering thought ;

And dying, leaves his namejwlthout a stain."
We all know with what intense interest the world 
waited day by day for the bulletins giving the con­
dition of the wounded president, and with what 
anxiety they watched the changing aspect from 
hour to hour until unexpectedly hope died, and all 
wept the great citizen departed. President Lincoln 
died as he had accomplished his life work, the aboli­
tion of slavery. President Garfield dies as apparent­
ly his great life work was commencing. But both 
laid firm and steadfast those broad foundations of 
liberty and justice which form the stability of the 
Union, and while the world recognizes the humanity 
of the one, it fails not to recognize the lofty aspira­
tion of President Garfield to’ raise his nation to a 
higher political plane and to elevate the moral tone 
of government. He tys laid the foundation ; may 
we trust that others will take up the glorious heri­
tage, and on this foundation erect such a super­
structure as will redound to the honor of God and 
the advancement and progress of the great Aioprican 
republic. But the president has left behind him a 
greater heritage, the heritage of a blameless Christian 
li e. He has shown his fellow-citizens how a 
C iristiau can live, with what fortitude and patience 
he can bear suffering, and how he can die ; aud it is 
the faith expressed in these words made use of bv 
him, when told after he was shot that his case was 
c itical : “ God’s will be done ; doctor, I am ready to 
go if my time has come," tiiat gave the key-note to 
his life and his calm confidence in the hour of death.
It shall be that the record of such a life wVl give fresh 
stimulus to the Christian world, and in his own 
country be a mighty lever for pulling down the 
strongholds of communism, socialism and infidelity, 
and will be found to be the silver Hnrng in the dark 
cloud that now overshadows the ne’ghboring land. 
His name shall be cherished in the hearts of his 
countrymen as long as history endures. In the 
words of a former member of this council board, 
when moving the resolution of sympathy in con­
nection with the assassination of President Lincoln :
“ History has written with a pen of light his name 
upon the nineteenth century, and when many shall 
have laded from that scroll, and sombre shadows uf 
the past have draped the fancied immortality of 
others, America, happy, proud Americà, from 
tongues of millions yet to be. will solemnly articu* 
late in praise the name ol ” James Abram Garfield.
A nation weeps,and we mingle our tears with theirs. 
Humanity has never given birth but in sorrow. To 
just and holy causes there is need of noble martyrs, 
and that for the ages the only true crowns are*the 
crowns of thorns shining over Calvaries. We know 
how inadequate is all human consolation. May our 
affliction,mingled with that of the world, temper the 
sorrow that fills the hearts of those he loved so well 
—his mother, his widow and family.

“To these who posted at the shrine of Truth,
Have fallen in her defence. A Patriot’s life,
Well spent in freedom’s strife, may earn indeed 
And for a time ensure to his loved land 
The sweets of liberty and equal laws.”
Aid. Clarke then presented the following 

resolution :
That this council, pn behalf of tho citizens of To­

ronto, desire to express to the people and govern­
ment of the United Stales their abhorrence 

and cowardly ci ime 
which has deprived the States of the 

of theif president, and to fu-ther express their 
profound sorrow at the loss which the natien has 
sustained, and their sympathy in the calamity 
which has thus befaUen them.

The council desire further to tender to the bereav- 
widow and family of the deceased president a 

respectful expression of deep sympathy in their 
great distress.

In moving the adoption of the resolution, 
Aid. Clfrke made a feeling little speech. He 
thought it Was eminently fitting that the 
people on this side of the line should show 
cheir sympathy with tUeir kindred on the 
other side, on this the occasion of their 
national grief. Although the dead president 
hid not lived long enough to show what 
he intended to do, and wbat he could do 
as chief magistrate of the great republic, 
still he had lived down the bitter­
ness and jealousy that too . often
arise from party elections, and had a 
bright future before him, and would 
doubtless have justified the choice of the 
American people in calling upon him to 
rule over them. And it was just here that 
a fiend in human form struck him down. 
That a life so mean had taken away a life 
so great was o.ie of those mysteries of Pro­
vidence that could not be unravelled on this 
side of eternity. The deed had been done, 
and there was mourning and lamentation 
throughout the land,-and it was only fit 
and proper that the heart of the whole 
civilized world should beat in universal 
sympathy with the union.

The resolution was seconded by Aid. 
Hallam in a few well-chosen remarks, and 
carried in silence.

Another resolution,moved by Aid. Adam­
son and seconded by Aid. Ryan, appointed 
the mayor and the city clerk to represent 
the city at the funeral at Cleveland, called 
upon all citizens to close their places of 
business from two to four o’clock Monday 
afternoon, and requested that the city bells 
be tolled during that time.

A third resolution ordered that the first 
two motions be engrossed and forwarded to 
the British minister at Washington for pre­
sentation to the bereaved family.

The council then adjourned. As a further 
mark of respect to the honored dead, the 
legular meeting of Monday night has been 
postponed until Tuesday.

The London Lancet Says it Would be Unjust 
to Blame the Surgeons—Hamilton Speaks.

/The London Lancet, in discussing the 
case of Garfield, says the bnliet did not 
wound any vital part in its path, and had 
the sinuous wound it made closed up all 
Would have been well. But the wound did 
not heal because its walls were bruised and 
so injured that primary union was impos­
sible. The retention of the pent-up and 
putrid matter in thepwound almost insured 
absorption of septic poison and death. It 
may be regarded as an open question of how 
far successful an attempt to render the 
wound aseptic might have been. It would 
be unjust to blame the surgeons, and it is a 
matter of congratulation that they were not 
led away by the vulgar desire to extract 
the bullet which had done no harm, since it 
once reached its resting place near the 
pancreas. Its extraction per se would 
have influenced at all the subsequent course 
of the case.

Dr. Hamilton of New York says that 
bed an attempt been made to extract the 
ball from Garfield’s body the patient would 
have died long before the incisions and ex­
plorations terminated,

Washington, Sept. 23.—The crowds 
about the capitol in the early afternoon 
numbered many thousands, and constantly 
receiving fresh accession*. Every entrance 
was closely guarded, aàd none were ad­
mitted without tickets. At the head of 
the catafalque was a broken column of 
white and purple flowers, surmounted by a 
white dove. On either side of this were a 
tastefully arranged crown and a pyramid of 
roses. At the foot and resting against a 
black drapery was the Wreath which, by 
order of the "queen, wad yesterday placed 
upon the casket Arranged on each side of 
the offering from the queen were handsome 
crosses, while at their base was placed a 
magnificent floral pillow on which was 
inscribed in violets, “Onr Martyred Pre­
sident” Next to this was placed “Gates 
Ajar,” which attracted ranch admiration. 
The Knighti of Malta contributed a large 
Maltese cross, and the Union veteran corps, 
of which Garfield was a member, a pillow 
of white flowers bearing in violet letters the 
inscription “U. V. C. to their Comrade.” 
The whole appearance of the catafalque 
was tasteful and elegant. In front of the 
chairs placed on the south aide of the casket 
were sofas for Mrs. Garfield and her family. 
On the north aide of the catafalque were 
seats for members of the cabinet and dis­
tinguished guests.

At a quarter to two the doors of the ro­
tunda were opened. The Knights Templar 
Beausant commandery of Baltimore entered 
in full regalia, but did not remain in the 
hall, simply passing around the catafalque 
in double file. At ten minutes past two .he 
army of the Cumberland filed in and took 
their seats. The dc-ora were then thrown 
open to all holders of tickets. The chairs 
for the general public were quickly filled. 
Soon the members of the diplomatic corps 
were ushered to the seats reserved for them. 
At five minutes before three President 
Arthur, leaning upon the arm of Secretary 
Blaine, entered from the senate side of the 
capitol. Immediately after followed Grant 
and Hayes, Secretary and Mrs, Windom, 
Secretary and Mrs. Lincoln, Secretary and 
Mrs. Hnnt, Attorney-general and Mrs. 
MacVeagh, Kirkwood and James. Mrs. 
Garfield and the members of her family 
were not present at the ceremonies.

There was some confusion in the seating 
of the diplomatic corps, representatives of 
the army and navy and senators and mem­
bers of the house, occasioned by an over­
sight in not reserving a sufficient number of 
seats. Many persons eluded the doorkeep­
ers and gained admission to the rotunda, 
while many who held tickets were unable 
to find seats.

At three o’clock every seat was filled and 
all available standing room occupied. Rev. 
Dr. Power then ascended the dais and an­
nounced the opening hymn, “ Asleep in 
Jesus, blessed sleep,” which was rendered 
by a chorus of fifty voices.

The ceremonies were concluded about 
four o’clock, when the casket was at once 
removed to the hearse in waiting at the 
east front of the capitol. A few moments 
later the procession moved. The military 
escort preceded the hearse, which was fol­
lowed by a long line of carriages, two 
abreast.

The military marched up the avenue to 
the depot and dispersed, and the coffin was 
taken at once to the train in waiting- at the 
Baltimore and Potomac depot. The side­
walks of the avenue and the intersecting 
stre rt corners were thronged with thousands 
of spectators. The train started for Cleve­
land at 5.21 p.m.

charges would he a thing of the past. As 
the writer truly says, let Canadians do their 
part; and there is plenty of scope for their 
genius ahd taste to exercise on. But for 
these grievances many a family of moderate 

would prefer spending their holidays 
here; but when the subject is under dis­
cussion, the Falls are tabooed at once as 
too expensive for “ our means,” so they 
seek some other locality where fifty- and 
twenty-five cent pieces are not in sgpE con­
stant demand.

In these days of associations it is a little 
strange that the tcto; trance societies of 
Canada have not thought of “ combining 
and co-operating” in starting a coffee house 
here, where there is an excellent opening 
for one. It could be on the English plan, 
with reading rooms and library free, lodging 
at reasonable rates, as well aa refreshments 
—all made attractive and inviting to the 
general public. One of the surest methods 
of reform is to furnish counter attractions 
and amusements. In connection with this, 
all out-door games could be enjoyed in 
summer time ; in winter a skating rink 
would be hailed with delight by the young 
and no less by the elder lovers o' the roar­
in' game.

A line of Herdic coaches is soon to be 
started, running from the Bridge to the 
Falls. The public will hail this as one of the 
signs that better times are coming, and be 
vne step towards making this attractive 
place more acceptable to all travellers. 
Every true-hearted Canadian must feel a 
national pride in this greatest natural won­
der of the world ; ana when the artificial 
attraction of the electric light ie added, the 
eight is truly fairy-like and inspiring. 
Many a distant settler in the Northwest, 
when driving hie “ learn afield,” or sitting 
beside his winter fireside, will recall with 
fond remembrance pleasant excursions and 
happy hours spent it the Falls.

LABOR NOTES.
The London Times points out that too 

muchf attention is paid to foreign affairs, 
to the exclusion of more important matters 
at home. .A single day of the trades’ union 
congress, it avers, is worth columns of stuff 
about the troubles of France and Tunis, or 
Austria and Turke.j.

An enthusiastic mass-meeting was held 
on Wednesday by the Tin and Sheet-Iron 
WorKers’ union of Qhiçago, It W4s resolv­
ed that the tin, sheet-iron, and cornice 
workers of Chicago, b°th day and piece 
hands, shall strike for an advance in wages 
of 25 per cent. Outsiders were asked to 
join the union, and a. general movement 
will be made to bring in all this class of 
tradesmen in the city.;. Fully forty 
members joined, and a large proportion of 
these were initiated at a secret session fol­
lowing the mass-meeting. Tinners are now 
receiving from$L75 to $2.50 per day.

On Wednesday morning sixty of the 
employed at the works of the Louisville 
Bridge and Iron company struck for higher 
wages. There are over 100 men engaged at 

, the works, and they have been receiving 
$2.25 per day. Those who stopped work 
demanded an advance of 50 cents per day. 
The officers of the company refused to ac­
cede to the demand of the employees, and, 
after paying them off in full up to Tuesday 
evening, called upon the police and had the 
strikers put outside of the works. There 
was no actual disturbance, but trouble 
threatened, and as a precautionary 

- the police were sent for.
On Wednesday morning Gov. Colquitt 

of Georgia rece ived a telegram from Savan­
nah asking him to instruct the military of 
that city to tivn out and protect the lives 
nd property of citizens from laborers who 

have struck for higher wages within the 
past few days, ana who have refused to 
allow favorably inclined citizens to go to 
work. The despatch was signed by Mt 
Wheaton. The governor Refused to grant 
the request, and other telegrans were for­
warded to members of the legislature from 
Chatham, in which county Savannah is 
located, asking them to urge the governor 
to grant the request. These members 
called upon the governor, who a^ain re- 
fqeed, on the ground that in his opinion no 
emerg ency has yet arrived.

A CONTRAST OF EXPENDITURES.
In his speech at the West York meeting, 

Mr. Ross stated that the present debt of 
the Dominion was $156,000k000, being $39 
per head of the population,as compared with 
$35 in the United States. Stated in another 
way, this debt is equal to a mortgage of 
$900 on every hundred acres of improved 
land/in the Dominion, or $400 on every 

hundred acres sold by the crown.
The public debt in 1867, when the pro­

vinces were united, was $75,000,000, so 
that the increase in fourteen years has been 
$81,000,000. And of this sum the Liberal 
party is responsible for only $200,000.

The annual expenditure was increased by 
the Conservative government between 1867 
and 1873 by $10,000,000. In the five years 
following, when the Liberal party was in 
office, the increase in the annual expenditure 
was only $156,000. The Conservatives again 
got into office, and in two years and a half 
they have made a further increase in the 
annual expenditure of $2 064,708.

This is the record of the two parties at 
Ottawa since the union of 1867. It shows 
that in those fourteen years the Conserva­
tive governments entered into engagements 
that have increased the public debt by 
$80,800,000, while the Liberal government 
increased it only by $200,000. It also 
shows that the Conservatives arc responsi­
ble for an increase in the annual expenditure 
of $12,000,000, and the Liberals for Only 
$156,000.

Mr. Hardy, the provincial secretary, re­
ferred briefly to the financial situation in 
Ontario, where the Liberals have held office 
continuously for nearly ten years. The 
government has expended large sums in 
the construction of public buildings and 
works «and t1ie maintenance of public in­
stitutions, iu aiding railways, education 
and charities, and it has in various other 
ways assisted in promoting the country’s 
prosperity. No interest lias been neglect­
ed, and every department of the public 
service has been efficiently administered. 
Yet the province has a surplus of over four 
millions, the annual expenditure is $300,000 
less than it was in 1873, and $150,000 less 
than in 1878—on the eve of the last gene­
ral election.

ill .Napier v. Hughes—Interesting to Merchants— 
York Assizes. r

A » *The whole of yesterday was occupied 
with the case of Napier v. Hughes. This 
was an action brought by James A. Napier 
& Co. of Glasgow, Scotland, against Hughes 
Bros, of this city, for the price of certain 
dress costumes made by the plaintiffs for 
the defendants. From the evidence it ap­
peared that in the spring of 1880 Mr. 
Houston, who was agent for the plaintiffs, 
and several others firms, came to this coun­
try to take orders, and (failed upon 
Hughes Brothers. He took orders 
from them for the plaintiffs and three 
other firms which he represented. 
Hughes Brothers say all these orders were 
subject to the approval of Petley, their 
English buyer. Houston says this condi­
tion only applied to an order taken for 
John Knox & Company, and that the other 
orders, including that of Napier & Co.’s 
goods, were absolute and unconditional. 
At all events Houston sent N^ier & Co. 
an absolute order. Before the good 
manufactured Petley called upon the- 
pl ai n tiffs and told them the order was con­
ditional, but they did not consider this as 
a refusal to approve of the goods, and 
went on and manufactured them. Subse­
quently Petley did refuse to approve of 
the goods, but the plaintiffs considered de­
fendants bound to accept them and shipped 
them. On their being received Hughes 
Brothers supposed they had been approved 
of by Petley, and went on to sell, 
but stopped the sales as soon as they learned 
the true state of affairs, and wrote to 
Napier & Co., advising them that the goods 

lying here to their (Napier’s) orderi 
The latter, seeing that there was going to 
be a difficulty, gave instructions to Houston 
the next time he came to Canada to take 
legal proceedings against defendants if they 
refused to accept the goods. While in this 
country Houston telegraphed back, 
“ Hughes won’t accept goods ; shall 1 
leave it to arbitration ?” To which Napier 
& Co. replied, “ We can’t judge at this 
distance; do as you think best.” On the 
strength of this Houston consented to re­
fer the matter to the arbitration of Mr. 
Warring Kennedy and Mr. Brock of 
Wyld, Brock & Darling, who de­
cided against Napier & Co. The
arbitrators, however, did not take into 
consideration the fact that bulk 
had been broken ; and it was contended that 
the plaintiffs would never have consented 
to frefer the case to arbitration had they 
known of this breaking of bulk. Plaintiffs 
refused to abide by the arbitration, hence 
this suit. It was also contended by the 
fendants that the goods sent Were not up 
to sample. At the conclusion of the evi­
dence the jury were addressed by Hector 
Cameron, Q.C., on behalf of defendants, 
and Dr. McMichael, Q.C., on behalf of the 
plaintiffs. The court then adjourned. The 
judge will charge the jury to-day.

Judge Mackenzie Dispensing Punishment and 
Fatherly Advice.

“I’m not guiltv, that’s all,” replied 
James Ross, the youth who had just been 
convicted of the Yorkville burglary. The 
judge commented very severely on the 
brutal conduct of the prisoner, and sen­
tenced him to seven years in the peniten­
tiary, telling him that if he had rightly 
used the faculties with which he was 
endowed he might have been making a 
dollar a day and living decently.

Samuel B. Thompson, who was technical­
ly found guilty of keeping an illicit still, 
said he was a stranger in the country, didn’t 
know the law, and didn’t keep the 
still for any illicit purpose. The
judge appeared to feel the hardship of the 
case, but said that under the law the 
lightest sentence he could impose 
fine of $100 and a month’s imprisonment. 
He advised him to apply to the governor- 
general for a remission of the fine.

George Gardiner said he did it in self- 
defence. The sentence was $100 fine, with 
the alternative of four months' imprison­
ment. James McCabe had nothing to say, 
and was fined $30 or three months. He 
paid the fine.

Company’s Manager Heavily Mulcted— 
The Feêhleys’ Trial Postponed.

London, Sept. 23.—Malcolm Kent, man­
ager of the London loan company here, was 
tried at the assizes yesterday lor delaying 
a letter in transmission through the mail. 
The facts were that on the 15th of February 
Mr. Kent received a letter intended for the 
London and Canadian loan company, To­
ronto. Either before or after opening the 
letter he discovered that it was not for 
him, and perceiving that it was an agree­
ment for a loan, he on the following day 
wrote to the writer of the letter, Mr. Uu- 
mour of Mount Forest, offering better 
terms. The letter which Mr. Kent opened 
did not reach Toronto until the 24th ot 
February. For the defence Mr.
Weldon, a clerk in Kent s office,
swore positively that he had taken the 
letter back to the post-office on the same 
day that Kent received it. In corrobora­
tion of this it was shown that the letter 
had on-it two post-marks, both bearing the 

date of February 15th. The accused 
found guilty of misdemeanor, and he 

came up for sentence to-day.
« ! The judge said it was a very grave offence, 
inasmuch as the law laid down imprison­
ment as the penalty. He said it was quite 
apparent that the letter was not re-mailed 
until after the reply was received from Gil- 
mour. He had received many petitions, 
however, on the prisoner’s behalf, and 
would spare him and his friends the great 
disgrace involved by an imprisonment. 
But at the same time the penalty must be 
of a very heavy character, corresponding 
to the serious nature of the offence. He 
therefore imposed a fine of $400, the pris­
oner to be held in custody till the fine was 
paid. 1 ' ,

David Haskett, who stole $84 at Aurora, 
got four months in the central prison, and 
went ont looking well satisfied.

James Swanton, convicted of stealing 
a jacket about two years ago, was sent to 
Kingston for two years, a prior conviction 
being read.

The nine months will include this.
William H. Hopkins made a good ad­

dress to the judge, saying that he was an 
industrious man, trying to lead a Christian 
life. He admitted letting his temper get 
the best of him, but said his brother had 
given him great provocation. The judge 
commented on the case very severely, and 
sent him to Kingston for three years. Mrs. 
Hopkins, who is a good looking mulatto, 
and evidently a very superior woman, made 
no demonstration of grief in court, but 
went into the hall and wept bitterly. She 
has made strenuous efforts to get a 
lenient sentence imposed upon her husband. 
She first went to Judge Mackenzie, who 
advised her to get up a petition. This was 
prepared, and largely signed, especially by 

paper men, who, though they loved to 
crack idri, at the expense of Hopkins’ 
coffee, knew and respected him as a sober, 
honest and industrious man. Hopkins is a 
native of Toronto, has been honest in all 
his dealings, was earning an honest liveli­
hood, and never touched liquor. He was, 
however, hot-tempered, and during his so­
journ in the States doubtless acquired the 
habit of keeping a revolver in his house. 
He had a worthless, a drunken, and a foul- 
mouthed brother, who came to his house at 
night, used abusive language, and raised 
the hot temper of William, who used the 
revolver and wounded him. Had the loaf­
ing brother left whiskey alone there would 
have been no bad language nor any shoot­
ing. Consequently there is much sym­
pathy for the prisoner and his family.

John Nelson, who stabbed the old 
Board so that his life was in danger, and 
who was clearly in the wrong throughout 
the whole matter, only got two years. 
What the ground of the distinction was it 
would be hard to say.

This was the last sentence and the 
prisoners were led away to their dungeon 
cells.
