The government may be able to do some-
thing, but stockholders can do a great desl
more, and unless they take the matter up
and make an example of one or more of the
chief offenders the evil will continue more
or less in some shape or manner and sooner
or later break out dangerously again, It is
chiefly due to certain managers and offi-
cials, and very few of these gentlemen have
clean hands. In the face of this it would
be but common propriety and honesty for
most of them to commence a reformation
by dismissing themselves ; but what do
they do? They have been taking those
under them to task for speculating, wheth.
suspected of it or not, and giving theut to
that if they don’t| sell
out, or if they go into the business
they will be dismissed and, as 'you
say, the officials of one bank, themselves
notorious culprits, say they would have dis-
eharged an employee had they known he
was speculating, - .

All this, to say thelesst, is a pretty piece
of cheex. In many cases it is an insult,
The crab orders the fly to walk straight and
wabbles slong zig-zag himself, eh! Of
course there is no excuse for clerks working
on small salaries and treated like dogs, as
many are, to speculste; but it is all right
for mansgers with big salaries and rolling,
88 some are, in ill-gotten wealth besides.
These men virtually make those under them
scapegoats for their, the managers, iniqui-
ties and suffer for tollowing the example
set thewe. They evidently think that the
clerks.are so completely under their thumbs,
as most unfortunately are, that they dare
not open ‘their mouths, Of course the
augean stables of stock gambling and job-
bery need a thorough clesnsing in the worst
way, and no doubt bull-dozing the clerks
will be 3 good thing for them and for the
banks also, but what is sauce for the goose is
sauce for the gander, and if bulldoging
and dismissing clerks is a good way to com-
mence the much peeded reformation the
same trestment of managers and officials
will he muoh better and more effectual,
The decapitation of one prominent manager
snd a few other officials will bave more
effect than dismissing half the clerks in the
country, Therefore, with your permission
snd help, Mr, Editor, we will try what can
be done in this way.

Were the clerks to furnish The World
with any proof they have of managers and
officials speculating and jobbing in stocks
—and there must be be plenty of it—what
would the managers say? The chief offender
in the business has continued his operations
in a desultory mapner and he puts on an
air of bravado, makes light of the matter
and professes to despise public opinion.
There was no excuse whatever for this man
going into the business, and he is not en
titled to a particle of consideration. He
should have been dismissed, or at any rate
suspended, long since, and no doubt would
have been only that the president and di-
rectors are nearly, if not, quite as deep in
the mud as he 18 in the mire, and could not
dismiss or suspend him without condemning
themselves, If he at least is not made an
example of, the writer will furnish you, Mr.

An Extraordinary Case Before the Quebee
Courts. :
A peculiar case occupied the attention
of the superior court in Quebec on Friday
last, A man named Burgess lived nesr a
man named Gagnon, in one of the suburbs
of that city, Thefamilies were on s frion(!ly
footing, and in 1861 Burgess acted as god-
father for a child born of Mrs, Gagnon.
Gagnon and Mrs, Burgess dying some time
after; in 1870 Burgess married Mrs, Gag-
non, They lived together as man and wife
for some twelve years, until the parish
riest, hearing of tg’e fact that Burgess hnd
geen godfather to Mrs, Gagnon’s child,
took upon himself to declare that there was
“gpiritual affinity,” snd that, under the
rule of the council of Trent, the marriage
was null and void. The parties were,
therefore, ordered to live apart, and Burgess
told to get a dispensation and get married
overagain, Burgess then declared that if
he was not married he had no idea of mar-
rying Mrs. Gagoon, but would take unto
himself a_younger wife, The clergy have
done what they can to set the marriage
aside, and Burgess is now bringing an
action before the courts to have it declared
null and void.

THAT GENEVA AWARD.

Vigorous Attempis of the Washington
Courts to Get Away with i,

Wasninaion, March 6—It is estimated
that 20,000 cases are pending before the
Alsbams clsims court. The aggregate is
nearly $14,000,000, without interest, If
the judgments were awarded for the
amounts claimed the interest would proba-
bly run the aggregate up fo $20,000,000.
It will thus be seen the court will have no
diffienlty in disposing of the undistributed
remain of the Geneva award—about
$9,500,000. The court has under copsider-
ation two important questions—first,
whether in certain cases the award shall be
made upon a gold or currency basis
having reference to the war pre-
miums on gold, and, second, what within
the meaning of the act creating the court
is a “‘ confederate cruiser,” and does a pri-
vateer without letters of marque from the
confederate government come within the
mieaning ot the act,

Frank Lee’s Romance.

Troy, N. Y., March 6.—In 1866 Frank
Lee and Eliza Bussey were married in this
city, Four years later he went to New
YWork in search of employment. While
there and under the influence of liquor he
enlisted and was sent to Arizons, About
t'wo years later he was taken prisoner by
the Indians. Mrs. Lee, who found employ-
ment in Ides' collar factory, one day re-
ceived a letter saying that her husband
had been killed.

GOLD FOB THE TAKING

REMARKABLE RICHNESS OF THE

A trace of copper, now present, makes it
more certain that a large and rich feeder
will soon be found to enter the vein and in
all probability it will be reciprocal with, if
not-united with, the second vein mentioned
in the first.part of this report.

«The vein will, withont doubt, be found
much wider and richer as a greater depth
shall be attained, and the quartz much more
