PROHIBITIONISTS AT PITISBURG.

Meeting of the Natienal Convention of
the United States.

P1TT8BURG, July 23.—The national pro-
hibition convention met here to-day, over
500 delegates including & number of ladies
being present. The session was opened
by the singing of a camp song to the air
of John Brown. After prayer the whole
conventien joined in the hymn, Crown
Him Lord of All, Telegrams encouraging
the convention were received from various
parts of the conntry and applauded. The
accompaniment of & blast from a horn
was objected to by a delegate as
not a christian mode of applause, but
a preacher from Indisea decided that
the horn which gave no uncertain sound
ought not to offend them. It was decided
to 8”nd a telegram to the prohibitionists
of Indiava, it being stated that to-morrow
the most desperate fight ever fought for
the recognition of the principles of prohi-
bitionists will be fought in Indiana.

A resolution was passed that delegates
be authorized to cast a full vote of the
states they represent. Much confusion
and acrimony followed, without important
action, Recess was taken until 8 p.m,

Upon reassembling Samuel Dickey,
Michigan, was made president with a large
pumber of vice presidents and secretaries,
several being women. After Dickey’s
speech and the transaction of some routine
and preliminary business the convention
adjourned. .

- LAID AT REST. i)
st .

A Profusion of Flowers—Mamie Thorpe's |’

Father on the Scerie—May White Re«
ported to be Worse—The Murderer
Cool. g ’

Bavrmvore, July 23.—The body  of
Mamie Thorpe, the woman who was mur-
dered by Gilbert W. Hagzeltine, lay all
Monday in an ice casket in the back parlor
of 104 North street. It was clad in white
satin, and fragrant violets, heartsease, jas-
mine and forget-meé-nots were laid around
her head and in sprays upon her bosom.
The face had become of a waxen-like hue,
and. though still -beautiful the outlines
were beginning to assume a more death~
like sharpness. < A number of floral
tributes from friends rested unpon -the
box. Among them was a large basket
bearing a floral crescent and & sheaf
of wheat, a' cross of white lilies and an
anchor and cross of rosebuds, violets and
forget-me-nots. To a beautiful cross a card
with the following inseription was at-
tached :

‘““An insane being has taken away our friend
from us, but our dear Lord will take care of
her. From Annie Jones to Frankie dear.”

Crowds of people went to the house
during the day to see the Corpse,
many of them friends of the unfortunate
woman who had known her during her

brief stay in Baltimore some time ago.
Many, however, were evidently there more
from a morbid feeling of curiosity than of
sympathy, and so continnous was the
throng of people passing in, that the land-
lady, Pearl Snow, had - finally to request
the policemen at the dgor to refuse admis-
sion tp all except friends,

A.H. Jackson, father of the murdered
woman, arrived in the city Monday mﬁ!ut,
and went at once to the house. The
crowd inside retired, and, accompanied by
the landlady only, he entered the room
where the body of his child lay. His
gray head was bent tears streamed
from his eves.  “‘Oh! my God!” he cried
as he caught gight of the face in the box,
“‘that I should have lived to see my poor
Mamie thus!” Overcome by grief he sunk
into a chair, where he remained for somg
moments, his figure convulsed by sobs.
He at first said that he would take the
body home, but was persuaded to bury it
here, as to take it there would canse talk
among the villagers and add to his unhap-
piness.. The funeral therefore took place
Baltimore
cemetery. Rev. Mr. Payne of Mt. Cal-
vary church, officiated. ;

In the morning he took off his shirt
and tried to wash out the blood stains, but
after an ineffectual effért. remarked, “I
guess I’ give it upas a bad job.” He
sent for cigarettes and the papers, which
he read lying on the cot and smoking. The
attenfants say that he is one of the coolest
and most unconmcerned prisoners ever in
the Jail. .

Dr. Gilbert Hazeltine and Mrs. Hazel-
tine, father and mother of the young man,
arrived in the city yesterday, and visited
him in bhis cell at the jail. To his father
young Hazeltine was not more commuuica-
tive than to others, but said that he did
not know why he did the shooting, and
that he regretted it very much. Itis un-
derstood that Dr. Hazeltine will engage
some distinguished New York attorney to
aid in the defense of hisson. = -

the prejudice of rural ratepayers which
prevents him from téaching those under
his care the nebular hypothesis of the cre-
ation, &c.

He says we must choose between that
and the Hebrew cosmogony, and that
common sense and conscientiousness alike
impel him to teach the former.

Would yeur correspondent take it
amiss if I suggested that perhaps he does
not understand that Hebraic cosmogony
complained of, and therefore finds himself
in his present difficulty. As I have been
in a similar position and have suffered for
indulging in the rashness which he avoids,
perhaps my suggestion will not be taken
as out of the-way. He might, in studying
the subject, read among other works, one
on the subject of Cosmology, by Dawson
of McGill university,. If he looks at it‘as
I did he will in a{nture hesitate to affirm
that there is a difference in the two ac-
counts,

I remember once, when I was a rural
pedagogue, engagmg in conversation with §
a lady in the district on the subjezt of the
creation. I was surprised to find that she
had never even heard that the earth might
not have been formed in six solar days,
that the creation of the heavens and the
earth are two distinct things, and many
other things of like nature that are clearly
taught in the scripture cosmogony.

If your correspondent is im the same
position he should take steps to get.en-
lightened first of all and then teach that
intelligent class of his that if we cannot
reconcile the two accounts of the creation,
it is because we do not understand either
fully, but that one hand wrote the two
books and they cannot - contradict each
other, The more that is known of both
only serves to comvince every enquiring
mind that this is so.
