A Public Meeting at tbc Pavlllsa 
the Matter.'

About two weeks ago Mayor Howland re­
ceived a requisition signed by thirty lady 
ratepayers asking that a public meeting be 
called to disons» the need for the earlier clos- 
in g of dry goods stores, The meeting was 
held last night in the Pavilion and was well 
attended, a large number being ladies and 
young people. Mayor Howland presided 
and expressed his pleasure at seeing the 
ladiés fake up such an important tb fitter. He 
believed that if an agreement oould be 
brought about among thb ; trade the end 
would he accomplished. He read communi­
cations from Archbishop Lynch, the Bishop 
of Algoma, J'. D. Cayley and others, stating 
the» sympathy with the movement and re­
gretting their inability to be present.

Ravi Hugh Johnston moved a resolution to 
the effect that as many young women were 
kept working for a greater length of time 
than they could possibly do without undue 
strain on their physical strength,

Resolved—That 1» Is desirable that all retail shops In 
Toronto should beotosed at » o’clock every afternoon, 
Saturdays, included.

Mr. Johnston said he voiced the sentiments 
of the Ministerial Association of the city, of 
which he was President. He appealed for the 
young yeople on the ground that as youth was 
the time for building character and for enjoy­
ment, they should not be compelled to work 
long hours behind the counter. As one wo­
man was said to be equal to seven and a half 
men, the ladies were the men to engage in this 
noble work.

Hon. S. H. Blake pointed oiifc that two- 
thirds of. the young women employed in the 
city were under 20 yearn of age, and many of 
them were kept from 8 in the morning until 8 
and 9 o’clock at night. He thought the reso­
lution should be printed ahd circulated among 
the storekeepers by the ladies. If the stores 
were asked to put a placard in the window 
reading: ‘’Short hours; seats kept,” he be­
lieved it would influence purchasers. “If these 
means fail,” said Mr. Blake, “I will under­
take to apply to the Legislature fto compel 
early closing.

London, Feb, 25.—A despatch from Nice 
says another earthquake shock was felt there 
this morning. The disturbance was alight. 
Despatches from Rome give the following 
official list of the killed ahd wounded: Bajar- 
do, 300 killed and wounded; Diano Marina, 
250 killed and injured; Breesano, 60 
killed and 36 injured; Diano Gastello, 
80 killed; Castelano, 36 killed and
inany injured. The number of persona 
killed is less than was supposed.
It is estimated that in the province of Porto 
Maurizio 670 persons were killed and 166 in­
jured. In the province

Soi
Are to Go Up—The Wages ef Brick­
layers—BalMIng Material Cheap.

Now that the winter is about to break up, 
and as the time for commencing building 
operation approaches, the question of “what 
are the prospects for the building trade this 
season?" is being asked. .The World, as a 
result of enquiries yesterday, undertakes to 
answer the question by saying that the pros­
pecta for Toronto are bright. There are four 
elements to be considered in the building 
trade and to ensure success these four must 
work in harmony. They are the capital, the 
contractor, the workman and the materiel. 
The pulse of each is regular and all ate 
healthy, or very nearly so.

As regards the capital, it may be said that 
there is plenty of it in the hands of those who 
are desirous of investing it, but who first want 
to learn what the chances are ot investing it 
profitably. A chief doubt with these men is 
as to whether or not there is likely to be one or 
more strikes which would give a building boom 
a set baclf. The relations between master and 
workman in Toronto are fairly amicable. 
There is no ojjen disruption, and the oaly 
cannes which might lead to such are the claims 
of the bricklayers and laborers and others for 
increased wages. Adjustments are likely to 
be made without any troublai 

The contractors and builders anticipate a 
busy season, one lendjflg contractor saying 
yesterday: ‘You may say that, things all 
around are looking prosperous, and we expect 
a good business the coming season.” The 
same gentleman sees no prospect of strikes, 
but says that if they should occur it will not 
be' until the summer i* well on,

The contractors and builders have bien 
amalgamated .for some time, and they now 
have an association of great strength, which 
will fight oat any trouble that may arise. 
They hold that they are not responsible for 
strikes, and in their agreements they will in­
sert a protecting clause.

It is certain that if the workman wants 
work there will he plenty of it for him. 
big buildings will be commenced and among 
these .are the.new Parliament Buildings, the 
Court House, and perhaps the City Hall and 
Police Biiilding, the new Bank of Commerce. 
Victoria College, good for $160,000; a new St. 
Paul’s R. C. Church, $76,006; and some large 
business blocks on King and Yonge 

The only talk .of dissatisfaction in labor 
circles is of the bricklayers’ and builders’ la­
borers who have asked for advances which, so 
far, have not been granted. Tlie scale price 
for bricklayers has been 31 cents an hour for 
nine hours a day, making $2.79 a day. Com­
petition and scarcity of men last summer and 
fall enabled bricklayers to get $3 a day and 
this price is likely to be continued. Laborers 
haveheen getting 18^ bents an hour.

Building material is cheap and bricks have 
dropped. At a meeting of Toronto brick 
manufacturers, held not long since, the men 
present represented 20,600,000, and not all 
tlie local makers were there, either. Bricks 
have been selling at $10 a thousand, but the 
supply is now so great that prices have 
weakened, and the brickmen are ready to 
make contracts at $8 delivered or $7 in the 
yard.

And so, ijll things considered. The World 
thinks that.Toronto ia.going to hâve a lively 
building season.

He claimed that he 
tendered for the work en bloc, and would not 
go on with it unless he was awarded the whole 
work. The matter was referred to the Board 
of Works.

Communications from the Ministerial Asso­
ciation end Archbishop Lynch, in reference to 
the salaries of the Roman Catholic clergy, 
were read. .«The members of the Ministerial 
Association expressed their willingness to pay 
an income tax on the condition that the 
Catholic clergy did the same. It was decided 
to refer the letters to the Legislative Commit­
tee to report upon at once. In the matter of 
the street railway and Consumers’ Gas Com­
pany, a sub-committee consisting of Aid. 
îoustead, Carlyle, Rogers and Roaf 

pointed to consider the question. The taxes 
in question are for the year 1880.

A communication from the York County 
Council was read respecting a settlement of 
the costs of the administration of 
justice between the city and county, 
suggesting that the expense of an arbitration 
be saved. John Hallam’e petition for an ap­
propriation for the Victoria drive was sent to 
the Reception Committee. George W. Harper 
of 66 Yonge-street wrote suggesting the in­
stitution of a city record office, and the mat­
ter was referred to the Property Committee. 
Chairman Boustead and the City Solicitor 

requested to report upon the account of 
Henry Ley, an accountant in the Burns’ case. 
The amount is $384. Cky Clerk Blevins asked 
for authority to advertise for tenders for the 
stationery required bv the Corporation. A 
communication from Superintendent Hamil­
ton in reference to the books hi the Water­
works Department was referred to the Water­
works Committee, as that committee is to 
consider the entire question.

The clause in the Board of Works' report 
authorizing the widening of Logan-avenue 
was referred back, and exception was taken 
to the large powers vested in the City En­
gineer in reference to the Don im­
provement. Aid. Carlyle promised to have 
the bylaw amended as desired. The clause 
in the Waterworks Committee’s report, in 
reference to a refund of $2437 to H. W- Dar­
ling for certain water mains in Rosedale, was 
referred back, with a View of securing infor­
mation from some parties who have been 
using the mains, under an arrangement with 
MrTDarling. The Fire and Gas Committee’s 
report was adopted in its entirety- The Prop­
erty Committee's report was adopted with the 
exception of the clause recommending the 
purchase of trees to the amount of 
BOO. A recommendation will be made 
that the bylaw be suspended, and 
that the trees required be purchased under 
the personal supervision of the committee. 
The Reception Committee’s report was 
amended in regard to an application for 
$10,000 for the Queen’s jubilee celebration. 
::t was decided to recommend the submission 

bylaw to the people, netting apart $30,000 
for the maintenance of a children's ward, to 
be called the “Victoria Ward,” in the General 
Hospital.

Taking all of the labor organisations to- 

gether, the membership in their rank» does 
not exceed one-twentieth of the number of 
wage-earners in this country. That is to say, 
for every Knight of Labor or Trades Unionist 
of any kind there are nineteen wage-earners 
who ate neither Knights of Labor nor Trades 
Unionists. W.e _a$e heartily in sympathy 
with the desire of workingmen, whether 
trades unionists or not,'to improve their con­
dition and to obtain a larger share in the re­
sults of production; but it is necessary to point 
out that no relatively small class of capitalists 
or workingmen are justified in taking to them­
selves the exclusive possession of opportunities 
of honor, emolument or work, to the loss and 

of the great mass of their fellow-

Suppose the boas in a boot and shoe factory 
should ask the manufacturer for higher wages, 
and on receiving a refusal should decline to 
work. The manufacturer might then go to 
a las ter in his employ, a member' of the 
order of Knights of Labor, and a person 
whom he know to be a competent workmen, 
and offer him the vacant, place at the same 
rate of wages paid to the former base. Now, 
in the eyes of the dissatisfied foreman, who 
was out of work, this Knight of Labor, if he 
took the place, would be looked upon as a scab, 
a man Willing to work at a lower rate of pay 
than a position of this kind oughtto command. 
But would the promoted Knight of Labor look 
upon himself as a scab? Not at all He would 
view the change, with its increased earnings, 
as an entirely legitimate one, and would say 
that his former boss was a fool for not looking 
at the matter in the same light.

Now is it not probable that most of the 
workingmen who filled the places of strikers 
in New York and elsewhere judge of their 
own actions in precisely this manner? Their 
wages in many cases may have been doubled 
by the change made, and it would be difficult 
to convince them by argument that, out of 
consideration for others, they should refrain 
from taking advantage of this, *> them, for­
tunate opportunity. They would, perhaps, 
reply to this reasoning that the men they dis­
possessed would, under ordinary circum­
stances, have denied them the right to obtain 
this class of work, by hedging it around with 
society restrictions and limitations as to num­
ber or apprenticeship; and this being the case, 
why should they, the newcomers, exhibit a 
consideration for the welfare of the members 
of trade organizations, when they, the mem­
bers of these organizations, exhibited not the 
least consideration for their, the outsiders' 
welfare? ......

■It seems to ns that one serious defect in the 
methods of the labor organization is this 
policy of exclusion. It certainly makes it 
difficult for the Knights of Labor to prevent 
the competition of wage-earners whenever 
they consider it necessary to carry their 
contention to the length of decreeing a strike. 
What is, as it seems to us, needed, is to have 
the principle established that the wages paid 
to all workers should be fairly commensurate 
with the service performed. It is an axiom 
of political economy that within certain lines 
the rates paid for services rendered depend 
upon local custom-and public opinion, and not 
upon supply and demand. The largest bank­
ing house in this city could, no doubt, hire a 
bookkeeper who would keep its accounts for 

, year. But the firm in question would 
tuink of making such a change on the 

score of economy. It would consider it.a 
humiliation, and the same rule holds good in 
most of th# higher branches of work.

mother to Durham, England. This

I vised from bis flight and marriage with a poor 

• * girl. Her parents opposed the union, and she
«descended from the upper windows of her 

paternal home, traveled with him all night, and 
the next morning they were married. He 
now woke from his (jreain of love by- 
finding himself, at the age of 21, married, 
among strangers, and without a penny. For 
a living he was driven to the bar, and rose to 
its highest honors. Oxford qualified him for 
an accomplished lawyer, and that pride which 
was wounded in the refusal of the parents of 
bis beloved led him to try all his energies in 
attaining a position whence be could look 
4own upon those who once thought him un­
worthy of their daughter’s baud.

tHalinIi to tie Clren a Choice of Death.
From the Philadelphia Record.

Dr. H. H. Smith of this city while Pres- 
eident of the State Medical Society in 1884 
suggested the propriety of memorialising the 
Legislature on the subject of executing con . 
demned criminals by means of electricity, and 
the suggestions then made are now attracting 
the attention of the Pennsylvania Legis­
lature, A bill, introduced by Representative 
Silas Stevenson is now pending in 
the House which proposes to substitute 
electricity for hanging in executing a criminal, 
and if the condemned man should not appre­
ciate the advantages of a scientific manner of 

\ “shuffling off this mortal coil” he would be 
allowed a choice of death by the gallows or 
sitting comfortably in an arm-chair and being 
killed by the instantaneous process of electric­
ity without even feeling a single sensation of 
pain. Many influential members of the House 
| are in favor of Mr. Stevenson's bill, and it 
I seems probable that some steps in this direc­
tion will be taken at this session of the Leg­
islature.

1 When Mr. Stevenson's bill shall be consid­
ered,a practical manner of execution by means 

I • of electricity will be explained to the commit­
tee. The novel instrument of death which is 
proposed as a substitute for the scaffold is the 
invention of Mr. H. B. Sheridan, a New York 
electrician, who has patented it, and will as­
sign the right to use it to the State if the 
Stevenson bill shall pass. The inventor says 
that the apparatus will cause instantaneous 
death without pain to the criminal and 
without in any way disfiguring the body. He 
describes the instrument as an ordinary arm­
chair, with legs containing a substance 
that will insulate the chair from the floor— 
that is, will prevent the electrical current pas­
sing from the chair or its occupant and escap­
ing through the floor. The arms of this chair 
end in two black knobs, on which the hands 
of the condemned criminal will rest, and the 
chair has a foot-rest, in which is fitted a brass 
plate. The back of the chair is as high as 
a man’s shoulders. At the top is a small 
knob with a hole for a peg. The 
positive wire of a dynamo running up the 
back of the chair ends in the knob. The nega­
tive wire runs to a resistance coil under the 
chair, and thence to the brass plate in the 
foot-rest. Another positive wire runs to one 
of the brass knobs on the arms of the chair, 
and a second negative wire to the other knob. 
These wires may be connected with a dynamo 
many miles away and a powerful current of 
electricity passed through the criminal’s body.

Such is the instrument of death, which may 
berolled into a prison cell bv one man. The 
manner in" which the scientific execution 

’ would be conducted by means of this in­
strument is equally interesting. The chair 
may be used in two different ways. If 
the foot-rest wire be used some previous 
preparation is needed, and a small silken 
collar is fitted tightly on the neck of the crim­
inal. This has on the inside at the back a small 
brass button which fits closely against the 
spinal column. This is connected with a 
small silk cable which bangs down loosely and. 
ends in a brass peg. This collar being put on 
the criminal m his cell he is then brought out 
and seated in the chair. Straps 
arms and-ÿi» legs to the chair. The brass peg 
of the silk cable is inserted in the hole in the 
brass knob at the hade of tiro chair and is 
there held by a screw. The bare feet of the 
criminal rest on the brass plate of the 
foot-rest, and the electric circuit would 

. thus be complete and nulling through 
the condemned criminal’s body were it not 
that the positive wire is broken at a short dis­
tance from the chair. Connection, can, how­
ever, be at once established by pressing a 
button. When this is done the frill charge of 
electricity enters the criminal’s body at the 
spinal cord and passes out at his feet. He is 
killed instantly and without pain, as the elec­
tricity acts more rapidly than the nerves of 

,* sensation. . ,
The other method of using the chair is to 

discharge the current. ,i»to tiro, palms of the 
hands through the large brass knobs. In 
either case the apparatus would be entirely out 
of eight, and the criminal would see nothing 
but the ordinary chair. The sheriff could 
press a button on the floor with his foot, and 
aU would be over before the condemned man 
would be aware that the execution was about 
*0 take place. . ,,

Kin the interest of humanity. Numerous 
petitions in favor of Mr. Stevenson’s bill will 
be presented this week from medical, scientific 
and benevolent bodies, and the results of the 

* work of a commission appointed by the Legis- 
*i lature of New York to examine the scheme, 

but which has not yet been published, wilLbe 
presented and read when the bill shall be called 
up The New York Commission has agreed 
unanimously to recommend this mode of exe­
cuting criminals condemned to death. I he 
commission, in its report, says that it is con­
vinced, after a consultation with judges of the 
courts, physicians, sheriffs and other officials 
having to do with capital punishment, that 
execution by electricity would have the same 
deterring effect as hanging, and would get rid 
V many of the disadvantages and horrors of 
the gallows. . . ,. .

Same of the leading physicians of this city 
are in favor of the bill now pending, while 
others favor a more radical measure, even 

, proposing that the gallows be abandoned alto-
iether and no clioice be left to the criminal 
It is probable that one of the electrical arm- 
-bairs which has been described may be taken 
up to Harrisburg and shown to the members 
of the Legislature. One of the chief argu­
ments which will be urged in favor of this 
electrical method will be It. cheapness The 
arm-chair, once built, can be easily trails- 
Wttid. i

A WALKING DELEGATE KICKED.

Causing a Strike Until an Apelogy was 
Unde to Him.

From the Rochester Advertiser.
The Assembly Committee on the strike 

made the discovery Saturday that the walk­
ing delegate’s salary it $1000, and a little event 
that happened yesterday showed that he earns 
his money. Among the duties devolving 
upon this kind of labor delegate is the visits' 
tioo of places where workingmen are em­
ployed to see whether non-union men are at 
work there. The men employed to do this 
work are supplied with credentials in the 
shape of either a badge or a card, but they do 
not, as a rule, show them, preferring a secret 
to an open and above hoard method of doing 
their somewhat disagreeable business.

About 10 o’clock yesterday morning one of 
them, Robert F. Farrell, who “Walks* in the 
interest of the United Order of American Car­
penters, desired to ascertain whether “scab” 
labor was being employed at the Aldrich Court 
building, now constructing at Noe. 41 and 43 
Broadway. He called at the front entrance, 
where he was informed by the watchman, 
whose instructions to exclude persons not hav­
ing business in the building were explicit, that 
he could not enter. He then went round the 
block and gained admittance to the building 
by the back way. He bad barely entered when 
he met Mr. Young, the architect, who asked 
him tihat his business was. He replied that he 
was a carpenter hunting a job. Mr. _ You 
told him that he had no .work for him, 
then Ferrell announced himself as a walking 
delegate, and said he wanted to go through the 
building. He was asked to show hie creden­
tials, but refused, and behaved in such an in­
sulting manner that Mr. Young ordered him 
to leave the building. He refused to obey, 
when Mr. Young seized him by the coat collar 
and flunk him to tha door, whence he lifted 
him tothe street by the most ignominious of 
kicks. _ _ .

When the dinner hour came Farrell, who 
had been limping around near by, visited the 
men at work in the building and ordered them 
to go on strike, and to remain out until he or­
dered them back. At 1 o’clock the 250 men 
employed in the building refused to go to work 
and Mr. Aldrich, the owner of the building, 
was communicated with. He arrived upon the 
scene at L30 p.m. and invited Mr. Farrell to 
a conference with himself, Superintendent 
Hamilton and Architect Young. It was ex­
plained to Farrell that it was not intended to 
exclude him or any other authorized walking 
delegate from the building, but that he was 
welcome to the premises, upon 8howi°g ÿ* 
proper authority, at any time. Then Mr. 
Young apologized for his rudeness in kicking 
Mr. Farrell, who at once repainted to the 
strikers, explained what had occurred at the 
conference and ordered them back to work.

It was said in the building, however, that 
the walking delegate was not even then satis­
fied, and that a further balm for his wounded 
body must be supplied in the shape of a boy­
cott on Mr. Youmr’s shoemaker as soon as his 
name and place of business shall be discôvered.
