The Executive Committee Pakes a Practical
View of Honoring fier Majesty.
The Executivé Committee does not take

kindly to the schemie proposed and sought to
be carried out by the Reception Committee
for Toronto’s celebration of the,  Queen’s
jubilee. When the clause of the latter’s re-
port, recommending that the Legislature be
petitioned to grant power to the Couneil to
appropriate $10,000 for the celebration, came
up for eomnderahon yesterday nearly all of
the ocommittee opposed it.

Boustead
jmagined that it would be a useless expendi-
ture, and that at all events the people should

be asked to sanction or reject thescheme.

Speaker’s approval, the Americans acting in
the belief that the Speaker’s wishes_should be
left out of consideration in stich  cases.

«ceedings of Congress last December to show how
superior their methods of parliamentary -pro-
cedure were to those in vogue at Westmin-
ster. He strongly favored the adoption of the
American form of closure.

Robert Threshie Reid (Liberal), member for
Dumfries, advocated the American plan of de-
volving extensively upon comanittees the work
of preparing legislation for final stages. This
would greatly relieve the House, and. do for it
what no closure could’ possibly accomplish® in
