Mr. Bain, Q.C., appeared on behalf of In­
terim-Liquidator Campbell, and the Master 
proceeded to examine his accounts between 
December 3 and 2.1 last Some of the items 
charged were passed and allowed.

Indien I Ions that Millionaire flncIVs gap- 
pased Slayer Commllied Suleldr.

Milwaukee, Wis., May 28.—The body of a 
young man, shot in the abdomen, was found 
on 1 uesday in the lake south of the city 
limits. Several fishermen at Waukegan found 
on Friday a bottle containing information that 
W. B. Tascott, tiie supposed murderer of A. J. 
Snell in Chicago, contemplated suicide, and 
that his body would be found in Milwaukee 
Bny.

The latter fact led a reporter to examine the 
liody of tho young man which lay in the 
Morgue unidentified. He found .that it ans­
wered the description of Tascott as given by 
the Chief of Police bt Chicago. The man was 
apnarentljr 22 years of age. 6 feet 8 inches 
in height, weighed about 150 pounds, was of 
slight build, bad full round fnce, heavy eye­
brows, fair complexion, light hair, thin on top. 
The right leg shows a distinct scar of a bullet 

d. There are also scars on tbe elbow. 
There was nothing found on the body which 
could otherwise lead to identification.
