lien lo Kiel Is Decidedly 
Obnoxious.

Paris, June 10—M. Millerand, Social­
ist, interpellated the Government in the 
Chamber of Deputies to-day in regard to 
the policy of France in the East, and 
the acceptance of the invitation of Ger> 

By many to take part in the ceremonies at 
Kiel, on the occasion of the opening of 
the Baltic Sea Canal, declaring that the 
latter indicated a change in the French 
policy.

M. Hanotaux, Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs, denied that the acceptance of Ger­
many’s invitation furnished evidence of 
any change of policy whatever on the 
part of France. The acceptance of Ger­
many's invitation was merely an act of 
politeness. The French sailors who would 
go to Kiel wôuld represent free and 
strong France, fearing no comparison 
with the sailors of any power. Disavow­
ing any feeling of resentment respecting 
the East, M. Hanotaux said France was 
unwilling to leave Eussia to struggle 
alone with difficulties which might in­
fluence the general policy of the repub­
lic. France, he declared, remained faith­
ful to her allies.

M. Flourens said that in return for 
French support of Russia in the East, 
France ought to have obtained a guar­
antee that when the question «of the an­
nexed provinces (Alsace-Lorraine) came 
before Europe, Russia would give her 
moral and material support. Further­
more, Russia ought to help France iu 
Egypt in .return for her services to Rus­
sia in the Armenian question.

Ex-Premier Goblet declared that the 
action of the Government in sending 
French warships to Kiel wounded the 
national sentiment of France. The en­
tente entered into with Russia had com­
manded French gratitude, but now it 
seemed that it was not sufficient 
for effective action. If a genuine allii- 
ance existed between France and Russia 
let M. Hanotaux plainly say so. Germany, 
he said, had not hesitated to phblish '.the 
fact and terms of the Dreibund and France 
certainly had no reason to be ashamed 
of having established an alliance with 
Russia. He (Goblet) was not animated 
by any feeling of revenge, but the separa­
tion of Alsace-Lorraine from France con­
stituted a just reason for displeasure, and 
until that question was settled France 
would remain neither courteous nor coui- 
ciliatory.

united her interests with those of Russia 
for the preservation of the peace of 
Europe, and this alliance had made both 
countries stronger.

Break-Up ofike National Connell of Wo­

The officers of the National Cbuncil of 

Women, which recently held its conven­
tion here, are fearful of an attempt to 
break up the organisation on the ques­
tion of silent or audible prayer, 
the constitution of the order the general 
meetings are opened with silent prayer, 
each member being allowed to exercise 
her individual taate and discretion as 
to how she will pray.

There are often reports about each 
of the three octogenarians that his 
death is at hand ; but at least two of 
them are ceaselessly busy, and only one 
of them talks gloomily.

Bismarck’s frame has been more se­
riously shaken than that of either of 
his two contemporaries.

The three octogenarians must occupy 
a large place in the political and eccle­
siastical history of the, nineteenth cen­
tury.

Leo 
XIII, fhe Supreme Pontiff of the Cath­
olic world ; Gladstone, thé ex-Premier 
of England ; and Bismarck, ex-Chan- 
cellor of the German Empire, the old­
est Is Gladstone, who was born in 1809, 
and the youngest is Bismarck, born in 
1815, while the Pope, who was born in 
1810, Is but two months younger than 
Gladstone.

The three . octogenarians differ a» 
greatly from each other in their genius 
as in their life work. Each of them 
possesses exceptional traits of charac­
ter. The Pope is spoken of as the“Pa- 
eifleator,’’ Bismarck as the "Man of 
Blood and Iron," Gladstone as the 
"Grand Old Man.”

The only one of these yet in active 
service Is the Pope, who was elected as 
Supreme Pontiff in 1878. Prior to that 
time he ha* been Archbishop of Dami- 
ata, Apostolic Nuncio to Belgium, Bish­
op of Perugia, and a member of the Col­
lege/Of Cardinals.

Gladstone was a Member of Parlia­
ment as early as 1832 ; he subsequently 
held a great variety of offices under 
the Government, Including the office of 
Chancellor of the Exchequer. He was 
Premier for the first time as successsor 
to Disraeli in 1868, and for the second 
time In 1880, and for the third in 1886, 
and for the last time from 1892 to 1894, 
when he resigned. He has beèn the 
author of many books, theological, 
classical and political.

Bismarck’s career has been less va­
ried. In 1849 he was chosen a member 
of the second Chamber of the Prussian 
Diet ; he was subsequently Prussian 
Ambassador to St. Petersburg and to 
Pasris, Prussian Minister of Foreign Af­
fairs, and finally, in 1871, Chancellor of 
the German Empire, which he held until 
he was relieved by the present Kaiser.

Of the three octogenarians, the Pope 
is the one who possesses the most am­
iable and kindly disposition ; Gladstone 
is a man of warm temper, which is apt 
to become hot when he is aroused ; Bis­
marck is a personage of exceeding iras­
cibility, which characteristic, however, 
according to all accounts, has become 
greatly modified since his fall from

II CANADA’S GREATEST STORE Rome, June 10^-The new Parliament! 
was opened to-day with more than us­
ual display of cefemony. The King and 
Queen upon their arrival were enthus­
iastically received'and loudly cheered 
by the immense crowd assembled in the 
Plaia. All the ministers and a large 
number of other officials with the en­
tire diplomatic corps were present, and 
a strong force of troops was confined 
in the barracks to preserve order, should 
it become necessary; 870 deputies pre­
sented themselves to take the oath. Sig­
nor CavaJott and the other Socialist 
members were absent, in accordance 
with their previous announcement.

The Speech from the Throne appealed 
to the patriotism of the members of all 
parties to assist in expediting the bud­
get. The financial situation, the speech 
declared, had already been sensibly ame­
liorated. The Government also 'pro­
mised such judicial reforms and laws as 
would enable a better defence of social 
order. It might become necessary for 
the Government to have recourse to 
force in order to preserve the re­
quired degree of order, but the King 
preferred the pursuit of human methods 
always, and believed 
before force.

This passage in His Majesty’s speech 
is understood to forecast a large mea­
sure of amnesty, and was vehemently 
applauded.

Thé speech also announced officially 
the coming marriage of the Duke of 
Aosta to Princess Helene of Orleans, 
and the participation of the Italian squa­
dron in the ceremonies at Kiel upon the 
occasion of the opening of the Baltic- 
North Sea Canal. ,

His Majesty also made allusion to the 
friendship existing between Italy and 
England, to the victories won by the 
Italians, and to the anniversary ot the 
Liberation of Rome. The speech, as a

NORTHWEST IMMIGRATION
Immigration, says The Edmonton Bul­

letin, has commenced in earnest. Every 
train is getting larger. During May 370 
settlers have arrived and settled north 
of Calgary, and this in the month when 
nothing more than locating the land and 
perhaps getting out a few, logs or fence- 
rails can possibly be done. The bulk of 
these settlers have come from the Western 
States and are people who know exactly 
what the country is like before coming, 
having either sent delegates to inspect 
the country’s resources, or having heard 
from their friends jvho have been here bo- 
fore them. These settlers açe not coming 
empty-handed. Thirty-four carloads of 
stock and effects were brought in by 
them. There were eightyt-five settlers on 
last train' leaving Calgary, over half of 
xvhorn came throng^ to Edmontonl Twelve 
of these came from Ontario, four from 
England and sixty-nine from different 
parts ' of tlie United States, as follows: 
Forty from Minnesota, twenty 'from 
Dakota, one from Nebraska, one from 
Iowa, three from Michigan, three from 
Washington and one from Wyoming Ter­
ritory.

consumed each year for a period ol three 
years, not for one as stated in your edi­
torial. This makes the action ol the

company more glaring.
A petition was got up aud 

about 16 or 17 residents of the neigh­
borhood, asking the City Council to re­
quest the company to extend their main 
up Broadviewj-avenue, but the petition 
was thrown out by the committee tot the 
City Hall. Aid. Lamb stated to an in­
terested party that the manager of the 
gas company was a business man, and 
if people saw fit to build in outlying 
districts they must suffer the consequence. 
If this idea generally prevailed the city 
would still be called Muddy York. As 
it is, the gas company has a monopoly, 
and citizens are at its mercy. If the 
company is not conpelled to supply gas 
in the outskirts of the city, it is uot 
compelled-to supply gas near the corner 
of Yonge aud King-streets.
