The Federal Department of Agri-

It was rumored
that an embargo was to be placed by
the American Government upon po-
tatoes imported from Canada and in
view of the heavy - shipments from
here producers wers somewhat alarm-
ed. The United States, however,
has as yet taken no action. Last
wear tracss of the disease were found
in several places and warnings were
sent out to growers. As a matter of
fact the disease has appeared both in
the United States and Canada in re-
cent years, but never to any serious
extent. The Dominion authorities
suggest that both countries co-operate
in methods to eradicate the disease.

INTERNAL POULTRY PARASITES.
Pouiltry sure have their troubles, for
they sot only bhave lice, mites, fleas
and ticks crawling, biting and scratch-
ing their exterior, but their interior
fs oft the habitat of round worms,
flukes, tapeworms and thorn bheaded
worms. These are found encysted.
erawling, hanging, floating or in wig-
gling masses in the esophagus, crop,
proventriculus (stomach), gizzard, in-
testines, caeca and mesentery.

The shortesf\ worm is the Echino-
cotyle rosseteri’ (one-sixteenth of an
inch long, one one-hundredth of an inch
wide), and the longest is the Davainea

crassula (eight to sixteen inches long
and one-sixth of an inch wide).

Five hundred and fifty-two of these
worms werg_f)uﬁd in a single pigeon,
and 12,000 eggs were found in the ex-
crement voided by a pigeon in a sin-
gle day,

Flukes seem to do no harm, but the
others cause digestive disturbances,
bore channels in the tissue, rob the
fowl of the nutritive juices of food,
cause fits, become so numerous as to
block the organs and gradually worry
the fow!l to death or their burrowing
80 weakens tissue and organs as to
bring sudden death.

The Trichosoma contortum, a round
worm, is oftem so numerous in the
aesophagus of Pekin ducks that food
cannot pass, and they choke to death.

Thorn headed worms seem restrict-
ed to ducks and geese, while turkeys
and pigeons are most afflicted with
tapeworm. These pests are mostly
found where fowls drink from filthy

pools and eat on ground poisoned with
filth, and scratch in droppings and ma-
nure piles.

I'he fowls lose appetite, become ema-
ciated, dull, guit foraging, have fits,
stiif joints, diarrhea, and worms and
blood appears in droppings.

As a remedy remove all droppings
and disinfect thoroughly. Quurantine
“victims, [Feed mash fragrant with
garlie or turpentine. One to three tea-
spoonfuls turpentine, according to age
of fowl, and equul parts olive oil pass-
cd to crop through tube .is fine and
does quick work. !

THE POULTRY DOCTOR SAYS—
That moldy corn causes much wmor-
tality among poultry and grouad corn,
especially where the green taint can-
not be seen and only an expert can
detect the smell. Feeding such grain
with the idea that it is economy is cer-
tainly the kind that saves at the pin-
hole and wastes at the bunghole,

That many more turkeys would be
sold at Thanksgiving if they did not
have such easy access to buckwheat
and .cornfields, for theusands are kill-
ed each fall when almost selling size
by stuffipg with buckwheat and green
corn. Watching the turkeys at this
time means more turks to sell, and the
profit is sure worth the trouble.

There would be less loss and worry
if young stock was better protected
from cold fall rains. These brink on
colds, catarrh, roup, canker, chicken-
pox, and many a bunch of promising
pullets has been spoiled for winter lay-
ing through such exposure.

There is much carelessness in the
disposal of dead fowls on many farms.
The manure pile is the general dump
for disease victims, and there they rot
unless eaten by hogs, dogs or fowls un-
til they are hauled with thé manure to
the field. \

How’s that for bunghouse business?
Nuf sed.

There are many fall fairs that help
along the rooster undertaker, Birds
are accepted that have chiekenpox,
favus, roup and most any old disease,
and fowls that leave home in health
often become vietims to contagion and
are shipped back to start an epidemic
in the flock.

FEATHERS AND EGGSHELLS.

Concrete floors are now the vogue in
poultry houses. ‘When you Iay . one
don't be so foolish to place tar paper
between the layers, as the upper one
will come off, This is advised by cer-
tain poultry lecturers to prevent damp,
and it's all folderol.

In Florida, after the first few nights,
chicks need no covering, as they are
warm enough without. Chicks may be
hatched the year around, the popular
combination being White Leghorns
and orange or grapefruit groves.

IPiithy damp litter on the scratch
floor in winter is a commoncondition
on many plants and a common cause
of disease. Many throw the feed into
such a mess and expect the hens to
thrive on it and produce sweet pure
eggs.

A seventy-three-year-old woman was
pecked on the hand by a chicken and
died of gangrene. As many fowls are
allowed to work in all kinds of filth,
the danger of the slizhtest wound from
them is evident. and such injuries
should be disinfected at once.

The next revision of the Standard of
Perfection will give the breeder of the
Barred Rock to present show require-
ments a hard shot, for it-will do away
with the rule that birds are to be bar-
red to the skin, demand a lighter under
color and a brighter, distinct, even bar
on the surface.

Be
sldes, we think the hawks, coyotes
badgers, skunks and other vermin, be-
ing uscd to prey ou the Httle prairie
chickens, pay less attention to white
chicks than those of darker color.”
This is contrary tu the general opinion.
Hawks are no respecter of chickens,
and we huve noticed they take no
more of the white than the dark, but
cats will take a dark chick sooner than
a white because birds are all dark or
colored, in this section at least.

AMERICAN VILLAGES.

Here Is a Writer Who Claims They
Are Positively Hideous.

No distinctively Amerlcan style has
arisen, and the average American home
remains as ugly and as undistinguish-
ed as a Zulu kraal. In Its essence it
is simply a square box. And from that
archetype it proceeds upward, not
through degrees of beauty, but through
degrees of hideousness. The more It
is plastered with ornament the more
vulgar and forbidding it becomes. The
more it is adorned with color the more
that color becomes a maduess, a de-
bauch, a public indecency.

Take a train ride through any Amer-
ican state and you will be sickened by
the chaotic ugliness of the fitting
villages—houses sprawling and shape-
less, a huge advertising sign upon
every flat ‘wall, an intolerable effect of
carelessness, ignorance, squalor, bad
taste and downright viclousness.

But make the same sort of journey
through France or Germany—say from
Bremen to Munich or from Parls to
Liyons—or through Austria or Italy or
Switzerland, and you will be charmed

.by the beautiful harmony visible on

ell sides, the subordination of details
to general effects, the instinctive feel-
ing for color, the sound grouping, the
constant presence of a tradition and a
style. The design of the peasant
houses changes twenty times between
the Westphalian plain and the foot-
hills of the Alps, but in every change
there is a subtle reflection of the
physlcal environment, an unmistakable
expression of human aspiration, world-
ly estate and character.

I don’t know any ugly village be-
tween Bremen and Munich, nor even
a village without its distinction, its
special beauty, its individual charm.
But I don’t know of a village between
Washington and Chicago that is not
#wanklv annalling.—Smart Set.

FATHER GREAT PIPE.

Eccentric Will of the Famous Dutch
Smoker, Von Klaes,

In “Holland of the Dutch” Demet-
rius Boulger tells the story of the fa.
wmous Van Klaes of Rotterdam, who
was known as “Father Great Pipe.”

Van Klaes smoked about half a
pound of tobacco a day and to save
himself trouble used an enormous pipe,
hence his nickname. He built a man.
sion in Rotterdam, with a fortune
amassed in the Indies, and turned it
into a museum for pipes and antique
instruments used by primitive man for
burning hemp or weeds long before the
discovery of tobacco. No man who
visited his curios went away without
a gift of choice cigars. He lived to be
ninety-eight and made, while smok-
ing, an eccentric will, which began by
inviting all smokers in the country to
his funeral.

Each person who attended was to
receive ten pounds of tobacco and two
pipes bearing the name of the donor,
his arms and the date of his death,
but he imposed the condition that they
should smoke without interruption dur-
ing the funeral ceremony. Finally his
coffin was to be lined with the wood
of his old cigar boxes, and beside
him were to be placed his favorite
pipe, a supply of tobacco and a box
of matches, for, as the will senten-
tiously sets forth, no one knows what
may happen.

Peel, core and slice the apples; put
them into a saucepan with the sugar,
the grated lemon rind, butter and wa-
ter. Stew till tender, rub through a
sieve and add the yolks of the eggs,
Line a buttered pudding dish with the
pastry and put in the stewed apples.
Bake In a moderate oven till set. Beat
up the whites of the eggs stifly, then
gradually add to them three table-
spoonfuls of sugar. Put this meringue
on top, decorate with candied peel and
bake again until the top is a pale yel-
low color.

Good Polishing Cloth.

Velveteen which bas served its pur-
pose as a dress Or blouse should be
preserved and made into polishing
cloths. In this connection velveteen
is almost as good as chamois leather,
and cannot only be used for obtaining
a fine polish on satin wood and ma-
hogany furniture, but as a means of
brightening silver and plated goods.
