MAIN STREET PAVEMENT I

At last the problem of getting a I 
paved street through the village has. 
been solved. After much correspon­
dence and deputation work, together 
with the assistance of Mr. Leslie Oko, 
the local M.P.P., the Department of 
Highways has agreed to pay direct1 
to the .Village 407c of the cost of 
the work. .

The total cost of this pavement is 
estimated by Mr. Muir, Chief Engin­
eer of County Roads, to be $30,000, 
40% of this, or $12,000 will be paid 
by the Government in a lump sum, 
which leaves $18,000 to be raised by 
the sale of debentures. This means 
that $1569.32 must be paid every 
year for 20 years. The Village re­
ceives a grant from the County every 
year for the improvement of the 
street. The grant is proportionate 
tothe amount paid by the Village in 
taxes for good roads in the County.

Last year the Village paid $1250 
and will receive on this amount $1550 
or 126% of, the amount paid in. The 

County is able to pay back this 
amount because of the assistance 
given by the Provincial Government 
to build roads in the County. This 
year the Village will pay-about $1800 
and should receive from the County 
about $2250. This grant from the 
County will therefore pay our de­
bentures from year to year together 
with enough more to keep our streets 
in repair.

The building of this 20-ft. pave­
ment should not, therefore, raise our 
taxes one cent and every ratepayer 
should feel deeply grateful to the 
Hon. F. C. Biggs, Minister of Public 

Works and Highways, and to all 
others who have made it possible for 
our Village to make the Main street 
which has been one ofthe worst 
roads in the province, a paved high­
way. Let us all show our appreci­
ation on Monday, the 22nd of Aug­
ust, by going to the polls and voting 
for the bylaw.

The following letter from Hon. F. 
C. Biggs confirms the Goyernment 
grant:—

Toronto, July 30, 1921.
Dear Sir:—I received correspond­

ence under date of July 26th from 
Messrs. Cowan, Towers & Co.wan, 
barristers, Sarnia, on behalf of the 
Village of Watford, re assistance for 
your street.

We have instructed Mr. Muir, 
Chief Engineer of County Roads, to 
enter into an agreement with Wat- i 
ford, to pay 40% of this cost. He 
tells me that he has written you with 
a view of having this agreement car- ' 
ried out forthwith. From the general 
view of the situation I should judge j 
that everything would proceed now , 
with all speed and that your town 
would be able to go on with your 
work at once.

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How Henry Ford Weathered the Storm
As a manufacturer, Henry Ford is 

one of the wonders of the world,’and 
richly qualified to address the assem­
bled nations on business problems. 
Recently he went through the stern­
est test in his career and emerged 
triumphant. He owed $60,000,000 

1-iind had only about $20,000,000 with 
which to pay it, but at a time when 
business seemed almost stagnant he 
sold enough cars and put into prac­
tise sufficient economies in his great 
plants to raise $67,000,000 and thus 
pay off his debts without borrowing a 
cent. He showed himself worthy of 
the great position he occupies, for it 
is in hard times that business men are

really tried. The larger the industry 
the greater the difficulty of weather­
ing the storm. The largest manu­
facturing business in the world, which 
we take the Ford business to be, has 
turned the comer.

Mr. Ford says that the firdt indica­
tion of approaching trouble came to 
him early in 1920, when a few con­
cerns manufacturing luxuries or 
staple commodities began to fall.

t n of cutting prices It Detroit 
' lm after firm shut down but the 
Ford plant continued to run at full 
'cast to everybody s astonishment.

In September came the sensational 
announcement that the price of the 
cars had been reduced. It was an­
nounced that the company had made 
the cut in anticipation of lowered 
prices for raw materials and that for 
a time it would operate at a loss in 
order to hasten a return to the bas e 
prices of peace time. It figured it 
had to take a ‘oss some time, and 
chose to take it $ken, the loss being 
one of $17,000,000.

Business increased as a result of 
the reduced prices, and some other 
manufacturers also cut prices, but 
soon sales fell off again. The public 
had evidently come to the conclusion 
that the process of deflation had not 
been completed, and it sat back to 
wait. Nevertheless Ford continued 
to operate the plant, but he was buy­
ing mighty little raw material. What 
he was doing was turning dnto finish­
ed cars every scrap of material he 
had on hand, and to turn this into 
cars was the next thing to turning it 
into money. Then the factory closed 
down. It was expected to reopen in 
two weeks, but as a matter of fact it 
did not open for six weeks. This 
was the time that rumors flew over 
the country. It was said that the 
Ford people were in financial difficul­
ties, and that they would never re 
open, or that if they did it would be 
under a new directorship. It was 
more than hinted that Henry Ford 
had been going about Wall street hat 
in hand, but that because of the at 
tacks of his paper, the Dearborn In 
dependent, upon the Jews, the latter 
had been able to keep him for getting 
money. <

It is true enough that Wall street 
was keenly interested in Ford, but 
instead of him asking for money 
Wall street offered it. The agent ol 
one big Wall street firm visited Mr. 
Ford and tried to force money on 
him. “I don’t need a loan,” said the 
manufacturer. The broker insisted 
that he did and showed an intimate 
knowledge of the financial obligations 
and the resources of the company. 
He outlined the plan, to which Mr. 
Ford listened out of courtesy. The 
reading went on for several minutes 
and then the reader suddenly broke 
off to ask: “Who’s going to be the 
new treasurer of your company? 
“That makes no difference to you, 
does it?” asked the manufacturer. 
“Oh yes it does. We’H have to have 
some say as to who the new treasur 
er will be.” This ended the inter­
view. Mr. Ford handed the banker 
his hat and hurried him to the door.

Then Mr. Ford proceeded to raise 
the money himself. Between Jan.

Sudbury, Temis- 
karnmg and Algoma lying north of 
the C.F.R. between Mattawa and 
North Bay and north of the C. N. 
R. westward to a point some 35 
miles beyond Hernepayne.

The remainder of the Province 
forms the Exempt Area. Within 
the sparsely peopled Exempt Area 
no permits are generally issued, 
but those setting out fires in the 
"Close Season” arc required to 
exercise every reasonable precau­
tion and a Chief Fire Ranger, if 
he deems it wise, may serve a Pro­
hibitory Notice and require a per­
son to take out a permit.

The Fire Ranger does his best 
to follow the happy medium be­
tween the desire of the settler to 
“get a good burn” and the require­
ments of Publie Safety. Help him 
all you can.

DEATH OF DR. ROBT. GIBSON

(Moose Jaw Times, August 2nd) 
Dr. Robert Gibson, a resident of 

Mooee Jaw for twelve years, and en­
gaged in general practice here until 
first taken ill three years ago, passed 
away at home, 1138 Fourth ave.,i
N. W„ at ten o’clock last night. The 
deceased was 68 years of age.

Bom at Lobo, near London, Ont., 
Dr. Gibson graduated in medicine at 
Western University. He received his 
first experience serving as assistant 
surgeon in field hospitals at Moose 
Jaw and Swift Current during the 
Riel Rebellion of 1885. He commen­

ced civilian practice in WinforU, 
Ont, where he remained until moving 
to Moose Jaw in 1909. During the 
late war Dr, Gibson again became 
associated with military work, hold­
ing the rank of major in the A.M.C., 
acting as chairman of local medical 
hoards and being later in charge of 
the Ross Military Hospital. During 
the last stages of the war his health 
became undermined and since then 
he sank steadily.
A life-long member of the Anglican 
church, Dr. Gibson took an active 
part in Watford as well as in Moose 
Jaw. He was a prominent Oddfellow 
and also belonged to both the Inde­

pendent and Canadian Order of 
Foresters and the Maccabees. Al­
ways an enthusiastic sportsman, he 
followed baseball, cricket and tennis 
even after his playing days were 
past.

Of the immediate family there 
survive, his wife; three daughters, 
Mrs. Ralph Tredgett, of Crestwynd, 
Mrs. C. B. Campbell, of Winnipeg, 
and Miss Getlrudc at homf ; one son, 
Richard, at home; an older son, 
Clarence, went overseas with the 

229th Battali jn and died of wounds 
received at Passchendaele l i 1917.

Other surviving relatives are his 
motlfcr, Mrs. Thus. Gibson, of Den- 
field, Ont. ; one sister, Mrs. • T. A. 
Linton, of Moose Jaw; five brothérs, 
Rev. J. H., of Boissevain; James, of 
Arkona, Ont.; Edwfcrd and Jerry, ef 
•Cérvfile, Wash.; and Will, of Derifieldt 
Ont.

The funeral was held On Wednes­
day afternoon from Broadfoots’ Fun­
eral Home, to St. John’s Anglican 
church, and thence to Moose Jaw 
cemetery, Valley Lodge, No. 1, I.O.
O. F., of which the deceased had for 
many years been a member, had

TO PAY FOR PAVEMENT ON
PART OF MAIN STREET.

WHEREAS it Ib desirable to pave 
twenty feet in the centre of Main

VILLAGES SWEPT AWAY
Serious Forest Fires Visit Mari­

time Provinces.
Flames Have Devastated Wide Area

In Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
. wick, Forcing the Citizens to Flee
From Their Homes—Oply rfer.vy 
Rains yCan Stop the Flames and 
Save the^.Country From Further 
Damage.

HALIFAX, N.S., Aug. 9.—Forest 
fires of unprecedented proportions, 
covering in the aggregate many 
^scores of'square miles and doing 
damage as yet impossible of estima: 
tidn, éwept through sections- of Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick on Satur­
day and Sunday. .The worst confla­
gration was reported in King’s and. 
Queen’s counties, -NeW Brunswick, 
where * nearly three score residences 
and numerous buildings were de­
stroyed. Information from Cumber­
land cotinty, Nova Scotia, is still 
meagre, but it is indicated that iso­
lated farms and scattered settlements 
in that section have been wiped out. 
The worst forest fires in years were 
reported from Cape Breton Island.

So far there has been no lofes of 
life and the péople of the provinces 
are praying for- rain.

Driven by Gale.
SPRING HILL MINES, N;S., Aug. 

9. —- Numerous, isolated dwellings, 
and possibly small settlements lying 
In the line* of a forest fire of tremen­
dous proportions which, binder the 
impetus of a 40-mïIe wind, has been 
marching northeastward from River 
Hebert, Cumberland county, since 
Saturday morning, were presumed 
here to have been wiped out.

) Since Saturday evening scores of 
people have been fleeing sfor their 
lives froqa -the 40-mile stretch of 
country lying between Rivgr IJebçrt, 
on the shores of Chignecto Bay, in 
the southwest, to Roslyn, beyond Ox­
ford, in the northeast..

It is estimated that 100 square 
miles of ço.untry are ablaze.

Telephone . connminication with 
pointe in the fire area was interrupt­
ed and what the real1 situation under 
the thick clouds of black smoke that 
overhang the whole of the Chignecto 
Bay district is can only be, surmised. 
Sunday it was reported that work­
ing crews on the Canadian National 
lines east of Maccan were smoked 
out and that women and children 
had to be taken from the £own to 
prevent suffocation, although the 
flames did not immediately tnreateq 
the place.

The population of Fenwick, north 
of Maccan, were ordered to leave 
and little hope was held out of sav­
ing the village, according to latest 
information. Fenwick is said to be 
the centre of a roaring circle of 
flame.

It was rumored that Hastings, 
lying between River Hebert and Am­
herst, had been destroyed. Spring- 
hill is gradually being surrounded by 
an angle of fire sweeping toward 
Springhill Junction, on tone side of 
the town, and Salt Spring on the 
other.

FREDERICTON, N.B., Aug. 9.'—^ 

Advices received from the 
ment of Lands and Mines are to the 
effect that the fire situation, after be­
ing very bad on Saturday, had im­
proved considerably Sundav.

There also 
are fires at Salmon River.

Charlotte county presents the 
most serious situation from purely 
forest fires. A fire at Pleasant Ridge 
is burning fiercely, and unless the 
wind drops will continue to burn. 
Bfetweefi'Dumbarton and Honeydale 
another bad fire has broken out. The 
fire near the mouth of McDougall 
Lake and south of Oromocto Lake is 
stil burning. A fire at Bonney Riv­
er, Charlotte county, is serious, and 
hundreds of men are fighting the 
flames in the woods there to save the 
village.

- Hundreds Fight Flames.
ST. JOHN, N.B., Aug. 9. — Bush 

fires have1 been burning in I the dis­
trict for a week or inore. Hundreds 
of men, including gangs from the 
C.P.R., have been combatting the 
flames in the woods and .underbrush 
for several days, but about four 
o'clock on Saturday afternoon a 
southwesterly gale sprang up, attain­
ing. a velocity as high as fifty-five 
miles an hour, and sweeping clouds 
of sparks and burning brands on to 
the summer villages. It was an im­
possibility to overcome the shower of 
ruin, and for hours dwellings, barns 
and other buildings in Ononette, 
ftillandale and Lingley continued to 
catch fire and burn.

In many instances the occupants 
requisitionèd automobiles and motor 
trucks tô" transport their belongings 
from the fire belt. These three sum­
mer resorts were practically obliter­
ated from the map. Among the 
burned b.uildings were numerous 
costly residences, some, of them 
owned and occirpied by leading St. 
John residents," including the home 
of Hon. Harrison A. McKeown, Chief 
Justice of New Brunswick.

All of the homeless found shelter, 
many coming to St. John, where city 
houses were reopened. Others went 
to hotels. A great pall of smoke 
hung o-ver the district and along the* 
St. John river for many miles. The 
smoke clouds were visible in this 
city and far away to the eastward.

English Teachers Are Paying Visit 
to Dominion.

HALIFAX, N.S., Aug. 9. — With 
the object of developing a better 
understanding of the educational 
.needs of the Empire and bringing 
together of representative members 
of the. teaching profession, a party 
of seventy-seven members of the Im­
perial Union of Teachers, under the 
auspices of the League of Empire, 
arrived, in Halifax from England 
Saturday night.

The party was in charge of Col. 
James L. Hughes, a brother of Sir 
Sam Hughes, for many year chief 
inspector of schools in Toronto. In­
cluded were professors from British 
universities, head masters and head 
mistresses of public and collegiate 
schools, representing the British 
Isles, Australia and New Zealand.

Prominent in the party were Sir 
Harry Reichel, vice-chancellor of the 
University of Wales; Montague Ken­
dall, head master of Winchester; 
Prof. McBain, of Bristol University; 
Prof. Fay, of Cambridge, and Prof. 
Scott, of Bangor.

These educàtîonalists are on their 
way to Toronto to participate in the 
League of Empire conference, to 
open this week. After the confer­
ence they will separate and visit var­
ious parts of the Dominion, looking 
toward the accomplishment of the 
plan put1 forward by : the union "for 
interchange of teachers betwéen the 
nations of the Empire.

BARGES WERE DISABLED.

THE MARKETS

Score: of People Saved” In Storm on 
r Lake Ontario.

KINGSTON, Aug. 9.—The steamer 
MasAssen, of the . MacNaughtou 
Line, Montreal, with the barges 
Condor, .and Àllasço, in tow, ran into 
a terrific gale early Sunday .morn­
ing when at South Bay Point, thirty 
miles up the lake from Kingston. 
Each of the "barges sprung a leak but 
Capt. Clark and the crew of the 
MacAssen rescued all on board the 
two barges, including nineteen men, 
women and children, it being a 
French-Canadiari crew. The women 
and Children Were asleep, at the time 
and the weather was so ' rough that 
the • lifeboats could not be lowered. 
After a most trying time, Capt. Clark, 
and his men "succeeded \n getting a 
line on the bàrgè Condor and women , 
and children were taken off first, 
Over two hoürs Were taken up in 
effecting the rescue.

After all' had been rescued! Capt. 
Clark Cut away from the barges and 
came on to Kingston. One of the 
barges, So if is fclaimed, foundered 
and was broken up. When deserted. 
the; Condor had sfx feét of water 
while there was four "feet of water 
in the AHasco.

Capt. Clark and his crew went out 
Mbfcday to the scene of the accident 
to see the " extent of the damage. ’ 
They are being, warmly congratulat­
ed in marine circles for their gallant 
rescue. It is stated that the waves 
weré beating ten feet high when the 
storm was at its worst.

George P. Smith will resume 
active control of his newspaper at 
Camrosh, and Hon. Jean Co her has a 
practice as civil engineer in 
Edmonton.

Might Hoh. Arthur Meighen ' Has 
. Returned Front Imperial’ Confer­

ence, and He Describes .Import- 
anpe In World Politics of These

' Meeting, of Heads of -Federated 
Free Dominions That Center 
Round Throne of king George.

- HALIFAX,.N.8., Aug. F.—"X will 
give you one thought that.the ex­
perience of the past few weeks has 
impressed upon my 'mind. I have 
been impressed with the real value, 
the undoubted necessity of . these 
conferences. It not a■ mere plati­
tude much less an empty patriotic 
boast to say that Great Britain Is 
the greatest factor In the worlà to­
day for preserving peace. It U a 
practical, a solemn-vital truth. In. 
the very nature of things she is the 
daysman among the nations of 
Europe, and you cannot In these 
4a7* have peace anywhere- unless 
you have at least substantial peace 
in Europe. The Influence of the Brit­
ish statesmen In. the councils, of the 
world.- is- greater,- 'because "tbe Dom­
inions and - India are within the 
Empire and because she reflect# or 
wants to reflect their views as well 
as her oWn."

It was the Right" Hon. Arthur 
Meighen, Premier of Canada, who, 
after several weeks sojourn .In Lon­
don in consultation with the Prime 
Ministers of various sections of,the 
British Empire, expressed tjilg sen­
timent td a crowd, of Canadians, 
gathered at(the pierhead here, on 
Saturday evening to welcome! him 
hoirie. Browried by 1 hfti Atlantic, sun, 
and . with an. eyp sparkling with 
pleasure as he stçpiied from .the 
gang-plank of the steamer Carmania 
the Premier replied to the address 
presented to him on behalf of the 
City of Halifax by. Major John S. 
Parker. He was. reticent, however, 
in touching on. the, proceedings, of 
the Imperial Conference, and, in 
the" course of conversation .with-dhe 
Canadian Présa, ..indicated that , he 
Would be ynable to express any 
opinion on. the imèprtant national 
and international.matters under.con­
sideration in London,’ before con- 
sultatiçn with his colleagues.. .
' With regard to Canadian affairs 
Mr.. Meighen was optimistic. “I 
know there is much to be done and 
I. have been impatient to get back 
to take a hand in the work/1- he 
told the crowd on the pier, "but 
those who lament . about Canada 
have not seen much of. other coun­
tries in : these times,” Again, with 
reference to the importance of the 
Imperial Conference, he expressed 
obvious enthusiasm. ^There is no 
question that fhe people of the 
British Isles are sincerely 'anxious 
to get the standpoint of the Domin­
ions. Their Government wants us 
to understand all the .facts of the 
situation, to get our opinions and to 
shape Its course in consonance with 
the considered judgment Of the en­
tire league of British Nations,’’ he 
said. “That is the purpose of con­
sultation fa conferences.’ So far as 
the foreign policy is concerned-r-I. do 
not think there are many in Canada 
who Would Heve this country decline 
the invitation to come and helpt who 
would have us ignore the call' to 
come and reason, together. We must 
walk with the nations of this Empire 
or walk away from them, The gos­
pel of isolation is the gospel of separ­
ation, under a thin disguise. We 
enjoy the fullest . self-government 
that heart of a people could de­
sire. That is our heritage — and I 
know of no one who wants to take 
it away. Under these conditions I 
am for co-operation and for. unity. 
I believe In the British Emptr.e.

"We have our troubles here in 
Canada—the disturbances of trade, 
the restlessness and disorder that 
seem epidemic in these times have 
not left us unmolested. But we are 
in a sound position and a compara­
tively strong position. Let us take 
courage and confidence and let every 
class be reasonable, -and there will 
soon be Work for all who are ready 
to work and ten years from now 
this country wfll be the envy of the 
world.”

WILL APPEAL TO KINO.

Indians Leave for London on Unique 
Mission.

BRANTFORD, Ont., Aug. 9.—Levi 
General and David S. Hill, of the Six 
Nations Indians, have left for Ro­
chester, where they will meet Attor- 
ney J. Decker and Chief General, to 
form the deputation which will go to 
London to present to King George 
himself the Six Nations Indian pro­
test against interference by tne Cana­
dian Department of Indian Affairs, 
in the affairs of the Six Nations.

The united tribes- claim that by 
virtue of the treaty under which they 
came to the Grand River valley, af­
ter the war of the revolution, they 
are completely independent within 
their own limits. The specific cause 
of complaint is the bill to provide - 
for enfranchisement of Indians as 
Canadian citizens. They contend 
that they are "allies of the British 
Crown, and not subject to Canadian 
rule.
