]$BkTemple Bar, 3 A London cable says : The British gov* 1 
eminent have again altered the political 
map of Africa, and a new colony la shoot J 
to be placed ender the political protection 1 
ot John Bull. The exact limita of the 
territory are not fixed, bat extend, roughly 
speaking, from the territory of the German 
East Africa Company northward the Somali 
country, and westward to the Albert Ny* 
aoza. A year ago in the general scramble 
for the Dark Continent Germany and Eng­
land made an agreement dividing up the 
whole country back of the Zanzibar coast.
A company called the British East African 
Company has been formed to take Charge 

of the British half. The objects, as usual, 
are commercial and philanthropic. The 
Baroness Burdett-Coolts and ethers are 
interested. By royal letters patent the 
new state In a few days will be handed 
over to the company, which la empowered 
to levy customs and taxes, to maintain an 
armed force, and to assert authority. The 
movement meets with serions opposition 
from some of the leading journals. They 
say that enormous powers over an un­
known region, to which England has no 
right whatever, are to be given to a com­
pany of which nothing Is known. It is 
also said that the inhabitants of the terri­
tory, numbering 12,000,000 about the 
lakes alone, may have their own views 
about the advisability of annexation. The 
sultan of Zanzibar has consented, how* 
ever, and the annexation is nearly a con* 
summated fact. The government reason 
Is that it will be unwise to leave to other 
nations the entire control of routes and 
trade bate ween the Zanzibar seaboard and 
the great equatorial lakes. They also say 
it will result in crushing the slave trade, 
as the territory in question Is the great 
banting ground of slave dealers. The 
region is as large as a great European 
state, almost wholly unexplored and un­
developed, and the scheme had been kept 
so quiet up to the final consummation that 
the English public have not yet recovered 
from their surprise or made up their mind 
about it.

A Dentist's Story.
Bridgetown, May 4th, 1888. • But I assured him again and again that 

it was all right and that they all did' the 
same way, and that she would come out ot 
it in a minute as bright as a button.

Per- 
hapa rhe would never waken again in this 
world. I had heard of such things, al­
though never having met with any acci­
dent myself I had grown careless and 
thoughtless a Bout the matter, 
reach, with shaking hand, a pitcher of 
water from a shelf near by. When I turned 
back my ear struck against something cold 
and bard. I knew instantly what it was 
— the mnzz'e of a pi-»ol, and when I 
looked into the eyes that met mine, [ 
that death was very near.’

4 D may be all right as you say,’ the 
said quietly. • I aint no doctor, aud I aint 
used to such business, butef my wife don’t 
come to all right in ju-t two minutes by 
the clock, I’ll give yer a chance to'explaiu 
matters to her in the next world—ef there 
is one.’

If I were to classify all the professions 
and avocations of civilization under the 
two heads, “Desirable” and “ Undesir­
able,’’ I should, of a surety, put that of 
dentist very high up in the latter list. It 
has always been a wonder to me, since the 
early period of my existence, when I, an 
infantile victim of fate and circumstance 
and poor teeth was first borne resisting, but 
powerless, by the firm grasp of the reso­
lute maternal band Into the presence of 
mankind’s friend, how enough people can 
ever be found to step into the shoes of 
dentists gone before, to keep up the suc­
cession. Years have passed since then, 
however, and as I see that the number of 
dentists sprouting up all over the civilized 
world far exceeds that of the worn-out 
ones who lay aside the forceps and give np 
torturing humanity forever, I feel that my 
distaste tor the profession is far from being 
shared by all my fellow-men, and that 
there is no immediate prospect of dentistry 
becoming one of the “ lost arts” of the 
future.

Let me pray you, however, kind reader, 
to pause for a moment aud contemplate 
existence, as far as possible, from a den­
tist's stand-point. Imagine a life time 
spent in gazing at tbe more or less delapi- 
dated dental arrangements of those who 
people your little world. Imagine poking 
yoor fingers into all manners and kinds 
and gradationof mouths—pretty mouths, 
ugly mouths ; mouths with lovely, even 
tee h, white as popped corn, aud mouth-* 
rendered hideous by snags and roots and 
ulcerated reminders of past decay aud 
misery. Ugh I the bare idea is horrible I 
What must the dreadful reality be?

Much as I dislike dentistry, and, through 
association, dentists, it has, however, been 
my fate to be, as it were, an aider and 
abettor thereof all my days. My teeth 
have been a misery and torment to me 
since they first budded in my infant jaws, 
and being a travelling man by occupation,
I have interviewed dentists from one end 
of our glorious country to tbe other, and 
they have filed and scraped and plugged 
and prir''* and filled and extracted and 
pinched .*» my unfortunate mouth until in 
a fit of desperation I had every visible bit ol 
bone removed therefrom and a shining dou­
ble set of false teeth put In instead. But 
even then my troubles did not cease. I 
was unlucky even with my false ones. I 
have broken Viem, I have lost them, I 
have absent-mindedly thrown them away 
in glasses of water, I have done everything 
but swallow them, and I expect eventually 
to do that, and thus end my troubled 
career. It was by means of wthose per­
petually.out-of-order teeth of mine that I 
fell Iu, not long ago, with a dentist of a 
rather unusual type.

My business had taken me into the fast­
nesses of the Santa Cruz Mouotaios where 
various small towns bung like birds’nerts, 
suspended between earth and sky. I bad 
transacted my business in one of these 
hamlets, and the stage not leaving for an 
hour or so, walked out to view some stnok 
fug lime kilns on the mountain side a lit­
tle nearer. I became conscious, as 1 walk­
ed, of an uncomfortable sensation in iny 
mouth, and being alone with Nature, took 
out my teeth to ascertain the cause. Rash 
act I for down upon the lime rock at my 
feet they fell, and straightway a dentist 
became an imperative necessity. I 
learned at tbe hotel that tbe nearest in­
dividual engaged in that occupation dwelt 
seven miles away, and thither I proceeded 
as fast as a horse and buggy could carry 
me,and placed myself, or rather my teeth, 
in hie bands without delay. He was a 
pleasant.looking man, this mountain den 
list, tall and rather slender, with kindling 
eyes, a frosting of gray in his thick, dark 
hair, and a thoroughly unprofessional man- 
ner that won my heart at once.

Some dentists have a way of smiling 
constantly to show the excellent condition 
of their own well-cared for teeth ; some 
have a way of purring over one in a sym­
pathetic and consolatory way which is 
simply maddening to their helpless vic­
tims ; others affect a brisk, business-like 
and bard-hearted mann« r which makes 
one long to wring their wretched neck 
but this dentist was guilty of none of these 
offences against bis fellows beings. To 
begin with he wore a blue flannel shirt and 
looked comfortable and at peace with all 
mankind. His office was »s neat as possi­
ble ; everything fairly shining was clean* 
liness and good care. A box of mignon­
ette bloomed on the window ledge and a 
dimpled little woman with an air of hap* 
piness and content about her which made 
me feel homesick, smiled hersell out of the

Health Notes for Jdnz.—I am convinced 
that three hearty meals are too many in 
warm weather. Absorbents cannot care for 
so much carbon, and it Is not assimilated, 
remaining an irritative foreign substance 
until rejected. Breakfast and dinner alone 
should be complete in this respect ; lun­
cheon and sapper ought to be very light.

It is essentially Dtcessary to change 
clothing, but the difference should be in 
external garments only, at least in mater­
ial. Neither in warm nor cold weather 
ought underclothing to he other than 
woollen, and it is supplied at present of 
such fineness of texture as to be as soft as 
silk. With skin well protected in this 
way outer garments may conform to our 
sudden changes with considerable impun­
ity.—Dr. William F. Hutchinson, in The 
American Magazine.

They confine 
themselves principally to the marshes 
it appears. One authority says that 
when these worms are on the marcb 
tbe beat way to destroy them is to dig 
a trenoh about eighteen inches deep, 
across tbe line of march, with tbe aide 
facing them made perpendicular. Tbe 
worms will fall into this ditoh, and they 
must then be ploughed under and stamp­
ed upon. They can also be destroyed by

favor, in one part of the British Empire, a 
discrimination against the manufacturers 
of another part of the British Empire.”

And now, sir, what does the passing of 
this mean to os in Canada? It means a 
striking denial to the assumption, that, 
owing to the restrictive tariffs of other 
countries, absolute free trade for Canada is 
impracticable, that it is imbecile to “ waste 
our time over Idle mueings upon the ab­
stract and impossible.” It means that the 
true friends of Commercial freedom for the 
United States and Canada, are to he found 
in the ranks of those who try to extend 
and establish the teachings of the great 
English economists ; It means that there is 
no need of a political strain in any direc­
tion , in order to gain for us the Inestimable 
benefits of Commercial freedom ; It means 
that if Mr. Butterworth’s party in the 
United States senate indorses this action of 
Congress, we have but to abolish our cus­
toms houses, and close up to 100 per cent 
of Canada's trade will be absolutely free at 
once ; It means that if we really desire this 
freedom, we have but to master the cour­
age to face a low tariff, for revenue only, or 
better still, put an end to our puerile and 
illogical arguments in favor of Indirect 
taxation, because of our revenue neces­
sities, and adopt a simple system of direct 
taxation. Thanking you very sincerely 
for the space.

P. 8.—Since writing the above, we find 
that the vote on the clause reverted to the 
original motion. But, as the case now 
stands, the adoption, by the Senate, of the 
Mills tariff bill, which, as a whole, has al­
ready passed through Congress in spite of 
the obstruction of the protectionists. Mr. 
Butterworth and bis friends puts upon the 
free list about eight millions of our ex­
ports to that country. At the present time 
65 per cent, of our exports pass the cus­
toms houses of the countries to which they 
go free of duty The passing of the Mills 
tariff bill, which, by the way, finds no 
other country to reciprocate, will enable 
Canada to place upwards of 75 per cent, of 
our exports into foreign markets free of 
duty. Now, how is it with our Imports ? 
We, at present, allow only 29 per cent, of 
the goods which we require from foreign 
countries to pass to our consumers free of 
duty. We at this very hour, charge duty 
on 71 per cent, of the goods that reach us 
from abroad, while foreign countries de­
mand only 35 per cent, of what they re­
ceive from us to pay duty. In the face of 
these iactii, is it not arrant humbugging to 
make the restrictions of other countries an 
excuse for not facing our own errors. Will 
some one set the writer right if he is 
wrouit ? For over forty years, England has 
stood by her free trade policy, but, during 
the whole time, when did foreign countries 
allow 75 per cent, 65, or even 25 per cent, 
of her exports to reach their destinations 
free of duty ? E.

SPRINGSEEDSIMr. David Armstrong continues the dis­

cussion of the “ Nova Scotia coal trade ” 
question in the Toronto press. He gives 
clear and indisputable evidence that the 
Pennsylvania ringsters have been compell­
ed to place anthracite coal in the markets 
of Quebec at fifty-three cents per ton less 
than they charge to their Ontario custom- 
ers, and this is owing to the compétition 
of the Nova Scotia mine». Mr. Army 
strong contends that a bounty ef fifty 
cents per ton would enable the Nova 
Scotia mine* to place over one million 
tons of bituminous coal in the Ontario 
market annually ; and that this competi­
tion would compel the Pennyslvanta ring­
sters to lower the rate of the ancbracite at 
least fifty cents in Ontario, and thus not 
only keep five or six millions of dollars in 
the country, which now go to the United 
States coal monopolists, but give the On­
tario consumer a cheaper and better coal. 
“ Neither patriotism nor economy,” says 
Mr. Armstrong, “ will sanctify the plan 
of giving that money away to the United 
States and keeping Canada forever at the 
mercy of the coal barons of Pennsylvania.” 
We would commend such a proposal even 
at the cost of a bonus of fifty cents per 
ton, hot we incline to the opinion that an 
actual guarantee of one»fifth that amount 
would serve all the requirements of the 
case. Ten cents per ton on one million 
tons would give $100,000 per year, which 
at five per cent would pay an Interest on 
a capital outlay of $2,000,000 and this 
would construct a fleet of colliers suitable 
for this traffic. If a subsidy of $100,000

fined policy of the Dominion government 
to promote inter-provincial trade by means 
of such subsidies. Even at present suit­
able colliers could discharge a portion of 
their cargo at Montreal, and proceed 
through the canals to Toronto ; and two 
years hence when the present appropria­
tions for deepening the St. Lawrence 
Canal system have been applied, then6 col­
liers could make the voyage from Cape 
Breton, Sydney or Pug wash direct to Tor­
onto daring six months of the year. The 
scheme is worthy of consideration. —Hz. 
Herald.

A few weeks ago an important ad­
dress was given in London by Sir 
Robert Bell, tbe Astronomer Royal ol 
Ireland, about the moon. Io Its 
course, he made known the most reoent 
conclusions of astronomers as to the 
moon’s composition, its climatic con­
dition and the probability of its being 
inhabited.

As our nearest neighbor in the solar 
system, the moon must always be an 
object of peculiar interest and of ardent 
investigation to the dweller upon the 
earth. So much nearer is it than either 
of tbe planets, that we can learn more 
about it, and observe its physical feat­
ures more minutely. We know' that 
the moon’s diameter is only one-fourth 
ol that of our globe ; that it Is only 
two hundred and forty thousand miles 
distant from us ; that, if the moon 
should disappear from its orbit as our 
satellite, a most important physical 
change on the earth, tbe cessation of 
tides, would take place -, and that in 
bulk, tbe moon is eighty times less 
heavy than the earth. We can discern 
through powerful telescopes, the gen. 
eral formation ol that half of the moon’s 
surface which is turned toward us. We 
are told that half of these are visible 
craters of volcanoes sixty miles wide ; 
another, ten thousand feet, deep ; 
that one mighty peak rises to a 
height ol twenty-four thousand feet ; and 
that a vast basin Is visible, seventeen 
thousand feet deep, and oyer fifty miles 
wide.

It has long been a warmly debated 
question among astronomers whether it Is 
possible that tbe moon could support party, as they were going, to the man, 
vegetation and animal and human life. who was about to resume his pick,

of the distant son.' No fires ever issue 
from the giuai \ v»vanoes which are appar* 
eut on its surface ; the huge, hollowed-out 
crater* emit no smoke. A vast and eter­
nal silence reigns through all the dreary 
treeless, lifeless expanse.

The moon, indeed, is apparently *ban« 
doned to death, nourishing no inhabitants, 
producing nothing rese-nbling trees, flow­
ers, or beautiful things of any kind—use­
less, in short, except as a mass of extinct 
volcanic rubbish, which drags the sea into 
tides, and reflects tbe sunbeams into 
moonlight ; but whirls, like a corpse in 
cerements of silver-cloth and black velvet, 
round and round tbe earth.1

The astronomers have carefully con­
structed a geography of tbe moon, and 
have mapped out its region, and given 
names to its varions features. For in­
stance, they have called some of the moun­
tains of the moon ‘ Copernicus,' 1 Position 
ins,’ 5 Clavius,’ after earthly philosophers ; 
they have christened by the names of the 
famous peaks of the earth ; and tbe dreary 
valleys and waterless bays and lakes have 
received fanciful bnt Inapposite names, 
such as tbe < Bay of Clouds,' the * Lake ol 
Nectar,’and the ‘ Gulf of Rainbowg.'

It is doubtful according to Sir Robert 
Ball, if any iuciease of the magnifying 
powers of telescepes will add any further 
definite knowledge to that which has al­
ready been acquired about the moon. He 
believes that, when the moon is brought 
by greater lenses to within fifty (instead of 
as now, two hundred and fifty) miles _ 
the earth, as it probably will be in the 
near future, the result of this improved 
observation will be mainly valuable 
confirming tbe conclusion already arrived 
at.—Youth'* Companion.

SOME OF THE MANY USES IT IS PUT 
STATISTICS ABOUT THE TRADE.

‘ A lull-grown cocoanut tree will mature 
from sixty to a hundred nuts annually 
said a Washington Market dealer to a New 
York Mail and Express reporter. * In real­
ity the cocoanut tree is one of the most 
valuable trees in the world, nearly every 
part of it being useful toman. The natives 
eat the young roots and also weave them 
into baskets. The tender leaves are 
cooked like cabbage and tbe old leaves are 
made into çlotb, hats, baskets, fans, lan­
terns , etc. It is also need for bedding, for 
thatching roofs, for fishing nets, evea fer 
writing paper. The magificent trunk of 
the tree furnishes canoes, bouses posts and 
fences. The ribs of the leaves are so 
strong that they make excellent paddles 
for boats, arrows, combs, torches and no 
end of other useful things. When the 
wood is burned it makes tbe very b-sl 
potash for soap. By a peculiar pro­
cess of fermentation, good vinegar can be 
obtained from It, and also a fair kind of 
sugar. Tbe name of tbe fruit is derived 
from tbe Portuguese words cocoa means 
« an ugly markand is said to have been 
given because tbe end of a cocoanut looks 
like a monkey’s face. Last year 360,000 
cocoanots were brought to this market, the 
average wholesale price being tour cents 
apiece.
