stored on foreign orders will keep 
prices high during the winter, as it 
will not allow as much room as usual 
for the storage of frozen fish usually 
deposited for local 
Gardner Poole, head of the Comm- n- 
wealth Ice & Cold Storage Company, 
controlling the freezer on the fish 
pier, said that only "such fish as arc 
not needed for local use are put in 
storage for export."

This export trade is the first of any 
size New England has attempted, and 
the freezers, as fast as unloaded, are 
replenished with shipments for over­
seas. The fish, this case, are be­
headed and frozen, to economize on 
space and sent only in refrigerated 
vessels.

and deciding on an equitable though 
modest profit.

Very few large mackerel have been 
landed this summer, most of this 
variety offered by dealers being from 
cold storage; although some few large 
fish are brought In with the "tinkers.’’ 
The lowest price reached this year has 
been about 7 cents a pound for the 
"tinkers" and today the wolesale 
price is nine cents a pound. Dealers 
claim that the heavy demand forced the 
price up and that today, the lessening 
demand with a total arrival of about 
124,000 pounds of fresh mackerel has 
brought the quotations lower.

Enormous amounts of frozen fish 
are stored In the freezers, both in 
Boston and along Cape Cod, waiting 
for shipment abroad. Some retail 
dealers claim that wholesale concerne 
are shipping this stock in accordance 
with the trend of the market. In ad 
ditlon, large amounts of the fish 
caught daily are salted away tor the 
oversea trade, with a view towards 
keeping the local price at a high level 

Some weeks ago, however, a large 
amount in storage forced a corres 
pondingly large amount on the retail 
market with resulting low prices. A1 
that time thousands of pounds were 
brought in and with no room tor them 
in storage the retailers got abundan 
supplies. On the same day dowi 
town and suburban fish stores quot 
prices^ranging from 10 to 16 cents s 
pound, although the dealers cut the 
price to 8 cents before they could ge< 
rid of their stock.

Gstate.BRIDGETOWN, N. S. consumption
(From the Boston Monitor.)

Large receipts of mackerel at Bos­
ton and Gloucester are reported daily, 
but the consumer apparently is re­
ceiving no advantage with "tinkers" 
selling for 15 cents a pound in Great­
er Boston, and the larger mackerel at 
25 cents. In Gloucester the price has 
been as low as 4 and 5 cents a pound, 
but in Boston, the dealers operating 
under the business methods prevail­
ing at the Boston Fish Pier, sell their 
supply at 8 to 12 cents a pound, 
Wholesale. Retailers say that the al­
lied wholesalers doing business at the 
State fish pier put large portions of 
the catches regularly in the freezers. 
Unless **atfnortp«ily large amounts of 
mackerel are landed, the storehouses 
take care of any surplus. In this way 
uniformly high prices are maintained.

Despite the heavy receipts at the 
first of the week, the wholesale price 
has advanced steadily until the quo­
tations are more than 9 cents a poünd. 
An advertising campaign aimed to dis­
pose of the enormous supply of mac­
kerel reported at Gloucester and at 
the Boston Fish Pier, was planned 
by Greater Bos top retailers this week, 
but on Tuesday morning, despite al­
most record receipts, the wholesale 
price advanced from 7 to 8 cents. 
Householders can remember the time 
before the fish trade was "modernized’7 
when mackerel sold for 5 cents apiem 
not by weight, and were hnndod d: 
rect from the fisherman to the con 
turner at old T Wharf.

In commenting on the food situation 
n New York. George W. Perkins 
diairman of the food supplv comm’t 
toe, in an address st Glen Cove. N. Y 
'.aid: "Five million mackerel, the 
largest catch in its history, were 
brought into Gloucester, Mass., and 
mid for four cents a pound and les>. 
! priced these fish at Greater Nev 
York markets and the lowest was 2P 
jents a pound." He remarked that 
distribution conditions that permit 
such an exorbitant profit might well 
bear examination.

Housekeepers who are told by fish 
dealers that, prices are high "on ac­
count of the large demand" are be­
coming aware of the new Hoover con ­
trol policy, and reply that the United 
States Government, in setting a price 
for coal and controlling the wh^r 
supply, has done away with the tradi­
tional supply and demand theory of 
price regulation and has submitted a 
fairer method of fixing prices through 
determining the cost of production

Only 85 vessels from foreign ports 
arrived in Boston during August, com­
pared with 126 in the corresponding 
month of 1916, according to the re­
port of the Navigation Board just Is­
sued. The arrivals included 48 Brit­
ish vessels, 19 American, 14 Norweg­
ian, 3 Danish and 1 Portugese. We 
look to see a large decrease in the 
arrivals this month, owing to the 
embargo issued by President Wilson.

Two strange looking fish of , a 
species seldom seen in northern waters 
were taken In Boston from the fish­
ing grounds by the beam trawler 
Billow. They were caught In the 
oter trawl 100 miles southeast from 
Highland Light. The hsn had dark 
green backs and a reddish hue on 
stomach They resemble the Man-. 
grove snapper, a species of the fam­
ous red snapper food flsh.

Large profits have been made this 
season by some of the Boston fleet of 
mackerel seiners. The schooner Mary 
F. Curtis, Capt. Lemuel Firth, Is high 
liner of the mackerel fleet, having 
stocked $46,000, each member of the 
crew receiving $1040 for the season’s 
work. Nearly half of this sum was 
earned In August alone, when each 
man dn board received $593. On the 
last trip of the vessel she stocked 
$9719, and the members of the crew 
received $239 each.
