significant, even the jaw bone of an ass, to the salva-
tion ¢r destruction of his crentures, according to their
merits or demerits. Sensunl pleasure, proved Samson’s
bane ; as it does to all who become slaves to it. His
tair was the sign of his consecration as a Na:zarite to
God ; who, on that account eadowed him with matchless
streagth for the merited destruction of the Philistines ;
ard, when the legally appointed sign wasremoved ; the
supernatural gife attached to it was withdrawn. That
sign however rcappearing when his hair bad grown
again ; in the midst of the blasphemous exuliations of
the Philistines, who praised their Ged, above the God of
their prisoner; at that moment grasping the two main
pillars, which supporied 1he whole building, where the
infidel and iostile muhitude had assembled to make sport
of the worshipper of the true God ; ho prayed that his

former strength might borestored ; and like the Saviour
1devoting himself 10 death for the good of his people, ** he

shook the pillars ; and the house fell ujon all the princes,
and the vest of the multitude.  And he killed many more
at his deathy than he had killed before in his life.”®
Cuarrer XVII—Verse 26, * They had not re-
coived, &c.” Their portions had Leen assigned to' them
Joshua, 19, 40, but through their own sloth, they had
possessed themsclves as yot but of a smiall portion of it.
Judges, 1, 34. D. B.

Cuaprer XX—Verse 26, * Wheraloia all the chik
dren of Iscael came to the house of God ; and sat, and

‘That sacrifice is grateful to God , and that prayer is
suro to prevail, which is accompanied with fasting, weep-
ing and mourning, The details in this chapter, and in
the next, shew that the perpetration of heioous crimes
is suro sooner or later to meet, with condign ponish-
ment. :

Oan which accouat the Saviour asked them, before hical-
ing the withered hand, *isitlawful to do géed on the
Sabbath day ?7 Mark iii. 4.

How exactly do our.gloomy Puritans resemble thiem
in pame and nature ! They proscribe, as profane, every
public manifestation of social joy and happigess.. They
shrink, like the fullen Angels, from day-light seenes of
bliss ; & group togetlier i the dark,to howl and groan,as
their nocturnal conferences ; whero lurking demons lay
their snartes for young and old ; and tempt under the
concealing canopy of the night to deeds of sin,and shame,
and sorrow.

SUPPRESSION
Of Religitus Houses in Huvana, by the
Spanish Grovernment,

I Brtitor.—~The writer of this havi g
Iately spent a few months in the Island of
C'uha, wishes tofier you some of his 01 n
thoughts on what he hias seen of the eflects
of L. partcre’s rule on Church. property.

Qu the tith of Decomber last, there
appearcd in the Diariv de le 1abana, the
ofticial paper, an order for the suppression
of eleven out of the nincteen male Cons
veuts, existing in the Island.  There are
scven distinet orders of Religious upon
the T'land; of which six have beeo
oblige& to corfine themselves to one house
each, while the Frooneiscans slone are sl
lowed two houses,one in Goanabacoa,and
ane jn Trinidad, The other cleven, with
all their property, their libraries, their
works of art, {except what are stricly re-
higious,}and 1n some cases with even the
Churclics, so long consecrated to the ser-
vice of God, have been seized for the bes
nefit of the Spanish governmont,

The reasons sdvanced, to justify this
aubitary proceeding, arc such that an
American, eccustomed to rulers being
responsible for their acts, would be at a
loss whether to lavgh at their simplicity,
or ta be indignaot ut the coolness of the
villainy. The first is, that the number of
tho religious is too small for so many
houses, since the rules of the Convents
themselves, require a certain number in
each cstablishment.  Bear in mind, that,
afew years ago, the civil government it-
self furbade the communities to receive
any new members, and perbaps the whole
affair will remind you of the housekeep-
er’s dilemma : ¢« Whio broke thut dish 3
“Tisnt broke, ma’sm, "is only cracked.’
—Smash ! “Who broke that?” ¢Ng¢
lose, ma'am ; “twas cracked before t'—
The second reason, and certainly a suffi-
cient onc with Espartero, is, that much
benefit will acerue to the treasury, ss the
state will take charge of the property of
the louses supressed.—It needs no com-
went of ours.

But the injustice goes farther. The
cight Couvems still suffered to exist are
far from being unmolested. They of
cowsse have now additionsl inmates to
support, aad yel their own property ton
has been “‘taken cherge of,”? and the go-
vernmeot allows each establishment s sum
proportior:ed to the number of individua)s
init. The greatest allowance for any one
perton 1s 30 dollars per month; for the
wajority it is from twenty to twenty-five,

tupyiying & pecson’s waant, than 1wo or
three doflers would go here. Ten thou-
sand dollars per annum are distribnted
among the wholo cight Convenis, for the
main enonee of divino worship.

There is nothing like
bLringing the case home.—But the chargss
areuof true, Three centuries of such ca-
lumny have taught Catholics to estimate
them at their real value ; while even our
separated brethren, have been very cffects
ually put upon their guard, by the overs
wrought effort of the pious Maria Monk.
But not to go much ints argument —
what will Catholics think and feel, when
they aro told that the Churches, which
had been solemnly dedicated to the wor-
ship of the Almighty, snd hallowed by
the daily offering of the most avgust Sacs
tifice, have now been impiously desecras
ted, and stripped of their oroamentz, and
converted into depots of goods, subject to
the control of the Custom house?

We must here observe that the Catholic
church attaches a mystical meaning even
to the act of shifting the Afissal, or Mass-
book, from onc side of the altar to the
other.

Creed, or profession of the Christian and
Catholic belicf, standing before the mid-
dle of the alw.r, to shew that in matters of
faith, one is not to swerve to cither side,
but to have God alone in view, the centre
of truth and unity, wlhio has revealed it.
This circumstance indicates als that the
faith is offered alike to Jew an® Gentile.
At the words—Et homo factus est—And
ke was made man, all present kneel, 1o
shew that they adore him as God who had
made himself man. After kissing the al-
tar, he turns roynd to the people, rapeats
the Dominus vobiscum. Thereby wishing
the Lord to be with them to confirm their
faith 3 and the same wish is expresged in
the Et cum spirituo luo.

He now proceeds to the Offertory, and
dedicates to Almizhty God the elements of
the sacrifice, the bread and wine, which
are thus set aside to be consccrated.—
After this in offering up theb.:ad, be pre-
pares the cupfor oblationin a manner that
dicates a mystery 3 as appears from the
wovds of the prayer he rvecites on the oe-
casion. Ile first pours the wine into the
chalice, witijout previously blessing. it.—
Then be blesses the water with tho sign
of the cross, a meroe drop of which he
mixes with the wine.  The prayer recited

at the game time is as follows, Deus, qui

deigned to become o partner in our hu-
manity, Jesus Christ thy Son, who lives
ard reigns with thee, world without end-

From this prayer it would appear that
by the union of the water with the wine
is designated in the first place the union
of the human nature with the divine, in
the person of Jesus Christ, and in the se-
cond placo, the union of the blessed with
the Deity in the Kingdom of Heaven,
On this account tho drop of water, which
represenits the humanity, is blessed before
its union with the wins, which is not bles-
sed, as it represents by its more valuable
substance the Deity ; tho source itself of
all benediction, and does not therefore
require, like the other substance to Le
presanctified. Andas the drop of water
is in o masner lost and swallowed up in
the greater and more estimated snbstance
the wine, so in Jesus Christ the human
person was £o lost and absorbed in the di-
vine nature, as that only onc person re-
mained in this Man God after the incar.
naticn,viz, the sccond person of the adora-
ble T'rinity ; forin this mystery Godjmade
himself like unto man 3 (a being, though
but one person, consisting of two distinet,
substanees, a body and a soul,} in order
to restore him to his own imnge and like~
ness, fo which he was first made; but
which sin had impaired. This little, and
apparently trifling ceremony, inas far as
it represents the union of mankind with
the Deity in‘tho kingdom of heaven, she'vs
how little all-creatures are, when compa.
red with the Creator ; and that, as the
prophet says, All the nations are but like
the drop of @ bucket before him—I[snias
xi, 15.  In Masses fcr the dead, the drop
of watcr is not, as in other Masses pres
sanctified with the sign of the cruss, re-
presenting as it does, that portion of hu-
man kind, whase sanctification Is con:
firmed, and such a8 sccutes forever their
final union with the Deity.

The prayers recited during the Offerto-
ry by tho priest, s he bows down before
the altar, are ali expressive of the gener-
al ends, for which the sacrifice is otfered
up, that is, for the glory of’ God, to the
houeur of his saints, gnd as a propit:ation
for lusown eins in particalar, for those
of the faithful presents and lor the sins of
all mankind in general, asalsofor the re-
pose of the fuithtul departed. Then turn-
ing round, ho bigs ¢the brethen pray
that their common sacrifice may be ac-
ceptablo to God the Father Almighty :
and these answer orthe clerk in their stead
*May the Lord receive the sgcrifice (rom

thy hands to the praise and glory of

Then, as our Lord
did at the last supper, arnd commanded his
apostles to do also, he takes first the bread,
and blessing it, begs that God would now
convert the oblation into the body and
