With the inteliigent assistance of the Dairy-
lmen’s Association of St. Hyacinthe, the St, Hyacinthe
school was founded. I expect great resalts from it.

I pray you ¥ use your influence in favor of this school, so
that it may be well patronised. That at least cach county
lmay be represented therein. You will reccive further details
; later on concerning thig establishment,

1 have thought it advisable, also, to grant money prizes, so
as to encourage the manufacture of butter in winter and to
also develop this vranch of our Dairy-Iodustry hitherto co
much peglected. These prizes will be given, as much to the
farmer who delivers his mitk at the factory, as to the pro-
prictor of the butter- and cheese-fuctory, converted into a
butter-factory for the winter, who shall make it into butter;
cach shall have his shaie of merit 1n this industry. The prize
will be proportioned to the quantitics of milk supplied by
cach, in such a way as to make the distributson of the grant
as equitably as possible, It will ouly be given for milk turn-
ished from the first November next; it will only be awarded,
for that month’s operations, to the factories which shall conti-
nue mn operation for at least ten days in December. The
amount of the prizes will be variable, it will be increased as
the serson advances, as the greatest merit consists in cxtend-
ing tt . period of lactation and i maintainiog the quantity
of milk furnished.

The following is the scale of award :

§0.05 per 100 Ibs. of milk furnished in

$0.10 “ “ December.

80.15 Jan. and February.

The prizes will be divided between patrons and manufac-
tur.r, in the proportion ordinarily applied to the division of
money arising from sales; 80 per cent of the prize going to
the patrons and 20 per cent to manufucturers.

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A DAIRY SCHOOL.

A most important step is being taken by the dircotors of
the Provineinl Dairy-Asscoiation, by which there will be
cstablished a complete dairy sohool for this province this fall.
For the three years back, the managers of the Dairy- Associa-
tion have felt that this is the greatest necd of our dairy-
industry, and efforts have bcen made to bring about such
arrangement, but the means have been wanting until this
summer. Now, an offer has been made by the authorities of
the College of St. Hyacminthe, by which a first-rate site for
the necessary buildings is given,and an arrangement has been
come to by which the funds nceessary to buld and equip
the school are supplied. Prof. Robertson, the Commissioner
of Dairying for the Dominion, than whom there is no more
competent audiority in dairy matters on the continent, has
undertaken to provide the instruction and practical working of
the school ; aud the Local Government has agreed to devote
sufficient of the grant for dairy purposes to aid this arrange-
ment, so that we may confidently expect to sce a first-rate
dairy-schoo! in full operation by the fall.

That this is a .aatter for congratulation all those econnected
with the butter and cheese trade will easily see, and as this
trade is becoming more and more the greatest item in our
agriculture in this province, the interest in this announce-
ment should extend to all. The Provincial Dairy-Association
has been working steadily and encergetioally for the improve-
ment of the industry without wuck fuss or flourish, but the
work they have beca doing has borme important fruit, and
the fine position which the butter and cheese of Quebee holds
to-day is largely due to the cfforts of these men. A few years
ago the average price paid for Qucbee cheese was from one
to onc and w-half cent a pound below that for Ontario cheese,
To-day, it is only about one.quarter or at most one-half a
cent below the best Brockville, Belleville or Ingersoll prices,
and occasionally we find sales made fully as high as in those
markets, The system of inspeotion or instruction which was
commenced some five or aix years ago was the foundation of
the improvement, Two years ago this system was much ex
tended and improved, under the Mercier Government, when a
complete arrangement for local inspectors was drawn up by
the officers of the Dairy-Association supmitted to the then
Mipister of Agriculture and approved, and the necessary vote
given to carry it out. By this arrangement, any group of
cheese- or butter-factories coutd, by complying with certain
rules and conditions, obtain a grant from the department to
aid them in forming a syodicate for ingpection purposes. The
factories engage a competent instructor, who goes round and
teaches the makers in the factories of his syndicate, inspeety
the rilk brought to them, and gives all the information he can
to patrons, owners and makers, The syndicate pays huIf the
cxpense, the government the other half., This scheme has
been found to work very well, and this year there are some
cighteen or twenty such instructorsin the Province. The
Dairy-Association, besié~~ has a chief inspector, who goes
from locality to locality helping or keeping watch over the
local inspectors. Al these men have to submit to an exam-
ination, and win a certificate of competenoy before they can
be thus cmployed. This was 8 most important first step in ad-
vance, and now, to orowa it and complete it, we are to have a
dairy-school where our inspectors of the future, our cheese-
and butter-makers, can go for trzining in their business. This
13 very necessary, as, herctofore, it has been rather dificult to
find men properly qualified for these places, and we have had
to look outside our own Province to get some of them. Liast
year, so important and necessary was this instruction con-
»idered that some youog men were sent down to the butter-
school which the State of Vermont inaugurated at Burlington,

and they have been unsing the knowledge and practice there
obtained to gpood advantage this season,

The idea of this school at St. Hyacinthe is to have the
operations of cheese- and butter-muking carried on as much
as possible all the year round. in such a way that those
attending can at all times have practical imstruction in the
work. At the same time lectures oo the theory of manufac-
ture, the properties of milk and the chemistry of the process
will be given, o that & complete knowledgze of the why and
the wherefore of the various processes may be acquired. By
the expedient of working the schoul in winter as well as
sumwmer, opportunity will be given those who are already in
the business to learn more, and many farmer lads and lasses,
who are kept close at home during the busy season, can spare
a few weeks or even moaths in the sluck time of wiater, to go
and lears the most improved mcthods of dairy-work, and
study out the reasons for much that they have already done
by rule of thumb.

The tiwe is past when the farmer or dairyman can success-
fully compete by old methods and old appliances, but, fortu-
nately, the koowledge whioh science is constantly ottaining
for uwsis being morc and more put within the reach of all.
Alrcady, in various States of the Uaion, in Ontario, and even
in conservative Old England, the example of Deamark has
been followed and the greatest benefit has resulted to the peo-
ple wherever Dairy-schools have been established,  We must
follow in the train. Quebee Province has many of the nataral
advantages necessary for sucoessful dairying, and her people
have made a good start in progress. Let us then give all
honour to the associaiion of men who are thus pushiog on-
ward,and we are sure the best encouragement they can receive
will be to find that advantage i~ taken of the facilities thus
being supplied, and to see that the Dairy-School will be full
during the coming winter. Syoney FIsHER.

such varicties as will suit their purpose.

I have the pleasure also to state that I have arranged with
reliable Canadian Nurserymen to supply my friends with
such trees, shrubs, &c., as I koow with ordinary care will
yicld them pleasure and profit.

Clean land for permanent pasture

The importance of having land thoroughly clean before
secding down to grass is a matter, I notice, not sufficiently
rceognired by many farmers, there can be no more fatal mis
take, because if bad weeds are not eradicated belore the sced
is sown, they canpot be afterward, as in a root crop.

It is better to wait until this is perfectly accomplished even
if it involves the loss of 2 whole scason, Couch-grass espeoially
should be completely destroyed or it will soon gain the
mastery to the detriment of the crop.

Another great mistake is the purchase of cheap and there-
fore inferior sced, A geod article is always worth its value in
the market, and there are always poorer ones to be purchased
for lexs money.  Economy of course should always be prac
trscd—Dbut it, is not ec.nomy to sow cheap seeds—and as the
farmer 13 in the seedsman’s hands he should always deal with
a firm of well koown respectability and not take any but the
bast quality which he recommends. A few dollurs saved in
the purchase of chrap sceds is ruaning the risk of the loss of
many instead of making any gain.

It our friends would not be penny-wise and pound-foolish
in this respect, we should not see so many ox-cye daisies,
thistles, sorrel, and other noxious weeds in our pastures or
hear of them so quickly running out.  Be sure to have clean
Jand and clean sced when you stock down to permanent
pasture or hay land. (rEORGE MoORE.

The weather in this section (County Megantic) has been
very trying to the paticnce of the haymakers. The continuous
and heavy rains have made the operation tedious, but not
much of the crop is lost because farmers, acting with caution,
have only cut small quantitics at once, however that which iy
standinz is not 0 good because too ripe and has lost a good
deal of its succulent and nutritive quality. Last year the
crop Was poor having becn injured for the want of snow cover-
ing in many places—this year the weather is unpropitions,
‘I'hese circumstances are perhaps providential, as they will lead
farmers to the adoption of the silo system aud the culture of
crops of Judian core and clover to supplement the hay ina
b« scason. A few years ago it was hard to make people
helieve that corn would grow on account of the short seasoo.
But that ideais grodnally losing ground and frequent pat-
ches of corn are met with en route. The fallacious mpression
is also on the minds of many that, beeause the season is short,
the corn must be planted very early, this will apply of cour-c
to almost every other crop but corn, but this being a plant of
tropical origin will ooly grow during the hot weather, there.
forc to plant it until the soil is well minured and the sun has
power is a fatal mistake. Great reforms are slowly accom-
plished, but, when found to be for the best are sure to come,
and the sooner we can make this great subjeet well understood
the nearer is our day of prosperity. GEORGE MOORE

5, Improve our farm-buildings, in order to cconomise time,
food, manure cte.

6. Sccure the testing of new implements, seeds ete, and tle
publication, through the daily press and otherwise, of thn
results carefully obtainced.

7. Generally, how best to instract farmers and their famil.cs
in all subjects pertaining to profitable agriculture.

The Syundicate intends to watch oarefully over all pubh
questions foteresting to agriculture, with the object of fro
moting, agriculture in all wsbranches, but outside of all party-
lines.

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The Agricultural laws of the Maritime Provinces.

Quebes, 27 August, 1892

Sir,

As a member of the commission on the liquor-question (ré-
sime des boissons), I have just been visiting the capitals and
prinoipal districts of the maritime provinces.

In conformity with the instructions of the Hor. Louis
Beaubien, I, at the same time, investigated the agricultural
laws of these vrovinoes and their maaner of workiag.

NOVA-SCOTIA.
AUORICULTORAL SOCIETIES.

At Halifaz, I was fortunate cnough to pass sowme time in
conversation with Mr. George Lawsor, secrctary of the
department of Agriculture,

In this province, the law allows as many societies to be
established as the farmers choose to form ; only. 25 members
and $40.00 worth of subscriptions are ecessary to the orga-
pisation of a society. In the eightecn counties of Nova-Scotia,
there were. last year, 81 socictics, cight of which were in the
county of Luncaburg; 4159 wmembers ; subseriptions,
$5,211.20 ; and government grants $6,432.00.

Altbough the government be authorised to grant twice the
amount of the subscriptions, up to $400.00 a county, it will
be obscrved that the farmers have subseribed u sum almost
cqual to the grant of the Legislature, I beg to remark, cn
passant, that, in the province of Quebee, in 1890, the mem-
bers of these sooictics subseribed $25,136.69, and the govern-
ment grant in aid was $35,978.30. From what I heard, the
societies of Nova-Scotia are very popular, and do a great deal
of good. Their chief aim is the improvement of cattle,
and al of them buy breeding-stock. If I may rely on Mr.
Smith, director of the agricultural school, these soscioties are
at the same time, to a certain cxtent, farmers’ olub,, They
are authorised to expend a cerfain part of their funds in the
purchase of agricultural publicativas ; they meet occasionally
to hear lectures from some of their members, or from lceturers
sent out by government, Last winter, Mr. Smith bimself gave
several lectures in the preseoee of the members of these
rocteties.

The last report of the department gives the names of seve-
ral agricultural publications that the commissiones advized
the socictics to buy. In this roport is shown the speoial «iforts
cach society hasmade for the improvement of stock os of farm-
ing in general, and the results obtained. These details are
most interesting, and it is highly desirable that our socictics
should, jo their reports, enable the Commissioner to make
koown to the public the progress they are muking in agri-
culture.

Tue CoUNCIL OF AGRICULTURE.

The council of agriculture iv Nova-Scotia was abolished
in 1885,
THE AGRICULTURAL SCBOOL,

At Truro, I visited the farm-schoo) of 104 acres established
by government : it cost $7,000.00. The local government is
about cstublishing 2 new sehool at a cost of §7,000.00 List
year, 25 pupils attended it. There is a orcamery on this
farm,

CONDENSED-MILK FACTORY,

At Truro, I went over the condensed-wilk-factory. Every
rummer’s day, it takes in 6 to 8 thousand pounds of milk,
«very winter’s day four thousand pouns. The scoretary told
w~ that he could get from the farmers in winter, more milk

than he buys at prescot ; if he does not, it is beoause the
company does not want to make more condensed milk than it
can get rid of,

To this factory is attached s creamery which is worked
when the company has too great a stock of condensed milk vn
hid  [o summer, 75 cents, in wioter, $1.25 are psid for
100 1bs of milk.

The sale of this condensed wilk has been tried in Bogland,
but it did not pay. The manutacture consists in the cvapor-
ation of ubout 75 ©), of the water the milk contains, and the
addition of a ccrtain quantity of sugar.

All the farmers of the neighbourhood are large milk-pro-
ducers ; although Truro iv 60 miles from Halifax, it supplies
that town with a part of the milk it uses. The milk is sent
by the ¢ milk-train ” every morning. * The farmers here never
cmigrate,” said a Truroite to me, ** for those who, with cire
and iotelligence, devote themselves to dairying always suceeed. ’

I wish I could say as much for the whole of the province
of Quence, At Truro, a good proportion of the cows oalve down
in the full, so the furmers have plenty of milk to <ell in
wister, when it fetches a higher price than in summer.

FRrUIT @ROWING.

Fruit-growicg has been highly developed in the provisce,
It exported, they told me, last year, to England, more thaa
300,000 barrels of apples, the greater part of which was grown
in the Annapolis valley, From the train that took me to Yar-
mouth, I saw the numerous fine orchards than adorn this
important part of Nova-Seotia. Close by, I saw the quay where
the Acadians embarked when they were cxpelied from their
country. Near the quay, was ap ancicnt elm that was the
silent witnees of the tears and groans of these unbapyy exiles,

In this part there are also long sca-banks or dikes built by
the Acadians before their banishment. They proteot from the
innundations of the sea large tracts of land whieh, without
them, would be useless.

Nova Scotia has a fruit-growery’ association. In its last re-
port, the members pressingly request the government to estab-
lish a school of pomology. As I read these lines, I was pleased
to recall the fuct that the Hon. Louis Beaubien had desided
to fill up, in our proviace, the void of which the Nova-Scotians
complain. Fruit-drying fuctories exist in this provinee, where
the fruit i preserved by drying or evaporation.

NEW-BRUNSWICK.
AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES.

The number of socictics established in each county is unli-
wmited by law, but at least 50 members and $100.00 of sub.
soriptions are necessary before a socicty can be founded.

Here, 28 in our proviace, the proper working of agrienl-
taral socictics is a problem hard to solve. In aceordunce with
the dispositions of the law, the societics in New-Brunswick
are made larger, as regards the extent of country they cover,
than those of Nova-Scotia. Mr. Inches, the sceretary of the
department of agricalture, does not think much of the good
tesulting from the operations of their societies. Hz speoially
complaing of the cxorbitant outlay for cxhibition buildings
made by some, aod declares that the majority of the fall-
shows are of listle use to the furtherance of agricultural pro-
gress. The prizes are frequently givee in sn injudicious maa-
ner, and tend little to the development of the most remune-
rative agricultural industries. He scemed, like me, to admire
the system of Nova-Scotia, and told me that the society that
did the most good in the provinee was the smallest, that is,
the one that covered the least extent of land. Mr. laches
retains a pleasant recolleotion of you, and takes pleasure in
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repeating that the adviee and the toformation he received
from you havo been very useful to him.

Tue CouNCIL 0F AGRICULTGRE.

No such thing exists as the oouncil of agriculture : it has
been established twice and twice abolished,

NATIONAL STUD,

The government seews to have been unlucky in its agri-
oultural legislation. Five years ago, intendiog to found 2 stud,
the goverameont bought 25 stallions. : Puercherons, Ulydesdales,
Huckooys, &c., some from the States, but the greater number
from Europe. They were let out to the agricultural societics,
aod so negleoted by the grooms that they were ruioed.
Consequeotly, the stock was abolished shortly after its esta-
plishment and the horses were sold for a mere song, By this,
the provinee lost several thousand dollars,

The government also started u stock-farm, but had to give
it up, as the animals on the farm were too much negleoted.
A few siloes are beginning to be made in this province.

There is n) school of agriculture.

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

At Charlottetown, Mr. Morrison, the Commissioners’ se-
eretary was good coough to :how me over the stuck-farm,
which is about three miles frow the tuwa. Oa this farm, there
18 a shorthorn bull that wiighs 2,500 bs., an Ayrshire, from
Scotland, coting $180.00 ; 20 thoroughbred Ayrshires cows,
25 thoroughbred shorthorns, Berkshire and Yorkshire pigs,
and Leicester und Shropshire sheep. The animals reared on
the farm arc auctioned off by the commissioners in the spring
«od autumn. The only cvnditiva 1mpused on the purshasers 1s
that any animal buugut by them shuald be kept in their pos-
session, uie Lhe Isluzed, for three or four years. At Southport,
I saw a4 farmer who, L.viog buught a ~hurthorn calt for $45,
sold him, a fuw years afterwards for $117.65, i. ¢. 2353 1bs.
at S cents a pound !

AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES,

Here, there are neither societies nor council of agriculture:
The exhibitions are held by means of grants from government:

The beauty of the crops that covers the island astonished
me. What a fertile prowiace it is! Everywhere are fine fields
of gratu and potatocs, as well as rioh pastures, where the eattle
graze on perennially green and abundant grass. It may well
be called a garden. The soil is a red loam.

Only in New-Jersey oan a similar suil be found. It is not
uncommon to find ficlds of potatoes of 6, 8, and cven 10 ar-
pents. The abeminable potato beetle made its appearance in
the island twe years ago, haviog sailed over the Straits of
Northuwberland—so they say—on the sea-weed. This sea-
weed is a great addition to the natural fertility of the soil of
the island; at low-tide, the farmers gather it ou the shore,
and spread it in their yards, mixing it with the maoure of
the cattle,

Dairy-scHOOLS.

In cach of the maritime provinces there are dairy-sohools,
to the support of which the federal government oontributes,

Of ~ottle, the chief sorts kept are : Jerseys, Ayrshires, and
Shorthorns ; of sheep : Lcicesters and Shropshires ; of pigs :
Berkshires and Yorkshires,

CONCLUSIONS.

As the result of my investigations on the working of the
agricultural laws of these provinees, I have arrived at the
following eonclusions :

IMPROVEMENT OF S5TOOK.

‘These provinces, by their legislation and sootctics, take
more pains to improve their stock than we do, and we ought
to imitate them.

I do not advise the establishment of stook-breeding farms.
We have breeders who can get for us all we want. Our agri-
cultural sohgols, too, ought to keep pure-bred stock, to register
those they rear, and be in a position to supply our sovietics
with all the anincls they require.

It they would do this, they would fiad it, as others have,
s paying business. T am not in a position to say what breeds
should be kept; I leave that to more competent persons.
Sowe farmers say Jerseys are the breed, and if butter be in
question, they are doubtless right; but if cheese, then we
should listen to the admirers of the Ayrshires.

Others will tell you that we have no need to search for
foreign breeds ; that we have in our proviace a race of hardy,
milk-producing cows, whose superiority over others has been
proved by the Direotor of the Qentral experiment-farm, where
there is a herd of Canadian cows, as well as by experiments
you yourcelf have made at Quebee. We have ouly to improve
this race. by selestion, to prove that io hardiness as well as
in abundant yield of milk, it is superior to all others,

Tho agricultural sucietics ought to make more frequent
purchases of pure brecding stock. Instead of retaining them
as their own property, they should follow the system adopted
by most of the societics of Nova-Scotia, and by the commis-
sioners of Princo Kdward Island. This aystem cousists in
sclling the animals by auction, the purchasers being bound to
keop them in their posscwsion for so many years, and to fulfil
ocortain conditions 1mposcd upon them by these sociciies e
the interest of their members. Thus, the purchasers become
nterested, as proprietors, in taking carc of the cattle, which,
if If to the oaro of the servants of the societies are generatiy
negleoted. This hag proved to be the oase in a hundred ins-
tanoes, among others, here and in New-Brunswiok.

AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES,

In Nova-Scotia, the agricultural socictics, which resemble
our farmers' clubs, appear to give satisfaction, and I do not
<ce why we should not adopt the same system. All we nced is
to allow the legal organisation of those clubs that number at
least 25 members, and subseribe at least forty dollars : at the
same time we might grant them the sawie rights and advant-
ages as the other agricultural socictics. These clubs are doing
zood and uscful work, All they need to complete their utility
is the aid and privileges we give to the agricultural soeieties.
This legislaton would not inorease the ecxpenditure ; we
~hould only have to decree that the goveroment grant be the
sawe it is now for cach county, but that it be divided between
the egricultural society and the clubs of the county, or pro
1 uld of the amouant of the subscriptions of each association
This is the system pursued in Nova-Scotiz, where the grant
cannot excoed $400 a county, whatever be the number
of socicties it embraces. More iiberal is the government of the
province of Quebeo, since it allows for the agricultural sooie-
ties §656 00 a county. Every onc admit that the agricultural
society No. 2 of Terrebonne, composed of farmers’ clubs organ-
ised by Dr, Griguon, has rendered and continues to render
great service to the farmers of that part of the country, The
funds of this socicty are divided between the clubs, each of
which deals with its share either by holding exhibitions, by
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buying breeding stock, or in any way it thisks most useful
to its members. Nothiwg preveuts the holding of regional
cxhibitions, and, for that purpose, several olubs might be
unifed every three or four years.

For some time, our bishops aud cleryy, recognising the use-
fulness and importance of the farmers’ clubs, have advised
and encouraged their creation. Their appeals have, unfortu-
nately, too often remained unanswered, and many olubs, after
having been founded, have peiished. These falures must be
attributed to the governwent not having made their existence
a legal ope, and having given them no pecuniary help. From
wy point of view, the clubs deserve the aid 2od sympathy of
the government as much as, it not more than, the societics,
Therr members hold frequent meetings, they possess treatises
on farming, they study them and wmake weil thought-out
rcfiections hkely to produce good results. There is more life
in the clubs than in the societies.

In Ontario, the goverament makes a graot to each farmers’
club, which meets twiee a year, and wmukes n report to the
government of its operations and of the deliberations of 1ts
mecetings,

We must not hide from ourselves the fact that many agri-
cultural ~ocieties do next to nothing for the improvement of
farming, and, too frequently, nothing at all for the improve-
ment of stock. This cxpression of opinion is only the ccho
of what I have heard from many farmers. In a lotter, dated
Zuth of July la<t, Mr. Robertson, the Commissioner of Dairy-
industry told me that he thought the funds ezpended at a
crowd of full.exhibitions were cowpletely frittered away. In
the same letter, he strongly advised the agrieultural sooictics
to aim more at the iinprovement of stock by the purohase of
pure-bred bulls, stallions, &e¢. The members of an agricultural
society are gathered from only two or three parishes of a
county lu 18390, out of 14,402 members, 5,484 ocame from
onc solitai y parish in each county. Where we to convert the
¢lubs into societies, several would be formed in caoh county,
and the advantages derived trom tho government grants for
the improvement of farming would be more generally diffused,
By the reports of the olubs ereated in Terrchonne by Dr.
Grigoon, we see that the pure-bred boars bought by the clubs
have been worth hundreds of dollars to the membera,

Annually,we expend on the agricultural societies more than
$35,000. It is a large sum, and all the friends of the province
and  its agriculture have a right to demand that its expend-
iture be so managed that it shall tend to the prosperity of agri-
culture and put a stop to the movement that is depepulating
our rural dustricts for the profit of our towons. It certainly
could be employed more beucticially thau it is to-day, were a
large part of it devoted to encourage the creation of farmers'
clubs, that shall fulfil at the same time the duties of agrical-
tural soeietics, Qur curés, aud those citizens who have at
heart the interosts of ugriculture, can eoreate muny clubs in
cach county, and these associations, with the assistance of the
government, would contribute powerfully to the improvement
of the position ot the farming population.

She has two tested daughters, one of 14
pounds a week and another of 20 pounds, thus showing that
she possesses that greatest of all thorough-bred gifts, tuc
power of transmitting her good qualities to her offspring, and
as she has dropped cight calves (one pawr of twinsi the world
is likely to be greatly benefited by the good work of Signal’s
Lily Flag.

Mr. Featherston, of Springficld, Ont., almost pledged him-
self to exhibit some © Tamworths,” if the prize-list was ar-
ranged to suit him. We did what we oconld, making a olass
of “ Essrx and Tamworths,” but the latter were not forth-
ccming, I was rcther disappointed at this, for though I
koew the breed, years ago, in Kogland, T had never seen them
in their improved s*ate. I hear that they ocarry a great deal
more lean meat in proportion to fat than any uther breed of
quality, and thay is what is wanted here; but our market-
hogs are cither lumps of fat, or rough hard, diy old brutes,
neither fit for roast-pork, pickled-pork, nor bacon.

The pigs in gencral deserved, as they always do hcre, a
“ highly recommended " ticket. Why do the Dawes no Jonger
exhibit ? They used to have a good lot of Berkshires.

In improved Yorkshires, Mr. Greenshiclds had several 1st
prizes, but in the hord-prize he had to sucounb to Mr. Feather-
ston. The latter did well in 4 classes : Berkshires, 2 York-
shires, one Lssex, but be was not so universal a conqueror as
he used to be some 6 or 7 ycars ago.

My friend, Monsicur Bouthillicr, of Ste-Thérédse has been
kind coough to scnd me the following ¢ appreciation ” of the
horses on show at the Exhibition. 1 was happy to see his dia-
tribe against those uscless beasts the “ standard-bred trotters.
The breed of farmers® horses in the ncighbourhood of Comp-
ton will lopg show the effects of the Hambletoniam stallions
imported at vast cxpensc by Messrs, Pomroy and Paige.
They did not love me when I told them, in 1892, what I
thought about them !

Mr. Bouthillier speaks of the ¢ bandiness ” of the English
hackney ; I had onc, when = very young mau, that I rode till
she was 24 years old, ind I can honestly say that she never
made a mistake in her long life.  What she would have done
if trained by an American driver I cannot say, but I have
ridden her—I was not such a fool as to put her into haroess
—a mile io b scconds over the 3 minutes, and after a run
with the © Kent and Surrey ™ staghounds from Chislehurst
Windmill to the millda at Sundridge, in which she carried
me over as silff a conatry as one would care to see, she got me
home at 830 P. M., to all appearance as fresh as when she
left the stables in the morning.

It is really too bad that the whole province of Quebeo
should wot be able to muster more than two thoroughbred
stallions, at our annual Extubition. At this particular time
there must be fewcr animals here, of this description, than
cver before, at any rate within the limit of my recollestion,
Ouge could not wish for better thoroughbreds than I have
scen, at various tiwacs, in possession of the Messrs. Dawes,
Mr. Aodrew Allan, Dr, Craik and others, but they do not
remaio iu the country long.

Compare with Toronto : Thoroughbreds, 62; roadsters,
207 ; carriage, 136; huuters and saddie, 168 ; Clydesdales,
280; Lnglish shires, 16; heavy draft (Canadian bred), 73 ;
Hacknoys, 23.

For one borse, that goes from Quebes, to be sold, in the
States, or in England, 1 should say 50 go from Oontario, Add
to this that, whenever a member of the Montreal Hunt wants
a hunter, or a wealthy ocitizen of Moatreal a stylish pair
of carriage horscs, they scnd to Oatario for them, or buy them
from a dealer here, who hug bought them there. Until we
have a similar proportion of thoroughbred and hackacy stal-
lions we shall never do any better. Aund a horse trade, equal
in extent to that of Ootario with the States and England, is
as much worth cultivating by the province of Quebes, as is
the supply of beef and mutton for the City of Moatreai,
which is at present almost whoily derived from Ontario breed-
ers, as was shown in Mr. Bousquet's Bank report some time
ago. The Ontario breeders go to the expense of buying
thoroughbred animals for the production of superior becf and
mutton, and-the result is apparent.

I seo in the Gazette, that Mr. Ness, although finding it an
easy matter to get representatives amongst oattle, and some
olasses of horseflesh, does not think it probable that he will
find anythiug in the thoroughbred class from the provinse of
Quebec worthy to send to the Chicago Fair next year, and no
wonder, There were plenty of heavy draught horses on the
ground. Quite cuough for the nceds of the farmers who wish
to breed or use this class of horse; eithcr for their own use,
or for the use of those who nced them for heavy traffic in
towns.

‘With the single cxception of General Banks, whose tho
roughbred dam, by Blenkiron,gives him his good lnoks, there
was not a single really handsome standard-bred, or trotter,
on the ground. They are all lanky, long bodicd, flat sided,
weedy looking speoimens, very light in bone, with mean
dr~oping quarters, showing no appearance of a combination
of substauce and quality whatever. These animals are not of
any usc for improving the gencral breed of horseflesh in a
country, They may, when judiciously crossed, be useful, in
giving an increased rate of trotting speed, but they are just
as likely to transmit their objeotionable oharacteristic of pe-
culiar formation as well.  Far better for farmers to breed to
a few good Knglish Hackueys, if we orly bad them. ‘Thers,
you have fast trotting action cnough for all ordivary pur-
poses, with 3 handsome shape, and happy combination of
subs:l:mcc and symmetry,which does not exist ia the standard-
breed.

‘The most generally useful class of horses at the Exhibition,
were the Norman coach horses. Three very nandsome and
very useful borses indeed in this class were the 3 year-old
bay Calvados, shown by Mr. Ness,the 6 year-old Holophorne,
by the Haras National, 20d a 4 year-old brown, standing
16,3} inches, with a smallish cye, and plain but very varmint
looking head, by Mr. Globenski, of St. Eustache.

It may not be generally keown cither in Eoglaud, or here,
but itis a fact, that the French coach-horse of to-day, the
Anglo-Norman, contains more Englich thoroughbred blood,
mixed with Nosrfolk Hackaey ostraius, thuo tho so-called
thoroughbred coach horse of England, the Cleveland Bay, or
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what has beon attempted to be resusoitated of him, uader
that nume. Mr. Quetton St. George, of Qalkridges, Ontario,
who knows the breed (the Aoglo-Norman) well, aptly says of
them that they are a kind of enlarged Hackney. That is
indeed true, and, with increased size, they have retained, in a
great measure, the wonderful quickaess and bandiness of
action chavacteristic of the English Hucknoy. Under the
roadster olass I noticed a two year-old stallion, as round and
well furnished as a 4 yearold, with very nice action and
shape quite equal to an English Hackpey though uot of
course to one of tho best type. He was shown by Janvier
Bousquet, of Varennes, who told me, that he was by a colt
by Ben Morrell, out of a St. Laurent mare.

Last but pot least, I must especially mention Charwoman, 3
year-old bay filly by *Matchless of Londesborough™,cxhibited
by the Hoo. Mat, Cochranc, of Hillhurst, first prize in Hack-
neys. I did not see her out, but her shape is very good, and
no better objeot lesson could be applied, than placing a
mare like that alongside of a standard bred of the same age,
and asking anybody, with an eye in bis head for the shape of
a horse, to no% the difference. I have seen portraits of
Sundl, Maud 8., and Nanoy Haoks, and I certainly, cannot be
accused of selecting sccond-rate specimens of their class, and
they look like mules (Good. J. £} aloogside of a good English
hackney. The value of a Standard-bred, or racing trotter, is
not disccrnible externally however, nor is it recognisable by
any kind of symwmetry or beauty of form, it isall on paper,
written up in chalk on the black board, or revealed by the
stop- watches of the funeicrs of this partioular kind of horse.
The Amerioans scem to have got as near as possible to
creating a race of fast trotting borses, that reproduce great
trotting speced, with a very considerable degreo of certainty,
but they decidedly have also sucoceded in creating a type of
horse, which is anythiog but beautiful in appearance.

Tue HoRTICULTURAL SHow.

A wonderful improvement over the miserable exhibition at
the skating-rink last year. Satisfuctory both as regards flow-
ers and vegetables, Among the orchids, I must specially
meation two of the loveliest I ever saw ; one, like an artificial
wreath of flowers fit for any modera Helen of Troy, the other
a superb pink, or rather rose-fendre, that, with the light just
behind it, looked as if it were waiting to be plucked by Oberon
as a morning present to Titauia. Both exhibited by Mr. W,
Wilshire. I could bave passed hours in looking at them.

Mr. Betrix’ collection of decorative plants, kept in full
vigour by the action of a fountain, was refreshing to two
sen-2s : sight and hearing.

I was glad to sce that mny yousg fricad, Logie Girdwood,
of Isle aux Pruncs, took a prize for tuberous begonias ; it
is rather plucky for such a novice to cater into competition
with veteravs like the Davidsons and the Smiths of Lachive,
and come off with flying colours.

The fuchsias were past their best, and though palms are
interesting enough when seen in Jarge houses devoted to them
alone, I cannot say that I care for siogle specimens mixed up
with other plants. I suppose the Chatsworth Palm-house,
with its drive up the centre, spoils one for any minor show.

Mr. Charles Swith, a young and very deserving Glo'ster-
shire man, in whom, as comisg from the neighbourhood of
our family estate, I paturally take great intercst, was very
successful ; whioh will of course be bighly pleasing to his
cmployers, the Messrs, Dawes, who are to be congratulated
at having two such servants as Mr. Charles Smith, their gar-
dener, aud Mr. Henry Tuck their foreman, or bailiff as we
call the man who looks after the farm and stook.

Vegotables, roots, &c., much as usual. Two special lots of
white-turaips, both of delicious uality, worth a dozen bushels
of yellows or swodes. Why i3 this most delicate vegetable
negleoted so muoh here ¥ Cooked, when young, mashed, after
thorough drainiog, I place a white-turnip of good quality noxt
in succession to peaso, Freno i-beans, and cauliflowers,

At the Poultry show, the coloured Dorkings of Messrs.
Hannaford and Roddick, Cote St. Paul, took my fancy wost.

I tusted some Canadicn wines, which would bear improve-
ment. Port, as sweet as syrup, surc to turn sour before
ripening ; sherry almost flavourless ; and olaret rather a good
rough vin du pays, not uolike an inferior Médoo. That is,
at least, my judgwment, and I used to be considered a trust-
worthy taster among men who koew what good wine really
was. But my palate has probably grown less sepsitive than
it was, from want of practice, as, during tho 34 years I have
passed in Canada, I am sure I have not draok a dozea bottles
of wine of all kinds. Still, as my memory is a very good one,
I dare say I am not far out, after all.

THE EXHIBITION OF 1892.

Whether of the whole World, or of a distriot, whethcr
special or general, ¢ The Exhibition ” is unquesticuably ane
of the most striking features of this very wonderful fin-de-
stécle. Various and powerfu! are the thoughts raised by the
sight of such preeminently important a concourse. How many
discoveries and improvements did it display to the menta! cye
of the enquirer, who, by the cnergy and enterprise of a band
of patriotic citizens, was invited to visit and investigate the
rich ficld of marvels the Exzbibition Company sct before him
in September last.  The exhibits almost defied specification,
so various werc they, and the greatest skill must bave been
excrted in their nomenolature, as, in spite of the most careful
olassifioation, like that at the Exhibition at Paris in 1339, and
that at London in 1862, they were too numerous to be easily
drawa up io raok,

We should like to consider sush an enterprise, which as
it has grc o on a very much smaller scale than the former,
yet keeps in itself a large interest, a provinoial exbibition,
that of Montreai espeoially.

This is the ¢ great event ” of the season for the St. Law-
rence shore, I am sorely tempted to an try impartial review of
this interesting matter, Iwpartial, I say, for this is the first
merit to be exacted of such a study. I am induced, in under-
taking it, a8 well by the remarks I gathered while I wade
several trips through both the old and new contineats,
as also by a speoial acquaintance with Canads, to which I
aw tied by fricadship and business boads since five years, I
hope it will be useful to cvery ono, provided that cxzcessive
flattery be not searched for in it or an ill-minded censure. For,
at first, I wish to state I herc intend to praise what is
laudsable as well as to blame what is blameworthy, and also to
propose ocoasionally some improvewments in such pownts as I
had some opportunity of testing the value of during competi-
tions in which I formerly took part as either exhibitor or
judge. I consider it my fivst duty to acknowledge the seal and
devotion of the Company’s direstors in so hard a task. Mr,
Stevenson espesially deserves unasimous praises. His assis-
tants and attendaats were numecrous, and very well managed;
the publicity was perfeot.

Bat, wo chould like, ic fature, to get an exactand completo
catalogue includiog all the exhibited animals, machines, &e.,
with each a number and indication of olsss, category, &o. :
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without such a catalogue no one is able to discern any thing,

This, indeed, is as indispensable as the daily programme,
very olearly drawn up for every Jury's operations. Places,
dates, times, objeots, judges' and exhibitors’ names, &e.. must
be beforchand appointed. Thus you save time, and every one
is of course instructed in his own duty and tekes measures
accordingly. This programme should be printed, published,
and distributed everywhere. A list of the awarded prizes
with a summary of the day's work and ap advertisement for
the next day +hould be given to the Press.

The buildings reserved to the sundries, machinery, &o.,, are
all right.  We will not spesk about them, but rather talk of
the ogricultural departments. There is, in fact, the main key
to the raison d’étre of the whole exhibition amidst a country
for which, morc than an other, the soil's wealth is the
basis of prosperity.

The stables for horses and ocattle are very comfortable
indeed, but they do not suit at all an exhibition’s purpose ;
For you cannot judge these animals, seen from behind, in par-
row stalls, and jostled, as you are on all sides, slippivg ebout
on a coil saturated with dung among straw and hay in piles.

A large building with a double rank of stalls placed
head to head, and separated by wide alleys, both before and
behind, this only is good for the exhibitor’s purpose. A
broad walk round this building, at a first floor’s height,
would advantageously complete such an edifice. Water should
be placed before cach animal, and the muck be thrown down
through trap doors in the ground-flat. The sheds are used
as coachhouses, so that every thing is prettily set in order.
(Some boxes may be reserved n it for thoroughbreds,
mares, &e.)

In Frunce, the Judges Fegin their work at eight o’clock.
A M _ at the latest. and close it at about three or four io the
afternoon. These judges take care to keep away the wvoisy
and towns-people. The competitors, interested and practical
men only are their witoesses and spectators. No musio, no
jugglers, no importunate visitors, not cven any saiiors’ or
firemen’s reviews At nbout four o’clock the entertainments are
b ginping The fashionable ladics now come to sanction the
judeed' decicions, und erjry the jumping coatests the lau-
reates’” how &e | that take place on the closing day,

In Montreal. prthaps, thiz merhod is not yet practicable.
However, it would be wise to endeavour to mske it koown
as much ae possible,

The show-ground is broad enough,and the townsmen’s over-
flowing multitude may be pretty well kept to s fixed stand
instead of multiplying their rallying places. The study of
the scrious visitors is not possible at all amidst such a revel
rout, and the judges are forcibly diverted from their duty by
such a crowd. While we are talkiog about this matter we
might alzo consider the judges’ work itself. We find too
much conforion there. Every one not competing in the pre-
sent trial must be severely kept away from the coolosure.
The people, bebind a fence, slong the side-walk, when the
horses are introduced, do not trouble the judges’ work. This
sidewalk is very easily got with a well levelled ground, and
a thick bed of sand, sew-dust or tan,

"The horses become crazy amidst these ficlds of the Exhibi-
tior ; the judge is positively unable to examine them quictly
for one instaot, tbreugh the ground being so cut up by the
horses’ feet, to verify their steadiness and gait, Let wme still
~mit a few reflexions. The dress of the lads riding or driving
the horses is very much neglected. They need not to be, pro-
perly so called, gentlemen, buat at least they should observe a
relative ctiguette, and an iiteproachable cleanliness. Exoept
the Haras National's men and very few others, sll the grooms
positively were inzdmissible in a public mecting. We would
willingly forget these poor people’s dress, were they acquainted

with even their own profession. But their ignoravee of the
latter is worso even than than the former's. There are some
vory laudable excoptions, but I repeat ir, these should be
carcfully offered to the others us examples in order to im-
prove their good style and mauners,

The Compuny should enlist some professional grooms and
substitute them for the vauriens. The former should be paid
for their services by those cmploying them. Thus you
would get a certsin symmetry.

In France, the horecs in haud, ridden or driven, are quietly
brought on the ground aod ranged before the judges. Every
onc bears its sumber well displayed on its froatal, or better,
on the breast. Then the jury proceed in their standing
cxamination ; afterwards the borses quietly go forward one
by one, takiog the side-walk’s round. The judges give orders
for trotting. They stop, back, start again, and gallop if it is
nceessary. In the meantime, the judges are debating with
cach other, preparing the classiog, aed sending the most
worthy to the front. This work is done slowly, exactly, and
gives every one satisfaotion.

The laureates, only, remain on the field snd receive the
ribbons with a commemorative plate, The ribbon is fastened
to their left cockade. The medal and money are given at
the solemn prizes’ distribution, which is an opportunity for a
fashionable meeting at end of the competition.

Every horse entered is examined by an admittance com-
mittce. This at once would advantageously reduce the
number of competitors, and eliminate mapy subjcets only good
for di~figurivg the trials, (1)

The admitted horses were as follows :

1st In hand, without any kind of hurness, &e.

20d Ridiog and ju.nping the two fect high fence.

3rd Driving alonc—asd at last,

4th Driving as a team,

Is 2 coacher meant by these twe last numbers ? (2)

No onc may be examined if it did not aiready satisfy the
preceding trial.

Thus, classes and categorics are well himited ; which does
vot happen bere. For instance, the Normans are mized with
English and American horses, the draught Pcrcheron with
the light road-ter of the same race. But, cxcept the said race
and the name, nothing is to be compared with one anoiher, ia
a competition. Such a mixture is tolerable only for the inter-
national prizes; and then the whole are judged above all.

The mecting's great attraction, that makes the highest
fame of the Paris, London and New York horseshow, un-
questionably is the jumpers' trial, Civilians aod soldiers take
part in it by special categories.

In Montreal, the * Haunt.Club " helping this enterprise,
therz is no doubt that it will very soon grow most interesting.
The bunt causes some excellent jumpers, men as well s
horses, and these competitions will advactageously afford this
beautiful sport a very practical improvement. It ooly wants for
that a large space, covered with cither sand or tas, and
feoced on every side as high asa man’s shoulder. Four
jumps geometrically disposed are plenty—a wall, & bar, and
two intertwined hedges. At the centre is a toler.bly wide
watcr jump; the obstacles’ height must be varied from 2 to
6 f ct at pleasure.

The olasses and categorics in France are pretty various :
civihans, soldiers, ladies, children, &ec., &c. The peoplc
arc very fond of these performances, and no doubt they would

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be vory profitable to the Montreal Exhibition Company’s
cash-box also,

Now let us pay a visit to the cattle-show. T'his looks and
reully is very much better than the horses in every respeet. I
observed the same thing wot only in Canada but even in the
States, except at Now York. The cattle are perfectly well
groomed, classificd and cxhibited, The kinds varying from
the tall Hereford to the fine little Breton.

I should like to form some special categories for fat beasts,
miloh-cows and even working oxen, All these are not separated
enough and it would be wrong to negleet the working ox that
is so useful a servant for the hard olearings on the farm.

Notwithstandiog these remarks, the cattle-xhow is ver
magnificent indeed. (Very right indeed, Sir. A. R. J. F.)

After horses and cattle, we are to examine the agricultural
implements, which are their inseparable parteers in the ficlds.
While travelling through the Canadian countrics, I was
strack with their pov-
erty in implements,
This is very grie-
vous and, moreover,
the committec offers
no rewards for this
department, The old
araire-plyugh  way
suit the primitiv.
oulture, but it is
quite insufficient af-
ter the clearing off of
wood and stones. And
the riding-ploughs or
others of that sort are
impracticable in such
ficlds; they were often
not cven subsoiled. (11
For, to soratch the
soil's surface is not
the husbandman’s
whole science,though,
from the exhibition
you might guess so
After the plough
come the cultivators,
seed-lips, harvesters,
hay-presses; some horse-powers and straw-cutters conolude
this very poor material. You would not at all fancy that you
were in the centre of this country of which so many good
agricultural machines must be had as perfect as in Europe.
How will you mavage good cultivation with such bad imple-
ments? And can you complain of the bsd yield of land so
ill-treated ?

An agricultural machinery-show is like the performance of
the multiple works of agricalture itself, It includes not only
the whole series of the machines used for these works, but
even practical trials of every one of them in fields especially
chosen for this purpose.

Here is the plan I shounld recommend for this depart-
ment of the Exbhibition. After the tools for clearing off wood
and stones, we should take the plough araires, (2 Dombasles,
tiding-plough, and even some sieam. Then following the
work’s inoreasc itself, we should reach the two or three-
barrcd harrows as well as the other specimens of this class,
Clod crushers, such as the cxcellent ¢ Crosskills * and prairie-

oultivators shou'd take place here with their partnera, all“tho
various cultivators, scarifiers and extirpators. The manure
spreaders with the drills = J rollers should olose this lot.

Now we arc ¢.tering the harvesting machinery, bindors,
rakes, fodder-clovators, wagons, &e., &e.

So that we end with the steam thrashing of crops, locomo-
tive cogines, &o., &o. The thrashing is no longer done by
the old system of horse power, but by steam, and the machines
aro made with drums and coucaves in order to save the straw
that is chaffed by the mills used in this couatry. Thus you
get a very good straw for both food and litter. Let us not
forget the ohaff-cutters, sicves for winvowing grain, sorters
and extractors, washers and outters for roots,

All these implements should be tested and scen working
on flelds not far from the Exhibition grounds. The common
people are to be made acquainted with them and not to con.
sider them as’phenomena suitable only to learned or wealthy
theorists.

If this were done,
an unheard of im-
provement would be
observed. I saw it
myself, in France,
these last years: it
i3 indesortbable. 1
think this is the best
witness of my opi-
nions. Now France is
harvesting 330 mil-
Yion bushels of wheat,
with its little
regources in area in
lond; while the
Ugited States reach
only 540 millions, on
their new soil and
with a population a
third bigger than
France.

I was struck with
an important defi-
cicney at the Ex-
hibition.

The Government Experimental Farms were not taking part
in the meeting. They should be, in the front rank. Why arc
so many subsidies granted .> them,except in order to demons
trate better than by rcports very learaedly drawn up, I am
glad to confess, the cxcellenoy of the most recommendable
proceedings of farming. Experience is the best teacher, that is
well known. Every one is not able to get to the nearest govern-
ment farm, and, even should it be possible, a comparisen be-
twecn the produots of these farms and the neighbors', or even
foreiguers’, is most instraotive,

The produce show should be out of the crush and all
information be given to every visitor by professional men. A
speoial building should be kept for it, so that it might get the
necessary display, as well asfor the C. P. R. and the Western
Provinces, to which a too narrow place was conceded this year.

Another deficienoy : agrioulture is very wealthy in deriva.
tives of all kinds bat we find here only grains, fruits, flowera
and ornamental plants. That is not sufficient. Trees of all
sorts and nursery produots should bo as largely represented as
the industrial crops from which the agricnlturist is drawing
the richest profit.

I will only touch on the sugar beet. How many losses has
it caused to Qucbee and what 2 profit would it get from
them, if this industry was not mismanaged as it has been

.
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duriog the last ten years. The fuctorics’ agents ocrtainly are
wrong doing co, but evon that does not ~xouse the Exhibi-
tion dircotors' negligence of such a preoious root. Their
duty is to raise any demonstration of the agrioultural indus-
tries in whatsocver line they may be : sugar refiocries, distil-
leries, starcheries, &o., &e. Thore are the true wells of agrioul-
tural woalth, And, once more. the Exhibition’s aim should bo
to make them known,

Such were my thougits as I strolled through the Montreal
Exhibition. I thiok I am right in giving them up to the
publio, with no vamity or oritica} feeling. But in that man-
ner | hope to serve this preeminent cause of agriculture,
which is, and will ever be, the best pledge both of the
public and private welfare,

The trals crowned with unquestionable success, and the
zeal of so many competent men, are the most certain zugury
for me. At this too long essay’send 1 am glad to acknowledge
it, and to pay a sincere homage to them !

Montreal Horticultural Society and Fruit-growers
Association of the Province of Quebec.

This year these socicties held their show in connection with
that of the Proviacial Exhibition Society, and its sucecss was
unprecedented.

A more liberal prize-list of plants and flowers had been
prepared with the opatural effect of inducing exhibitors to
bring out their choicest specimens to delight the visitors
who daily throoged the building,

The display of fruit did not suffer by the more generous
prizes offered for the pluats and flowors, but, instesd, the en-
tries were more numerous, the display laraer, and the quality
as fine as the unpropitious season would admit of,

The arraagements of the Exhibition reflect great credit
upon the managing commwittee, which was made up of prac-
tieal men who knew what they were about, In the centre of
the Hall was a floral canopy beautifully decorated with fow-
ers and foliaze plents and a number of chaice exoties, and
wodels for flower-gardens were placed npon a bank of beau-
tiful fresh green turf. Extendiog the whole length of the
building were similar banks of the same on which were
di-played magmificent groups or eingle spocimens of the
rarest and choiezst productions of Flora, collested from the
Jungles of the tropics, the wilds of Africa, and tho hills and
vales of Asia and Auctralasia, snd brought to a state of per-
fection.by the gardeoer’s skill, surpassing in bezuty even that
which they present in their native habitats. QOa cither sde

of this central display were tables on which were placed the
ocut flowers, vegetables and fruits well arranged, with o back
ground of specimen plants in pots, which made them show
up to much greater advantage.

The only faults that could possibly bo found with the arrange-
ments were that the prize cards were of such colours as to
prevent them harmonising with the plants and flowers and the
iok with which the names of the prize winners were written
was—indistinct—the stands on which the cut biooms were
exhibited not haviug been newly painted, and the introduction
of flags of bright colors as decorations detrasting fiom the
general effeot produced by the beauty of the flowers and
toliage, and the light being admitted from the sides instead of
from the roof of the brilding.

Impiovements in these particulars, will no doubt be effccted
another seasou.

The new state of affairs is greatly due to the indefatigable
exertions of 2 few practical men who have succeeded in plac-
ing this socicty on a footing which merits the liberal support
and help of the Department of Agriculture— ad thus placed
it in the position of an eduoational iostituticn in thke uscful
goience of horticulture, pomology, and floriculture

With your permission, I will continue this notice in an-
other number of the Jouroal, giving more partioulars as to
the articles exhibited and the successful exhibiiors &e.
whese clever achievements certainly deserve publio recognition

Sir,—In reply to the letter you sent me, soncerning the
prizes offered by the government in conneotion with the silos
built in 1892, I have the bonour to draw your attention to
the following paragraph of the circular distributed by the
department of sgriculture in the month of Juue last :

¢ The depsrtment of agriculture being desirous of impart-
ing a fresh impulse to the erection of siloes, on which the
suecess of the dairy-industry in this provinco mainly depends,
hopes that every parish in which no silo at present subsists will
build one in the cou-se of this year, and, to that end, the
departwent places to the oredit of each of these parishes a
prize of $20.00, payable in the autumn, to the person who
shall have built a silo fit to serve as a model for fature par-
poses. Judges will theo be appointed by agrioultural societies
to ecxamine all the siloes built during the present year, and
the above mentioned prize will be awarded, io the case where
several siloes shall have been built in the same parish, to the
person who shall obtain the greatest numbers of points.”

These judges, during thiz autumo, will examine
the siloes built in 1892, and, as scon as the report shall be
trapsmitted to the department, the prize will bo handed over
to the winaer.
