Iae boundaries are
evident: tire gorge between it and Lebanon
on the north. the valley of thre Jordan and
rte Lake of Galilee on the euat, the Phoeni-
cian plain on tire west, and tire large plain
of Esdrielon on the soutir. With an area not
more than that oftan average Ontario county.
Galilee poessed ail the variety et moue-
tain, valley and plain. A rich and fertile
land, herpeople led a busy life, a lite aftected
by nny diverse influences. Tlrey ssere n
chivairous and gallant race, lemis averme te
Gentile influences tlian the Judanis, but
neot jean devoted to tic taith and hope of
Israel.

Away fromn the lirke, Nazareth was the
one town of sopreme interest. But thelake
was the tecus ofthile prot ince's activities and
indentries, lîndreda et feet below thre levei
et tiiesea, in a clirnate aimnet tropical. Near
tlitis lakre ot tîirteen miles ini iengtli aird
cight ini widtli, Christ spent the grenier part
et Hie ministry, and His teaclring toek iUs
terni frein tire lite tirat lie saw. Thre corn-
fields, tie fislieries, tihe reerchants and the
flowers were fitting symbole ini Galilee.

Jrjn.en-Judie wan thre sanctuary et thre
race, pre-eminent in Iristorical and political
interest, ai Jeruoalem, tire home to wlrese
festivals thre scattered mearera et thre Jewish
faith regrrlarly camne. Yet Judrea wan le.
favered plrysically tîran Galilce. Secluded
in a land ot seciesion, sire heoame sclflsb,
bigeted and unpregresaive, tîrougîr, wben
occasion demanded, sie waa ceurageous anrd
passienritely prttrietic.

Bflittie larger than Galiles, tire centre is
tarble-land, two or tirres thousand teetabove
the sea, stony and rougir, witlrout distinct
tentures, rcirrre water la scarce and crope
meagre.
