of 1761 tho commandant at Dotroit was ap.
prised that a doputation of Scnecas had
come to tho neighbouring village of the
Wyandots for the purpcse of instigating tho
Iatter to destroy himsolf and his command.
On onquiry this was found to be a genoral
conspiracy : Ningara, Fort Pitt (Du Quesno)
and the othor posts were to share tho fato
of Dotroit. A similar plot was discovered in
the summer of 1762, but neither cumo to
maturity a8 a leader capablo of combining
tho tribes for a common object had not yet
declared himself. Pontiac had been an os-
pecinl favorita of the Marquis do Montcalm,
was much rospected by the French officers,
treated with discourtesy and negloct by tho
English, now undertook the controv! of the
conspiracy persuaded thereto by tho false-
hoods of the Canadian traders who assured
him that the armies of King Louis were ad-
vancing to restoro tho power of France. At
tho closoe of the year 1762, ho sent out mes-
sengers to the differont nations comprising
the Algonquin stock to whom were united
the Wyandots, Sonccas, and several tribes
of the Lower Mississippi. The Senecas were
the only members of the Iroquois confedracy
who joined tho conspiracy, the romainder of
the Six Nations being kept quict by the in-
fluence of Sir W, Johnston with great diffi-
culty It was agroed that the blow was to
be struck at a certain time in the month of
May following, to be determined by the
changes of the Moon.

Early in March, 1763, Ensign Holmes,
commanding at Fort Miami, was told by a
friendly Indian that the Warriors in the
neighbosing village had lately received a
war-belt with & messago urging them to de-
stroy him and his garrison and that they
were purposing to do so. Holmes called the
Indians together charged them with their
design and demanded their reasons for this
conduct, they acknowledged it was true but
charged the fault on a neighboring village
and professed themselves faithful to the
English. He roported the circumstances
duly to Major Gladwyn, commanding at Do-
troit, who in his turn reported to Sir Joffry
Ambherat, stating his opinion that there was
a general irri{ation among the Indians but
that it would soon blow over, and thatin the
neighborhood of his own post tho savages
wore perfectly tranquil.

As spring approached the Indians in small
parties bogan {0 come in from the wintering
grounds and appear about the forts which
‘they seldom entered, encamping about in
the adjoining woods,

At tho head of the English forces in Ame-
rica was Sir Jeffrey Amherst, the ablo and
resolute soldier who had achieved the con:
quest of Canada, and a msn fitted for the
emergency. Cautious, active, bold, far-
sighted, and capable of infusing hi3 own
energy and zeal into those who served under
him. Thp results of this war, lamentable as
they were, would have been much more dis-

astorous but for nis promptiness and vigor.
* In organising hor new acquisions into sep-
orato governmonts England left the valloy
of the Ohio and adjacont regions as Indian
domain, and by proclamation of Tth October,
1763, prohibited tho intrusion of sottlors
into these lands ; could this just arrange-~
ment have beon carried out it is probable
thero would have been no Indian war, but
tho reatlossness of the frontier sottlers and
tho grecdinoss of tho chartered corapanies
rendered all offorts of this kind futile.

Meanwhile tho emissaries of Pontiac had
echieved tho task assigned them, and groat
numbers of Ottawas, Chippawas, Cjibowas,
and Hurons, with numbers of other tribes
assombled at the Pottawatamio village near
the River Ecorces, not far from Detroit. Un
tho 27th of April, 1763, a geand council was
held at a short distance from the village, in
which the whole cause of quarzel with the
English was narrated by the sstute Chiof
with all the exaggerationt of Indian elo-
quence; he told them that their great father
tho King of Franco had sent him a wide-belt
of wampum, which he held forth to his au~
dience, and had gharged him to fight against
the English as his great war canoes would
soon sail up the St, Lawrence to drive them
nut of the country. All present were oager
10 attack tho British fort, but Pontiac re-
strained their ardour by shewing how neces-
sary it was that Niagara, Le Beouf, Vonango,
and Fort Pitt, and all the outlying forts
should bo attacked simultancously, while
with a chosen band of companions he would
gam admittance to Detroit and discover the
weakness of that post, Tho assembly now
dispersed, and as it was customary for the
Indians to return to therr villages in the
vicinity of Detroit after the winter's hunt
was over, their appearance on this occasion
excited no suspicions.

On tho 1st of May, attended with forty
men of the Ottawa tribe, Pontiac made his
appearsnce &t the gate of the Fort and asked
for pormistion to enter and dance the calu~
met dance before the ~Fcers of tho garrison.
After some hesitation he was admitted, and
proceeding to the corner of the strect where
the house of Msjor Gladwyn stood, he and
thirty of his warriors began their dance,
each recounting his own oxploits and boast-
ing himself the bravest of mankind. The
officers and men gathered sround them
while in the meantime tho remaining ten of
the Ottawas strolled about the fort observ-
ing overything it contained. When the
dance was over they all withdrew without
any suspicion of their sinister design on the
part of the garrison.

After o fow days elapsed another council
meoting took place at the Pottawatsmie
yillage—here was a largo structure of bark
erected for Public use on similar occasions —
to provent any interruption sentinels wore
posted around the house, and the possibility
of disclosure avoided by sending all the
squaws and children out of the village. The

groat chieftain onéb moro addressed tho as.
sembly, inciting thom to hostilities ngainat
tho English, and concluded by proposing for
their consideration a plan for the capture of
Dotroit. It was that himselfand the pring.
pal chiefs should demand o council with the
commandeat on matters of great importance,
by this means they would be cdmitted into
the fort; thoy wero all to carry weapons
concealed beneath their blankets, and for
this purpose wero to have the barrels of their
riftes and guns cut short; while in the act of
addrossing the commandantin the council
rdom, Pontiac was to mako a certzain signal
upon which the others wero to raise the war
whoop, rush upon tho officers and strike
them down, the other Indisns waiting mean
while at the gate or loitering among the
houses, 6ft hoaring the yells and firing with.
in the building, were to assail tho astonished
and half armed soldiers, and thus Detroit
would fall an casy prey. This scheme wag
af onco agreed to, and tho members of the
souncil withdrew to their respective villages
to prepare for the destruction of the lonely
garrison,

Dotroit, at tho head of the strait or channe!
which joins Lakes St. Clair and Erie, was
founded in 1701, by La Motte Cadillac, as a
military colony and trading post; its situa-
tion 18 good, stending on the west shore of
the river, and at the period under consider-
ation contained 2,500 inhabitants. Thocen- -
tre of the sottlement was the fortified vike
lago called the Fort, to distinguish it from
tho straggling dwellings along the river
banks; it covered a small portion of the
ground now occupied by the city of Dotront,
and contamed about one hundred houses
compactly crowded together surrounded by
o palisado of about tweaty feet in height,
the ground plan was nearly square having
at oach corner a wooden bastion and over
each gate-way, of which thero were four, a
wooden caponniere or block-house. A broad
streot, called the Chemin.du-ronde, saperated
the nouses from the palisades, the streets
wore very narrow and the houses built of
wood thatched with straw or bark; thore
was neither rampart, banquette, ditch, nor
any other mode of defence than what was
afforded by the palisaded wall made of the
trunks of chesnut and white cak; the bas-
tions had wooden platforms and were armed
with a fow pieces of light srtillery, four and
six pounders; two small armed vessels, the
Beaver and Gladwynschooners, lay anchored
in the stream; the garrison consisted of 120
soldiers and about 40 voysgeurs and Cana-
dians. With this forco and such fortifications
the commandant was called upon to to sus-
tain one of the most remarkable sieges for
duration in the annals of American warfare,

Standing on tho water heations of Detrnit,
the scenewhich presented itself to the vision,
was at that period sufficiently remarkablo;
for eight miles on either side the white
washed cottages of the French Canadisn-
could bo sren dotting the shores of thorive ,
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while the orchards and cornfiolds with the
bright waters presented o landscapo not
onsily forgotten, espocially as tho pictur-
osquoness of the scenery was enhanced by
threo largo Indian yillages with their pecu-
lisr architecture and tho variegated costumeos
of tho inhabitants. On tho western shoro
below tho fort were the lodges of the Potta-
watamios; nearly opposite, at the present
town of Sandwich, the village of the Wyan-
dots; and at or near the town of Windsor,
on the same side, Pontiac's own band of Ut-
tawas had fixed their wigwams,

Such, on the Tth of May, 1763, was the
sceno which grested the eye of the observer
soon to be turned into a theatre of carnago
and horoio suffering, borne with that indom-
itablo and stubborn power of endurance
which has won for England many a bloody

NOTES FROM AN OLD REGIMENTAL
ORDER BOOK.

———

BY CAPTAIN DARTNELL, 34Tit BATT, V. M.

——

Major Wallaco of the 34th (Ontario) Bat~
talion, V. 2L, hasin his possession an inter-
esting military rolie, being.a manuscript
book, containing the Regimental orders of
tho 21st (North British) Fusiliers, together
with various memoranda relative to drill,
discipline, courts-mdrtial, &o., and extending
over a period from tho‘yenr 1761 to 1814, Y
have his kind permission to miake oxtracts
therofrom, for publication in your pages,
believing that yeur readers will ba pleased
to peruss any matter which may tend to
throw light upon the past condition as to
drill and interior econcmy of one of the
famous regiments of the British army.

The Book s in an excellent stato of pro-
servation, and appears from tho entries,
which are written in a very neat legible
hand, to have been kept by Lieut. William
Cox of the above mentioned regiment, who
at the dato of the first entry appears to have
been aoting Adjutant at Granard, Ireland,
in April, 1785. . Tho entries are continued in
the same handwriting up to the year 1793—
at which date they ¢oase, and are not resum-
cd until 1814, at which date the regiment

. was on service on this continent, their colors
bearing *‘ Bladensburg” among iheir other
honors. The first pages are occupied with
forms relating to application for leave of
absence, leave to retire, exchange, &c. Noxt
comes tho order of Review, which, as a curi
osity, I extract with slight abridgments.

ORDER OF REVIEW.

The whole regiment to be drawn up two
deep; ranks 6 paces or 12 feet asunder; files
6 inches asunder. The Grenadior company
on tho right and the Light company on the
loft 10 paces from the Battahon; tbe Pion-
eers, two deep, 6 paces from the GrenadZers.
The officers, 4 paces from the Buttalion; the
Colonel 6 and the Lieut. Colonel 4 paces
from the colors; the Major and Adjutent on
horseback in their foper posts.

When the Reviewing General comes near
enopgh:on the right of the Baitalion, the
commaxding officer will give the word of
command Present yotur arms. After the Major
has saluted and the General past him, he
will take post in front, and put the regiment
through their Facings. Ensigns, carrying
the colors, never take off their hats. (Sic.)

The regiment will then march. past in threp
grand divisions in slow time, headed by the
Pioneors and Grenadiers. It will then form
subdivisions and march past a second time,
the Pionears cach falling into their respec-
tive companjas on the right,

The Battalion forms upon its ground and
then— General salule.

Maxvar.—Ta be performed by one flank
(Sic) and including the three Firings of

Front, Centre and Rear ranks, to bo per-

formed in throo minutes and a half. A Color
party is thon formod, which is called the
Reserve, & Captaint filling tho place of tho
centre Sergeant.

Firves.—Standing—Twico by companies
from flanks to centro. Advancing—Twice
by compsanies from contre to flanks, Dy
Wings—one round—a volley, and load again.
Then tho following

Manwbvres.—1. Form a column to the
right flank company. 2. Form a column to
the loft flank company. 3. Form a column
by companies upon the right or left hand
centro company. 4. Form & column from
the contre of companies. Company w——,
right of tho centre, leads. 5. Form columns
from the centro of.companies. 6. Form
columns to the ¢entre of wings, by compan-
ies. 7. Form column from the contre of the
Battalion. 8. Form column to the centro
companies by files. As the Divisions form
up, to firo one or two rounds, as they may
boordered. Fireavolley—Recover—Charge
Bayonets—Ialt— Recover and shoulder—
Open the ranks, and lastly— General salute.

GRENADIER AND Licur INFANTRY OFFICBRE.—
‘When the Battalion officers Espontoons (sic.)
are ordered or planted, their fusils to be
ordered; when advanced, fusils advanced,
and when trailed, fusils trailed.

By an order dated 27th April, 1784, tho
waist belt of the Infantry arc directed to be
worn over the right shoulder, and not round
the waist, as formexly.

By several themorands, it appears that the
regiment was stationed at Limerick in the
year 1785, and that Colonel James Hamilton
was the Colonel, and James Lovell the Major.

Next follow a number of standing orders

as to troops in barracks, one of which reads.

as follows :—** Whenever there is any Bull-
baiting in the neighbourhood of the Barracks,
the soldiers are to retire and not join in the
crowd. If any of them do, a party of (he
guard or piquet to bo sent to take them
prisoners, and they are to be tried and pun-
ished for disobedience of orders.”

A “Xing's order” dated October 2, 1767,

provides * that if & Captain happens to have
the Rank of a Field officer, he shall Roll in
duty with the Field officers; and that an
overslaw (sic.) be allowed to the regiment
in which he has the commission of a Cap-
tain,” ..
An order dated 9th June, 1779, directs
that no commissioned officer is to be ap-
pointed Quarter- master, an order of the 17th
July following stating, ihat *“the proper
persons to be recommended for Quarter-
masters are active sergeants; His Majesty
not thinking the office very fit for men
of Hetter extraction, and conseguently very
improper for o Captain.” (1).

A long order dated 8th September, 1783,
promulgates His Majesty's regulations as to
purchase, aale, or exchange of Commissions,
and.concludes with a declaration *that any
officer who shall be found to have given,
or to have stipulated or promised directly or

indirectly to givo a;;thing beyond the rog
Iated prico in disobodience to His Majosty’s
ordefs, or by any subterfuge or equivoeation
to have ovaded thio same, and fo have thero-
by shargofully forfeited his honor s an ofti
cer and rentloman, shall be dismissed from
His Majesty’s service.”

An ovder unde: date of March ‘13th, 1773,
quotes tho act of tho G6th of Queen Ann,
which cnacts “that no detachment of sol-
diers above 15 in number is to march thro’
any part of this kingdom, without ono com-
missioned officor at least, and that nodotach-
ment of soldiers under 15 in number is to
march without & sergoant or corporal.”

The “standing orders’ of the regimentus
given out by Colonoel Hamilton on the 20th
April, 1774, are 54 in number, and though
very quaint and interesting, are too long to
copy in extenso. I will only refer to a fewof
them. .

No. 11 reads:—*The gontlemen cannot
too much attond to decency of behaviour at
Courts Martial or be too particular in exam
ining evidence that thesentence may be pro.
nounced on sure grounds and with the strict-
est attention to justice. It is hoped that
they will likowis~ ahew the men & good ox.
ample by attending Divine service.” No. 14,
#1t is particularly recommended toall non-
commissioned -officers that whatever duty
they are on to do it with esactness, keep up |
due subordination angd instruct the recruts
when fit to mount guard, in every part of
their duty, to warn them neithor to singor
to whistle, or make a nojse when on sentry,
nor on any account quit their arms.” No. 32
¢ No recruit to be taken as a servant, and a
man must be at least tvo years in the regi-
ment before he is employed as such. Itisto
be wished that officers would make servants
of centre rank men, and the steff are onno
acoount to take others, without they areold g
men."” No. 41. *'No soldier to walk about §
the streets with & child in his arms, or to be
seen riding or leading a horse with his reg-
mentals on.” No.49, ¢ As it is but reason J§
sble that men pay for distempers they bring §
upon themselves, the doctor is to be pad
five shillings for cach —— and balf a cromn ¢
for each ——.}? No. 51, *When officers ap-
pear under arms they are always to hsre §
buff colourer gloves on.”?

The 56th order seems to have been por- §
mulgated during the Canadian campnign of §
1776, and is as followg: ‘“If the regiment J§
lies a day encamped they are always to mske
the drains in their sireets in a strait line, §8
and the cross drains between their tentsin f
the same manner. Are likewise to provide BN
brooms to sweep the strests bofore the ¥§
quarter drum beats in the morning, at which Jg
hour the officers will zee their nden dressed: Ml
and the same at the quarter drum beating J8
in the evening, drawn up in the sireels. I3
And gs this is the hour for picquetsad &
guards of outposts thoy are carefully toer gl
amine the men's firelocks to seo that they B

As your Mon-
treal correspecadent * Cheezix'’ (whom I re-
cognize as a: ald Zriend) has given a full
expose of the Point St. Charles ranges. I
may venturo to make a fow remarks con.
cerning the Volunteer Range on the Gar-
sison Common. The targets are in a fear-
fully bulged and battered condition, and
without oxcoption ought to be condemned.
The different distances are not properly
marked out, and tho firing butts so worn
down that even kneeling it is difficult {0
‘discorn the bull's eye through the intorven-
ing grass and other hindrances. Tho ragu.
larly stationed marker was not suro within
50 yards where the 600 range was. What is
the use of practising under such disadvan-
tages? Tho new range has not had the first
sod turned on it yet, although plans, &c.,
wore prepared more than a yearago, If the
Secretary of the Provincial Associr.tion were
to agitate tho matter here o might get a
1ift of & hundred dollars as in Ottawa, to ex-
tend and improvo our range to 1,000 yards.
Something will have to be done before the
Ontario Association can offer their $1,800
grant for competition, and the sooner the
better.

FROM LEAMINGTON.
(BY OUR OWN CORRESPONDHNT.)

The Leamington Light Infantry, No. 4
company, 23rd Batt., Essex, have been very
active this spring and summer, drilling
two or threo times a week; a good many

Arrived ot
Windsor 2 0'clock p.m., with No. 5 company,
Kingsville, Quite a large crowd of speeta-
tors assembled to witness,the arrival of the
companies. Thoy formed onthe landingand
woro then marched to tho parade ground

by Major Fox, wero inspected, and then

billoted them on the town. Thon tho regular
routino was taken up, parades, guards angd
pickots, drillingsix hours a day. Tho whols

Militia Bill in tha House of Commons. e
would be vory sorry to impute to Mr. Bowell
anything but the purest patriotic motives,
but when his gentiment are expressed mn
language unnecessarily sovere and pointed,
and when wo are given to understand the
probable motives for such severity, it is only
natural that wo should doubt (Mr.B.'s denials
to tho contrary notwithstanding) the purity

*We hesitate not to affirm that ih many cases

of feeling which prompted that gentloman
in the course ho persued. Mr. B. takes us
to task for oxpressing our opinion. doubts
our reasoning, and connocts us, curiously
cnough, with the very staft whoso usefulness
ho denios ; but wo can assure him that the
mombers of that staffwere as innocent of
all knowledge of the article to which he
demurs, untilafter its publication, as he waa
himself. As for our personal knowledge--
wo had tho satisfaction of listening to Mr.
Bowell’s speech in tho Commons, and can
repeat that tho Adjutant Genoral *“ was per-
foctly correct’” in saying that Mr. Bowell
aspersed the gentlomen of the Militia Staff,
and again rofer him to lLis speech on the
Militia Bill, as reported i the Otuasva papers,
Takeo the following passage:— )

“Such parsimony does not chgracterize
tho provisions which are to be made for a
largo and utterly useless staff during the time
of peace, There is to bo an Adjutant Gen-
eral with £3,600 & year, and an extra $1,000
for contingencies, making $4,600 per an-
num; a Deputy Adjutant at $2,600, who conld
do all the work that is to be done; nine De-
puties at $1,800 2 year, and an innumborable
number of Brigudo Majors, runmng up the
very modest sum of $124,000 a year for the
staff, sufficient for an army of » million of
men. Why, Sir, theso men aro so thick that
it is impossible to get anything dono within
a roasonablo time.””

Or take another :— .

“ Let any man look over the estimates for
the M:litia for the present year, and he wili
find, that out of $1,000,000 the country is
asked to spend, the 40,000 who are to be
drilled are to raceive but £279,000of it, o
fraction over 25 per cent, while the whole of
the balance is to Eo swallowed up by a useless
staf}’ and otherwise, and the work not half
performed.”

Wewill not refer to the above figures,which
are altogether incorrect, as Mr. Bowell could
show, if he would, as requested, publish a
certain correspondence. As for the correct-
ness of the Adjutant General’s remarks at

The fact itself
was interesting and curious enough fora
single mention during the war, when Grant
hatf doveloped into a groat soldier, and when
a thousand oxpressive puns and allusions
were in voguo upon his name. But, had he
never achieved his fame, tho circumstance
would have been uttorly unworthy of notice.
Even as it i, itis vory trivial, because ro-
lating to 80 small a mattor. Ho was chris-
tenod Hiram Ulyssos; but he was usally
called, a3 i3 often the case, by tho second
name. His father, in soliciting his appoint-
ment at West Point, spoke of him by the
fammlisr title of Ulysses. Hon, Thamas L.
Hamer, a friend of the family and % member
of Congross for Chio, made tho nomination,
and ‘knowing,’ says one biographer, ‘that
his mother’s maiden namo was Simpsop, and
perhaps that she had a son named Simpson,
sent in the namo as Ulysses S. Grant.” Thoe
cadet warrant was 80 mado out; and to
avoid & probable suspension till the warrant
should be corrected, young Grant delayed
speaking of tho error for tho moment. Soon
it had boon printed and widaly circulated,

his customary disregard of details, the young
cadot did not troublo himself further about
the matter; but he has done something
botter in making thp name of Ulyases S.
Grant famous forover. This is the wholo of
tho story, which is ovon amusingly charac~
toristic of the importurbable soldier.”

General Grant is not tho only great sol-
dier who, on entering political life, was
assalled by tho violenco of partizan abuse
and misrepresentation.

Washinglon too, vvo romember having read,
recoived & reater smirching than even
Grant has yet reccived; we aro to d that,
at the close of his second term of offic 3, one
of the “ fathers of the Republic' thaaked
God in Congress for having got rid of a
tyrant. But if people will descend ints
the sewer running with tho abominations of
party politics thoy must naturally expect to
be befouled. People who delight to dwell
on the banks of this aweet scentsd puddle,
take pieasurein flinging its contents at each
other, but when a figure comes among them
like Grant or Blair, the mark is too tempting
for them not to have a fling at it.

And, although less distressing to sce, the
horses which had just lost their riders with
out being themselves disabled, wero formid-
able disturbers of any regiment which had
to encounter thom. The extent to which a
charger can approhoend the perils of a battle
field may bo camly underrated by one who
confines his observation to horses still carry-
ing their ridors; for, as long as 2 troop-horse
in acticn feels the weight and the handof a
master, his deep trust in man keeps him
seemingly freo from great terror, and he
goes through the fight, unless wounded, as
though it wero & field-day at home; butthe
moment that death or & dusabling wound
deprives him of his rider, he scems nll at
once to learn what a battleis—to perceive its
real dangers with the clearness of a liuman
being, and to be agonised with horror of the
fato Lo may incur for want of a hand to guide
him. Carelessof the mero thunders of guns,
he shows plainly enough that he more or less
knows the dread accent that is used by mis-
siles of war whilst cutting their way through
tho air, for as often as theso sounds disclose
to him the near passage of bullet or round
shot, he shrinks and cringes. His eye-balls
protrude. Wiid with fright, he still does
not most commonly gatlop home into cainp.
His instinct seems rather to tell hum that
what safoty, if any, thero is for him must bo
found in tho ranks; and he rushes at the
first squadron he can find, urging pitcously,
yot with violence, that he too by right 1s
a troop-horse—that he too 1s willing to
charge, but not to be left behind—that he
must, and will *fallin.”’ Somectimesarider-
loss charger thus bent on aligning with Ins
fellows wil not be content to rango himself
on the flank of the line, but dart at some

oint in the squadron which ho seemingly
judges to be his own rightful place, and
s'~ive to force himself in. Riding, asitis
usual for the commander of a regument to
do, some way in advance of his regiment,
Lord George Paget was especially tormented
and pressed by the riderless horses which
chose to turn round and w:ign with him. At
onc time thero wero three or four of these
horses advancing close abreast of imonone
side, and as many as five onthoother. Im-
pelled by terror, by gregarious mstinct, and
by their habit of ranging m lino, they so
“closed’ mupon Lord George as to Lesmear
lus overalls with blood from the gory flanks
of the nearest intruders, and oblige him to
use his sword.

Fanuliar pulpit  reflections conceimng
man's fral tenure of bte come to Lave all
the air of fresh truths when they are pressed
upon the attention of mortals by the * ping™
of tho bullet, by the sighing, the hummmng,
and at last the “whang ' of the round shot,
by the harsh “whirt” of the jagged iron
fragment thrown abroad from a bursting
shell, by the sound—most abhorred of all
thoso heard in battle—the sound which
1ssues from the moist plunge of the rvund
shot when it buries itself with a *slosh™ in
the trunk of amanorhorse. Cnder tension
of this kind prolonged for some minutes,
the human mmd, without beingflurried, may
be wrought mnto so lugh a state of activity
as to bo capable of well sustained thought ;
and a man, if he chose, whilst he rode down
the length of this fatal North Valiey, could
examine, and test, and critictse—nay, even
could change and restoro that armour of the
soul by which he had been accustomed to
guard Ius seremity in tho tnials and dangers
of life.

Uneo of the tuost gifted of the officers nuw

acting with tho supports was able, whilst
descending the valloy, to construct and
adopt such a theory of the divine govern-
ance as he judged to bo tho best.fitted for
tho battlo field. Without having boen
hitherto accustomed to lot his thoughts
dwoll very gravely on any such subjects of
speculation—he now all at once, whilst he
rode, oncased Iumself body and soul in the
iron creed of the fatalist; and, connecting
destiny in his mind with the mferred will of
God, detied any missile to touch him, unless
1t should come with the warrant of a provi-
dential and forogone decreo.  As soon
as he had put on this armour of faith
a shot struck one of his holsters with-
out harming him or his horse; and he
was so constituted as to be able to see
in this incident a confirmation of his new
fatalist doctrine. Then, with somothing of
tho confidenco often shown by other scc-
tairans not engaged in a cavalry onset, ho
went on to dotermine that his, and lus only,
was tho creed which could keep a man firm in
battle. Thero, plainly, he erred; and, in-
deed, thero 1s reason for saying thatit would
be ill for our cavalry regiments if their
prowess wero really dependent upon the
adoption of any lughly spuitual or philso-
phic theory. Iimagine that tho great body
of our cavalry people, whother officers or
men, weore borne forward and sustained in
their path of duty by moral force of another
kind—by sense of military obligation, by in-
nate lovo of fighting and of danger—by the
shame of disclosing weakness—by prido of
nation and of race—by pride of regiment, 8f
squadron, of troop—by personal pride; not
least, by the power of that wheel-going
mechanism which assigns to each man his
task, and inclines him to give but short
audience to distracting, irrelevant thoughts.

But, whatever might bo the variety of the
governing motives which kopt every man to
lus duty through all the long minutes of his
trying advance, thore was no variety in the
results; for what it was duty to do, that
overy man did; and as often as & squadron
was torn, so often tho undisabled survivors
mado haste to repsir it. Tho same words
were ever recurring—*Closo in! Close in!”
“Close in to the centro!” ¢Closcin!”

It was under tius kind of stress—stress of
powerful fire on each flank, and sigus of uire
havoc in front—that the threo regiments
(n echelon order, but with an always dimin-
ishing distance between the 11th Hussars
and the 4th Light Dragoons) moved down to
support the first line. = Except that the pace
of the dth Hussars was more tighly restrain-
cd than that of the 11th Hussars or the 4th
Light Dragoons, the conditions under which
the three regiments respectively acted were,
down to this time, much like. Sustaining
all tho way cruel losses without means of
reprisal, but always preserving due order,
and faithfully running tho gauntlet between
the fire trom the Causeway Heights and theo
fire from the Fedioukine Hills, they succes-
sively descended the valley.

tery in front, there, by this time, was no
choice of measures* By far tha greater part
of the harm which the guns could inflict had
alrcady boen suffored; and I believe that
the idea of stopping short on the verge of
the battery did not even present itself fora
moment to the mind of the leader.

Lord Cardigan moved down at a pace
which he has estimated at soventeen miles
an hour, and already he had como to within
some two or three horses’ lengths of the
mouth of ono of the guns—a gun belioved to
have been a twelve-pounder; but then the
I;iece was discharged; and its torrent of
flamo scemed to gush in the direction of hus
chestnut's off fore-arm. The horse was ac
governed by the impetus he had gathored,
and by tho hand and tho heel of his rider,
as to be able to shy only a little at tho blaze
and the roar of the gun; but Lord Cardigan
being presently enwrapped in the new
column of smoke now all at once pilled up
around him, some imagined him slain. He
had not been struck. In the nextmoment,
and being still some two horses' lengths in
advance of his squadrons, he attained to the
long -sought battery, and shot in between
two of its guns.

peril of being unhorsed by a lance which
caught hold of him by the pelisse and nearly
forced him out of his saddle. Yet that last
effort seems to have been made by a~ Cos-
sack who was himself almost in retreat; for
the man at the time had his back half turn-
ed to Lord Cardigan, and the thrust he de-
livered was the one known to science by the
name of the “right rear point.” The
assailant had possibly learnt by this time
that his .comrades a little way off were flying
from the English cavalry, and that he must
not be too slow in cenforming.

It was right of course, that instead of
submitting to be taken prisoner, or to be
butchered by overwhelming numbers, Lord
Cardigan being nearly alone, and altogether
unaided, should disengage himself, if he
could, from the reach of his assailants by a
sufficing movement of retreat, and this he
accordingly did ; but before he had galloped
far back, and whilst on the Russian side of
the battery he found that he had already
extricated himself from personal mofestation
and had leisure to determine what next he
would do. ) -

Being now on the verge of that period in
the battle when Lord Cardigan’s course of
action became such as to leave room for
question and controversy, if not for un-

say that, down to the moment when he
found himself almost alone in the presence
of the enemy’s cavalry, he had pursued his
desperate task with a rare and most valor-
ous persistency, And English officers, 1
know, will take pleasure in leatning that,
from the moment he said quietly *the
brigade will advance,”’ to the one, when
nearly alone in the presence of the enemy’s
cavalry, he stiffly awaited his assailants with
his sword at theslope, Lord Cardigan per-
formed this historic act of devotion without
word or gesture indicative of bravado or
excitement, but rather with the air of a man
who was performing an everyday duty with
his every day courage and firmness.

When Lord Cardigan had withdrawn him-
self from the reach of his Cossack assailants
he still continued to retire, and passed once
more through the battery into which he
had led his brigade.

Lord Cardigan, though acting as the more
immediate leader of the first line, was also
in command of the whole brigade, and had
charge, amongst others, of the three
regiments which formed its supports. Was
he warranted in leaving those regiments to
fight their way in or fight their way out
without giving them the advantage. if any,
which the presence of their Brigadier might
confer ?

Lord Cardigan answers this question by
propounding a theory that his primary duty
was the first line, and by also asserting that
he could nowhere see his supports. He deter-
mined to follow {he horsemen whom he saw

'falling back. Without seeing occasion to
deliver any order, or to hold up his sword
for a rally, he continued' the movement by
which he had withdrawn himself from the
Cossacks, and remounted the slops of the
valley.

It must be acknowledged that his exit
from the scene in which he had been playing
80 great a part was at least infelicitous, and
devoid of that warlike grace which would
have belonged to it if he had come out of
action only a little while later with the rem-
nant of his shattered brigade; but despite
the mischance, or want of swift competence

their nags-—he sat up stiff in the saddle, and

sparing blame, I would here interpose, and |-

/in emergency, which marrediﬂs last act, he

yet gave, on the whole, an example of that
kind of devotion which is hardly less
than absolute. He construed . his orders
so proudly, and obeyed them with a
persistency at once so brave and so fatal,
that— even under the light evolved from a
keen searching controversy—his leadership
of this singular charge still keeps its heroic
proportions.
