COIEAP COAL OIL.

The question cf clcap coal ail is being 1kept alive and
wvo11, daubtless, soon bear fruit in the interests of tie work-
ingman. Retailers do not approve, il a general way, of
the lowering of prices, because the less puid for an article
t.he less profit in its handling and a snaller turnover of the
day's busines. But coal oil is an article which may be
classed somîewhataside fron the genernl stock, just as in
landling it 18 kept aiside for rensons peculiarto itself. 'hie
largest consumers of coal nil are' the wvorking classes w'ho
do not enjoy ic modern electrie ligls or even gas. Oil
ean be ised cconomically or frcely in proportion ta its cost,
and accordingly it is safe te presuine that w'ere oil retailed
at 15 cents a gallon one-third more would be consîuned
than ut the existing average price of 25 cents.. Any legis-
lation, therefore, ftint nssists the loxvering of price lu this
'article will be hailed witli plensure by both retailer and
consumer. At the present figures an industry is being
lept open for flic peddler wlo cuts into the grocer's trade
by% driving fron bouse ta bouse. Were the price reduced
onc-h1f thre peddler w'ould sufer because ha would re-
quire ta lînul double flic amount to do flic same business.

An Ottawa letter states fliat Messrs. Samuel Rogers of
flic Queen City Oil Company of Toronto; F. A. Fitzgerald,

ice-President cf tle Iiperia1 Oil Ompany, nnd Mr. Kilpin
of Montreal, inierviewed the Minister of Customs and Rail-
wavs recently with regard ta the inatter of transportation
and distribution. The object of the interview w'as ta sat-
isfy flie Government that prompt and efficient means would
be laken ta get oil ta ie consumer at tlie lowest possible
cost. The deputation said thut tie il men for years have
been getting the entire blane foi' lie prevailing higli re-
fail cost of oil, and that flic railway companies and the re-
lailers have aîlmost ionopolized hfle profits in the business.
Tt was the hope of flic depuîtafion flat hotb consumer and
producer would soon enjoy tlc benefifs aceruing from a
diminntion of charges of transportation and distribution.
'lie delegation further stated fhat mîensures were now he-
ing talen f owards fnrnishing flie oil in tank waggous in
Ile larger centres of populatioi, thuls inkiltiiig it possible ta
sell the article at a lower rate. Messrs. .Tohn TUrnser, M.P'.
for-Enst Lambton, and Wîm. MeGregor. .P. for North Es-
sex, introduced fle delegation.

those held to be desirable. The nprecedented develop-
ment of trade in the United Kingdom in recent years
ander Frec Trade, and the vast expansion of business in
the United States under a very higli protective tarifl in
tlic saine period, are events which, when considered to-

gether, afford a caution against attributing national
prosperity.exclusively to either fiscal systen, or indeed
to any class of tariff.

The revenue for the past year, 1898-9, was anîenoncd
to have been $46,741,249, and expenditure, $41,903,500,
leaviig a surplus of $4,837,749. In the samne period the
nit debt lad increased, $2,317,047. The appropriation
ofi the surplus towards meeting hie expenditures which
increase the debt would bc in accordance wit]h the best
British jrecedeits. In England a surplus is regarded
as proof, that the taxation imposed las been greater than
necodful, and its occurrence usually leads te somîeî tax con-
ecssion being granted. It has been declared by the
ablest economists undesiruble to Jave taxation so higl is
to leave a surplus, unle'ss there is an intention to devote
it to thé reduction of the debt. .To be increasing the
debt while the revenue is largely iu excess of ordinary ex-
penditures is not a policy ipproved by the bigbest finain-
ciel autherities. The Finance Mînister stated that this
current year the revenue would yield over 50 inillions,
while the expenditure would be $43,175,000. These
conditions will leave a surplus in June next of .$7,500,-
000. We trust the debt will show no increase foi' this
year, but a material reduction.

An overflowing revenue is a danger as it 'temiipt-s the
government into expenditures not justified. by the needs
of the country, and. which prove embarrassing to its
.finance when business prosperity so wancs as to bring the
revenue below the high standard fixed when the public

income was high. The Finance Minister said, "The
country under the present tariff hald prospered as never
before." As the tarift is now, practically, the saine pro-
tective one which w'as established lri 1879, there seems no
reason for changing the fiscal system under which, Mr.
Fielding declares, 'the country lias prospered as never
before." From 1880, to 1896, the average percentage ef
duty on dutiable goods for home consinuption was 28.47;
in 1898 it was $29.69, and in 1899, $29.50, so the alleged
reduction of Custons taxation in the lest few years is not
apparent.

One novelty in the Budget was the anrourcement of a
peferential tariif of a reciprocal nature to be established
witl Trinidad. This island is to bave frec entry into
Canada of ifs p.rolucts, except liquors and tobacco, in
return for Canadian products baving the saine privileges
in Trinidad. This will give the sugar and cocoa of the
island frec entry into our ports. This miay lead to an
inrerase of our exports to Trinidad, of vhich 80 per cent.
are fish. and enlarged inports of sugar therefrom. But
tfle opportunities for enlarged trade in t-hat quarter are
very limited..

The leading feature of. the Budget was, the annotince-
ment of the prefernce given to Britisb inports being
raised from 25 to 33 1-3 per cent. British goods in fu-
ture will e charged one-third less duty than those from
other courtries. This iwill still leave a duty of 23 1-3
per cent. on the great bulk of goods importe f rom Great
Britain, instead of 26.25 per cent. IJow far a furtber
allowance of 2.92 per cent. will better enable British ex-
porters to. compete with their American rivals is a prob-
1em time alone can solve. Our British friends should
tace note of this change, and, to prevent misunderstand-
ing, we repeat that, their. goods will he clarged ona-third
less Customs duty than the same goods if imported from
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oLher countries. As a general, rule, the Canadian duty
on goods fromi Great Br-itain 1i' be 23 1-3 per cent., in-
stead o 35 per cent. on other foreign goods, and 26.25
per cent. elmarged lasL year on British imports. Mir.
Fielding stated that, "23 1-3 per cent. was a fair revenue

lie Ju dge drew attention ta the evidence proving, tliat
while Herbert was in. hiding fo' several mîoiths, dressed
as a womaii, lie was regularly supplied with imoney by
Base, wlo lad said, "I do not knowv the iai." The
Juîîdge brushed aside tle plea that soine of the cheques
ftound ui Baxter's.ofice aInd in Loemîieix's possession, re-
presented legifiniate Iransactions. lie question was, lad
there been a conspiracy fo deiraîud the banîk ii carrying
on wlich iBax ci'. Lemieux anid lerert weor woing iii
concert.

Althongli adiiitted by aill to be al very fair summinîg
up, it was very iaageig to he accused. Necessarily sa,
as thle evideice was ovcrwheliniîîg of tlieir close associa-
fion ini securinig the noiieys of. the bak by bogus
clieqies, etc Those were systematically coiceafled froim
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the, President, and the deficit was covered by ingenious
tricks, such as passing bundles of $1 notes as $10's, by
putting a single $10 note at the top of the bundle, which
proves how very superlicially the cash Was counted. It
was proved to the hilt, that a written agreemnent had been
inade between Baxter and Leimieux to share the gains li
passing Baie des Chaleurs bonds on the bank at par when
their value was only 50' per cent. It was also proved
from Baxter's own books, that he had paid Herbert one-
third the amount of nctuorandum cheques, or bons, or
1.O.U.'s, the antount of which documents lerbert paid
Baxter, less this conuinission,.and held theim in his till,
after being initialed by Lemieux. A more deplorable
revelation was never niade in connection, with a bank.
The only satisfactory feature in it is alsd tÈè worst, fer,
the proof was complete, and it would have been a deplor-
able thing for such a charge to have been iade and dis-
missed for lack of evidence. The case hans lessons- for
young bank clerks, and more prominent offiials whicli
are te obvious to need renark.

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE ASSOCIATION.

The above substantial and progressive comnpany lias
issted a very gratifying Report for 1899, as presented at
its 28th anuial meeting recently held at Toronto. The
new business acquired last year was the largest in the
history of the company. The applications acceptec
iaounted to $3,944,800, as compared withl $3,164,443 in
1898, the inîcrease being $780,357. The total insurance
in force at the close of last year vas $31,565,304, under
21,2749 policies covering 18,406 lives. The preiluin re-
ceipts were $968,950, ana annities $34,701, a total of
$1,003,652, less $3,641 re-assurance, leaving a net sun
of $1,000,011 us receipts. To this was added $305,595
fCoiiitîcrt on investmueiits ana rents, which brouglit
the total incomo up to $1,305,607. ' The disburcmncnts
for death claims were $215,805, or $89,790 less thani the
ilicome fromn investmeits and renits. For endowmeîcnts
$164,118 was paid, and for cash profits te policy-holders
$78,493. T. stockbolders $15,000 wvas paid inm divi-
deuds, which nay bc compared with the suti of $7,493
distributed to policy-holders. The valuation of ite
policy and annuity obligations of the Confederation Life
lias been made, as for several past years, at a rate of 31
per cent. interest for ail business since 1895, aind 4. per
cent, for business prior te that date. The business,
tiherefore, for the past four years is on the Govcrnent
Standard which will not cone into force for sone 10 to
15 years. The ncw Act requires all business taken prier
to January 1st, 1900, to be put on a 4 per cent. basis
wiithin 1.0 ycars, and to a 3 per cent. basis within bhc
following live years. This anticipation of the action of
the legislature is ee cf the many. -indientions of the con-
servative and prudenit policy which lias characterized the
Confederation Life, under the mana.ging director, Mr.
J. K. Mllacdonald. 'he conpany owns a caîsl sîîrphiîs of
$448,492 over ail liabilities, its capital paid up is $100,-
000, n'ncl the amotunt suibscribed and uincalled $900,000.
so that the total surplus for policy-holders amounts to
$3,48,492, the total assets being $7,373,141. The staff
of lhe Conmpany were highly conmplimncnted at tho annuel
meeting for their efficient and diligent services. To Mr.
H. J. Johnston, Provincial Manager in this City, this
grateful recognition was fully due.

GOVERNOR ROOSEVELT'S SPEEGCR1 ON CANAL
TRIANSFORTiATION.

A few days ago a banquet on a mnagnificent scale was
held at the Waldorf-Astoria, New York, whicli was at-
tended by a large number of the chief coiîmîmerecial ien
of that city. '.Vte object of the gathering was te devise
the best way for securing the enlargement of the Brie
Canal with the view of nmaintaining the supremacy of
New York-as the commercial centre of the continent,
which, many people fear, or affect to fear, is eicanîgered
by present conditions ici regard to that hitherto imîpor-
tant waterway. Soie cloquent speeches were dehivered
on that oceasioni ail aflirming the necessity of the en-
largement being umade. The only dilliculty in the way
vas, how te get the money for the cost, which is estimat-
ed by the State Commission of Engineers at some $62,-
000,000, which they proposed should be levied on the
cities, towns and counties adjacent to the canal.

That important feature has te be approved by a popu-
lar vote and it is net ai all probable that it will bc taken
this year, for political reasons, as it is the year of the
presidential election. Whenever the question is sub-
mitted, however, the speeches iade at tins banquet will
doubtless have the effect of influencing the popilar vote.
The great'interests of New York will be certain, in thie
end, to attain the object ained aI. IL is, however, ev.i-
dent that il will be opposed by otlier and, powerful in-
terests, but iL wvill be some ycears before the enlargemient
will lie completed ad available for tihe large class of ves-
sels contenmplated te bie used. hie two chief points
dwelt upon by most of Che speakers were, the diversion of
trafic te other Atiantic ports by the mcreasing capacity
of the railways, and, the comipetition of hlie St. Lawrence
route te Montreal, as a consequence of the comîpletion of
the 14 feet depth of the Canadian canais.
-Governor looseielt's speech natuîrally attracted ucl

attention. Hie strenuously advocatel i deep waterway
fron the great lakes to the scaboard. . He claimeîcd that
nature had provided that tIis could only bu iade in Ite
direction of tie present canal because the oily gap in the
hiigl range of hills that extend front Nova Scotia to tlic
Southern States lies in the State of New York. fi
spoke of the possible danger cf competition froi bhe
enlarged Canadian canals, but was inclined to- depre-
ciate tleir influence in diverting tie trade fron the 'rie
canal because thiéy lead to ilontral,whiheli he prioounced
te bc really ,"a winter frozen port." Th as was rallier
an 1mîîfair way of putting it, for, as a matter of fact, the
Canadian camas and the port of Montreal are Open as
carly in tbe spring and are closed as late in ite fail as is
the Erie canal. If thc transportation question is depen-
dent on the length of the open· season then Montreal has
an equal chance as against New York te oblain a fill
share of it, sO far as the Erie canal is concerned. Gov-
ern or Roosevelt should h'ave thought of this before lie
iade Ite inconsequential remnark about our cliiatic coi-
dition. he Governor lias a wrld-wide rapintation as a
brave, impulsive and resolute inn. Whether he speaks
at flic iiead of his rough riders whien stomiing ie forti-
lied positions around Santiago, or is a po.lititiain fromn
the gubematorial clair of the greaît Stite of New York,
or in an after-dimer speech on1 a festive odeCuIsioi, his
opinions alwfays carry weight and respect. SoieCtines
even the wisest of men are led away by tie local enthusi-
asm of the moment. But that is scarcely a sufflcient
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jiistiiication for lie Governor's lapse of sounîd logie in
ls reîuîark abiout Our "frozen prt." JI ouglit to have
knoawn and le surely iîust have .known that, the Erie

Lawrance would nîot bc a paying
operation. _A the sane tiie the iMfayor's scleme brings
to iind tlat tLis saime idea, in various formus, lias 1on1g
beu befiore lte publie. ILt lias bean tlc dreai of mnaniy

iniuîds, buit soiîething lias always couie ruthilessly in ic
way, to destroy the dreami. As an instance iL will be
reieimîbarett by many of our aider readers thiat some
years ago iL was seriously urged in the press by influei-tial
citizens tlat the chaannel fromuî Montreal to Quebec, be-
iow vlicl city it is nîever frozenî over, siould be kept
open by meanîs of ol water pipes laid in tie river. Tie

idea at lirst sceid fCasible and'[ inîîînediately all the couln-
try parisies were up ini aris against sucli an audacions
miîeasurîe. This-should be no cause for wonder. 'Tie
densely iopulaied parishes along tle SL. Lawrence lie-
tweenu iMionitreal and Quebec, have, as a rule, their cont]res
opposite each otier, about evry six miles apart. In ti.
wvinter the only inis of coummaication possible ba-
tweei tliese plarisies is over the ice roads across thie river.
Thfeeling was thon strong that tlie proposition to pro-
vent tiose roads being formed was so objectioiable thîat
lte brilliaut idea of stean piping vas abadoned. 'lie
sane faie vill befall all oLlier atteiipts of this kinid to
uachieve tha impossible.

Diriing lhe season of navigation, til St. Lawrce is
the besit and sioildcl be safest and, tharafore, the

cheapest route lo the oceal. Experience and commî111onîi

seuse alike show, il is otierwise in thie wintr. Mcitreal,
hIowever, il' thiose iiterested iii ils trade a equal to hae
occasion, niiîd avail tlemuselves fi: the opportuiities nîow

oatored can iii a largé mneasure, overcoine the disadvan-
tages of being a "vinter frozen port." In the ordinary

course of trade there imust be central depots for the pro-
ducts of lie country to await favourable. fimes and
neanis for transport. .Montreal should be the most iu-

portantai ofiose cntres, which, it must be acknowledgcd,
il is nol no0w. IL is amientably delicient in storage ele-
vators and wrelouses for that purpose. M'ore sucli re-
quisites providced, Monîtreal would be as well situated as a
distributing centre as Bultalo is in the winter seasoni. The
distance to the scaboard on the Atlantic coast by rail is
shtorter tIain that fron Buffalo, while, in the season of
opei navigation, lie St. Lawrence route olris the su-
preme advaltages of a shorter sea voyage and cooler
route for the agricultural products of the country, be-
sides laving tle service of soine of the finest lines of
ste.îi îslips traversing the ocean.

il, is an irrei'utable fact tlat in some respects Canada
lajours under climatic disadvantages, but she enjoys

nminy compensations. Amnongst then is the hardihood
oI the nortiern race of people it produces. , Canadians
are not slow to see the advantages they possess in this
matter of transportation. Much noney lias becn spenmt
in improving them in the past and it is not likely that the

efioris to gain a full share of the trade will be relaxed in
the future. Year by year, as the population increases in
the West, thie transportation to and from the interior of
ti continent will becoine more important. It is there-
fore only natural that Canadians should endeavour to
nake the most of the special advantages they possess in

order to keep wlat of the trade they now have as wvell as
Io obtain a good share of the greater trade tLat is sure to

,grow up in the near future. This feeling can exist witb-
ont any jealousy or appearance of rivalry with our enter-

priasi!g neighbours to the South, who, in somie respects,
have advantages over us. We rejoice in their prospi
iy,.we admire the energy of a ipeople that lias built up so
great and magnificent a city as New York. At the sane
lime this Doininon is a unit on Cie question of the vaie
:md importance ofi incireasig the traflie on the St. Law-
rence route.

TIE ADVANCE IN CROCKERY.

Witliia the past year crockery lias advanced on an
ave rage 25 per cent. As this is a line whicl appears ta
qulietly ftulfil its mission, not being inclined to herald its
wortl, ehanging styles or necessities for its purclase
ipon tie public mind, il lias gone on aclvancing in price
of late in) keeping with almîost all other staple commodi-
tics wvithout ic public having always been apprised of
the chîange. The multitude of goods which go to coin-
plate the list of the well-stocked crockery store makes it
difficult to specify changes in values, such a task being
of as difliculta nature as to dotai] the changes in the no-
tion department of astock of dry goods.

Glass fruit jars (pints) which were worth $4.50 per

gross a year ago are now worth $6.25; quarts have ad-
vaned froin $5, a- year ago, to $6.75. and hailf-gallon
size from $6.50 to $9. White and printed ware have ad-
vanced 25 to 35 per cent. Plain wluite landled tons
worth a ycar ngo 55 cenifs per dozen are now 70 cents;
colees lien SO cents are now $1.10; 6-incli plates thien
45 cents dozen are iiow approximately 60 cents; 7-inch
folnrmerly 55 cents are now 70 cents, and S-inch, formerly
G5 cents. are now 80 cents per dozen. Lamup goods have
advanced considerably owingto the leavy rise in imetals,
some of the better gradesshowing an advance of 40 per
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eent. Decorated china goods havetnot been advanced
to any extent. Rockingliamn ivare bas also kept at the old
ligure. Glassware shows very little change.

While most of the advances in crockery, toolk place the
last six months of the past year, importers bore did not
raise prices to. correspond. Goods in these lines. are
generally purchased far enough ahead. to admit of. con-
siderable selling'at the old figures in. the event of au ad-
vance. This lias been done in the case of the represen-
tative trade in MVontreal and il is only now. that retailers
are being brought face to face with prices which cause
many to feel they have bee4 selling their own stuk at
but little, if any, advance over present wholesale cost.
The opinion prevails in some quarters that were a higher
tariff placed on crockery, glass and clhiaware of foreign
make, il would be generally benelicial. here in so far as
creating employment through home manufacture, but it
is a question whether either labor or inaterial could be
produced as cheaply. Canada bas nlot yet produced white,
stone ware to equal English goods. Glassware made hare
does not compare in clearness or finish with that of Eng-
lish or U. S. manufacture. In the case of the- latter,
however, there should be no reason why as good glass-

ware can not be made i Canada. The 'United States
protect their interests by a duty of 60 per cent. on such
goods made in England, Germany, Austria, etc., while
w'e have but 30 per cent., with a discount of 25 ofl Eng-
lisli-made goods, and after July 1st, this will he shaded
to equal a duty of 20, per cent. nvi.

The advances above-mentioned have largely been
brought about through the scarcity of coal, and the cor-
respondingly high price, this material being a large it
of expense in the manufacture of ciockery.

THE LOCAL LEGISLATURE AND MONTTREAL.

The Province of Quebec, niore especially the City of
Montreal, will experience a, sense of relief that the ses-
sion of the Legislature is at an end. Looking at the
w'ork that lias been done, it is not possible for tIe.parti-
sans of the governmeni how in power to be enthusiastic
in claiming that the session lias been productive of anj
good at all commensurate with the cost of a session of
the Legislature. These annual sessions are as unneces-
sary as they are daungerous to the rel interests of the
country. No measure of any public importance bas
been passed that will he a public benefit. It. lias been
established that the much vaunted surplus was a myth.
The restoration of the equilibrium between revenue aniid
expenditure bas not yet been reached. Notwithstand-
ing this, subsidies aid grants.have been made for various
purposes in which the mass of the people have no inter-
est, but for which they will eventually have to pay. On
the other hand, instead of a reduction of soine of the
present taxes, as had been expected, sonie additional
ones have been iiposed that will injuriously affect cer-
tain interests, more especially in Mointreal.

As a matter of fact, this city ais coie to be lookei
upon, more and more, year by year, as a fair field to ex-
ploit for money to expeud at the caprice of the govern-
ment of the day, at the'behest of and for Hie profit of the
members of the Legislature representing bbe outlying
rural districts. Some of our city members and others
valiantly oppose the ever growving tendency to develop

this system of spoliation. There are, however, those fron
whomî better iight have been expected, who have eilther
quietly acquieseed in. the injustice or have delibentely
advocated the imposition of burdelns or objectionable
imposts-on this city. One of the most glaring examnples
of this disregard of the opinion of the people of Mont-
real was shown in the treatment accorded the City Bill
presented by the City Council at the opening of the ses-
sion just closed. That Bill dealt with matters entirely
of a doniestic character. It 'as not objected to by anîy
section of the ciizens, althougli some feared that. at-
tenpts wvould be made to tamper with il and surrepti-
tiously undeavour to tick on to it som .t:

for and not wanted. This is exactly %vhat happeied in
the Lower oliuse in dlespite of the efforts of the city's
friends in that Assemibly. Thei malign inluence of somte
of the city's own icembers sulliced to carry the vote of
the country members and the Bill was mubilated and
added to without regard to law or deccucy. Fortunate-
ly he- Legislative Council restored the Bil, to soie-
thing near to its original shape, but, when doing so, coin-
mitted an equally outragéous act by introducing a clause
authorising the city to alienate a part of the Mount Royal
Park to the Motel Dieu for hospital purposes. No no-
tice had been: given that such authority woud b asked
for, and the citizens of Montreal were taken by surprise
when they learned tbat at the request of a nmemnber of the
Lower louse the Private Bills Conniittee of the Logis-
lative Council adopted the clause in question. That
was as flagrant a breach of parliamelitary rule and eti-
quette as was that of the Lower House in regard to the
otier features of the Bill. The Aldermen who repre-
sened .the city did not appear to -have any influence in
this niatter, but it was their clear duty to have called
upon, the. governmnent to see that such legislation should
not be adopted when it had not beenaskd. for, and of
which no notice bad been given. So far as the public
are aware no such representations were made.

When such important changes and additions were
made to the Bill it was within the right and power of
the ·Aldermen in charge of it to have withdrawn it alto-
gether, and on a broad principle aiid as a protest tley
would have been justified in doing so. They did not do
s'and noiw the ciby will have to face the vital question of
the disintegration of the Park by piecencal, wliereas il
should be its·pride and one of its mnost valuable assets.

It is a matter for ragret that this position lias been
brought about t]irough bhme instrunentality cf thle Logis-
lative Council. The Journal of Counerce has ben
one of the most strenîîuoas advocates in maintaiiing its
usefulnessas a barrier to the danger of lasty legisltbion.
This action will remain a blot on the escutcelon o the
Legislative Couneil, and mîîauy of its foriner friends will
have serious doubts as to whether ib is the reas sa fegard
t bas hitherto been cnsidered. In this case the hos-

pital authorities lad not applied for the cession ot bhe
land; in the City Couincil the question nover had been
broached, or evehi lîjnted at, and the citizens to whon the
Jand behelongs ]had never ]icard a whisper of thîe propoed
raid on the Park property. Notwithîsta.nding aIl that
flie Legislative Council book Hc initiative ind the an-
thority to alienate sme 10 acres'of the Parkthe nearest
to the centre of the ci, ln favour of an iinstitutioni that
lias not even asked for it, and w]ili aiready owns about
150,000 feet of unoccupied land adjacent to its build-

THJE CJITTS RESERVE FUND.

he appopriation of a large sum ot of thé ciy's "re-
sûr-ve 'fund for clearing away 'the snow establishes* a

nosf dangerous precedent. That reserve 'fund is re-

luired by law Lo be maintained to the ex'tent of $150,000
L mîd any grave, uiforeseen, emergeney, whieli calls

for loipt expenditure to check the eviL Ainongst -
lhese possible emergencies, is, an "imundation."- Now
to avoid such an event by remoiîig snlow is one of tlie

0on1ihiary, the routine duties of the City Council. Every
wmter this city lias a lieavy snowfa ll, nld every winter

there is risk of inundation if large heas of sirow aru left
on tLc streets. A reserve fund is .not meint to provide
for what eau be for6seen, wvlhat nust oecur evéry seasôn
if the streéts are néglected. This year, unfortunîately,
the snow fell late in the season, what is thd average fll
for the winter cane altogeLher, iin one week. This wvas
no unforeseen energency, for the later the snow's arrivail
the greater the eertainty of its requiring an extra eroit
for its îemoval. When it came the street raihvay coi-
pany quickly Liseliarged their share of the w'ork of re-
imoval by piling the snow wvhich fell o tiheir tracks
where it lad to be renoved by the city. T.Lhis arrange-
ment shows how mîuch better a conpany managed by

-b-Iusiness iin can takie care of its interests [han a city
corporation takces care of public interests. Iinoving
the snow so piled up at the sides of streets an enormous
anoiunt of labour. and tinie was wvasted by dragging
sniall loads a mile or.so up hi]] to a d nip, when, it imight
easily, in a quarter of the time, have been carried to the
river by carts or electrically propelled waggons, or to a
damp in the easLend, easily reached. The only grave
eciergency Ihis.year was the usual lack of foresight,
cnergy, and capacity to provide for an annual event on
the part of tlie City officials. So long as the city's reserve
fund Cau be used to make up tlie deficit caused by ne-
glecL, by iiicapacity to provide for a yearly need, that
fund will be so misused. The consequence will be, tInt
when a ieal cniergeiiey arises, some.ealamity tlat cannot
hie foreseen, flie funid provided by law to ineet il will lie
foîind to have been.frittered away in outlays ihat ouîght
ho be as regularly provided for as any otlier civie seryice.
The city authorities nced to have 'their attention called
to this being tlie year 1900, as tley appear to be living

an c in iit by-gonie ci-a.

GAS LEAMKINC AND FIRES.
Unlerwriters iii the -United States have evidenced

much anxiety over the ire risks incident upon the leak-
age of gas under imipervious pavements. They consider
suic leakage dangerous lo buildingsfronting on streets
paved 'ith asphalt. Fron leakage loss per mile of main
of lie London com-tpanies, aei-aging 534,416 cubic feet
per fi the leakoge of the companies supplying the
principal Aneican cities imay be assumed. As a rule,
main leakages wili be found mnueh larger there than in
England, 'for the rinson ihat mains on tihis side are more
freaucntly and more seriously disturied by street excava-

tion. A. gas leakage in one of the largest American
cities as great as 870,000 cibie feet per mile of main per
annumu is recorded. Always a serions matter, as affect-
ing life and property, the evil of gas leilkage is empha-
sized in many wvays ly the substitution of impervious
pavements for the loose stone pavements of former times.
Any pavement wihh is water-tight is practically gas-
jilit. The leakage of gos mains, which ormerly worked
itself to the surface ain escnped into the air, too diluted
to be dangerous, now follows the "path of least resist-

On the
22nd inst. a explosion of gas occuriced in a telephone
iman-hole-i Detroit A-inaiin standing on the cover was
blown 15 feet'into the air, whose injuries will probably
be fatal. The street at the tinie was sO coated with ice
as to be iipervious to the -escaping gas, whih collected
in the man-hole and wvas fired in soie unknowmïni way.

The U. S. National Board of Fire TJuderwritérs de-
sires information r elating to this subject. .Uncerwriters
are invited to give attention to what is considered one of
great and increasing importance that bas hitherto been
overlookéd in the analysis of fire risks in cities. It'is
certainly most desirable to have a iatter of this kind in-
vestigated So that. if the alleged danger exists, steps
should be taleni to avoid or mitigate the risk; and, if it is
not found to bc what is supposed, the alarni respceting
it may subside. It las been suggested that each gas
conpany be required to place stop valves in its inains so
that, in case of a fire, the supply of gas could be promptly.
cut ofR and so prevent its feeding the fanes.. Unfortui-
