Infaot it gives Pentecost as the
Caurch's ‘Birthday.’ It is a ‘story in the most
literal sense of the word; butit is a history as
well, and comes most seasonubly at & time
‘when the question &s to the Primitive Church
receives su many and sach different answers,
Mr. Nys writes himself ‘Financial Secretar
to the Church Defence Institntion,’ and kis boo
is the best apologia possible. It gives facts, as
an antidote to certain fiolions which might else
pass ourrent for facts in & popular mapunal
issued by a body of distinotive controversialists,
Mr, Nye's story does not avowedly enter the
liats sgainst this partionlar work ; in faot, it is
rather historical than apologetio, and certainly
not aggreseive; bat it is better ocalculated to
frustrate the evil such publioations are designcd
to do than such ponderous defences as Lord
Belborne’s, whioh, however soand, is in no sense

The list of communicauts is
large, and the celebrations, weekly; Another
improvement contemplated is the introduction
of a surpliced choir of men and boys, At pre.

OUR INDIAN HOMES.

———

To the Hditor of the Church Guardian !
Sig,—A few days ago I addressed an official

letter to the Secretary of the. Board of Domestio
Missions, setting forth the difficulties undor
which I have been lsboring in endeavoring to
carry on my now extensive work among the
Indians with so little steady support to depend
upon ; and definitely «ffered to hand over to
the Society the whole of my work at Saalt Ste,
Marie, at Elkhorn, and st Medicine Hat, if they
would undertakeit and merely employ me,if they
saw fit to do 80, 8s general manager or superin-
tendent. I at the same time sent copies of my
letter to the Board, to the Bichop of Qu'Appelle,
Algoms and Rapert's Land, asking them if
they saw fit to do so to endorse my application.
The Bishop of Algoms is at present orossing the
Atlantio, 8o that I havo not been able to hear
from him ; but the Bishops of Qu'Appelle and
Rapert's Land have both answered me very
kindly, and I hope they wi'l not mind my now
sending you copies of their letiers for publioa-
tion, I take the liberty to sppend also an ex-
tract from a letter received lately from the Ven.
Archdeacon Phair, Superintendent of Indian
Missions in Manitoba,

The Bishop of Rupert's Liand writes 1=

Dear Mr. Wilion —I am sorry that you are
finding such difficulty in the support of yonr
Homes, and I think it would be well for you if
the Church in Canada would take the burden off
you. Ishould be very glad if the Charch in
Canada would take up your Blkhorn Home or
open Missions here, and I shall gladly cooperate
with them and allow them to manage matters,
and I look for their generous help to our efforta,

But the management of our own Home aund
efforts muet be with ourselves We oannot
think of passing them over to the Board in
Canada, We weloome efforts of theirs hereand
these they oan fully mauage. We welcome
also aid to our efforts, Bat our own Homo snd
Missions we must manage ourselves, whether,
when the Chureh is anited, if that happens,
there oan be a joint organisation is a different
matter, I am faithfally yours,

The Bishop of Q1'Appelle writes :

My Dear Mr. Wilson,—1 certainly most
thoroughly and cordislly agree with the con-
tents of your letter to the Board of Domestic
and Foreign Missions, Speaking of this Dio-
cese at least I feel that we are in a very oritical
position with regard to Indian Missions, and
that there is very great dauger of othur bodies
entirely taking up the work that we onght to
be foremost in doing, owing to our insufiiciency
of means and lack of united effort in our Church.
Asg you truly remark the Government is subsi.
dizing largely the efforts of those religious
bodies that shew themselves willing and able to
make large offers on account of their centralised
organization. We, depending on Diocesan
efforts, in such a poor Diocese as this, are pow-
erless, I am convinced that the only hope for
the work of Indian schools being ocarried on in
s manner worthy of our Charoh, is that the
Church through some ouctral agenoy such as
the B. of D. & F. M, should undertake the work
with real energy and determination, as a work
for which the whole Church is responsible. It
is not fuir that the burden should bo left to a
private individual like yourself. It does seem
a disgrace to our Church that a bailding like
the one youn have erected at considerable trou-
blo at Mcdicine Hat should be left empty for
want of means to oarry it on, Unless our
Charch arouses herself to her responsibility
very soon and throws berself into the work that
the C.M.8. is now almost abandoning, the op-
portanity will have passed away, and others
will have completely oconpied the groand,

meant by being pressed and anxious, and to
lack sympathy also, bat I am far from btlieving
that the good work the Liord has enabled you
to accomplish is going t)» remain under its pre-
gent cloud. Let as spread the matter betore
the Lord in faith. {t he is not able to solve
the difficulty it is certain we ocannot. I quite
agree with you that there is & special need for
pressing the claims of the Indian Homes upon
the Board of Domestie and Foreign Missions,
and I shall bo astonished if something is nov
done by that body at onos rather than see these
most important Institutions bacomo crippled or
get Into vhe hands of those who will give us all
more work to do. Sarely no thinking Church-

WOMAN IN THE GOSPELS,

‘Him. ‘His blood be on us and on our children,’
women were weeping over Him in tender pity.
Even Pontius Pilate’s wifo, Pagan a8 she was,
interceded for Him, and tried to presorve Him
unharmed. Faithful women watched His barial,
even after all men had left the closed tomb,
Women were at the Sepulohro earlier than men
on Easter morning, and to them first the risen
Lord showed Himself. The slow-hearted Apos-
tles themselves heard first from women that the
Lord had risen, and even then they had not the
grace to bslieve. It is no wonder then that
Christianity bas elevated women more highly
than she has stood anywhere clse througbout
the history of the whole world, And the woman
who is not & Christian is & traitor to her own
sex.—Rev. J. H. Hopkins, D.D.

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. 'CHE UNITY MOVEMENT,

By the Rev. W. 8. Sayers, General Secretary
of the Chusch Unity Society.

The discussion of unity which began about
the tiime of the organization of the Churoh
Uhnity Society, in 1586, has already had marked
results, It is no small thing to have placed
before the distracted religious worid the fair
ideal of & United Chureh, and to have made the
Historic Episcops'e an object of attention and
study. To gain the atiention of our separated
brothren is the first step ; then comes the olear-
ing away of irrelevant and secondary issues ;
and finally ensues the discussion of the real
questions on their merits. This is the order in
which the movement must priceed and which
will require years for its settlement. Butalready
cheering prugress has been made on these very
lines. The outery against our ‘pretensions,’
the hasty rejeotivn of cur proposals, the heated
rebukes of our ‘arrogance,’ even the calm dis~
approval of our ‘declaration,’ really count for
nothing in reepect of the final result. These
ebullitions ard santsgonisms, however disap-
pointing to our first ardor, are just what might
have been cxpeoted with certainty. They are
no evidenco of the ‘pricking of the bubble.’
They are the necessary convomitants of the
movement and the hopeful indications of its
progress. 'The real strength of the movement
is undorneath, and as yot unseen., The transi-
tory and superficial festures scon pass away,
There is now need of patient work, Bat just
at this present phase of the matter it is neces—
sary to take note of a few points which are of
the first importance to us as having a vital
bearing on onr own line of action.

And first of all, it must be noted that unity
¢an never be aitained by minimizing our points

1 of difference with the sette, for those differences

are radical ; vor by fraternizing, exohanging of
‘pulpits,’ unfon services, denial of the divine
origin of the Church and ministry, or the like.
Logioally, this couree is an absurdity ; morally,
it is disloyslty ; practically, it is a failare.
Mapy who began in this way, moved by
warmth of sentiment, are beginning to see this.
It is eafe to prediot that this short out towards
a false unity will in no long time be entirely
abandoned, '

In the second place, it must be accepted as
an axiom that there can be ne unity without
entire submission to the Charch. Oar separat-
ed brethren must be converted, have a change
of heart, and surrender unconditionally. This
may sound like begging the whole guestion.
nevertheless, we mnst stand steadfast, patient,
loysl and hopeful until this comes, ss it surely
will in God’s good time. There is & close
parallel between sabmission to Christ and sub-
mission to Hig Chuich, In each there must be
complete metancia, For this we must wait,
work, and pray,

Thirdly, it is now becoming evident that the
resl, the principal, obstacle to unity is insuffi-
clent knowledge of the Church. The populsr
objeotions to the Churoh are due to an astound-
ing yet prevalent ignorsnce of her dootrines,
her history, and her authority, It is impossible
to believe that the thousands of Christian men
now in schism are wilfully and consciously
guilty of that sin. A wide correspondence ex-
tending over several years as secretary of the
Church Unity Society, s well a8 an extended
personal interconrse with men ontside, has con-
firmed the writer in his conviotion that the
sects have no proper conception of the Church
por our reasons for being Churchmen, The
provailing ignorance is most surprising. In
almost every instance where men have come
into the unity of the Church, and mnotably in
those who now form a large part of our own
clergy, the testimony is unanimous to this fact,
and further, that when once thisignorance was
removed, the attraction of the Chureh was
irresistable, If we believe that the Churoch is
all glorious within, we must believe that men
are cutside because they oannot see that glory.
The attitude of the varions depominations res-
pecting onr overtures is fully explained by this
laot, The replies to the Bishop's declaration
ocould never have been written nor endorsed by
men who were adeguately acguainted with the
history of the Church, Ali the.e considerations
lead to the nexs step,

If schism is based on ignorance, our duty is to
remove that ignorance. We are to place the
reagone for our f{aith before those who are
ignorant of those reasons and of that faith, We
are to put the faots before our brethren, and
with all gentle insistance guide them to the
light. We certainly have a duty and & respon-
sibility in this matter. God has entrusted His
Church fo our keeping. He will require an
aocount of our stewardship, We have been
commissioned to preach the {whole) Gospel to
every oreature, to heretic, schjsmatio, snd to
Romanist, a8 well a8 to pagan, to infide], and o
heathen. If our position is trae as against
eohism and Romanism we are bound to assert,
to defend, and to prove that position in the
most publio and convincing wmanner, We are
not to be content merely to hold the truth, we
are to make it knowun, Uity will not come of
itself, Woe are to forward it. No other Chris
tian body oan or will acoomplish it. It is our
peouliar mission. ~The future of the movement
rosts in our hands;: We noed to be tonched with
8 holy enthusiasm and a missionary zesl in thus
carrying out our mission to the Christians of
this land, Oar brethren of the denominations
are honest, they are what their training has
made them, They are not likely to find the
truth in their sectarisn environments. If we
withhold the truth from them, where shall they
find it? _They will follow the truth when they
seo it, Wo must reach them, The way to do

thisis not bi'preauhing sermons to our own
oongregations, nor by writing books for our
own people, and yet which never reach those
who need them most. We must adopt

MOBE AGGRE3EIVE, FAR-RYAOHING METHODS.

We are to enter upon & ‘campaign of educa-
tion,’ and we must learn some things from the
children of this world. Political parties scok
to gain votes by educating the people; they use
the newspapers, public meeticgs, printed matter
in the mails, effeotive widespread organizations,
They thus plave their platforms, theirdoctrines,
and their arguments before every voter in the
land., Would that we could place the Church
and her higtory as completely before every
Christian soul in this land, Todo this we must
uge somewhat simiiar methods. And this is the
work that the Church Uity Soociety aims to do,
1t seeks by every legitimate means to bring the
Church fairly before the people, and to give the
reasons for our position, To do this the sosiety
has » widespread organization, and seorataries
in nearly all the dioceses. Itis patiently and
persistently endeavoring to send through the
mails to every sectarian minister in the land,
pspers on the Charch, Unity, and the Episco-
pate, prepared by persons who atand high in
the confidence of the Church. Bat thisis only
& beginning of what it hopes to accomplish,

Its future depends wholly on the support and
confidence given it by the Churach,

The Bishops have pat forth their declaration,
They can do nothing more, Taeir action needs
now to be supplemented and seconded ; their
position maintained, vindioated, and, if neces.
sary, extended and amplified. The Church
Unity Society, althongh nearly all the Bishops
are connected with it as honorary vice presi-
dents, is yet unofficial in its oharaoter, and can
thus enter upon this work with peculiar advau-
tages.

The times are ripe for this campaign of edu-
cation, Men are thinking of unity as never
before, There is a growing weariness of divi-
sion, of conflict, and of contending oreeds. The
better part of the religious world is locking for
the way of peace, Be it ours not only to pro-
olaim the beanteous vision of a united Christen-
dom, but also to point ont to all men THE
WAY to its realization, aver remembering that
this is the real way to convert the world to
Corist, for without unity missions will never
sucoeed, but when the disciples are ome, the
world will believe,

The Church Uity Society with its agressive
yot coneervative methods, its loya! spirit, and
its effective organization, has & just olaim to
the support of those who long for the falfilment
of our Saviour's prayer, ‘that they all may be
one,’

THE MYSTERY UF LIFE.

The prohibition of the use of blood as humsan
food, dating from the days of Noah, when ani-
mal food was first given to man (Gen, ix. 4),
and continued nnder the Mosaio dispensation,
and the severe penalty attached to & breach of
this prohibition under the Lievitical law (Lev.
xvii. 10), are in such marked contrast to the
declaration of our Liord as recorded by St, John
(vi. 58)—'Except ye eat the fleeh of the Son of
Man- and drink His blood, ye have no life in
you'—that we can ecarcely feel surprised when

we read that ‘from that time many of His dis-
oiples went back, and walked no more with
Him.! That we may act more wisely, and see
in both the prohibition—‘Ye shall eat the blood
of no manner of flssh,’ and the injanotion,
Drink ye all of it'—a ‘perfectly consistent re-
gard for the highest interests of mankind, we
shall not be anprcfitably employed in a brief
consideration of the more prominent points of
the subjeot, :

Lite is the orowning mystery of creation.

The more we attempt to fathom it, the more are
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our minds lost in its contemplation. We must
ba content to receive as the only—and shall we
not bo wise to add; the suffioient 7—explanation
of its origin, the inspired declaration of Holy
Soripture that the Creator ‘breathed into man's
nostrils the breath of life, and man became a
‘living soul’ (Gen, ii, 7). The life thus be-
gtowed was given, as its vehiole of intermission,
the blood, which courses through the whole
framework of the body, whether of man or
besast, and to mark the sacred charaoter of life,
even that of the lower animsals, which were
given to be meat for man, it was commanded
to abstain from using the blood—*Bat flash with
tho life thereof, which 1is the blood thereof,
shall yenot eat’; while with regard to mau, the
game Divine Creator decreed that ‘Whoso
gheddeth man’s blood, by man shall his blood
be shed.’ (Gen, ix 6) Thas we see that by the
prohibition of the use of blood as food, man was
tanght to regard life in the lower animals asa
sacred gift of God, wol to be wantonly taken
away ; baut if their flash was required for the
gugtenance of human life, the blood which coa-
tained the life was to be poured on the earth as
an offaring to Gd who gave it

In pursning our irquiry relative to thiv mat-
ter, we find that the use of blood was to have a
peculiarly sacred significance, and such signi-
ficanco as was apparsatly derived from its
being Lhe repository of life.

It was on the ocoasion of the deliverance of
the Iaraclites from the Eryptian bondage, that
wa have the firat intimation of the use of b ood
s & sacred memorial before God. When the
insulted Msjesty of Heaven would no longer
bear with the obstinacy of Pharaoh, who had
hardened his heart against the signs, and won-
ders, and sore jadzments, whish ocalled on him
to acknowledge the supremsoy of Jehovah, and
God had determined to inflict on him and on
his people the fearful calamity of the death of
every firet born of Egypt, ‘from the first-born
of Paraoh that sitteth upon the throne, even
unto the firat born of the mnaid-servant that
is behind the mill'—then it was that the Lsrasl-
ites were commanded to take & lamb without
blemish (showing no sigans of imparity in the
blocd), and having killed it in the evening, to
take of the blood, and strike it on the two side
posts and on the upper door-post of tho houses
wherein they shall eatif, anl wive I see the
blood I will pase over you, and tho plague shall
not be upon you to destroy you. ¢ The Israslites
obeyed the command, and their first born escap
ed the visitation which fell on every family of
the Egyptians ; there was agreat ory in Egypt
for there was not a house where there was not
one dead.” (Exodus xii. 30. The solemn pro-
iection thus rendered by the sprinkled blood,
must have g'ven it a conseorated charaoter in
the minds of the Israelites, even before the
Divine command given to Moges, to offer the
blood of slain beasts at the door of the taber-
nacle of the congregation, or to pour it ont
upon the earth as water,

No declaration oan be more emphatioc than
that which asserts the presence of the life of
animals in the blood. ‘The life of the flash is
in the blood, and I have given it to you upon
the aitar to make an atonement for ‘your soul’
{Lev. xvii 11), Our everyday experience and
obgervatiop enables us to verify the assertion
that the life is in the blood. A man may be
deprived of one limb after another, but the lifs
ig intaot, unless by the too great loss of bleod,
or by its hecoming gangrenous, the aoction of
the heart is impeded and ultimately oceases.
The light of revelation given us in the Gospel of
our Lord Jesus Chriat, enrables us to discern
that which was probably a profound mystery to
the ohildren of Israel, namely, how the blood
should make an atonement for the sonl, We
know that tho blocd of buils sed of goats could
not take away gin, bt we see in the poured out
and rprinkled blood of the Jewish sa-rifices, &
life~givirg type to the true worshipper of Him
Whose biood, and therewith His mortal life,
would be offered as an all-sufficient sacrifice for

the sins of the whole world, Oa this &ll im-
portant subject the REpistle to the Hebrews
affords us sll the teaching that 8 humble in-
quirer would desire. Tho pious Jew, in making
his sin offering, would acknowledge his sin. and
the justice of its penalty, and the need of an
atonement by & sacrifice of life, with possibly a
dim perceplion of the typioal character of
Abrabam’s offering of his son Iszao, and its
faifilment when the Massinh should appear.
Oar blessed Lord by His Inoarnation became a
son of Adam, an inheritor with the human
brotherhood of the sinfulness of man; and by
the shedding of His blood on the Cross of.Cal-
vary Ha poared on the ground the blood of the
morial flesh, and in instituting a Saoramental
Blood communicate: His Divine life to His
faithful people.

The heart is both a racervoir and a fountain
of the blood, and offors us an au apt illustra-
tion of the workings of spiritual life. Having
received into itself the blood, which by passage
through the varions parts of the body has be.
come impare and tainted, the heart, by a won-
deroms mechanism which only a Divino Creator
could originate and kesp in action, again
discharges it; o pass into & yurifying
receptacle, wiore by ocontsct with the pure
breath of Heaven it is restored to & healthy

‘eondition, and is capable of reinvigorating the

animal frame. Even so the rogenerated ohild
of God, passing through the many trials and
temptations of this wicked world, may have his
spiritual life more or less deteriorated, and in
capable of healthy action, until by supplicating
and receiving the purifying breath of the Holy
Spirit as conveyed in the Blessed Communion
of Christ’s body and bicod, he is st engthened
and refreshed for the couflict with the world,
the flash, and the devil,

Secing thon that the heart is the organ by
whioch the life-sustaining blood is cireulated
through the whole body, it is not to be wonde:-
od at that this part of the human frame shonld
bo spoken of in Holy Soripture as the seat of
the affections and passions. The Lord of Life
taught that ‘O1t of the heart prooeed evil
thoughts, murders, adulteries, fornications,
thefts, false witnesses, and blasphemies® (St
Matt, xv. 19); and on the other hand we ave
required to love God with all our hearts, to
purify our hearts, to keep our hearts with all
diligence, for ‘out of them are the isaues of life’
(Prov. iv.23). If the heart beright in the
sight of Gtod, the head and the members of the
body osnnot go far astray; the intellootual
faculties will be kept in subjection, and thoir
powers diverted from the mere attainment of
knowledge, to the wisdom of applying itin the
highest services of mankind, the advancement
of truth and righteousness, and the acknow-
ledgmont of the goodness, the power, the
majasty, and the illimitable sovereignty of the
great Creator.

In conclading these brief remarks, the writer
would call attention to the appropriateness and
deep significance of the institation of Bread and
Wine, as representative of Christ's Body and
Blood in the solemn oelebration of the Holy
Communion, This is concisely explained in the
Church Catechism, which teaches that the bene
fits whereof we are partakers thereby are ‘The
strengthening and refreshing of our sounls by
the Body and Blood of Christ, as our bodies are
by the Bread and Wine." The spiritual life of
Christ is commuuicated to the soul of man by
the epiritnal receiving of His Blood, and thus
we become ‘one with Chrigt and Christ with uy';
and they who thoughtlessly or scornfully turn
away from His invitation may be reminded that
it wus Christ Himself Who declared ‘Except ye
oat the flesh of the Son of Man, and drink His
Blood, ye have no life in you' (John vi. 63).
and here a solemn question arises, namely,
whether the withholding of the cup from the
laity be not a praotical subversion of Holy
Communion, and an abrogation of the Saocra-
ment, by the denisl of that part of it which is
more especially emblematic of the life which

Christ intended to convey. This is a very
gericus matter for the consideration of those
who think and speak lightly of our differences
with the Roman Charch, and of those who
wonld persuade us that the dootrinal difficulties
may be bridged over.—J. F. in Family Church~
man,

READING IN CHURCH,

passage of Soripture read impressively arrests
nenessarily the attention of every hearer., A
correspondent, ¢ Arthur M.,’ is, we hope, giving
too dark & view of matters, but his testimony
has too much truth in it. He saya:

¢ What oan he thought of that clergyman's
seaso of the seomly who recites the oollests in
a breath ; who has said threo fourths of his ver.

gicle by the time the congregation has consluded
ita response ; who s mumbles the moro solemn
portions of the serviee as to be inaudible to the
congregation; and who monotones the Lassons
of the day at so rapid & pace as to convey no
idea of what he is saying to his hearers ¥ Yet
these are common aocte, and oan bo witnessed in
s multitude of churchas,

‘We have a right to expect tho evidence of
reverence aund docency in the offoring up of
publio prayer, and sach intolligeat reading of
the Soripture as will enablo evon the less edu-
cated to enter into tho spirit of the narrative,
Too frequontly, indeed, even the matter is lost
—s0 indistinot, rapid, and affected is the style
of the reader,

‘Yot it was even 80 in George Herbert's day.
For what saya ¢ Izaak’ Walton in his life of the
saintly rector of Bemerton ?

* And to this I must add that if ho (George
Herbert) wore at any timo too zaalous in his
germons, it was in reproving the indecencies of
tho people's behaviour in the time of divine
garvice, and of those ministers that huddled up
the Church prayers without & visible revorence
and affo~tion—namely, such as seemed to say
the Lord's Prayer or Collect in a breath; but for
himself his custom was to stop botwixt every
Collect and give the poople time to consider
what they had prayed, and to foroe their desires
affectionatoly to God byfore he engaged them
into new poetitions.’

* With regard to the reading of tho Lieasons,
I might quote Hooker :

I hope we may presumo that a rare thing it
is not in the Chareh of God, even for that very
word which is read to be noth presently (i.e.,
at the time) their joy and afterward their study
that hear it’ (Of. Ps. cxix, 16).

If our readers would desire to see what ‘un-
sectarian eduoation,’ as it is oalled, has come to
in Franoce, we can refer them to a ‘Manaal of
Unseotarian Jnstruction,” in daily use in tho
State-asided public elementary rohools of Paris,
The following are some questions and answers
1o be fcand in this catechism :

Teacher—What is God ?

Child—We cannot tell.

Teacher—Do you acknowledge a Saperior or
controlling Being ?

Child—Why should we? Prove to us the
necessity, and show Him to us.

Teacher—it csunot be proved that such s
Being isindispensable,

Child—Then it is waste of time t2 talk aboat
the matter,

The oatechism is summed up in these words:
—‘The term ‘God' has no gignifieation; it
means nothing at all,’

It is & startling fact mentioned in The Banner
that ‘in Wales, with & popnlation of about
1,600,000 souls, there are fifty public elementary
sohools, rate-sided and State aided, in which
the Holy Bible is a prohibited book, and in
which neither prayer nor religious teaching are
permiited.” Thank God that, with all our short-
comings, we have no such Board Schools estab-
1 shed in this country, and that, moreover, there
is no prospect of snoh !

A corréspondent writing in the oolumns of
the National Church says: ‘In Qoctober, 1839,
1 obtained from the Church Defence Lastitution
a set of four cards showing the succession of
the Welsh Bishops from the earliest times,
These I had put up in the vestry. We had s
choir of twenty five men and boys, nearly all
of them miners, and I was greatly pleased to
find (whenever I went to the vestry before ser-
vice) some of them studying with interest and
wondering admiration these telling tables.
From the remarks which they occasionally
made to me aboat them, I used to foel that those
tables were doing, not merely in but throngh
these choir members, real and solid Church
work.’

THE FOREIGN MISSION FIELD
FIGURES vs. FACTS,

It is difficult to imagi e, says the

¢ Mission Field,' thet & statement
reported in the newspapers to have
been made by o Dr Casarte'li at the
Conference in Westminster Hall was
aclually made. If he raid it, be
lieving it to be trae, his ignorance
op the subject of his own address is
remarkable That he should have
de'iberstely made a fal:e statement
we would not say, both because such
an imputation is one we would de-
gire to avoid, and because the error
is tco ontrageously gross. A fabri-
cator aims at likeness to truth, Ouar
only difficulty in attributing the
blunder to the reporters is that the
context implies that rome such pas-
gage did occur in the speech. How-
ever, the question between the
speaker and hiz reporters does not
concern us much, We only meution
the matter, bacause Ifriends have
written, expecting a refutation. The
following is the psssage; ‘In India
lagt year all the Protestant missions
numbered 841, and they mansged
to secure 298 converts at an expense
of £48 0600, while in one Catholic
diccese alone, which contained seven
millions of people, the Church had
roceived double the number of adults
roceived by all the Protestant
Churches put together.

Wo have no’ returns of all the
missions in India fcr l1sst yerr, The
S.P.G. Annunl Report (of the
Saciety's Missiota alone) will give
us quite enough information to ena-
ble us. o answer this pecoliar stato-
ment. In one diocese alone, that of
Chota Nagpore, whore the Society's
grant was only £2 704, and where
there are on'y five Ewiopean mis-
sionaries besides the Bishcp, there
wete in the year 888 baptisms in the
Church of ¥ngland Mitsion, and of
these no less thau 377 were converts
from heathenism That is to eay.
there were in this one Misxion 79
more converig in the year than the
speaker is reported to have said
there were in ‘all the Protestant
missions’ in the whole of India.

Porhaps this is enough. A refer.
once to the Society's report w.ll
supply plenty more of such eloguen$
figures if they are wanted. Fur
instance, besides these baptisms in
Chota Nagpore, there we e 577
cateccuumens p-eparing for holy
baptism, In Madras, in the Society s
Migsions elone thers were 646 bap-
tisms of adults, 1,690 of childrin,
and 11.375 catechumens, Piohatly
Dr, Casartelli s speech will bs quoted
by those who must be finding it
difficalt to give a reasocable look io
their declaration that the,; * do mt
believe in foreign missions,’

MHlected a member of the
Standing Commi tee in 1869, he was
in 1884 appointed a Vice President,
ard he had been gince 1878 one of
the Society's B ard of Examiners,
appointed annually by the two
Archbithops and the Bishop of Lon-

don, of which at the time of his
death he was the senior member.
But Canon Cadman's services to
the Soeiety were not limited to at—
tenlance at its couneils, His ac-
knowledged position in the Evangel-
ical party in the Churoh ¢f England
served {o attract to the Society the
support of those who buat for his
sympathy wou'd kave been apt to
igoore the Soc'sly's eomprehersive
character. In s speech at Liverpool
in 1884 Canon Cadman thus sta ed
his relatiovs with the Society and

¢ rdislly advoca‘ed i!s c'aims to a|k

larger mrasure of
Liverp:ol :

*Iam hero not becau:e I have
given up or departed from any prin
ciples or views that I held when I
firat started on my public ministry,
I have qui'e a8 hea:ty and firm an
attachment now, s then, to what
are usualy called the Evangelioal
principles, which are held and pro
fessed in the Articles and Liturgy
snd Homilies of the Church of
Ergland., I have had no occss'on
and have seen Lo reason to alter my
opinions, At the same t'me I am
aware that amongst many per:ons
thexe i & sort of feeling that the
Socie'y for the Propagation of the
Gospel cancot bo heartily and con
sistently s-pported by Evangelical
men. Indeed, pamphlets have been
published and statements made with
the view of discouraging support,

. My ioference is that the Society
for the Propsgation of the Gospel in
Foreign Parts, according toits theory
and principles, wishes to be a faithfak
represoentative of our Church of
England—as distinetiye in doctrine
88 broad in osmprehensiveness, not
more &rd not less; as simple in its
aim, * To prowote the Glory of Al-
mighty G.4.

*On the whole, my conclusion is
thag it is to be regretted that attacks
on the Society and complaints of its
actiun should be made by Chrigtian
bre'hren, members of the eame
Chu ch, who neither help its coun-
sels, mor coniribute anything to
promote i's efficiency, nor open their
eyes and ears to see and hear the
great and manifest blessings which
God is pleased .to pour upon its
imperfect instrumentality.

As Can:n of Canterbury, he t-ok
a wsrm intcre.t jn St Augustine's
College and he slways sympathized
with the progress of those who went
out fiom it {o fight the battle of the
Church in foreign parts.
