A TERRIBLE PICTCRE.,

A correspondent on H. M. gunboat Gos-
hawk, which is distributing meal among the
Westera Islands, writes from Innishar, off
Galway :(— It is a terrible state of aflnirs.
Fifty iamilies here eke out a miserable exist.
ence. Their houses are small heaps of dirty
stoned. Their land is rock and soft bog.
Hunger and want are every place visible.
The people go naked and without food, Many
are slowly starving to death. Such scenes of
appalling destitution I never before wit-
nessed. Every step we took brought
before our view new and more tear-
ful plctures of destitution and sufter-
ing. The more we saw, the more certain
did death from starvation appear the in-
evitable fate of nearly every man, womnn and
chiid on the Island. Gaunt, thin and pale
were the faces of men, natarally of herculean
build. The features of the women and chil-
dren were overspread by the ghastly pallor of
hunger. In many cabins children crouched
shivering and almost naked around the fire.
When I entered they sprang behind tbeir
mother, whose single garment, or thin dress,
was but the slightest protection against the
wind -which blew through the broken roof.
On the fire was the diuner, & pot of brown
green seaweed. It i certain that unless they
are well cared for dozens will die of starva-
tion.”

" SHOOKING MISADMINISTRATION.

The same corresponcent writes from Innis-
boffin concerning the shocking misadminis-
tration on the part of the ofiicials thers. The
Government dispensary officer had no drugs,
the relieving officers no feod. One woman
at Ienst had died in consegquence. The poor
law inspector bad not visited the Island for
three vears.

LARGE SUMB YET NEEDED.

The Mansion House Committee to-day dis-
tributed £4,000. If the distress last tiil
August, a distribution at the same rate would
require £184,000.

THE APPARITIONS AT KNOCK

A Visit to the Byrne Familly—Their Evis
dence—Personal Sketches of the Wit
nesses.

I promlised, in my last letter, to luy before
your readers particulars of the evidence as to
the several apparitions, which I collected
directly on the spot. Beit observed at the
outset that Itook nothing atall upon hear-
say. Such testimony, if gathered, would fill a
volume, for everybody I met was full of what
he had heard respecting the wonderful sighta
beheld at various times within the past six
months on the gable of the now famous vil-
lage church, The persons examined by me,
and referred to in the narrative, are oaly
stch ag declared that they saw with their own
eyes what they described. Feeling the grave
responsibility of the duty imposed on me,
the duty of acting, in this extraordinary case,
as the medium of communication between the
people at Knock and the general public of
this and other countries,I was governed by two
principal rules of action, the first of them
being to take none but direct evidence, and
the gecond to test both the credibility and
memory of the witnesses, by carefully noting
their manner while I conversed with them,
and by putting such questions as enabled me
to judge how far the narrative given by each
one was consistent with itself, and with the
accounts aftorded to me by others.

The apparitions to be dealt with in these
letters are three in number—namely, that of
the 21st of August, 1879, the eve of the QOc-
tave of the Assomption; that of the 2nd of
Januaiy, In the present year ; and that of the
5th of January, the eve of the Epiphany.

For the convenience of the reader, I pro-
pose to arrange the evidence &0 as to retain
those dates in their proper order.

On presenting myself at the house of Mra.
Byrne—which, as observed in my last letter,
stands a couple of fields apart from the high
road, and in the immediate neighborhood of
the church—I found the family occupied In
extending hospltality to quite a number of
visitors. Some were neighbors, who had
happened to drop in for a chat on their home-
ward way from the village; others—travellers
from & distance—were anxious, like myself,
to hear from the Mips of the eye-witnesses a
full and particular account of the wonderful
apparition of last August. Seated beside
the kitchen.fire, Margaret Byrne, the younger
sister, conversed witha group of women and
girls, while Mrs. Byrne entertained the rest
of the visitors in the parlor, snd Mary, the
eldest sister, went busily to and fro, providing
some little refreshment for the guests.

I understand, Miss Byrne, I said, that you
saw an extraordinary appearance here at the
chapel at Knock ?

Yes, sir, I did.

When did you see it?

On the 21st of August.

At what hour?

- About eight o'clock in the evening.

There was daylight at the time ?

There was; good light.

Where were you? :

I was going from the house to the

Were you alone ?

No; Mary McLaughlin, Father Cavanagh's
housekeeper, was with me.

Why were you going to the chapel at eight
o'clock in the evening ?

1 was going to lock it up.

Well ?

When we got to the wall by the school-
Louse, I looked up to the chapel, and I saw
the three statues.

Did the figurey look like statues?

Yes; they looked so like statues, that I
thought Father Cavanagh was after sending
for them, and I wondered he never told us
about them,

- What size were they ?

About the same size as livin8 people.

And what color ?

White.

Now describe the figure that appeared to be

Did the figures appear to touch the ground ?

No, they were about a foot off it ; theo was
uncut meadow that time in the chapel yard;
it was about a foot high,and the figures
seemed to be just touching the top of it.

When you saw them first, did they seem to
Le up against the gable?

When we saw them fivst (that was from the
wall of the schoolhouse), we thought they
were a couple of feet cut from the gable, and
then, wheg we went on, they seemed to go back
into the gable, aud when we came close up
they looked as if they were standing against
the wall. I put out my band, and thought
to touch them, they looked so solid, and I
found nothing. An old woman tried to kiss
the Blessed Virgin's feet.

That evening, was the weather wet or dry ?

There was a heavy rain coming up from
the South against the gable, but no rain fell
on the ground within two or three feet of the
wall. -

Was there any wind ?

No.

How long did you stay looking at the fig-
ures ?

From about eight o'clock till about half-
past nine, or a quarter to ten.

Was there any change in the appenrance
while you were looking at it?

It was just the same all the time.

Was it still there whev vou left v

It was.

Why did you lesve?

Mrg. Campbell, was just dying, and weall
made off $o sce her.

Is she alive now ?

No; she died a couple of weeks after.

How soon did you go buack to the gable of
the church?

In about ten minutes.
quite dark then,
still.

Was the space ahout the gable still dry, as
before ?

No, it was wet when we went back.

How many people saw the appearance, to
your knowledge *

I think there were about twelve.

Why were there so few people to sea such
a wonderful sight ?

There would be a great many, bot we were
50 rapt up in it that we did not think of call-
inganyone, Father Cavanagh's Lousekeeper

I took my lenve of the Byrne fumily with
a decidedly strong impression in their favor.
Everything I aaw of thema—their appeazance,
their home, their manners—and everything 1
heard of them from neighbors who have
known them all their lives, led me to judge
of them as bonest, industrions, and reapectable
people, whoss word upon any wmatter to which
they solemly pledge it ought to be treated
with attention and respoct.

My next intervlew was with Mary M'Laungh-
lin, Archdeacon Cavanagh's housekeeper,
whose name has been so often mentioned
during the course of this inquiry. Sheisa
person of middle age, robust and Horid, with
a loud voice, a steady tlow of good spirits, and
a very hearty and cordial style of address. I
fcund there was no occasion to ask Ler any
questions.
without them.

On the 21st of August, she said—~1t wasa
Thursday evening—] wanted to go over to
Mrs. Byrne's (the two houses are scarcely ten
minutes walk asunder). About half-past
seven o'clock I went in to Father Cavanagh
(pointing to the sitting room usually accupied
by bis reverence). He wasreading his Office
at the time. 1 asked bim for leavs to go to
Mrs. Byrne's. When he is reading his Office he
never spenks to anyone, but he made a motion
with his hand that gave me leave to go, and 1
went away at once. I only stoppad at Mrs.
Byrne'sa faw minntes, and when I was com-
ing out of it Mary Brrue came with mo to
lock up the chapel. Our way was up along-
gide the wall by the school bouse.

She then described the apparition of the
three fizures and the altar on the routhern
gable. I need not set down her words, nor
do any more than sinte that they expressed
the snme experience as that of other wit-
nesse3 whose evidencs is already before your
reader, Mary M’ Laughlin concluded : For
a long time I didn't think of calling Father
Cavanagh, but when I came back 1 told
him we were after seeicg the Blessed Virgin
at the chapel.

The Archdeacon's residence stands about
five minutes’ walk from the village and the
church. It is not on the high road, but & few
yards up a parrow by-way. No pastor in the
land occupies a more modest dwolling., The
low thatched rocf, the rude whitewashed
walls, the few diminutive windows, all might
lead the passer-by to look on it as the home
ot a small farmer, save for the low wall in
front, the mneat little wooden gate, and the
narrow strip of grass separating the dwelling
from the road. Here i8 the abode of u devoted

! ecclesiastic whose reputation for sanctity has

spread far beyond the sphere of his ministra.
tions. ‘T'he care of a large and mountainous

forgot to call him out to see it. When she
did tell him at last that she was after sceing |
the Blessed Virgin at the chapel, he thought |
that what she saw was the reflection of the
stained glass window of the Immaculate Con-
ception. [This window is in the western
transept.]

Did you ever see any strange appearatce at
the gable since?

Yes, thues or four times since, at night. I
saw lights, like stars, coming out through the
gable in o blaze, and then disappearing, and 1
saw a beautiful light, like a moon shining,
although the night was dark.

On the 21st of August, as soon as you saw
the figures, I believe you came back for your
brother Dominick 1

Yes: I ran back straight to the house;
Dominick was tired after mowing all day,
and he was lying on the bed. I asked him
to come out 1o see the Blessed Virgin, First
he didn’t give heed to me, but when I asked
him the second time, and ran away ont again,
he ran out after me up to the schoolhouse.

Did your mother and your sister Margaret
come up at the same time ?

No; they came a few minutes after. I
sent down a little girl, Catherine Murray, for
tnem, and they came up with her.

Such is the story of Mary Byrne, as I had it
from her own lips, in her own house. The
reader will observe that this account is fuller
than any of the othera, and enters into several
novel parciculars. The reason of this is
simply that, as I found her prompt to azewer,
and anxious to clear up every point thaf
seemed to me to suggest examination. I
availed myself in & special degree of her sym-
pathy and intelligence. Her manner during
the interview was serrous and collected ; her
self-possession was perfect; and, as I have
before obsarved, she never delayed to answer
except when an inquiry was made which
called for an active etfort of memory.

Margaret Byrne, the younger sister, was
next called in. She was wrapped in a Leavy
shawl, appeared to be in very delicate health.
She is tall, like her elder sister, but otherwise
there is slight resemblance between them ;
for whilst Bary is dark-eyed, brown-com-
plexioned, and quick of thought and speech,
Margaret is very pale, with eyes of a bluish
tint ; she takes some time to reflect, and her
manner of speech i8 alow, but this heaviness
no doubt springs from the languor induced by
long {ndisposition.

I asked her~Did you witness the appari-
tton of the 21st of August?

Iaid.

How was your attention called to it ?

My sister Mary sent Catherine Murray back
to the house to call me. I went with her to
the wall of the schoolhouse, where Mary and
my brother Dominick and Mary M:Laughlin,
the priest’s housekeeper, were together.

The witness then went on to describe the
appearauce on the gable, and the occurrences
of the evening until the family returned to
thelr home. In all that she said to me her
sigter's evidence was confirmed. She related
nothing new.

The mother, Mrs, Byrne, next came in.
She is & woman well on in years, and must
have been tsll and stately in her youth. Now
she {8 very much bent and wasted. Herdress
is that usually worn by the elder women in
the country—white cap, crossed shawl, dark
gown and apron. She impressed me as & per-
son of considerable intelligence, and her rea-
diness to answer was quite svident., -

How did you come to know Mrs. Byrns, I
asked, uf the appearance on the 215t of
August ? ‘

Catherine Murray, the little girl, came run-
ning into the house, and she said, « Come on
till you see the Blessed Virginat the chapel!"

What tirne was that? )

Ithink it was eight o’clock or a 1ittle after.

Did you go out at the same time as your
daughter Margarét? - & :

I did.. ‘We - went up to the wall of the
school-house, where Mary and Dominick and
Mary MLaughlin were, before us,

Mrs. Byrne then gave an account which
was practically a repétition of that already

little time Archdeacon Cavanagh has to spare

| from the calls of his spiritual stewardship,

but, of the time hLe can call Lis owx, the
greater part is spent before the altar of that
church now linked with what may be per-
petual fame,

I found the Archdeacon in his kitchen—
the central apartment of his three-roomed
dwelling—with its tloor of clay. its open
hearth, and huge projecting chimney. Hu was
conversing with two or three of his brother
clergy, and was surrounded by a little crowd
of men and women of his flock, almost every
one of whom had evidence to give of bodily
ailments lessened or altogetber got rid of by
visita to the church of the Apparition. The
Archdeacon came forward courteously to
greet me, [ was impressed,at the scame mo-
ment, by the sweetness of his manner, and
his commanding aspect. Though still in the
primo of life, he i3 somewhat stooped, but so
liberal in bis stature that, even with the stoop,
he towers over men of average height, and
hos to look a good way down in conversing
with the general run of people. I must try
in a few words to give an iden of his coun-
tenance and manner. His foreliead ia lofty,
his face long and full of healthy color, his
features regular and firm, his eyes blue, full
and expressive: his whole air denoting
gentleness and benevolence. He speaks with

an easy flusncy ; hie manner when conversing

upon interesting themes becomes thoroughly
energetie, and he occasionally uses zesture
with very telling effect to add to the expres-
siveness of bis language.  What charmed me
most of all in Lim was his fatherly tenderness
in speaking to his own poor people.

In the course of our interview Archdeacon
Cavanagh told me of the eagerness of the peo-
ple who came in multitudes from far and
near, to poseess themsolves of fragments of
cement or mortar from the wall of the southern
gable. When the cement that was near at
hand had Deen entirely picked away, the mor-
tar was rooted out from between the stones,
then the stones themselves were detached, and
in a few days a large hole appeared in the
wall. A second hole was goon after made.
The sheathing of planke had to be put up, or
clse the wall would have rapidly disappeared.
The Archdeacon went on to speak of several
cases in which persons undergoing some
form of bodily suffering, who applied to
the parts affected water In which some of
the cement had been dissolved, or had
drunk water collected from the ground in
front ot the gable were cured, or at least
afforded much relief.  Referring to the
apparition of tho 21st of Anguat, he said:
« When my housckeeper returasd home that
night, she said that she had seen the Blessed
Virgin at the chapel. At first, I gave no
serious attention to her words, and afterwards,
when I began to think that a wonder may
really have Lesn witnessed, I concluded that
the people did not leave the church until the
apparition was visihle wo longer, and re-
mained at Lhome that night, Ever since this
hos been to me a cause of the deepest morti-
fication. But I console myself with the re-
flection that it was the will of God. It was
the will of God that the vision should be

-shown to the people, not the priest. If I had

8een it, and if I had been the first to speak of
it, many things would have been said that
cannot now be advanced with any fair show
of reason or probability en their side”’— Dus-
lin Nation.

Axloms of Political Ecomomy.

“Whenever, in any country, the proprietor,
generally speaking, ceases to be the Improver,
political ecomomy har nothing to say in
defence of land property, as there estab-
lished.

In no sound theory of private property
was it ever contemplated that the proprietor
of land should bo a sluecurist quartered on
it.

Landed property {n England is thus very
far from fultilling the conditions which ren-
der its existence economicanlly justifiable,
But,if inaufliciently realized oven in Kogland,
in Ireland these conditlons aro not complied
with at all.

With individual exceptions (some of them
very honorable ones), the ownera of Iiish es.
tates do nothing for the land but drain it of
its produce.

What had been epigrammatically eald in
the discussijons no ! peculiar burthens' is
literally true when applied to them, that
tho greatest ¢ burthen on land’ is the land-
lords.

Returning nothing to the soil, they consume

its whole produce, minus tho potatoes
strictly necessary to keep the inlabitants
from dying of famine; and when they have
any purpose of improvement, the preparatory
steps usually conslsts of not leaving even
this pittance, but turning the people out to
begpary, if not to starvation.
When landed property has placed itself
upon this footing it ceases to be detensible,
and the time has come for making some new
arrangement of the matter.—Stuart Mill.

LoxnoN, February 24 —The Mark Lane Kr-
press, in iis review of the trade for the past
week, says: * Ploughing apd sowing have pro-
ceeded desplte the very variablo weather—alter-
nat{ng sunshine, winds and rains, which caused
tloods in the midiand counties.

It is to-day our duty to announce that the
Evenise Post newspaper will cease publica-
tion on Saturday, the 13th of March. This
announcement will, we are certain, be re-
ceived by its friends with regret, and they
may rest assured that it is also made with
regret by the proprietors. The step now
about to be taken was decided upon at a
meeting of the shareholders, held on the 17th
inetant, and had been contemplated more than
three months ago, but was delayed at the
-earnest request of several gentlemen, who
suggested that the people, in Whose interests
-the paper was published, would come forward
-and-take a share in the sacrifice necessary to
its continuunce and permanence by placing
‘the .balance of the stock required. As this
‘has -net been done, athough ample oppor-
tunity has been given, the stockholders, at the
-meeting above referred to, decided to suspend.
‘In order that the friends of the paper, and
the.public generally, may understand the true
etate of affairs, and the reasons for what may
be considered rather hasty action, it is but
just the following explanations should be
given :~—

The Posr was ushered into existence
-on the 10th of June, 1878, to supply
-an .absolute necessity, and, although the
times were of the hardest and- the com-
Jpetition of the keencst, it sprang almost
at.a bound into public favor,and took place
7in the front rank of Canadiap journalism.

supplied 1%, intending their stewardship to be
merely of a- temporary nature, for it is hardly
necessary to state that they never pretended

to be, and newer intended to be, newspaper
men in the common gense of the word.

They carried on a business of their own,

at which they had :at ‘least been moder-
ately successful, and it was rather Jate in
the day to embark i a fresh one'tor the
mere novelty of owning a newspaper. They,
however, performed what they oonsidered
only their duty in bringing out the Poar.

But
if any farther proof were required of the be-
nevolent intention of the Tories towards Ire-
land, oxxc¢ need go no further to find it than in
the clause of the Irish relief bill about
to be proposed for disfranchising the
unfortunate people who are forced to accept
eleemosynary aid from a Government which
triecs by every means within its reach to
evince its detestation of them. This brutal
step justifies the action of Mr. Parnell, and
justifies every word he said in America be-
sides. It is simply infumous, and deserves
the censure of every freeman thronghout the
world, whose mind is not warped by preju-
dice. The terreocracy fear thatin the gene-
ral election, which is fast approaching, every
voter in Ireland outside the inflnence of the
Castle of Dublin will vote for Home Rule
candidates and a vunited expression of
opinion from Ireland is what they do not
want in the present crisis. They bave re-
fused to extend the same franchise to the
Irish a8 enjoyed by the English
and ~ Scotch, but, as if this were not
suflicient, they are determined to limit the
already narrow franchise of the sister king-
dom. They did not dream of disfranchising
the electors of Lancashire, who, in 1863 and
15864, were obliged to accept out-door re.
lief. And still we have people even on this
«ide of the Atlantic who sre surprised at
Irisb discontent.

The Bashi-Bazouks In Ixreland. '

The cablegram which appeared in the
papers of yesterday relative to the breaking
up of a tenant-right meeting in the County
of Armagh, Ireland,; will make many innocent
The cablegram informs us
that - 3,000 Orangemen, armed with blud-
geon?, marched from difterent districts, and
broke up the meeting, deeming it seditions,
thus maintaining their old reputation of as-
cendancy and loyalty. This is not the
first time time the valliant Bashi-Bazouks of
Ireland constituted themselves high legal
authorities, & ‘kind of supreme court, which,
when all' other legal forms proved abortive,
stepped in and settled ‘the matter in their
own decisive way as lovers of civil and re-
ligious liberty. Many and many a time
Catbolic bishops and priests had summary
justice dealt out to them by the Orangemen
for the crime of celebrating Mass in some out-
of-the-way place. The nearest tree often
answered the purpose, but it was not

always they proceeded tfo such extreme

moeasures: they sometimes contented
themselves with drawing the nails off
the reverend gentlemen's fiogers with
pincers. It is true, the law does
not any longer permit those Iynchers
of the old world to work system-
atically at their ancient game, and they have,
in consequence, to forego much of what gave
pleasure to their ancestors, buta Tory Go-
vernment is never very hard upon its pets,
and if they make a few mistakes it can
easily excuee them. In 1848 the Govern-
ment of the day sent arms to Ireland, to be
distributed among the Orange Lodges, and a
fow years ago the present Imperial Prime
Minister paid a visit to the north of Izeland,
and, it is said, became ¢« one of them." The
Orangemen may, therefore, be excused If they
merely think the penal laws are only sus-
pended, and 1f they act accocdingly. They
are aware that a paternal Government will
view their action less with a legal than an
equitable eye, feeling in its heart that the ad-
mirers of King William are only doing what
is right and proper, and what would be per-
fectly legal as well were it not for the new-
fangled Acts of Parliament passed now and
then by Radicals, which discriminate against
Orangemen rather unjustly.

The breaking up of the tenant-right meet-
ing i8, therefore, nothing more or less than a
loyal protest against sedition. 'The attack
we must jofer, had been well planned
in the lodges, and a8 the Grand Masters
are, for the most part, Iandlords, it
is safe to conclude that they were leaders
in the onslaught, and also that if bludgeons
failed they would have recourse to
the more useful weapons furnished by the Gov-
ernment. The announcewent in the cable-
gram that these Orangemer. of Armagh are of
English and Scotch descent, convevs a world

of explanation, and saves real Irishmen the |

blush of shame that should mantle their
cheeks at such an outrage as the breaking up
of & peaceful meeting by a band of lawless
ruflinne, organized couspirators, sons of the
men who could not only oppress tenants and
torture priests, but conspire against the right-
fal heir to the throne of England, the Princess
Victoria, her present Most Gracious Majesty,
The Orangemen of Ulster are, as a
class, ome of the wonders of the
modern world. They live and grow {at
on the fertile 8oil of Ireland, but, strange
to say, they late the land of Erin with an in-
tense hatred. They do not own to the name
of Irish, they are simply « North of Ireland
men,” and their conduct flatly contradicts
those poetical histotians who are so fond of
saying that the English settlers were more
Irish  than the Irish themselves. This
saying may have been true of the
descendants of the Normans, who were
gentlemen. The  explanation that it
is through religious motives this low
type of humanity hates its own countrymen,
is not sufficient—for its ablLorence of Daniel
O’Counnell is even less than its hatred of Fitz-
gerald or Emmet. The thing is a pheno-
menon to be solved by some tuture historian.
It is claimed that Saint Patrick so blessed
the land of Ireland that rnakes and serpents
perish when brought into contact with its
soil, and we cannot help regretting that the
good saint did not include Orangemen among
the other ¢ varmint.” It would be much bet-
ter to see a few lively snakes in the County of
Armagh than Orangemen; they would do
infinitely less harm and cause less loss of
precious life, The lot of Ireland Is hard, of
a truth. She has not only to defend herself
agninst a powerful Britieh oligarchy which
has often tried to aunihilate, to utterly wipe
the Irich race out of existance, but she has
to submit to the oppression of a low plebeian
faction, the descendants of the drummers of
Cromwell’'s army, and the psaim-ginging
Scripture-readers, who prayed them on to
murder and repine. How long, oh Lord,
how long ?

Father Stafford and the ¢ Telegram.*

Father Stafford, of Lindsay, endorses the
views of Archbishop Lynch on the abnexa-
tion guestion, whereas the Toronto Telegram
launches out into a tirade which is parily
composed of criticism and partly of advice.
The intellectual parish priest of Lindsay,
whose ideas are always of a practical cast,
think with His Grace that Canada is just as
well where itis at present,and that the
Catholics have thelr rights respectéd in a
greater degree here than in the United States,
especially in the matter of education. The
Telegram, however, though applauding Father
Staflord for looking to the interests of his co-
religionists, cousiders that the commercial
advantages to be derived trom annexation—
were annexation needed—shounld. override
other considerations; in a word, Father Staf.
ford writes like 8 man baving a soul, while
the Telegram looks chiefly to the Lody.  As a
matter of course, the Catholics of Oanada
would not surrender the benefits they enjoy
under their own system for all the commer-
cial gifts in the power of the American Gon-
gross to bestow, and it is beyond all doubt
that in the United States, especially in the
‘New. England States, certain restrictions are
put in the way of Catholic education,
which we know nothing of in Canada,
not. even, perhaps, in New Brunswick. Tt
18 notorious too that there never has been o
Oatholic President of the United States mor
-even amember of the Government, except
one, that we know of. Thereis no denying |
the fact then that Catholics have more fair
play in Canadas, where they enjoy a share in
the Government not only of the Dominion, but
in most, if not all, the Provinces. Wo partly
agree with our contemporary when it 8ays ;-
& They certainly cannot afford to quarrel with
¢ their bread and butter, but if the question
tever presented itself as one between mere
« gentimental loyalty and commercial advan.
% tage, commercial advantage would: be sure
U to carry the day. The Catholic Church is

u quite right in standiag up for that which is
« best for itself, but it must permit commer-
« clal people to do the same thing. As a
« matter of fact, however, therels little or no
u desire in Cavada for annexation, although
« there seems 10 be Indications ot a desire for
« independence, or & broadening of the pri-
« vileges enjoyed by Canada by grace of the
« mother county, especially in regard to com-
« mercial treatics and trade arrangemeats
« with other countries. This feeling ia un-
x doubtedly growing, for we find now that even
st the Globe is constrained to speak ot the
« tdestinies of a people who may well feel
« that they are to become a mighty nation.’”
There is certainly an ancexation party
in Cansda, though not an organized one,
and if a plebiscitum were taken sunexation
would have more votes than people imagine,
but at the same time the feeling s not strong.
As regards independence it is far different,
though the strength of this feeling must be
ascribed less to present discontent than to an
uneasy dread of the future. If, for instance,
Epgland were plunged into a great con-
tipental struggle, in which, under the new
conditions of warfare she might have to
fight for very exlstence, it would not be
pleasant for Canada by any means. What
care we for Panslavism or Herat, or who holds
the gates of India? We have no dynastic or
hereditary enemies, and the balance in Europe
we view with profound Indifference. Our in-
terests lie ou this side of the Atlantic, and it
is chiefly here we must look for commercial
allies and perhaps allies in war, The con-
nection with England docs not press heavily
upon us, though we might still be better
without it, and at all events we can have
independence when we require it. Therols
no occasion for baste.

His key-note is excellent
and has, | ween, struck a chord whose vibra.
tions will reach the heart of Irishmen wher-
ever the Eveamse Poar i8 read,and many,
doubtless like myself, waiting & lead will now
be heard from.

The present famine, artificial like its pre-
decessors, must first be stayed, the pang of
hunger arrested, and the extinction of our
people, @ before they are gome with a ven-
geance,” by timely aid prevented. DBut—and
here every honest, right.thinkiog man that
has at heart the prescrvation of motherland
at heart, must agree with your corres-
pondent — what will a&ll the present
effort avail if the cause of her aflic-
tion be not removed? Like all other
historice, the cause remaining, the Irish
famine story will repeat itself. The present
distress, thauks to friends at home and
abroad, will pass away. The tearful scenes
of '47 will not be reenacted, the hecatomb of
human lives will Le spared, but the landlord
cormorant will remain, and his serf will dig
and delve that his rspacious craw may be
filled. The anomaly of a people starviog in
the midst of plenty and on a soil fertile be-
yond comparison will be periodicaliy pre-
sented to the gaze of an astonished world—
and this recurring misery that London coni-
panies and alien debauchees may revel.

But why repine ? Are not the Irish a com-
pouent part of the great British Empire, on
which the sun never sets, the liberator

of peoples, the protector of enslaved,
oppressed nations? Does she not send
forth her armies o shoot down

Russian soldiers, that Eastern Christians may
be frce. The Turk, too, has Le not, under
her benign protection, and Lis autonomy
preserved by bullets from rifles in the hands
of full private Irishmen? DButthen you know
Irisbmen are not Britons. They are our dear
Irish subjects, sufficiently respectable to
make targets for Zululanders, Afghans
and Maories. They are the human chattels
of my Lords, to sluve that their masters may
be pampered.

The very thought that our people are to be
deprived of the only daily organ througk
which to give expression to their views,
cuuses a feeling almost of consternation. 1
was reading last evening the Iatest effnsion
of your droll and philosophical co.respondent,
« Myles O'Regan, Eeq., “aud his closing sen-
tence, if neither new nor original, is, never-
theless, old and trite, which is far more to
the purpose, and has set me, and I hopca
great many others, to give the matter scrious
consideration. I fully appreciate tho fact
that it would be very much more desirable
were some one gifted with a large share of
this world's goods to make’ a suggestion un-
der existing circumstances, and I take credit
to myself that whatever my wenknesses may
be, I have no pretensions to inaugurate grand
financial schemes, Yet it will not do for one
and all to stand by wringing our hands over
the greet misfortune that must befall us in
losing the Post, and therefore, in all humil.
ity, I venture to offer a few suggestions;
which, I trust, will be accepted by yourself
and readers in the spirit in which they are
written.

I shall not say one word about the disgruce
that must attach to the Irish-Canadian popu-
lation of the city of Montresl, and, in fact, to
our people generally wheraver your journal
is read throughout the Dominion, should
they through niggardliness or lack of patriot-
ism neglect to come to the rescue at the
present juncture. The money is inthe hands
of friends--there is no doubt on that point;
and to nothing but neglect can we atiribute
the threatened suspension of the Posr. I
take it, tharefore, that the best plan to arrive
at a solution of the difficulty is to bring the
matter directly home to each member of the
community, My suggestion, then, is ag fol-
lows :— :

The clergy, being equally interested with
the laity in the maintenance of your publica-
tion, should be the first to évince their zeal
and take stock in the enterprise.

Let us place ‘the doctors of medicine on the
same basis, and I think I can name five who
can . also contribute  a’ .total of - $500.
Should  our- ' notaries; architects ' and
members- - of other ‘professions come
forward, there will be ho trouble iui
securing at lenst:another $500." No doubt, in
some of the above instances' sacrifice might
be required, whilst in others subscriplions to
stock for treble the amount suggested wonld
be a mere bagatelle. = = o

THE BASHI-BAZOUKS.

Party Rlotiung in Armagh—Orangemen
Attempt to Override Penceful Temn-
ants.

Dunriy, February 23.—A very outrageous
affair occurred to-duv near Portadown, a town
in the county of Armagh, about ten miles
from the city of Armagh, at the point where
the Ulster Railroad crosses the River Bann.
The county Armagh has a population of
nbout 180,000 persons, of whom more than
half are Orangemen of English and Scottish
descent. The Orangemen are violent op-
ponents of the otber tensntry. To-day a
Tenant Right meeting was convened near
Portadown, and while it was in progress it
was attacked by a mob of several thousand,
armed with bludgeons and accompanied by
a band of music. The attacking party had
bzen collected from Armagh, Lurgan, Newry,
and other towns, and had ‘been called toge-
ther by a cireular from the County Orange
Lodge, appealing to them to come out and
squelch sedition by force, The Orangemen,
who greally outnumbered the attendants of
the Tenant Right meeting, stormed the meet-
ing, and afterwards asssiled the Tenant-
Righters. A number of these were seversly
wounded. While the fight was goingon a
great croyd accumulated on Armagh Bridge,
acroas the River Bann, enjoying the- sensation
of witnessing in safely the spectacle.

No Parades on St. Patriek’s Day.

We sre sorry to be called upon to discuss
the question of parades on the coming 17th
of March. We should have thought that the
good taste, even without the brotherly charity,
of our Irish Socisties wonld bave meade it
needless. But it iz not so. While hundreds
of thousands of peoplv in Ireland are in
danger of death from huager and cold ; white
the appalling scenes of famine are moving
the hearts of strangers, and the vail of hungry
mothers and children, and the deeper moan
of haggard men who can do uothing but full
down in their agony, are heard across the
Atlantic, it is proposed that the brothers of
these suffering poople shall paradethe streets
of American citicr, with banners and music
on St. Patrick’s Day.

There i8 only one word to be said— Shame !
To this we add—Sorrowr. And we cannot
write thes: worde against Irishmen withont
also adding—Mope.

We hope there will be no parades, after all.
\Vu shall trust to the last moment that the
vote of the New York and Washington Soci.
etiea will bs reconsidered. We appreciate
the patriotic motives of those who regret to
se2 a break in the joyons parade of Irish
colors; but a second thought will, we are
sure, convince them that Irish-America
ehould not rejoice, even for a day, while Ire-
land lies in the ferer with ashes on her head.

Neither France nor
Russia have ever been attacked by Germany.
The colorral armaments of these two States,
which by compulsion weigh upon the reat of
Europe, can therefore only be based upen an
agiressive policy.”

Shaw (Home Rnuler), in a most temperate
speech, criticised the resolutions, but declared
i himself upposed to obstruction.  Ireland was
lonly to succeed in obtaining her legitimate
demauds by constitutional agitation.

Lospon, Febroary 28.—A St. Petershurg
despatch says:—It may be unintelligible to
persons abroad how Nihflists succeeded in
doing their work in the very residencs of the
Imperial tamily. DProbably no other building
in St. Petersburg i less safe than the Winter
Pnlace, 1t always has been a vefuge for
numberless vagabonds, workmen, friends of
servants and others, muny without passports,
who could not live with impunity anywhere
else. The Imperial ukase last April gave
full power to General Gourko to search the
buildings of the Paluce, but even that severe
Governor-General could hardly venture, such
is the Russinn administration, to interfere
with the speciul authorities of the Imperial
residence. 'There is an old DRussinn law

Snbsolling.

By the term subsolling, s meant any process
which loosens the subsoil without bringzing it to
the surface. Inspade work.it is done by throw-
ing the top spit forward, and loosening without
removing tha next splt below., Inplowing,the
loosening effect Is produced by following in the
furrow ef the surface plow with a subsoll plow,
which passes ltke a wedge, or like a mole,
througl the subsoil, allowing it to fall back, in
a loosened condition, {nto its original place,

There are several forms of this implement.
That which is best known beibg a casi-iron
plate shaped very much like the land side and
projecting point of the common plow, On the
right-hand side, in the place of the nioutd
Lioard, thereis arising Naoge, orinclined pilane,
which raises the earth on that side about four
inches, (with g slight s8ide thirust). Asthe plow
passes through the ground, the loosened subsoil
falls off behind. The tool does good work, but
requires o heavy team.

n land that needs draining, subsoiling isof
no use, Al least its effect is not permanent
enough tomake 1L pay; butin & soil that is
(either naturally or artiflelally) well under-
dralned, I know of no operatioa connected with
the cuitivation of tlie land, except drainingit-
self, that s so beneflejial and so lasting In Its
effect. A wecll-drained subsoll, that has been
once well broken up with a subsoil plow, will
neveragalh become so hard and imgenetrable
to roots as it was before the operation. It opens
& way inthe lower soil for the deeper entrance

The grest pulverizer in our northern latitudes

The Roller.

The best rolier (and the most costly) is made

independently. From four to six wheels (or
sections) are used together, and they are pro~
vided with s pole and doable-trees, and with a
box in which stones may be placed if extra
weight is desired. Thls roller has the greau ad-
vantage of turning sround withoul disturbing
ﬂlm surface ofthe soil, as it would if all in one
plece,

A cheaper roller, and one answering a toler-
ably good purpose, 18 made by setting a smeooth-
1y shaven log so 88 10 revolve in & frame simi-
lar to the one referred {o above.

The roller lLias several Important uses., By
passiog over the land after plowipg, it settles
the furrows 8o that they will not be turned over
by the harrow, and it gives the bett poasible
cruslilog to the top of the slice, grinding it to
dust. fter the harrow has cut the ground
(which the plow has inverted in a lumpy condl-
tion) into smnaller lJumps, the roller passes over
it againand crushes the:e still smalier. The
more frequently the two operations succeed
ench other, the flner the soll will become,
especially at the top, while each rolling
presses down to the general level of the surface
such stones as the harrow may have thrown

up,

%sed in the spring,on winter grain, oron mow-
ing !and or pastures, the roller corrects the
“heaving” effects of the winter’s frosts,scitles the
plants back Into thelr tI)lm:eﬂ. and compresses
fine Boil closely around their roots. It, st the
same time, presses loose stones fnto the ground,
and preparcs a smooth surface for the mowlng
machine, or reaper.

Of course this implement, like all others
which aro [ntended to make the soll smoother
or finer, should be carefuily kept off from the
Jand when it isso wet that, lnstead of crumb-
ling under the treatment it i)ecomes only more
closely compacted, There is, however, 110 ob-
Jection to its use, but almost always an advan-
tage inthe dryest weather of summer. AS the
rolier 15 used only during a very small part of
the year, it is far more likely to rust out than te
wear out. It should, therefore, be carefully
housed when not needed in the fleld, and It
will be much easier to work irf occasionally
greased.

The Harrow.

This ancient, tline-hounored, and uunsatisfac:
tory tool—only a better-than-nothing aflfair, at
best—must retain its Lold on the atfections of
those who like 1t, and command the toleration
of those who use ft without Il{kingit—on the
principle that (to reverse an old saw) handsome
does that handsome is

A harrow tooth. (especlally if made of iron
and well sharpened,) if furoished with asuitable
handle, would be the best sort of tool with
which to pack the eath around newly set fence-
wosts. It is impossible $o drop it into the ground
orto drag it in a vertical position over the
ground without packing the earth below ita

ships,and its compeneations ; and I very much
doubt tbe justness of most of the criticlsms,
which we, 'who have different necessities, are
80 free to bestow upon them. Assuredly, our
intense system of cultivation, which is neces-
sarily confloed to small farms, would fail if nte
tempted on the frontier. We may well afford
tolet them follow the path that their circum-
stances have marked out 10r them, for, after all,
it is but the thin surface of the land that they in-
jure, and while they will destroy It for the sort
of farming that they pursue, they wiil hardly
touch the stores from which a better system of
agricuiture will draw the means for its renewed
and mors permanent fertility.

The sorts of harrows in use are numerous, and
arepencrally familiar to all.

This, in a rather heavy soil, is enough
for a single light teani.
In using the polnted-teoth’harrow, where it is
desirable to cul up the soti very thoroughly, at a
considerable outlay of power on the part of the
tenun. I find it a good practice to stand with the
feet wide apart on the harrow, tbhrowing the
weight first on one side and then on the other.
This gives o swaying movement to the im-
lement, which tears up the soii very thorough-

The Cultivator.

There are various modifications of this tool.
Theteeth may e made of various forms. Some-
times the common harrow teeth are substituted,
and sometimes shovel-shaped teeth. It is a
good improvement to use, in the place of the
hindmost teeth on the arms, a pair of thesmall
shares of the horse-hoa. The cultivator isused

by digging. $o far as the plowman has any
power to prevent it from golug too deep, he musi
xeep it out by llftlng at the stiits.

The steel subsoiler has other uses besides that
of following {n the furrow of ihe surface plow.
The smallest 8lze, running slx or eight inches
deep and drawn by one horse, 18 a capital culti-
vator for workitg between rows of ¢orn or
roots, loosening thesoll more deeply and more
thoroughly than anyother implement. It should
not, however, be run so near tothe rows asto
cut off the spreading roots, nor should It be
used aﬁ all except during the eartier periods of

rowth.

& The larger slzes, running a foot or more deep,
at intervals of twofeetin widih, will loosenr up
3 run-down or hide-bound meadow or pasture,
g0 thata top-dressing and suvsequent rolllng
will often restors its fertillty, and postponc the
necesgity of bringing it inio culiivation.

Land that hes been plowed In autumn may
bo better prepared for the planting of the next
spring by the use of this toel—crossing the field
first In one d‘rection and then in the other—
than by the use of the common plow. Ofcourse,
ihe harrow would bs as necessary in the one
case as in the other,

Trenching.

In the Island of Jersey, (in the English Chan-
nel,) which has always been noted for its great
fertility,—~and esFeciauy for the large parships
there grown, whioh are extenslvely used in cat-
tle-feeding. and which require & very deep soll,
—therc has been vsed for & hundred years what
is known as the Great Jersey Trench Plow,
which, drawn by six or elght horses, turns the
soll to a depth of from oneand a half to two fest,
the surfacesoll and the manure being first
turned into the boltom of the deep farrow by an
ordinary plow drawn by two horses, Neighbors
“jointeams” for the operation, which is called
“*fhe Great Digging."

For the deep cultlvation of gardens and small
tracts, 1t 18 customeary to do the work of trench-
ing by hand ; the process belng to dig a trench
about two feet wide, and of the desired depth,
throwing the soil all out, on one slde, then to dig
down to the samo depth for another two teet,
putting the top soil in the bottom of the first
irench, and the last digelug on the top, thus
completely inverting the soil. The manure Is
elther put at the bottom of the trench or mix:d
evenly through the whole mass. When the
1ast trench has been dug out, the earth thrown
{m!’lxlll gﬁe first trench Is wheelad around and used

For the simple purpose of cultivating the
groun-l between rows of plants, without refer-
cnce to the killing of weeds, there is no imple-
ment to be compared to the smaliest slze sub-
soil plow, which may enslly be drawn by one
horse to a depth of from Gve to eighs inches, and
which leaves the soil lighter and more exposed
to the alr than any of the se-named cultivaters,
If the rows are more than two feet apart, the
subsoller should be run twice in each space, but
not 50 close to the plants ag lo disturb them in
their position, as this would cause the breaking
off of Important feeding roots, while the tool {t-
self mightout off some of the more important
sidercots,
In fact, in cultivating hoed crops, it 1s prudent
10 act on tho theory ihat, after they have at-
ialoed one-half thelir growtb, thelr roots occupy
the whole spacebetwecnihe rows, and after this
to confine the cultlvator to the most shallow
work that will break the crust of the ground,
and kill sucli weeds as may atlll be growing.

The Iforsc.Hoe.

A modification of the cultivator, and, formost
uses, an improvement on {t, 38 the horse-lioe,
which has a sharp tooth in front for asteering
plvot: & amall pluw-sbaped tooth at each side,
which may be made torun very close tothe row,
as [t throws the earth from it; and abroad V-
shaped, knifelike blade at the rear, ending ina
rislng comb., Tho knife edge cuts off all weeds
aboutan inch below the surface, and has sufll-
cient bend to throw back, toward the row, the
earth thet the wing plow draws from it—leaving
it very loose and flne.

THE HUNTINGDON RAILWAY BOOM,
Iuterviewing the Town Conncil—Riral
Schemes.

HusTivepos, February 24.—The county is
just now in the throes of a railway excite-
ment. Last year the Montreal & Champlain
Junction Railway secured a charter for the
construction of a line through the counties
of Chatéauguay and Huntingdon to Dundee.
Surveys and estimates were made during the
summer. Two other claimants ior the pos-
session of this territory bave lately appeared
in the field, one projacting a road by way of
St. Johns, and the other desiripg to run mid-
way through the counties, under the name of
the Montreal Frontier Railway. The County
Council met to-day to discuss the matter, Mr.
Macfarlane, Warden, in the chair. Aup ani-
mated discussion took place as to the merits
of the different schemes. The Frontier Com-
pany is said to be a project of tbe Rome &
Watertown road for the extension of its line.
Mr. Cameron, M.P.P, ard Mr. Johnston, re-
ported the results of the late interviews with
Mr. Hickson, Vice-President ot the Champlain
Company. Mr. Jobnston theught the terms
offered unreaconable, favored the American
project, and desired to support its application
for a charter. Messrs. Edwards, Oliver, Barr,
Long and others thought that the Council
should be cautious in committing itself at the
moment to any one scheme., Mr. Cameron
said Mr. 8. W. Foster and C. P, Davidson were
present on bebalf of the Montreal & Cham-
plaln Junction Railway, and moved that they
be bheard. This was carried unanimously,
and both geatlemen spoke at length, urging
the advantages of the line they represented
aud the desirability of further interviews with
the Directors of their Company. After along
consultation a motion fo this effect was car-
ried, and the meeting adjourned.

MRB. PARNELL AND HIS FORE-
FATHERS.

Wo have previously intimnted that MMr.
Parnell had little or no expericnce in public
speiking. From native modesty, or a difli-
deuce in his own powers, he shrank from ol-
truding himself on audiences accus-
tomed to being addressed by orators,
rhetoricians, and practised debaters.
But to carry out the scheme of tactics which
was slowly maturing in his mind {t was abso-
lutely needful to gain such experience, and
to the task he began to set himeself at the be-
ginning of the Parliamentary session of 1876.
The strength of his purpose impelled him to
surmount every obstacle that lay in his path;
8o he madec use of the House of Commons as
a debating society in which he might acquire
ease and tluency of public address.

The first opportanity of which he took
advantage was of a Kind peculiarly grateful
to him. It was supplied by the very tirst of
the resolute struggles to which some mem-
bers of the Irish Parliamentary party have
since very often treated the assembled Com-
mons of Westminster, and which have re-
ceived from the newspapers the expressive
designation of «Ncenes in the louse.”

The ¢scene” to which reference is,now
made arose in this way :—Farly in cach ses-
sion the Commons elect members to sit on
various committees having certain duties to
discharge in connection with the Lusiness of
the House. The Whig and Tory party lead-
&rs usually agreed beforehand on a list of
niembers for each committee, taken impar-
tially from the ranks of both parties in fair
proportion to their respective numbers, with
the result that when the elections came on
each name was passed simply as a matter of
course, such a thing as taking a division
against anyono being almost unbeard of.
The formation of a third party-—the Home
Rule one—disturbed the little arrangement
mentioned, and at the beginning of 1876 both
Whigs and Tories combined totally to ignore
the existence of that third party by drawing
no members of committess from its ranks.
Some of the Irish representatives made up
their minds to resent this grossly unfair
course of the English party managers by in-
disciiminately challenging overy name put
up for election.

Late on the night of Monday, the th of
March, there being at the time Lut six mem-
bers of the Irish party present—of whom, as
might be expected, the ever-diligent Charles
Stewart Parnell was ons—a motion was made
1t That the select committee on referees on
private bills do consist of twenty-one mem-
bers.” Absurdly tew as were the Home
Rulers on the spot, they determined to fizht
the matter out with resolution, and to teach
the Whig and Tory conspirators o lesson they
would not soon forget. Mr. A. M. Sullivan
prompt!y rose to hLis feet, and moved that the
number of the committee should be twenty-
three instead of twenty-one, with the object
of adding on twoZof bis own party. The
gage of battle thus thrown down was quickly
taken up by the overwblelming majority fur-
nished from the ranks of the two British par.
ties, united for the occasion, as usual, in doing
an injustice to the Irish. They won in the
division, of course, although oun the Irish side
there voted several fair-minded Englishmen—
there are fair-minded Englishmen even in the
London House of Commons—whose aid
brought the Irieh muster up to twenty-one.

Immediately “the scepe” begam. Every
name put up was challenged in turn, and a
division taken on it. What that meant, and
how great was the loss of time it involved,
will be understood when we say that previous
to each division two minutes arc allowed be.
fore the closing of the entrance door of the
House, to allow of members rushing in from
the bar, the dining-room, thie smoking-room,
the library, and so forth, to take part in the
division, although they may not have faintest
idea of what it is about. The members are
warned of each division by the ringing of
bells set up for the purpose. When the door
is closed, the Commoas file slowly into two
great corridors known as “the division lob-
bics,” one devoted fo the «ayes” and the
other to the “noes.” 1n the entrance to these
lobbies stand the respective «tellers,” who
stop each member as he passes, and take
down his name. When the names are all
entered, they are very carefully counted, all
return to the chamber where sits Mr. Speaker,
and the numbers for and against are an-
nounced. There is usually some cheering
sfter each announcment; and when that is
over the House proceeds again to busincss.
Each division ordinarily takes about fifteen
minutes.

from the above it will easily be seen that
it a number of divisions be taken in a night,
not only is “the time of the House” con-
sumed, but a good deal of enforced pedestri-
anism falls to the lot of members, many of
whom from one cause or other may not be
very well able to walk, especially in the small
hours of the morning. And it was precisely
to such consumption of time and such en-
forced pedestrianism the resolute Irish six
condemned their unscrupulous Whig and
Tory opponents. Naturally these latter be-
came annoyed under the punishment they
were receiving, and a good deal of temper
was displayed. It isinthe midst of one of
the short but warm discussions of the night
that we find the first record of Mr. Parnell
addressing his fellow-Commoners. Thehour
was one at which Parliamentary reporters do
pot trouble themselves totake down the say-
ings of members in full, therefore the record
is extremely brief; but one phrase of it is so
characteristic of Mr. Parnell thai there is
hardly room for doubt that it was reported in
the exact words which fell from hislips. The
report goes \—

« Mr, Parnell said they bhad deliberately
adopted this course, aund they would stick
toit?”

Significant words indeed if his hearers but
knew their full meaning when coming from
him. Andstick to it they did. Respect for
not a name on the list was shown. Division
followed division with a regularity beyomd
all praige... The weary Uritishers walked in
and out of their lobby muttering execrations
on the heads of those ‘obstinate Irish, who
atill kept up the battle, and would not ac-
knowledge themselves varquished. The
counting of British noses was a toilsome pro-
cess, there was 8o many of them. On the
Irish side the counting was easy indeed, for
their English allies fell away after the firat
division, and the Bome Rule tellers had ounly
five names to put down ; after thetwelfth the
number fell to three. -

A compromise was suggested, but the
Britishers, who would have been glad toagree
to it an hourearlier, were now thoroughly
irate ; in defence of Dr. Watts, they had « let
their angry paseions rise ;” and with their tre-

mendous majority they were resolved not ta|
give way an inch. Appeals wers 1made to
the Erish to cease a hopeless struggle : and
then, we read in the veport :

« Mr, Parnell said the compromise had been
refased and the fight should go on.”

And on it went steadily ; the Irish cool but
determined, the Britishers wild with rage, and
now and agnin giviog angry vent to their ex-
cited feelings. The gallant Major O’'Gorman
led his division of threcinto the lobby, having
called on the honorable member for Meath to
be his co-teller. The honoruble member for
Menth gladly obliged his honorable and gal-
lant friend. The thirteenth division was
tnken, and rtill the fight wasnot an end. The
fourteenth followed, and then the fifteenth:
and when, at a quarter past four in the morn.
ing, the result of the sixteenth was anpounced,
the angriest \Whig or Tory of them all had
been brought to his semses. Though the
names proposed were every one carried, and
in that sense the Dritishers might congratu-
late themseclves on winning several petty
victories, yet tho end for which the few Irish
struggled was achieved—the exclusion of
members of their party had to be given up—
the attempt to ignore the existence of a dis-
tinct third party ia the House was defeated—
and in that scnse, the true ove, victory was
with the Irish, their operations had been suc-
cessful, and they had conquered all along the
line.

During the winter of 1866.7 Mr. Parnell re-
flected much on Joe Ronayne's pithy saying
and gradually improved his plan of operations
axainst the anti-Irish majority in the London
House of Commons. While still adherinc to
his intention to take an active iuterest in
purely English atlairs, ho saw his way also to
working successfully for the benefit of Irish
ounes. Since the formation ot the Irish party
a sessional ¢ rule of the House” had been
framed to prevent mensures from going for-
ward a stage after half-past twelve at night if
notice of opposition of any kind had been
formally given. It seemed to be a most in-
nocent rule—a rule devised to let members
go off home to bed at an approach to repu.
table hours—a rule, in fuct, with which no
respectable man, member of Parliament or
not, could quarrel.  As u matter of fact, how-
over, it was  designed to  stay the passage of
the varions bills brought in by the Irish
party, notice of opposition having been
promptly given to every ono of them, while
other bills of all kinds remained unopposed.
The rule had beer found to work so well in
the way intended that it was again trinmph-
antly passed at the opeuning of the session of
1877,

Forthwith Mr. Parnell and Mr. Biggar in-
discriminately gave formal notice of oppnsi-
tion to a score of English and Imperial bills,
by which simple tactical proceedinyg they
brought them all under the operation of the
half-past twelve rule, and g0 checkniated
those who had framed it. ‘The cry of “ob-
struction” wus at once raised by thoso in-

jured mnocents; vague but dreadiul punisi-

monts on the oflending pair were darkly
menaced in the British prints; cold looks
from the majority of their own colleagnes,
and upgry ones from the great massof British
metnbers, et Messrs, Parnell and Biggar for
their spirited but most natural action : every-
thing was done by friend and foo alike te
make their porition mest uupleasant; yct,
thourh they did not revel, as Mark Tapley
might have done, in the annoyance that in-
cessantly et them—indeed, if the plain
truth is to be told, they felt the bolts keenly
enough when ghot by their owa colleagnes—
they held persistently in the course ou which
they had entered, and dug a deep grave for
thiat < rule of the Iouse” which hiad heen so
craftily devised to hamper Irish bills alone.

An Euglish Plot.

It would bu setting a poor estimate on the
intelligence of ourreaders to imagine they
have rot discovered for themselves the princi-
pal features of the plotat present under bigh-
pressure performance in London and New
York. Thoe conspiracy ngainst Mr. DParnell is
too shameless in its extravagance, too glaring
in its maligoity, to escape the notice of the
observant ; but we doubt if the full force of
the organiscd hatred employed in its support
is fully understood by the public.  Certain it
is that never since O'Connell lashed to fury
the bigots of Ascendancy, and stung to mad-
ness the purtisass of misgoternment and
corruption, has so vencmous an nattempt been
made to destroy the reputation of an Irish
political leader ; and never, ab any time, bavo
envy and malevolence so conspicnously failed
in their purpose. That Charles Stewart
Parnell is honored in America a8 no man
since Washington has been honored, that
his progress through the States 1s a triumphal
march in which the whole population are
united, that his doctrines are entbusinstically
received and almost universally adopted
throughout the great republic, and that his
migslon of mercy has been a magnificent and
unexampled success, we know beyond the
possibility of doubt. DBut we know it deepite
the most extraordinary cffort of defamation
and falsehood, the most unscrupulous exhibi-
tion of malico and detraction that ever dis-
graced human nature.  Barren of influence
a8 of respectability, these bravos of the press
would attract little observation if they were
not subsidized end supported by the Nerw
York Herald, a journal which is disgracing
itgelf, not for the first time, in its part of
fawning slave and willing tool of the English
Government. 'The Hereld never had a repu-
tation for veracity in its own country. It has
always been notoriously unscrupulous, men-
dacious and corrupt. But tho persistent
malice and systematic lving resorted to by it
in all its references to Mr, Parnell awd his
mission have an explanation quite distinct
from the general anti-Irish tendency and
habitual untruthfulness ot that journal. The
innate and irrepressible flunkeyism of its
proprietor affords the solution.  Mr. Gordon
Bennett holds a brief from Downing street;
heis en rapport with the ZTumes; and he
plunges into the task set him with an ardor
intended to charm his aristocratic acquaint-
ances. To traduce, vilify and decry Mr.
Parnell, to misrepresent his language, and to
caricature his proceedings, is the present ob-
jeet of the Jlerald's frantic efforts ; andto aid
itin the work of slander the New York toady
callgin the services of the crowd of venal
journalists who drag out obscure existences
in various corners of the Unlon. True it is
that its conduct has provoked the disgust and
indignation of all respectable Americans. So
intense 18 the resentment excited by the
Uerald that its proprietor has found it neces-
sary to advertise a subscription of £20,000 1
aid of Irish distress to check the feeling
aroused by his misconduct. But the money,
if ever it is given at all, can be easily re-
placed, and meanwhile Mr. Bennett ex-
chapges compliments with Lord Beaconsfield,
and telegrams with the Times, and continues
to declare Mr. Parnell an impostor, and his
mission in America a downright failure.

ln America this doeslittle barm. In
America it is all understoed. But the real
objectof the plot is seen in the uses made in
England and in this country of the utterances
of the Heraldand its satellites. Day sfter day
the Ferald collects into columpos the slander-
ous falsehoods of the journalistic “riog” Day
after day this accumulation of falsehood is

ucabled” to England and Ireland asa sume
mary of real American opinion. Uur readers
must have marvelled at the torrent of deprecia-
tion and censure levelled at Mr, Paruell and
his actions which i8 found every day figuiing
in big type as the latest and greatest news
from America. The real history of that
gentleman's progress—the  unexampled
bonours—the monster ovations—the great
<emonstratious of affection and confidence
that spring up everywhere around him—the
wild enthusiasm and frantic plandits that
greet his utterances—and the deep, romantic
devotion displayed to him personally—ot all
this the English, or, for that matter, the Irish
reader is permitted to learn wothing. In its
stead he 18 told, in leaded telegrams how the
Missouri iludgeon declares Mr. Parnell's visit
g dead failure,” bow the Irairic Blacimaid
aconeiders Mr. Parnell a fraud,” and how the
Loasers JJournn! “counsels himto return to
Ircland at once.” 1tis bad enough that this
burlesque of American opinion should bedis-
seminated jn Engiand, where, of course, it is
recelved with gratification, but it is intoler-
able to have it foisted on the Irish puplic as
a faithfat picture of the position of the man
who ie striving so heroically to avertsutfering
and want from the door of the Irish peasantry.

Trouble at the Drummond €elllery.

Hauwrax, N. §., February 24.—There hag
been no further trouble at the Drummond
colliery to—day. Matters are said by a local
paper to be in a bad state there. The strike
bas continued nearly tbree months. The
miners are orderly, and no violence isnow an-
ticipated. Nevertheless there is much sup-
pressed ill-feeling, and great bitterness. The
miners have vacated the company's houses,
and are now living inthe many vacant houses
abounding in Westville. Unless their de-
mands are now acceded to they threaten to
ask increased pay in the spring. The head
officers of the Company express their deter-
mination not to be dictated to in any way. A
miner's house in Westville was burned yes-
terday, aud it was reported the fire was the
work of an incendiary, but this was alto-
gether incorrect, the fire being purely acci-
dental. About 150 men are now idle at the
Londonderry mines, conducted by the Steel
Company of Canada, owing to the pudlers
haviog struck. Very little sympathy is ex—
pressed for the latter, as they have been
making good wages, and have been granted
two advances lately. As a matter of course
their action closexs the rolling mill and throws
all the bands out of employment. The blast
furnace is in brisk operation, and a ready xale
is tound for all the pip iron manufactured at
paying tigures. It is contemplated to light
another furnace in the spring.

Pestruction of the Legisintive Halls of
Frcdericton,

FREDERICTON, N.R., February 2h.—A fire was
discovered at lIvo'clock in theltbrary adioining
the Heuse of Assenbly bullding. The alarm
was promptly given, but as no Hght was (o be
seen it was some time before many people
reached the seene of the contlagration. It was
at tiest thought the fire wes a sinall affide, and
wotid soan be extinguished, but 1t soon beeamo
evident thit it was (n between the walls of the
vuilding and under the toor of tho Legislatlvoe
conoeil Chamber, A rush was made o the
library, and all the books were soon removed
from the shelves, ind carrled to the Provin-
cial Beeretary’s offiee, fwd as the water had
copmenced to come  through the celling,
everything possttle in the lbrary, including
the glass fronts of the book cases, was eartied
out; asthe fire appronehed the main building
and the water eame droppling through into the
Assembly Room, the people set to work with a
will, amd In ashort time all the furn*ture and
carpets, the roats of ars, targa oll paintings,
aad, in fact, all the things in the room were re-
moved to places ofsafety. While this wis bhelng
done, all the papers from the elerk’s room and
tup-stieirs had been placed in safe-keeplog: all
thebooks in the lilrary were removed with wreat
care to the offiec of the Clerk of thie 1’leas,
ard none of the volumes have recelved any
injury. It is thouglt that adl the library
books have been savead, bt it is feated that
some very valuable ones that were keptin the
Committee Room have been destroyed, as it
was In thiat room where the fire was st dis-
covered, A great nutber had, however, been
injured. At the thne of sending this despateh,
the wing of the bullding has been completely
destroyed, and the main bullding ison fire and
will probably follow. The firemen are working
hard, and private eitizens, headed by the memn-
hers of the Qovernment and ofticinlsg, are ren-
dering all possible nsslstance. Unly one of the
engines was brought out at first, but the other
one andihe hand engines nre now on the ground.
Notling with eertainty can bo sald with regard
1o the origin of the fire, bul, as peaple were at
waork to-day elearing up for the opening, it is
probable they left a tire on when they went
away, and that, through some defectin the pipe,
this caused the fire. When discovered the tire
had been komne time under way, The library is
