Orxomsnary, Ohlo, July 13.—At half-past
geven o'clock yesterday morning people who
pad besn provided with tickets began to
crowd arourd the Oathedral gates to galn ad.
mieslon to the funeral services of the late
Archbighop Parcell, dquads of pollce

arded the gates and stood watch in the
gtreets. Detachments of the Knights of
gt. Johm, with Tright unlforms and
drawn swords, diracted the movement of the
crowds into tbe Oathedral and stood guard
in the aisles within, Every step of the way
was guarded. Ushers wearing black rogettes
attended to senting the throng, The middle
alsle of the ohurch was Eept clear, but in the
broad side aisles and in the confesslonals
people were allowed stending room. By
nine o'clock the church was filled and the
alsten were orowded, while thousands llned
the eldewalks of the adjacent streets. In the
andlence were numerons prominent Protes-
fantqd, among whom were Mayor Stephens,
W. 8. Groesbeck and Bnfus King, There
were also present numerous clty officlale,
prorainent Jews and free-thinkers. All ot
them had known the Archbishop personally
in hie long Hfe in this city.

APPEABAKCE CF THE CATHADRAL,

The 1nterior of the Cathedral pressnted an
imposing and solemn appecarance, and the
woather was falr and cool. Every preparation
{or the ceremoniss was complete. The body
rested on the catafalque just as 1t did last
night when an unbroken procession marched
by viewing it, while the priests chanted the
golemn services for tha dead. It was 80 In-
clined on the bier that the face could ba sesn
from any part of the church. The cholr had
been Increased from twenty to fifty members
by drawing upon vocslists from other
churches. No floral decorations were used in
the church, At the right of tha catafalque
and facing the pulplt was a large platform
for the preas, and 1t was completety filled.

INFLUENCE OF THE DECEASED,

Of the infinerce of the deceaned 1n clvil aftairs
Bishop Gilmonr said :—* Few ecclesiasties have
wielded a wider influence in clvil life. With the
exception of Archbishop Hughea no American
bishop has had more influence with stateamen.
From the beginning he identified himeelf with
the destinies of his adopted country and refased
to admit that because he was & priest he had
ceased to be & patriot.” :

Adverting to personal recollections of Arch«
bishop Purcell’s zesl and other characteristics,
the preacher said:—*" I have seen him 1n the
rude shanty, sitting for hours to hear the con-
fessions of people, He reemed never t0 weary.
After days of Incessant toll I have seen him in
an ordinary farm waggonm, sitting on & loose
chair, drive fifty miles over rough roads that he
might not miss an appointment, NO one ever
heard him complain. k18 love of children was
very markcd, and the purlity of his own heart
gave him the key to the innocence of childhood.
Not until the lust great day shall it be known
how many homes he brightened or how many
hearts be cheered.”

SORROWING PEOPLE, ’

The peroration, which was a eort of apnstroph
to the deceased Archbishop, touched hearts and
moistened eyes all througn the great audience.
The sermon ended ¥ twelve o'clock, having oc-
cupied one hour. After thls the magnificent
and impressive ceremony of five absolutions,
conducted by five archbishops and their assitt-
ants, with the chanters, the Incense filling the
Church with its fragrance, followed by the
« Migerere,” closed the ceremonies. The pro-
foundly moved cudience lingered till the bishops
and clergy left the sanctuary and the weeplng
glsters marched by the corpse to take a last sor-
rowful view of the beloved features and then
went slowlyout.

BORNE TO TE GRAVE.

A procession of Catholic socleties without
musio and with folded bannera dvaped with
orape, after amarch of a mile and a halfthrough
the streets denssly lined with people, escoried
the corpse to the train, followed by tenscof thon-
sands of veople. The traln consisted of four
cars, carrying Archbishops O’Connor and Gal-
lagher, Arohbishop elect kider and fifty prlests,
together with about 100 others. All along the
route great crowda gathered.- The train stopped
at the principal stations, and the cask:t was
opened and the people permitted to view the
body. Arriving at Wesiboro, where the body
had to be taken from the rallrosd, & great num-
ber of people In vehicles were in walting tojoin
the procession to the Convent of 8t. Martin'’s.
The body will lie in state there tosnight and the
burial takes place tomorrow.

The right
hon. gentleman pretended that the epeech
made by his son Herbart, the membex for
Lseds, declaring in favor of further conces-
slons, was merely a repetition of what he
himeelt eald {ast year. Ho couveniently for-
got that he hai abandoned his pledgea to the
tenants until he was reminded of that fact by
the resuit of the Monaghan election.

JUBTIOE TO LEASEHOLDERS,

Gladstone's declavation may ba regarded as
a presage that astion will ve taket by tho
Govarnment, by.which the benefits of the
Land Aot will be extended to the leasehold-
ors, putting back the Healy Clause, sscuring
for the tenants full ccmpensation for their
improvemeants, and making the judiclal rent
date from the day of applicution to the Land
Court. The result of this will be fatal to
the great body of the landlords. Hence the
anxlety of the Oonservatives to establish
peasant proptletary.

ORANGE AND (REBN UKITING,

The lavdlords are alarmed at the rapid
growth of Land Leigue views among the
Protestant farmers. The vwotlog in Mon-
aghsn proves that evon the rabld Orange
party 18 breaking up. At the prsvlous elec-
tion there wai a defeotion of several hundred
Orange votes; and huadreds’ of slmilar de
fections took place when Healy contested tke
onunty. On this last occasion at Jeast twenty-
five per.cont of the Orange voters cast their
ballots for the Natlonal candidate. This
union of the O:auge und Green causes pro~
fougd slsrm in Eboglind, where no doubt is
entertained among intelligent politiciana that
Parnell will be master ot the situation in the
nexs Patllament. .

ARCHBISHOP CROKH!

The New Church of St. Brigid,
at Sarsfield’s Rock,

IMPOSING DEMONSTRATION.

ADDRESS BY HIS GRACE.

On June 24th the corner stone of the new
Ohurch of St. Brlgid, Sarstield's Bock, Bally-
neety, Co. Limerick, was solemnly blessed by
the Arshbishop of Cashel. The new church is
erected close beslde Barsfield's Bock, an emi-
nence towering above the rich pasture lands of
Limeriok, from which can be obtalned a view
of Kerry, Cork, Tipperary and Olare, the
heights of Galteemore, Keeper Hiil, the
Blievebloom Mountains, the Nagle Mountaine,
and Tim Quinlin’s Castle., The site of tha
church was most generously given by the
tenant, Mrs, Fitzgerald; and the head land-
lord, Mr. Thomas Benneti, has been kiad
enough to promise Rev. Father Byan, the
patlsh priest, a l¢ase in perpetuity. The
church was begun about & year. ago.
To erect sush a charch in saucha poor
parish was very up-bill work, If 13 estl.
mated that It will cast £3 500, Btill, though
the parish was poor, the generosity of the
people appears to have been slmost extrava-
gant., The ninety ratepayera of the parish on
Sunday laid over £300 on the corner.stone,and
some time g0 & hundred calves wers pre.
gented to the Rev. Father Ryan by his par.
fshioners ; they were reared by them for him,
and flaally sold at prices which realised atont
£1,000, This mode of contributing to the
erection of a church is novel, and is likely to
become very popular. Hls Grace the Artch-
bishop gubgoribed £100 as a start for the
work, and on Bunday he contributed £50,
Altogether over £700 was oollected on the
gpot.

At twelve o'clock High Mass was celebrated
at the foot of the rock on the open hill side,
the worshippers stretching over the greater
part of the meadow. The Rev, P. J. Ryan,
P.P., Galbally, was the celebrant; Rev. W, J,
McKeogh, P.P.,, Deacon; Rev. Father Fen-
nelly, sub-Deacon ; Yen. Archdeacon Kinnane,
P.P., master of tbe ceremonies. Benediotion
Jollowed Ma3e, and then His Grace the Arche
bishop proceeded to the mnew churob,
which bhas =airsady . risen to mnesarly the
height of 15 fest, .and there eolemaly
blessed and lald the corner stons, In
which were deposited the. usuel colns and
acroll. Mr. Richard Gleeson, as representing
the stonemnasons and bricklayers of Limaerlok,
asilated at this operation, after which AMr. W.
G. Doolan, the architect, presented his Grace
with n ellver trowel sultably iascribed and
having an ivory handle. When the Arch-
bishop came forward to address the people
the scene wag most Impreesive Where a
great Irieh warrlor stood nearly two hundred
yoars ago s great Irlsh prelate stood
that day, and before him stretohed a host of
people far vaster than ever Sarsfield looksd
upon ; the contrast between then and now,
between the condition of the Irish people {u
the dark days that succeeded the treaty of
Limerick and the condition of the }rishpeople
in the present year of grace, will suggest
itgelf to every reflective mind., The battle-
fleld of the saventeenth ceantury is conse~
crated ground In the nineteenth; the sword
hag beem tarned into the ploughshare ;
and where Sarsfiold osrried persuasion
with his sword Arohbishop Oroke rules
with bia manly eloquence and strong loglc.

Thbe_Archbishop, sddressing the vast multl-
tude, sald :—Mr. Mayor ¢nd fellow country-
men, it 1a now twelve months, or thereabouts,
since I first set my foot upon Sarsfield's Rook.

FATHER TOM BURKE. 0. P.

His Last Appeal made for Little Rlungry
. Children.

On Buvuday, in the Church of Bb. Franofs
Xavler, Upper Gavrdiner street, Dablin, the
groat pulplt orator, Father Burke, O.P.; 'tue
Lacordaire of this - generation, - preached an
elcquent and touching asermon on ‘hehalf
of the destitute ohildren of Donegal. before
an immense congregsation, inocluding the
Lord Mgsyor, the Lady Mayoress, and
somse of the ' leading Oatholio cltizezs of
Dudlin. There was gomething singularly
touching in the fact that the distingulshed
preacher had. only just recovered from a
gevere attack of 1liness, and (as he forclbly
put it himeelf) bad come from his sick bed
tvo advocate the cause of the starving children |
of Donegal. As Father Burke ascended the
pulpit immediately after the first Gospel of
the Ja3t Mass, all eyes wore directed towards
bim. Hoe looked pale, and the traces of the

‘I savere ordeal through which his health

has passed were vislble on his fine and’
expresslve features. As s7on however, as he
opened his lips a sympathetic thrill passed
through all present. The fasclnation of an
sloquent tongne which may be said to have
moved an entire world wassgain felt, and the
congregation appeared literally spell-bound.
Having read the Gospel .of the day, the
sabject of which was the multiplication
of the loaves and fishes, the ' preacher’
sald we had here a wonderful mlraole
performed by our Divine Lord for the relief
of a starving multitude. After three days
and three nights, doring which they had not
tastod food, the multitade became falnt with
hunger. Oar Lord’s heart was touched with
comparsion, nod having learned that a few
loaves and fishes still remsised, He multi-
plied thie swsll quantity of food In such a
wonderful manner that four thousand perzona
were fed, leaving a large portio: of the loaves
and fishes uocongumed, There could not,
Father Burke went op, be n more approprisie
Gowspel for the purpose of introducing the
«ubject which breught him befors them that
day. Heappesred before them to plead the
cause, not of 4000 percons, but

of Donegal. They had been supported for n
long time by the exertions of a mealous and
benevelent Oathollc lady, who had besn seek-
Ing relief for tbem 1lor weeks and months,
and had preserved them from the pauge of
atarvation and death. Now, howgver, the
funds which ske had by almost euperhuman
¢fforte been able to collect, were well nigh
exhausted, and thers remained in her hands
barely sufficlent means to aupport these poor
famished chlidren for one week and three
days more. What an appaliing thing It was
to contemplate that It oharity did not
step In to avert this {mpending calamity,
the spectre of famine would appear
In those children's midst I the short
space of ocue week and three days!—
one short week | —then Monday, Tuesday and
Wedaesdsy pass by, and omn Thureday the
grave opens, and thess Inuocent llttle ones
must periah of bunger! Suach would be the
children’s fate if timaely relisf did not come
to save them from death; but he knew and
falt that the fountalns of charity would never
be cloged when he addresged an Irish sudi-
enge. He had often appeared befors in the
puipit to edvocate the cause of charily, bat
never, he might say, tbe cause of a charity
wbich appealed g03 stroegly to the noblest
feellngs of humanlity. The very rev. preacher
here made a very pathetic allusion to him-
gelf.

PRINCE BISMARCK AND THE FALK
LAWS.

Blamarck has at last been forced to it hle
fron heel from off the neck of the Oatholic
peoplo in Germany, whom he 80 doggedly
pursued and oppressed during  the past thir-
teen years. Like all others persecutors of
the past, he fondly Imaglned-that his hand
and will could effect the destruction of the
Church, but 1fge them, the “man of blood and
fron " has heen taught by exjerlence that the
gamsa 18 not 80 easily played nor eo easily
wor, TheFalk Laws which hed been Im-
yposed on the Catholic smbjects and dignl-
taries of Germany, were almost as infamons rs
the Penal Laws enforced so long and merci-
lessly in Ireland. They formed a plece of
leglslation which no consclentious ecclesias-
tic could possibly respect or observe.
For years Bismarck never deviated
one lota from the line of pollcy
which he had drawn. He Imprisoned,
punfehed and exlled all those who refased to
yisld to his measures of oppression. But the
persecution falled to stamp out the faith of
the people, and the Imperious Uhancellor be.
gan to percelve that he was atiempting the
destruction of something that wa3 reslly
indestructible. He accordingly abendoned
kis harsh policy and declared bimself ready
for negotlations, which would bring the con-
filct toan end. Relations wera resnmed be-
tween the German Government and the Vati-
can, ard the past few years have been spent
in comiog to an upderstanding as to the
amount of concessions that should be mads,
Bismarck keenly feeling the sting of defeat
and fallure, npturally did not want to repu-
diate at one stroke his whole policy of the
past by adopting & directly opposlte courze
of actlon. He was, moreover, stubbornly
opposed by the Liberal party in bis polioy of
conceesion and concilfation. It was under
these circumstances taat ke incroduced hils
Ohkurch Bill 1aet morth {n the Prossian Par-
liament. The Bill provided for & consider-
able modification of the Falk Laws, and con-
tained six clauses which embodied’ conces-
sions that were on the one hand denpunced
by the Liberals ag involviag a grave sacrifice
of principle and dignity onthe part of the
Government, but were on tha other hand not
deemed ample enough by the Caibolis Con-
servative perty. According to the original
draunght of the Bill the first clause proposed
to enaot that Oatholic Bighops should no
longer be compelied to glve to the Govara-
ment aathorities the names of those caudl-
dates for the prlestly cffice whose appolat-
ments can be unconditionally cancelled,or who
are only appointed as substitutes or delegates,
By this concession the Blshops would be
enabled to fill vacant parishes with chaplains
or curates without previourly potlfying the
Government, The second claute stipulates
however, that this concesslon should not ex-
tend to the ceses of parish prlesta whe are
enfrusted with parochial administretion,
According to the third clause the Oatholio
oletgy can appeal from the Ecclealastical
Council or Court to the Minister of Public
Worship. An objectionable clause to the
Cathollcs was the fourth, in which it was
provided that the Qovernment authorities
shonld continuse to be entitled to oppose the
appointment of auy candidate who ehould
appesr usfif for an ecclesinstical office
on saccount of bhis civil or politl.
cal rpoaition, or becaumse hls education
had not been completed In compliance
with the stztutory prescriptions. Under the
fifth olause misslonary priests could adminis.
ter sacraments, not ounly Iin wvacant
parishes, but In parishes where priests
had been expressly forbldden by the
authorities to offiolate. Finally, the
slxth clause repealed all former legislation
inconsietent with the new bill. Buooh wag the
bill 1ald before the Prussian Paxliament ; it
certalnly offered advantageous concessions,
but there werv also in It stipulations and re-
servations which rendered 1t unacceptabls to
the Cathollc members. Under the able
lendership of Berr Windhorst the Catholic
party forced Bismarck and his old Jongerva.
tive followers te seek their alllance and to
ylald to all their demands for amondments to
the otjsctionnble clanses of, the bill. The
firat three olauses, as well as the sixth, aa
quoted nbove, were found ' satistactory,
and wore promptly adopted. The. fourth
clanza gavs rlse to a bitter and -determined
opposition on'the part of the Liberals.’ They
wanted the clanse to atand a8 was worded ;
but the Catholic -party  wanted that part
of ‘it atrlcken out which reservés tothe Gov-

ernment the power to reject candidates for

ecoleslastioal oﬂice ox clvil, religlons or edn-
cational grounds they eenled their po!nt and
Blsmerck grudgingly yleldnd to their demand.

secution. After years of combat the
Ohurch has wrenched from the hand of the
most gelf-willed and powerful statesman in
Europe the Instrument expressiy forged for
her defeat and humiliation, The triumph is
not the least noteworthy in the annals of the
Church, aud Is but apother iilustration of her
indestrrotible force and Ilife.

tacked the study of classics, His effort to
disparage the usefulness and importance of &
olassical edacation was botb Iinconsiderate
and unsucoessiul.: From the tenor of his ad-
dress, one 1g inevitably forced to the conclu.
slon, notwithalsnding the literary reputation
of the ctitlo, that Mr, Adama was eminently
urqualifisd to apeak on the subjsct, and to
express an oploion that could have any
weighty icfinence with educated men. An
opinion to be welghty, or a judgment
to be eound, must be based on Ebow-
ledge bearing on both sides of the
question under diecussion. Otherwise oar
jadgment runs great risk of being biassed, and
accordingly deprived of all efficacy. Now,
for any one to lavel a telling and effactive
criticism agalnst the study of Greek and
Lotin, it 15 evident tbat a simply negatlve
knowledge whereof be speaka will not form s
golid groundwork from which to direct the
attack ; hes must have a positive acqualn.
tance with the marita as well ag the demerits
of the question, and it is this which Mr,
Adams lacks In the most open fashlon, for
he confessed he cams fo ths dlscmsston of
the subject without the slightest know-

ANy ELECTIVE FOR
BENATA NOMINATIVE

A rancB Section of the Oanadian press Ig
at present ndvocating a radical change in e
legislative machlnery of the country. The
Senate, which i8 a puerile imitailon of the
House of Lords in Englend, s far from belng
adapted to the genlus of free, Independent
and responeible government, Of couree, the
framors of the Confederation Act meant the
Senate of the Dominlon fto be like the Su.
preme Oonrt of the country, a high judi-
cial body, and not &  pattizam
body, but sixteen years’ experience has
proved the creation of a nominative Senate
to be a grave mistake. The members of this
co-ordinate branch of the Legislature 1epree
sent nobody, but are simply the mominees of
the First Minister of the Government of the
dey. As originally consiituted the Senate
was composed of an equal nomber from both
political parties, for the express purposs of
elovating it above partisanship, but to.day
the great majority, in 1act the prospects are
thet the entlre Chamber will be all of one
politloal stripe or complexion. The Senats
is composed of seventy-elght members; a

ot this number sixty.two are Cop-
gervatives and only sixteen are
Liberals. These sizteen are divided

as follows among the provinces : Five belong
to Ontarlo ; 8ix to Quebec; two to Nova Sco.
tia; two to New Brunswlck and ons to
Prince Edward Island. A legislative body
thus nominated and constitated by the chief
of a political party can gerve no good public
purpose. It Is not an independent body, asa
nomination to its body Is only the reward of
partisan services and 18 made only after an
act of political submission, Whatever the
Premier who nomloated them wlshes the
senators to do, that they do withont a mur=
mur,

The partisanship of the Ssnate bad been go
unblushingly manifested that even one of the
Congervative members, Senator Alexandsr,
conld not refrain from condemning the
scandal. Last year when speaking in the
debate on the Address, he sald : « I implore of
this honorable House to cast oft from this day
forward all partisanship. I do not believe In
members of this body isening at thefr own ox-
pense partisan pamphlets to infaence elec~
tions. I do not belleve In Sepators acting as
chalrmenof partisan banquets merely to aitaln
thelr own gelfish ends. Benstors who use
thelr high position In the chamber to attain
their own Belfish ends, are the most ignoble of
our members and ought to be despized by this
House.”

Buat the fundamental objection to this legis-
lative body as now constituted 1s, that it does
not represent the people or any great public
interest, and that it is wholly irresponsible
to the people, a8 the msjority aot as if they
owed responaibility to no cne but the parly
chlef whose creatures they are.

The first took place
in 1852, and was the precursor of the
International Exbibition held im Daoblin
In the following year. The exhibits of the
present exhibitior are in number greatly in
expess ot those at the exhibition of 1852,
while they cover twice aa muoch spacs, There
are 800 Irish exhibits, a number considernbly
in excess of that ot any previous Irish exhib-
ition, national or international, that held in
Dabiln in 1853 excepied. The Belfast and
Utlster exnhibita form a very importazt portion
of tho ontire dlsplay. There are olso &
considernble number of Euglish and some
foreign exhibits. In the Dablin Exhibition of
last year 100,000 feet of space were
occupled by the bulldinge; 1o the
Cork Exbibition 150,000 feet are so occnpled,
and - owing to the manner in which
spacs hiad been cconomized, that available
for exbibite 18 double what the managers of
the Dublin Exbibltion kad at their commaud.
The hall of the Corn Exchauge has been
uiilized as the main entrance-ball. It lesds
from the river frout direztly into the great
ball, which {s about 200 fect long, end pos-
seases perfect acoustic qualities. The bulld-
iugs surzounding the great hall are all on the
same level, and comslst of thirtesn
avenunes, each about 400 fest long. From
the very outset the Qity trades have dls.
played the most earncst dleposition to secure
the co-operation of nll classes and creeds for
the acheme, Nothing, indeed, could Latter
fllustrate the desp interest the people take in
the Indnstrial movement than the disposition
they have manifested on thia accasion to te-
serve thelr political predilections in order to
sscure goneral co-operation. There were prac.
tically two opening celebrations,onecondncted
outslde the bullding by the Tradesand Friend-
ly Societies, and the other inside, by tbe ex-
acutive committee and tho corporate bodies.
Thae trades acsembled a largs pumbers, and,
besded by thelr banners, many of which bore
national devices, marched through the prin-
cipal streets. Instde ihe exhibltlon the
gcene wag very brilllant. About one o'clock
& processlon headed by the officers of
tho Corporation of QCork, bearlog
the corporate insignla, entered the great
hall, which wa3 then filled with an
enormous throng of the general public, Im-
mediately foilowing the corporate otficluls
ocame the Mayora of Cork, Balfast, Drogheds,
Clonmel, Waterford, and the Lord Mayor of
Dublin. They proceeded up the main hall,
and thelr advent was the eignal for tremen.
dous cheering of the Exzecutive Committes.
The Mayor of Cork, Lord Bandon, and
the &rchitect then sscended the platform,
and the archifect barded two solid
eliver keys to the Mayor. His Worship
gave one of these 1o Lord Bandon, and
requested him, as President of the Exhibition
Uommittes, to declare the bullding open. In
making this request hls worship sald that
the committes embraced men not only of
varlous ranka and conditions of coclety, but
of the most varfous and opposite rellgious and
political apinlons, As chalrman of the com-
mittee his worship bore testimony to the
uniiring zsal which had characterized
thelr  proceedings, and stimulated
their arduous labors, It bad won
for thes exhibition the bhearty and llheral
co-operation of various classod and partles uot
only in this but in other lands, It had aleo
given grounds for new hopa and afforded a
happysugury. He was convinced of the good
sud enduring benefits to Le securad for thelr
people in the future, Thirty years ago o
similar ceremony took place on that very spot.
The end then aimed at was the game taey
elrove for to-day—namely, the resnscltatlon
of their native Industrier, and the develop.
ment of the material aud Intellsctual wealth
whick Providence had conferred upon Ireland
snd her people. Other countries had outrun
them in the race on which thelr fathers then
entered ; to-day thev resumed the contest,
with hopes a8 high, and with side more
potent, and with opportunities more favorable,
than were vouchsafed to their fathers, and if
they were but true to themselves a bright fu-
ture was in etore for them (cheers). Theynow
acked hls lordship to tarow apen to the
nation this great treacure-house ot knowledge,
and they truated that the lensons it taught of
industry and self-rellauce might bs borns
hence by thelr people to every town and
hamlet, over valley and klllside, tbroughout
thke Iand, and there fiad fruitful application.

The address was well received.

Lord Bandon then declared ths building
open, amid great cheerlng. A conostt, {n
which a band and chorus embraclng 400 per-
sons took part, then took place. Tbo straets
of the city wers thronged throughout the day
by citizens and sirapgers, and the moat per-
fact order prevailed, Thereare 50 trade dule-
gates from Balfagt hers and abount 200 from
Dublin, and they have been received 1n a very
cordial manner by thelr Cork brethren,

The exhlblilon will remaln open about.
three months. There will ba auxiliary at-
traotions provided, in the shops of horse
races, regatias, cattle shows, &o.

The good nun spent
$75,000 in charities, and she heraelt teatifies
that many tenants of Lord Lanedowne wers
reciplents of blankets, of meal and of potatoes.
Most of the chiidren who attended the no-
tional echools, one of them opposita the gato
teading into Lord Liansdowne’s own residence,
Derresn honse, were from his estato, znd the
non bad to supply them swith clothing, be-
cause the school-mistress had stated to her
that it was pecessary for decency’s snke. The
rents on this estate exceed the Goveroment
valuation by fiity per cent.

THE POOR ITALIAX BENEDIETIHE

DOM BOSCOS8 WONDEﬁFﬂL LABORBS,

——

The Defense publishes the following sketch
of the Inbors ot Do Bosoo, who has been
callsd the 8t, Vinoent de Paul of Italy :

Without money and withont resources, he
began by getting togetber In the stresty
children wha were more or less neglected by
thelr parents, ana teaching them their cate-
chism and the obaervance and calebration of
Sondays and the feasts, For gome time he
bad mo place in  which to assemble
these children except a field in a suburb,
whera the aky was his only covering. Thean
e folt the necessity ot teachlng them how to
rend, and B9 he opened night achaals for
them, But in order to begin thls mew

apdertaklng ha was forced toaacept a friend’s
watch and tho wedding trinkets of his mother,
& good snd simple woman who had torn hey-
self from her native monutains to take in the
work of her son, Ha was not satiafied with
night echoolt, however; he established day
schools snd nn orphapage. Thia gave
greater solidity to his oratorp—which had
hltherto bheen somewhat unstosdy-—with.
out injoring its expansion. Ho afturwards
added a echool where arts and traden were
taught ; then a bigher school, a college, and
coureea of bhigher ecoleslastical etudles.
Lagtly, he mnultipliad his Bunday oratories,
bis elementary schools, his sgricultural or-
bhanages and colleges outslde of Turin, es-
tablishing them in Pledmont, In Ligaria, at
Rome, in Slclly, in Bpaln, snd In France.
Nor is this all. Flve or six yesrs ngo he was
asked to send misslonaries to Patagonin, and
on hie route, so to speak, he founded colleges,
indastrial achools, &a., at Buenos Ayres, at
San Nicolaa de los Arroyos, and In other parts
of the Argentine Republic. Simtar colleges
wore nlso founded in Montevideo and in
some cltles of the Republlc of Uruguay. And
lately, at the requast of the Emperorof Brazll,
he has established several of his mlsslonarics
at Rlo Janeiro.

Besides there works be has foanded 2
Biaterhood, under the invocation of Oar Ledy
of Help, who was cloaely bound to his Oon-
gregation of Saleslans, in the sams way a8 the
Blsters of St. Vincent de Paol are to the
Lazarlst Fathera,  Durlog the twelve yosrs
of ita exictence this community of nuns has
achleved unexpected growth, and it wil}
closely follow the progress of the Congrega-
tian from which it {8 an offshoot.

Bhortly sfterwards Dom Bosco saw that hia
work was destined to bear frult that be had
not foreeen or that he had foredeen but dimly.
The houses in which he bad gathered to-
gether £0o many children, became a nursery
forthe training of a chosen clergy, destined
nat only to supply vacancles {n the ranks of
his mlasionaries, bat aleo to come to the help
of the ordinary clorgy, who are often in need
of help. This 18 the case In America at tho
present moment, where the Naleslans now
minfster to lurge patishes that were wlthout
priests. But the ewarm of misalonarles who
had left the mother hive 1o Pledmont were
not emongh for Patogonia or for Brazil

Bcaler, nnd the whole responsibility rests
with the Montreal manufacturer who shipped
the cigars. Mr. Beales declines to disclose
the name of the manufacturer.
