One of Quebec’s Early Heroines.

A Story af Btierring Ti:mesi—A Religions
Eanthusiasi—Her Work for whe
Church.

Above the doer of the Cburch of the Cev-
gregatien, Notrs Dsme street, Montreal, Is
written {n French tbe followlng inscriptien :
©Q., this spot was erscted by Sieur Boargeoys
and Mdllc Ls Bor, the anclent Oharch of the
Congregation, 1693.” We are ail acquainted
with the name of Marguerite Bourgeoye; that
of Joanne Le Bar has an unfamiliar seand.
Her family la clorely connected with the
early hiatery of Mortresl, and she herself Is
worthy of natice as & sort of typical figure,
{liustcating peoailacities of manpuer, theugh:
and character, Her father, Jacquea Lo Bor,
s native of Pi trini, Rouven, wus one of the
Cowmpany of Oae Hundred Aswociatee formed
{or the expraas purpose of founding tne new
settlement of Ville Marie. Possesa'ng twe
selgaeurley, St. Paul and Senneville, a bouse
in Q 1cboc, another in Su. I'.ul atrat, Men
treal, with variona other preperty, tiis
French lmmiyrint was considered one of the
rlobest traders of New F:soce. O! a sanguie

and energetio tumparamant. hs tosk a prow:
inest part 1o the uilatra of the oew ciloany. e
wis an tmprtant maabor of the M1.du of

Ing the progrees of one of thelr gqasarrls waq
threwn Inte prison, where, accerding t; the
fasnion of tha dav, he lsnpuiehed unul, by
nrgent appesls to Franas, his friends contriv.
od t» ottiln his relesse, According to uo-
conaby that have come down to ue, M, Per

Lo B .r presents a rare Instance of one who
was will.ng to devote somo portion ot hle own
snbatance to the public eecurity, Ha huilt s
stone fort on hle S-fpuenry of de Symmervill,
at the bead of ‘he [.1ind of M ntrenl, Thie
was burct by t+ T~ quole {n 1691, and when
1t was rebuilt 10 1693 was provided with some
am>ll plecea of artullery as a defence agaloat
the R d-kine, In 1701 we find » garrieon
ertabl ahed thore, commsanded by tne Sieur
d¢ M -nnion, and a fnw yeura later M. de
Vaudrouil, Govarnor-Guneral of Causdu, in
writing to the Miniater of the Marlae, tulls
him th:t * tha fort at Ssnnoeville entirly
proseors the colony en that slde from ‘he
ravages of the Inniane,” Jicquen La Ber
was envobled by Loota XIV. In 1696 en sc-
count of his servives, with the condition that
the patent of nobility was to ba suoured t9
hise descendants. Jacques Le Bar msrried
Juaane Lomoyoe, elster of Obarles Lomoyae,
aftsrwarde Basron de Longueuil, and thelr
enly dughter was qorn a5 Vile Marle, Jn.
4, 1662 Hor godfarher i Panl Chnroeday
da Mateonaeuve, Governor of tne Island of
Montraal ; her godmether was Madamolesclle
Mupco, 8 woman nebly consplousus among
tho devoted alsterhood who hbad consecrated
themeelves io the rervice of God in Oanads.
It wne an age of marvels ; t1e very exlatencs
of the settlement wna » continual miracle; the
routine of daily exvtence was sn unceieing
exercle of the most devoted berolrm. Cut
off fur m-ny montha of every year from all
cemmauanloatiop with the outalde werld, sur-
rounded by pressing dangers nond privations,
roliglon wna the inspiriog principls of this
1.t:le band planted in the wilderness; the
falth =a+ tha vorlvalled soversiom of her
childrec’s thouytt« and hearte. Tae armos-
phere. was saturstsd w-ta harehrainad en-
thusingm, with wild fancies concerning viglis
and visloos and yerascws. A graad and
gtasdy alm, vever lost Ight of, never abun-
doned, muulded che mindn #f men Into a form
entirely congrnial to priestly Adesires and
sympatbies, All this furnished wental fr-
texioat or for an ardent and impre slenable
natare, Every day the little one was taken

dering the laet aires to ths corpse whoa they
were stortled by ths apparition of & woman
who, wnu hrggared, toarless, stoad gozing
dewn Izt tly ut the dead Iad, and twn dis-
appesred in utter siience. Lhe wmune wore
awed hy thetesgio epoctscle of » mortal soui,
cut «ff Feam n!l sourcea of patoral hops and
jaterest, yot drmly bound to it hesitage of
bumain woe, The very nexsday, lo memury
of hig aon, M. Ls Boar dennted a farm ac
Point St Charles an a fonudation for s gen-
eral hospital.

"The Le Bar family proved mort saubstantial
benefactors te tha cemmunisy ot the Cengre-
gatlon, Pierre La Ber {urnlshed the stenc
tequired for the construction af their churoh,
By will ha laft the commdnity 10,000 livres,
snd his heart was buried In the onspel which
had so long been his sister's abode. Made-
molsello Le Boar gave 3,000 liviea as & fund
ta {onod & p rpetos! adoratien of the Hoet,
for & dally mass 5000 livers, and 15,000
[tvres, the intereat ot whioh wat to eduvate
seven paor girls, orphans to be eelected 1o
preference. They were to be taught all the
ordinary dut es of housework, aleo tu sew,
koit and read ; the art of writlng was pot
conaidered necesaary.

Ay theugh her task wera acoompliehed,
very ¢0 n after Jeanne Lo Bir had made over
all her preperty to the sisters she was at.
tick:d by dapgereous tlluces, aod died O.t -
her 3, 1714 Tre bh.dy was exposedin the
Comrcu ot Uspgreg-t oa, whero she wagsafter-
vards  interred with grest pomp anpd
(43 rfll\OU}'.

Mr. O. Fitzpatrick, M.P.P,, in an interview
with a repressntative of the (Q1ebec Telegraph

DISTEMI'ER IN HOBSES.

If the weather i8 cold keep the affected
snimals imdoors in & well lighsed and veni-
lated stable, Feed on bran mashea with
roots and hay, and leave an abundance of
pare water at all times with tbe animala’ resch.
A little saltpetre, say a vesspounful, may be
dissolved in the drinking water every night
till the kidneys act freely. When the throat
commences swellivg apply warm poultices of
linseed meal, chaoging them twice daily, snd
and as agon as the region of the throas commen-
cea to flnctnate, open it and liberate the pus,
afverward continuiog the pouluce till all dis-
oharge c:ases, Ordinarily this is ail the treat.
ment thas is required. If ohe throat is very
sore, and great dafiomlty 18 experienced ia
swallowing, an ounce each of chlorate of potash,
gentiaa roob and licorice root should be mixed.

Considering the large and important share

militate against their usefulness. Syndness
in them is of muoh moment. and pariicularly
soundness in wind, legs and feet,

The largest of these borsss are bred on
heavy land, where plow work is very exsocting
and the sirougest and best looking of them
are aelvcted for drawiog beavy loads at a
comparadively slow pace 1a towns It is sbated
that on a moderately gcod hard road onme of
these horses will take two tons as his ordintry
lord. wuile nothing wili equal them in start-
ing and shifving railway wagons, Liess hand
some specimens are purchased for road wagons,
Tue mild bemper of these hogses adapts them
sdmiraoly for largw teams, where a loog, wain-
g pull is required, or bo guide goodwemp redly
to she voice or whip wituout rushing iuto the
collor as hutver tempered horeesare so prone to
do. Three of these brood mares can take »
double furrow plow ~ven througzh beavy, sviff
land, and they a:e taught more easily thao any
ovher horse to go Rently, and stup at roote 1n
wood land, or amopg other ohstaclea,
