ic sceordance with the rule we hbave established
for several years, & general collection will be made
in a!l the purishes of our diocese on the first Sunday
of Leat, to which those who avail themselves of the
dizpensation granted will contribute according to
their means—~the rich out of their abundance, and
the poor out of their slender means, to uphbold the
missionary fund, for aiding the poorer pariskes and
epreading the blessings of a free and independent
Catholic edueation thronghout this diocese, of which
this fund has beeu already so productive. You are
sware Low 1arely we make or encourage B0y gene-
al appeals to our fiocks for their offerings, especial-
iv durivg those latter dimes, when the people are
towed down with such Lieavy liabilities, eggravated
by a general and heartless indifference to their dis-
tressed condition. There are, however, two objects
of which they should always be so jealous as never
10 suffer them to be placed under any slien controi,
name}y, the independent support of their clergy.
With perfect freedom on those twe points, there is no
crisis however trying out of which the people will
not come without any irreparable loss; and there.is

‘zo persecution however fierce, wor wiles howerver
cunning, which tbey will not be able to bafiie and
cubdue.

Suffer but the least undue 'in’erz“efeuce‘ with those
sacred objecta; the power both of the priesthood
and the people is impaired, and the aggressive spirit

g ‘ THE IRISH LANGUAGE.

During the past ages, one of the stropgest and-se-
curest fences against the foreign heresies. that were
forcibly imported iato the country, was found in cur
native language, always consecrated to the service
of our boly religion, and, like the land itself, never
tainted with the odour of heretical doctrines.
Agaipst our language, as well as against our religion
and our rsce, a continuous aad unrelenting war has
been waged ; experfence baving proved to our nlien
foes, that they never could destroy the cherighed
traditions of the people, or make any deadly fapres-
sion on the miads of tbeir youth, as long a8 our na-
tional language remained as a barrier against the
commingling of opposite doctrices. Gradually to
get rid of the obnoxious language, which not only
foiled the direct persecution to destroy, but of which
the superior besuty won the noblest of the Eoglish
settlers to its adoption, became a subject of serjous
policy to the-enemies of the Cathylic religion—a po-
liey which, as usual, they found end s:ill find abet-
tors in the Catholie body. Edueation through the
English, and forbidder through-our native language,
becawe the insidious instrument of that policy ; ye3,
though long and vigorously ot wock, and wielded by
hands at ouce skilful snd powerful, fortunately it
has not succesded. Tt is not a matier ot conjecture,
it i3 n.matter to which we can bear persopal testi-
mony, that.giving any veluable education to the
Catholic people of Ireland, was a matter of utter in-
difference to some of the projectors of the present
system of education, compared to the amzlgamation
uf the races, and, if possible, of their religion, by the
destruction of the language of lreland, But now,
that the death of their =anti-Catholic' schemes is re-
vealed to the world by their creating and fostering
schizmatical schoo!ls, and endeavouring 1w seduce
the youth from their faith, eod their spiritual alle-
giance o tbeir pastors, we should view with no less
alarm their designs to cxtinguish the langunge of
our people.

To what tyrannical lengths this hatred of our pec-
pie and their lspguage is carried is manifesy by ihe
sceneg that so often occur st session: and asaizes,
when solicitors, advocartes, justices, and barristers
brow-leat [rish wittesses, tore og them to give evi-
dence in u foreign tongue which they do not under-
steud.  Often did we purpose to animadvert upon

suclt coaduct, as unconstitutional as it is unchristian,

It.surely argues but little reverence for the solemni-
ty of an oath or the rights of "lhe subject. In all
sucli cases, property, or what is more valuable, life,

may be involved ; and if through the violence of

any of those functionaries the witness be’ guilty of

maierial perjury, and bis testimony the cauze of in-

jury to amother, the guilt should be laid at the door!
of those by whown the frecdom of conscience was so

cruelly outraged. Let then, thoee officials learn the

such a witness to be silent, or pracure & competent
interpreter, .

Our nttention having been drawnto & recent picce
of clumsy legislation, on the subject of Catholic mar-
risges, we bave only 1o remsrk,-snd with deep re-
gret, that the Act has not, by any means, relieved
the Catholic clergy aud people from one of the most
odious and saoguinary enactments by which the sta-
tute-book has been stained. The retention of this
rewansont of ancient persecuting bigotry is only cal-
culated to perpetuaie the feeling of resentment to
which it gave rise; and surely it was rot too much
to expect from the legislature, that if they prized
the service of the Catholic clergy, they should ectitle
themselves to it, by showirg & spirit of jast conci-
liation, laking down the sword which bas so lonpg
hung, and still bangs, aver the heads of the prieat
assisling at marriages eanctioned by the law of God,
and forbidden under e dreadful penalty from & Latred
of our Loly religion.

CONCLUSION.

Ws {eel {hat we have addressed you on this oeen-
siony at much greater length than we were aceus-
tomed to do in our Lenten pastorals. Qur epology
is the conviction of the immioeat danger with
which onr people and religion nre menunéed, {rom the
frightiul emigration, and the undisguvised bostility of
the anti-National Board, The two-fold evil can no

longer be safely overlooked. - The Kosrd tbreatens
more injury to our faith than was ever inflicted by

Bzrotzsrant Couecy Misstoxs.—How  ConvERTS
aRe Mape.~—~The Protestant Chancellor ¢ Cork, the
Rev. George Webaier, ba3 addressed a letter to the
Rev, lI. C. Eade, Secretary of the “Irisb Church
Missions to Romen Catholics,” in which ke says:—
I complain, not that temporel reliet is given to our
starving fellow-creatures, but that it is given on
coznditior that they commit 3in. You do not deny
that if that zelief be given toinduce them to do what
they believe to be wreng, the Roman Cetbolic com-
mits sin who viciaties his conseciense, and you sin
doubly in offering the worldly inducement for sucha [
purpose. You say, “even if under the teaching of
Roma eome of them believed at first that they were
doing wrong, they soon discovered it., &e. Thisis
just the point I wish to dwell uper. I canpot see
what good resslts may spring from evil, butI ean-
not believe that any reznjis, bowever beneficial,
could justify me in using unlawiul means. You must
ackunowledge thet the bread aad clothes are giveu to
the children ard :io the adulis for the very purpose
of bringing them to your scheols. You say that iy
is 'f enstomery in Ireland in all schools intended for
the lowest clasz in the community ® to-give fuod to
the children. This iz Lhardély correct, and I think
you will fiad it difficult to point out & school where
food i3 givea to Roman Cathaolic children to make
them listen to Protestant teaching except that school
be cepdceted by the Irish Church Missions Society,
or by one or ibefew Clergy in Ireland who npprove
of the principles of thut society. Food and clothes,
{ know, are sometimes given, but then this assist-
aoce is giver to tke Roman Cathelics whether they
attend the Protestant instruction or not, It appears
10 me to be wholly vnworthy of Protestantiam to
meke:the poverty of Roman Cathelies an oceasion of
outbidding or overreaching the eads of the Roman
Catholic Oburch, and tberefore as long as you tempt

sorry for it; but I am fally persuaded he would ses
cause to chroge his mind if he were acquainted with
the facts which I and many other clergy could bave
furnished. I &lso confess I rm decyly grieved to see
that many otker Englishmen, some writers in the
Times, for example, have fallen into the same wis-
take, ané have taken up the notion that the Irish
Church Missions Society ia really doiag a good work
ia Ireland.

“ My Loré—The enclosed letter from the Rev,
Jobr Teeling, of Richmond, Virginia, Confederate
Stutes of Atwerica, must Je-my introduction to your
lordship. I had the pleasure of making that gentle-
man's Acquiiniaace before the firat datile of Manaz-
se8, July 21st, 1861, and have the higheat satisfac-
tion in siating that be enjoys the repulstion among
a vast number of wdmiriog friends (of every religi-
ous denomipatiun) of being an upright, honorable
man, and & zealous Christian minister. During the
first year of thig unfortupate conflict, my friend, Mr.
Teeling, acted chaplain to ‘¢ Wheats Louisiana Bat-
talion ” from New Orleans (in which corps I bad the
konor to serve as captain for 18 months), composed
almost exclusively of Irishmen, and nobly did he do
his duty in camp end om the battle fie!d, On the
presentation of new colors to the command, our wor-
thy Chaplain consecrated the standard, and on many
a hard fought field of Soutbern independence, hus its
silken folds flonted on the breeze— when the victori-
oug shout of * Stonewall Jackaon’s Corps,’ proclaim-
ed that the miniona of & despot had recoiled, bufiled
and dismsyed, before the impetuous udvance of the
Soutbern troaps!

"The long dreaded event bus ocenrved; the
first shot has been fired, and in a few weeks
Lurcpe may be all on fire. Indeed, at present,
it is almost vertain that the Westera Powers will
be compelied to take part 1 the contest just -
avyurated in Schleswig.  The details of this
affur have nat yet fully reached us3 but o ap-
pears that tbe Austrians and Drussians baving
first sustained a repulse at the hands of the
Dunes, bad again advauced snd driven the latter
frem the town of Schleswig.

CATHEQLIC CHARITY.
(From the Montreal Gazelte.)

On Tuesday evening, m the Bonavernture Hall’
Mr. M'3ee delivered tus lecture on “ Cathelic
Chanty,” before a very large audience. ITe
commenced by stating that he had promised
his friend, the Bev. Mr. O'Farrell, to deliver
this lecture before leaving for Quebec, as a con-
tributien towards the repairs and improvement of
St. Avne’s Churelr; and that he was exceedingly
happy to have it in his power so to oblige ins
reverend and lesrned friend, and the congrepa-
tion of St. Aune’s, (Applause). Ide then pro-
ceeded to ohserve that although history, m the
ordigary sense, as 4 mere record of awbition, --
as a chronicle of battles, conspiracies uud vicissi-
tudes, was 2 disheartening study,—tbat yet there
was to be found interwoven with the great drama
of public action, 0 many scenes of a very differ-
ant nature, so many beautifal and patriotic pass-
ages, that all really good histories, filled as they
are with digressions as lo the religion and social
life of passed generations, aflord ample compen-
gation to the tedium and weariness of war and
wmtngue. Of these passages he had endeavored
to cull 2 few of the principal which exhibited
our regenerated human nature 1n some of its po-
blest aspeets, under the general tule of # Heroic
Charity.” Though benevolence was a principle
of duty incolcated by almost all Asiatic religions,
charity, as we understood the word, was almost
exclusively a Christian idea. Among 1he first
Christians lilere was z common fund for the re-
hief of their poorer brethren; and the chanity of
Chnistianly made itself, at a very early period,
conspicueus in the altered relation of master and
slave throughout the Roman world. Williout
dwelling on the dectrinal basis of Christian char-
iy, as contained in (he sermon on the Mount
and other portions of the sacred Scriptures, he
(Mr. M:Gee) would trace historically, ip a rapid
manuer, sonie of the most meinorable phases in
which the work of this good angel—the guardian
angel of Christian soctety~—~had been exhibited
within the ravge of the Chnstian ern.  The nise
of the Mahomedan pewer, and its encroachments
on Ewope, had called forth the charity of 1he
Crasades. No doubt, there was— mingled with
that universal movement of the Chiistian popula-
tions—much that was lemporary, trivial, inter-
ested, and eren somethmg that was base and
vicious; but the preponderating spirit was that
of charity. Tt was not simply an armed uprising
against 2 hostile creed or system, it was a gener-
ons attemnt to protect Lhe pilgrim on his way—
the peaceful traveller in a far country—to sue-
cor the weaker and paorer brethren who had gone
out trom Christendom into the land of the unbe-
liever. Tins was the heroic spirit of brother-
hood which fired the soul of St. Beruard, when
from his woodea platform on the il of Vezelay,
he launclied the crusade of 1148, Of the mul-
titudes who hieard his voice, not nearly all could

obiain the crosses prepared as the badge ot en-’

listment, and the inighty preacher tore intoshreds
his own outer robe, 1o order that no mae mght
be without an emblem of the cause he had
espoused, (Applavse). Conlemporancously with
the heroic charity of the Crusades grew the do-
mestic chaﬂ'l_v of chivalry. Domestic slavery,
once universal in Christendom, afforded another
threafte for the exercise of heroic charity.—
Benedict, of Amatne, accepted the land on which
he built his convent, but mzpumitied s serfs ;
wkile Aidan, of Northumbria, made 1t a condition
of the reception of converts wmto the chereh, that
they should hiberate the caplives in their bands,
who bad Geer reduced from hberty to slavery.—
The Synod ot Armagh,n freland, beld in 1172,
alter 1he Norman invasion, believing the scourge
of iuvasion to have fallen on them in consequence
of their holding slaves, decreed a general eman-
cipation of the ecaptives in the land. ln those
days priconers of war were usually reduced to
slavery, for the sysiem of ransom and exchange
had nat yet been establisbed, and no other voice
but that of religion dared to plead the captive’s
cause. The rise of the maritime Mahometan
powers, on ilie Mediterranean, (usually called the
Barbary States) opened acother book i the
great epic of heroic charily. Two names wll
be for ever memorable in this work — Peter
Nolasco and John of Mathi, both Freochmen,
both nobly born, both inheritors ot large estates,
both founders of orders for the redemphon of
capuves. The former estabhished his headquar-
ters at Barcelona, under the patronage of the
King of Arragon, about the year 1223, and sent
out thence his Ransomers to Grenada on the one
band, and Algiers on the other. The latter
establisbed s order 10 Valois and Flaoders, uo-
der the patronage of Phillip Avgustus — made
frequent voyages to ransom caplives, to the
Moorish parts of Spam and to Morocco. We
bear of hun on one oceasion, returnmg with 186,
aad cn another »ith 120 ransomed Christians
from Tunis, for wkom he paid not only by the
alms he bad carried out, but by his blood shed

| under the scourge of the wfidel. Another, and

not the least glorions, volume in- the anrals of
Christian clarily was the charity of hospitals and
prisons. A statement published a few years ago,
placed the whole aumber of European hospitals
at 3309 ; of which England had 500, Germany
600, Iialy 450, and France 900. These chani-
ties were {or the most part, attended gratuitons-

ly, by the-leading: members -of - the medical pro-
fession, many of whom heroically - laid "down
theit lives, ‘year by year, in (he'sérvice of the
wretched and the outeast, (Applause). "1n Ca-
tholic countries orders. of religious ladies, such
as the Grey Nuns, were dedicated to this pam(ul, !
and often fatal, sermce. With a devotion, be-
youd that of the Samaritan in the Gospel, they
nursed and watched over the suflering, in person,
until death had released them, or disease had
been baflled. The charity of hospitals and prisons
kad called forth, in Protestant coustries, the
illustrious sacrifices of Jobn Howard, Elizal_:oeth
T'ry, Florence Nightingale, and Dorothy Dix—
not, indeed, bound to the service of the poor by
any vow, except such as, oo the altar of ther
ownshearts, they bad offered to him who tells
us :—* The poor ye have with you always.”—
(Applause). One of the most striking, from ats
situation and its circumslances, of these heroic
charities of the Idospital, is that established and
maiatained by the Monks of St. Bernard, for
the rescue and protection of the travellers over
the Alps. Among the natural wonders of that
Iofty region, the tourist stands awe-struck and
amazed ; but the noblest spectacle, even in the
presence of those “ everlasting Iulls,”? would be
found, if we could look imto that cowled
bero’s heart, who plunges amd the glaciers
foifowmng Ius life-dog, to the rescue of any
buman being of any land, or lineage, or]
language, who may have fallen by the way |
insepsible and despaurmyg, (Applavse).

¢Apgain, this year, this patriotic movement was
about to be renewed, and the delegates from Naples
and Palermo were about to set forth ou their royal
pilgrimage, éetermined to brave the implacable ba-
tred of the Fledmontese.

‘ The King, actuated by a sentiment worthy of bhis
race, has wished to prevent thia manifestation. It
is notorious that the yoke of conquest bas been
pressed upoz the people with more suspicious cruelty
than ever, during the last few months, Persecution
has been redoubled with the state of siege, aod the
law of the Manufengoli. Tn proportion as the Cabi-
aet of Turin feels that the people are escaping it, in
gpite of their snfferings, it tightens i3 fetters, and
its-anger augments the rigor of its cruelties.

¢ Francia the Second hag therefore done well in
forbiddiagz his most devoted sugjects to expose them=
selves to igevitable evils. None the less for his mag-
naunimous consideration aave the addresses reached
his royal hands, and bis reply, communicated by one
of our correspondents, and which we subjoin, is at
once a just reward, and n noble encouragement for
the brave Neapolitans, who are looking, like the
King bimzelf, for the independence, aad the emanci-
pation of their country.

GERMANY AND DENMARK.

less indifferent. The chances are that, ag far as ste
is concerned, Germany will lose nothing by waitiag.
[t is manifesily France’s game to let things go fur-
ther before stepping in.

Certain journals have spoken of an alieged rmili-
tary convention between Sweden and Denmark, for
the occupation of Zealand by troops of the former
Power in the event of war between Denmark and
Germany. It has not been said to amount to s trea-
ty offensive and defensive, and indeed, it is dezcribed
as iocluding an understending that the. Swedes
should not be called intn the field, buf shonld merely
serve to relense the Danish troops, aud enable them
to be sent to the frontier. These statements are very
unlikely {0 be true, and my information induces me
to believe them nufounded. In cage of war there
would be no need of troops to maintain order among
the peaceable inbabitants of Copenhagen and Zea«
land,and the Dunish army might safely move agaings
the enemy, without fear of commotions in it3 rear.—
Times, '

hundred and sixty families, late inhabitants of six-
teen villagea in the communes of Poswal and Wobol-
nice ; several colonies of small proprietors in the par-
ish of Krakinow (district of Poniewiez); the colo-
nies of Ibiany, Eigirkole, Piadzy, and Lepluny, of
the Know district, numbering about two hundred
and ninety families; all the peasants in the com-
mune of Krokow ; forly-six families in the commune
of Datnoir ; the colony of small proprietors of Mil.
katjeie, district of Telsze. If to the above are added
the deportations decreed by the so-called military
councils, it may be said that Samogitia has been de-
populated to the extent of 38,000 persons. It is said
Rusasia jntends to depopulate each district, and to
