biggest representation, there being betuween thirty and
fortx' men froni each of those colieges. 'l'lie majoritvI of

the dclegates arrived in town on \Vediiesd.ay) morning,
and the registration bureau at tic corner of N'onge and

Shuter streets was beseiged alrnost ail day by a crowd of
meni and wvomen anxious to get settied at their billets.
t)uriîig thc inorni ng .vild runiors xvere afloat concerniîîg
tlîc railroad accident at iHamilton, iii wiîicl one of' the
convention trains was iniixed up, but inost of theni proved
to be groundiess. One feature of tic registration systemn
wliici might have been rînedied was tleî- fact that no,
record %vas kept of thc billets, that is, as soon as a
delegate iiad beent given lus ticket on wiîicli xvas Nvritten
tic namne anid address of his host, flic people at the regis-
trationi bureau iost ail trace of his %vliercabouits.

Tfli opcning proceedings, wliiclî werc lîeld iii Massey
Hall on Wcdnesday afternoon, took the formi of a
devotional service. Nîr. john R. Mott presided, and thc

large hall was comipletely filled, the delegates being
seated by States. 'l'le speakers wceMr. and Nirs.
H oward Taylor of the China Iniland Mission, anîd MIr.
RobeŽrt E. Speer. 'l'lie monster meeting on \Vedîîes-
day ev ening was iii the nature of a welcomne by
tic pîeople of Tloronto to flic delcgates. Massey
Ha[ll wvas literally packed, and an overflow meet-
inig xvas lield iii the Metropolitan Clîurch. At the big
meecting Bisiiop Sw~eatnman, Principal Caven, and Dr.
Potts, delivercd earnest and thouglîtful addrcsses on the
subjcct of thc work of the convention, and welcomed
Uic delegates to Toronito. Nîr. Mott rcplicd on behiaîf
of tlîe convention. Rev. J. Ross Stevenson, ). D.,
deiivcrcd the final address of the evening. 'l'lic meeting
in the Metropolitan Churcli was addrcssed by I)r.
Lutlier B. Xishard, of New York, Rev. Dr. Jones of the
India Missionî, and Rev. J. M. Thoburn, Methodist
Episcopiai Bisliop of lIndia.

The proceedings on Thursday coîîsisted of two general
sessions iii the morning and the eveîîing iii Massey Hall,
aîîd nine sectioî. nmeetings iii the afterîîooîi. At tic îiiî-
iîîg session Mr. Mott presented the quadrennial report of
the Executive Cornmittee upon the progrcss, prospects,
and îîeeds of the organization : (i) 'Fli contiîiued co-
operation of members and secretaries of mission boards
and of mîissiouiaries ; (2) an army of volunteers ; (3) a
miore thorough cultivation and supervisioni of the field of
the movernent ; (4) an increase iii the budget froni $16,ooo
to $20,o00 ; (5) vision, enthusiasm, resoiutioîî, and faith
on tue part of leaders anîd members of the niovemient ; (6)
more students to take up the work ; (7) the church should
risc Up aîîd enter into the heritage prepared for her as a
result of this movement ;()prayer for an outpouring of
the Hoiy Spirit.

0f the sectional meetings that upon China, wlîich was
heid iii the St. James Square Presbyterian Cliurch, xvas
probably thc most interesting. The chairman xvas Mr.
Harlan P. Beach, and there were about forty returned
niissioliaries present. The principal speakers xvere Rev.
Dr. Baldwin of Foociîoo, Rex'. Dr. Arnent, Rev. Dr.
Gamexveil, Miss Noyes, and Dr. Howard Taylor. The

other sectioîîal meetings deait xvith the work ii lIndia,
Japan anîd Corea; Buria, Ceylon, and Siaîîî ; Turkey,
Persia, anid Egypt ; Africa ; Papal Lands. There wcre
also a conférence on tlîe Jews, anîd one for representatives
froin Traininîg Sclîoois.

tNOui Thursday evninig two large meetings were held
at M assey Hall, and as on the lîrevious niglit hundreds
ivere tiuriîed away. Rcv. C. A. R. j anvier spolse on Inîdia,
Rev. Dr. Il.

'l'lie Friday mîoriîing session xvas gîveil up alrnost
euîtireiv to a discussion of lîow best to keep tlîe public
posted on the progress oîf iîissioîiary work. 'l'lie speakers
wvere l)r. E. E. Cliivers, of B3rooklyn, J oliî W. Wood,
secretary of the Protestanit E1piscopal Cliturcli Mission
Board ; Rev. flarlaîî P. Beach, Rcev. l)r. J uiius W. Wil-

lard of Baltimiore, Rce'. E. W. Smîithî, 1).D., Rev. Elmiore
Hlarris of Tloronîto, and Rev. I)r. '1'Iolurui. l)urîng the
afternooiî about twvcnty-five îneetings werc held iii the

variolus clîurches. At tîc J arvis Street Baptist Cliuirch
Rev. Geo. Brock, of Iuîdia, addressed a very cnthusiastic
meieting, at the close of wilîih betweeîî sixty aîîd sev'eîty
signilied thecir xilliuîgncss to go to the forcigni mission
fields. 'Flic cveîîiug meetinîg at Massey Hall was crowded
as usuai. Mr. Jîîo. R. Mott spoke oui the need of a pro-
gressiv'e nîoveîîîent iii tlîc non-Cliristiaîî worid.

Fox, anid Mr. Willis H. Hotchkiss. At tue meeting for
maie delegates iii the Metropolitan church short addresses
were giv'cl by coilege secretaries from varins parts of thie
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United States arnd Canada. Vice-Presidet j. RossStevenson presided, and the speakers were F. W.Anderson, secretary for Onitario and Quebec ;R. H.Edivards, secrctary of the Vale Association, J. 1E1. Mc-Cullough, of the Vanderbilt Association, G. S. Plielps, ofthe Wisconsin Association ,E. C. Carter, of the H-arvardAssociation ; J1. E. Rugh, of th;e Ohio Association ; S. 1haniTaylor, and Rev. mno. Foreman, travelling secretary of themovemnent. 'l'lie wvonen delegates met in the Bond StreetCongregational church, the meeting being presided overby 1)r. Pauline Root. '1'le speakers were Miss Radford,Missourri ;Miss, ilenîderson, Minnesota Miss Allen,'Wesley; Miss Paxon), lo0va ;Miss 1-Ieywood, VassarMiss Jackson, Smlitl College ;Miss Hill, national secre-'tan-y of tlîe Y. W. C'.A., of india ; Miss Nei son,' ChicagoMrs. Jnio. R. Mout, Miss Agnew, Mrs. Howvard Taylor,and Miss Taylor.

' lliec losinng meeting on Stinday iight in MasseyHall was miost inîpiressive. Mr. Mott opened withl an ad-drcss oin the essenitial character ot praver in missiorwork, and tlie other speakers were Rev. Prof'. J. RossStevenson, Mr. S. .1. Moore, 11ev. l'rchendary Fox, .Dr.Bridgenîan, l)r. l)aniels, and Bishop TIhoburnl Finaîîl,abouit orne hutnidred and lifty youing mnen and wornen whohave volunteered for i lie work %verc dedicated with hymrnand prayer. llev. Robert Speer followed witlî a stirringaddress, and Chairman Mott announced the close of thecon venrt ion.

THE LIT.

Constitution nighit at tlic Literary -Society last Friday
was a rouser. Sonne very important matters were brought
tip and thoronrghiy discussed, the ruimber of motions anj
amieinments being only cquailed by the numiber of points
of order raised. As Dr. Thompson was nlot present Vice-
President Younige sat iii the big soft chair, whiie il. W.WVallace manlipulated the lien iii the absence of Secretary
Gouid. 'rhe first business of importance was W. M.
Mackay's motion, of which lie gave notice at the previous
meeting, to the effect that tlîe dual systenm of votinîg be
used iii the Lit. elections, and that the constitution of the
society bc changed to provide for this. The moye- urged
ail to soar above party feeling and consider thec question
witlî unîbiased judgment ; he said that tlîe resuit of the
dual systeni would hie that the hest men of both parties
would bie founid on the Lit. executive, iior would theinterest iii the election lie a wluit abated. A. E. Hamuil-
ton secondcd the motion and menîtioned as onie advantage
of thec system that ain election every year would bie sure.
A good debate followed, F. H. McDearmid, G. S. Hodgson,
A. R. Cochrane and W. H. Day opposing the motion onthe ground that srnaii cliques would have too much in-
fluence, that ail election order wouid disappear, and that
after ail the best men would not bie elected. On a vote
the motion was lost by a large majority.

J. W. Cunningham then brought in the motion, of
which R. B. Cochrane had giveri notice, that the Medicos
bie invited to share in THE VARSITY on the same footing as
the School of Practical Science. He dwelt on the Uni-
versity feeling that a journal representing the three facul-
tics wouid cultivate. F. H. McDearmid seconded the

min an a fuhe Mdscussion folloxved, J. A. Martin assert-Mgto tan as thel Mds. ,od not accept the invitation anymore than the Mohiamniedans would if they were asked,the mot ion would do no good and no harm. F. P. Meganmoved in amendment, adE. R. Ptesnseconded, tathe matter hie laid on the table for a xveek. The aMend-ment was lost and the motion carried. A. E. Hamiltongave notice that he would move at the next meeting thatthe society approve of the suggestion of the Alumni Asso-ciation Executive wherehy the two undergraduate memi-bers of that Exeutive shouild act as members also of theeditoriai board of the Uiii!versily of Toronto Mont/zly witha view to securing undergradte~~ contributions and sub-scriptions. F. A. McDearmnid preserîted a recommenda-tion from the Lit. Executive that revision of the constitul-tion bie also iii order at the next meeting, March 7 th,which was adopted.
Thonî came tue main business of the evenling-thereport of the comimittee appointed to revise the constitu-tion of Tinn- VARsIrvy. A. E. Hamilton presented therevision and moved its adoption clause by clause. Itcontainiec tlî?ee radical chan.ges, and these evoked a greatdeal of discussion. The first ot themn coricerned theappointment of the boards. The revision provided thatthe Editorial Board should bie nominated by a committeecomposeci of the two editors.in..chicf of the precedimîg yearand a third mani appointed hy themn ; and that the Busi-ness Board bie nominatecl by a committee composed of thetwo fourth year represenI;itives on the Board of theprecedîng year and a third mari agreed upon by them,subject imi both cases to the approval of the society. T[lefeeling of the meeting wvas that tire scheme gave too muichpower to thiree nien and didl not eliminate, as it wasinitenided to do, party poiitics in the appoirîtment of theboards, and a stibstaritial majorrty defeated this section ofthe revisiori, decidinîg to adhere to the old plan of havinganîom-iratirîg committee composed of the editors-ini-chief,t le biisiness nmanager and four memnbers eiected by thesociety. The second important change provided forcorîpetitionr iri both the boards. There were to be twonr froin each class on the Business Board, and eachyear onie of these meri were to bie dropped, the other re-appointed, arîd tliere was to bie a simiiar systemi iri theEditorial Board.* After ,;orne discussion this scheme wasadopted. The third radical change was iri regard to theremunerLtion of the miemrbers of the Boards. The revisionproposed thât a salary of $roo be paid to the businessManager, $s-o to each of the edtorsin-cîief. in case of asurplus a certain percentage was to go to the LiterarySociety, the businese manager, the editors and others onthe Boardîs. But again the meeting decided in favor ofthe oId systemn whereby fifty per cent. of ail profits goesto the business manager arîd twerîty-five per cent. to eachof the editors. Many minor changes were also includedi the revised constitution and were adopted. There wvassomne objection to the fact that the revision did not pro-vide for thec appoinrent of an assistant business manager,but owing to the iateness of the hour it wvas decided notto adopt the new constitution as a whole, so that the pointcouid bie discussed at the rîext meeting.

As a pleasant interruption in the middle of the ratherdry discussion,' Prof. Young gave an interesting littieaddress from the platform, and indulged in some amusingreminiscences.
The appointment of representatives to the executiveof the Inter-University Debating League resulted in theelection of Dr. Wickett as Honorary President.The meeting adjourned after the witching hour ofmidnight.

W E heartily congr tulate lresident 1ou~donutpo, theSsigna;l lioitoi 'vhich %vas conferred u1pon hiîn by
Johins Ilopkitis Univtersity at Uts recent twenty-fiftîî anni-versary celebration. H is va~ltuaille audc sUccessfiul effortsto inisiitute and rna;ntL;n a highier stanîdard of Universitywork were recogîîized, by the conf'rring tiponl hini of thedegree Of L. L IL It Catllnot but bc gr;Ltifyjîg to everygraduate and untdcrgraduate (if the Unliversity of Torontoto sc tha~t thec value of' the labors of Our Presidîeît ini thjsdirection is recognized amnong the prorninent educatioînists
of the continent.

uT l,- visit to tîis city during last week of nearly threeithousand students frorn the United States m1ust berecognized as an important event ini the history .of thisuniversity. We niay safély say that thlins ftitutionî is agreat deal more widely known at the present tirne than itwas a wveel< ago. It is quite probable that a great mnanyof the delegates had nleyer even lîcard of the UJniversity
of Torontto, before it was hrought to their attention asthe place at wliich the convention was to be held. 'Theyhave corne and seen what our university is Outwardly, andwe need have no fear as to the impression which theytook away with thern of our buildings. They have corneinto contact with a few of our unidergradtuates and fromnthat small muiber they have judged the xvhole studentbody. We trust that their judgrnent has been a favorableone. Trhis much is certain that the conventioni of theStudents' Volunteer Moveinent bas very greautly enlargedthe spbere of influence of ottr university, and caused it tobe recognized as a unit ini the great continental systern of
higher education.

H~1-E suggestion containied ini the article in this issue byA Mr. Coffin, the President of the Fourth Year, is aparticularly timely one. No undergraduate ever passesover the "lgreat divide " into the ranks of the Alumniwithout a feeling of regret. He is leaving behind bimwhat have probahly been the best four years of his life,years filled with human interest, "lfriendshipi pleastire,work, and figbt." During his course he has formed a

great manY close friendsbips with fellow undergraduates,
especialîy among the 'nez] of his own year. These friend-
-ships, born and fostered as they have been tînder condi-
tions of comnmon aims and congenial tastes, are flot lightly
givenl up. Consequently any plan whicli would tend to
perpetuate them would receive the very hearty sepport otthe graduating class each year. 0f course there is theAlumini Association, wîîicli every young graduate
Should join, but, as Mr. Coffin says, ''more specialized
effo-ýrt is nieeded." His proposaI, therefore, to organiZe
the claSS Of 1902, witlb the object of enabling it to retainits identity, and, as far as possible, its tuity, should be
welcomed by every niember of the class. [le proposes topermanently organize thîe cîass this spring, to establisbi afund for the relief of sorne want of our university, (and shebas inany pressing needs), and to arrange for a system ofclass reunions at intervals of five years. We have 0on1Yon1e faîtît to find with the plan, and that is ini connectiotiwith the lengtb of time between reunions. They should
be more frc'qUent. It must be rerneinbcred that this iieNorganizatioti will have rnuch to contend against in itsstruggle to keep the memnbers of the class of 1902 in touch
with each other. Eacb meniber will biave bis own bu]si-
ness affairs to look after, and ini the struggle for existencethinigs of less moment are apt to be completely forgotten.
Coisecîtienty it would seem that a reunion every threeyears would have a greater tendency to retain the identityof the class. Suchi reunions every three years would 'iotbe too frequent, and with that shorter interval the busy102 nmai vould îlot be so apt to forget his duty to lusclass. Sncbi matters, bowever, are but details Of theschemne, and no doubt will be satisfactorily arranged.
Mr. Coffin miay rely on the practical support of everymerrnber of the year ini his effort, and if the plan operates
successfully, to him will belong the credit of having donesomething practical for our university.

SATURDAY LECTURE.

'l'le last lecture of the series in aid of the Woiîen'sResidence Futîd was delive retl in the Chenîucal butildinigon Saturday afternoon, when Professor MoGregor Younggave a very interesting address on the Monroe Doctrine.He pointed out that the Monroe Doctrine of to-day wadvery different from that originally stated by PresidentMonroe in 1823, as a protest to the intervention of theHoly Alliance. Prof. Young was of the opinion that theprt-sent day Monroe'Doctrtne was believed in by nearlyevery citizen of the United States. President Roosevelthas arready characterized it as the fundainental principleof thieir freign policy. The lecturer stated that verymany irrisconceptioiîs of the doctrine existed iii inen'sminds. It did flnot affect existing colonies ordependencies, so that Canada is safe. Moreover it doesflot prevent anv nation enforcing just dlaims on thiscontinent, for does it provide for a United Statesprotectorate over the Central American and SouthAmerican republics. Nevertheless be stated that theMonroe Doctrine is one of the two great obstacles ini theway of the development of those latter cotintries, theother being the insecurity of the governiments.

questions put hini by one of tlîe profantim vulgus, xvho is
naineless. IlAsterisk,'' after explainiiîg the troulble to blis
illîterate couipariion, procecds to dilate upon tlîc falling
off in dignity lit Varsity, whilîi lias occîirrcd %witliui the
last few vears-prcsumnably since -1 Asterisk " descrted lis,
carrying away lus parclîment. l'le naicless one inquires
the reason of the change, whereupon Il Aster isk " replies
as follows:M

- lîere are several causes. F'îrst, co-education,
wlîiclî is a failure. Secoîîdly, thîe absence of a residence.
ilîirdly, the reign of smiall-nîjnded officiais wvho govern by
tIle and regulation. The last's tlîe most important. If

Toronto University's degeîîerating ilito a big day school
full Qf fractioîîs youngsters, the professors are clîielly to
blanle. Tbey treat the students like children instcad of
like gentlemen, and what wvonder if their valtiation goes!

Nowv, to anyone who is conversant with the lîistory
of Varsity's student body during tlîe past decade, it will
flot be at ail difficult to give Il Asterisk " luis proper naine
and addrcss. Indeed, we have lîcard fromi himi often
before, iii a sirnilar strain, and, wlîen one understands
tlîis, lie will be less apt to believe that a graduate of
unbiased opinions, lias begun to despair of the ability of
biis Alnma Mater to fulfil lier mission. If the general
public lvere equally wvell informed we should bave nio fear
of such articles produciug any feeling of antagonisin to
our Universîty.

As regards the charge that Ilsturdent life at Toronto
University lias lost nearly ail its old time dignity," it is
hard for students of the present day to se-e any diminution
of dignity in the change from a "lbrute force comrnittee "
to a respectable election, witli equal rigbts for weak and
strong ; or frorn the old-time Ilhazing " to the prescrit

bl ustie," in whiclh the Freshmen are afTorded ail tbe
advantages of British fair play.

Let us take up, seriatim, the reasons Il Asterisk
assigns for the degeneration from Ildignity " ho -kiddisb-
ness." The flrst one, whicil puts part of the blame ou
co-education, is surely that of one who bias not given the
matter any serious consideration. Even theoretically the
preSence of women students would seeru to tend towards
Ildignity " rather than Ilkiddisbness," and, in practice,
it certainly does. if, however, there is any defect in
stmîdent life at Varsity, it is due, in our opinion, solely to
tbe pressing need of dormitories, and, witli the second
reason, every undergraduate is in bearty sympatlîy. Give
us dormitories, and College life at Toronto University
will soon be on a model basis. The tluird, and as
IIAsterisk " says, the most important reason, seenis less
applicable to Toronto than ho niost of the great
universities. After talking withi numerous undergraduates
from other universities in America the writer lias come to
the conclusion that the siudents of Varsity are remarkably
free from rules and regulations-certainly as free as the
successful management of so large a universlty would
warrant. Moreover, we bave yet to hear of a case in
which the professors bave treated any of the students
"lhike cbxldren instead of like gentlemen."

In conclusion we wvould chieerfully admit to
Asteris< " that bis second rcîîîark-concernîug the

absence of a residence, touches uipon a defect in our
systern, but this, %ve hope, %vill scion l)e reuîedied, aîîd at
any rate, it is îlot the faîîlt of eitlier professors or studeuts,
"Asterisk '' iimiself, iiniglt bettuýr einploy his peu iii pre-

sentîng to the public our pîessinrg anud increasing iîeed of
a resi(lence, than iu dcriding anid insu Iting thle professors
aiud students of lus Alma Mater. \Veil is it for old
Varsity that suc lias only one alutîs of the Il Asteriski
type J. G. LORuRIMAN, '03.
